Dear Sir,—In your issue Of the 17th 
ult., I read with great interest a let­
ter signed “Parent,” in which he cen­
sures the Methodist Board of Educa­
tion of Carbonear, fori protesting 
against the Syllabus compiled by the 
C.H.E.

I have waited patiently for some 
abler pen than mine to thrash out the 
pros and cons of this controversy, but 
it seems that the teachers to whom it 
should specially appeal, treat the 
matter with indifference. As one in­
terested, I will, with your permission. 
Mr. Editor, give my opinion on the 
subject. “Parent” says that it is au­
dacious on the part of the Board to 
“kick over the traces,” and thus re­
fuse to recognize the Syllabus. Pray 
who vested “Parent” with the power to 
constitute, himself the judge, jury and 
executioner of these gentlemen who 
compose the Carbonear Methodist 
Board ?

These gentlemen are undoubtedly 
fully competent to deal with this 
question, and they have taken this 
manly stand because they were actu­
ated t>y motives of regard for their 
hard-working teachers, and it would 
be a wise idea if the other Outport 
Boards (with all due respect) would 
take a similar interest in this matter, 
and secure for their teachers “a 
fighting chance," gt least, of keeping 
abreast with the times as far as the 
qualifying of pupils for C.H.E. exams, 
is concerned. I know not if the pre­
sent Syllabus was mapped out to suit 
the city colleges, but I do know and 
I say emphatically, that it does not 
meet with the views of the outport 
teachers. "Parent” is under the im­
pression that he voices the senti­
ments of the tea’chers in general, but 
I crave his permission to disabuse his 
mind of such a fallacious idea.

The present Syllabus does not, or 
never will, meet with the approval 
of the teachers. It does not meet with 
the approval of one teacher out of 
every ten in the island, it is the last 
straw that broke the camel's back.

The outport teacher is already 
groaning under the heavy load impos­
ed upon him by the Council, and it 
is only by dint of hard work, and per­
severance, by beginning work early 
and closing late, that he can make 
any kind of a showing in the exams. 
If the Council continues to force this 
Syllabus upon the outport schools, 
they will find that eventually the col­
leges will have the field to them­
selves.

The school day consists of five 
hours (and “Parent” would confer a 
great favor on the teacher if he 
would draw up a time-table which 
would allow him time to qualify pu­
pils for the exams.) and also give 
the lawful time to the third, fourth 
and fifth standards.

Oliver Wendell Holmes says that 
the natural end of a teacher is to 
perish by starvation, in which opin­
ion I am bound to concur, t^hanks to 
our present progressive Government), 
but now he is to be hurried over the 
Great Border Line by being compell­
ed to mount the new tread-mill, erect­
ed by the Council of Higher Educa­
tion.

There is a remedy for all evils, and 
the same holds good in this case. Let 
the outport teachers form a Union, 
and I have no doubt that their griev­
ances will soon be redressed. They 
have been too subservient in the 
past and it is time to show the coun­
try at large that they- are fully cora-

blessings these philanthropic gentle­
men were going to pour on the heads 
ind into the laps of the fishermen.

It will be re­
numbered that after the S. S. Fife 
ivas lost in 191, the scaling steamer 
Pirginia Lake was purchased by the 
Contractor, and put on the Labrador 
service in the place of the S. S. Glcn- 
-oe built for that service. She was 
lest in the year 1909. She was re­
placed by the S. S. Invermore which 
performed the service until 1911. In 
I',at year the S. S. Solway was put on.
1 he Government then notified the 
Contractor that they would not ac­
cept the Solway, and accordingly the 
new steamer was provided.

There is no correspondence in re­
lation to the Notre Dame, North East 
Coast, and Bay St George service 

On motion the House went into 
Committee of the Whole to consider 
Resolutions for providing assistance 
to sufferers from Marine Disasters.

The Premier Sir E. P. Morris, in 
introducing them explained to the 
Committee the provisions of the Re­
solutions which are in brief that l 
any fisherman or seaman domiciled m 
the Colony shall be drowned on the 
"gh seas or within the territorial 

aters of the Colony his family or

relatives will be entitled to the sum 
of $100 out of the Funds of the Col­
ony. proof of death to be adduced 
within six months after such drown­
ing, and the applicant satisfying the 
authorities that the deceased left one 
or more relatives who depended upon 
him for support and needed’assist­
ance ; any amount so granted shall 
not be liable to attachment.

In the course of his speech the Prem­
ier gave some details of the deaths 
by drowning of Newfoundlanders dur­
ing 1912; more lives were lost out of 
vessels on the Grand Banks by drown­
ing from Canadian, American and 
Newfoundland vessels than from all 
other causes of death put together in 
any one year. He felt certain the 
Legislature would receive the Resolu­
tions in a sympathetic way.

Mr. Kent believed that there could 
be no two opinions as regards the at­
titude of the Committee and Legisla­
ture on these Resolutions when they 
come to consider the untoward circum­
stances of the last year or two for 
those had drawn public attention to 
the extreme risks that attend the call­
ing of the great majority of our peo­
ple. Perhaps in no country in the 
world is such a large proportion of 
the population dependent for a ftylhg 
on the sea as in Newfoundland. All 
over the country from north, south, 
east and west the people day after 
day, in all kinds of weather, under all 
circumstances had to face the dangers 
of the deep to provide for themselves 
and families. From time, to time this 
great fact is accounted when some 
great disaster, such as those to which 
the Premier had just referred, acci­
dents like the loss of the Ema and 
Regulus and he Greenland disaster 
occurred. Such terrible events being 
before us in the most acute and har­
rowing form the dangers which sur­
round our people in carrying on their 
daily avocations. What a terrible toll 
we pay to the sea might be gleaned if 
in the course of years were we to cal­
culate the number of lives lost in 
tbc Colony through the sea and lost 
under circumstances which attract lit­
tle if any attention. It was the small 
punt fisherman who often meets an 
accident; his boat upsets, or he is 
caught in the sea or in some other 
way. whereby he often not alone is 
lost himself but one or two other lives 
are sacrificed with him- In every 
case he or they have someone depend­ed upon them. The probabilities are 
that the victim is a father of a family.

It was true 
that they were unable to provide e 
fund sufficiently large to'tide over aV 
difficulties which arose under circum 
stances of the kind, but be thought 
that in making the provision proposed 
in the present Resolutions. $100, i< 
averaged a fair representation of wha!

There wer 
special provisions in the Merchants 
Shipping Act referring to those or 
copied at sea. Seamen as they de 
fined the meaning. There were othe 
clauses of a similar kind that migh 
also require some consideration. H 
(Mr. Kent) knew that it was the in 
ten tion of the Government and Hous- , 
to cover those who “go down to th 
sea in ships” or whose lives were i: 
any way lost by drowning or other 
wise on the ocean, whether firemen 
engineers, seamen or fishermen o 
whatever occupation they may fil’ 
But if they were drowned on boar 
ship on the high seas, very often cit 
cum star! ces attended loss of life o 
board passenger boats; there might b 
persons on board such boats, wher 
circum tances would be such that theis 
Resolutions should be extended t 
them. Some differentiation should 1 
there which would include these am 
make the words “fishermen” an 
“seamen” as comprehensive as poe 
slble to cover cases of this kind. 0 
course he (Mr. Kent) thought ths 
another direction in which effoi 
should be maple would be in the direc 
tion ÔT prevention. All regretted thee 
unfortunate accidents when they <x 
curried, but were they doing all 1 
their [tower to prevent them occur 
ring? Had they proper Inspectin' 
and surveys? Had they those employ 
ed in ships competent or authorize! 
to procure their inspection befor 
sailing? Were there laws on th 
Statute Book which would enforc 
this? He thought that precâution wa 
very often better than a remedy gn 
that our laws in respect to inspectin' 
and survey of steamers other tha 
passenger steamers were very limite; 
Agrin. the matter of investigation aft 
er accidents h.-te recurred requin 
to It in sunt at puts c'.:cn»*d- Tak 
the enquiries that take place into th 
loss of life by shipwreck or otbei 
wise on sea. Were they sufficient! 
covered? All who were in any wa: 
interested in these enquiries shoul 
have the opportunity of a hearin 
before these enquiries. As a genere 
rule they take place quietly. It we 
a practice everywhere, but he though 
that they were not sufficiently publi 
and reports upon such enquirie 
should be placed upon the table of th

GLASGOW. March 10. |

The ex­
plosion occurred at Nobel’s Explosive 
Works at Ardor, a little ever twenty 
miles from Glasgow. Many houses, 
churches, schools, and public Institu­
tions were damaged. Ceilings fell 
everywhere, partitions collapsed, and 
scarcely a window was left Intact. 
People,, walking the streets, were 
thrown to the ground. The harbor 
works and many works adjacent are 
masses of wreckage. There were 
three distinct explosions, which were 
followed by an immense column of 
smoke, which could be seen miles 
away. Six bodies had been recover­
ed up to 5 p.m. whilst several were 
conveyed to hospital.

LONDON, March 10.
King George opened the third ses­

sion of the present «Parliament to­
day, after two days’ prorogation. The 
usual procession from Buckingham 
Palace to Westminster Hall was in 
drizzling rain. Despite this there 
were tens of thousands of sight seers 
who hedged the route in dense mas­
ses.
