'Na\(al Promotions.

A news message from London states
that Vice-Admiral Sir John Jellicoe
was promoted Admiral yesterday,
and that Sir Hedworth Meux was ap-
pointed Admiral of the Fleet in Sir
John’s stead. The message also says
that Sir Hedworth, until to-day, has
been Commander-in-Chief at Ports-
mouth, and that this shift in com-
mand of the Home Fleet came as «
surprise. When the news arrived
that the Queen:Elizabeth had taken
part in the bombardment of the out-
.er forts of the Dardanelles, it was
said that the Grand Fleet had been
re-organized, and it may be that Ad-
miral Meaux has been made Com-
mander-in-Chief of the Grand Fleet.
3Jut we doubt it, and shall not give
credence to it until we learn that the
statement has been made officially.
It is quite possible that Admiral
Meaux who is the senior Admiral, has
been promoted to the rank of “Admir-
al of the Fleet,” to which rank he is
the next in seniority, and that the
correspendent has been misled by
this promotion. At the beginning of
the year there were three “Admirals
of the Fleet” on the Active List. The
senior Sir Gerard Noel, is 70, Sir Ar-
thur Fanshawe ig 68 and Sir William
May is 66. The promotion of Sir
Hedworth Meaux to be ‘“‘Admiral of
the Fleet” would leave Sir Richard
Poore, who is Commander-in-Chief at
the Nore, Senior Admiral. It will be
remembered that Sir Richard Pocre
was here in his ship during the win=
ter following the Bank crash.

Progress in
the Dardanelles.

If the report is true that the mine
sweeping in the Dardanelles has pro-
gressed to Chanak Kalesi, it* would
indicate that the forts at Kilia Bahr
and Kale-i-Sultanize have been re-
duced and that the British fleet there
have succeeded in accompolishing one
of the most difficult parts of their
task in forcing their way through
these straits. If the strait has been
cleared to the first or the inside nar-
rows, apd can bring 'up their ships to
this point, they can easily get at the
forts at the next narrows, some 4 or 5
miles distant. This would appear to
confirm the story that the Turks are

demolishing forts on the Dardanelies

with the object of strengthening forts
in the neighborhood of Constanti-
nople. . It will be interesting to fol-
low. what happens to the Turkish
Navy when once the British fleet ar-
rives in the ‘Sed of Marmora.
they meet or, will the Turks seek
safety in the Bosphorous, and will the
Russian Black Sea Navy be strong
encugh to stop the Turkish ships es-
caping to the Black Sea? ~

N. E. Storm

‘Of Last Night.

\
TWO FIRES — CONSIDERABLE/
DAMAGE DONE.

The storm that swept over the city
last night was the heaviest for some
time past. Yesterday at noon the wind
began to blow from the E. N. E. A
few hours afterwards it shifted to the
N. E, ‘and - towards evening gradu-
ally increased. - About 7 p.m. the wind
blew with great force, and as the night
advanced, raged with increased vio-
lence, accompanied by rain and snow
drifts. Several of the Gulf sealing
steamers were prevented from sailing
on account of the storm, while other
shipping had to haul off from their
piers fearing damage. About 8.30
when the fire broke out at Browning’s
bakery a regular N. E. hurricane was
in progress and fears were entertain-
ed that, a conflagration would result,
but fortunately the blaze was prompt-
ly got under control by our fire brig-
ades, to whom the communitg~should
be thankful.

TOWN IN.DARKNESS,

About 9.30 p.m. the electric light
service was thrown out of kilter, caus-
ed by a junction box on the Hill of
Chips, near the Empire Wood Work-
ing Co’s. factory, taking fire and the
grounding of an arc wire on Forest
Road. The Reid Co’s. employees were
kept busy and had everything in work-
ing order again at 11 o’clock. At noon
to-day the storm had subsided a bit.

BROWNING’S BAKERY FIRE.

At 8.30 p.m. yesterday the Central
and Western fire companies were
summoned to Browning’s bakery
where a slight fire, caused by the ex-
plosion of escaping gas, was in pro-
gress. The firemen were on the
scene promptly and succeeded in ex-
tinguishing the blaze before much
damage was done. Yesterday the
plumbers were engaged altering some
gas pipes in the bakery, and when the
workmen left the place .the job was
not completed. In testing the pipes
the gas had been turned on from the
street and evidently had not been com-
pletely shut off. When the watchman
of the building was making his usual
rounds he heard a sound as of steam
escaping and went with a lighted
match to investigate, with the result
that he was driven back by the ex-
plosion. A flame then shot across the
floor and the watchman, who was un-
hurt, hurried out to shut off the gas
and send in an alarm. When the fire-
men reached the scene the floor was
on fire. They directed the hose on
the flames and after a short time had
it under control, the “all out” signal
sounding at 9.15 p.m. Very little dam-
age was done beyond the loss of a
few sacks of flour and the burning of
a hole in the floor. y

CHINESE LAUNDRY FIRE.

At 1.40 this morning another fire,
more serious than the other, broke
out: in a Chinese laundry on Monks-
town Road which caused much alarm
during the two hours and a half that
it lasted. Mr. John Donnelly, City
Plumbing Inspector, who lives close
by. first saw the ‘reflections of fire
from his bedroom and immediately
sent in an alarm from box 221. The
Central and Eastern companies . re-
sponded. When they arrived there
was quite a big blaze in progress, as
the flames were fanned by the strong
gale of wind. None of the Chinamen
were around, they having fled to their
fellow countrymen on Prescott Street.
The flames from the fire were tre-
mendous and illuminated that section
of the town for a long distance. The
firemen worked hard under adverse
conditions to prevent the fire from
spreading, but did not succeed, as the
Postal Telegraph Office next door and
a dwelling house adjoining caught.
Out of the latter Mr. J. Donnelly res-
cued a woman named O’Grady and
her child, who might have been burn-
ed to death. After working strenu-
ously for over an hour the fire-fight-
ers got the blaze under control. Just
then the Chinamen came back and
found amongst the ruins their cash-
box, which contained $100, much to
their- delight. The damage done was
very extensive. The laundry was to-
tally destroyed with hundreds of dol-
lars worth of-shirts, collars, etc., that
it contained. The adjoining buildings
were badly .damaged. They are own-
ed by Mrs. E. J. Rawlins, and we learn
are not insured. The origin of the
fire is at present unknown.

RUSSTANS ON OFFENSIVE AGAIN.

LONDON, To-Day.

Except at the Central Beskid Pass
of the Carpathians, where the fierce
Austrian attacks "~ have moderated
somewhat, the Russians are now on
the offensive along the whole length
of their extremely long line from the
Baltic Sea to theﬂRoumanian border.
Apparently they have definitely dis-
posed of the German and Austrian at-
tempts to outflank their two extreme
wings. The tide having turned they
are making slow but steady progress.
After retiring on the right bank to the
Dneister River, the Russians have
crossed into Bukowina and are unof-
ficially reported to be back in Vzer-
nowitz, which military men say is ex-
tremely probable, as they already had
captured Sadagora, a few miles to the
west, They are again in possession
of Stanilau and have crossed the Luk-
wa River, the forward step which in
the opinion of military experts will
compel the Austrians to evacuate
Bukowina. In Northern Poland the
Russians are advancing slowly west-
ward from the Niemen River and the
Germans are fighting a rearguard ac-
tion. Only at one point is the Ger-
man attack being seriously pressed
against the fortress of Ossowetz. Here
the Germans can use their railway
from Lyck, and there is a good road
across the marshes, but with their
armies falling back on either side
they cannot remain long, British mili-
tary experts say. To the south, ac-
cording to a Berlin despatch, the Ger-
mans have evacuated Myszynie, which
is right on the East Prussian border,
northwest of Lomza, while further
west, near Mlawa, they are believed
actually to have crossed the border
after their defeat at Przasnysz. The
Russians also show revived activity
in Central Poland and have attacked
the Germans east of Plock and near
Skierniewice, southwest of Warsaw.
In the western theatre, the Anglo-
French, like their Russian ally, are
doing most of the attacking, but lat-
terly without apparently making any
further progress, although they claim
to have repulsed German attacks
which were .delivered in an effort to
regain lost ground. The sinking of
the German submarine U 8 as officially
announced -to-day makes the fourth
of these yessels to be sunk by British
warships since the beginning of the
war. There was no news last night
of the naval operations in the Darda-

DUTCH STEAMER REPORTED.

LONDON. To-day.
1t is reported that the Dutch steam-
er Noodeayk, returning to Rotterdain
with broken machinery after having
sailed for the States, has been tor-
pedoed in the English Channel.

SAILINGS HELD UP.
NEW YORK, To-day.

Exclusive of to-day’s departures, no
British or neutral ccean liners will
sail from this port for Britain for
eleven days for the first time in thirty
vears. According to available re-
cords a week will pass without sail-
ings from England. Strikes at Liver-
pcol and the action of the British Ad-
miralty in pressing steamships into
service as transports are responsible
for this condition they -declared.

AUSTRO - GERMANS MEET WITH
SERIES OF REVERSES.

PETROGRAD, To-day,

Advices were received at Petrograd
to the effect that the Austro-German
forces have met with a series of re-
verses at the hands of the Russians,
recently culminating in the reoccupa=
tion of Stanislau. Serious battles are
reported between the - Mazolaboretz
Pass in the Carpathians and the River
San, where the Austrian’ advance is
said to have been checked.

BULGARIA SECRETLY MOBILIZES.

PARIS, To-day.

Bulgaria has mobilized secretly
three full army divisions in the neigh-
borhood of Tirnova, according to in-
formation contained in a Salonika
despatch, based upon what is said to
be reliable authority. The same source
is responsible for the statement that
the Kostendil division has been sent
to an unknown destination.

The Trying Experience
On Board the Mongolian

Gallant Conduct of Naval Reserv-
ists—Letter From a Passenger.

R.M.S. Mongolian,
r ‘February 27, '15.

My Dear Will,—This is the account
of our experiences in the Mongolian
«s far as I have it:

We left St. John's,
18th inst., between 10 and 11 am.,
l.eading in a southerly (lirvctiun‘till
we reached a point about one hundred
miles south of Cape Race,
took a southeasterly cut for a short
distance, before taking up our proper
course for'the South of Ireland for
Glasgow. Until we took wup this
course we had very good weather,
though somewhat dull, but when we
did so ‘the weather. changed and we
encountered head winds increasing to
moderate gales and somewhat stormy
seas. Monday and early Tuesday
morning the seas increased, and one
could feel how they made the ship
quiver and shudder. 1 presume that
the shaking Iloosened the cement,
with which the damage caused by her
hitting Ruby Rock, had been repair-
ed.

We were then, about 10.30 a.m: forc-
ing through a very heavy head sea.

He then had the Marconi operator
send out the “All r Stations Call.”
While this was being attended to, the
hig steam pump on No. 1 hcld was set
to work along with the ordinary steam
pumpg.

THE TALE OF THE TOOTH BRUSH

Many of us are careful of our hair-
brushes and clothes brushes but so
few remember the humble toothbrush.
To keep the teeth perfectky white and
perfect the tooth brush should receive
care as well. ’

A good tooth brush if wshed consci-
entiously should not be in use more
than two weeks at a time, and it is
better to keep two in use so that each
may have a period of drying out and
airing. 1t never pays to buy too
cheap a brush if the price is at the
place a poor set of bristles will not do
place, a por set of bristles will not do
their work well,. and, in the second
place, loosely fastened bristles are
very dangerous if they slip down the
throat, where they may catch and de-
cay or penetrate the walls of the di-
gestive tract. i

Always. wash out the brush thor-
oughly after 'each application and, by
the way, a new brush should be soak-
ed in a weak solution of bicarbonate of
soda for.two hours both to disinfect
it from shop handling and to set the
bristles so that they will not fall out
80 readily.

The teeth should be brushed at
night, after each meal and upon rising.
It is particularly important to clean
them the last thing before retiring, so
that food particles widl not remain in
the teeth crevices to decay over night
When the mouth salvia is not active
€nough to prevent it.

During a long illness the teeth
should e carefully cleaned when they
tannot receive attention from a den-
tist. If this were done fewer teeth

troubles would be laid to the ailment,
which is not much more to blame than
neglect of the mouth.

See that the mouth is .constantly
washed out with a little bicarbonate
of socda, which can be prepared by dis-
solving a teaspoonful of the bicarbon-
ate (ordinary baking soda) in a pint
of water and bottling it for use. Most
authorities consider this better than
too frequent a use of the hydrogen
peroxide solutions which are not al-
ways good for the teeth.
