REMO CONFERENCE 
FACTORY.

LONDON, April 29. 
Premier Lloyd George, speaking in 

the House of Commons to-day, on the 
subject of the recent Allied confer­
ence at San Remo, said that before 
the conference there had been some 
misunderstandings, serious enough in 
themselves, but made grave by the 
deliberate fomenting on the part of 
very reckless persons. “But,” con­
tinued the Premier, “I am very glad 
to say that the sky is once more 
clear. So far as I can see everyone 
is gratified and satisfied at what hap­
pened at San Remo.” The Premier 
declared that 'the conference had 
been the most Remarkable one in 
every respect held since the armis­
tice. There never had been such a 
conference as regarded the satisfac­
tion, with agreement by all the par­
ties concerned, or the happiness, 
which it has been able to bring about. 
The conference, declared the Premier, 
dispelled all suspicions that the 
Treaty of Versailles was not to be en­
forced. There had been no difference 
of opinion between the Allies as to 
enforcement of the treaty. A misun­
derstanding arose, he declared, over 
questions as to who should put down 
the disturbance in Ruhr, which threat­
ened the peace not only of Germany, 
but of Europe. The French thought 
it ought to be suppressed by the Al­
lies, the Premier asserted, but all 
others believed it should be left to the 
Germans. This difference had been 
settled, Mr. Lloyd George said, and 
the Germans informed that at the mo­
ment German troops in Ruhr were re­
duced to the proportion fixed by the 
Allies last August, the French troops 
would be withdrawn from Frankfort 
and Darmstadt The misunderstand­
ing of France concerning Great Brit­
ain’s intentions regarding the revis­
ion of the Treaty had been removed. 
He claimed that he had made it clear 
that Great Britain did not desire a re­
vision of the Treaty which must be 
made the basis of the policy of the 
Allies and that Great Britain would 
act with France and ether Allies in its 
enforcement. Great Britain had also 

it clear that she would not 
sanction to any policy of annex- 
by France in Germany. It was 

impossible, he declared, to have an­
other Alsace Lorraine. Such a pol­
icy had been advocated by some pow­
erful personages and journalists in 
France. I need hardly assure the 
House, Lloyd George said, that Prem­
ier Millerand and Ills associates read­
ily and sincerely gave the assurance 

the vast majority of the people of 
France were just as much opposed to 
a policy of that kind as the people of 
Great Britain. I attach enormous im­
portance to that Another misunder­
standing that had been removed was 
that on the part of the French, who, 
no doubt, thought that Great Britain 
did not mean to enforce the Treaty 
with regard to reparation and dis­
armament There was no difference 
of opinion on disarmament Lloyd 
George said, but when it came to or­
dering dfcarmament, there was no one 
in Germany who seemed to have the

, Charles E. Nicholson," Shamrock’s 
designer and builder, admitted when 
he was In this country last winter 
that Shamrock would have to give 
either the Resolute or Vanltie a handi­
cap of several minutes over the thirty

Government Ownership.

London Dally Telegraph.—A mo­
ment’s consideration proven that the 
nationalization of «hipping must be 
fraught with dangers political as well 
as economic, apart from the reaction 
of the Inexpert administration of 
shipping on the industrial life of this 
country. What are the characteristics 
of Government control as exemplified 
by a thousand and one examples dur­
ing the war? "It Is," as Mr. Noble has 
said, “extravagant and wasteful It 
destroys all initiative. It stereotypes 
mediocrity. It is self-satisfied. It 
scorns advice. The idea of co-ordina­
tion is foreign to its nature." As an 
instance of Government methods, he 
quoted the case of a ship in St. Kathe­
rine’s Docks; which was loaded and 
unloaded- nine times as a result-of the 
conflicting orders of five different 
Government Departments. The agita­
tion for the nationalization of In­
dustry, whether mines or shipping— 
and they are intimately related—does 
not concern only particular classes 
of employers, investors or workers; 
it cuts at the very foundations of our 
national prosperity.

Military Man
Commits Suicide.

Captain Wilfred Pippy Blew His 
Brains Out at Noon To-Day— 
Found in His Room, Crosbie 
Hotel, With Heavy Colt Revol­
ver Beside Him.

Captain Wilfred Pippy, son of the 
late Joseph Pippy, once e partner In 
the firm of Shlrran A Pippy, commit­
ted suicide to-day by blowing his 
brains out He was discovered first 
by Hon. S. K. Bell, proprietor of the 
Crosbie Hotel, at which place he had 
been boarding since coming from Eng­
land thrdti weeks ago. Someone hav­
ing enquired for Mr. Pippy, Mr. Bell 
went to his room shortly before noon 
and was horrified to find the unfortu­
nate man on his face, quite dead. The 
Police Station was immediately ac­
quainted and Head Constable Byrne, 
Sergt. Fitzgerald and Dr. Burden re­
paired to the scene. They found Mr. 
Pippy In his pyjamas, while a heavy 
Colt army revolver, with one cartridge 
discharged, lay nearby. A bullet had 
passed through his head, from front 
to back. He must have been standing 
when the shot was fired, as the bullet

passed through hie head and entered 
the wall of the room. The body was 
later removed to Carnell’s Mortuary 
Rooms.

Mr. Pippy 1» a returned soldier of 
four years’ service, 38 years of age and 
married, with three children. He Is a 
brother of Mr. G. Vater Pippy. He held 
the commission of Captain in the Roy­
al Nfld. Regiment. His wife and child­
ren were staying with his mother-in 
law.

He was alright up to one o’clock this 
morning, having at that hour termi­
nated a social game of cards. A friend 
of his, with him np to one o’clock, 
says that he was quite himself then.

He is not known to have been in 
financial difficulties and his action Is 
therefore not due to that cause. The 
sympathy of all will go out to the be­
reaved ones. Besides one brother he 
leaves a sister, Dr. Olive Pippy, who 
is practising at Grand Falls.

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Fishery Proposals.
Every person in Newfound­

land will agree that if Hon. W. 
F. Coaker succeeds in getting 
through Legislation during the 
present session of the Legisla­
ture, having for its object the 
betterment of the care and cure 
of codfish, he will be conferring 
a boon on the fishermen and 
merchants, which will cause his 
name to go down to posterity as 
the greatest benefactor of the 
ages. For years without number 
there has been a wrestle with 
conditions of the fishery, and 
serious endeavours were made 
to induce the production of a 
really first class make of dry 
fish. But all the*se efforts failed 
of their purpose, because there 
was no unanimity behind them. 
Private firms exhorted their 
dealers to give more attention 
to the preparation and cure of 
our staple export. Supercargoes 
on the Labrador pleaded with 
planters to turn out a superior 
make, for shipment to Europe. 
Agents visited the stages and 
stores of fishermen and pointed 
out to them the advantages to 
be gained by being less careless 
in their methods of splitting, 
cleaning, salting, washing, and 
spreading their voyages. And 
all this availed nothng because 
there were no penalties for fail­
ure to carry out instructions. 
The current price ruled, and the 
long credit system obliged sup­
pliers to be very cautious in in­
sisting that good fish be made, 
consequently the cull had to be 
very broad, and fish not by any 
means merchantable had to be 
passed as such, if current ac­
counts were to be paid, and so 
things went on from bad to 
worse.

* * * * . *
Without legislative stand­

ardization and an authorised 
cull, nothing could be done to 
generally improve and better 
the conditions under which fish 
were treated and made. The

credit and the current price do­
minated and governed the whole 
situation. . Undue competition 
amongst shippers was another 
fàctor which militated against 
improvement, and many and in­
sidious, particularly on Labra­
dor, were the wiles adopted by 
buyers to secure fish which 
really belonged to some other 
trader, in order to complete 
hurry cargoes. Quality was not 
always considered the predomi 
nant necessity and qualification. 
Quantity was the ruling feature, 
and so long as parcels were pass­
able, they were eagerly snapped 
up by the irregular purchaser. 
Stealth in buying and speed in 
loading were the only require­
ments, and perhaps an extra, in 
the shape of -ten or twenty 
cents per quintal above the cur­
rent price was sufficient to 
cause the diversion of a pile or 
two from the legitimate sup­
plier. This system of illicit deal 
ing continues perhaps unto this 
day, and nothing but legislation 
will restrain it. Mr. Coakers 
proposals already have gained 
the support of many men inter­
ested in the fisheries and their 
future improvement and pro­
pagation, and there is no doubt 
but that his announced Bill will 
receive unqualified approval. 
Under its provisions there is an 
incentive to all to make good 
fish. The man or men who fail 
to bring their catch up to the 
standard of cure will be penalis­
ed on the price, and the loss will 
be to themselves alone. The 
standardization of grades, with 
a graduated price, will work out 
to the benefit and advantage of 
the good fishmakers, and the 
cull, being in accordance with 
the provisions of the Bill, will 
not be conducted in a slipshod 
manner or be governed by com­
mercial exigencies or favorit­
ism. Another well taken step is 
that No. 2 fish will not be grant­
ed export as No. 1. Therefore 
protection is assured, and to put 
it in the language used by the 
Honorable Minister in his 
speech at the House of As­
sembly on Wednesday after­
noon, “The difference in price 
between No. 1 and No. 2 will be 
made such, that a man making 
bad fish one year, would never 
want to do so again.” The Tele­
gram has ever been, and will 
continue to be, an advocate for 
better methods in the making of 
codfish, and should the Bill in­
troduced by Mr. Coaker, enti­
tled “An act for the standardiz­
ation of Codfish,” be the only bit 
of constructive legislation pass­
ed by the Government, during 
the present session of the Legis­
lature, it will be well worth the 
time spent, as its admission to 
the statutes will be of incalcul­
able benefit to Newfoundland, 
providing always, that it is not 
smothered in legal phraseology 
and rendered of no effect by ex­
ceptions. But Mr. Coaker, we 
think, may be ^trusted to look 
out for and avoid such pitfalls.

Those who were privileged to at­
tend the Grand Sacred Concert, given 
by the Massed Choirs of the City 
Churches, In the Roman Catholic Ca­
thedral last night, spent a most won­
derful and uplifting two hours. To 
describe the feeling of rapt admiring 
awe which fell upon the vast audience, 
the nave, aisles, transepts and galler­
ies of the spacious sacred edifice being 
filled as the first note of the Grand 
Organ burst forth in Basil Horwood’s 
Sonata, to the final diminuendo of the 
Halellujah Chorus, which closed the 
programme, would need the pen of a 
Maestro, and the writer feels himself 
all too inadequate to perform the 
task allotted of giving anything like a 
thorough description of an event which 
has no precedent in St. John’s. Some 
three hundred voices took part in last 
night’s concert, which was well and 
ably conducted by Professor Hutton, 
the organists being Messrs. Gordon 
Christian and F. J. King. His Excel­
lency the Governor and suite. 
Lady and Miss Harris, His Grace 
the Archbishop, and the Clergy, 
and the Clergymen of the other 
churches, were present, and among 
the audience were many prominent in 
State and Commerce, as well as in the 
professions, all animated by the one 
desire—to partake of a musical feast, 
of which they were not denied.

Yesterday the finishing touches to 
the rebuilding of the organ were given 
by the addition of a one string stop to 
the swell, replacing a mixture stop, 
this change giving the instrument a 
greater variety of tone, and Mr. W. J. 
Vey, who completed the work, is to 
be congratulated on his successful 
achievement. The programme as pub­
lished was gone through, with but one 
exception, the illness of Mrs. Christian 
during the week, though present with 
the Choir, preventing the rendition of 
the Quartette “The Lord is My Shep­
herd,” in which Mrs. Christian, Miss 
Christian, Messrs. Trapnell and Mews 
were taking part. A musical critic 
suggests that the items deserving spe­
cial mention were: No. 6, "Babylon”, 
solo by Miss Langmead; No. 7, “The 
Marvelous Work,” solo hy Mrs. F. J. 
King; No. 9, “Fac ut Portem” (Stabat 
Mater), solo by Miss Brown: No. 12, 
“Worthy is the Lamb,” Chorus, from 
the Messiah (Handel) ; No. 18, “Bow 
Down Thine Ear,” solo by Mr. Carl 
Trapnell, and the thrilling and mag­
nificent triumph of the Hallelujah 
Chorus, during the singing of which 
the audience stood. As a matter of 
fact, from the point of view of the 
average student of music, there was

little to chose between any of the 
items, but critics have to be allowed 
a little more latitude in their discrim­
ination. Taken as a whole the per­
formance was wonderful and consid­
ering the short time engaged in prac­
tice, worthy the highest appreciation, 
which it received from no less a dig­
nitary than His Grace the Archbishop 
of St. John’s himself in the appended 
complimentary and congratulatory let­
ter. We understand that, responsive 
to- many requests, the concert will be 
repeated in the near. future, notice 
to be later given of the exact date.

Mr. Higgins thought such matters 
as referred to should be left out of 
discussion, as the Court is at present 
Judging them, and the subject of a 
man taiding his seat is being enquired 
into.

Mr. Coaker said a member is re­
sponsible only to the House for state­
ments made there.

Mr. Higgins.—That is not the point 
I make. Is it the intention of the 
House to discuss the right of a mem­
ber to take his seat while the subject 
of an enquiry? We have not the me­
thod here as in England of a Com­
mittee of Enquiry, but if we are go­
ing to have the examination here, let 
us have it.

Mr. Hibbs.—Stay tn your seat 
I wont till the Speaker says so, re­

plied Mr. Higgins.
Mr. Hibbs—Any member who has 

transgressed the law will get what is 
coming to him.

Mr. Higgins—We might as well see 
where we are. Has a member the 
right to take his seat in the House 
when duly elected though under en­
quiry?

Mr. Warren—As the Minister of 
Fisheries stated, any statements by a 
member within the rules of debate,- 
and while on sub Judioe matters are 
alright, but a paper dealing with such 
a case does so on its own responsi­
bility. As to the taking of a seat, 
resolutions have been passed on the 
very subject, and unless Mr. Hibbs is 
out of order, his comment is alright.

Mr. Higgins—We will have a 
chance later to discuss the whole 
matter and tell some stortes.

Mr. Hibbs—I don’t think I'm wrong 
when I say men received money for 
nothing. It has been sworn to in 
Court. It was done all over the coun­
try, and I ask, is it fair? Men who 
should have the money to spend were 
ignored. In Fogo district some $17,- 
000 iras due us. I found my oppon­
ent ignoring the Boards and spend­
ing, or authorizing and gave away, 
about $5,000, and I ask the leader of 
the Opposition where it went.

Sir M. P. Cashin—You have a lot 
to learn.

Mr. Hibbs—Mr. Halfyard was in­
nocent in the matter and not sus­
picious.

Sir M. P. Cashin—He got his share 
of the money.

Mr. Hibbs—The same tale can be 
told of Twillingate and Bonavista. 
Talk of demoralization. You cannot 
expect men to be honest when they 
are jibed by neighbors who got money 
for nothing. The Local Affairs Act 
was tom to shreds.

Mr. Higgins—The Court is con­
sidering that question.

Mr. Hibbs—Where holes that ono 
could drive a horse and cart through 
left in the Act purposely?

Mr. Higgins—You are suspicious. 
Here the Speaker ordered the 

cross-firing to be stopped.
Mr. Hibbs continued that the funds 

were prostituted, and it would have 
been to the interest of the district 
if they had been spent properly. 
He then took up Mr. Moore's refer­
ences to men whose positions in the 
House rendered them defenceless. 
They were not patriotic, could do no 
good, and were the emanations of a 
vindictive spirit. He charged Mr. 
Moore with making a handsome 
profit by selling a boiler for $1,675 
to Mr. Woodford, which was bought 
for $650, entered free of duty, and a 
freight charge of $120.

Mr. Moore—You are altogether 
wrong. What about the labor, etc., 
in putting it in.

Mr. Hibbs had also found he had 
receàved favors in 1917-18-19, the re­
cords showing some 33 entries had 
been passed for goods imported by 
him duty free.

Sir M. P. Cashin—There was more 
than that. Some $2,000,000 of goods 
was entered free. You're a scaven- 
&ger, too, evidently. You insinuate. 
Why don't you bring in all the free 
entries, not some?

Mr. Hibbs—Other goods were 
brought in, with good intentions, for 
public buildings, etc.

Mr. Moore—Or for churches.
Mr. Hibbs said he did not wish to 

attribute dishonest motives, and ask­
ed how much patriotic work Mr. 
Moore had put on for $83,683 in 2% 
years, the latter replying -some $50,- 
000 had not been paid at all. He 
then asked as to Hon. W. J. Ellis 
being paid $251,000, to which Sir M. 
P. Cashin replied Mr. Ellis was a con­
tractor, and could net put up build-- 
ings for charity; adding, be honest 
in your statements, give a list of 
work, Mr. Elite’ reputation is too j 
well established to be besmirched.

Mr. Hibbs had no intention of do­
ing so. He thought money paid Mr. 
Jesse Whiteway by the Board of 
Works Dept, was only an inducement 
to him to resign his seat in the Upiier 
House to contest Bay de Verde dis­
trict.

Mr. H. Archibald (Hr. Grace) took 
up the subject of Sectarianism. He 
wished to state that no sectarianism 
had been used In hte district, and the 
statement that he had canvassed 
"with an Orange Manual in one hand 
and prayer-beads in the other** was 
a gross falsehood. He deplored the 
state of affairs in the country to-day. 
The General Election had been fought 
on sectarian lines, and It was a clear 
fight between Protestants and Cath­
olics.

ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS.
Mr. Snllivan.

(1) To inform this House how or 
in what manner Confldental Docu­
ments in the custody of the Militia 
Department relating to returned sold­
iers 2583 Michael Doran, 8253 Martin 
Tracy and 3583 Private Milley, came 
into the possession of the St. John's 
Daily Star and were published in that 
paper on March 12, 1930.

(a) No Confidential Documents tn 
the custody of the Militia Department 
relating to any returned soldiers came 
at any time into the possession of the 
St John's Dally Star, nor were such 
published in that paper or in any 
other newspaper on March 12th or any 
other date.

(2) And to Inform this House if any 
enquiry has been or will be held into 
this regrettable breach of confidence 
on the part of some person in the De­
partment of Militia.

Answer covered by the reply to No. 
L

(3) And if he is aware that the only 
legitimate use an officer or a soldier 
may make of documents or informa­
tion of which he becomes possessed 
in hie official capacity is for the fur­
therance of the public service in the 
performance of his duty, and that the 
publishing of official documents or 
information or using- documents or 
Information or using them for per­
sonal controveney, or for any private 
purpose, without due authority, will 
be treated as a breach of The Official 
Secrets Act 1911.

(a) This question Is practically a 
quotation of a part of par. 1860 of 
the King's Regulations and Orders 
for the Army, issue of 1912. This 
paragraph comes under the heading 
of “Documents and Maps marked 
Secret, Confidential or for Office Use 
only." The entire paragraph 1860 
reads as follows;—

“Documents and maps classed as 
'Secret* or ‘Confidential’ are not to be 
referred to in any catalogue or publi­
cation which is not itself a document 
marked ‘Secret’ or ‘Confidential’, as 
the case may be. The only legitimate 
use an officer or soldier may make of 
documents or information it which he 
becomes possessed in his official 
capacity is for the furtherance of the 
public service in the performance of 
his duty. Publishing official documents 
or Information or using them for per­
sonal controversy, or tor any private 
purpose without due authority, will 
be treated as a breach of official trust 
under the Official Secrets Act, 1911."

(a) In so far as Mr. Sullivan’s ques­
tion No. 3, consists of an exact quota­
tion from Rule 1860 above quoted, it 
is correct Army Law.

(4) And also to ask him as head of 
the Militia Department if he is aware 
that the Company Conduct Sheet of a 
soldier is to be destroyed on his dis­
charge.

(a) In the case of Imperial soldiers 
2 Conduct Sheets are kept for each 
soldier, a Regimental Conduct Sheet 
and a Company Conduct Sheet. The 
Regimental Conduct Sheet is the per­
manent document, and is compiled 
from the Company Conduct Sheet As 
the compilation proceeds the Com­
pany Conduct Sheets are destroyed, 
this being done at definite periods. 
The Company Conduct Sheet contains 
the details of the soldier's conduct, 
giving the exact dates and particulars 
of every military offence. The Imper­
ial authorities do not keep a perman­
ent record of all these details; they 
keep a summary only. Consequently 
the Company Conduct Sheet, when 
summarised and its contents trans­
ferred to the Regimental Conduct 
Sheet, is destroyed, the King’s Regula­
tions providing that before the Com­
pany Conduct Sheets are destroyed, 
the entries in the Regimental Sheets 
will be checked and completed. As 
an illustration—take the case of a 
soldier who had a record of being 
drunk on five occasions. The Company 
Conduct Sheet would give the exact 
date and particulars of each case of 
drunkenness, while the Regimental 
Conduct Sheet would merely indicate 
as a summary that that particular 
soldier had been drunk on five occa­
sions within a specific period of time, 
but would not give the day of the 
month or the details of the occur­
rences. My honourable friend will be 
able to secure full Information in all 
these particulars by reference to the 
King’s Regulations already referred

Legislative Council.
THURSDAY, April 29.

The Legislative Connell resumed Its 
session at 4.30 p.m. After the passing 
of the Minutes, Hon. Frank Macna- 
mara spoke on the Address In Reply. 
He said In part: Mr. President, I am 
of opinion that the Regulations are 
Injurions to the fishery and to the 
trade of the Colony. At any rate I 
have no hesitation in saying that they 
are not of benefit to the country. 
Three million dollars Is the estimated 
loss accruing through these Regula­
tions,,, due in some measure to late 
marketing. We now find that we have 
256,000 qtls. of fish unsold, and with 
Norway and other producing coun­
tries In competition this can only be 
sold at a sharp loss. The Regulations 
have prejudiced our customers in the 
Mediterranean. These Regulations 
were started in the wrong way and 
at the wrong time. We should have 
waited until the fish was standardized 
and then we would have something 
upon which to demand a fixed price. 
At the same time I believe price fix­
ing by law is unworkable and impos­
sible to carry out Hon. Mr. Gibbs' 
announcement that supply and demand 
had been exploded is false. The law 
still holds good in the markets of the 
world. Are not the stock exchanges 
always regulating prices according to 
supply and demand. Another item 
of importance to us is transportation. 
Adequate facilities for handling and 
a proper premises to receive freight 
is an important feature, and is equally 
so with the ships controlled by the 
Government themselves.

Hon. Mr. Milley states that Mr. Mon­
roe was not a member of the Advisory 
Board at the time he sent the tele­
gram of advice re curtailing supplies.

Hon. Mr. Mews said the amount of 
fish to be disposed of was not nearly 
a quarter of a million but 150,000 qtis. 
and this will be disposed of before 
the end of July, at what will be not 
ruinous prices. As to the losses in­
curred he was not in a position to re­
fute the statement made.

Hon. R. K. Bishop moves that fur­
ther discussion on the address in re­
ply be deferred.

Hon. Mr. Browning gave notice of 
question.

Hon. Mr. Shea stated that the an­
swers were in course of preparation.

A Bill for "An Act to amend the In­
dustrial Societies" was read the first 
time.

A Bill for "An Act to amend the 
Food Control Act 1917,” was read a 
first time.

A Bill for "An Act respecting the 
Department of Public Works” was 
read a first time; also a Bill for “An 
Act respecting the effect and applica­
tion of certain Acts passed subsequent 
to the consolidation of the Statutes.

The House adjourned until this af­
ternoon.

E. W. Bachus, president of the 
Fort Frances Pulp and Paper Co, 
who ran foul of the paper control­
ler and the finance minister, et a^, 
in the controversy over a supply of 
newsprint to Winnipeg papers, is 
generally recognized as the "stor­
my petrel” of the pulp and paper 
industry. He is now a wealthy lum­
berman of Minnesota, but in years 
gone by had to fight his way on the 
frontiers there. Probably this did 
not mollify a natural pugnacity of 
temperament which for four years 
or more has struck fire when he 
met in combat an equally vigorous 
gladiator, E. H. Backlin, general 
manager of the Winnipeg Free Press. 
Mr. Bachus has a pulp and paper

mill across the Rainy River on the 
American side, the Minnesota and 
Ontario Power & Paper Co, and some 
years ago he and Sir Adam Beck had 
a few rather torrid encounters. Mr. 
Bachus is still trying to collect a 
bill of $160,000 from the Eastern 
paper mills as a refund for supplying 
what he claims is more than his 
share to the western section.

clares Wholesale Dealers Who Is­
sues Sharp Warning to Ontario,— 
Shortage of Ten Millions of Bitu­
minous Exists fn the Unite* Slates 
Get Coal Where Ton Can is The 
Advise to Consumera.

TORONTO, April 8. 
(hr Canadian Associated Press).— 

The coal situation never was so bad 
as at present according to Geore H. 
Cushing, managing ■ director of the 
American Wholesale Coal Dealers As- I 
sedation, who addressed the Toronto 
Wholesale Coal. Dealers Association 
at a banquet here to-day.

There is a shortage of 10,000,000 
tons of bituminous coal in the United 
States, Mr. Cashing said. Inadequate 
transportation faculties had caused 
the shortage he stated and what was 
needed was more motive power, rather 
than more railway can.

The buying of coal for consumption 
in the Middle Westeren States is Just 
beginning and will be heavier later 
on, Mr. Cushing said. The Eastern op­
erators are going to send coal to tide­
water for export purposes and are 
going to find that only four per cent 
is wanted. The result will be, in his 

! opinion, that the people of Ontario 
are going to be between the blockade 
at tidewater and the congested area 
in the Western States.

My advice to yon, he added, is to 
watch for these periods .gnd get coal 
when you can.

Widely fluctuating prices between 
Eastern and Western American points 
were predicted by Mr. Cushing. Al­
though stating that he did not think 
any decent man would attempt to 
Justify the prient prices of coal. Mr. 
Cushing held out no hope for an Im­
provement In coal prices and said he 
did not think anyone would ever see 
the prices go down again to where 
they were before the recent advances.

(The advice to get coal where and 
when you can, applies equally to New­
foundland this year.—Ed.)

Upton Win Use
SHAMROCK IV IN CUP RACE.
London. April 17.—Regarding the 

statement that in the event of the 
Shamrock UL proving faster than the 
challenger, Shamrock IV in the 
trials, he would ask the New York 
Yacht Club to be allowed to substi­
tute the boat for America's Cup. Sir 
Thomas Lipton declared to the As­
sociated Press yesterday.

Literary Celebrities 
Who Were Cripples.

It is one of the curiosities of litera­
ture, as well as one of the finest iin­
stances of the triumph of the spirit 
over the flesh, that Frank Smediey, 
the out-of-doors novelist, who wrote 
“Lewis Arandel" and “Frank Fair- 
ledigh,” never set foot to ground dur­
ing the whole course of his life.

To the tens of thousands of his 
readers in Mid-Victcrian days, Smtd- 
ley must have appeared as a man who 
was either a gentleman jockey or an 
enthusiastic rider, cf every sport on 
the calendar, is almost uncanny.

Yet he wrote all his novels “on his 
back.” They had an immense vogue 
in their day, and his success brought 
much cheer to one of the most de­
lightful and optimistic of men.

Bryon’s Brave Fight.
But optimism and good spirits have 

not always been associated with crip­
pled genius. Sometimes, as in the 
case of that literary giant, Alexander 
Pope, physical infirmity embitters 
both the temper and the pen. Cer­
tainly, from the point of view of 
brilliance, his satire is his best work, 
but it is, none the less, biting and 
acrid for that.

Pope was a sad cripple, his spine 
being so weak that he had always to 
wear stays to support it. In his later 
years he spent much of his time in 
his grotto at Twickenham, and when 
he did stir abroad sought the seclus­
ion of a sedan chair with drawn 
blinds.

Bryon is the most romantic of liter­
ary cripples. The malformation of 
his feet was congenial, and was a 
source of lifelong misery, yet he was 
beloved of many women, had a coun­
tenance of singular nobility and even 
beauty, and was the most popular 
poet in his lifetime in the whole his­
tory of English literature.

Doubtless his mother’s references 
to her “lame brat” made in his hear­
ing when a child, Lad much to do with 
the smouldering anger with which 
Bryon regarded his lameness, and to 
his defect must be attributed that of 
his work. Yet Brycn is admirable 
for the way he fought liis infirmity.

He became a fine boxer, a splendid 
dancer, and, as everybody knows, he 
swam the Hellespont in imitation of 
Leander.

A Blessing hi Disguise.
Perhaps the most famous of all 

literary cripples is the Wizard of the 
North, Sir Walter Scott, patriot, poet, 
novelist, antiquarian, lawyer— a uni­
versal genius, and an out-door man 
par excellence. Yet lie was partially 
a cripple.

It is told of him that when he was 
very young he one night showed such 
determined opposition to the idea of 
going to bed that his mother chased 
him round the room, presumably in a 
playful manner, and laid hold of him 
with more than usual roughness.
Whether this had any deleterious >ef- 
fect upon him it is hard to say, but 
next morning he was In a high fever, 
and when, in a few days, he attempt­
ed to put his right foot to the floor, it 
was discovered that he had lost Vie 
use rf it.

To his eying day he v.elked lamr, 
although even in boyhooit he triumph­
ed sufficiently over his irfirmity to 
fight r.rd climb among the hi it.
Doubtless he told the story himself 
concerning the strange apparent 
cause of his lameness, but otherwise, j 
unlike Bryon, he never refers to it. j 
He was of top robust a temperament < 
to allow a physical infirmity to affect 
his manhood. It was, too, probably 
a blessing in disguise, for it threw j 
him much into the company of old j 
books and old folk, from which he 
gathered those stores of legendary 
lore which stood him in such good 
stead in his great literary career.

effort to pull down the cost of living. 
The example is being followed in 
North Sydney. The theory is that a 
lessened use of ordinary suits will 
help to enable supply to catch up to i 
demand and so to bring prices down 1 
and, in the second place, that any 
merchants that have been asking ex­
cessive prices for suits which thev 
have in stock will be glad enough to 
cut down the profit and price when 
they find the goods staying on shelves 
and hangers, because men are sub­
stituting overalls and old coats for 
new suits. But what is to happen to 
overall prices in these American 
states? If demand for overalls catch­
es up on supply, or if there are pro­
fiteers among overall dealers, a fur­
ther upward trend in the prices of 
these goods will follow. Moreover, 
the maker of suits will scarcely op­
erate his factory to capacity and so 
pile up a surplus stock, at a time 
when production costs are high, if de­
mand shows signs df slackening off; 
on the contrary, if his plant is suited 
to the work at all, he is more likely 
to add overall-making, to hie under­
takings. In that case, perhaps, there 
would be a check to rising overall 
cost, but what of the price of suits 
since suit production would, have been 
lessened?
