The Queen of Roumania, who is
rehearsing her own play, is the lat-
est in a long list of Royal writers
which - includes David at one end of
time and George V. of England at
the other.

And between tho reputed psalms of
King David and the collected speech-
es of King George there are to be
found royal writers dabbling in every
kind of authorship from eclassical
poetry to “ad.” writing.

James I. of Scotland, who wrote a
poem that has become a classic, oc-
cupies naturally the most consider-
able place in, literature. On his way
to France to be educated he was cap-
tured,” and held ‘prisoner. in England
for eighteén years. His captivity
was not too rigorous and gave' him
opportunity to read Dan Chaucer and
to fall in love with Lady Joan Beau-
fort, a combinattion of -events that
made literature the richer by his
finely-wrought love poem, “The King’s
Quair.”.

His household, too, was a mnest of
royal singing birds. Three of his six
daughters became: famous; Marguer-
ite, mmldd to a' neglected Dauphin,.
wrote M&» rohdaaux, Isabel,

“ad.” writer, Charles II., who, in the
“Mercurius Politicus” of June 28th,
1660, advertised for “a smooth black
dog, less than a greyhound, wita
white under his breast.” '

The most successful royal writer
was undoubtedly Henry VIIIL., for his
polemic against Luther, extended the
royal title to “Fidei Defensor,” which
has been borne by every English
monarch since it was bestowed by
Leo X. in 1521. James I. of England,
as well as James I. of Scotland, was
a prolific writer, his best-known work
being the “Counterblast to Tobacco.”
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But unfortunately,
often been too kind to kings, and
have ascribed to them credit which
a more critical world has refused.

prepared to aceept any such
policy,. both these countries
pressing forward programmes
of naval construction which will
change radically the balance of
power on the sea. From the
foregoing it will be seen that
unless Britain wishes to sur-
render her naval supremacy, she
has no alternative but to keep
in the building race. Under
present economic conditions the
two power standard is impossi-
ble. The hest that can be done
is to build ship for ship with
America, not with any thought
of hostilities ever occurring be-
tween the two countries, but to
hold that position of. supremacy
which, according to a recent
speech by Admiral, Lord Beatty
“once yielded can neyer be re-
gained.”

OUT BUT ON SMALLER SCALE. -

Preparations for the Winter fishery
from Burin to Channel are not going

years, so we are informed by a travel-
ling business man who arrived from
that secuon of the Coast since Christ-
mas. F‘ishing supplies are noét being
igsued as freely as usual, but the gen-
eral opinion is that there will be bet-
ter conditions by February, should
the fish strike in plentiful. There &re
a good many small schooners fitting
out, however, and. some of the larger
bankers.

Although this fishery is carried on
every Winter so near our doors, the
East Coast people, except those who
have seen the work going on, have
no adequate idea of the hardships that
these fishermen endure. The ﬂshingi
is nearly all done with trawls; and
from one {0 three miles from the
shore in 25-ton schooners and dories,
and sometimes further out by the
Bankers.

Some have squid bait ke?t over
from the Fall, and others get herring
at Hermitage and Fortune Bay for
bait and keep themr frozen. They also
get frozen herring from Bay of Is~
lands by train to Port aux Basques
when they are scarce in Fortune Bay.

The principal fishing ground is off
Channel and Rose Blanche. The dor-
jes and small boats come in every
night with their day’s catch and split
it and stow it away under salt. Oft
Ramea, too, is good fishing ground.
The men fish in all weathers, and it
is wonderful how they endure the
frost and cold winds. They use mit- |

when it is very frosty they are cov-
ered with frozen spray from head to
foot ¥ke a knight of old encased in
glittering armour. When the sun
shines it is an unique sight. 1

The large schooners and Bankers
stay out on the ground for weeks at a
time and only come in when they want
supplies, salt, or fresh bait. The fish-
ing begins about the third week of
January and goes on“till April. When
the ice is a few miles off the Coast
the conditions for fishing are best, and
fish is then usually plentiful and !
there is great satisfaction, provided
the ice does mnot close tight in to the
land and drive the schooners and
boats into the harbors. !

This is the'fish that is cured in

Oporto market about the last of June.

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Pictou Man Murdered.

DANIEL BARRY WAS SHOT AND
HIS COUCH WAS SET ON FIRE
—$400 MISSING.

Daniel Barry, a highly-respected
citizen of Pictou, who was found deal
in his burning house on Thursday
evening, Dec. 13, was robbed and
murdered, according to the verdict

of the coroner’s jury.

The murderer or murderers are un-
known. Mr. Barry lived alone. §n
Thursday he had not been mnoticed
around and neighbors calling in the
evening became suspicious that some-
thing was .wrong. The house being
entered, it was found that Mr. Barry
was lying on a burning sofa, having
all the appearance of having been set
by sparks from his pipe.

The Growling Fish.

A fish that growls and meows Iike
a cat is found in _certain parts pof
South America, Africa, and Ausfralia,
and this is considered by scientists
to be in many respects the most won-
derful fish in the world. It looks much
[ more like a snake than a fish. Tt has
lungs and is obliged to put its head
out of water frequently to breathe.
Lung fish, as these creatures are call-
ed, are a link between reptiles and
fishes—the nearest kind to the origin-
al stock from which snakes and fish-
es both sprang, and in the fossil per-
iod these ancestors of theirs were scat-
tered over the entire world. One rea-
son these strange fish have been pre-
served thousands and thousands of
years after their pre-historic ances-
tors were extinct is because they can
live easily through long droughts.
Alligators and their African cousins,
the crocodiles, are almost the only
enemies they have to fear except man.

Their rich salmon flesh is highly
prized by the Indians, who ‘go after
them with spears.

In the natural state, the African
lung fish is about 18 inches long, but
when kept in aquariums and fed the
year round, instead of lying dormant
for lack of water, they grow to be two
feet and a half long and weigh six
pounds or more.

It is a fact that there are fish which
can not swim. A Brazilian fish, called
the maltha, can only crawl, walk or
hop. It has a long, upturned snout,
and resembles to some extent a toad.
The anterior fins of the maltha are
quite small and are not able to get on
the water. They are in reality thin
paws which are of no service in swim-
ming.
