But there is;a far cry
between the definition of a poli-
tician and a statesman even in
the present age. In faet one
would prefer the archaic defini-
tion of cunning and artful as
applied to the former, leaving
the qualities of statesmanship
out altogether. For one can
easily be a politician without
having any pretensions to the
qualification of -a statesman,
and one can possess the attri-
butes of a statesman without
necessarily being a. politician.
For{ in modern usage the term
politician commonly implies ac-
“tivity in party politics especial-
ly with a suggestion of artifice
or intrigue. - The term states-
man, as now applied usually
suggests broad<minded and far-
seeing sagacity in affairs - of
state. A vast gulf fixed between
the two, readers will say. Quite
so. Politicians in the first ‘de-
finition have been and still are
the bane of Newfoundland. They
have thrived on the credulity
of the electorate, and have used
the positions to which they
were elected for the purpose of
personal aggrandisement, and
not for Jove of country. In
other words they have schemed
and intrigued for themselves at
the expense of their native
land. They exist and are in
power to-day. Men to whom
patriotism is but a myth,- the
advancement of country mnoth-
ing compared with the advance-
ment of self and self interest.
The people suffer in silence and
pay, perforce, the taxes extort-
ed from them which are needed
by the politicians to reward
themselves. .

DATES BACK TO 17th CENTURY.

“Newfoundland had its settlements
as early as the seventeenth century
and was a full-fledged British Colony
with a governor when Canada was
New France, South Africa was in.the
hands of the Dutch, and not a single
white settler had landed in Australia.”

“Newfoundland has a geographical
position of great fmportance, for it
largely blocks the large gulf into
which the St. Lawrence Rtver widens,
and which forms Canada’s front door
from FEurope. Moreover, Newfound-

land is the closest part of North Am-;
erica to the British Isles, being otly :

1,640 miles from Ireland. It is
natural that the first trans-Atlantic
cable should have bheen laid to the
shores of Newfoundland in 1858 and
that of the 17 cables now crossing

the North Atldntic 11 first touch Am-
erican soil either on Newfoundland or

its neighbouring islets. And when in
1919 airplanes finally conquered the
Atlantic it was from Newfoundland
that both the American and British
machines took off.

“Newfoundland has an area of more
than 42000 square miles and is there-
fore practically half the size of Great
Britain. Excepting only Cuba, which

400 YEARS OF FISHING,

In late years mlnlng stock raising,
the manufacture of wood-pulp ‘and
:newsprint. paper, and ‘a number of
other industries have been developed
in Newfoundland, but throughout its
more than 400 years of history the
central story of the island might be
told ‘in one word—fish. Boston and
Massachusetts have felt deeply in-
debted to-their ‘sacred cod’ but after
all, that Important creature came
from the Newfoundland banks; ' and
however valuable it has been to New
England, it has meant much more to
Newfoundland, and through New-
foundland to Great Britain.

“A good case even could be made
for the cod as a claimant for a place
on the British coat-of-arms; for that
lowly fish in a way laid the founda-
tion of the world-wide British Fm-
pire. ~ Before- the discovery of.New-
foundland Britishhrs were of  little
importance as seafarers. The great
wealth of codfish which John Cabot's
finding of the Island ‘diselosed ‘fmme-
diately drew the men of the British
isles out 6f their insularity.

. —1498—a fleet of Devon: fishermen
crossed the Atlantic and returned
laden with fish, and from that time on
for centuries the annual cressing and
recrossing of the Atlantic took- place.

A DOUBTFUL WAY OF RAISING
' REVENUE.

LONDON, (Assoclated Press.)—Tlie
{alternative of going to church on Sun-
ichy or paying a fing is suggested by
{the Rev, Robert Forman Horton, one

of England’s most noted non-conform-
ist ministers, as a’means of raising
sufficient revenue “to run the country
wvithout plunging it into bankruptcy.”
Such legislation, he declares, would
net £80,000,000 a year.

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Trade With Brazil.

First N.F. Fish Shlpped 300 Years:
Ago.

(H. F. SHORTIS.)

In tracing up our earliest connec-
tion with Brazil I find that Prowse
in his famous History gives Messrs.
J. & W. Stewart of St. John’s the
credit of sending the first cargo of
fish to that country in the year 1810,
and presumably from a small cargo

i shipped by one of our late merchants,

our immense trade - with that country
has now developed. Judge Prowse
may be right about that fine old
Scotch firm of J. & W. Stewart being
the first of our local merchants to
engage diréct in the business ' with
our ‘local fleet, but our trade with
Brazil goes back to pre (Prowse) his-
toric times. Capt. Richard Whit-
bourne, who has been rightly called
“the Father of Newfoundland Lit-

‘ erature,” tells -us in his book pub-
. lished in 1620 (a copy of which I have

seen), that there was a Portuguese
sailing vessel loaded in Newfoundland
that year, and sailed direct to Brazil.
This takes us back two hundred
years earlier than the fact that
Prowse mentions, and shows that
business - has been done direct with
that country for more than 300 years.

FOUR CENTURIES OF TRADE. |

Our’ trade ' direct with Portugal
goes back for over 400 years, and that
country has always been one of our
best: customers. It is only natural to
expect that the numerous Portuguese
settlérs that migrated to Brazil, and
founded that great Republic, would
look for their yearly supply of codfish
—and where could they get it better
than from their old friends in’ New-
foundland? I have been fortunate in
getting an old document of statistics
published'in Brazil in 1860 giving %ha
yearly importations of codfish into
that country.” The following figures
will give a good idea of how this trade
advanced with the progress of Brazil:
