Dominions Will
Get Preference

COL, AMERY MAKES, DEFINITE
PROMISE TO EMPIRE PRO-
DUCERS,

LLONDON, Nov. 80—1Lt.-Col. Amery,
Secretary of State for the Colonies,
addressing the Empire Producers’ As-
sociation at noon to-day, made the
important pronouncement that the
Premier’s promise that he would not
impose new taxation on food would
be kept, but the Government felt com-
pelled to carry out the preferencs
promises of the last Imperial Confer-
ence. He definitely stated that he
would arrange ten years’ stabilization
of the sugar duties, and whenever or
wherever they placed a tariff on any-
thing for the safeguarding of home
industry or manufacture or for rev-
enue purposes, the Dominions will be
placed upon a satisfactory preferen-
tial basis.

It is stated that the preferential
treatment would not be confined to
this. The Government has committed
itself to preferential treatment in
finance, emigration settlement and
every phase of inter-Imperial rela-
tions. It is said the preference would
include tobacco, wine, fruits and all
gimilar products—in short, everything
of the sort within the- limitations of
the promise of no tax on food.

Railway Matters

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—Your editorial on Tues-
day of last week in connection with
the accident on the Railway near the
bridge at Manuels, is no doubt timely.
Within fourteen months three such
accidents have happened, and to my
mind the inquiry into the very last
incident will reveal nothing more than
alrcady known to the public. The
cause for such terrible happebings
must be found, and a remedy insti-
tuted at once for the safety and well
being of the community. However,
just at the present time I am con-
vinced the remedy lies in the hands
of the Raliway Commission, who, it is
presumed, are Newfoundlanders.
Being so, they are familiar with the
railway since its inception, and dare
not lose sight of the fact, The old
fifty pound rail of twenty-seven years
ago may have been equal to the de-
mands at that time, but with the
rolling stock and equipment of to-
day, which are double the tonnage,
they can no longer be regarded as safe.

It is believed a plan to fix up the
roadbed and attach an angle bar to
strengthen the rail joints is wunder
consideration. In the event of such a
plan being definitely decided on it will
bring its own train of good. But, in
less than five years we will return to
where we have begun and look for
the only safe and sane policy of re-
railing the railroad with eighty or
eighty-five pound - rails. The mere
mention of such outside this country
will be the greatest tourist boost you
can hope for.

Zinovieff Letter Writer
and Murderer

In spite of denials thére is no rea-
[ son to doubt the authenticity of the
now celebrated Gregory Zinovieff note
which played such a prominent part
in the recent British election and was
largely responsible for the downfall
of the MacDonald Government, When
one remembers that this same Zino-
vieff as far back as last spring in ad-
dressing the Red Army gave way to
his feelings to the extent of express-
ing hatred for British and everything
British it would be surprising indeed
if he were not the author of the note.
Everything in his career points to
his being the sworn enemy of the
British Empire and he would no
doubt die happy if he could see it
overthrown and his own cut throats
in charge.

The president of the executive com-
mittee of the Soviet Third Interna-
tionale, to give lZinovielI his full title,
is described by those who know him
as an obese, ragged-haired fellow with
bloodshot eyes and a sort of comcen-
trated hastiness about him, He is
the chief of the seven people who to-
day constitute the ruling power in
Russia, - The Big Seven, as they are
called, the others being Trotsky,.chief
of the Red Army, Bukharin; editor of
the “Pravda’; Tomski, the labor Béss;
Kamaney, chief of the Moscow Soviet;
Statlin, secretary of the party, and
Rykof, the woman premier,

This bureau is the brain and direct-
ing force of Bolshevism, both in and
out of Russia, and unquestionably
Zinovieff is the arch fiend of the out-
fit. Born in 1883, Zinovieff, or you

may spell it Zinoviev if you like, is
the son of a Jewish trader of Novo-
mirgorod.
