On Friday morning one of our townsmen, 
Frederick Robertson, was found lying in the ; 
street in an insensible state. On being car- j 
.ried home he was found to be very seriously 1 
hurt. It appears that he had been out in the 
country with another person transacting | 
business, and on returning he first left his 
companion at his own home, and proceeded 
to take the horses to their stable. Shortly 
afterwards one of. the horses was found by 
the owner at the stable door, and the other 
one, with the cutter, not far off, and Mr. 
Robertson on the ground. It seems that 
after leaving his friend at home, the horses 
got frightened at something and ran away, 
throwing the occupant or the cutter out. 
Hopes are entertained of Mr. R’s recovery.

Last night a stabbing affray took place on 
the Huron road, near Kingston street. Four 
young men bad been drinking at the " Albi­
on,” till about 11 o’clock, when they started 
to return home. Their names are Storey, 
Bray, Williams and Mills. From what can 
be learned the two latter had a quarrel, and 
came to blows. Williams cried out in the 
course of the fight that he was stabbed ; and 
on carrying him into|a house close by, it was 
found that he had received two severe 
wounds—one in the abdomen, through which 
the intestines were protruding, «nd the other 
in the left breast. Mills cleared off, and up 
to Sunday evening no information as to his 
whereabouts had been received, but a sharp 
look-out for him is kept. The constables 
found Storey in. bed and conveyed him to 
gaol. Williams lies in a very precarious 
state, '[illsand Storey are mere boys of 16 
or 17. It is supposed that the last named 
was not pzesent when the fight occurred, but 
had.gone home shortly before. He will be 
examined before the Mayor to-morrow. A 
knife was found near the scene of the fight, 
Covered with blood. D. I).

Several branches of manufacture arc 
carried on at Erie, Pennsylvania, by 
burning the gas from wells a few hun.

THE MAYOR’S INAUGURAL ADDRESS.
[The following should have appeared 

In our report of the opening proceedings 
of the new Town Councll.'l

His Worship the Mayor, on taking his 
Beat stated that he had had the honor of 
betitg elected by ft majority of the rate­
payers of the town. The duties of the 
Mayor were various, but one of the most 
important wae to preside over the delib­
erations of the Council. Every delibera­

ted by a code 
the case, the 

deliberations would be marked with dis­
cord and anarchy. Our predecessors must 
have thought that a code of rules was 
necessary, for they had dsawn up for 
our guidance certain laws, which any 
one who has read them must be satisfied 
with. It was his intention during the 
time he would have the honor of presid­
ing over the deliberations of the Council, 
to enforce these roles In their entirety ; 
andin doing so, he considered their delib- ___
oiBRum nuuiu tiu iubtkou dj » imnufiiij " ■
of feeling that would be a credit to them- 
selves, and the business they transacted 
would be to the interests of the munici­
pality. He begged particularly to call 
the attention of the Council to Rule 17, 
By-law 120, as he intended to enforce this 
rule more, perhaps, than any other. It 
declares that no member has a right to 
speak more than once upon a question— 
except he is the mover of a resolution, or 
intrMucer of a report—and then only in 
explanation, introducing no new matter.
He would also call the attention of those 
gentlemen who maybe appointed chair­
men of the various committees, to Rule 
No. 8, By-law 126, which declares that 
each committed shall keep a proper re­
cord of its proceedings, ^nd such record 
and proceedings shall be subject to the 
sameriiles and regulations as the pro­
ceedings and minutes of Council. By 
the chairmen of the various committees 
following this course, it would prevent 
any mistake that might arise from the 
forgetfulness of members wishing after- 
tôrwards to ignore proceedings of com­
mittees of which they were members.— 
(Applause.)

The adjourned meeting of the new 
Town Council was held last night—the 
Mayor in the chair.

Present—Messrs, Holliday, Heffernan,
Day, McCurry, Bruce, Howard, Buck- 
land, Sayers, Allan, Wood, Robertson, 
Mitchell, Goldie, Chadwick, and Harvey.

The minutes of the noon meeting were 
read and approved. The Mayor read a 
communication from James Armstrong, 
laying before the Council the fact that he 
had found it necessary to use more hoops 
and larger ones than the terms of the 
contract demanded. He had also pur­
chased" pitch and coal tar at his own ex­
pense, to coat the tanks on the outside, 
and prayed the Council to remunerate 
him for these extra disbursements. The 
total amount of his accoun t was $1110—
$185 for each of the six tanks. Refer­
red to the,Fire and Water Committee.

Mr. Howard presented a petition from 
Thomas Couch, praying for remission of 
$3.75, income tax, which was levied on 
him, while toll keeper on the Elora 
Road. Referred to Finance Committee.

Mr. Chadwick presented the report of 
the Special Committee appointed to 
strike Standing Committees for the cur­
rent year, viz : Finance—Messrs. Mit­
chell, HefBprnan, Howard, and Chadwick 
(Chairman) ; Itoads and Bridges—Messrs. 
Mitchell (Chairman), Sayers, Holliday, 
and Buckland ; Market House—Messrs. 
Allan, Heflernan (Chairman), Buckland, 
and Harvey ; Fire and Water—Messrs, 
Sayers, Holliday, Ii$uce, and Robertson 
(Chairman) ; Railway—Messrs. Goldie 
McCurry (Chairman); Harvey, and Chad­
wick ; Tree Planting—Messrs. Goldie 
Buckland, Day, and Chadwick (Chair­
man) ; By-laws—Messrs. Goldie, McCurry 
(Chairman), Robertson, and Wood ; Li­
censes—Messrs Allan (Chairman), Heffer- 
nan, Howard, and Wood ; Drill Shed— 
Messrs. Day, Bruce, Howard (Chairman), 
and Wood ; Relief—Messrs.Sayere (Chair, 
man), Holliday, Bruce, and Robertson ; 
Printing—Messrs. Mitchell (Chairman), 
McCurry, Allan, and Day ; Cemetery— 
the Mayor, and Mr. Harvey.

Mr. Chadwick moved, seconded by Mr. 
Buckland, that the report just read be 
adopted.

Mr. Harvey took exception to the 
adoption of the report, and said that he 
considered his being left out of the Fire 
and Water Committee, as a vote of cen-' 
sure on himself. He had served on that 
committee for many years, and had done 
a good deal of work in connection with 
it. He did not think it was fair to put 
him off the Fire send Water Committed, 
and place him on another one to which 
ho had not been accustomed. He had 
been in the Council thirteen years, and 
never before hatLhe been so insulted. If 
he could not sit nn the Fire and Water 
Committee, he would not sit on any oth­
er. Mr. Harvey went on to say that he 
blamed the Mayor and Mr. Sayers in par­
ticular, for the result of the present aç- 
tion of the Special Committee, when he 
was called to order by Mr. Sayers, and 
on motion the Council went into Com­
mittee of tho Whole—Mr, Allan in the

Mr. McCurry, as an old member of the 
Fire and Water committee, felt bound to 
say that tho Council had doubtless in 
some matters of detail had reason to 
find fault with Mr. Harvey, but that 
gentleman had nevertheless boon indus­
trious in tho performance of his duties, 
and he did not regard the present pro­
ceeding as conveying censure .to Mr. 
Harvey.

Mr, Heffcrnan said he had heard Mr.

not done their business properly, and said 
he wu not opposed to the action of the 
Special Committee being construed as a 
vote of censure. Ho had an opportunity 
of finding out the wishes of the people, 
during his canvass, and all that he had 
spoken toon the subject found fault with 
the Fire and Water Committee for 1868.

If Mr. Harvey had perform­
ed all hie duties with such satisfaction 
to the public as he represented, he might

further performance of those duties to 
other men ; but he warned the new com­
mittee that they would find things very 
different from what Mr. Harvy had made

Mr. Harvey said he had been moved 
into the chair at the meeting of the 
Special Committee, and would not take 
it, because he -thought it was a trick of 
the Mayor’s. If he had taken it the North 
Ward would have been unrepresented.

The Mayor said that if Mr. Harvey had 
taken the chair, there would still have 
been Mr. Mitchell and himself represent­
ing tho North Ward.

Mr. Harvey said that Mr. Mitchell 
did not represent the North Ward 
and denied the Mayor’s statement 
as to the condition o| the tanks, and 
challenged him to aame a singly rate­
payer who had voluntarily spoken to 
him and condemned his (Mr. Harvey’s) 
conduct as chairman of the Fire and 
Water Committee. Ho had been loft off 
the four principal committees, and wnen 
he objected to this, ho was placed in the 
Market Committee.

Mr. Chadwick corrected this last state­
ment of Mr. Harvey's

Mr. Howard wished to know whether 
the resolution implied a vote of censure 
to tho chairman or the whole committee.
If the latter, he would not vote for its ad­
option.

The Mayor complained, that the late 
Fire and Water Committee did not make 
any reports when the tanks leaked, and 
it was not until he had repeatedly asked 
for a report that Mr. Harvey gave, one.

Mr. Harvey said that the reason ho did 
not report when the tanks leaked was 
because ho had nothing to do with them 
till the terms of the contract had been 
fulfilled.

-After some discussion tho resolution 
was put and carried. Yeas, 10* Nays 5. 
moved, Seconcfbd by Mr. Buckland, that

The committee rose and Mr. Chadwick 
tho Report of tho Special Committee be 
adopted. Carried.

Mr. McCurry moved, seconded by Mr. 
Chadwick, that the plerk advertise for 
applications for the office of Assessor for 
the present year and report at next meet­
ing. Carried.

Pusllnch Agricultural Society,
The annual meeting of the Puslinch 

Agricultural Society was held on Thurs­
day last, in the Agricultural Hall, Aber- 
foyle ; John Black, Esq., in the chair.

The following report from the directors 
was read by the Secretary, and adopted 
by the meetin g:—The Directors in pre­
senting. their report for the past year, 
would call the attention of members to 
the very favorable position at present 
held by the Society. Owing to the ex­
cessive heat of the past season the yield 
of grain of various kinds was far below 
an average, with the exception of fall 
wheat, which was excellent—fully an 
average crop. Hay has been a very good 
crop, compensating in a great measure 
for the scarcity of Straw. The turnip 
crop has been, good with some through­
out the Township, while with othqrs it 
has been a complete failure. Potatoes, 
although good in quality, are far below 
an average ; mangolds and carrots have 
been an excellent crop, and are more 
largely cultivated in the Township than 
usual. The general Exhibition held in 
the Agricultural Hall and show ground, 
Aberfoyle, on the 10th Oetober last, was 
highly satisfactory, the entries being 
largely in excess of last year. $188.50 
have been subscribed by members,aud$57 
collected at the gates. $195.50 have been 
paid in premiums at the general Show, 
and $131 have been paid as an iustalment 
of the $340 borrowed by the Society for 
fencing the Show grounds. Along with 
thin report they also present a list of the 
members of the Society, with the amount 
paid by each ; Vie names of ail parties to 
whom premiums were award- i, with the 
amount, and name of the animal, article, 
or implement, in respect of which the 
same was paid. They also present a de­
tailed statement of the receipts and dis­
bursements of the Society for the past 
year, all of which is respectfully sub­
mitted.

Peace had been heretofore sought, not 
because of weakness, but to sustain the 
honor of the State.

The revolution in Spain had not alter­
ed the good relationslof France with that 
country. The conférence which had just 
terminated its sessions, and which would 
extinguish a conflagration which had 
semeed to be imminent, was the last 
grand act, the importance of which all 
should appreciate. The members of that 
body had all agreed on a principle calcu­
lated to restore friendship between the 
Turks and Greeks, and if the firm hopes 
of success which they entertained should, 
be realized, nothing would be left to 
trouble the general harmony of the na­
tions. The Chambers would attend to 
the internal development of the country, 
mainly through its agricultural interests, 
and might possibly seek to bring about 
a reduction in the public charges. The 
Emperor referred to the approaching 
election of the Corps Législatif?, and con­
gratulated the members on tne harmony • 
which existed between the throne, the 
legislature, and the people, and declared 
he favored a full and free discussion 
when it did not touch the Constitution— 
that instrument was above all debate 
and he exalted the benefits which it had 
conferred upon the country. The Em­
peror concluded as follows All govern­
ments are liable to error. Fortune de­
clines to smile on all enterprises, but the 

..country knows no thought.no act of mine 
which has not been given to the glory of 
France. It knows that I first sought to 
create a vigorous control of the adminis­
tration, and then to enlarge the power of 
deliberative assemblies, to prove that the 
true support of the government was in 
the independence and patriotism of the 
great bodies of the people. Soon the 
nation in the elections will make th«r 
path which all must follow, and will 
repeat its rejection of revolution and its 
desire to found the destinies of France 
ou the intimate union of power and- 
liberty.
.. Constantinople, Jan. 18.—The Sub­
lime Porte has sent instructions to its 
ambassador, at Paris, directing him 
to sign the protocol agreed to 
by the ' conference. It isv believed 
the Greek government will not refuse the 
terms of settlement proposed by the Con­
ference.

London, 18th.—The London Time* 
alludes in terms of the highest,praise to 
the treaty which hasheen concluded be­
tween Great Britain and China through 
Mr. Burlinghame and the Chinese ambas­
sadors. Despatches from India report 
sharp shocks of earthquake being felt in 
Calcutta.

No holidays in England, to old men 
or maidens, to boys or girls, are like the 
Christmas holidays. Schools break up 
with glee, all business except that of the 
Press is Busppodfld, and the veriest cur­
mudgeons grow cheerful toward the 25th 
of December.

How many kisses 
never to be forgotten, brighter than the 
reddest berries of the season, will shine 
under those of the white mistletoe,sacred 
to purity, festivity, gladsomeness; and 
love. All over the world, under the pyr­
amids of Egypt, in the Deserts of Saliarâ, 
in the Inst explored wild of Australia, in 
every Presidency of India, at the North 
Pole, in the heart of Abyssinia, in every 
latitude of the pathless sea, Christmas is 
remembered and celebrated.

FAULTS OF INEXPERIENCED WRITERS.

He felt every confidence in Mr. Ross’s 
ability to serve them, and to deal honest­
ly and intelligently as a Reformer with 

■the different questions which would come 
up in the Dominion Parliament. Some 
of these questions were of the greatest 
importance, as for instance the Interco­
lonial Railway, the construction of which 
is to cost fifteen million dollars, but which 
will cost double that sum unless our rep- 

• lesentatives keep a constant watch over 
our finances, and use all their influence to 
curtail expenses. Mr. Ross would go for 
economy in every department of the ser­
vice, and while adhering to Reform prin­
ciples, would endeavor to shape legisla­
tion so as to secure the greatest good to 
the whole country. It was unnecessary 
for him to say more about Mr. Ross, for 
most of those present knew him better 
than he did. He would therefore close by 
nominating James' Ross, Esq., as candi­
date for the Centre Riding of Wellington. 
(Cheers.)

Mr. L. Parkinson said he had much 
pleasure in seconding Mr. Ross's nomin­
ation, and in doing so it was reasonable 
that be should briefly give his reasons 
for so doing. We all felt a strong desire 
that our form of Government as at present 
constituted should work successfully, 
and that the leading principles which 
underlie that Government should be car­
ried out by parties. He had no faith in 
Coalitions. He held to the belief that 
parties were essential to good govern­
ment, and on them rested the responsibil­
ity pf securing to us such legislation as 
was most conducive to the interests, and 
best calculated to promote the prosperity 
of the country. From the position in 
which we were now placed under Gen­
eration, if that system could not be-suc­
cessfully worked, it. was clear we could 
not go back to our former position, and 
in order to make it successful it is essen­
tial that the government should be pro­
gressive, yet economical, willing to pro­
mote every scheme in which the prosper­
ity of the country was involved, and yet 
opposed to anything like reckless expen- 

, diture, orextravagadee. Such principles 
he conceived the Reform party to hold, 
and for this reason he considered it would 
be better for the country if it was in power. 
For this reason also did he recommend 
the election of Mr. Rose. Those measures 
which will come up in the Dominion Par 
liament are of a different character, and 
will affect us in a somewhat different way 
than under ttie old system. This Province 
being, the largest and most populous in 
the Confederation has to contribute large 
ly to the revenue, and it becomes us to 
look well to our representatives, and 
watch closely how our affairs are man­
aged. He then referred to the period 
when the Union took place between 
Upper and Lower Canada, and the prom­
ise that was then held out that every-: 
"thing would be done on an economical 
footing and satisfactory to both sections. 
We all know how these hopes were 
blasted, and what injustice was for years 
done to Upper Canada by the union of 
the Lower Canadians with a portion of 
the representatives from Upper Canada. 
It is quite possible a repetition of the 
same wrong might occur under our new 
system by the cohesion of the Maritime 
Provinces, and it therefore becomes us all 
the more to send true men to Parliament 
who will do equal justice to all the Pro, 
vinces, and carefully watch that no in­
justice be done to Ontario. He had said 
that it was essential for. good govern­
ment that there should be parties. No 
class of men are so perfect—whether Re­
form or Conservative—but that they re­
quire pretty close watching, and especial 
ly when a government such as the one 
now in power will have the control and 
expenditure of so much money as that 
appropriated for the construction of the 
Intercolonial Railway, and the possibility 
of another large expenditure in connec­
tion with the acquisition of the North 
West Territory. He repeated that those 
in power required to be looked after, that 
they created no unnecessary offices, pen­
sioned no favourites on the country, or 
granted monopolies to large corporate 
bodies, who often abused the powers vest 
ed in them to influence and control Parlia­
ment to the injury of the country. To prove 
this he instanced the Grand Trunk, and 
referred to the1 expiration of the Bank 
charters in 1870, when if things were not 
looked sharply after, we might see an at­
tempt made by the Bank of Montreal to 
secure such a measrire as would give to 
that institution a monopoly in the issue 
of papqr currency. We all know how 
injurious bank combinations are, and 
how equally injurious to a country was 
the giving to any one bank such power 
as would enable it to control our finances. 
A country iriVariably suffered from such 
legislation. It ought to be the great 
object of any government to make the 
revenue meet the expenditure—to keep 
the public debt down if possible, and if it 
jnust be increased, to get full value for 
all that has been expended. Mr. Ross, 
he was assured, would vote on the side of 
the country. They had heard much from 
their Conservative friends about giving 
the government a fair trial. He trusted 
they all felt a strong desire not to give it

I j udge every ministry on its measures. He 
did not consider that an individual should 
reject any measure simply because it came 
from a ministry to which he was opposed. 
If it was good It deserved support.— 
If it required to be amended it was the 
duty of a representative to try and make 
such amendments as he considered neces­
sary, and if it was utterly bad then it was 
his duty to reject, and if possible to defeat 
it. This had been the guiding principle 
of the Reform party in the mothèr coun­
try, where, when the extension of the 
franchise was under discussion, the mem­
bers of that party instead of going totally- 
against a measure introduced and sup­
ported by a Conservative government, 
tried to make the best of the measure, and 
so improved it as to result ina large reform 
majority being returned to the new Parlia- 
ment. In the same way every party ought 
to support .good measures, improve bad 
ones and when powerless to improve, then 
to resist them. In the political history of 
every country there were always found 
two parties. In our' own country we had 
the Conservative -or Tory party—who 
resisted all change in the remodel­
ling of our institutions, or the granting 
of such reforms as the advancement of the 
age required and demanded: On the other 
hand there was the Reform party, which 
was the friend and advocate of progress— 
of progress in thought as well as action. 
Whenever such progress was resisted, 
then the industries ofa country languish­
ed, the people became discontented, and 
.revolutions were often the result, which 
sought by violent means to effect what 
might have been secured by gradual con­
cessions. The history of European nati­
ons attests the truth of this, and shows 
hôw necessary in every country it is to 
have a party of progress. All our great 
advances in past times have been owing 
to the energy and strength of the Liberal 
party, and it was as necessary now as ever 
to have such à party in our Legislatures. 
The subjects which would come up for 
discussion in the Dominion Parliament 
are not such as engaged attention in the 
Legislature before Confederation. They 
were not so intimately connected with 
our local interests, but they were still of 
the utmost importance. There wag for 
instance the construction of the Intercol­
onial Railway, and the extension of our 
territory west. These subjects required 
to be legislated upon, and it required a 
strong opposition to keep the govern- 
in check, to keep down extravagance,and 
to see that the public money was expend­
ed with a due regard to economy as well 
as efficiency. When he was in Parlia­
ment before he had invariably recorded 
hiavote in favour of retrenchment and 
economical expenditure, and. on going 
back to the House he would still be guid­
ed by the same principles. He again re 
turned his sincere thanks to the electors 
for the great honour they had conferred 
on him and retired amidst applause.

Three cheers were then given for the 
Queen, three for the member elect, and 
three more for hise mover and seconder. 
A vote of thanks was passed to Mr. K. 
McKenzie for his conduct in connection 
with the election, and also to the Return­
ing Officer,after which the people quietly 
dispersed.
