London, Feb. 27—10 a. m.—The day 
of thanksg iuing for The recovery of the 
Prince of Wales opened with salutes and 
ringing of bolls at sunrise. From an 
early hour thu streets through which tho 
procession was to pass were cleared of 
vehicles and pedestrians. The line, of 
march to and from the Cathedral is seven 
miles. The carriage-way along the en­
tire route, is fenced in, and uninterrupted 
from curb to curb. The houses on both 
sides are decorated from cellar to attic— 
not house by house', but block by block— 
and all open space» are filled with banks 
of seats ; avenues of flags-jitreamers and 
gorgeous tapestry wind for miles through 
the heart of the 6ity, passing under cost­
ly triumphal arches, an<l every available 
place is occupied by .spectators, w:ho are 
only to be numbered by millions. Fab­
ulous prices are given for single seats,and 
houses let for the day at their rent for a 
3'ear. Twelve thousand’ soldiers, and al­
most the entire police force guarded the 
lines. The decorators hi .d hardly finish­
ed their work when the general public 
holding tickets were admitted to St Paul’s 
The transformation which had been made 
in the interior of the cathedral caused 
universal surpise and admiration. • The 
decorations were superb,and the arrange­
ment of the throne, gallcrivs, and seats 
for'the public such as to® afford a favor­
able view to all, and at the same time 
display the great mass of the people to 
the best advantage. -It is estimated that 
14,000 persons were seated within the 
Cathedral, while thousands upon thous­
ands outside are within hearing of the

i*. m.—The procession escorting the 
Queen began to move from Buckingham 
Palace shortly before noon, amid the roar 
of artillery, the ringing of bells, and- the 
chorus of 30.000 children.

Terrible Devastation from Floods in the 
Valley of the Tay.

London, Feb. 25.—Despatches from 
Dundee give accounts of a wide spread 
and devastating flood in the valley of the 
Tay. The watersjof the Frith and river Tay 
overflowed their banks last night, and 
poured into tlie plains on both sides, 
sweeping everything before them. The 
flood extends frrtm Dundee; at the mouth 
of the Frith, to a point above Perth, on 
the south side of the river Tay and the 
head of navigation. The level country 
around the latter city is covered with 
water, and portions of Dundee have been 
rendered uninhabitable. The railroad 
between the two cities is washed away in 
many places, and mncli of the road bed 
must be rebuilt. . In Dundee, the damage 
to property is immense. The lower stores 
of several large warehouses tilled with 
jute and flax are flooded ; thousands of 
bales of flax are destroyed. No estimate 
can yet be formed of tho losses' in the 
country along, the river banks.

The Legislature.
The present session of the Ontario 

Législature is drawing to a close. Min­
isters expected to get through the 
business this week, but we scarcely 
think they will be able to accomplish 
it. Three sittings are being heldjeacli 
day, and the bills are being pushed 
through with as little delay as possible 
consistent with the public interest. An 
immense amount of work has been 
done in a short time, and many ex­
cellent measures have been carried. 
On Tuesday the Dual Representation 
bill passed its third reading after a 
hard fight, in which the Opposition 
moved several amendments, which 
were all voted down by large majori 
ties. After the next general elec 
tion for the Dominion, no member 
Who has been elected to the 
Legislative Assembly can sit and 
vote in the Dominion Parliament. 
It does not prevent the people from 
electing whomsoever they please, 
nor does it make the fact of a mem­
ber being elected the cause of dis­
qualification. Consequently, gentle­
men who are now members of the 
Ivocal House, but who are elected to 
the House of Commons next summer, 
will be able to take part in the pro­
ceedings of the Assembly during 
another session, their seats being 
only vacated when they go to Ottawa 
to discharge their Parliamentary 
duties next year.

The. Assembly will likely get 
through its work on Saturday or in 
tho early part of next week, when it 
will be prorogued.

The Government have not yet 
brought down the report of the 
Council of the Agricultural and Arts
