The stock and implements were ex­
hibited in the Show grounds, and the 
grain, domestic manufactures, ladies 
work, &c., in the large and commodious 
new shop recently erected by Patmore 
Bros, as a carriage factory. This building 
is convenient to the railway station, and 
in its size and interior accommodation 
will compare favorably with many shops 
in the cities, aud will afford Patmore 
Bros, every facility fur carrying on their 
steadily increasing business. -

The Show this year in several respects 3rd Robt. Bowes, 
was not equal to that of previous years, Domestic Manuka 
ami was not what it might have been, 
had the farmers of Minto displayed their 
usual energy and spirit. Of course some 
allowance must be made for the extraor­
dinary dry season, which no doubt pre­
vented many from exhibiting who would 
have done so under more favorable cir­
cumstances. Still, we arc free to think 
that they might have done better, and 
could have (lone so had they been in­
clined, for there is no Township in the 
County possessed of better resources, or 
mere spirited farmers—when they are in 
the humor.

We noticed quite a falling off" in the 
show of cattle, which may be attributed 
in part to the fact that Mr. John Prain 
did not show any of his cattle, and 
that Mr. J. B. Patterson, a well known 
breeder, did not show anything, hav­
ing been too much engaged preparing for 
his sale, which comes off next week pre 
paratory to leaving for England. Some 
of the short-horn bulls were, however, 
really good, and some really excellent an­
imals were exhibited in the grade class.

Horses were about the average, and in 
the younger class some promising ani­
mals were on the ground.

The show of sheep was much better 
than we expected, and not a few first- 
class animals were awarded prizes. There 
was a smaller display of pigs, Lut tho 
different breeds were well represented.

In the class of implements the show 
was not what it ought to have been. Mr.
R. G. Lambert had a good selection of 
hie well-known implements, besides his 
two-horse machine — very handy and 
easily worked. Mitchell & Teeple had 
also their excellent eawmg-machine on 
the ground, besides other farm imple­
ments, ànd Mr. J. D. McEachern exhibi- 
ted a sample of his superior shingles he 
daily turns out at his factory, in addition 
to cheese boxes.

The display in the building if not ex­
tensive was good. There were numerous 
samples of excellent grain, the fruit, if 
not in great variety, was good, the'vege­
tables—especially the cauliflowers—were 
equally so, and the roots better than thè 
average. The ladies’ work was not so 
good in quality o\ variety as we have 
seen, though most of it' gave proof of 
skilful workmanship. In tho class of 
carriages Patmore Bros, made a most 
creditable display in open and top bug­
gies, democrats, and catters. In excel­
lent material, good workmanship, stylish 
trimming and finishing, tho work will 
compare favourably with any done in 
the larger shops, and is highly creditable 
to the enterprising maker. We must not 
forget to mention an assortment of very 
superior pottery, made by Mr. W. Cad- 
well, who has recently started that 
branch of business in Ilarriston, and who 
—judging from the character of his worn

-ought to do well.
The dinner took place in the evening

The toast of the “ Municipal 
Institutions” was responded to by the 
Warden—Mr. James Laidlaw, the Reeve 
off,Minto—Mr. John Prain, and the 
Reeve of Harriston—Mr. Alex. Meiklc- 
john. Tho Press, the Judges, the suc­
cessful and unsuccessful Competitors, 
the Medical Profession, the President 
and Directors of tho Minto Agricultural 
Society, and other toasts were given in 
the course of the evening and suitably 
responded to by the different speakers, 
several of whom referred to the falling 
off in the Show, to the apathy of the Di 
rectors, and to the necessity for more 
active work in the future, if the Show is 
to maintain its old character. Messrs.
Dunbar and Fallis gave some excellent 
eones. The evening’s proceedings were 
altogether of a very pleasant character.

Julgo who 
rendered the judgment, because it would 
not be etiquette to condemn a Judge on 
newspaper reports, and to make him 
responsible for the opinions which arc. 
attributed to him, which opinions, by 
laying down the next most exaggerated 
and most unreasonable ultramonantist j 
principles, would malm society go back 
and dip into tho absolutism of a by-gone 
age, which cannot he revived. These 
principles, or rather these pretensions, 
are moreover in contradiction • to tho 
jurisprudence of the country, and arc no 
more, nor should bo auy longer, tho sub- 
ject of discussion. The fact of the im­
proper and reprehensible attack of the 
cure against his parishioners being prov­
ed, I now pass to the motives of the 
judgment which is submitted to us. I 
draw particular attention to the follow­
ing :—*• The censure of such remains, if 
there is any ground fur censure, belongs 
to the ecclesiastical jurisdiction, and if 
this Court should condemn these remarks 
it will exceed its power, and would 
shackle the liberty of preaching on Ca­
tholic questions.” A reason of this kiud 
is indefensible. First, priests, bishops, 
and all ministers of worship, must bo 
subject and obedient to the law, and 
respect the rights of citizens ; secondly, 
as there cannot "bo any true religion ex­
cept where there is charity, tho Courts, 
even if it were not their duty to cause 
the law to bo respected, should in the j 
well understood interest of religion and ' 
of the liberty of preaching religion, re­
press attacks which certain priests allow 
themselves to make, with whom is some­
times found more zeal than judgment 
and charity. Herein consists the true 
liberty of preaching, not only for Catholic 
worship, which tho reasoning of tho 
judgment appealed from t-peaks, but of 
all religious worship, to keep it within 
limits and regulate it so ns not to viuuite 
its rights or shackle it. Therefore, in 
principle, as well as iu fact, the judgment 
appealed from is unfounded. It must bo 
reversed, aui the, defendant must be 
condemned. While acknowledging, the 
importance and oven the necessity of 
restraining within just limits ministers of 
woisbip, they ought not on the other „ 
hand to bo obstructed in the exercise of 11 

• their solemn rites, so its to prevent-them 
from denouncing abuses and fins which 
arc committed m tin ir parishes. It 
through tlie weight of their remonstmu- 
Ci‘8, through the iulluence of their exalted 
position, morally speaking, that they 
(the priests') ought and should fuhhinatc 
against vice,, and labor to uproot evil. 
Experience shows us that sometimes the 
priest allows himself to be carried away 
by bis zeal, and ho then oversteps the 
boundaries that prudence and charity 
proscribe for him ; but irtbero is no 
in dice iu bis attacks, and i‘, while for­
getting that violence is interdicted to 
him, ho does not put himself under cover 
of what he claims to bo his immunities 
iu order to revile and calumniate his 
parishioners, who arc not in a position at 
church to answer him and justify them- 
iulvcs, the courts of justice must censure 

him and punish him for having exceeded 
the exact limits of preaching without 
going any further. In the present case 
the defendant has evidently permitted 
himself to make improper observations, 
and the protection duo to individuals 
requires tho condemnation the court owes 
to the cause of justice, and which it 

■claims. Tho defendant will have to pay 
'the costs of the court below and iu re­
view. We t^ke this into consideration,

Brazilian Fanatics.
According to the latest accounts Irom 

Brazil, says the Pall Mall Gazette of 
Sept. 6, an insurrection exists in the Rio 
Grande do Sul, owing to the fanaticism 
of a sect which has sprung up among the 
German colonists of St. Leopoldo. The 
leader of this sect is a German named 
Maurer, who professes to be a prophet, a 
profession which, like many others, is 
fast becoming overstocked. Maurer’s 
wife, Jacoba, who deserves no small credit | 
for discovering a useful employment for 
women, is supposed by his votaries to be 
a new savior of the world, and his uncle, 
contented with a humbler position, pro­
claims himself to be the Apostle Judas, 
and is looked upon by the sect as a first- 
class martyr, having, on his own account, 
eacrifioed himself to bring about the 
Bible prophecies relating to the death of 
Christ. The turbulence of the sect some 
time ago caused much disturbance in the 
colony, and the Police found it necessary 
to arrest Maurer, his wife, and the Apos- 

. tie Judas. Maurer, on being released, 
took himself off to the gold washings 
which he found so profitable an occupa­
tion that he kept 150 men at work for 
himself. Lately, however,, he returned 
to the colony, and his advent was ' not 
peace, fov on the night of the 25th of 
June the forebodings of the colonists 
when they saw him return were fully re­
alized. the house of a socodor from the 
bevy Uoiu# attacked and bill bed, liiti wiiu 
and children of the seceder shot—the 
man, fortunately for himself, being ab­
sent and thus escaping death. When 
the Police arrived they found Maurer and 
bis followers, some .‘100 strong, intrench­
ed in a midforest settlement, to which 
the only approach was by narrow roads, 
and although a force of regulars was 
brought up to aid,/SjA8oldiery wore re­
pulsed with a lpss oy five killed and 
thirty-five wouu/fed. ^At last dates troops 
and national gufardSwcro being collected, 
and Maurer aim hjfs sect were undergoing 
the process of liojnbardment by cannon. 
Thirteen more ramilles of secejers and 
“ lukewarm sectarians" had, it is stated, 
been massacred by these fanatics, and al­
though no special mention is made of 
the part poor old Uncle Judas is playing 
in these late proceedings, there can be 

Tittle doubt he is not behir.d-hand in 
keeping up the honor of the family.

The mqst Valuable Breeds of Poul­
try.—There is as much difference in the 
Opinion of breeders or amateurs as to 
which is the best and most valuable var­
iety of fowls to breed as there is in any 
one thing we know of. On this subject the 
Practical Farmer gives its opinion in this 
wise :—“ One of our experienced poultry 
breeders, after trying most of the new 
breeds, classifies thus as regards value 
for the million. In situations where eggs 
for use or market are more the object 
than anything else he recommends the 
French Houdan, the Dominique, and 
White Leghorn breeds. For a fowl for 
general purposes and combining large 
size, good laying properties, quiet habits, 
easy fattening and tender flesh, ho pre­
fers Partridge Cochins, Dark Brahmas, 
Light Brahmas, Buff Cochins. These are 
all hardy and every way desirable.”

Barley fob Horses. — This cereal 
abounds in albumen, sugar, gum, and, in 
fact, all the elements of animal nutrition, 
and contains in a very high degree those 
substances which enter most largely into 
the composition of fat and fleshy tissue. 
As a substitute for oats in feeding horses 
it is unsurpassed, its nutritive properties 
being as compared with the latter, in the 
proportion to three to two ; in otner 
words, a bushel, or GO lbs. of barley con­
tains 39 lbs. 01 nutritive matter, whilst a 
bushel of oats contains only about 25 
lbs. In Great Britain and on the conti­
nent of Europe a barley-mash ‘ in the 
evening is considered indispensable to the 
comfort and well-being o', the horse, aud 
there is little doubt that this course of 
treatm mt accounts largely for the plump­
ness of rib and glossiness of coat for 
which the cavalry horse of the English, 
French, and other European armies are 
so remarkable.—Canada Farmer.
