two preseding years, In choosing
whether he should temporarily
raise the income tax or increaso
the taxation wupon articles of
general consumption, the Chancellor
was commended for selecting the
former. Most of the leading members

year already given. This enormous
inciease in our national expenses was
commenced, it is alleged, under Lord
Palmerston, who desired to rival the
bloated armaments of European pow-
ers, and has gone on since, culminat-
ing principally in our modern voluns
teer and militisa reserve forces. To
such an extent has this reached, that
Mr. Gladstone ssid * it made enormous
increase in “expenditure the normal
condition of things in times of peace;
and if continued must compel our sys~
tem of national expenditure to be res
viewed and revised,” Perhaps it is
time the subject was tsken up by Par-
lizment and handled without gloves,
for eertainly no evil could result from
such scruti 1n times of generai
peace such an enormous sum as that
of £70,428,000 does appear beyond all
neeessity. There is much justice in
this complsint against military ex~
penditure, as will be seen by the
figures given; for the increase in the
Navy wasreally only £10,000, while

the Army increase is over £200,000.
We can only give at present the totals
of the receipts and expenditares in full,
for those who may be eurious to sce
Whare such vast sums come from and
for what purposes they are spent.
