Russia
as no intention of raising money in
England, because even if the war is pro-
longed and an international loan and
the treasury bonds should prove inade-
quate to meet expewses, London has no
money at its disposal, having already
been obliged to secure assistance from
the French eapitalists.

“People do not realize,” he continved,
“how small are Russian expenses com-
pared with those of other countries un-
dertaking sueh sweeping military meas-
ures. ‘When the United States or Eng-
land go to war they have to charter
ships and pay huge sums to railroads.
'With our government owned lines, it is
