A Russian Version.
Sr. PerERsBURe, April 9.—The Official
Messenger publishes the following : Gen.
Komaroff reports that in consequence of
the hostile manifestations of the Afghans
he was compelled to attack.them March
80. The Afghans were posted on both
banks of the river Khusk, in fortified posi-
tions. The Afghan force consisted of 4000
men with eight guns, The Afghans were
defeated with a loss of 500, All the artil-
iery, two standards, the entire camp outfit
and all the provisions were captured.

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Russia Begins War.

Tt ia barely possible, but not very likely,
we should say, that war between Great
Britsin and Russia may yet be averted,
even after all that has happened. Two
months ago The World venturéd to say we
were then on the eveof a great war, unless
s miracle of diplomacy -should prevent:
Apparently the hopes'of any such extra-
ordinary intervention in the interests of
peace as may have been entertained are
now abandoned in the highest quarters, for
we hear that Lord Rosebery has given up
his intention of going to Berlin to ask Bis-
marck to mediate between England and
Russia, He is Mr, Gladstone’s particular
friend, and doubtless his intended mission
was thought of as the very last thing that
England could honorably try to preserve
peace, In the house, yesterday afternoon,
Mr. Gladstons hin.self characterized the
Russian attack upon *he Afghans as un-
justifiable, and added that fult <vplanations
had been demanded, It is not likely that
any such expianations as could be acoepted
by England wili b given.

In some ways the czar is a real autocrat,
and may do almost anything that he pleases.
Over his subjects he possesses the power
of life or deatb, aud from his decision shere
is no appeal. His will’is law to the nobil-
ity, the peasantry and the’ trading classes,
and in the army l:e confers honor or inflicts
disgrace on individuals at his will. But
when he comes o deal with the army as &
whole he findz himscii face to face with a
power whose likes and dislikes he is bound
to respect, A Tuesian czar out of favor
with the army is in danger of sndden death,
And this particnlar danger, of which
Russian history has given several examples,
must be greatly increased at present if it
be true, as reported, that nihilism prevails
i the army to an alarming extent.

There are political parties in Russia, but
they do not settle their differences as we
do ours, by debate and division in parlia-
ment, The war party there includes the
whole army, and probably a majority of
other influential classes besides. Justnow
the army is “*solid” for war, and for some

_time back accounts have agreed that the
war party was carrying all before it.. And
there have been indicationsalso of a popu-
Iar draze for war, even outside of the army
On this sabject the remark has been made
that, whereas the Crimean war was made
by the governments concerned, war if it
should come mow wonld be a war of the
peoples, And this view is well confirmed
by such indications as we have of popular
feeling in England.

How Modern Wars are Made,
From the New ¥ork Sun.

* #/* Tt has of late become a custon
to begin hostilities while disclaiming any
belligerent intent, with the hope of, throw-
ing on the enemy the odium of the formal
declaration of war. Hostile operations are
disguised as efforts to maintain order, to
effect just reprisals, to secure guarantees,
to establish corps of observation, and so

on. In the present struggle between
France and China, even after pitched bat-
tles were fought on land and see, both
sides have msintained that no war existed,

The clearest statistical proof of the fact
that hostilities abitually break out with-
out previous warning or fdeclaration, is to
be found in certain official papers on this
subject recently compiled by a British
officer, Uol: Maurice, His investigations
show that out of sixty wars. that have
occurred during the present century,
fewer than ten were begun by issuing &
formal declaration, These, too, were all
cagses arising among nations that recognize
the obligations of what is ealled civiiized
warfare, Hostilities with savage tribes
have been excluded from the reckoning.

Not only does Col. Maurice find no
preliminary declaration of war in this vast
majority of instances, but in the greater
namber “‘the surprise which overtook the
assailed country was as complete as would
be the effect if to-day, or at any time
during the last year and a 'half, a for!?n
army %ml landed on the shores of England,”
At sll events, in a veﬁ' large proportion
of these wars, the manifest or tﬁp openly
declared object of the suddenness of the
hostilities was to take the enemy unawares.

Probably the vague general impression
that wars are almost invariably preceded
either by formal declarations or by pro-
longed saltercations and rejected ulti-
matums, which are equivalént to warnings,
is 'derived from the fact that sb miany
threatened wars are averted, If all the
international disputes of the century that
at one time menaced a resort to arms,
should be added to the catalogue of actual
wars, no doubt the /instances of timely
wardfing would then be ‘largely in the
majority, Prolonged bickerings between
nations are the natural result of mutual
misunderstandings or indecision of pur-
pose; but where one side is resolutely bent
on war, it usually determines to fight first
and quarrel afterward,

It would be, however, a perverted infer-
ence to conclude from these facts that
nations ought to maintain enormous arma-
ments, Oo the contrary, it is precisely
bécause teighboring nations keep them-
selves on a war footing that war can be

waged without' notice. This danger is,

jaturally ; ncferqd whenever the power to

The Maharsjah of Népaul's proffer of
15,000 picked Goorkhas” for service in
Afghanistan is one of those offérs that are
equally hard to refuse or to accept.

Despite their small stature, these miniature
Montenegrins sre certainly the best soldiers
of India. Oné of them lately killed » man
eating tiger in the jungle with one slash of
his  huge curved knife. Another, in a
former war, slew three British soldiers
with three successive blows, the victims
being almost cut in two through their
thick cross belts. But although the
valor of the Goorkhas in 18580 dis-
mayed even the Afghans themselves, th
were an equal terror to their English lead-
era from tne craelties in which their native
ferocity and fierce religious hatred of their
Mussuiman foes found constant vent.
After one of the battles near' Candahar, &
Goorkha battalion went over the fleld with
their long knives and literally cut to pieces
every wounded Afghan whom they found.
On another occasion a Goorkha soldier set
fire to the clothes of a fallen Mussulman,
and then danced around him with shrieks
of delight while the poor wretch was
slowly burning alive,

dispute between England and Kussia the
greater forces were on the side of peace;
yet it was with trembling that we pre-
dicted that there would be no war.. Cause
of war there is really none, the spheres of
the two -empires being perfectly distinot,
and the Afghan boundary simply requiring
to he traced. But there are people in Eng-
land who are as c¢razy on the subject of
ussian aggression as other people are
about the influence of the Jesuits.

To
an open sea a great and growin empire
must and will force its way, and if Eng-
land obstinately refuses to withdraw her
opposition and welcome Ruesia to the
Mediterranean as a friendly power, in the
end there must be war.

Arraigued for Crimiaal Libel, They Can*
not Procure Bondsmen.

Town Talk will probably talk mo more.
The two reputed publishers of the sheet,
Michast Meagher and James F. Meagher,
were committed to jail yesterday evening
because they could not furnish £1000 each
bail « . two charges of criminal libel. The
two worthies were placed in the dock in
the police court in the morning.

Another information
was sworn to by J. A, Fraser, jr., while

No evidence was taken in she Forman
csse. N. G. Bigelow, counsel for accused,
refused to plead until the prosecution put
in some of its testimony. Mr. Murdoch
{Marphy & Murdock), for the prosecution,
vaid he was not ready to offer any evidence
then, but would be prepared to do %o in a
day or two, He therefore claimed an ad:
jourament.  The presiding magstrate,
‘Ald. Baxter, said the prosecution Was
entit'ed to an adjournment, but until seme
evidence was taken he could not say
whetl.er a prima facia casé could be made
eut. - If no evidence were offered he would
ifisist on substantial bail, and he would
adjourn the hearing until Monday next.
He accordingly decreed that he,
would accept bail, the accused
themaselves in  $1000 each and two
sureties of $500 each in cach case,
The Meaghers were then taken down-
stairs, ana some of their friends began 8
search for bondsmen. In: this they were
wneuccessfv’, Late in theZafternoon four
women, one of them “Madam " R:stori, &
so-called fortune teller, called at Police
Court Clerk Meyerfey’s office.

She -said ner sister 4nd horeelf
ewned & farm in the townsbip/of Pickering
and she had come to bail the imprisoned
libelers out. At first she scemed very
anxicus that they ghould be released.
She was taken before Mr. Baxter and
numerous questions as to her qualification
wete put to her. Allat once it struck Miss
McQuaid thet it wonld ndt be a good move
to go bail for the two men, and she and
her companions burriedly left the building.

THE SPRING FLOOD.

Arrival of a Large Number of Immi-
grants at Monsreal.
MoONTREAL, April 9.—Ten car loads of
immigrants, from the steamship Circassian,
arrived to-day. ' They were chiefly Eng-
lish and Scotch, and proceeded immedi-
ately west, intending to setile principally
in Ontario. This afternoon another batch
of 350 immigrants arrived, among whom
were 100 Norwegians and a few Swels,
who were en route to Wisconsin and Indi-
ana. The remainder of the party, con-
sisting Jprincipally of English and Irish,
stated that they intended to settle in
Manitoba, They said they had no fears
as to the Riel disturbances,  They
