Commissioner Ruddick furnishes an
explanation. Incidentally he also
points out that a good deal of damage
is done to the trade by inferior dairy
butter. The bulletin, for which Mr,
George H. Barr, Chief of the Dairy
Division, is responsible, in concise
terms describes the whole process of
buttermaking, tells the utensils that
should be used and how they, should
be used, gives the results of experi-
ments with the separator as regards
temperature and variations in speed,
deals with the care of cream in
cooling and preparing for churning
and in pasteurizing gives expert
counsel as to salting and working and
points to the advisability of attractive
packing in parchment paper. He
also points out the requirements of
the law in branding or marking and
supplies practical hints on care of
the utensils. Finally, he tells in
terse terms how to get the best
results in farm dairy work. Both
the bulletin and a blue print of the
plan for a dairy that is given can be
had free by application to the Dairy
Commissioner or to the Publications
Branch, Department of Agriculture,
Ottawa.

The Revised Railway Act

(Extract from ‘London Free Press’,
July, 27th., 1917)

In the excitement over the conscription
bill and the contused political situation
in Ottawa the passege of an exceedingly
important piece of legislation has been
rather overlooked. The revised Rail-
way ‘Act, which consists of over four
hundred clauses, passed the House com-
mittee last week and stands for third
reading. This bill is one of the most
progressive measures which has recetved
the attention of Parliament for a long
time. The whole act has been revised
and important changes have been made
looking towards the safe-guarding of
the public interests.

Much of the credit for the passage of
the measure belongs to Mr. J. E. Arm-
strong, M. P., for East Lambton, who was
chairman of the special committee ot the
House which had the act under consider-
ation. Mr. Armstrong was painstaking
in the preparation of the bill and was
persistent in the introduction of clauses
of an advanced nature. But for his care
and his diligence it is a question whether
the measure would have passed through

| both the committee and the House this

session.

Railway Act Special Committee

(Editoral Ottawa Citizen, July 6th 1917)
The spectal committee of the House of
Commons on Bill No. 13, an Act to con-
solidate and amend the Railway Act, has
been at work during the present Session.
Under the chairmonship of Mr. J. E.
Armstrong M, P., of Lambton, the
committee has heard evidence on mat-
ters relating to the public welfare under
the Railway Act; and, from the con-
scientious manner in which members of
the committee’s report should be of
special interest to the general public.
Railway workers are benefited by the
recommendation in favor of establishing
the rule that the wage-earners shall re-
ceive their pay every fortnight, in place
of the present monthly pay day. The
railway companies are given ample time
to arrange for the new rule; fortnightly
pay days to commence on Oct, 1st. 1917.
The committee’s recommendation in
favour of bringing the Intercoloniel Rail-
way under the jurisdiction of the
Dominion Railway Commission would
seem to be in line with constructive ideas
regarding the operating of government
owned raillways on an economic basis,
free from political disturbance.
The special committee can also be
commended for the progressive attitude
it has taken regarding the right of inde-

pendent telephone companies to obtain

service on the trunk lines of the Bell tele-
phone monopoly, without being penaliz-
ed, Similarly, the interests of the public
as users of electric power, through the
me 1 um of public ownership by sach an
organized public service as the Hydro
Electric Commission, would seem to have
been safeguarded in certain matters
which were brought betore the special
committee.

The report of the comittee on Bill No.
13 is not likely to attract national atten-
tion, as far less important, though more
sensational matters, occasionally do. It
has statesmanship in it, however; the
result of a good many hours of thorough
study by experienced parliamentarians ;
study devoted to public welfare more
than to perty service.
