PaiLaperruia, Aug, 10.~Dr. SBeth Panw
const, of 931 Arch strect, wno has speng
$12,000 in the last two yvars trying to lo-
cate the snoken English sloop-of-war De
Braak , came up from the Breakwater yes-

The gevernment is to receive ten per
cent. on the amount found.

A syodicate, composed principally of
Philgdelphians, is interested in the recov-
ery of the treasure. James J, Kane is at
the head of it, although Dr. Pancoast, who
had so persistently worked to find the
tressure, is the man who organiged the
syndicate and he is the man who delivers
the shares of stock and receives the money.
Oue hundred sharés of stock were issued
at $300 s share. About eighty of the
shares were sold up to the middle of July,
and the cashier of the Second National
Bauk of Hoboken, is believed to bave pur-
chased the remaining twenty sharos, The
certificatesof stock read :—

‘It is estimated that the * Braak ' con-
tained treasures valued at from ten to
twenty millions ot dollars, In case ten
millions are recovered this certificate will
entitle—— —ten thousand dollars and
& pro rata upou any greater or lesser
amouant received by any said third party '
The prize was taken to Halifax, where
the following record was found: * The
sloop.of-war Braak, Captain James Drew,
captored off the Capes of Delaware, in
1798, a Spavirh vessel, the Don or St

Francis Xavier,'

Captain Cbarles Sapborn,a noted sub-
warioe diver, who in 1857 coutemglated
securing a cooncession from the government
for raising this vessel, visited Haiifax fo

the purpose of gelting information, He
secured a newspaper published in 1798,
The following 1s & notice giving an account
of the vessel : * H. B, M. sloop of war
Braak, we are informed, was capsized off
the Capes of Delaware returning from a
successful cruise on the Spanih Main,
Sbe had oa board seventy tons of copper
and an imwense amount of treasure, con-
sisting of gold and silver bars and precious
stones,' Captain Sanborn  afterwards
went South with toe intention of return~
ing the following spring and commencing
operations, While there he was takon
sick and died,

« A street may be widened by the dedis
ocation of a strip of land adjoining it, and
such dedication may be shown by long use
by the public, and acquisscence in such
use by the owner. And if the stteet has
been long used and built upon to & partic-
ular line, which line has been acquiesced
in by the adjoiniug owners, who have
built and made improvements to corres.
pond with such line, such owners and the
public acqnire rights in consequence, and
one or more of such owners cannot after-
wards change or narrow the street by
showing that the original survey made the
line of the street different from that which
had been long regarded, built upon,
and acquiesced in as the line of the
street.”

The above propositions found in the
text are supported by numerous decislons
cited in the notes, I give one :—

« In this case the different owners had
acquiesced in the line built upon, and
treated it as the true line for forty or fifty
years. Tue defendant, disregarding this
line, built out into the street four or five
feet. He was indicted for the nuisance
thus created, and convicted, the court
holding the rights of the public had at-
tached, and that it was no defense to show
that the building erected was on the line
of the street as originally surveyed. A
road or street which becomes a public
nighway by user is of no established width
by law ; its width, as used at the time
when the rights of the public become com-
plote, in the established or legul width of
the bhighway."”

14in this season of the year tht the
fortunate possessor of the siraight
bang enjoys unruffied serenity, for, no
matter how warm the day, there is no
danger of the hair coming out of our!,
while her less fortunate asisters are in
an agony of dread lest the perspiration
shall straighten their curls. It is s
pity that the streight bang is not more
becoming to the mejority of faces, it is
90 easily oared for and kept in place
but aside from ohildren and very
young girls this arrangement of the
hair is not recommended. To be sure,
oocoasionally will be met women who
have retained their youthtul faces, even
though their hair is gray, and with
such people the bang does not look out
of place, but, on the contrary, is most
becoming. As these kind of faces are
very rare, and few women oare to make
frights of themselves, even for the
sake of comfort, the ocurled front is
the moset used, owing to its suitability
to all faoes. :

There is a great deal in ocutting the
front bair at first, and if this oan be
done by an experienced person, it will
sit much better and give less trouble
in doing up, as few people can ocut the
hair the same length on both sides. 1f
it is cut right at first and trimmed o0~

oasionally it will be much easier to|®

take care of, When this iz done at
home cut thick enough for two rows of
ourls. Comb down that iatended for
the first row and cut the length ragquir-
ed, cutting a little shorter at the sides
than the center. Now, ocomb down
the top row and cut the same, with the
exoception that it must be a little short:
or than the bottom. The length at
first will depend upon whether the
forehead is high or low, a8 the latter
should have a shorter bang than the
former to look well.

When doing up the front bair it is e
good plan to roll the upper row of
curls toward the back and the lower
row towarde the front, and when brush
ed or combed out the bang will bhave a
pretty, fluffy appearance- that iv will
not possess if both are rolled the one
way. There are many kinds of orimp-
ers and ourlers in the market, but the
kind we like best is a tiny black wood-
en rolles with a loop of elastic at one
end. It makes a loose puil that is
very soft and fluffy when brushed in
place. The objeotion to this roller is
that with the heat it is apt to grow
stioky, but this can be overcome by
oovering it with thin paper. Some
use tissue for this purpose, but coms
mon writing paper is good, cut to fit
the roller and fastened with mucilage.
Belore doing up the front bair always
brush it thoroughly.

Cold tea is said to be excellent to
keep the hair in curl, many women us.
ing this in preference to any other
preparation. Wet the bair with the
tea before doidg up, roll up and let it
remain till morning. When let out it
will be very smooth and easily ban-
dled, Another very good preparation
is 10 get an ounce of quince seeds, put
in & quart of water and let simmer for
twenty minutes, then strain, bottle,
add a little scent, and 1t is ready for
use. This preparation is said to keep
the bair in carl in the warmest wesath
er. The white of an egg 18 also good
for this purpose. A thin solution of
isinglaes is liked by some to keep the
bair in curl. Any ol the above re-
oipes are good if used correctly. - Bos«
ton Budget.

The Number of The Stars.

The total pumber of stars one oan
see will depend very largely upon the

clearness of the atmosphere and the|

keenness of the eye. There are in the
whole celestial sphere about 6000 stars
visible to an ordinary good eye, Of
these, however, we can never see more
than a fraction at any one time, because
a half of the ephere is always below the
horizon,if we could see a star in the hor-
jzon, s easily a8 in the zenith, a half o'
a whole number, or 3000, would be vis~
ible on any clear night. Bul stars near
the horizon are seen through so greal a
thickness of atmosphere as greatly to

obscure the light, and only the bright-|

est ones ¢an there be seen. As a re-
suls of this obscuration, it 18 not lkely
that more than 2000 stars can ever be
taken in at a single view by any ordin.
ary eye. About 2000 other stars are
so near the South Pole that they never
rise in our latitudes, Hence, out of
6000 supposed to be visible, only four
thousand ever come within the range
of our vision, unless we make a journey
towards the equator.

As telescopic power is increased, we
still find stars of fainter and fainter
light, But the number cannot go on
increasing forever in the same ratio as
with the brighter magunitudes, because,
if it did, the whole sky would be &
blaze of atarlight. If telescopes with
powers far exceeding our present ones
were made, they would no doubt show
new stars of the twentieth and twenty«
firet, etc., magnitudes. But it is high
ly probable that the number of such
successive orders of stars would not in~
crease in the same ratio as is observed
in the eight, ninth, and Menth magni~
tudes, for example {'he enormouns
labor of estimauing the number of
stars of such clasees will long prevent
the accumulation of statistics on this
question ; but thw much ie certain,
that in special regione of the sky,
which have been searohingly examined
by various telescopes of sucoessively
increasing apertures, the number of
new stars found is by no means in pro-
portion to the increased instrumental
power. lf this is found to be true else
where, the conclusion may be that,
after all, the stellar system can be ex-
perimentally shown to be of finite éxs
tent and to contain only » finite num-
per of stars. In the whole sky an eye
of average power will see about G000
stars, as [ have just said. ith a tel-

Marketing Buuter.

]

Our dairymen are gradually learning
the art of preserving and packing, and
a few hints here may help to improve
matters still more.

When butter is sold in retail quant:
ties to consumers direct, and the idea
of attracting good customers and high
prices is uppermost, strict attention
must be paid to a healthy, uniform ap«
pearance, But any artificial ingredis
ents to secure color will soon be de-
teoted — hence should be avoided.
Cuetomers who are willing to pay well
for a good article always know what
they want and will soon detect fraud,

For this retail trade the butter should
be made into pound or half pound
rolls, covered with clean muslin oloth,
and the rolls should not be touched by
the hands in handling, When roll
butter for immediate consumption is to
be shipped short distances and gets into
the bande of the middlemen, a good
prectice is to make a neat wooden box
holding say twelve rolls, each roll be~
ing wrapped in a piece of muslin clotbh.
This method has attained great popus
larity in Eogland and Franoce.

Another method for preparing but-
ter for immediate consumption is to
pack in porcelain vessels, In this
country, where mostly all the butter is
made in summer, we are more direotly
concerned in preserved butter, packed
in such a manner that it will stand long
Jjourneys or voyages and keep sweet for
several months,

Under this system firkins are used,
Itis not likely that any material will
surpass wood for cheapness, convenis
ence and durability, In
France, and
used, while in Schleswig~ Holstein
beech, when felled in winter, is regard~
ed a8 the best method of packing them,

some methods of packing, especinlly
for making boxes for roll butter. On
this eon'inrnt white ash, spruce and
white oak are favorite timbers out of
which firkins are made.

However, the kind of wood has less
to do with the firkin than the method
of preparing it. The chief objection to
certain kinds of wood is the ‘woody

by different methods, according to the
nature of the flavor. For example,
less offort is required to prepare beech
than oak.

In Holland the oak firkine pre-
pared by steeping them twoN
lye, and after pouring off the lye, lef-

ting them stand 1n the open air for a
day to dry, after which they are filled
with a solution of alum for twenty-four
bours and left to dry for another day.

Just before packing the butter into
them they are thoroughly cieaned with
cold water, ln preparing the beech
fikins they are simply washed out with
& solution of sods, then washed with
water and dried, Sometimes thay are
filled with a brine, whioh is allowed to
remain in them several days.

In the United States the woody flavor
is removed by soaking the firkins in
bot brine, one quart of selt being plac-
ed in each tub, and boiling water ad-
ded. When the brine gets cold the
same operation is repeated, except that
cold water is added instead of hot, and
the second brine is allowed to remain
in the tub uantil it is ready for pack-
ing.

It is preferable, if possible, that the

have a uniform weight, otherwise the
honest weight o! the wood should
be marked on each tub, which facili-
tates the ascertaining of the just
weight of butier. There are many
conveniences in having a uniform tare
for the butter tubs, but this does not
mean that every tub should contain
the same quantity of butter. These
tubs may vary from thirty to a hun~
dred pounds in butter capacity ; what
is meant is that each tub which contains
the same quantity of butter should
have the same weight.

After the butter is packed in the tub
it is customary to placea 'salt plaster’
under the lid; but Prof. Robertson
who made observations at the Colonial
Exhibition, informs our dairymen that
this layer of salt breaks before the but-
ter reaches the markets. On the con~
tinent of Europe, where the best sys-
tems of packing are adopted, paraffine
or pachnmtent paper is highly recom-
mended. Tin lined tubs, although
favored in some quarters, are objectiens
able. When cloth is used to prevent
the butter from adhering to the walle
of the tub, care should be taken
that it 18 free from impurities or any
substance unpalatable to the taste or
injurious to the health,—New York
Herald.

About Pig Diseases.

A way of getting diseases among pigs
is breeding it—keeping them in filth,
and not having the places properly
cleaned. Any sty or building in which
pige are kept should oococasionally be
scraped out clean, whitewashed and al-
lowed to lie empty awhile to sweeten,
and throwing some loose lime about

will belp to sweeten it when it is oo-
cupied. Pigs are subject to many com-
plaints, They sometines get ja nasty
cold and huek through lying in a damp
place, or hgving bad litter. In this
case they should be shifted to a warm
place, littered up well, and a little sul-
pbur given in the feed ocoasionally. It
the cough hasa very tight hold on
them keep the pig generously and kill
as soon as possible, [t isawell known
faot that many of the hogs that are
killed are uvsound, either in liver or
lung. 8o that il a pigdoes very badly,
some days eating heartily and another
day appéaring dull with no appetite,
the quicker that pig is dead the better.
As soon as it has got any flesh on it it
should be killed, and the cause will
then be seen. The lungs are sometimes
very bad, this being frequently so in a
pig that has done well and appeared to
bave no ailment. Cramp is another com-
plaint that the pig is subject to. This
is caueed through bad housing, Where
any pigs are attacked with it they must
be well littered up and kept dry, and
they should bave plenty of room to run
about. Turning them out in a meadow
will do them good. If a pig has got
oramp very seriously, if it has any flesh
on it at all, the best plan is to kill 1t, as
it will be more trouble to see after
than 1t is worth, The old adage * pre-
vention is better than oure’ holds good
in any of these cases. —London Agricul~
