► —The municipal council of the county of 
Lunenburg at ^he late meeting had a spirited 
discussion over the question of engaging a 
county solicitor. Among other motions 
bearing on the subject, which were moved, 
seconded and seriously discussed, was one to 
the effect that a solicitor be hired by the 
year, and that said solicitor sit in the council 
whenever council was in session, advising 
and assisting, and that said solicitor between 
sessions of council advise and assist the 
warden, committees and members of council 
whenever called upon to do so in connection 
with municipal matters. This motion was 
voted down by a majority of one, and then 
a resolution was passed to engage a certain 
legal gentleman as county solicitor at a cer­
tain fixed salary.

This would seem to be a good-sized victory 
for our legal friends. Iu times past uo cry 
has been more popular, especially in an 
agricultural community, than that we should 
have farmers to represent farmers; and the 
speaker who declaimed against the idea of 
selecting lawyers to represent an agricultural 
people was sure to win hearty applause from 
his audience. Yet here are the representa­
tives of the municipality of Lunenburg, com­
posed entirely, we believe, of laymen, gravely 
discussing a resolution to "hire” a lawyer 
to sit at the elbow of the councillors, while 
the council is iu session, and advise and assist 
them in transacting their business. Score 
one for the lawyers, or else one against the 
municipal councillors of Lunenburg. One

What kind of an idea would it be for 
the people of Lunenburg to elect councillors 
next time who were not quite so modest, or 
who were sufficiently clear-headed and cx- 
j^robced in business matters as to be able 
to transact the municipal business without 
the assistance of lawyers. There are two 
ways of looking at this question and neither 
is quite complimentary to the laymen.

The act, with the exception of the an­
nexed clauses, is the same as that now gov­
erning our water system, which is familiar 
to most of our citizens whose business it is 
to deal with the question.

12. The commissioners of street lighting for 
the town of Bridgetown are hereby authorized 

nd empowered to provide and arrange a con­
tract wi'h the electric light company, or any 
person or persons so running, conlruliug, or 
oiHirating such an electric light plant, or sup­
plying electric current to the said town suffici­
ent for street lighting purposes, and so provide 
for the inhabitants of the town of Bridgetown 
w ithin the hereinbefore described limits, a good, 
proper, nml sufficient system of street lighting 
by electricity (so long as there is an electric 
light plant in operation in said town! either by 
the 32 candle power incandescent, light, or by 
arc lights, or by both, as the ratepayers of the

__said town may deem ad visit blc—which decision
~~ shall bo governed by a majority vote at the 

annual meeting of the ratepayers.
>3. It shall be the duty of the street light 

commissioners in case at any time in the future 
thcre^should be no electric light in ope vat ion 
in the town of Bridgetown, to call the rate­
payers together, as herein provided for such 
ipeetings, before making any provisions or ar­
rangements towards adopting any other system 
of street lighting, and all future arrangea 
to be governed by a majority vote of said 
payers at the meeting.

22. Under :hc provision of this Act it shall 
be that all un married females and widows, who 
are owners of real estate to the value of $150.00. 
bha'l be eligible to vote.

In accordance with the above and iu com­
pliance with the law, Sheriff Morse has is­
sued posters announcing that a poll will be 
held at the Court House on the 2ftrd instant, 
when the inhabitants of our town will have 
the privilege of deciding the matter.

The subject of street lighting is one that 
will commend itself to most of our residents, 
and from carefully computed estimates we 
are led to believe that should such a step he 
taken in the progress and advancement of 

town, the average rate, as applied to 
entire water district, would be eleven 

cents on the one hundred dollars. The 
water commissioners, according to the law, 
would have entire control of the matter—a 
sufficient guarantee that not only care would 
be used in locating the different lamps, but 
also that true economy and the best interests 
of all would be studied.

OAPT. W. Y. GESNER,—Germany is just now in the midst of the 
turmoil and excitement of a general election 
which is being watched with deep interest 
by the civilized world. This election is 
really a contest between the young emperor 
and his people, between a despotic and a 
free parliamentary system of government. 
A few weeks ago at the instigation of the 
emperor a bill was introduced into the rcich- 
stag or parliament, to make provision for 
a large increase in the German army. It is 
of course well known that ever since the late 
war both Germany /uod France have been 
maintaining immense standing armies, so 
large in fact that their maintainauce has 
been a tremendous burden upon the country. 
So grievous has this burden become that 
when additional taxes were demanded for 
4bc p-u.pose of increasing the standing army, 
parliament refused to grant them, and the 
emperor forthwith dissolved it, and appeal­
ed to the people for their verdict. A few 
days afterward, in a speech to his officers, the 
emperor expressed his determination to 
carry his point even though he had to dis­
solve the reiuhstag any number of times. 
There is of course a good deal of justification 
for the young emperor’s course. Across the 
border is France, armed to the teeth, her 
troops disciplined almost to a degree of per­
fection, awaiting only an opportune time to 
avenge her humiliating defeat in the late 
war, and recover the lost provinces on the 
Rhine. Germany too must he equally well 
armed, equally ready, and the emperor deems 
the addition he now seeks to make to his army 
an absolute necessity, iu order to cope with 
his enemy when the blow is struck. Hence 
he violates every known principle of parlia­
mentary government in attempting to carry 
his point. The result is being awaited with 
deep interest on both sides of the Atlantic.

That tincture of myrrh is one of the best 
things to use as a mouth wash, as it hardens 
the gums and leaves a pleasant odor on the 
breath.

That when a regulation furniture polish 
cannot be had, kerosene applied in small 
quantities with a soft flannel will do the 
work well.

That the best furniture polish, according 
to a wholesale furniture dealer, is one-third 
turpentine and two-thirds sweet oil, applied 
with a soft cloth.

That after the juice has been squeezed 
from lemons the peels may be utilized- for 
cleansing brass. Dip them in common salt 
and scour with dry brick dust.

That they can brighten gold jewelry which 
has become dull by washing it in ammonia 
water in the proportion of a teaspoon of 
ammonia to a teacup of water.

The ordinary cloth may be made water 
proof by the following treatment: Put half 
a pound of sugar of lead and half a pound of 
alum in a pail of soft water; stir this at in­
tervals until it becomes clear, then pour it 
off into another pail, put the cloth or the 
garments into it and let it stand an entire 
day— 24 hours. Then hang up to dry with­
out wringing. Garments treated thus, it is 
said, can be worn in the wildest storm of 
wind and rain without the wearer getting 
even damp. The rain hangs in globules 
upon the cloth, and cloth that is water proof 
is better and more healthy than rubber 
goods.

Bedlbus Ninc-O’Clocklbus. Scraping Bark from the Trees.

I have been greatly surprised at the var­
ious remarks and recommendations in regard 
to the scraping of trees to remove loose bark 
and to the washes recommended for use upon 
them. I have never hesitated to scrape the 
bark from apple or pear trees whenever I 
have come into possession of an orchard 
which was greatly troubled with defective 
bark. But if an orchard is properly cared 
for, there will be very little loose bark—not 
enough to cause trouble. The shaggy bark 
on trees is a good deal like the cottcd tufts 
of hair on an animal—an evidence of want 
of proper care and attention.

If an orchard is so cared for and fertilized 
that the trees make an average annual 
growth of from 12 to 16 inches, there will 
not be enough loose bark to do any harm, 
and if, in addition to the above, the trees 
be washed occasionally from the ground up, 
there will be none.

I have tried all the washes recommended 
and many others, and there is none I like so 
well as caustic soda, of which no one has 
said a good word. All kinds of potash 
washes leave the bark smooth and soft, but 
I object to them, because they give it a sort 
of reddish look, and it soon seems to break 
up into patches, and I have thought it loos­
ens worse than if no washing had been done. 
This effect is produced even when soft-soap 
is used, though not in so marked a degree as 
when weak-lye is employed. The use of a 
caustic soda wash, on the contrary, leaves 
the bark equally smooth and glossy, but of 
a fine, healthy green color, and not at all 
inclined to break up into patches and peel 
off. To make the wash dissolve one pound 
of caustic soda in a gallon of soft, hot water, 
and apply with a bush broom, or a bunch of 
rags, tied to an old broom handle. If 
caustic soda or soda ush, which is the same, 
cannot be readily obtained, common sal soda 
can be taken and put into an iron kettle and 
heated until it becomes red, which will make 
it very nearly as good as the caustic soda 
as sold. As this will not be quite as strong, 
a little more should be used, say l.| pound 
tc a gallon of soft water.

This wash may be applied to the trees 
after'acraping (for this purpose I use au old 
hoc or a common box scraper) or if an appli­
cation be made to old trees of a wash of 
double the above strength, it will cause the 
loose hark to fall of. But orchardista must 
remember that the loose bark is a symptom 
aud to doctor the symptom does not cure 
the disease. The trees need better culture 
and care, and without these the washings 
and scrapings only make them look better, 
without making them any more vigorous.— 
J. S. Woodward, in Rural X< ic Yorker.

All writers on floriculture, agree in the 
importance of moisture, but not all agree as 
to how water should be applied in the effort 
to secure a moist temperature, writes Eben 
E. Rex ford in an article on “Greenhouse 
and Window Plants.” “ Sprinkle daily,” 
one says, “ Flirt water over them with a 
whisk broom,” says another. I notice that 
I have made use of the term “ shower.” I 
presume that the other writers quoted from 
had the same effect in mind that I have; but 
the term “ sprinkle ” is a misleading one, 
and a whisk broom is not the proper instill­
ment to use in distributing water over and 
among plants. You must have something 
more than a mere sprinkling to do much 
good, and'with a brush broom & mere sprink­
ling is about all you ever get. You should 
aim to throw water up among the^branches, 
so that the lower side of every leaf is wet; 
unless this is done you but half accomplish 
what you aim at, and this is all yon can ac­
complish by the use of anything that does 
not throw a stream of water forcibly in any 
direction where you want it to go. Every 
person growing plants in the window ought 
to be the owner of a brass syringe made ex­
pressly for florists’ use. With one of these 
implements it is the easiest thing in the 
world to get water just where it is needed, 
and the red spider is sure to be routed by 
the persistent use of it.

2 309 10THE BITRIAL PIACK OK GIANT MEN AND 
OOUMSAL ANIMALS FOUND.

Wide interest is manifest in the demoli­
tion of the famous mound in Walnut Grove, 
near Martin’s Ferry, Ohio State. The work 
of removal has been in progress for two 
weeks, aud at least two more will be required. 
The earth is used for street filling. Human 
skeletons, skulls, bones, elk antlers, pale­
olithic utensils aud implements, arrowheads, 
spearheads, pale gray flints, cut stones, 
agricultural implements, granite hammer 
stones, perforated stones, etc., have been 
found. Some of the relics are entirely dif­
ferent from any described in history. Most 
of them arc found near the bottom.

Some of the skulls are twice the size of 
the ordinary skulls of the present day. 
Under one skull were 32 darts, all very fine 
specimens, and pointing in one direction. 
The major part of the stones, found are dif­
ferent from any iu the Ohio Valley; some 
are beautiful specimens. Several of the im­
plements are beautifully chipped. Several 
skin scrapers were found and a number of 
monateriou points.

The elk antlers found measure 7i feet 
across aud 6$ inches in diameter at the base. 
Some of the human hones are in a good state 
of preservation, while others crumbled into 
dust when removed.

The mound is 29 feet high and 117 feet in 
diameter. Over two skeletons found was 
a thin stratum of red clay, looking as if it 
had been burned and carefully covered over 
with the dirt to keep off the water.

The article of personal use must have been 
exposed to an intense heat—only clay or 
stone could resist it. If it were not for 
this we might know of the habits and cus­
toms of the people, and the advance they 
had made in arts. They certainly developed 
a civilization of a vigorous and original 
growth. The dead and buried culture of an 
ancient people to whose memory they erected 
such monuments is especially noteworthy in 
that it differs from all other extinct civiliza­
tion. The people must have been numerous. 
Their works stand distinctly original from 
any foreign influence. This mound is sup­
posed to be over 1,000 years old.

BRIDGETOWN A Good Cup of Tea.

T1IEKF. IS A GREAT DEAL IN KNOWING HOW­
TO PREPARE THE CHINESE HERB.

The most important element in the prep­
aration of a good cup of tea is boiling water 
-not hot water, but water that is actually 

bubbling and steaming. With boiling 
water even an inferior brand of tea may be 
made very palatable. But without it the 
best brand is spoiled.

See that the water in the teakettle is 
“ jumping hot,” as the saying is. Scald the 
little teapot—for tea should never be made 
in a very large teapot—and put in the tea 
leaves before the teapot has got time to get 
cold. Set it on the stove for one minute, 
until you are sure that it is heated through 
and then pour on the boiling water.

A good receipe for making tea is to allow’ 
one teaspooufulful of tea for every person 
and “one for the pot.” When the teapot 
is put upon the table there should be drawn 
over the top of it, to keep in the heat, a 
little arrangement which our grandmothers 
knew as a “cosy.” This is made of silk, 
thickly wadded, and of such a shape that 
it fits like a cap over the top of the teapot. 
It may be made of bright silk, so that it is 
ornamental as well as serviceable.

“The Old Oaken Bucket.”

We agree with the Halifax Critic when it 
says:—“ In our Provincial cities w’c are 
fairly well supplied with drinking water, 
which by boiling and filtering may be ren­
dered absolutely pure, but in the couetry 
district’s the need of a pure water supply is 
most pressing. “ The old oaken bucket, 
the moss-covered bucket that hangs in the 
well,” has been responsible for much disease 
in the past, and itslnossy covering, although 
pleasing to the aesthetic eye, has never been 
appreciated by sanatorists, who have regard­
ed it as the result of filth and green slime. 
Too often the farmhouse well, “ which was 
good enough for father and grandfather be­
fore him,” is not in a proper eondi; ion. If 
the water looks clear its purify is thought 
to he assured, although germs of hideous dis­
eases may he afloat in transparent form. 
The drainage from barns and cesspools may 
be constantly tainting the water without 
the faintest suspicion of the farmer being 
aroused. We should be vigilant at all times 
to protect our families from disease, and 
especially during the summer we should 
make every effort to obtain for them a 
proper water supply. If the well-water is 
to be used, constant care should be given to 
the cleanliness of the well, and the much be­
sting bucket, and the boiling and filtering 
of the water for drinking purposes should be 
attended to.

An egg is a specimen of the most concen­
trated food. It surpasses milk in this re­
spect, but only in that it has less water in 
it. It contains every element necessary to 
the formation of flesh, fat aud bone of the 
young animal, and in addition the food ne­
cessary for its subsistence for at least twenty- 
four hours after it is bom from the shell. 
Thus eggs are highly nutritious food, and 
they are exceedingly digestible, except when 
they are boiled hard, and then some hours 
are required for their solution in the stom­
ach. They arc still more digestible when 
mixed with other food, as in the form of 
puddings, custards, or omelets, and when 
mixed with rice furnish the most easily di­
gested and fully nutritious food for young 
aud old persons. They also aid in the di­
gestion of other foods, and are thus eaten, 
probably from instinct, with ham or bacon, 
which is indigestible alone, aud it has been 
found in experiment in a noted case when a 
human stomach was laid open to the inspec­
tion by an open healed wound, that the time 
rrqiired to digest ham alone was reduced 
from five to three hours by the addition of 
soft-boiled eggs to the meal.

Daisies in a Meadow.—These common 
weeds arc mostly found in timothy seed, the 
seed of grass and weeds ripening at the same 
time.
