a Pleasure.

An invention, which promises to
revolutienize the work of dyking and
ditching is soon to be tried out on the
dyke-langds of the Tantramar. The in-
ventor is Mr. J. K. Elderkin, of Apple
River, Nova Scotia, who for about four
years has been’bringing to perfection
a dyking machine, which is recogniz-
ed as being admirably adapted for the
purposes for which it is intended.
Sometimes inventions promise well,
but fail when it comes down to prac-

7 tical iperfgrmance. The dyking ma-
chine of Mr. Elderkin, however, has
passed the experimental stagelentire-
1y and: ong machine is now doing val-
fant seryice in the marsh lands in the
vicinity of Apple River. So efficient
andvexcellent is the machine that the
people of Cumberland County, who

" have miuch dyking to do as a result of

the recent high tides, will not allow it
to be removed to Westmorland so Mr.
Blderkin {s under the necessity of
having other machines [manut‘actured
,as guickly as possible in\order to meet
an wrgent need. A
A few days ago a numbet of Sack-
ville men, learned in the art of dyk-
ing and ditching, visited Apple River
and watched for themselves, the dyk-
ing machine in operation. They all
exprpss themselves as being delighted
wii u:“at they saw and such terms
as  “wonderful,” ‘“splendid,” “works-
fine,” express the story of their sat-
jsfaction. The only difficulty ‘lies in
the fact that it will be a week or more
before a machine can be manufactured
for -usé on the Tantramar marshes.
In the making of this machine and
others, whicl are likely to follow as
duickly as possible. Sackville will
pl guite an important part. Mr.
] in. and some Sackville men, as-
ted with him, have arranged to
wood work in connection with
~ the machiné made in Middle Sackville,
agrs. George Campbell & Sons, Lim-

tod, having undertaken the work. The
‘eastings will probably be made in Am-
herst, and New Glasgow, with the as-
sembling done here. The machine
is run by a gasoline engine of about
eight horse power and'can easily be
‘{operated by three men, who do not
Ineed to work hard. It will travel un-
der its own power, gyer very soft land,
nd will do the work of fifty men

*;‘

Such an efficient machine which can
be used for ditching as well as dyking,
is especially valuable at the present
time when labor is scarce and when
the necessity for repairing the dykes
quickly is very urgent. There should
be a wide market for dyking machines
of this kind and it is to be hopeil that
Mr. Elderkin and his associates will
decide to go into their manufacture
extensively.

HUGE ORGANIZATION
COVERS CANADA

Everything is Ready for Prompt Op-
eration of Military Service Act.

OTTAWA, Oct. 29—The machinery
for putting into operation the Military
Service Act was started with the Pro-
clamation of the Governor-General
calling out the.first class, which ap-
peared in the Canada Gazette and in
all the daily newspapers of the coun-
try on Saturday, October 13.

Evervthing is in readiness now for
the reception of reports for service
or appeals for exemption. A large
organization has been built up, ex-
tending from coast to coast, and cov-
ering the territory effectively. There
are means of finding men fdr service
in the farthest corners of North, Kast
or West.

The first class  is composed of all
male British subjects between 20 and
34 who were unmarried on July 6,
1917, or are widowers without child-
ren. All such men must report for
gervice or apply' for exemption on or
before November 10. Severc penal-
ties are provided for failure to do-so.
