A BLIZZARD AND NEW
LAID EGGS.

JUMP from the “Ontario” at
Peterboro’ to Prince Edward
Island! That is what it means.
On awakening this (Tuesday)
morning, 16th inst., a snowstorm
is raging that seems to increase in
severity as we go castward, A
New Brunswick blizzard is all that
the name signifies and a little more.
It generally comes from the East
and don’t stop until it piles up in
tke shape of huge drifts, filling up
roads and making them impassable
and they so remain, sometimes for
days. How do the people travel?
If at all possible they take to the
St. John River, which is frozen
over and not so frequently drifted
as the roads. It was on the occa-
sion of a trip down the St. John
river, two years ago, that we came
to a farmer’s residence, half hotel,,
half home, perhaps all the more
comfortable because more of the
latter than the former. At break-
fast we had new laid eggs. I re-
marked on the fact and said, “We
do not ofter get new laid eggs in
farm houses at this time of vear.”
Then the youngest boy who was
in the locality of the table said,
“Oh but our hens lay all the win-
ter.”
“Yes,” said his father, “our hens
lay pretty fairly in winter time.”
“Guess mother has more to do
with that than any one else,” re-
marked the boy, and then I found
that the good lady of the house
had her liens, eighteen or twenty
in number, comfortably housed
and that she utilized all the waste

of the house in feeding them, This
combined with some grain, a few
roots and the requisite exercise,
brought her new laid eggs which
her neighbors were glad to borrow
when a friend suddenly popped in
upon them, or there was sickness
in the house. If more of our
friends would do likewise there
would be more new laid eggs in
winter to sell at winter prices. And
they have got to come tn it.

A DISEASE NEW TO
CANADA.

Z_X FARMER’S daughter wrote
to “Farming” describing the
symptoms of disease which had
been fatal to a number of her
turkeys and which she thought
was cholera. The enquiry was sent
to me. I replied by giving such
remedies as were thought best and
requested the farmer’s daughter,
for her own good and that of the
community at large, to send a
turkey which had just died of the
disease to the Bacteriologist of the
Ontario  Agricultural  College,
Guelph, for examination so that
the nature of the disease might,
if possible, be discovered. She
very kindly did so and the exami-
nation of the dead bird led to the
discovery of a disease, Entero-
Hepatitis, new in Canada but not
in the United States and which
has no doubt been the cause of
death of many thousands of tur.
keys in Canada during the past
two or three years. It may be
said that Mr. Malcolm Ross, who
made the examination at Guelph
College, is now on his way to

South Africa as a member of the
Guelpl Field* Battery. May he
come back safe and sound to
diagnose many more such cases
as the above.

DIFFERS WITH MR.
GRAHAM.

In a recent issue of the weekly
Sun, Mr. W. R. Graham, our
new superintendent of the poul-
try department, O.\.C. is cre-
dited with making the statement
that as a general purpose fow! for
the ave age farmer “tl e white Rock
is objectionable because it has been
bred so much for feather that the
constitution has been taken out of
it”” Possibly Mr. Graham has
been misquoted. Surely any com-
petent authority would contend
the above stricture applies to tie
barred or buff varieties rather than
to the white,

Mr. Graham’s position gives his
opinion and advice much weight.
Assuming the quotation is correet
I think that white Plymouth Rock
breeders have some right to ask
Mr. Graham to state on what
grounds he bases his opiniun.

1 have kept white and barred
Rocks for ;ome years and from the
farmer’s standpoint cannot see
where the barred would have any
advantage over the white. In fact
as far as I can learn the advantage
would be all with the white,

As to carly maturity, egg pro-
duction and size of eggs or carcass
the whites are certainly cqual, if
not superior, and when you com-
bine with these a much more
attractive dressed carcass, surely
the white should take the prefer-
ence as the best farmers’ fowl

I am quite willing to admit that
from the fanciers’ standpoint the
barred or buff varieties would be
entitled to first place as only skill-
ful mating will keep these varieties
to standard feathering but that is
one reason why the farmer who
does not want to spend time and
money on the fancy should breed
white Rocks.

In the white Rock he gets all
the good points of the barred and
buff with the valuable advantage
of having a better looking fowl
when dressed for market.

In the Fall, when good ordinary
fowl have been bringing farmers

30¢. to 45¢. per pair, I have got
from butchers 65c. to 85c. per pair
for white Rock cockerels, Now
this is actual experience not scien-
tific theory and is what should
count with {armers,

I should like to say more on this
subject but must not take more of
your valuable space. Possibly
other breeders will also want their
say.

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EXPERIMENTS WITH
GEESE.

INTRODUCTION.

EESE have been a portion of

the poultry kept by the R. 1.
Experiment Station since

the autumn of 1891, when
specimens of Embden geese were
imported from Germany. During
1892 a few Embden geese were
raised, and in 1893 some experi-
ments in cross breeding Embden
and Toulouse geese were planned
and carried out by Mr. Samuel
Cushman, at that time in charge of
the work of the Poultry Division.
In 1804, the work was continued
with the addition of African
breeding stock, and three pairs of
common geese from Prince Ed-
ward Island. Eggs or young
goslings were also secured from
pure Toulouse, and pure Brown
China matings, and pure Embden-
African, Canada-African, and Afri-
can-Toulouse cross matings., Gos-
lings were hatched and reared on
the grn-nds, and observations
made in regard to growth and
quality. In 1895 the breeding
stock was considerably increased
by the purchase of additional
specimens, and White China geese
were added to the breeds already
kept. Plans were made to breed
four kinds of geese pure, and to
make fourteen different crosses.
Some of the breeding stock did
not arrive until late in the season,
and some difficulty was experi-
enced in setting the birds to mate
satisfactorily. In addition, the
sudden loss of the college dormi-
tory by fire made it necessary to
begin quarrying stone in the im-
ruediate vicinity of the goose yards
and poultry houses. Those two
factors were in part responsible for

the very indifferent results secured
that season.

An account of the,goose experi-
wents to the close of 1895, by Mr.
Cushman, is given in the Annual
Report for that year, with an out-
line of the plans for the work of
1896. The work of the Poultry
Division continued under the di-
rection of Mr, Cushman until his
resignation, June 30th, 1896, when
his duties were assigned to the
writer of this report. Mr. James
Lynch had charge of the feed-
ing and care of the geese and
goslings after about April 1st,
1896, untii the close of the work
hereafter reported. The experi-
ments of 18¢7 were considerably

geese penned together some time
before the laying season began, All
the breeding stock used was of

pure blood, and five different
breeds were used, as follows:
fmbden, Toulouse, Alfrican,

Biown China, and White China.
Pens were constructed of wire
netting, two-inch mesh and four
feet wide, in a naturally moist loca-
tion across which two tiny brooks
flowed during the winter and early
spring. The pens averaged about
0ox60 feet in size, and in cach one
a basin. some eighteen inches deep
and cight feet in dJdiameter, was
dug. which filled with water from
the Dbrooks and soil until the

weather became dry. The earth

disturbed by the removal of the
Lixperiment Station poultry build-
ings and plant to a new location to
the south of the old one, and far-
ther away from the quarry. Dur-
ing the late winter and spring the
quarry was again opened to obtain
stone for the construction of Lip-
pitt hall, and the necessary blasting
disturbed the geese, interfered
more or less with incubation, and
flying stones from the blasts killed
quite a number of goslings.

EXPERIMENTS WITH GEESL IN
1896.

Arrangements were made in De-
cember, 1895, to raise goslings
from sixteen different crosses, and
ive pure breeds in 1896, and the
matings were made up and the

from these basins was thrown up
into a mound for the benefit of the
geese during freshets or exception-
ally wet weather., When the na-
tural supply of water failed, an iron
pipe was laid on the surface from
the six-inch main which carries the
college water supply to the stand-
pipe. Large oil barrels were pur-
chased, cut in two in the middle,
cach making two tubs, which were,
sunk in the ground, one in each
yard, until the top was about level
with the surface. Stop cocks were
provided at intervals along the line
of pipe, and by the use of 150 feet
of hose the tubs could all be filled
with water as often as necessary—
usually every day. For nests, large
barrels were provided and kept
supplied with straw. Those used

TROUBLES MET AND
OVERCOME.

URING the past week I have

been trying to run my incuba-
tor in my brooder house, but in
spite of alt T could do I could not
get the lamp to burn over 6 hours
at a time. Then the flame would
gradually dic dow.. and out,
just as though the oil was burned
out of the lamp, I planned all
sorts of ways to find the trouble
and finally I found my building was
air tight and just as soon as the
lamp had burned all the oxygen
out of the air of course the lamp
went out.

1 now provided an air hole
through the bottom of the door
and opened ventilator in roof
which admitted the required fresh
air and the lamp burned brightly.
. But I now found that during the
day the sun would raise the tem-
perature in the building and at
night it would cout down, therefore
1 could not regulate incubator in
building, and I now bhave it in
the cellar of the house. The cellar
stands at 40 deg. night and day
and the incubator at 103 deg. con-

tinually. I put 53 eggs in it and
now it is fairly on the way and so
far doing well. Of course this is
my first experience in this line
and if I should fail T will have
plenty of time for a couple of
trials yet before too late.

I put the
lamp out one cold morning when
it was at zero and a high wind
blowing outside and at six o'clock
at night the heat in the hover was

2 deg. The foliowing morning,
twenty-four hours later, down to
so deg. Then I put the lamp in
burning at full blaze and at noon
it was standing at 9o deg. in the
hover. Now you will notice, that
should anything happen to the
lamp that it should go out, your
chicks will be perfectly comfortable
on your arrival there.

COOP FOR EARLY CHICKS.

DESIRABLE coop for verv
early chickens is shown here-
with. The coop is long and slop-
ing and has a hotbed sash hinge]
to the top. The higher half of

the coop lias a tight bottom with
slats at its outer edge, as shown in
Tig. 2. There is no bottom to the
rest of the coop, and the lowm
end has a hinged door, and is also

covered with one inch mesh of wire
netting.

When very cold the door can
be shut up tight and the chicks
will have a warm run on the
ground outside the slats. \When
it 1s warmer the end door can
be dropped, giving a protet-
ed run, but plenty of fresh air.
The hen can be let into this run
when desired. A cloth can be
thrown over the glass at night
when the weather is cold—Ameri-
can Agriculturist.

FATTENING AND KILLING.

THE following questions were
asked Mr. A. G. Gilbert while
at Peterboro’, by Mr R. J. Winch,
and replies to same will be of in-
terest to many. As Mr, Winch
is prominently identified with the
shipping of poultry it was thought
that he was the most competent
person to be intrusted with this
important duty. The questions
were asked by Mr. Winch upon the
invitation of Mr. William Collins,
secretary of the Peterboro’ Asso-
ciation, and with their answers
were as follows:

1. Should poultry be fasted be-
fore killing? If so how long?
Certainly, for twenty-four hours at
least. .

2. Which is the proper way to
kill them? By breaking the neck,
if for the English market, and
bleeding if for the Canadian mar-
ket,

3. Should they be scalded or dry
picked? Dry picked by all means;
scalding spoils appearance of skin
and prevents them keeping well.

4. Should poultry be put into
cold water over night in order to
keep them in warm weather or
what effect would it have on theut?
No; it spoils both their skin and
appearance.

5. Will poultry keep better and
longer properly fasted or not pro-
perly fasted and drawn, or not
drawn? No, they will not keep as
well drawn as undrawn.

6. Should poultry have their
legs tied up with a cord before
bringing them to market for sale?
Yes; it enbances their value by
making a poor bird look well.

7. What do you consider the
difference in price between well
fattened stock or medium or poor-
Iy fattened stock? Our poultry
must not be sent to the British
market unless properly fattened.
Unless properly fattened we would
lose from 3 to § cents per pound.

8. Should poultry be allowed to
run at large while being fattened
or should they be penned up in a

14. After bleeding or cutting
their heads off, is it cruel to pick
the feathers off while the bird is
still kicking? No.

15. Would you advise selling
poultry by weight? Would vou
not think it was the fairest way?
Also eggs? Yes, by ail means:

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THE BRAHMIN BANTAM
BY H. S, BABCOCK, PROVIDENCE, R.1.

HE Brahmin Bantam is not a

relation of the Brahma Ban-
tam, being a clean-legged, rose-
combed breed. It should be classi-
fied with the rose-combed breeds
—the black and white Rosecombs
and the Sebrights. It has, like
those breeds, the general Hamburg
shape and the same kind of a comb.
It differs only in plumage.

In the males the plumage is
that of the dark Brahma male,
except that many of them have a
laced breast. Two males which
T bred had lacing all over—not
like the Sebrights, indeed quite
distinct from that—but still a lacing
throughout. They were very pretty
birds but both, unfortunately, died.
One bird now in my possession
has a solid black breast, another
a nearly solid black breast, and two
others handsomely laced on the
breast.

The females, the best of them,
are grey with the characteristic
penciling of the dark Brahma hen,
except that there are usually but
two or three pencilings on a fea-
ther instead of from three to five
asin the dark Brahma, One hen I
own is penciled like a double-
laced Indian Game hen, show-
ing only clean black and white
instead of the characteristic gray
shade, but the most of them re-
semble the dark Brahma.

At the last exhibition of the
Rhode Island Poultry Association,
held at Westerly, in December,
1899, I exhibited two Brahmin
cockerels, The little fellows were
in prime condition and as full of
fight as a well-fitted Game cock.
They attracted a great deal of at-

tention from visitors and their
pugnacity excited considerable
amusement. In their yards, how-
ever, they are as quiet as any
variety.

I believe that this variety has
a future before it. Not only is it
an interesting variety and, like all
of the rose combed Bantams, a
good layer, but its plumage makes
it desirable for the breeders of
dark Brahma Bantams when fresh
blood is necessary and especially
when there is a serious desire to
reduce the size of that variety. I
know of nothing that can be used
so serviceably. The rose comb
can be readily changed to a pea
comb, and the plumage will work
in perfectly, Of course the first
cross will give more or less
scantily feathered legs and too
great a length of tail, but by breed-
ing back again to the Brahmas,
if the matings are properly made,
these defects should be remedied.
But whether used for this purpose
or not, it'is decidedly novel to see
a rose combed Bantam with this
striking and peculiar plumage.
The plumage, whether the males
are bred with solid black breasts
or with laced breasts, is handsome,
and the markinge of the female
are certainly very beautiful. There
does not seem to be any good
rcason why the Brahmin should
not be considered a desirable addi-
tion to the list of Bantams.

S

THE FEEDING OF MATURE
BANTAMS.

E think it a mistake to be
continually forcing Ban-
tams with soft food and .con-
diments. They do not need
such help and as size is not
desirable, they prove a pos-
itive injury. The birds in the
editor's pens are bedded three
inches deep in oat hulls, the best
of all litter in our experience, and
are fed hard grain only. This
consists of wheat and buckwheat
mostly with a good proportion

of brown millet or Hungarian
grass, Oats and barley are some-
times fed for a change, corn never.
The latter we don’t like, it is too fat-
tening and heating. The millet
being so small keeps them hustling
all day in the chaff and they need
to be kept busy as well as their
larger relatives. ,

Crushed oyster shells and Mica
crystal grit are kept before them
in small hoppers at all times. For
green or vegetable food in winter
we use turnips principally, cut in
four and left for the birds to pick
the contents out. They leave the
hard shell as clean as can be. We
would use cabbage also if we had
it and do feed the leaves when
used in the household.

It is particularly desirable that
Bantams be kept dry underfoot
and overhead as nothing plays
such havoc with them as cold,
wet rains and damp pens.

Quite a bit of meat is fed, gener-
ally beef liver well boiled and then
dried. It will crumble in the hand
almost like bread if properly cook-
ed and dried.

LEG TROUBLES.
BY W, M. FREEMAN, M.DP.S.

HE principal ailments which

are known to cffect the legs
of poultry are usually classified
by the average poultry keeper un-
der the generic title of “cramp.”
This name, as we shall see, may
refer, however, to several causes of
trouble which are entirely distinet
from cach other, and it will per-
haps be most convenient if we
commence our discussion on this
class of discase by dealing with
cramp proper at the outset. This
we will follow by referring cate-
gorically to other complaints
which are allied to it, although
actually distinct from it.

Cramp. — Properly spezlking.

can only affect young Dbirds,
It is a source of great mortality
amongst chickens, and of even
greater loss amongst ducklings.
It is also much dreaded by those
who rear turkeys and Guinea Fowl.
The immediate cause of cramp is
defective circulation, which has
been brought about through damp
housing or too close confinenient,
and is especially prevalent amongst
birds which are confined in yards
with a brick pavement. Affecteq
birds should be removed at once
to dry quarters, the floor on which
they are kept being covered with
a good layer of peat moss dust.
They must have a good tonic;
Parish’s syrup will do well for the
purpose, and can readily be given
in the drinking water or in small
capstles, which are convenient for
treating any specially severe case.

horn and oil and turpentine, must
be applied to the legs and feet.
Leg-weakness.—This is distin-
guishable from cramp by the
attitude of the patient, as well as
by consideration of the circum-
stances in which the ailment has
appeared.  If several birds are
seized with loss of use in the limbs,
and it is known that they are kept
in a damp place, it is pretty certain
that cramp is the cause. Cramp is
characterised by turning-in of the
tocs, whereas in leg-weakness the
power seems to go entirely from
the lower portion of the leg. Again,
if only a single bird appears to be
gradually losing the use of its legs,
and if that bird belongs to one of
the long legged breeds such as the
Langshan, it is tolerablv certain
that the complaint is not cramp,
but leg-weakness, due to over-
growth or improper feeding with
food of too starchy a nature, and
in this case a wure will depend
more upon an improved system of
feeding. A little steel solution may
be added to the drinking water,
and the bird should have a liberal
allowance of good fibrine meat
and bonemeal. No harm will be
done by treating the legs also with
the liniment recommended above.
I may say that there is no doubt
that a great deal of the leg-weak-
ness found in chickens of good
quality is due to hereditary weak-
ness caused by stock birds being
overshown, and also by in-breed-
ing. :

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Gout and Rheumatism.—By
rheumatism we understand prac-
tically the same thing as we des-
cribed uader “cramp.” with this
exception—that cramp is a term
applied to chickens, whereas rheu-
matism is restricted to adult birds.
Care must be taken, however, to
distinguish clearly between the
three ailments—cramp, rheuma-
tism, and gout; these may be said
to form a sort of arithmetical pro-
gression, rheumatism being the
intermediate stage.  Dampness
and want of proper exercise
produce cramp; repeated aitacks
of cramp produce rheumatic af-
fection; and impurities in the
Llood combine with rheuma-
tistn to form gout. Gout is shown
by swelling in the joints and espe-
cially in the feet of poultry. These
swellings are caused by deposits
of impure matter from the blood.
It will therefore be seen that in the
treatment of gout, as well as of
cramp and rhewnatism, a good
stimulating liniment is necessary:
in the former case to distribute and
in the other cases to prevent the
deposit of any such substances.
Apart, however, from this exter-
nal treatment, it is a good plan to

give some cooling medicine, than
which there is nothing better than
frequent small doses of Epsom
salts, It is obvious that plenty of
excrcise is of the greatest impor-
tance, as is also an ample supply
of green food, since both of thesc
are necessary to keep the blood
frec from impurities. Indeed, idle-
ness is just whut gout thrives upon;
you will rarely find in the human
family a man suffering from gout
who takes plenty of exercise; it is
the indolent and the high living
who suffer from this complaint.
Bumble-foot.—This is an affec-
tion which is very common, and it
needs to be clearly distinguished
from gout. Bumble-foot is a con-
dition of swelling underncath the

foot, which is caused by a deposit
of tuberculous matter, and in this
respect differs from gout, which
is a deposit of urates. In cases of
bumble-foot there is usually some
external cause at the outset. The
ball of the foot may be injured by
a blow, or by a knot in a perch,
or by being cut with some sharp
substance, or even, as I have
known it in several instances, by
fighting. This accident is followed
by inflammation, and pus collects,
causing evident pain, The treat-
ment consists in giving a little
medicine and in poulticing the foot
preparatory to removing the ab-
scess, which nust be done
thoroughly, care being taken that
the core is not left in. The place

GOVERNMENT AID FOR
LOCAL ASSOCIATIONS.

YOULTRYMEN DISCUSS THE MATTER
OF GOVERNMENT GRANTS TO
COUNTY ASSOCIATIONS.

HE important project of Gov-

ernment aid to local associa-
tions was one of the matters that
came up for discussion at the
meeting of the poultrymen held
during the “Ontario” in Peter-
boro’. The poultry industry is
one that promises to be of so
much importan. ;, value and profit
to the country and the province
of Ontario in particular that the
opinion is very widely held that
the local associations which hold
shows and encourage the develop-
ment of this pursuit, both as an
industry in itsel{ and as a branch
of farming are deserving of Gov-
einment encouragement and as-

sistance in the propogation of the
then,

The Peterboro' association
took the initiative in this matter
and called a meeting of the poultry
fanciers of the province at the
Council chamber on Thursday
morning of the show. It was well
attended and was thoroughtly rep-
resentative of the province. The
chair was occupied by Mr. R. H.
Leary, president of the Peter-
boro’ Poultry and Pet Stock
Association. There was an in-
teresting two hours’ discussion in
which a number of the poultry-
men asserted the claims of the
county associations for assistance
in their work. The following
resolution, moved by Wm. Collins,
Peterboro’, seconded by R. C.
Allan, Cobourg, was carried by a
good majority:

“That in the opinion of the
breeders of poultry, assembled at
T"cterboro’ on the occasion of the
26th annual exhibition of the
Poultry Association of Ontario, it
would be advisable to appoint dele-
gates to ask the Government of
the province of Ontario for grants
to the local associations, not more
than one to each county.”

Hon. Mr. Stratton gave cn-
couragement to the poultry men
and Mr. Thos. Blezard, M.P.P.,
stated on Thursday night that he
would support the request of the
poultry men in Parliament. The
agitation will be kept up.

The Rock varieties as fine as
ever scen in Ontario, particularly
the barred, there being nearly 100
birds in this variety shown.

After awarding the prizes there

were a great number of specimens
without prize tickets, fit to win in
strong competition.

OWIHERE in America can
one see so much high class
poultry as in New England. Here
almost every farmer is a fancier,
and thousands pay attention o
fine stock simply for the pleasure.
Many who send here their displays
are almost unknown in the poul-
try world.  Their names seldom
appear in print in the colunms of
our poultry press; never do they
advertise their stock, and sales
are only made among their friends.
This true fancier’s spirit for the
real pleasure of having the bea
and placing it where their acquain-
tances can see it brings to the
lJoston Show an influence that is
iclt at the door of entrance, and
these same people are large buyers
from those who have to their lik-
ing.

The large increase of entries
tested the capacity of Mechanic’s
Building, which has a greater floor
space than any building used for
a poultry display in this country,
Every available inch was taken up
and the whole floor space covered
with coops, exhibition pens, dis-
play cages, and appliances. The
artistic hand of Supt. Rackham
was evervwhere present, shown in
the arrangement of the hall, the
ceiling and side walls, which
were one mass of flags, bunting and
emblem decorations, making a
most beautiful interior. The num-
ber of exhibitors was much larger
than ever before. TEach vear the
line is extended and people come
a greater distance to be present
at this display. The unusually
large offering of cash in regular
and special prizes is a tempting
offer, nowhere else to be found,
and a prize won here is of the
greatest value. The active mana-
gers of the show, Mr. .. R. Sharp,
and Mr. Watler C. Baylies, have
no equal in the art.  Their motto,

“No unequal favor to any, but
cqual rights to all,” has gained for
them the confidence of those who
say “Let the best birds win,” an-l
assures the continuance of a great
show as long as they are at the
head.

A social evening was tendere.l
{o the exhibitors on Tuesdlay after
the show; we ate, talked and
smoked; the best vaudeville ar-
tists entertained, and good-fellow-
ship was the order of the hour.
The whole week was more of a
social visit among friends than a
contention for the blue and red
that must influence the sales, when
‘the fortunate ones tell of their
winnings through the poultry
press. From as far north as Cana-
da, and from as far west as Towa,
fanciers came to see and show
their best, and to gain the advan-
tage derived from seeing the Dest
display of birds ever made in this
country. The show was penned
by “Spratts” in the most satis-
factory manner.

The most pleasant  surprise
came to all during the social event
of Tuesday evening, when the
management presented to Mr. T.
Farrer Rackham a beautiful gold
watch and chain in token of their
appreciation of his good superin-
tendence of the five shows held in
Doston.  Mr. Rackham showed
Lis high appreciation of the cour-
tesy in touching words, never to
he forgotten by the fanciers pre-
sent,

The officials of the Philadelphia
Show came to Boston and speat
Tuesday and Wednesday looking
over the show and taking notes
for their own future advantage.
They report great prospects for
the next Philadelphia show.

Judging having all been finished
Woednesday noon, during the after-
noon and evening a number of
specialty clubs held their meetings,
all of which were very largely at-
tended. The entries were con-
siderably larger than thosc of last
vear, there being:

animals of many Kkinds. Fowls
shown in the open classes do not
compete in breeding pens,  In the
displays were specimens of barred
Plymouth  Rock, white Wyan-
dottes and buff Plymouth Rocks,
shown by Mr. A. C. Hawkins, of
Lancaster, Mass. The quality of
these displays could scarcely be
surpassed.

Light Brahmas: The display in
these classes has never been equall-
ed. The shape, color and grand
neck marking of the birds shown
by Oakland Farm was a wonder-
ment to all.  Their 1st prize cock
and winner of six Brahma specials,
also a woenderful specimen. They
also won the major portion of ail
the prizes in the Brahma classes,
including the Governor’s Cup. The
usual number of exhibitors, in
fact, abont all the light Brahma
fanciers of New England helped to
make up a maguificient class of
154 birds. The winning cockerel,
licn and pullet were highly admir-
ed on all sides. Many good, grand
birds were left out of the award
limit. 1st and 2nd breeding pen
shown by Oakland Farm in a class
of 16 pens were pronounced by
all to be the finest ever produced.
Dark Brahmas: A grand class of
42 birds, Philander Williams be-
ing one of the highest winuers in
these classes. The pullets were a
surprising lot. Many grand spe-
cimens failed to win, but are none
the less most clegant birds.

Cochin Classes: The Cochin
classes were strong in number and
quality. There were exhibitors i
the above classes from Ohio, Ver-
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mont, Comecticut and Massachu-
setts and Canada. The question
came to our minds as to whether
there is any limit to the clegance,
quality and finish that will be
placed upon the Oakland Farm
Cochins, that win everything
shown for. :Crescent Farm won
sccond on breeding pen and some
smaller prizes in the open classes,
with some very creditable speci-
niens,

Partridge Cochins: Tirst cock,
open classes, without doubt the
finest specimen of its kind ever
shown, rivaling the best in any
variety yet produced. The balance
of the prizes and many specials
went to Mr. Walter C, Baylies;
bis winning cockerel a wonder in
form, color and Cochin qualities.
Other exhibitors in these classes
showed very good specimens.
Great advancement bas been made
in this variety during the last two
years,

White Cochins: A most charm-
ing class. The winning cock bird,
the best one we have ever seen of
his kind. The winning cockerel
promises,if it were possible, to sur-
pass him when matured. Not one
poor specimen in the whole num-
ber of 36. Messrs. Brooks & Weld
won the majority of all the prizes
offered, closely followed by Mec-
Neil and Oke. Philander Williams
was also strongly represented in
.these classes,

Black Cochins: .\s usual, Mr.
AL E. Swascy, showed a strong line
of superbly elegant specimens. The
handling ot this variety has been
a specialty with him for many
years. They were simply bred and
shown by him as a “hobby.” Other
cxhibitors in these class:c showe!
some beautiful birds.

Dlack Langshans: A surprising
class of 57 birds that are wonder-
fully strong in Langshan quality,
shape and color. We question
very much whether a stronger
class has or will be shown for
many a day. The mammoth size
of some of these specimens re-

tninds us of some wonderful birds
shown at New York a few years
since. A few whites of advaneed
quality also shown, but the ad-
vancement of the blacks rather
counts against them by compari-
son.

White Plymouth Rocks. A
great class of 50 birds. First cock,
fine, large bird, having great form
and plumage. The second rather
undersized. -In size and shape, we
think the third had the advantage.
Balance of the class all good birds.
The first hen a whirlwind, the se-
cond tripped closely upon her
heels, while the third is a good
bird, it did not show in the best
condition. The fourth, a little de-
fective in color. Balance of the class
would be considered wonders if

the others were absent. First cock-.

crel, a perfect Rock, with fine
plumage; second, fully his equal;
third, a beautiful bird; fourth, a
grand all-round bird; the other
seven would win almost anywhere.
The choice among the seventeen
pullets was a difficult one to make;
the first away up in quality; the
sccond, rather small; third, larger,
not so good in size; balance, a very
very strong class.

Juff Plymouth Rocks: First
cock. beautiful of shape and color:
second, larger, fully equal in shape,
not so good in color: balance of
this class modest in quality; first
hen, typical Rock in shape, un-
cven in color; second, better in
color, not so good in shape; third,
an ecven colored bird, showing
shaft in plumage. 4th, a grand,
fine Plymouth Rock hen; color,
shape, and cvenness of color very
good. First cockerel. quite nice
in shape; top color not so good as
breast and body; second a bigger
bird, rather too red in plumage:
comb of third must have set him
back; balance of class even in
quality. To sclect the winner from
a class of 20 pullets such as shown
here was a difficult job. First and
second, very close; third, their

cqual in shape, rather strong n
color, fourth and fifth, beautiful in
plumage; quite a few C. ribbons
awarded in this class to hirds that
would win in almost any :how.

Barred Plymouth Rocks: First
cock, a large, fine, round shaped
Plymouth Rock, rather darker in
color than we should prefer; se-
cond, looks as if it might be his
twin brother; third, the best color-
ed show Rock in the class, lacks
somewhat in shape; fourth, fash-
ioned after the style of first
and sccond, a beautiful specimen
in fast company; fifth, a wonder-
fully good bird; balance of class
very good. Hens—First, second
and third, almost identical in shape.
We consider the color of the third
hen the best for show purposes.
[t should have been placed higher
in the list, had her wings shown
iuller plumage. Each one of the
seventeen hens shown merited a
high position.  Cockerel—First
cockerel .a wonderful Plymouth
Rock; second, ful'y his equal, better
in surface color and too long in
legs; third, baving the same beauti-
iul surface color as third cock,
simply losing in shape: fourth and
filth, in fact the whole class of
twenty-five cockerels were very
difficult to select from. Seventeen
pullets shown. First simply won
over second from the fact that the
sccond was not fully matured and
lacked full tail plumage; third,
fourth and fifth, close up to the wis:-
uers. It is 1o be regretted that
the whole class could not have
had a blue ribbon.

Silver Wyandottes: TFirst cock,
beautiful in  shape, color and
markings ; second, a large, fine
shaped bird, with good top plu-
mage and lacing; third, weak in
comb: fourth, narrow in back.
which was not of good form.
Hens—a very strong class; first,
a good colored bird, should pre-
fer the shape of the second, which
is nicely marked; third, a strong
hen, rather weak in saddle; bal-
ance of the class fair in quality.

Leauty, second. her equal; third,
a grand specimen; one could
scarcely choose between the three
winners, and, in fact the whole
Jass was very good. Cockerels
—.A\ class of fifty-one beautifu?
birds, first, finc in shape; second,
larger, not so good in back and
tail; third, my preference of the
class: fourth, close up in quality:
filth and sixth, splendid birds.
Pullets—A class of thirty-six; first,
grand in head, %ail, comb and
color, rather small; second, her
superior in everything but head;
third, a beautifully shaped bird:
in fact, all the winners and dozens
of others beamed with quality.
The novice class in white Wyan-
dottes were quite a surprise. The
winners in this class might have
been of regular classes.

Black Wyandottes: There were
thirteen black Wyandottes, a
grand lot in shape, color and
head points.

Buff Wyandottes: The show of
buff Wyandottes, without doubt,
was the best ever shown in this
country. First cock, all one could
ask for in a Wyandotte; second,
his equal in everything but color;
next, a close third; fourth, a little
weak in tail; fifth and sixth, much
admired. Hens—Tirst hen a little
weak in color; second. some small-
er in size; third good in color,
not up to the others in shape;
fourth. fifth and sixth, well up
in quality. Cockerels—TFirst cock-
erel all right; sccond, a little off
in wing color; third, close to the
winner; fourth, fifth_and sixth, in
fact all the specimens in this class
deserved a ribbon. Pullets—
First pullet a wonder; second. a
little larger, not so high in fine
quality; third, a little narrow in
breast. The entire balance of the
class blushed at their defeat.
With a total of ninety-six buff’
Wyandottes and but twenty-four
prizes to be distributed amongst
them, many deserving specimens
lacked recognition in the award list.
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The display of partridge, or so-
called, golden laced Wyandottes,
were quite a surprise in shape,
color, markings and pencilling.
These birds were certainly a won-
derful lot. They have proven
themselves an established fact,
as have their show companijons,
the silver laced, for all of which
we predict a great future.

Brown Leghorns: All of the
winners .in each class, and in fact,
riany that did not receive mention,
would have proved wonderfully at-
tractive wherever they might be
shuwn. The novice class of brown
Leghorns was full of quality, In
10s¢ comb and white, the quality
was very good.

White Leghorns: TFirst cock,
2 mammoth specimen, rather of
the Minorca type; second, better
in comb; third, a beautiful shaped
Lird; balance of the class moder-
ate. First hen would not be of
our selection as best of all the
eleven shown; second, a better
Leghorn, not so large; third, fine
m head points; balance of class
not strong in comparision with
the winners.  Cockerels all well
placed; pullet, best white Leghorn
female shown; second and third,
fine birds: balance of the class
very creditable.

Buff Leghorns; The color of
the buff Leghorns throughout,
very much improved. Tt is to be
regretted that the male birds as
a lot, are not more improved in
comb. The females are very much
better than the males. First cock-
erel, second hen and sccond pul-
lct, would be our preference for
color.  Shape of second cockerel
w¢ prefer to all the males shown.

Black Minorcas: Tirst cock,
grand bird, that has won at sev-
cral shows; second, a beautiful col-
ored high-grade specimen; third,
their equal in all but size. Hens
—A beautiful lot. Cockerels and
puilets a fine display of twelve
very meritorious Minorcas.

Andalusians: The display of
Andalusians consisted of thirty-
one birds, the quality of which

shows the increasing popularity
of this vaiuable variety; size and
color very much improved over
that of last ycar.

Exhibition Yards: 207 separate
exhibition yards of breeding pens
were shown. When you consider
that thesc pens alone contained
over a thousand birds of the finest
quality, it is an almost impossible
task which confronts any one who
attempts to describe them.

BANTAMS.

The exhibition of Game Ban-
tams was made by the best breed-
cers of America and  Canada.
Many of the great winners of the
cast were here. Not one poor
specimen in the lot. In color,
station and grand Game Bantam,
qualitics the first cocherel, black
red, was a marvel, brown reds,
beautiful in shape, color and lac-
ing; the golden duckwings, grand
in quality, beautiful in the clear
olor of plumage, which was
fully equal in the silvers. Five
beautiful white Game Bantams
shown, also some wonderful
birchins in the any-other-variety
class,

Sebrights: Golden, a great class
of sixteen birds. Silvers a class
of twenty-two, among them the
prize winners from Philadelphia.
Toronto and New York. Many
of them well known birds.

Buff Cochin Bantams: Buff
Lblack and white, the strongest
dlasses we have ever seen in qual-
ity, shape, color and feather. We
believe these 105 birds. cannot be
equaled in the country. Beauti
ful, rich, even, buff, closely ap-
proaching the accepted buff color
of the present. Blacks, so rich
and glossy in color as to rival the
Hamburgs. Whites, pure, clear
white is the rule of the classes.

In Partridge Cochin Bantams:
Mr. T. F. McGrew won 10 of the
15 prizes offered in a display of
21 birds. Other prizes went to
Messrs. W. C. Baylies.

Light Brahma Bantams. Japan-
ese Bantams of all varieties, Polish

Bantams, and a number of grand
breeding pens completed this won-
derful display of Bantams,

Black Spanish, Polish, Ham-
burgs, and Houdans, were the
largest classes shown for many
years. Dozens of beautiful birds
in these classes were of necessity
unplaced.  Dorkings at Boston
have always been u fine display.
Games, Sumatras, Silkies, Frizzles,
Orpingtons, and Pit Games were
stronger here than they have been.
scen anywhere clse we believe,

The whole lower portion of this
mammoth building, which eatends.
from street to street, was filled up
with large cages containing a great
number of beautiful turkeys, many
of which were raised in this local-
ity; ducks and geese of all kinds,
pea-fowls, pheasants and ornamen-
tal ducks of many kinds; the Pet
Stock and cage birds were very
numerous and beautiful.

The cat display at this show
might be called one of the great
attractions.  Many cats valued
away up in the thousands were.
shown here and thousands of the
fashionable set of the city throng-
ed this department each day.

Nowhere in this country is ther,
sich an interest taken in dressed
poultry, and eggs, as here. A
large cold storage room is used
for this purpose, where thousands
of eggs and tons of poultry, wild
game, deer, bear and almost every
known variety of fowl and animals
sold in the market were on exhi-
bition.

All the incubator people had
their displays here, which were
made very attractive with bunting.
banners, floral decorations and
plants. The department of poultry
supplies, foods, bone cutters, nest
hoxes, etc., reminded one of a
food exhibit.

The attendance at the Boston
Show has alway been very large,
but never before has it reached
such magnitude at at the present
time. Ready sale is found for all
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good speciniens offered. It is cal-
culated that the sales mude here
will amount to many thousands of
dollars. There never before has
been such an active demand for the
more popular varieties. The 29
breeding pens of white Wyan-
dottes, were a most attractive sight.
Offers have been made and refused
for many of them, at surprisingly
high prices.

Those who have never seen over
2,000 pigeons in one display can
scarcely realize the grandeur of
such a sight. Many of the prize
winners from Crystal Palace were
liere. Some of them have cost a
small fortune.

There was the least disposition
to find fault with the judging that
we have ever heard about a show
room. The management, judges,
and exhibitors, are all delighted
with the outcome of the show, and
on every side is heard the desire
expressed that Doston may make
a bigger and better exhibit next
vear.

I found all the
officers, and I might say many of
the members, ready and desirous
at all times to assist in any work
that would advance the interest
of the show, and as this associa-
tion is looking forward in the neat
future to having the Ontario show
held at Hamilton, I am satisfied
that they will not only procure
a suitable building in which to
hold the show but will make the
visiting fanciers fecl at home—
and their birds will have the very
best of care and attention.

I must again thank the officers
and members of the FHamilton
Poultry and Pet Stock Associa-
tion for the beautiful and very
flattering address tendered me on
the eve of my departure from Can-
ada to reside in the United States.

Fanciers of this important
variety should look well after the
shape and size, having depth of
body and large in bone, with
combs in size to conform with
size of birds, also get away from
those Leghorn lobes, for without
size and shape of lobes in Minor-
cas we lose one of the important
appendages of this varicty of fowl.

GAMES.

Games were disappointingly few,
vet a silver duckwing, black red,
and a pyle cock were admired by
lovers of the Game varieties.

BANTAMS.

Bantams, a very nice display in-
deed, particularly the B.B. Red.
After this variety had been judged,
I noticed a cock bird which was
among the winners that had been
trimmed in wing, that had escaped
my notice, vet too late to make
any change in the award. The
second prize bird I believe honest-
ly deserved to have been placed
first, all others I believe to have
been placed correctly.

WHO HAS BEEN WORAKING UP
THE CASE.

Sir:—In reply to vour letter of
the 7th inst, I have to state that
under article 339 of the Customs
Regulations of 1892, “Fowls of
superior breed and of high cost
do not require certificates of re-
cord, other evidences being satis-
factory” as a condition for their
frce entry for breeding purposes
under the provisions of paragraph
473 of the tariff act of July 24, 1897.

In cases of importations of poul-
try of a recognized superior breed

and invoiced at a value which
would preclude their entry for food
purposes, free entry would be al-
lowed at the port of importation
under the above article of the
regulations, There are no pre-
scribed forms for such free entry.

The Annual Meeting—The Show—The Banquet—-Who was there
and what they sald and did.

" HE annual meecting of the

Poultry Association of On-
tario was held in Peterboro’, Ont.,
on Thursday, January 11th, 1900,
The President of the Association,
Hon. J. R. Stratton, occupied the
chair, the meeting was largely at-
tended and the business got thro’
with in reasonable time ‘and with
no friction.

Hon. Mr, Stratton in opening
the meeting thanked the members
fur ‘the honor conferred on him as
P'resident, said some very mice
things of Secretary T. A. Drowne
and assured the members that they
could rest confident the poultry in-
terests would not be lost sight of
by him.  As member for this con-
stituency he welcomed the visitors
to Peterboro’ and hoped to sce
them back soon again.

Minutes, as published in the
anmnual report, taken as read.

Treasurer's report, audited, read
and adopted.  This report was
printed in  the Review some
months ago. The Secretary's re-
port, as follows, was read by him:

SECRETARY'S REPORT.

Mr. President and members of
the Poultry Association of Ontario
—As has been my custom in past
years, [ purpose merely to out-
line my report at this time so as
not to anticipate the rema.%s that
any of the members present may
wish to make in relation to any
subject that has been suggested
by the individual members for our
mutual improvement, since the last
annual meeting, and am careful
to follow this rule here to-day, pro-
mising to take up at a subsequent
time anything that occurs to me
as having been omitted.

As you may be aware, Mr. Pre-
sident, a copy of the proceedings

of this mecting, as they relate to
notices of motions, question bhox.
and essays have been in the hands
of the members for about three
weeks with the request that they
examine into them and come pre-
pared to ventilate their views on
cach of the subjects, 1 therefore
look forward to the most interest-
ing and instructive meeting we
have ever lield since my appoint-

our upited labors, and [ cannot
but admit as answering, “Yes—
many things,”

The specimens on exhibition
have improved wonderfully. The
number of exhibitors has increas-
ed to a great company. The num-
ber of local shows was never <o
many (twelve being advertised in
the Canadian Poultry Review for
November to take place during
December and January), the like
never was even thought of before,
The industry has grown to enor-
mous proportions partly through
our cfforts, The show rooms are
more complete in their furnishings,
coops, etc., the judging is more
expediously  done allowing  the

ment as their Secretary nine years
ago.

As you are all aware, this is the
last time I shall address you in
my official capacity as Seccretary.
my late appointment compels me
to retire, and, this being the case,
my mind naturally goes back over
the ground we have traveled to-
gether and the paramount thought
arises, have we accomplished any-
thing, have we alvanced since
then, has any good been done by

placing of awards early, giving the
exhibitos . the benefits therefrom,
and the Association has been put
in a better financial position.
These are some but not by any
means all the good results directly
the cutcome of the “Ontario.” It
is in your hands that even larger
and better resuits may be accom-
plished and I look to your action
to-day to be another step forward
by giving the country through
the Department of Agriculture’s
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report your views on the questions
of interest to every farmer engaged
in this great industry.

While it is not possible to report
as large an entry as at Torontu
or Lundun, the guality is egual to
cither, if not superivr.  Why the
wntrics arc not su large is, T thiak,
owing to the location of Peter
horo', being such a long distanc:
away from our Western exhibitors,
but when they are told of the
managenient, show hall, and e
hospitality that has been accorded
to us by the local association ani
people of the town generally, they
will no doubt wish they had heen
of our number. Tn my opinion
the hall is the best for our purpose
of any we have yet occupied. The
total number of specimens is 1339
and the receipts for entries, $626.03
while the membership is 101, so
vou sce we are still a very good
showing.

There are one or two matters
that I would wish my successor
to try his best to arrange. The
first is that each local association
asking for the “Ontario” show
will be able to promise that they
will endeavor at least to obtain
from their city council sufficient

_grant to enzble them to take the
admission fee from the door and
allow the public in free. The other
is that the Minister of Agriculture
be appiied to for an additional
arant to permit the Association
to have control of the Dressed
Poultry Department and the ob-
ject lessons connccted therewith,
such as vou have scen to-dav. only
on a much larger scale. This,
gentlemen, is clearly vour duty,
and must be had if constant and
assisted efforts will result in your
cetting hold of it as it is a great
factor in the poultrv industrv in
relation to the markets cf the
world. Tt is also the greatest edu-
cational medium to get hold of our
own farmers and also the greatest
of all attractions for exhibitions
like our own. Tt was the most
attractive feature at the Fat Stock
Show in London this winter but

was thought by many ‘decidedly
cvut of place when conmected with
a cattle show. I am sure the
president being alsu & memb
of the Ontariv Cabinet, will as-
st you tu seeure from the Mnis-
ter of Agriculture the necessary
funds, and dalso the managenicut

of this part of your wuil,
Thanking rou une and all, for
the very many ‘acts of kindiess and
appreciation, also the courteout
manner in which 1 have been
treated at all times, and wishing
assistant  officers and  members
cvery success 1 the future and
yrulllislllg nut to forsake Mol al
together, T wish you a Happy Now
Year aud may the “Ontario”
march steadily onward and ap-

ward.

Telegrams, letters, &c., were re-
ceived from Owen Sound, Ham-
ilton and Brantford, applying for
the next show and meeting. Mr.
Bogue spoke in favor of Owen
Sound, when it was woved by
him and seconded by Mr. DBurn,
that next show be held 'at Owen
Sound. Mr. McKay spoke in fav-
or of Hamilton and moved, second-
cd by Mr. Senior, that the show be
held there. No nomination was
put in for Brantford.” On a vote
being taken, Owen Sound was de-
clared the winner by a large ma-
jority, Hamilton receiving but
<ix votes. The vote was then
made unanimous.

Stratton: President. Hon. William

H. Saunders and \W. DBeattie; to
Hamilton, McKay and Hender-

son; to Brantford, Cox and Cald-
well; to Fat Stock Show, Bogue
and McNeill,

Mr. Francis 11, Gisborne, Sec-
retary of the Eastern Ontario
Poultry Association, was present
and being alled on to speak said,
e lwoped the breeders prescut
would honor ther show with an
entry, He was always a “prac-
dcal”™ poultry breeder. and doubt-
ed if Mr. Bogue and others were
wise in using the term “fancy™
poultry so frequently. The great
mass of exhibits are really and
truly practical poultry. The purely
iancy breeds in al: exhibit ons make
up but a very small portion of the
show and are necessary as an attrac-
tion.  There 1s no foul to-day that
will bring the farmer in so much
profit in eges and meat, as the
Plymouth Rock, and from the
farmers’ standpoint it is eggs and
meat we have to consider. The
farmer is the great producer, and
to him we must look for our
greatest  prosperityl Poultry
breeders are teaching th- farmer
how to get more eggs and better
eggs and more meat and better
mecat. The sum invested by
the government is but a small
amount, but it is an inveat-
ment that is bringing great re-
turns to the country at large.  Mr.
Gisborne, whose remarks were de-
livered clearly and were received
with applause, said in concluding,
that the proposed  govern-
ment support to local or county
associations., was a step in ad-
vance, and should, if carried out,
result in much good. He thanked
the meeting for such a potient
hearing.

Mzr. A. G. GILB2RT
was asked to address th . meeting,
and on rising said it afforded
him very great pleasure i~ say a
fow words on the present occasion.
It was always a great source of
gratification to him to be present
at their Annual Show and to meet
so many friends. He wished to
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heartily congratulate them on the
magnificent show of birds now
going on. The show may not be
numerically as great as it has been
on some occasions in the past,
but as far as quality of the stock
shown is concerned, it certainly
never had been surpassed.  He
had noted with great pleasure in
recent years the increase in size
of white Leghorns, white and
barred Plymouth Rocks. This
certainly showed progress in the
right direction. At the Fat Stock
Show recently held in London,
Ont., both the Alinister of Agri-
cultare for the Dominion and the
Provincial Minister of Agricul-
ture, strongly advocated a type
of Dairy cow, which the farmers
could adopt as a model to breed
from.  Thev. the members of the
Ontario Poultry Association, were

- —indeed had been for many years
—the breeders of a type of fowl,
and it was their daty to see that
that type. whether for flesh or
vggs or both, did not degererate.
It was his duty as he had before
told them, to give such instruc-
tions to the farmers of the country
as would lead them to breed
nothing but a bird that would em-
brace the dual qualities of winter
cgg laver and rapid flesh former.
Years of experience had shown
that the Plyvmouth Rock family
filled the bill. He did not say
there werc breeds inferior to the
Plvmouth Rock. but there were
certainly none better for the farm-
er. It was sometinies said to him
that Orpingtons or Dorkings,
are splendid flesh formers and no
coubt they are. hut for one Nr-
pington or Dorking, the farmer

could get a thousand Plymouth
Rocks, and at a reasonable figiire.
It was often asked Lim, what was
the best plan for the farmer to
adopt in order to get a tlock of
thoroughbred Plymouth Rocks. A
good plan is to buy a male and
three or five females from a re-
liable breeder in the Fall or early
Spring. Let the farmer hatch out
all the eggs from these fowls up
to Dbeginning of June. In the
Fall he would have a lot of cocker-
cls and pullets. The former he
could sell and their value would
go a long way to recoup for
first outlay. The pullets would be
worth $2.00 each as prospective
winter layers, and ithen there
would be the old stock on hand
likewise. New methods of farm-
ine were beine taucht. and farm-
crs in order to be up-to-date, had
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to learn them. Time was when the
farmer received $1.25 or $1.20
per bushel for his wheat, A\t
that time he grew hardly anything
clse.  Iis cows and poultry receiv-
ed little or no consideration.  But
tile time came when it did not
pay to grow wheat to sell on the
market.  The Ontario  farmer
found himself face to face with
changed conditions, that were al-
most tantamount to an agricultur-
al crisis.  What did he do? He
took up the long neglected cow,
and by intelligent management,
she became a great revenue maker,
Indeed, last year her products
sold in England brought seven-
teen millions of dollars to this
comntry.  With the same intelli-
gent manipulation, the hen would
be found a propertional sourca
of wealth.

The printed essays. resolutions,

he a Committee to revise the
Dy-laws &c., and submit same to
the Directors at their first meet-
ing for consideration and recom-
mendation, and by them referred
to the next annual mecting for
confirmation if satisfactory  or
further action.”—Carried.

The motions {ollowing were re-
ferred to committec.

“That 'hereafter members who
have not paid their membership
fee for the current vear on or be-
forc the closing date for receiv-

ing entries, shall not be entitled
1o vote at the Annuat Meeting,
but may take part otherwise as
fully qualified members,

“That the Loard of Directors
be empowered to seleet five per-
sols to write an essay each on a
suitable poultry subject, (the sub-
fect'to be approved of by the Pres-
ident and  Secretary), of 1,000
words, the same to be the property
of the Association. For publica-
tion in pamphlet form and dis-
tributed to cach member on receipt
of his or her membership {ee and
for discussion at Annual Meeting
if desired. The essays to be de-
livered to the Secretary on or be-
fore the 1st day of December of
the same year as his apointment,
and that a nominal tsum of three
dollars be paid each writer whose
essay is approved of by the Ex-
ccutive [Committee.”

5. Moved by Wm. Mec¢Neil, and
seconded by Mr. Trew, and car-
ried!

“I'iat rule 17%f the entry sheet
be amended to read, ‘Exhibitors
desiring to have their birds scored,
way arrange with any lof the
judges engaged by the Association
to do so after the judge has com-
pleted his regular duties, (not be-
fore). The judge to supply the
score card and collect a fee of ten
ceats for cachYbird he scores, and
that this be included in the ar-
rangements with the judges when
accepting their positions, i

Speaking to this motion, Dr. .\,
W, Belbsaid, arrangements should
be made with cach judge to stay at
the show at least two days. He
was informed that one of the
indges at the present show, had
spent but three and one half hours
at hiz work and Ueft his classes
unfinished and in a most unsatis-
factory state to the exhibitors.
Tt was referred to the new board.
with the suggestion that at least
two days should be spent at each
show by the judges, and that this
was not too much to insist on for
the fee paid. The response by

iormation and a live Interest was
taken in the questions and answers.

Question £. I want to raise one
hundred gallets for winter laying,
How many eggs should I set, and
would you advise hens or incu-
bators, and why?

Mr. Gilbert—Buy a cockerel
and four'pullets and raise all pos-
sible from this pen the first year.
Next year buy an incubator if
vou see fit and raise by artificial
means.  Mr. McNeill—I bave seen
a four pound white Cochin lay at
four months and eight days old
and continue at it.

Question 2. To get eggs in win-
er when prices are high, what
breeds should he used and at what
date should they be hatched? Are
pullets or one 'vear old hens the
better,

Mr, Trew—I think a hen is an
ege machine, she must lay if she
is fed properly and gets the de-
sired amount of exercise.

Mr. Gisborne—It is not.a ques-
tion of a “best breed” of hen, it
is a question of a best ‘hreed of
poultry keeper. There are several
breeds that will lay well.

Mr, MceNeill—To get eggs, pul-
lets are best.  Feed them and they
must lay. they can’t help it. The
smaller breeds are the best fayers.

AMrs, Shales—If vou get pullets
out in April  they will lay
by September or first of October.
fn my opinion nothing can beat
the Wrandottes, and the buffs
with me have laid three weeks
ahead of the whites. My house is
very dry, board floors, lath and
plaster inside, ventilated frc.cl_\’.
and .cleaned out c¢very mormng.
Pampness is worse than dirt as
a discase producer. and is fatal to
the production of eggs. Keep the
birds sheltered from the cold fall

rains. DBoth ‘Wyandottes and

Plymouth Rocks are good 'win-
ter layers, the Minorcas 1 have
found useful as summer layers.

Mr. Hare—I have'three breeds,
Cochins, Spanish and buff Rocks,
and 1 can make any of them lay.
Most breeders'feed too much corn,
sreen bone is excellent as an egg
food. Take the fowl you like best,
feed properly tand they will lay,
any of them.

AMr. Bonnick—Anyone can take
ten or fifteen hens and can get more
cggs from them proeportionately,
than from one hundred. They get
more care, 'mose tit-bits.  You
have to feed for show or for egg
results, you can't get both. Better
results may 'be had in winter from
pullets than from hens. You can't
get better layers than Leghorns.

Question 3.  What mixture
would you ‘advise for fattening
chickens and turkeys when not
confined to  regular fattening
coops, or arc the latter a necessity ?
Where fattening large numbes
they entail a good deal of work.
Can they not be fattened in flocks?

Mr. Gilbert—\We have {ound
ground grain best. No trouble
in getting flesh on cockerels by
proper  feeding, when let rum.
Use the cheapest feed you can get
in your neighborhood and use
bone. We get fresh bone at one
half cent per pound.

Mr. Bell—Turkeyvs will fatten
best where given free range. I
find wheat best.

Question 4. 'Do you advise the
use of milk as a drink for young
chicks, and if so, sweet or sour?

Question 3. Can we ship eggs
to INew York or Boston, say in
case lots and make a profit?

The rooms
were nicely decorated with flags
and flowers, the menu of the
choicest, and the toast list not
too tedious. ;

Hon. J. R. Stratton presided.
with Mr. Dlezard, M.P.I. on his
‘eft and the Mayor Kendry on
his right.  About two hundred
sat down, music was supplied by
local talent and boutonieres werc
at every plate.

We shall try but to give a
svnopsis of the good things said.

The president welcomed those
present, not in his official capacity,
but as a resident of Peterboro’.
In proposing the first toast. that
of Her Gracious Majesty the
Queen, he would ask all to rise
and join with him in singing the
National Anthem, all the more
Licartily as we had sent sons and
brothers to help fight the nation’s
battles in Africa. In no part of
the British Empire is this toast
more lo) ally sung than in Canada.
Mr. B gue proposed in warm
terms the toast of the House of
Commcas and the Legislative
Assembiy.  In no country were
the people so honestly and in-
telligently governed. He coupl-
ed with the toast the name of
our worthy president, and Mr.
Blezard, M.P.P. Mr. Stratton. in
a rattling good speech, clearly and
forcibly expressed, thanked the

members for the very enthusiastic
way in which the *jast had been
reccived.  Poultry breeding - was
undoubtedly the largest single in-
dustry in Canada, and undertaken
by a larger number of people than
any other. He eulogized the
Ontario Association, it had his
warmest sympathy. We - may
adulterate coffee, we may adul-
terate sugar, in fact almost any
article of commerce except the
egg. Noartificial egg has yet been
produced. There is no danger of
the over production of poultry, the
market is practically unlimited.
Foultry raising has very greatly
increased in Ontario and the Do-
minion. In a period covering
ten years, there L.s been an in-
crease of over fifty per cent. His
vnly surprise was that the agri-
cultural population do not avail
themselves more fully of the ad-
vantages set forth here and at like
exhibitions and conventions. He
would always remain a friend to
the poultry breeders.

Mr. Blezard, who proved a
regular old war horse when ar-
roused to do battle, regretted that
the hall was not crowded at all
times. The farmers did not know
what they were missing. Breed-
crs could count on him as a friend.

Letters of regret for absence
were read from Hon. Sydney
Fisher, Hon. John Dryden. Geo.
IL. Bertram, M.P., and Mr. Haw-
thorne, Warden of the county.

Mr. Browne, in a acat speech,
proposed the Mayor and Corpor-
ation, to which in reply, the Mayor
extended the heartiest grectings
and welcome to all visitors, and
in fact tendered them the freedom
of the town. Several others also
spoke,

Tor our guests, Dr. Bell replied,
thanking the Association for its
hospitality. He advocated a fifty
cent membership fee for the “On-
tario,” or elsz the free admission
of one or two entries. Mr. Bogue
stated this was impossible, as
the amount of fee was fixed in
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the act of incorporation. Mr.

Stratton did not think this insur-

mountable, the Iaw was not

like that of the Medes and Per-
cians, and might be amended if
shown to be of benefit. Mr, Mc-

Neill, Mr. Burn, Mr. Bogue, also

cffered thanks to the local men.

Mr. Jarvis spoke with a full
heart and full eyes. IHe was about
to sever his connection with Can-
ada, where he had so long officiat-
ed as judge. As far as he knew
he had not an cnemy, he way
sure he had nothing but the kind-
liest and best feeling for all breed-
ers and exhibitors. Ide hoped
that it might Dbe arranged that
he might have the honor of judg-
ing the “Ontario” again.

THE BIRDS,

HILE the .entry of 1,339 was

disappointing after that of
the past four years, the quality in
most cases was good, and the birds
looked well in their wire pens.

The hall is the best we have seen,
well lighted, and was neatly de-
corated with flags and bunting, in
fact it looked quite gay.

Mr. Butterfield’s electric judging
was poorly received, and many
complaints were in the air. Mr.
Rutterfield spent but three and a
half hours on his classes, which is
not fair to either himself, exhibitors
or birds. The barred Plymouth
Rocks assigned to Mr. Butterfield
were judged by Mr. Jarvis,

Light Brahmas were good.
Either of the thrce first cocks
might have won, first fails in breast
shape to those placed below him.
The youngsters were really n*ce.

Darks, few but good.

Black Langshans were good;
old birds did not make large
classes. Second hen put back, so
we heard, for one broken feather
in wing, might have won or else
been disqualified for faking. She
beats first in head, comb, shape

and color. First pullet a lustrous,
grand color all over. Third pullet
best in shape but looking a bit
stale. Second cockerel carries tait
suspiciously to one side.  Nice
whites won in the other color class.

Buff Cochins, a grand lot. First
cock nice color, low down, grand
all round but for his ugly comb.
Second, better head, not so low
down, not so profuse in feather.
Hens nice, first very coching in
shape as is second. Youngsters
good, especially the pullets. First
very shapely and nice color. Part-
ridge a nice lot. Black and whites
grand and in fine bit.

Mr. Miller had a field day in
barred Rocks, winning all along
the line with a grand team., First
cockerel, nice even color, good size,
niight have more breast, comb not
good at back. First pullet good
color, shanks shaded, about the
best wing we have seen. Others
good. Too many lack breast, se-
cond cock good in this point.

Buff Rocks. OIld birds few and
not extra in quality. First cock
poor color, mixed in wing and
tail. We made second a winner.
Hens decent.  Young much better,
the Toronto cockerel winning and
two extra pullets in first and se-
cond. First very even in color,
though perhaps just a shade light,
a real good one. Second cockere!
fair as was third. White Rocks
about the biggest class in the show
and a real good lot all through.

Golden Wyandottes a good log,
turned over quite a lot on previous
awards. Silvers fair. Blacks fow
but good and buffs beyond the
average. Tirst cockerel nice even
top color, fail tail. Whites a grand
even lot. Here also many changes
occurred.

Buff Leghorns few but good, Mr,
Dundas having a bloodless victory
all round. Whites good. First
cockerel a nicely furnished bird
that might be better in top color,
where second beats him.  First
hen 2 model in shape and pure
white. A good lot. Browns fine.
Firts cockerel excels in color all’
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over. Many of the males but fair
in comb. DBlacks good.  Rose
combs nice.  Dominigues few but
good. Andalusians grand.  \We
liked first cockerel, grand even
breast and well laced, good all over,
Second dacker on breast.  Pullets
and old classes good.  Hamburgs
grand. Iard to find any fault with
the forr winning blacks, a splendid
team, grand in lobe, color and
comb. The silver pencils and
spangles were also fine.

Polish, as usual, good. Mlinshall
showed an invinceible team of black
Minorcas, good all through. Whites
few but good. Spanish nice, not
large classes.  Dorkings good.
Indian Game a good lot, badly
judged. First cock poor legs, all
white in hackle, bad wings and
plucked shanks, fair shape. How
hie won is a wonder. The best bird
got nothing in this class. First
cockerel iz not the best in class.

Houdans grand all through.

Games good especially the black
reds and pyles.

Redcaps good but few,

The A. O. V. winners were
Silkics and Anconas.  Second
Silky cockerel the best, first has
not a silky comb.

Orpingtons show some increase.
a decent lot,

Game Bantams made small
classes for the “Ontario,” but were
good stuff all through. Second
brown red cock beats first easily
in breast and reach. Might have
won. Pvles and black reds nice.
Whites and bircliens won in the
any other color class. Rose combs
fine. TFirst cockerel carries a grand
comb and lobe, full feathered, might
be a trifle lower.

Sebrights a nice little Iot. TFirst
silver cockerel is finely laced with
nice clear tail, others good.

Cochins fairly big classes, we
thought but moderately judged.
Best white hen got nothing. Bl-cks
and whites ahead of the bufis
which do not improve. Japs really
fine, as were ikie Polish.
