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CROP REPORTS.

FROM HENRY TOWNSEND, ESQ.,
BROOKSIDE FARM, NEW GLASGOW,

Dear Sir,—In nnswer to your favor
of the 3rd, allow me to say that wa are
not a fruit growing peopls biere,—speak-
ing of the jmediate vicinity, nmor do 1
think, after a fuir trinl, that this isa {ruit
growing spot. Xor the past 9 years I
have been wrestling with an orchard, and
now it is a poor snmple of what my
thoughts pictured to me when I began
the venture. You may think [ did not
work the thing right, and that I did not
have experience,  Well, I had the advico
of every apple tree man that visited New
Glasgow for the past 8 ycars, and heard
each one of them tell me what a cheat
and bluckhead the fruit tree man was
that had been here befure.  Why did I
not underdrain and cultivate about my
trees, wash them with sonp suds. I
have done all that.  Well then, the
varieties were such that they did not
suit our climate, they were either Ameri-
can or Canadian. Why did L not buy
Nova Scotia trees? I did it all, and the
upshot to day iy, I have got something
like one:hindred and eighty trees, and I
think they may be worth 85 if worked
up into cord wood. Now, instead of

trying more apple trees, I have bought:a.
guu and an imwense English wastiff dog,.

and wae betide the fruit tres vendor that
pays Brookside Farm a visit with an eye
to business.

Still, as I write I can look out of my
window and see one of the largest young
orchards probably in eastern Nova Scotia,
an orchard of some 1000 trees, that seem
to be doing quite well, aud owned by
Mr. Adam C. Bell, M. P. P.; he has
expended quite a Jarge amount of labor
and wmoney in underdraining and other
wise prparing for und looking after the
orchard I refer to. 1 hope it will be a
suceess, I trust it will ; but I cannot help
thinking that our soil is not suitable for
apple culture.

With us this has been an unusual dry
suimner, and, in consequence, our pastures
have suffered very much, and, without
hand feed, our milking stock would make
hut poor returns ; our hay crop must be
25 per cent. short, but what there is of
it is prime. Just now wo are having
rain, the good of which is incaleulabls.
Grain crops will be short in straw, bt
again the return per bushel of grain will,
I think, be fairly good. Our potatoes
are looking very well, and, speaking for
wyself, our turnips sown on the lst of
dJuly never luoked better. Farming is
Jooking up here with us.  We are begiu-
ning to breed better stock, and take better
care of them, hy feeding better and
keeping them wann and clean,

Wo have full herds of Ayrshires, Short
Horng, Holsteins and Jerseys, thoroughe-
bred Clydesdale and other highly bred
stallions and mases, The fivst stundand
thorough-bred colt ever produced in
Pictou County made his bow two months
ago at Brovkside Farm, and a beauty he
ie. During the past two ycars there havo
beeyn sold and shipped from New Glus-
gow not less than twenty-four car Joads
of horses to the United States, buyers
coming from there hero and taking them
awny, and paying youd prices for them,
This we think very encouraging, amd
more, the Letter the horse is we have to
offer the more eager the buyers are to
get him, and for which they arve quite
willing to pay. Four bundred for pairs
and as high as three hundred for single
drivers hus been paid for somo  Siuce
your visit hers some four years ago,
when you honoved us with a lecture yn
Agriculture, much has been done here-
about in the improvement of furming and
Jts helonging, and I am satisfiea if you
again felt disposed to honor us, you
would weet a hearty welcome from the
farmers of New Glasgow and its vicinity.

In answer to your letter of the 3rd
inst., tho warm weather and seasunable
rains havo been favourable to the growth,
of crops gonerally.  The hay on the
uplunds and most of murshes has been
got in in good condition, the quulity is
better than usual, and, although light in
somv districts, will bea fairavergs crop.
Corn and Jate sown grain was in muny
places broken down und injured by the
storm on the 4th inst.  Putatoes and
root crops generally aro louking better
than for some years past.  Apples, one
of our principal paying crops, will be
short—in fuct not more than half a crop
~the quantity grown in this country
last year has been  estimated at 200,000
barréls, and this seasons crop not hulf
that amount—the trees are making good
growth and look healthy, except some
few atlacked by the Burer. Turning
hogs into the orchard is found to be of
great benefit in destroying insects in the
ground and cating the wormy apples that
full from the trees, and, with proper man-
-agement the hogs prove to be good tillers
of thesoil. The trees in mest of our orch-
ards are set too close in many places—uot
more. than. twenty .fect apart—so that,

where .tho .trces aro large, the thick:|

folingo prevents-the, sun’s’ rays. required-

:to color and xripen:.the-fruit-and -thereby.
enrich_the flavour.. "Where. the soil is
good thie old trees do. best When not less’
than: forty feet apart. The treatment
recommended in Scripture for the barron
fig treo is good” for the apple tree and it
may ba so treated yearly.

Sir,—In respect to the present condi-
tion and prospects of the orchard crop
in this district, it may be described ns
scarcely moro than half a usual crop,

In vespeet to the field crops, both grain
and grass, now being gathered—these
are rather above an averge, and. bear a
healthy, bright, appearance ; and all the
grain promises a full maturity in its
scason.  Jotatoes, perhaps, never looked
so well as now, showing w healthy, fulk
leaf und even growth, and so fur the
tubers turn out accordingly.

It ls, perhaps, well to state here some-
thing about cur fruit. Outside of the
vulley of Annapolis and Xings a very
small proportion of the fruit grown,
especially of the apples, is fit for any of
the larger markets, being mostly small in
size, rough and flavorless in taste, and
mean in appearance. The apple and
pear, especially, like the grape vine; seem
exceeding sensative to the mineral quali-
ties of the soil in which they grow ; and
it therefore becomes a subject worth
looking into by those capable of dealing
with it, that, if possible, any pmcticable
means may be deviced for obviating the
deficiency.of quulities in the soil proper.
Certainly, up to the present time we
have only very partially succeeded in
raising good fruit throughout the country.

Dear Sir,—The apple crop, speaking
in general terms, will fall considerably
below an average one. The fruit, how-
ever, promises to be large and fair. The
prospect for the standard varieties may
be seb down somewhat as follows z—The
Nonpareil, our Lest keepers, s very short
crop ; King of Tompkin County, quite
abundant ; Graveustein and Laldwin, a
fair yield ; other varieties very light.
Pears and plumis ure ammost o failure.
In regard to field crops: hay has been
quite abundant and 13 stored in good
condition. Graiu of all kinds promises
an abundant yield, although the heavy
wind and rain stoim of August 5th did
it considerable dumage by beating down
and tangling it. Root crops of all kinds
will be-exceptionally fine, as far us can
be judged at present.

Two Acts bave been passed by the
Dominion Govertunent that have some
interest for Agriculturists.  Oue respects
Yertilizers ; the other Adulteration of
Food avd Fertilizers.  Lvery numufae-
tuter or importer is required, in January
of each year, to send a sample, with
analysis and affidavit, to be kept as a
stamlard by the Minister of Inland
Revenue.  Officers of Inkund Revenue,

Customs, and those of the Inspectivn Act
of 1874, may be made Inspectors of Fer-
tilizers by Governor-in-Council, for the
purposo ol obtaining somples from manu-
facturers or importers in their distiicts for
transimssion to Minister of Inland Rev-
enne for submission to- Chiefu Analyst,—
results to be published if the Minister see
fit, and feea 10 bo paid Inspectors. Every
puckage offered for sale must have the
mannfucturer’s certificate of analyais, (a9
sent to Minister,) and be stamped or
branded,  Inspeetunrs taking samypiles will
attach tags to packayes before the same
are oftered for sule, it requested by the
manufacturer orimporter.  The Inspector
shalt not tag a package that is damaged,
nor unless the manufacturer's certificate
claims, in cuse of an ammonijated super-
phosphate, that it eontuins at least 5 per
cent. of soluble phosphoric aeid and 2 per
cens. of ammonia ; and, in case of any
acid phosphate or dissnlved- bone, that it
containg at Jeast 8 per cent. of availuble
phosphoric acid.  Tho sale of & fertilizer
that does not eontain the percentage
mentioned in the manufacturer's certifi-
cato entails a penalty of S50 for first
offence and S100 for subsequent ones.
A deficiency of 1 per cent. of ammonia
or phosphorie acid shall not be considered
fraudulent.’

Lvery fertilizer shall be deemed adulter-
ated if it shows a deficiency of more than
1 per cent. of any of its required chemical

_constituents, The- council’ of -any cxty,

town, county, .or vxllnrre, nmy appoint
tnspeetors, empowered to procure samples,
obtain analyses, and prosecute within
their bounds.

Milk is to be deemed adulterated if
any valuable eonstitnent has been ab-
structed, water added, or if the prodnce
of a diseased animal, ar of ane fud upun
unwholesome food. Skimmed milk may
Lbe suld only from cans and measiuses
warked “ skimmed ” in large letters,

The penahiies for adulterution are : (1),
if injurions to health, S10 to $50 and
costs; (2), it not injurious to health, $30
and costs, and §50 to $100 and costs.

Private persons muy still procure
analyses and prosecute, but the bunien
of prool, and of the lact that the sample
was nos tampered with after purchuse,
Tests upon the person so  procuring eor
prosceuting.

AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION.

One of the most popular of the many
useful messures cavried through the legis-
lature by the local govermment at the
last session, was the ** Act to encourage
agricultural edueation.” It has been felt
for some time that an effort should be
made in the direction of technical edu-
cation in Nova Scotin. The locul gov-
etnment very properly tock the view
that in such a movewment the agricultur-
iste, who are the lurgest class of our
population, had the fust claim. Thero
has been for some years a strong desire
amony the most intellige.at farmers to
see a well equipped agricultural college
established in Nova Scotin, but it is
genewdly admitted that, with the means
now under their control, the provincial
government could hardly support such
un institution in addition to the many
services that now have to be provided
for. While admitting that the college
was beyond their present means, the
government thought that a step might
be taken in the right dircction by making
provisivn foe a special agricultural depart-
ment in counection with the Lrovincial
Normal School at Truro, and for this
purpose they brought in the measure to
which wo have referred. The bill pro-
vided for the appointment of a lecturer
on agriculture in the Noimal schoal,
whose duties were thus .genenlly oulb-
lined : : :

“(a) Instructing the pupil teachers in
agricultural chemistry and tho sciences
bearing on agriculture, according to the
Provincial standards of exnmination as
announced from time to time.

*() Conducting a regular course of
lectures on agricultural science, with ex-
periments and laboratory practice, for the
benefit of young men generally who may
wish to fit themselves for the successful
prozecution of agriculture and with the
view of training teachers for the specisl
schools provided for in this act.

‘(¢) Inspecting and reporting upon any
schools receiving specinl grants under au-
thority of this act, so far as the teaching of
agriculture is concerned.

**(d) Delivering public lectures on agri-
culture throughout the province, so far as
his other duties will permit.”

The idea was to afford agricultural in-
struction to.young men generally who
might be willing to enter upon the study,
and besidesto teach the tenchers, so that
they in turn could in some degree dis-
tribute throughout the province the
information obtained in the ngricultural
department at Truro. To encourage the
pupii teachers to apply themselves in the
agricultural cuurse, prizes were provided
for the five passing the best exannnations,
and a fusther cluuse provided an extra
grant of $100 per annum to the holder
of the agricultural diploma whilé chgaged
in teaching in any part of the prevince
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under the rules to be fiamed by the
government.

The measuro was warmly received in
the legislature and carried with the ap-
proval of both sides. The premier, in
introducing it, frankly acknowledged
that it was an experiment which possibly
might not realize all that was looked for,
but expressed confidence that if the right
man could be secured for the place, the
movement would bo productive of much
good to the furming iuterests of the
province.

Since the passing of the act the gov-
ernment have been  corresponding with
parties in the Dominion and the United
States with a view t» obtaining the ser-
vices of a gentleman possessing the
gpecial qualifications required in the new
department, and we are glad to learn
that they have been successful. Mr.
Hermon 1L Smith, B. Sec, of Ithaca,
New York, has been chusen to fill the
new chair. He is very highly recom-
mended by the professors of Cornell
university, under whom he studied. e
graduated in the course of science, but
ook all the studics of thie agricultural
course as well.  The son of a farmer,
and himself a farmer, ho determined,
after completing his course at Cornell in
1883, to devote himself to agricultural
teaching, and accordingly returned to
the university and spent a year in post

graluate study of chemistry and other.

stiences as specially rélated to agriculture.
G. C. -Caldwell, professor of syricultural
and analytical chemistry in Cornell,
certifies to- Mr. Smith’s enthusiam for the
work he has chosen for life, and to his
qualifications for the position at Truro,
being thoroughly acquainted with the
practical detuils of farming, and especi-
ally dairy farming,  In the university,
he took all the Ilectures given by Dr.
Law in veterinary science, aud did some
practical work besides, for which he
gained a fist prize.  Prof. Caldwell adds:
“ In my own department of agricultural
chemistry he is thoroughly proficient,
having taken mucli extra work in it as a
student, and  besides having served as
clhemist for the Houghton farm experi-
men? station for a pertod of nine months,
till they were obliged to suspend the
work for want of fumls ; in this capacity
he mude every variety of agricultural
chemical aualysis.  He has laid a good
foundation in botany, and I think also
in entomology. He is irreproachablo in
character and a most industrious worker

The very eordial manuer in which the
government’s proposals were received in
the legislature gives assurance that, in
eateriug upon the duties of his new
position, Mr. Smith will be warmly
welcomed, and will have the best wishes
of all for the success of his labors,
Bringing, as he does, to the service an

ample knowledge of the practice and
seienee of farming and great enthusinsm
for his work, he scems to be admirably
fitted for the impo-tant duties he hus
undertazen,

Mr, Smith is at present in tho eity.
o will visit the Normal school at Lruro
to-duy with Dr. Allison, superintendent
of education, to make some preliminary
arrmngements, and will enter upon his
duties on tho 1st of October.—Alorning
Chronicls,

A CONTINENTAL FOULTRY
SHOW,

A most interesting show has recently
been held in the Danish capital, opening
on July 3rd and closing on July 6th;
and, as it presents several novel features,
which are different from anything I have
seen before, I am sure that a description
will be welcome. First, however, I must
say something about the society under
whose auspices the show was held. This
is called ‘* Foreningen til Fjerkraeavlens
Fremme I Danmark,” or the society for
the promotion of poultry-keeping in
Denmark. It is under the patronage of
her Majesty the Quecn of Denmark, and,
at the show just held, the queen not only
gave a special prize, but, together with
the king, crown prince and princess
visited the show,.spending a couple of
hours therein,.and:from-what I saw took
a very great interest in oll it3-depart-
ments.  The society named is.a very
influential one, ot only in that there
are many supporters of it who hold a
high position in Denmark, but also
becansy there are many members who
are very nearly concerned in the poultry
question. The Daues are nothing if
they ave not practical, and this society
has for its defined object the encourage-
ment and the promotion of poultry-
keeping, not as a hobby, but for the
profit which fowls can make., This
object is kept in view, and so faras 1
have .been able to learn, very great
success has attended the work of the
society. As is well known, Denmark is
a country of sm='! proprietors, by whom
everything that will add to the earnings
of the fuaym isdeveloped.  This bas led to
suceess in many ways, and the reports of
the exports of eggs from Denmark are
suffictent indication of the growth of
the poultry irterest. The society has
some 1wo thousand members, comprising
all clisses of the commumity, and the
methods adopted for the dissemination
of true knowledge upon this subject have
been characterized by great judgment.

It has not been content with holding
a show once a year, but more direct steps
have bheen taken. Only one of these
need here be dealt with. After a
thorough examination of the various

breeds of poultry, not merely in Don-
mark but elsewhore, the society came to
tho conclusion that tho Italian, or, as wo
call it, tho Leghorn, was best suited to
the climate, conditions and demands of
the country. It is to be romembered
that egg-production is tho great object,
snd table qualities are regarded ws of
minor importance. This being so, tho
choice of the suciety was an ewmineutly
wise one, ng the Leghorn is doubtless
one of the best lnying breeds we possess,
though the Danes cumpluin of the small
size of the eyg, which ie really the only
fault the bread has. Not content with
this, which in itsolf would have been a
very great service to the country, the
society has taken steps to overcome the
inertin or predjudices of the peasants,
and has given to members of this class
specimens of the breed, so us to enable
them to improve their stocks. I was
informed at the show that in consequenco
of these steps, there has beena very
marked improvement in the quality of
the fowls kept in Denmark,

The society has, I believe, only been
in existence some six or seven years, but
has every reason to be satisfied with
what it has been enabled to do. Of
course this could not have been done if.
it bad not received support freely, and
of a practical character. DBut it bas.
deserved all the support receited, wkich
has not been merely. from members. of
the society, but also from-the Danish
government, which contributed $1,100
toward.the show under notice, as well as
granting the Rosenberg Castle Gardens
for it. In fuct the government has been
as wise and enterprising, in proportion tu
the interests involved, withh what it has
done for poultry-keeping as for dairy
farming, and in loth these directions
has set an example that might well be
followed, and with benelit, by the
governments of more powerful vountries,
who only too often forget, in their aspi-
-ations after spirited foreign policies and
showy armaments, the real interests of
the people.  The fact already noted of
the visit of the royal fsmily to the
show, indicates the way in which this
branch of the farm economy is regarded,
cnd presents an altogether different state
of affairs to that existent in England.
At the dinuer which followed the show,
the Danish Minister of War was present,
and on oue of the Jays on which the
show was open, 20,000 persons visited
it. All, it must be remembered, for a
poultry show, for there was no other
kiud of farm stock on 2xhibirion. -

I bave already stated that the show
was held in the Roseuberyg Castle Gar-
dens, which are quite in the cenire of
the city, and which lent themselves. to
the purposes of the show in a very
chamming manner. The castle itself was
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once a residenco of the kings of Den-
mark, and now is a museum of curiositivs
and pictures in connection with these
nonarchs.  The gardens are a resort of
tho citizens, being to Copenhagen what
Hydo Park is to London, and Champs
Llysces to Puris. A portion of these
gardens were separated for the show, and
the loity avenues of trees gove delight-
ful shelter to both the visiters and the
exhibits. The arrangements of the show
were altogether different to anything I
have seen before.  In our English shows
we place the birds in wire pens, gener-
ally in some roum, or, if in connection
with an agricultueal show, under & tent
or marque. lut at the Copenhugen
exhibition every pen of fowls had to
itself a house and run placed on the
ground, so that the birds during the
time thoy were at the show weie under
perfectly natural conditions.  Each house
was about thirty inches square, anc at-
tached to it was a run four feet square,
As there were never more than four birds
in each of these houses, except in the
case of young chickens, thuie was no
overcrowding, and they could have beer
kept o month quite casily without any
injury to iheir health, The inmates
scemed quite happy in the ruus, which
were well shaded from the sun by the
trees oveshead. To the visitor, there
could beno pleasanter.method adopted,
and it 'was infinitely to ‘be preferred to
either a hot crowded room oz tent, The
dimensions of the show may be realired
when itis stated.that there werc 568
pens exhibited, or nearly 2,000 birds.
Among the exhibitors was the Princess
of Wales, who sent over a pen of Ham
burghs, and one of Japanese Iantams,
for the former of which sho .received a
silver medol,

T » society named has held several
shows before the present one, but this is
the first that has been of an international
character.  lspecial efforts had been
made to secure foreign exhibits, and
there were specimens from Ingland,
Germany, France, Austvin, Hotland,
Norway and Sweden. Thoere were not
quite so many from the United Kingdom
as L had expeeted.  This was due-partly
to the long distance, but also to some
unfavourable comments mudc in one of
the poultry papers, which had no justifi-
cation, but which evidently had a deter-
rent effect on the entries. The speci-
mens sent weie well attended to, and 1
cen truly say that no cffort was spared to
nunister to the well-being of the birds.
Euch' pen, as it ariived, was examined
by o veterinary- expert, und those which
seevied -to requite treatment were placed
iu special houses, aud dealr. with as they
reqitired. The houses wete scrupulously
clean, ‘and fresh vegetables and .clean
sand. supplied daily. To maiutain the

international character of the show,
severnl foreign  judges wero engaged,
including two fiom Lngland, two from
France, one from Hollund, four or five
from Germany, and the Danish Consul
at Chicago, U, S, (Mr. I Dreier). As
might be expected, having all  theso
lifferent nations represented did  not
facilitato the work of judyihg, for they
ancted three together, but so far as 1 could
see, everything was done fairly und well.
The system of judging was & somewhat
peenliar one. LFach Judge, in his own
section, went round the classes and
awarded tho various pens, points in ac-
cordance with his judgment, numberng
from O to 6. As suon as tlus was done,
the three acting in that section met
together and added their poimts, the
binds finally having the highest points
receiving the prizes in accotduncs with
the position then held.  In this way the
personal preditections of un individual
were balunced.  The method has some
good in it, and I should like tosee it
tried again,  The judges weie supplicd
with 3 catalegue with the numes o the
exhibitors omitted.  These catalogues
were well got up, containing a vocabulary
in four languages, namely, Dunish, Ger-
man, French and Lnglish. There were
many novel features in the exhibition,
but which I must leave over tv next
week.—Stephen Beale, in Country Gentle-

THE CROPS IN MANITOBA.

FALL WHEAT.

From opinions generally expressed by
correspondents in June, 1884, it wos in-
ferred that quite a large acreage would
bo sown with fall wheat in the fall of
that year, as many appeared disposed to
try a certain amount. Un the contrary
very little has been reported. The fol-
lewing are the only reports that have
heen recelved of the crop viz. :—In town-
ship 6, range 3 east (Curillon). one acre
sown ; perished after the snow left in the
spring. Township 1, mnge 12 west
{Rock Lake), a few acres sown bat not a
success. Township 7, range £2 west
(Brandon), two acres tried as an experi-
ment ; failme; killed befure the suow
came.  Township 9, range 17  west,
(Brandon), three-quarters of an acre ; all
killed by frost. ‘fownship, 3 ranyge 22
west, (Turtle Mountain), two acres ; looks
well, not injured.
that out of the several lots sown only
one has survived.  In township G, ranyge
8 west (Dufferin), two acres of Red Fyfe
wheat were sown last full as an experi-
ment, but the grin did not come up. A
great diversity of opinion prevailed last
year anong correspunents, as to the pos-
sibility of growing fall wheat sucees-
tully in the Province. A number thought

it doubtful, while others thought it could
Lo made u suceess.  All appeared to agreo
that the open prairie was nut suitable,
but whoere sheltered spots could be found
it ought to grow successfully. In the
costeain part of tho Provinee, where the
lIand is wore wooded, full wheat might
bo grown with suceess, but it is nover
likely to be a crop of importance in this
essentinlly spring wheat zone.

SPRING WIIEAT,

Reports from all points have spoken
in the most fuvorable terms of the prus-
pects and condition of the sping wheat
ctop, The grain scems to have been
sown almost entirely on ground prepured
during the summer und fall of 1584, und
us a result seeding was begun un o much
carlice date thun in 1884,  Ample rumn
fell throughout seeding tune to give the
grain a goud start and to keep up a con-
tinuous growth, und on June 1 the pros-
pects of i large crep wero most encourug-
ing. Tho fuct of so much ground being got
ready during last scuson for crop this
year has shown how thoroughly fuviners
have comé tu recognize the mpuitance
of early seeding. No time was lost
getting the gmamn put in the ground ut as
carly a dats us possible, and the wisdom
of this course is visible in the condition
of thecrop. The number of correspond-
ents thathave replied to the circular issued
on April 15th, asking for acreage, ete,, is
much Jarger than jn 1883 and 1884, and
in consequence the Province is more
thoroughly and more satisfactorily repre-
sented in overy respect than in the pre-
vicus years. The table appended -gives
the acreage under crop in the Provines
this year and alsu that of 1584 ; the dates
on which sceding began and ended in
1885 ; the average quantity sown per
acre ; the varieties of seed sown and the
number of townships from whichreported,
and also the percentuge of tha 1854 crop
still held in farmer's hands. The area
shown as under ciop is 357,013 acres, as
compared with 208,674 acres in 1883 and
307,020 in 1884, Of the total avea the
castern group has 64,71 6acres ; tie central
157,956, and the western 134,331, As
compared with 1884 4 falling off’ in the
area is shown in the custern group, of
12,645, acres, while the central and
western groups show a respeetive fnerease
of 39,305 and 23,333 aues. The cause
of the falling off'in ucreage, in the castern
group is attribtted to the small acerage
plowed last fall on account of wet weather
und also to the quantity allowed to remain
idle for fallowing. An increased ucreage
howover, is shown in the counties of
Carillon, D'lherville and Selkitk. In
the cential group the only lulling off in
ucreago is in the connty of Marquelte.
All the counties in the western group
show an increased acreage uuder crop.
The average dutes of the beginring and
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endingof secting throughout the Provinco
wore April 1.4 and May 17 in 1884, and
April 22 and May 19 in 1883. IFrom
this it will bo seen that secding began
ten duys entlier than in 1884, and aight
days earlior than in 1883, The dates in
the westorn and central groups vary very
little, they being each about two weeks
carlier thun the eastern,  In many town-
ships the sceding began fully threo weeks
cnrlier than in 1884,  The average quun-
tity of eeed sown per acre was 1.86 bushels
us compared with 1.80 in 1884, und 1.87
in 1883, Tho seed hus been sown rather
thicker in the western and central groups
than in the castern.  Of the varietics of
wheat sown, Red Fyfo has been reported
from 323 townships; White Iyfe from
53 ; Golden Drop from 9; Whits Russian
from 13; Lost Naticn from 4, and Red
Chaff from 2 Red Fyfe appears to be
growing in favor, as it was ouly reported
from 242 townships in 1884,  No doubt
the varieties mentioned have been sown
in more townships than those given, as
aany corresponcents in giving the varie-
ties said * Red Fyfe principally.” Iled
F¥yfe, being the principal .variety, was
veported from 53 townships in the eastern
group ; 120 in the contral and 150 in the
western.  Last scason a quantity of
grain, more or less touched by frost, was
used for seed, but nothing of that nature
appears to have happened this season.
Thoe amount .of the wheat crop of 1884
still in farmers hands on June 1, through-
out the Province, was 13.96 per cent. as
compared with 14.56 at a similar date in
1884, and 11.2 yer cent. in 1883. In
the oastern group the per centage on hand
was 9.07 per cent. ; in the central 12.8,
and in the western 20. A large qaantity
of lust year's crops being more or less
damaged in severul ways, aud the dis-
tances from markets account for the large
percentage held in the western group.
A great miny correspondents in ditlerent
parts of the Province did not give any
percentage, but simply said that a sufli-
ciency for home use was kept on
hand.  Others, again, teported that none
was held, and more said that the quantity
held was scarcely worth mentioning, 1n
order that an idea may be formed of
wlat the produet of the wheat crop in the
Province is likely to be this season, it is
quite safe to base the estimate on the
avemge of the returns of yiell received
from'threshers in 1884, which was 20.11
bushels per acre. This would show a
total produet for Munitoba this season of
7,179,531 bushels, or about 5,675,000
bushels for export,

“OATS.

The oat crop has heen very materially
benefitted by the most favorable weather
that prevailed during seeding time and
up to June 1. Plowing having begun at
an early date in the central and western

groups, a large part of the crops was got
in the gronnd at an emly date and was
consequently well forwanl when the ro-
ports wore sent in.  Though seeding did
not bogin so early in the castern group
as in the others, still the gruin was sulli-
ciently far advanced to case it to be
favorably spoken of. It is found that
oats require to be sown early as well as
wheat, and, in many parts of the central
and western groups, very littlo difference
appears in the dates of sceding. A con-
siderublo amount has evidently been
sown on fall plowing, but no doubt the
great bulk has been sown on ground
plowed during the spring.  The informu-
tion obtained as to tho acrenge under
crop is much fuile. than during the sca-
sons of 1883 and 1884, The tables
gives tho area under crop this yenr
in the Province, and also that of 1884 ;
the dates on which seeding begun and
ended, respretively, in 1885 ; theavernge
number of bushels sown per acre; the
vatietizs of seed sown ; and the number
of townships from which each vaviely
was reported, and also the percentage of
the 1884 crop still held by farmers.
The arca shown to be undercrop is 151,-
378 acres, as compared with 172,345
acres in 1883 and 133,004 n 1884, Of
the total area tho eastern group has
37,011 acres, the central:69,754, and the
western 54,603,
1884, u faliing off-in area is shown in-the
eastern group of 2,043 acres, while an
increased: area is found in:the.central and
western groups of 13,704 and 6,703 acres
respectively. In the castern group, how-
ever, an~ increased acreage is shown in
the counties of Carillon, D'Iberville and
Selkirk. In the central a slight falling
off is shown in the county of Westbourne,
In the western group a decrease is shown
in the counties of Minnedosa. Russell
and Souris River, The average dates of
the beginning and ending of sceding
throughout the Province were May 2 and
May 24, as compared with May 2 and
May 26 in 1884, and April 25 and May
23 in 1883. Of the several groups, secd-
ing began and ended a week earher in
tho western than in the central, and over
two weeks earlier than in the eastern
group. The heavy fall of rain on May
22 interfered with the work for a few
days in the eastern group of counties.
Secding began nine days earlier in the
western group than in 1884 In the
central it was five days carlier than in
1883, whils in the custern the dates
varied very little.  The average quantity
of seed sown per acre, throughout the
Province, was 2.61 bushels, as compured
with 2,55 in 1834 and 2.58 in 1883.
The average quantity sown in the castern
and central groups was 2,63 bushels, ~nd
in the western 2.58 bushels. Of the
varicties of seed sown, White has been
reported from 104 townships; Yellow
