THE S. HILDA 's Lenten lectures whjch have been held in

]BUILDING FUNI>. CotIVOCation Hall each Saturday after-
noon for the past six weeks, is a fitting tirneto cali die attention of the f rieîids of the University to the

iswt ofeing building fund and the purpose for which itisbigraised. The history of S. Hildas, and the objectwith which the college was founded, is weIi known to ailwho take an interest in the movement for the higber
education of women, for the cdaims of S. Hilda's have beenweil put forward. Up to the present time the 8uccess basbeen encouraging, and the undertaking has reached thatpoint where the obstacles which. always present themselves
at the outset, have been overcome and the scheme is nowfairly afloat on placid waters. The idea of a woman's
residence college in affiliation with the University has beenaccppted, by the governing body, the Corporation, whichhas shown its favour by granting to S. Hulda's a piece ofground for thie erection of a college building. As soon as$ 15,000 basý been raised building operations may be begunon the plans which have been drawn up by Mr. W. A.Langton. The original building will be constructed teaccomrnodate twenty students. Each one will have aseparate bedroom, and some of the roome will be built 8o,that there may be a corumon sitting-room for two students.
Provision bas been made in the plans for the enlargeent
of the original building as necessity niay require, includ-ing plans for an oratory, library, dining hall, reception
room and gymnasiunî. The fund already in hand amounts
to over $ 1,100, anîd at the time of writing the funde from,the course of lectures which will easily bring the amountover the $1,500 mark, have flot been taken into account.
The suni of $2,'175 has been subscribed, but bas flot yetbeen received, so that the fund already secured amounts temore than $3,500. As yet there are many friends of theproject who have not contributed te the fund, who wilsubscribe as the fund grows, so that S. Hilda's College isno longer a project merely, but an assured success and welook in a few years to see a handsome building occupying
a site on the northeast portion of the College grounids.

THE EVILS 0F THE MODEL SOHOOL.
Attention lias recently been drawn te the almost count.less numbers of teachers wbo are being turned eut by theModel Schools eacii year, and to the paucity in the nuin.ber of situations which will require to be filled. Theinevitable result is, of course, that the salaries which arebeing offered are ridiculously small, consjdered either asaareturn for the original cost of acquiring the training calledfor by the boards which have vacancies te, fil], or as aremuneration forthe duties which must be undertaken. Nordoes the wiîole evil lie i the fact that there are se fewpositions, for it is greatly, aggravated by the scandalous

practice of asking candidates to "lstate salary expected."
Jndeed , in many cases the salary expected sets us won-dering and then, perchance. pondering, or even philosoph.
ising over the small ainount of creature coniforts whiclimankind, is willing to satisfy itself with and labeur for tothe end of its datys. But, it is reasonabie to suppose, thatwhen a teacher nariies a salary and accepts a position, thathie is sufficiently gati8fie.d and no one bas a right te cein-plain. Certainîy not that teacher. And yet, Ilthere areothers,"Y as any school-bey will tell yen ; others whose posi-tion and livelihoed are materially affcted by the sad faot
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that school boards will use snch method8 and that teachers
wili consent to cheapen their services to an extent that is
appaliing. The 1,others " are to be pitied in that, through 1
no fault of their own, they find thernseives in an unfortun-
ate position into which they have to some extent been
cajoled, and out of which they can get only at considerabie
inconvenience and loss. The way by which they arrived i
at their unfortunate position wa4 the Pleasant, broad way
of the Model Schools; the ways by wliich they get out are
divergent and thorny.

That the number of Model Schools in the province is
far in excess of the work which they are required to do is
gradually becoming alartningly apparent, and at the pres-
ent moment we see the unusual spectacle of f actories, or
milis, or whatever you may choose to liken themn to, turn-
ing out ab)ut three times as much material as there is anv
demand for. At the saine time another branch of the saine
government educationai system is tugging at the provincial
purse strings in the hope of obtaining sufficient moniey to
pay a deficit of several thousands. 6There are HIodel
Scijools in each county receiving support from the Educa-
tion Departinent of Ontario and charging fees by no means
adequate to meet the expenses of maintenance. The fees
are altogether too low. This is, no doubt, that the ad-
vantages of the Model Scbools may he within the reach of
al, as we are toid when a dictionary is offered for sale, but
now that it bas become apparent that there is by no means
room for Il all " to gain a livelihood bv teachin, the fees
might reasonably be raised so that the Model Schools should
be self-sustaining But, it îight be objected, by such
action a great number of prospectively proficient teachers
would be iost to the world. N1ot necessarily, for, in addi-
tion to raising the fees the number of Model Schools should
be reduced considerably. This reduction in the number
of Schools would nocessitate but a sniali increase in the
amount of the fees, owing to the reduced cost of mainten-
ance consequent upon centralization and thp increased
number of students at each school. Then, whien the reduc-
tion had been acconiplished, and the fees hiad been raised
sufficiently to înale the Mode[ Schools self-sustaining, the
Education Department wouid hý in a position to devote a
portion of the sum voted in previous years to this account
to scholarships, or exhibitions-cail themi what you wil-
to be given to a candidate or candidates at each Model
Schooi who wouid otherwise be unable to take the course,
provided the candidate had shown that hie possessed a
naturai faculty for teaching. The examination should flot
be ail, or nearly ail, a writtei one, but should consist, to a
considerable extent, of tests of the candidate's natural
abiity to im part knowledge, or, in other words, to teach.

Inanother way the Model Scbool as it exists at present
raises false hopes and f ails in its wu' k, while it in part,
and to a greater extent its off.soot the INormai Scbooi
also, does harrn to the universities. Wben a teacher bas
completed the ç.ourse at the Model School and is thus
qualifled to hold a position under the government wbich
bas trained him, which in fact bas done more than that,
has well nigh coaxed b'iîn to be trained, he bas- some dlaim
to have at least a reaRonable chance given bim of obtain-
ing empioyment in the educational system for wbich hie is
avowedly educated. Unfortunately, this chance is not
given. Lt is impossible that it could be given when two of
every tbree persons who are traiued by the goverament as
teachers must look for employment in some other occupa-
tion in order that they may earn their daily bread. This,
at present, s0 far as the' Normal Schools are concerned, is
notýso true, since they are not 80, numerous. But these,
too, are becoming, a burden and an evil, tbough in a differ-
en t way.

Tt is being pretty weli accepted by the graduates of our
universities as a burdensome but unavoidable law that tbey
must take a course at a Normai Scbool (or at the School of

Pedagogy, wlîici. is realBy a Normai School), before they C311
with success, comlpete for thefew places which become vac,&t)t

froin tiînie to time on the staffs of the Collegiate Jnstitute
and tIigh iSchools. And, o te5thrbaditba e0
a sure grievance to th(, man who, with bis certificate and
Normual School traitingr alone to depend upon, fiuds binmself
out-classed by the uiversity man who bhas taken a Nornigo
School course.
