-Advices from Hlavana, Cuba, state tha;t the sugar crop

-A private London, Eng., circular. of the 4th2lnst., treat-

ing of the dairy situation says: Baîtter.-The temperature
is iuch milder tian it was last week, and genuine growing
iveather is now being experienced all over the butter pre-
duing countries of Europe. The present season for Aus-
tralian butter is now virtually ended, and that for New
Zealanîd is rapidly closing. Prices remain about same as
Iast w'eek. A large proportion ofi the "Choicest" quality
of the butter now being bouglit is purchased for cold stor-
age purposes to be either shipped to South Africa during
the nîext month, or two, or kept in London until autumn.
'lie Whakatane las just left New Zealand with about 5,400
boxes of butter on board, and is due in the middle of June.
The total quantity of butter which vill have been received
this season froi Australia and New Zealand reaches the
!.,rand total of nearly 26,000 tons, which is an inerease of
nier 10,000 tons on last season. The Copenhagen Ollicial
()oîtation again remuains unchanged at 88 Ironer. This

akes eight successive weeks in which the quotation has
reniamined unuchanged, and is absolutely unîîprecdented at
tiis lime of the year. The nearest. approach to such a
slate of things since 1875, wlien the quotation was first es-
tablislied, was in 1881, when for six weeks it remained at
114 kroner or 29s 3d per ewt. higher than it is to-day.

MORE ENTERPRISE NEEDED.
Canadian ianfacturers and packers of food prodcts

Iust cartainly feel there is a lesson being taught then by
their Southern neighbors as they glance at the show win-
dows of the average re|tail grocery and notice low con-
spicuous among the vast nrray are packages which bear
the mark of United States nianufacture or packing. Werc
suclh goods unobtainable in Canada, were its soil not adapt-
ed to their growth, its inlabitants no't adapted to their cul-
ture, or machinery not obt4iinîable whereby tiese goods
could be as successfully prcpared for mnarlket, no word
vould be uttered in defence of home manufacture. Soee

of these articles are sold in, the States for two-thirds or
even one-hulf the price asked here. They are, hi compari-
son with various other brands of similar goods, lauded by
their respective owners, but none of them are sold at uy-
thing like the prices obtained in Canada, wiere goods are
too often bought at a ridiculously higli price because they
cone from s foreign country and of course: tbey mîust be
bett'er on that account.

Lt night be contended that Canadian goods are appre-
ciated -to a like degree in the United States, the whimîs of
the people being alike in that respect, but there is yet to
be found a grocery across;the border where Canadian goods
predoninate in t-h show windows, altbougi it would be
more iatural for the North to produce ,to more perfection
in cereals. A brand of Canadian liquor is sold largely in the
U.S. because its owners lave pushed it across with an en-
terprise worthy of example. It has taken there to a de-
grece 3vhich has even caused spurious imitations to be placed
tpon the market, and has caused large rewards to be of-
fered by cthe handlers of the genuine article for the appre-
liension of the imitators. This ouly goes to prove that in-

THE STINSON BANK AFFAIR.

Those vho bad coniidedf their savings to the care of
the Stinson Bank at Hamilton, were told some weeks ago
that the chance of receiving any part of their money was
ahnost hopeless. With this. knowledge preparations for
bringing criminal proceedings against the head of the
concern were being made; but Inter news has appeared
end on this thread, woven to look strong, many may sus-
pend their hopes for a time. It may also prevent tlie
proceedings being carried ont by those who wonld prefer
a few dollars to enable them to buy their daily bread,
tiian to have the man who locked up their savings placcd
behind the bars.

In the "Spectator" of the 11th inst., there appears the
following, taken fron the Chicago "Tnter-Ocean," a part
of which thrend we nuravel for the snke of those deposi-
tors who may incline to le upheld by its apparent
strength: "James Stinson. wiose wenlth ten years ago
was estimnated at $5,000,000, is now threatened with
criminal prosecution by citizens of Hamilton, Ont., on
account of alleged frands in connection with a bank
foilure. If these people carry out their threat it will
addi another to the nany c1iapters of reverses which the
former Chicago millionaire real estate holder has suf-
fered. The stock iolders of the defun'et Stinson bank
held a meeting Tuesday in iamilton and voted to extra-
dite its former owner and try him on the charge of crie-
inal fraud. Mr. Stinson is looking after his farm and
horses at Thornton. TIi. Ris son, Henry J. Stinson,
said yesterday. thint no charge of fraud could lie against
bis father. 'The dcepositors will receive every dollar f
their noney,' said Mr. Stinson. 'But they must wait,
for it is siiply impossible to sell the property in whieh
miYi. father's moîcney is now invested. The bank was
shn'fed over 60 years ago by my grndfather, and for the
past 30 yonrs the mian igement of the institution has been
in the bauds of Col. Moore, of HlTamnilton. Mv father bas
lid nothing te do with itxcept that be inherited t
the death of lis father.' Ton years igo James Stinsop.

owned hundreds of acres of land in and axound Chicago,
as well as property in Lake Supetior towns and at St.
Paul, Mina. His Chicago holdings included 160 acres
of land bounded by Jelerson and Stony. Island aveius,
and Seventy-fifth and Seventy-ninth streets. For soine
of this property fie refused $10,000 an acre, and it was
valued ut the found ligure of $750,000. l1e has owned a
tract of 150 acres extending Irom Cottage Grove ta Stony
Island avenue and froin aigity-third to Eighty-seveni
street, valued ut $U5,000. lie owned a block of land
at JForty-fourth street and Drexel boulevard, and an-
other at Eorty-sixth. street and Drexel boulevard.

Property values dropped after the World's Fair and
he became heavily involved. le could not take up his
iortgages, and oné úpf6ce after another was sold under
foreelosure proceedings. '\Vithin a few months the
lia bert Law estate fas purchased one-half of the block at
Eorty-iourth street and Drexel boulevard for $187,000,
which is now estimated te be worth three tines the pur-
chase price.

Mr..Stinson has still a great deal of property. '1 would
sel sone of it,' said bis son, 'for one-hall the amount of
the value put upon it by the assessor, but where there
were 50 buyers ten years ago there is hardly one now, and
it is alnîost impossible ta sell for cash. But my father
does net want it said lie owes any one a dollar and will

pay every cent he owes.' Mi. Stinson is sadd ta have
sunk a fortune in the breeding of trotting horses-horse-
llesl laving declined in value."

The 160 acres, mentioned above, never existed, froin
the simple facit that these four bouadaries could not
hold one-half that area. J elierson Avenue is the next
block west of Stony Island Avenue, ordinary distance,

t0 hie reader can, readily infer ias ta tic number ai acres.
'Ihe space given eibraces sane 40 to 50 acres. • This
property bas been gradually increasing in value during
tie past ten years, on Lie Jefferon Avenue side being
almnost entirely built with private resideuces, corner gro-
eries, etc. The 150 acres nentioned seeis nearer be-
ang correct, as it is one mile fron Stony Island to Cot-
tage Grove avenues. This stretch of land is mostly
mnarsh, net being even laid out in streets. Neitler of
these properties were seriously afRected after the World's
Fair, for they are miles south of Jackson Pa:rk, the for-
nier being in the district known as Grand Crossing,
where ianufacturing lbaS been steady for over 20 years.
Therefore both these large tracts are worth much more
than they were teni years ago, for every year finds the dis-
trict between Chicago and the southern portion, known
as South Chicugo-betveen which a portion of these
lands are situated-being built up and traversed by elec-
trie street railways which add to the value of all adjacent
property.

The blocks on Drexel Boulevard are three miles north
of the World's Fair grounds, and vere neyer afectcd
thereby. IT that portion of Chicago, real estate bas
gradually increased during the past twenty years, prov-
ing tle most desirable portion of the entire city as ic-
gards real estate investment during that periiod. Lastly;
trotting horses, .those trained under wealthy ownership
at the Thoraton farms in the suburbs of Chicago, have
not depreciated te the extent iientioned. There is more
deinand for that class in Chicago now than in past
decades, for the city huis doubled in population and bou-
levards for such driving have extended beyond all ex-
pectation. l a word, it would seem that it was not
the horse but bis owner that spe.d along without cheek.

LA BANQTJE NATIONALE.

The 40th annual report of. the above bauk presented
at the meeting held on I6th inst., will be £ound on a
inLer page of this issue. The net prolits of the past

year were $109,583. This sum being added to the
amount already at credit of profit and loss made a total
of $151,008. Etrom this $72,000 was taken to pay two
half-yearly dividends of 3 per cent. each, and $50,000
was added to, Reserve Fund, leaving $29,008 ut credit of
profit and loss to be carried forward to next year. The
gross leposits of the bank were increased fron $3,667,-
938 in 1899, to $3,931,336, and the discounts fron $5,-
192,260 to $5,571,535, the increase in loans having ex-
ceeded the increase in deposits by $115,877. This de-
nand for trade loans caused a decrease in the amnouut
lent on stock and bonds, doubtless to the advantage of
the bank. During the past year branches were opened ut
Montmagny, Fraserville, and Murray Bay. The business
at all the branches was reported as progressing. Mr. P.
Lafraince, Manager, and the stail received the thanks of
the meeting for their past year's services, and Mr. i.
Audette was re-elected President'and Mr. A. B. Dupuis,
Vic-'resi dent for ensuing year.

TE111 CONNORS SYN1DICATE AiND TE IIE AIIBOU R
ELEVATORS.

A delegation of tie Harbour Conunissioners was re-
contly sent to investigate the working of elevators m
some of the great grain ports in tlie West, w'hich scen a
to be advisable as a consequence of the proposition of it
Connors' syndicate to imodify the ternis of the agreenient
made with respect to the capacity of he harbour eleva-
tors. Tlieir report, which has been adopted by the
Harbour Board, approves, for lengthy reasons given, of.
the change proposed, and thcir rcasons appear ta bc con-
vincing. That feature should be quite satisfactory. It
is to bè ioped the vorks will be pushed forward at oice
and the complete plans subnitted in a forn that will be
generally acceptable.

There will lie disappointnent if the elevator is not
ready for the. Fall business as was expctcd by the trade
of the country. Thie little hitch that occurred in this
imatter has been remîoved and the work of construction is
likely now to run smoothly. There is, however, One
feature in connection' with this arrangement that re-
mlains ta lie cleared up.

By the agreement entered into the syndicate had a
concession of the whole frontage of the souti side of floe
large basin of the Lachine Canal above the first lock.
In his report on tie modified plans of the syndicale the
Hlarbolur Engineer stated that only one half of that space
would be used according to the inodified plans, and the
niodified plans have now been approved by the Board.
Iu view of other applications for locations for elevatdrs
why cannot the other half of Liat space on the canal
basin on the land fron that to the Wind.mill Point. wharf
be utilized by some of the other applicants. T at
particular portion of the harbour is, above all others, well
adapted for transferring grain from inland craft to occan
vessels, and if it is net to be uesd by the Connors':syndi-
cate it would seen to ie the hcight of folly not te grant
it to those who vould bc glad to have the opportunity of
using it. The more facilities Montreal has for hand-
ling traffic the better. What is being donc in one di..
rection is all very well, but ail possible competitors should
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be encouraged La corne in Lo increase the trade to this
port, whieb, by united efforts by those interested, secns
nov to be in a fair way of rapid extension on a solid basis.

THE FITZGIBBON-SCOIHAFIEITLIN & 00. CASE.

Near the close of 1897 rumours were rire in this -city
regarding alleged custonis irregularities on the part Of
Messrs. 1itzgibbon, Schafheitlein & Co., importers cf
Gerinan dry goods. 'flic report was, Ltat the custois

iad beei defrauded of $400,000 ; this sun vas, however,
regarded much Loo large Lo bu possible. Proceedings
were initiated againsi several papers in which these re-
ports iad been published. Tle "law's delay" was illus-
tratei by this case not coming before. the Exciequer
(Jourt for iivestigation until this month. The defenid-
anîts werc Mesars. Thouret, Fitzgibbon & Co., and their

sucaCssors, Fitzgibbon, schaiheitlin & Ca. Fron die

first, the original lirm, the Custous authorities claiiied

$2J,000, for undervaluations of goods imported, 'nd
$144,000 fromi Lte present irm. lu the jirst case no
penalies were claimed, as they canot be enforced after

tiree yeairs have elapsed. The proof of undervaluations
rested upoa ithe evidence of a German employee fromt
wloii hi overnment lad received information whichi

give rise Lo the suits. This clerk after correspondence
witl the atiorities, received the following letter froin
the Attorney-General: "The Goveranint are prepared
(1) ta undertake that no proceedings shall be taken
against you; (2) that the iixed sumu of $1,000 to cover
your timle, travelling and living expenses while absent
fron Berlin, shall be paid ta you, and should you be ab-
sent fronm Berlin for more than two mouths, they are
pared to increase this amnount, and they will agree to pay
you one-Lhird of the net proeceds arising from and ae-
tuaIlly received fron the penalties and forefitures." The
.exwtuination of tiis person brought eut clearly that a
systei iad been adopted of manipulating the invoices
of goods exported for the implicated lirn. lie goods
purcharsed[ were not sent direct froi manufacturers to
Caniiatda but, were delivered to ani agency of the firn in

crmanrrry by wr'homu Lhey wvere thon shipped forvard ns
being tie direct exporters. Froi the original invoices
there wcre certain deductions made, some of them as
J udge Burbidgc, said, "so slight that iL was apparent in
the miajority of the invoices thore had been no
tIesire Io defrautd the Governmient." In other
cases tihe judge said that, "improper methods had
been resorted to which had been exposed." The case

practically ended in a compromise, as counsel for the
lirmus intiiated that, "Under all the cir'uistances es-
Lablisheil by evidence, the defendants in: the case of
i"itzgibbon, Sclaheitlin & Co. were willing that judg-
ment should be entered against them for $2,000 for cus,
tomrs duties, anid $8,000 for penalties, ivith costs, and
the firm of Thouret,, Fitzgibbon & Co. for .$10,000 for
curstomns duLties :md costs in full settlement of the claims
of tie Crown. Tis, li thouglit, would satisfy the ends
Of justice." This proposition was accepted by theic-

pruty Minisier of Jiaice on behialf fi the Gvermnient,
anid he expressed iis opinion to be Lhat iL was a fair
settlemrenvt. The Jdge agreci Lo this arrangenment.
"hie lw," ie said, "had been vindicated; the punish-
nient the deflidants suffored would doter others froin
iitating men, antinudetr all the ciren istances ofte
case; the sellennmnt arrived at'was a reisonable anc."

As mentionied in, our columns at the time, Mr. Thouret
lad ceased te be *a partner.sometime during the period
when the trouble arose, and baving started on his own ae-
count, be come a bankrupt, the outlook for recovery from
that source may be doubtful.

MIXING HOUSES AND STORES.

A wail of esthetie distress has gone up because, on
soie streets in this city, there are new stores being
opened up in the midst of dwelling houses. As the
City protects the citizens froin highway robbers so, one
writer.thinks, it should trom iioe' terrible people, the
grocers, who dare te establish, âbusiness on a so-called
residential street. What sort of a city this, or any other
would be, if one section were exclusively, devoted- to
dwelling houses and the other sectio'n to stores we are
nable to imagine. It is wise to give a muicipality
power te prevent a publie nuisance, or a rendezvous for
law breakers, being established anywhere in its borders,
however hard such restriction may be felt by a property
owner. But how can a grocery store be se classified?
As a rale, au establishment of this kind is a local con-
venience, or it would net be opened, and, if it proves to
be otlierwise, it will soon be closed. A property owner
bus as imucli right to use or let it for a store as another
has to use or let what lie owns for a dwelling house. Ii-
deed, it is not easy to see how the division betwe'en fliese
two classes of property can be made. Many hundreds
of storekeepers occupy the building they own;, or renit,
partly as a place for business, partly as a residence. lie
entire separation of stores from dwellings is impossible,
though it does not prevail uiiiversally as it did in the
good old times wien every trader lived under the saune
roof as lis "shop," or warcehousc. A citizen lre and
there is so super-sensitive in regard te his social distine-
Lion as to object to a storckeeper living so near as to
corne "betwixt the wind and lis nobility."

If sudh a person knew the world lic wioul know thrat,
iii Enghd, members of highly aristocratie fainilies, lio
would probably not recognise hin if lie lived next door,
however hig his house miight be, have beeu near neigh-
bours to grocers and other traders for generatiens. On
the main street of mlîanîy an English country town stores
and costly residences will be found cheek by jowl, witIl
an inn or two and a bank dotted here and there to coi-
plete the mixture. Wlen a person buys property 011 a-
city street le pays for it according te its market value,
one lement in fixing which is its prospect of keeping up
or improving its present attractiveness for whatever pur-
poses buyers are acquiring such property. If a buyer
wisbes to have ali stores to be kept at a distance he should
buy enougli land to establish an areat frein which tradinig
places eau be excluded, as was clone in the district ryhore
the lion. Mr. Chamnberlaini resides, wbich is made sacredl
to higi class residences in perpetuity, and as is the 0ase
oni oe street in this City.

In a groering city like Montroal, the breaking in of a
store oi a hitherta residential street is a ign òf expan-
sion, if itimlicates tilatLmbsiness is widening its area amffl
pusitig residences of a costly class furtirer afield. Suicih
evidience of groivtl are surely not to be deplored thougi
they imay cause a túmyporriry depreciation ut some prop-
orties whose value is'enhiancted by their being distant
froi a store. Foi the owners, however, there vill come
compensation iu tie fornenan changés a residential

building into a store or stores unless such alteration pro-
mises to yield a larger revenue. The so-eaIled evil of
placing a grocery store in close proximity to private re-
sidences, against which indignation has been expressed
as being an outrage calling for ninlicipal repression, is a
permanent condition of all growing cities. As this is a
sign of progress and-prosperity and expansion the change
should bc regarded with eminent satisfaction by, the coin-
mnunity. Whether "trade follows the flag" is open to
dispute, but, that trade follows possible customers, as a
fishernan trelks after his hop'd-for prey, is a fixed law
of commerce.

A DANGER TO CANADA'S BACON TRADE.

The proprietor of a .pork packing establishinent in
Onlario when in England recently found a state of things
to exist which is a peril to the bacon trade of Canada. On
visiting a numîber of pork packing establishments and
scores of retail stores he found, 'Wiltshire sides wdith a
very thick, fat back, and the mleat soft and fiabby." Ou-
rious L krow whence they caime, lie asked the proprietors
whiere the imeat was imade up, and in every case they said
it ias "Uanadian pea fed." On his return te Canada he
made enquiries whicli show that Ainericans are shipping
to Enîgland the product of their thick, fat, corn-fed hogs,
and placing it on the Engisli market as Canadian. In
tie face of such practices it is certainly little use to at-
tleiipt to compete with Irish and Danish bacon. What
use is it for the raisers of hogs in Canada to have the
right breeds ind to feed themn so as to have the best re-
suits, so as to maintain c the high reputation of Canadian
bacon, if such inferior products are sold in England as
tie product of Canada? , A brand which is intended to
,ive ait assurance of a high standard of quality soon bc-
comnes so discredited, if placed on inferior goods, as te be
positively injurious. It is a case like a chain having
one weak link which gives the measure of its strength.
M r. Flatt, cf Wentworth Co., Ont., who dravs attention
Li tlhis-mîatter in the "Farmera' Advocate," offirrns that
lho passing cif cf inferior Anerican bacon as Canadiant
las bce going on for some time, as Un'ited States ship-
pers have uflized the higli reputation of lie products of
Caiada to secure-purchasers for Wiltshire sides out froin
die thîick, fat, corn-fed hogs of the States. hie matter
is one to which the attention of the British Government
Ought te be drawn, as the deception practised was not

ily certain te do very serions injury to a Canadian in-
dilstry, but was a distinct fraud on the English people.
The brand!ing of sides with tlie country of their origin
ought to be made comnpulsory. Mr. Flatt advocates a
law prohibiting the exportation of Canadian bacon witli-
(it its being freély branded, not on the boxes only, but
on the produet itseif. ie found the brand of the.lead-
img exporter of "Irish Wiltshire sides" so freely placed
th at, "tiere was niot space large enough for your band
that liad not his brand on." Thuat means à good price for
such acon, a large dcnand, imd an increasing reputation.
The Canadian breeders are not in the least behind cither
the Danisli or Irish in the production of the riglit kiid or
hog. The observer i.forred to says: "li no smîîall fluni-
ber of cases wî,ere the Irishli Wiltshire sides put up il.h
a thick, uneven, fat -back." This, we believe, is due Lo
Ineet a class of customers -foundin England, of which
tlere are very few reprèteitatives in Canada. The raw,
danmp English li in tate seems to créate a teste ferery
mueh fatter bacon than finds a leady sale oî iLis side,

and open fires allow of rashers of bacon being cooked
more palatably than by our own closed stoves. Be this
as it mnay, the practice of inferior Ainerican bacon being
sold in England as Canadian, is a danger te the trade of
this country which the authorities on both sides onght to
take stops te repress.

CIVIC EMPLOYBES AND NOTE SHAVERS.
An enquiry into the afiairs at the City Hall lias brouglit

out the fact that, according t oneii nienber of the Coun-
cil, the mliajority of the citfy's employ<es are deeply in-
volved in debt to note shavers. It is asserted that these
disreputable money-lenderA operate openly within flie
precincts of the City Hall. They are stated to be on
hand to receive a large share of'the wages of civic clerks.
sone of whom are se bled that they have not enough left
te pay cheap board and lodging alter paying the blood-
suckers. It is proposed te take soime steps te proteet
the clerks from their oppressors. It would be well te
consider how far any mnan has intelligence and moral sta-
bility enough to occupy wortily a position in the service
of the city who has been so foolish muentally and so rock-
less mnorally as to put hiinself in the power ef a note-
shaving shark. Men of tlat class are whîolly unlit for
any position of trust. The frequent defalcations ainongst
civie servants is the natural outeoie of their weaknïess
as evidenced by their falling a prey to note-shaver, whomu
evcry man, with à; decent amnout of self-respect, keeps
casily at arm's length.

TIADE EFFECTS OF TE TIUI L A OTTAWA

It is annuniced fhat lthe subscriptions toa rds reliev-
ing sufferers by the late conflagration at Hfll and 0t-
tawa have been se niumificent as te rendier aiy fuiiher aid
needless. Such a splendid, widespread ouîtbu rst or
gncierosity bas probably never been equalled hlie le
tent of the property loss seems te have beenî miiî olî c-
aggerated. It is probably nearer te eighft illionis laii
over double the ainount as was generally estimatfed. s
the iisurance will cover halL the total loss, the cabîîi v,
though very serious, is not so overwhelming as wias a(
first anticipated. The owners of the miost valuable pro-
perties destroyed were wealthy inen, anid tfhoughi hcavy
losers are still possessed of very large means, crediit, and
business resources whicli will enable thei te re-estalblishi
their industries at once. Trade is so prosperous id
prices so remunerative the larger proprietors ore long will
recoup thenselves for what they lost

There are, however, a large nuimber of traders, as store-
keepers and others, te whomu the fire lias brough t absolute
ruin. The relief fund could not be utilized for lieir
benefit, and mnany of them had little or ne inusuranlce.
Besides their actual properties iii stock of goods, preni
ises, and fixtures, they had book debts which coistilue
a large portion of ticir'iissets. Tho greact bulk of thiose
debts will l>e uncollectable, as thei' delhtors liave benl
ruined, and deprived of employncit. Aredy therc
have been mneetings of creditors te consider wliat.poliey
should be pursued in these cases, and douîbtless our whole-
sale houses have a long list of Hull aud Ottawa ne-
counts whicm will have te be wiped out or settledifor .
siall dividend, Or.carried on for a length Of tiie te give
debtor storekeepers a chance, as the saying is,. te tuni
round. The merchants who will thus -suifer have been
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liberal contributors to the relief fund. . They do, not
begrudge thieir gifts, but, these added to wbat they will
]ose by bad obts mad disturbed tratie, will make an :tî-

rond upon the year's profits.
The situation for bitent and for their infortunale debt-

ors is a peeuliarly trying ane. For lis honest rotail
custoiner wlo was ltIL out tIe wholesale inercimat clin-
iot but feet Che deepest sympatly, but ho far lie ouglit,
in justice to himself, Lo give assisance i) re-establishîag
lis deblor's business, vill be a mtost puzzling and dis-
figrreeat ble problemît.' Ib will, howevcr, ave olt coi-
pensation, the sitiation iitmnits of a selectioni. boing imaide
ol those whinit is dosirtable to contin ne in business,
with a cunsequncit clearaicco f somte whose absence fron
lic credit mtarkot vill iiprovo its toile. In tiis respect,

as in regard o better flite protection, more suitable bauild-
ings for such a locality, etc., the conflagration at HlU1il
and Ottawa will in course of timec coine, we hope, to be
rcgîrded as a blessing in disguise.

We recently referred to. te practice adoptcd by more
lin oie instrtuent dealer in this city of lenving a piano
n t a liouîse withîout its -ltving beeli ordored, in the hope
thereby li seitre iLs sale. A case was heard in the Su-
lerior Courtii; uit 140n inîst., arising froi this over anxiety
to sel] goods by reprelensible practices. Tlie case, as
repurtel, nwas briefly this. A lady visited a piano satoe,
shc inlle no selection, but, au instrinent was sent to lier
house in bhe hope Il;at il; would be purchased. Tlhe
lady kLt it Lfoi soine timîîe, tilen requestcd ils remnoval as
it was not d1esired]. Instad of takiig the piano away
a bill for the aiounut was sont; Ihis being refused pay-
tment, action waos itaken to tecover the 1nount. Tlie
lenl illeget], liat flic piano was sent on ten days' trial,
and no notification hid been scnit for its reioval. The
Court hold, thaiît ic ilofendant hatd proved his plea; ilit
110 purt'calise lad beeii mnade, ani tiat no autnt'hority haè
been given for its delivery. As a. matter of law, il
goods are loit at a. ouse on speculation, they are left en

.tirely at the owner's risk, he is not bouËd even to takze
care of theim, n or to request their removal. Goods loft
byitnistake, of course, ouglt ta be proteeted. fron iii-
jury, and tlié sonder ought t o be pronply notified,
though lecisian is on record releasing, the rocipient
froui aniy such Obligations in case of goods delivered in
errur. It was lield, thtat, is goods tire senl 'at times 'as
gifIs, tr by the lusbanîd oi wifle wihlout the knowleclg
oul lte otlier, lthe receiver is ut bound to enquire whîether
fthose sent were so, or iot. To seid a piano to a house
witlugut any authority is a risky business, as i tikes little
îo do nu inîsirinnnt serious injury and that litle isliable
lo b done by a person who is annoyed at a storekeeper
delivering a piano witlout orders. Trade is not benefit-
ed by thteso irregulor mîîethods. The most effective ptui
to acquire business is to solicit it by continuous presen-
tation of a, firm's card to the entire range oi the best class
of i>itycrs tlrougli such a mediun as this Journal. As
all momnîtîîer and style of fakes are rigourously excluded
[romît notice in tliese coluins; exoept in: condennation,
ptirclisers have a guîaraitece tait they will be dealiig
witli a n uable merchian t if lis ecrd is presented
trughi our cohliunns.

This will bring them lots of
symîpatheti o resalutions, adclresses, shouting, etc., but the
appeal will neo other result. Kossuth was given uni-
versal syipatli-ybytheAmnerican people w'hen he sought
aid to makte lungary a Republic. Never before was there
suh a demonstration of popular feeling as 1ossutl's pres-
ence evoked ,but le vent home from the United States
lraken-hearted because the display had no practical result.
The Boer envoys wil have a simiar experience.

We, liere, are in bliss-
fu1 unconsciousness of any such trouble anti deven flue miiedi-
cal faeulty imow nothing of it, beyond an isolated case.
But the reportoriail correspondent, to earn a few drinks,
munkes a onîaîîtain ouît of a mnolebill, or riatber blows ouît a

balloon report with the mephific gas of his own breath,
which is hailed in New York with delight, even if known
to be a malignant lie. Recent reports respecting an al-
leged epidemie in this City are malicious falsehoods. lie
health of Ilontreal is excellent, beyond the ordinary cougbs
and colds of the Spring season-Tif New Ydrk anid Chsicago
papers were ns ready t' publish file local health statisties,
ns flhey are to slander this City, there would not be a day
without having sone item calculated to alarn visitors.

Toronto harness-makers are demand-
ing a 25-per cent increase in pay. The
nianufacturers say they cannot give
it and will shut down rather than
yield. This line of trade inight at
least sugg-est steady pulling.

-The last objectionable feature of
the Conners elevator contract appears
to have been sinoothed over, so the
hum of building activity by the syn-
dicate may soon mingle with that of
vharf construction and harbor dredg-

ing which are now giving the river
front the appearance of a building
boom.

-An extra inducement has been
made toward settlement in British
Columbia. An Ottawa letter states
that an important order in Council,
dealing with the management of Do-
miinion lands withiu the forty-mile
belt in British Columbia, has been
passed. Hitherto one dollar per acre
has been collected on all lands entered
for honesteads. Many petitions have
been received, asking that settlers be
granted titles upon the ordinary condi-
tions as to residence and cultivation,
as provided by the Dominion lands act
vith regard to homestead lands in

Manitoba and the Territories. It lias
been asserted by the petitioners that
the charge of a dollar an acre is exact-
ing and burdensome, that clearing land
in British Columbia is slow and tedious
and that the building and mainten-
ance of roads add greatly to the ex-
penses of settlers. The Government
has, therefore, revoked the dollar-an-
acre clause.
