Tua Bismor oF Rieon on SaiNts' Davs.—The
Bishop, in oinnection with the dedioation
fertival, preached to s orowded congregation at
Armley Church on Monday week from the
words, ‘ Nathaniel said unto him, Can there
any good thing come out of Nazareth ? Philip
saith unto him, Come and see " (St. John i. 46),
His lordship said said that some time sgo s
feoling ot prejudice used to exist concerning the
commemoration of what were commoaly called
szints’ days, The prejadice partly arose from
a very worthy feeling, It was feit that it was
always dangorous fo put forward anyone who
might seem. to stand Hotween meon snd the
Redeemer of mon ; bat the rea! object of bring-
iog before them the story of the saints of old
was not that they might think the less of Ohrist,
but that they might think the more, It was
because of the groainess of the Liord’s power
that they were asked to observo the story ot
these men whose lives might be desoribed as
being illustrations of the viotories of Christ.

Errz00Panians,—Of the name by which the

Charch is called in Sootland, the Biskop of
Aberdeen and Orkney in his charge to his
Synod pointed out that in the Canons it {s now
atyled the Soottish Church, and remarked : *We
ought to resist the use of suoa gectarian terms
as 'Episcopal Church’ or ‘ Episcopalians,’ be-
cause, though tho meaning of theee words may
rightly desoribe us, jnst as the offensive word
¢ Trinttarian ' does, atill it is not in their literal
meaning and sense that these words are used,
Thoy were never used to describe us in the
days of St. Rule, of St. Columba, or 8t. Colman
—they only camo into nse after Parliament had
transterred our old and rightfal name, ¢ Churoh
of Scotland,’ to another body, Bat tho use of
such terms tend to obliterate from the minds of
the unlearncd the sense of the continuity of the
Church, And uow thatour old and legal name
is the legal possession of another body, the
designation * Scottish Church’ is & snitable one,
a o:nvenicnt one, and a happy one.

Tar Lare Riger Hon. H. C. Rarxes, M. P,
—Henry Cecil Raikes was the son of Chanoellor
Ruikes, of Chester, and grandson of the famous
Mr. Raikes, of Gloucestor, who was praotically
tho founder of Sunday echools, He has always
been & Churchman first and a politician after—
wards ; but he has been excessively popalar in
the ITuuse of Commons, an excellent Chairman
of Couwmittees, and despite recent events in the
Post Office, a very ableadministrator, Courte-
ous snd” considerate, an cxoellent jadge of
oharacter, & prinoce of hosts. and possessed of a
fund of dry hamor, he will be much missed
both in and ount of Parliament.

GENERAL BOOTH'S“ELEVATOR" AND
THE CHURCH ARMY LABOUR
HOME,

“ A Candid Friend” sends to the Times,
under the above heading, an important letter,
in which he gives his personal experience in
the two institutions, He has been interested
in social reform for many years, snd he took
steps at & time of leisure to make hkimself per-
sonal® acquainted. by actual experience, with
the above twin ontcomes of the * Darkest Eng-
land’ scheme. The following letter is the
renlt

The wriler, as ene of the lost ones of eooiety,
passed & week in the Salvation Army Labour
Factory in Hanbury street, B., and & week in
the Church Army Lsbour Home in Crawford
street, Hdgware road, There can be no oharge
of fraud on charity in this matter, for, as will
ghortly bo seen, anything which an inmate
recoives is bought by hard work, and probably
to the prefit of tho institution, Nor were these
visits psid, nor are these remarks made, in any
hostile spirit, especially as regards the Salvation
Army, with whioh I have been many years in
sympathy ; but 8o great is the pressure of busi.
ness that the heads of the Salvation Army are
as difflonlt of access a8 the Royal presence;
and yet the writer feels bound to draw attention
to the marked way in whioch aubordinate offi-
cials are widely deviating from the lines laid
down in Gemersl Booth's book, and which
threthons to bring the social socheme to failure,
and failare of this would most certainly bring
duwn the whole Army fabric, Perbaps it will
be hetter if, instead of giving & consecutive
narrative, I contrast the working of the two
Homes under specific heads, merely atating by
way of preface that each Charch Army Home
provides for sbout iwenty men, and each
Sulvation Army place for about 120, and that
whilst in the Charch Army Home the leisure
time associations ara personsl and almost
fumily, those in the Salvation Army Home are
rather those of a large common lodging-house.

ADMISSION.

In the Churchk Army Home each n:w-comer
muet talce 8 bath; his olothes sre fumigated,
if he has not gat it, a change of linen is given
him, and every effort is made to keep down
dirt snd vermin, In the Salvation Army Home
there is absolutely né effort of the kind, neither
compulsory bath nor {fumigation, and many of
those who come in, having slept for weeks in
common lodging houaes or casnal wards, are in
a filthy state. This among so many cannot
but communioato iteelf to those who would be
clesner, and as & fact the writer was compelled
to destroy every shred of clothing he had worn
in the place and to taske copicus medicated
baths before he could rid himself of the son-
veriers of 8 week's slay, How about those who
remain there four or five months ?

BupLoYMENT AND RENMUNEBATION,

In the Church Army Homes the work as yet
is ooly the making of firewood bundles. The
Salvation Army Homes larn™ out carpenters’
work (formws, desks, tambourines, &s,), wire and
brush work, and firewood, Of thislast I had
exporinge in both Homes during one week, The

work of a fuli day is 400 bundles, and in making
a bundle there are three operators—saa syar,
chopper; bundier, The Salvation Army allows
two buandlers in each sef, the Church Army
only one. The pay per hundred is, in the Salva.
tion Army, 1041, and they sell at 23. 74 ; ip
the Church Army, 18, 034, and they sell at 3s,
2d. General Booth wisues to put down sweat.
ing. The result of this is that, counting Satur-
day a8 & half, 8 man can under the Chu.ch
Army earn sbout 7s. 4d, per week, uoder the
Salvation Army about 6s. How does this work
out a8 regards the men? The Church Army
charges each man 63, for board and lodging,
and very often 8 man bas to draw eightpence
or & shilling at the week's ead, with whioh he
can purchase note-paper, stamps, &3. The
Salvation Army gives a man on full work ticket
food per week of the nominal value of §3, 104.,
but it is next to impossible for a man to have
even a copper for his own use, the only case ]
know of being one of a man who daring five
months’ hasearned jist 44, above his keep, and
if he left the elevatur after five months' work
ke wonld do so exaotly as he entered it, A man
leaving the Church Army Home after the samo
service, and going perhaps to work, would have
about a sovereign to carry him on.

Foop,
But 1ot us carry matters & little farther and

compare the food and lodging supplied in re.
turn for work, Here, indeed, the Churoch Army
oomes off with flying colors. Not only is the
food which it snpplies infinitely better in quan-
tity and quality than that supplied by the
Salvationists, whioh is poor value for the monay
mark on the ticket, but the sleeping accomoda-
tion, which is the strong point of the Church
Army Home, i8 certainly the blot on the
Salvation Army system, In the Church Army
Home each man has an iron bedstead, a good
supply of bedding, and a clean nightshirt week-
ly ; among the Salvationists all these sre absent,
He lies down in 8 bottomless coffla-like box ;
into this fits what is like a long stuffed leather
oased carriage seat for a mattress and all other
things combined, A msn’s only eovering is s
large leather aproo, and intensely oold the
‘doss’ is, The question forces itself on me, How
ia it the Church Army, which reckons the
weekly cost per man at 6+, i able to give good
food and really superior sleeping, and the
Salvation Army, reckoning the cost per man at
7s., can only give very inferior food and slesp-
ing which is & scandal ? In connection with
this enrning department there is one featare
in the Salvation Army system which is abso-
lutely oruel, and which I cannot for & moment
baliave has the sanction of those at the head of
the system. If & man hearing of & job goes out
(with consent) to apply for it, and reterns,
probably disheartened by failure, his next meal
is denied him on the ground that he has not
earned it.,” Thus a man going out after break-
tast, walking to Hsaling and back, missing his
dinner, is refused his tea, and has to go withoat
iood for twenty four hours until he has earned
his breakfast the following morning,

CHANOX3 OF GarTING EMPLOYMENT THROUGA THE
Hoxns.

Here the Salvation Army is decidedly seaond

boat, The number of men in the Church Homes
beiog small, eachk man i8 as to condmot and
bearing ologely under the supervision of the
anthorities, and, if spproved of, has a direot
chance of any suitable situation offored, Thus,
in addition to many of humbler status who have
paszed through the Churoch Army Homes to
gitaations, I know of a school master who is
now getting §100 a year, 4 man who is a hutler
in a nobleman'sfamily, and another who is now
private socretary to a gentleman; With the
Balvation Army it ia far otherwise, The chance
of & man who enters the Hoxe leavieg it for a
sitnation obtaiued through the Salyation Army
is very remots, If he leaves it for a sitnation
at all, that situation is obtained throagh some
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other channel ; indeed, anythiog of the kind is
apparently diecouraged, for failure to obtain
work entails the loss of the next meal. All this
ioould be easily remedied, The Salvation Army
has a laboar office in Upper Thames atreet. To
this many applications are made for servants,
workmen, &-.,, and these chanoces are given to
men, mostly 10afers, who hang about the offlce
and scorn the ides of entering the Home. Why
ghoald not all these notices be sent at onceto
the fuotories in Old strect, Hanbury street,
Quaker street, &o., and tho chances given to the
wet whohave been in the Homes for months,
snd who by hard work and good conduot bave
proved their wish io do better ?

GxNezAL BEMaRks,

One or two genoral remarks and { have done,
General Booth pledged his word that no man
shonld be compelled to attend the religious
meetings, Attendance is compulsory. The
men must be in by eight, when the meetings
begin, and no mao is allowed in any part of
the building eave the large room in which the
meetings are held, In Darkest England General
Booth stated that i was his wish to eliminate
the evils of the common lodging house, I
found them rampsant. The vermin I have men-
tioned ; pilfering and liiting go on in all direc~
tions; snd that merk of all common *doss
houses,” the men washing their own*clothes,
muy be rReen apy evening between six and eight.
1o the Chorob Army ihe washing -is sent out.
Iu the Sulvation Army it would be an easy
malter and little expense to keep s few women
st the Hanbury street Women's Shelter to do
the washing of the factory men, Professor
Huxley gave it s his opinio 1 that these Homes
would become the permanent abiding places of
ghittless loafers, This is so, There are men
in caoh Home who have been thers since the
day of cpening acd sre likely to remain, How
oan it be otherwize ? Ifa man leaves at the
end of, say, three or four months, he doesso in
a condition wo.se than when he entered, penni-
lass and with the streets before him,
Beyond the ususl religious meetings I saw
nothing of an * elevating nature.’ On the cor-
trury, cleanliness on aamission is disregarded,
tbe work is hard (7 &.m. to 5.40 p,m.), the food
gives in payment for that work is poor value
for the money fuce of the ticket—e. g, a 2d
ricket entitles & man to a halfpenny roll, with
batter, and a cap of rot the best coffee—the
sleeping is bad, and the evils of the common
lodgirg house are in full vigor, My sketoh,
thoogh severe, is not made in any epirit hostile
to the Salvation Army, batrather thus publicly
to draw the attention of its leaders to the state
of affairs, of which, I am sure, thoy are not
aware, in order, first, that something may be
done to ameliorate the condition of the poor
followa who have gone to them for help, and,
secondly, to save the soo:al scheme from wreock.

The Christian Faith—The Holy Trinity.

But the Creed teaches us what we have to
believe oconcerning God as He has revealed
Himself, not only ss He is in His Divine
Natare, but also

11, In His works and dealings with us men,

Eaoh Person of the Godhead has a special

work in relationship to man, and it is in that
relationship that we are able most distinatly to
apprebend the Plurality of Perions in the Unity
ot Heeence of the Godhesd. Though even in
that work each Person co-operates.

The Father is God revealed ss the Creator of

all tbings— visible and invisible,
He is the sole Fountain of all Being—eéven

the Godhead. TFrom Him the Son is ‘ begotten,’
and the Holy Spirit * proceeds,’ though from
all eternity, Thus, *in the N.T. the name of
‘God’ with the definits article (in Greek), is
absolutely identified with the Person of the
Father.! ¢ To us there is one God, the Father'
(1 Cor. viii. 6), Whenever we speak of God,
alone, without ‘ some desoriptive and qualifying
addition,’ wo mean the Father—the Almighty
Creator and Precerver of all thinga.

The Son of God ia revealed in the work of re-
demption, or salvation of mankind,

For that purpose He who had been from all
eternity ¢ with God,’ and who ‘ was God’ (St.
John i, 2), took our nature—beocame man-—was
' Conceived of the Holy Ghost, born of the
Virgin Mary.! Thia we call

Tar INoABNATION

—taking of human flesh. Ho Who was ‘ very
God ' beoame also forever ‘ very Man'so that
in his One Person two natures are inseparably
joined togethar—the Divine and the Human.
As Mayr He was oalled Jesue (Joshua—God
onr Savicsr). and on account of the Oficss he
bore (Prophzt, Priest and King) He ia called
‘the C'irist'—'the Anointed One’'—‘the Mes-
sish '—the One of whom the Jewish Prophets
had feretold as ‘ooming in the name of the
Lord.' :
If man had not sinned and fallen from tha
firat estato of holiness ju which he was oreated,
it i possible that the Incarnation might have
taken place in order that God and His oreatare
man might be more perfeotly One ;for it is
‘declared to have been the eternal parpose of
God to ®gather fogether in one all lhings in
Christ, both which are in heaven and which are
in earth, even in Him' (Eph, i, 10). Bat since

sin had entered into the world, by the rebellion | ,

of man's will againet God, and since ‘ without
the shedding of Blood there is no remission of
gin ' (Heb. ix 22), it beoame necessary that the
Inoarnate Son of God should also make an

ATOREMENT

for the sina of the world, This He did by
living & perfeotly sinleas life, offering to the
Father the sacrifice of a Human Will in com~
plete obedience to the Will of God and then
dying—shedding His precious Blood—though
ginless, paying sin's penalty.

He is ‘the Lamb of God that i keth away the
sins of the world' (8t. Johni. 29). * The Lord
hath laid on Him the iniquities of us all,’ and
‘with His siripes we are healed' (Iea, liii, 5, 6).

His death was necessary as the completion
of the work of our redemption, and His death
was consumated on the Cross—the most oruel
and ignominious of punishments—under Pontins
Pilate, then Roman Governor of Judma. His
Body was buried in a new rookhewn sepulchre
of Joseph of Arimathea; and His soul ¢ descend-
od into hell,’ i, e,, not the place of torments,
but the place of departed spirita, (See 8t.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

Cravror BoiLping.—No less than eight
churches are now in course of erection in the
diocese, viz , at Lewishom and Purbrook in the
Misgion of Uffngton (Rev, H. N. Burden): at
Gregory and Beaumaris in the Port Carling
distriet (Rov. W. A. J. Bart); st Brunel, in
Rev, A. H. Allman’s field ; at Novar, in that of
Rov, L. Sinclar ; at Powaeesan, ander the charge
of Rev. G. Gander; and at Danchurch (Rev, A.
J.J. Yonng). The eight are all mos: urgently

peeded, a8 local habitation for the several little
fiocks that lie seattered around them, Unlesa
they are rapidly completed, one of two fates
awaits the members of the Church in their re-
gpoctive neighborhcods. REither, on the one
band, they and their ohildren will inevitably
drift away into coinection with other religious
communions, always on the alert to atiraot aud
win them; or, on the other, they mnst relapse
into suoh indifference to all churohgoing habits
a8 will leave them practically pagans in the
midet of a Christian land. In either case, their
religious life is left uncared for, and they are,
moreover, loat irrecoverably to the Church
which oalls and claims them as her children,
In view of this grave iseue, the Bishop gricves
to say that of the eight church edifices named
above, he has funds svfficient for only one, viz, :
Powassen, and this through the generous aid ot
a Montresl Churchwoman, supplemented by the
froe will offerings of the pecple in money, ma-
terial, and voluniary laboar. The other seven
have reached different stages of progress, some
being only begun, others pearing completion;
but they are ‘ every one standing still, unfinish-
ed, and unavailable for public worship, simply
beoause the neceesary funds are not forthooming
to supplement (1) the local efforis of the people,
snd (2) thogrants made by the 8 P.C.K,' On
an average, these two latter combined provide
about three eighths of the whole cost in each
case, i.e., sbout 8300 out of $800. For the
difference between these two amounts jast
named, wo bave to depend on the voluntary
offerings of the friends of the diocese te our
Church and parsonage fund. This fund, how-
ever, has reached the vanishing point, One or
two friends in Eogland, ag will bs seen in our
ocolumn of scknowledgments, have recently re-
membered our needs, but we require at least
$2,000 (£400) at this moment to snpply exist-
ing necessities, and 80 enable seven little con-
gregations of loyal Churchmen and women,
with their ohildren, to join in the Common
prayers and praises so familiar to them in the
1ar-away motherland, snd 10 sing, ‘I was glad
when they said unto me, *Let us go into the
house of the Lord.’

It will perhaps give added force to this appeal

if we repeat the conditiona on which our little
‘unpretentions church edificer are erected :

"1, The site must be deeded to the Bishop in
trust,

2. The plans. specifications, &o., must be sub-
mitted to the Bishop for his approval before
the building is begnn.

3. The people must give to the full measure
of their ability before any outside aid is pro-
mised. ‘

4. Church debts are, as far as possible, care-
fully avoided.

b, Insurance muet always be effacted.

Contribations from those who eympathize
with our needs, approve of these conditions,
and are able to assist us, ®ill be thankfully re-
oeived by the Bishop ot Algoms, Bishophurst,
Sault Ste. Marie, Ontario.—Algoma News.

On the ooossion of the laving of the cormer
stone of the new church in Vryburg the Bishop
of Bloemfontein.stated that daring the last four
aund one half years no less than thirteen churches
had been bailt in his_diocese.

A project has been set on foot for vroviding
a Teaching University for the thorough and
ounltured eduoation of young men in South Africa
who oannot avail thomselves of a Uciversity
ocurse in England,

The late Chief Justice of the Colony, Sir
Herry Connor, has bequeathed his theologioal
books to the Bishop for the use of the diocese.

They oousist mainly of Patristic Theology, and
will be of considerable value,

NEW ZEALAND CHURCH NOTES, ~—

AvoeranND,—The Diocesan Synod of this
Diocese meets on the 19th Oat.,.when it is pro-
posed to divide the Home Mission Fand into
two parts, viz,: Home Mission Fund proper,
devoted entirely to the maintecance of the
Dicoesan Missionary and his assistants in those
districts where there are no resident clergy;
and (5) tho country Clergy Fand, the objict of
whioh is to aid the wholly-ander paid cleryy-
meh resident and ministering in poor distriota.

WaLLINgTON.—The General Synod is ap
pointed to meet st Wellington on Feb. 3 1892,
From a brief ac onnt by the -Primate to 1ho
Standing Committee it appears that Charoh
work was prooeeding favorably throughout the
diocese, but more clergy were greatly needed.
The fiaancial eondition of the Diocese was con-
siderably better than at the rame period lass
yoar. The Maoris.of Rangitikei and neighbor-
hood had contributed ffty pounds in aid of tha
Miesion Fund, and intend to preseut a glebs
and parsonnge eite at Parawnui. The sommit-
tee expressed great gratitude at the liberality
of the Maori Ciurchmen.

Dunspiy —Cuorch life here is reported to
bave been much stimulated by the arrival »f
three new olorgymen to take charge of St
Matthews, St. Jobns, Risyln and 8t Marys,
Morrington, Two of these are the Rev, W A,
Diggens, who has done good work for muny
years at Rockbampton, Qneensland, and is a
msn of sound judg-aent and true Churchman.
ship; and the Rev. W.C. Cotes, who is antiring
in pastoral work and has been connected with St.
Murys from the beginning of the year, securing
the love and respeoct of the people.

To 8t. Matthew's parish a day school hasbeen
started intended to test the feeling of the par.
ishioners in regard to religious as againat non-
religions eduoation, It is condaoted on strictly
Charch lives and the Curate spends an hour
and & haif in the scbool each day. It has
doubled i*s number since April. The Sunday
Sohool Union has grown in strength ang s
about to hold examinations and grant ocertifi-
oates and to adopt a Calendar of lessons for the
year, arranged acoording o the sessons of the
Chaoroh and the teachings of the Prayer book,

Csri:r CBEoR0A.—The Standing Committee of

the Diocese met Jaly 14th. It appeared amongst
other reports to it that there were 99 ond dates
for the Scholar's examination in conoestion
with the Sanday school Uaion of the Diocese
and forty in the Tescher's examation. An ener-
gotio movement is being made to provide suit.-
ble accommodation for the Sanday school ghild-
ren at Temnka by the erection of a Sunday
sohool room, 72 feet in length and 30 in wiith,
at a cost of 607 pounds,

The work- on the Cathedral spire is making
good progreszs and it was expected that by the
end of Angust it would be completed. At &
meeting of the olergy of the Northern Dsanery
it was resolved that the Bishop be requested to
to protest on behalf of the Church against &
Divoroe Bill then before the Hounse of Repre-
gentatives of the province, :

Praoctice in'life whatever you pray for and
God will give it to yom more abundantly.—

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An important movement has been set on foot
in Sydney, the object being to awaken the con-
roiences of parents to the daty of bringing up
their ohildren in the fear of God. To effeot this
object » Parent’'s Union has been formed on the
line of similar organizations in the Dioceses of
London Ely, Oxford, Exeter, Gloucester, Now-
oastle and Llandaff, England. Kach parish
mavsages its union under the direction of the
ircumbent.

Yiororia.—Gratifying evidence of the vital
ity of the Church in Viotoria is afforded by the
statistics of the Diocese, as follow- : The Charch
of England people number 36 per cent. of the
entire population, They bsve raised during
the past len years for Church purposes, §937 -
261 ; have spent on the Cathedral $100 000 ; on
Church. parsorages and schools £238346 In
Home Mission work the noble sam of £103 971
has been expexded, or at the rate of £10.000
por year. ' The number of clergy has inoressed
in the ten years from 213 {0 173 and everything
connected wivh their work shows a marked
inorease.

HINTS FOR WORSHIPPERS,

Paoblic worship is not a matter of taste or
choice; it is & duty. To omit it without good
canse is & sin; and when committed for cause,
feel very sure that God will consider the cause
a good one, When kept from publie xorship,
inorease your private devotions.

Be in your accustomed seat at churoh before
gervioe begins; excepting unavoidableaccidents
or hindrances, it is just ag easy to do this as it
is to bain time for the steamer, the oars, or
business appointments. Whern you come to the
houge of Gcd, employ Lhe time before service in
serions meditation, devotional reading, with a
brief » lent prayer, a8 & preparation for the
solemn duty of worship in which you are abont
to engage. Talking or whispering before or
during service is not preparation, is not wor-
ship, i8 not reverence, and is ap annoyance and
wrong to others,

1f you are lata, do not go up the aisle to your
seat while the people are kneeling in the con-
fession or the prayers, but wait gnitely at'the
door till they rise trom their knees. Oa enter-
iog & pew, pass to the further end, so a5 to
permit others who may come later to enter
without distorbing you. Do not step into the
aisle 10 admit others to a seat, but always move
up.

pDJ pot whisper your confessions, prayers and
responees—spesk out. The gervice is yours,
not the minister's, Deadnees or feebleness of
devotion in the people is ju t 80 munch weight
upon the ministers,

Conform to the postures of atanding and
kneeling if physically able. Half sitting is not
Eneeling ; what would youn thing of your minie-
ter if he should do this? Rsverenoe of posture
ie due from you equally a8 much as from him.
If you are ‘not & member of the Church,’ the
amenities of good usage ought to suggest con-
turmit.y.

At Holy Communion, engsge in private
devotions both before and after partaking. You
cannot too carefully prepare for this solemn
duty, nor after receiving too earnestly plead for
its bonefits, Receive the Bread in the palm of
the ungloved hand and the Chalice with both
bands. Do not forget your offering,

After the benediction—to be received kneel-
ing—pause & fow moments to thank God fur
the privilege yon have epjoyed, snd ssk for

ace that yon may improve them to yoor
gonl's welfare,

Iu parisbes where s retrocessional hymn is
gung the congregation will of course rise.

Do not suddenly tarn the quietness and

eacredness of public worship into a confasion of
tongnes apd merriment, but quietly retire from
the saored precinots of the Lord’s house.

If you are tempted to criticise the services,
the sermon, the singers, or any of your fellow-
worshipers, first furn your thonghts inward
aud oriticire yourself.—Oklahoma Churchman,

OCTOBER SAINTS DAYS,

Only two feast days ocour during the month
of Ootober, that of Si. Linke the Evangeliat and
that of the apostles of St, Simon and 8t Junde.

Of the life of St. Luke very little is really
known, though there are msuy traditions con-
gerning him, We know that be was a physi-
cian, that he was with St. Paul through many

of his wanderirgs, and that he accompaniod the
Apostle to Rome when gent thither on cooasion
of his appearing to Caar, From II. Timothy
iw, 11, it seems olear that 8¢ Tinke was with St,
Paul quite to the end of his earthly oareer.

St. Liuke alone has presurved to the Church
the particulars of St. John Baptist's birth, of
the snnunoistion to Mary, and the birth of our
Lord with its attendant marvel of tha angelio
snnouncement to the shepherds, of our Lord's
presentation in the temple, and His visit to the
aame * hen twelve years old. He has prererved
to us the songs of the Blessed Virgin, ot Zacha.
rias and Simeon. He has alsc given us some
particnlars of the Lord's afterlife, His death
and resurrection, not mentioned by the other
svangelists ; apcoially thae swory of the poni-
tent thief .nd the walk to Emmauns, A number
of our Lord’s parables are also recorded by St,
Lke alone, as that of the Prodigal Son.

St, Liuke was also without doubt the author
of the Aocts of the Apostles, of which some cne
has said that the fresh breczes of the day of
Pentecost blow through it from beginning to
exd. St Lake in the o:urse of the narrative
often uses the second person plural, and his
description especially of the storm and ship
wreok have all- the vividness of an eye witness,

We lose muoh of the interest of the Biblo
narratives by ‘reading them as g0 many do in
detached chapters and not s a whole. Let me
advise anyone who has not tried it to make the
experiment ot reading through the Book of
Aots at one or two sittings ; it is a good way of
employing & Sunday when one cannot go to
chareh, and see if & new light and s new inter—
est is not thrown upon the Sicred History., Bat
however we read, let us never forget that the
Bible is the Word of Gad to us, and can never
be rightly interpreted to us but by its author,
and let us constantly begin and end our Serip
ture reading by a prayer for the guidance and
illumination of the Holy Spirit, who shall teaon
us a1l things and gmide us into all trath,—

any blessedness in hnngering and thirsting after
the righteousness that only can be found in
Him, and can only fill those who are buried or
hid in God with Chriet Jesvs, the Lord and
ouly 8avioar of mankind ; snd just here comes

'in a text that applies to this claes of dead omnes

-+ Blessed aro the dead who die in the Lord,’
for if wo be dead with Him, wo shall also live
in Him.

The only hungering and thirsting known fo
the natural body is filled with hor:or and mis-
ery, and brings with it only ovil and bitterness
and darkness ; but blessed be Hic name who
has eslled us out of the natural into spiritaal
lifo. We know that there is & hanger and thirat
rhat brings after it a train not of ourses but of
blessings, aud those of us who do hunger and
thirst after righteousness know by happiest
experience somewhat of the blessedness of such
hunger and thirat when it is being satisfied,

*Lord, feed us with the Bread of Life' and
help us to ‘Take of the Water of Life freely,’
for Thon Thyself bast said, ‘I am come that
they might bave life more abundantly.’

THE ROD.

There is one advantsge about the holiday
season to our daily contemporaries—i, e. that
it gives them the chance of dicomesing abstraot
subjects of eoeial importanos, clear from the
excitements of party politics. Among these
subjects one that has been & good deal disoussed
lately is that in which modern sentimentalism
and prejudice is so markedly opposed to the
teaching of tho Bible and Church tradition—
the lawfulness of the uge of the rod in the dis-
cipline of children,

We own that sent'mentalists have had some
excuse for their views in the severity, and we
might almost add the oruelty, of past ages,
which tradition lingered on into the easy part
of our own century. Corporal punishment was
sbused in the England of our fore fathers.
Sohools were too severe, and schoolmasters
too often wieclded the rod excessively and

oruelly, Heroe the reaction towards the total
dirertablisbment of that cld-fasnioned domestio
institution bes become popular—so pogular in-
deed that cbildren are in danger of being spoilt
and of bavipg all reverence abolished in them.
The spread of juvenile crime, the unobecked
lawlessness of youtk, has brought before the
minds of many—as the correspondence in our

conjemporaries shows—the fact that the reac~|

tlon may have gone svn in public opinion too
far, and that Solomon may hsve been right
after all in his commendation of the rod as a
discipline for the wayward avd the lawless,
There isno doubt that modern sentimentalism

has gone wild on this subjeot. The pernicious
nongense that has been .talked about the die-
graoe of all corporal punishment, its brutalizing
effoots, and the impropriety of correcting child-
ren except by mild persuasion, has had an
injurious effeot on our youth, The fact is either
there should be no punishment at all, or else
punishments have to be devised of & tedious
and wesring kind, more really cruel to 8 high
spirited, brave English boy than a smart. chas-
ticement followed by frank forgiveness, The
Englishmen who wor Waterloo and Trafalgar,
who raised England to & pitoh of glory, were
men who, in their youth, were chasiised when
they deserved it. The flabby sentimentalism
of Roussean and his followers did not pervade
old England, :

The subject has been digcuesed in many ways
and does in some pointa touch the guestion of
religion, Why 1s it that Christianity, which is
go charitable and kind, has not opposed corporal
punishment? The sanswer is that corporal
ohastisement may be, and often is, the sincerest
kindness to the thoughtless and inconsiderate
offender, who is thereby restrained from evil.
Chastisement is even used ar & type of the
Divine love for the human sufferer, ‘The Lord
loveth whom He ohastereth, and scourgeth
every fon whom He reoeiveth,’ And then the
question is apked, ‘What son is he whom the
father chasticeth not ?’ This question would be
well answered in the negative by thousands of
spoilt children of our day, who have been
taught to fear mnothing and to respect ngc-
thing, and to have no regard for authority,
haman or Divine.

The theory of corporal punishment is that, in
the threefold nature of man, the lower, or
criminal nature, is usually the offender, and in
ohildish faults it is almost always so, Lot that
lower nature be chastised by physioal paip, and
not the higher nature, a8 in modern tbeories of
punichments, whioh involve usnally mental
apziety snd worry, or tediam. To a high-
spirited nature, erpecislly in the case of a brave
manly hoy, mental punishment is far "more
oruel than the pbysical pain, which be learns
'to bearas & man.' In any oase, physical pain
oannot be abolished. No msan or womsan ean
go through the world without having to suffer.
It is not always an unmixed ovil to the higher
natare. Still, we should besorry tosee the rod
a8 wantonly used as it was in ages gone by.
Childhc od should be msade as bappy and bright,
and the constant dread of chastirement should
not darken it. As lopg as a'child at home or
at echool is good, obedient, or even tries to be
gaod, there ehould be no resson for the fear of
the rad. Still, it has its elcquence, and per-
haps its power was never more needed than
among the petted children of the present day.

“Those boys would be quite little angels if
they were afraid of being oaned,’ was the ver-
diot of a lady about some choristers with whom
ghe had a great deal to do, She was in some

‘Sense right, They were fine bigh spirited boys

with good prinoiples, but some of them needed
jost & little restraint, and to be msde afraid
when they were indnoing others to be trouble-
some, We should not wish to see the cane
restored in the ohoir schnel, although St,
Qregory the Great gave us an illustrions ex-
ample of its use, but there is something in the
thonght that many of the boys of our day
might be made everything that is desirable if
only they were taught to be afraid of the cor-
sequences of being naughty,

The rod was really the origin of most sym-
bols of sovereignty. Old Homer depiots how
the sceptre of Odysseus was not always mere
ornament, Theroyal sceptre represented the
rod of the ruler over refractory subjeots. Even
the sharp point of 1he Bishop's pastoral stuff
was said to bave s similar meaning, If there
is no power to prnish (fienders aanthority be-
comes merged into mere persuasion. This may
avail with the gocd snd gentle, but it is impos.

sible to find any society composed of such alone,
Sometimes those who need punichment are by
no means hopelesaly reprobate, but by chastise-
ment may be taught to aot well. Especially is
this trne of children, who often err from mere
thoughtlesaness, :

The true position of the rod, as we would
wish to see it used, is, however, merely as s
last resource; it should be employed only when
gentlor modes of reproof or warning have failed,
Some children rarely or noever need it, and will
try to be good from love of their parents or
teachers, or, above all, from religione principles
or else from s hope of reward or commendation,
Baut there are thoughtless natares that require
it, and thess, in youth, are by no meass the
worst cbildren, but rather those healthy vigor-
ous natures that have little selfrestraint, It
still may be used prudently for the good of the
young, ard we are glad to sce signs of a heslthy
reaction against the wmorbid, flabby sentiment.
alism which wounld leave ohildren without
restraint or corrcetion. We hope that the dis-
oussion may do good, and that school-masters
and parents who have to deal with refreciory
children will not be blamed if they use the rod
in chastising them.— Church Revicw,

“WHY AM I ACHURCHMAN."

& Be ready alyways to give an answer o every man
that asketh you a reason of the hope that is
in you, with meekness and fear.”

INTa0DTOTION.

I suppose that anyone hearing this question
ssked would knuw at once that it referred to
the religions body krown in this country as
' the Churoh of England,’

No other religions body pretends to apeak of
its members as ‘Churchmen,’

Now this, in iteelf ia remarkable and shonld
make us eonsider, For what does ‘Chorchman’
mean? Is it not & ‘man’ or member of ‘the
Church ¥ We call them Churchmen beocause
there is no distinotive mark by which they can
be known beyord that of being members of the
Chureh,

This is the only religious body that has no
such distinotive name,

The Wesleyans, Lutherans, Calvinists, are
oalled after the fonnders of their several organi-
zations~—Wesley Luther, Calvin,

The Presbyteriana are called after the distine-

tive features of their system of Ministry, {e.,
having only one Order, viz., Presbyters, in-
stead of the three Orders ibat there had always
been in the Christian Church~—Bighops, P:esby-
ters [or Priests], and Deacons—till the time of
their separation under Calvin in the 16th cen.
tory. .
The Baptists, or ¢ Anabaptists,’ as they were
originally, and more correotly, called, are so
called from their peculiar views concerning
Baptism, [ Anabaptists, meaning ‘re baptisers,’]
becaunse they considered the ancient practios of
the Baptism of Infants wrong, and therefore
b;ptized again those who had been thas baptiz-
ed,

Congregationalists [or Indeperdents] are g0
called from their system of Cnurch government,
each congregation being considered independent
and being salf governing,

And so with all the Denominations, each ore
is oalled by some distinotive mark that made it
separate from the original Church,

Even the Church ot Rome, though it, too, is
part of the Catholic Church, and though it has
arrogat«d to its members the exclusive use of
the name ‘Catholics,’ & presnmptious olaim that
is 1oo oftep conceded to 1hem by others, is
officially known a8 ths * Hely Roman-Chumrch,’
thereby sdding her peculiar olaim 1o the simple

title of * the Charch,’ viz, that the true Church
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muet be in union with and subjsot to the See of
Rome. *

This fact alone, that the Church of England
is the only religions body that has no distine~
tive appendage to its pame, separating it from
the rest of Christendom, should make us ear:
nestly consider,

Whyis it ?

Why sre its members simply called Church-
.men -

It is simply becsuse it is nothing but part of
the One Church, never having separated itself
theretrom. :

It may, indeed, be agked, ‘I1 not the addition
‘of England ' a distinotive mark, as much as
tbe others we have mentioned ? 'We may fully
allow that the title in this country is a great
snomaly, and 8 most unfortunate mistake.
But it is cnly & distinctive name in sppearance,
not in reality. It differs entirely from those
we lave mentioned. In England it simply
meant ‘The Church' ‘of,; or ‘belongirg to,’ or
‘situated in.’ that country, and that quite inde-
pendent of all merely accidental circumatances,
such as being ‘Establiched by Law.' It wae
tbe Church ‘of Esgland,’ or of Britain, long
before there was one State, It was the unity
and organization of this One Church throuzh
the Jand that, 88 the greatest historians of the
presert day bave said, taught Xogland to be
one. She was acknowledged ag the ‘Chnreh of
Epgland in the ‘Magna Charta’ (1216), the
great fourdation of Ergland’s liberties, as fully
88 the has been since the days of the heforms-
tion. The first clanse of that Charta, which it
st ever be remembered, was wrested from
King John chi:fly by the energy and determi~
nation of Stepben Langton, the Archbishop of
Canterbury, runs thus

‘That the Charch of England be free, and
1hold ,her rights entiro, and her Iiberties iuv.c-
ate.

The Church of Christ, wherever it spread, was
oslled the Church first of the chief eities, such
as the Church of Jeruealem, of Ephesus, of
Corinth, of Rome, and then of the comntries—
the people of which it won over to the faith.
It was in accordance with this general prinoiple
that the Church in Ebpgland was oalled the
‘Church of Englard, It will be noted that
though England, Scotlsnd, and Ireland now
. form one Kingdom, the Church in each country
is called the Church of Englacd, or of Scotland,
or of Irolanl, because at the time when the
Church was planted in each of those countries
they were separate kingdoms,

To oall the Chureh in this country the Church
of England, however great may be the anomaly,
is timply & relio of the time when colonies were
regarded 68 mere dependencies or paris of the
moiher country, and therelore the Church in
those colonies was still called the Church of the
mother country, for lack of any more suitable
name, To have called it the Church of Uanads,

-

*At the olose of the Council of Trent, in
1563, Pope Pine 1V. promnlgated Twelve
Articles of Faith, as the summary ot thedecrees
of the Council, adding them to the Nicene

"Creed. These Articles are now required to be
confessed by all persons received into the com-
munion of Rome. Nothing, therefore, can be
more authoritative, The Tenth Article says:

*I scknowledge the Holy Catholio Apostoiio
Roman Church for the Mother and Misiress of
all Charches : and I promise . true cbedience to
the Bishop of Rome,’

The oath taker by Roman Bishops, at their
Corsecration, has these words:

11, N,, eleoted to the Church of N., will, fiom
this time forwad, be faithftl and obedient to
the Apostle Peter, and to the holy Foman
Church, and to our Lord Pope N.,” &o,

The ‘Roman Church '’ is mentioned in tlireé
other places in the same dooument,

There can be no doubt, therefore, that the
authoriced title of that Church is the ‘Holy
Roman Church,’

or of Australia, would have been considered as
allowing those countries too much of an inde-
pendent position, Bat now that those colonies
have grown inlo self-governing, and almost in-
deperdent ‘Dominions,’. the time has oertainly
arrived to drop the title that has lost all real
meaning and is decidedly deluding to many
minds, The name ‘Church of England,’ out of
England, simply means, if it has apy meaning
at all, ‘The Church of the English speaking
race,’ The Church in the United States oalls
itself the ‘Protestant Bpiscopal Church,’—a far
more unfortupste and cobjcotionable title, for
thia gertginly does partake of ‘denominational-
iem.! The Church of Australia and of South
Africa aalls iteelf correctly the Churoh of Aus-
tralia acd of Sonth Afrioa. '

It is to be sincerely hoped that it will not be
long before the country drops the unmesning
addition ¢ of England,’ and refuses any addition
to her rightfal title ‘The Church' of, or in,
Canada.— Church Messenger.

LITURGICAL V. “ ¥REE" WORSHIP,

There is much to be said both for and againat
the adoption of a litargioal form of worship,
and the subject is ono whioch bas frequently
been ventilated in confersnges and in the publie
press. The latest disoussion of the topio is re-
ported from Saratogs, where the Unitarians are
holding & congress and cheerfully congratulat.
ing themeelves among other matters, on the
eatablishment of no fewer than sixty-one new
churches, That go ‘advanced ’ and ¢ progres.
give ' a body of Christians should, by a prepon-
derance of opinion, decide in favour of aliturgy,

is & sign of the times, There was a period when
Christian worship was by mapy supposed to
suffer from the observance of snything like
forms and ceremonies, and there were people

who thought the epirit and the truth cf religicn]

conld be best developed in bare, barn-like struc-
tures. The Church at that time had been for
years suffering from s cold formalism, and the
people were for reality and inspiration &t any
aoet, Better a converted ocollier preaching on
8 pit-bank, they said, if the Lord was with him,
than & parsop in gown and bands droning out
the prayers or reading his sermon in & church
from which the life had departed. The Quakers
had already given their testimony to the effeot
that * the Most High dwelleth not in tempies
¢ made with hands, neither is worshipped with
' men’s haods,'! For a season liturgies were at
a digcount- in the religious world. The time
came, however, when it was again realised that
the soul of true worship can be oclothed by a
liturgy =8 well as by a service in whioh Iree
prayer and extempore preaching take & promi-
nent part, Uf course there were many who
had never failed to recognize this, a8 was natu.
ral, when the Anglican liturgy, which has been
justly deolared * incomparable,’ is considered.
‘t hat liturgy has been sssooiated &nd blended
with the hves of millions, and there seems every
reason o suppose that it will continue its hold
on the minds of men, wherever the Engiish
tongue is spoken, for a long time yet. ILi has
been the mine from which other liturgies have
been hewed, not always with the best kuccess.
With regard to worship no doubt very much
depends on how the thing is done. The beat of
either of the methods is often more inspiring
than & medicore sample of the other. We are
told sometimes that & litargy allows no scope
for the reshty of living worship, which is best
ministered to by the aevont utterances of the
moment, The detect of ‘free’ mervices, how
ever, is tkeir ltendency to degenerate into irre-
verence, An Americanreporter once described
the supplioations of a popular minister as
‘among the most sublime efforts ever addresseu
to an intelligent audience, This is indeed &
habit into which it muet be the easiest thing in
the world to fall, and it may perbaps be said

that an audience never listens Jess to prayer
than when it ir miedireoted toward iteelf,
There is, however, one thing worse than pray-
ing and forgetting whom we should address;
and that is, praying snd forgetting whom we
are addressing. It is frequently the ocsse that
the sopplicatory efforts of our ministers are
such as to appear to an unprejadioed hearer to
be addresses to a being of exalted s ank and high
oharaoter, but not otherwise differing greatly
from thore who offsr them. Everybody has
heard prayers to the Daity of a very extraor-
dinary natuore from unedueated men, bat it is
at once evident in sach oases that it is & want
of ednoation and not irreverence that gives
them their peculiar guality. It is nothing
worse than pure ignorsnce, Bat familiarity of
approach to the Divine Being upon the part of
an eduoated man, perfectly acquainted with the
powers of langusge and the meaning of words,
is quite another matter. Again, eloquence of
diotion is far worse than useless in prayer,
Minuteues of detail is needless, even where it is
possible. Fsaith being general and submission
general, we arr if we begin to specify details sg
though we were drawing up a legal document
to which an omission might prove tatal., What
is left to us but tho spirit of supreme reverence,
alike neediul whother we pray or trust or aub.
mit, not to be expressed—much less superseded
—by any fashion of epeech whatever, but per-
fectly oapable of expressing itself without
any ? This given, the apirit, at suy rate, of
prayer cannot be absent. This wanting, forms
or the absence of forms are equally valueless,
and we had better be silent. It may bo that
neither in the still solemnity of a Friends'
meeting nor in the sonorous monotony of the
Romsan Catholic mass do we find intelligible
utterance to the scul; but give us either of
these & thousand times over rather than that
we should be compelled to listen to & man who
alwost presumes to give advice to his Maker,

[The foregeing leader from the Toronto Mail
of th e 26th September is not without eignifi-
cance, and is worthy of reprodumotion in our
columns. That & secular paper--and one, too,
oceupying the leading position in Canada that
the Mait does—shonld devote nearly a colamn
of its valuable space to the disoussion of the
subject, is a8 sign of the times; that its finding
is k0 stromgly 1n favour of the litargy of the
Chureh is noteworthy, in view of the faot that
probably thousands of its anbscribers are wor-
shippers without & form of sound words, Secu-
lar pupers usnally refloot the trend of publio
opinion, snd are oareful not to exceed the

The Rey. Robert Clark, sn inti-
mate fricnd of Dr. French, late B sh-

op ot Luhore, and for many years s
co-worker with him, writes from
Murreo, India, an inlcresting letter
cuncerning him, in which he thus
refers to Bishop French s remarkable
faitbfulness and his relf-saciificing
spirit; '
How the miss’onary spirit burned
within him 18 revéal.d 10 us by his
own Jasy ac.ions—when, wo:n out
by the toils of 1he Kp:scopate in the
Pupjab, which he couid no longer
beur, his heart tnrned at once, sike
the needle to the pole, to that direct
miegicnury work amcngst Maham-
medans to which he bad been called
by Chrst Himself, for which woik
he had lived and in which he died,;
when, more than sixty years old, he
chose bir sphere (4 Missionary lat or,
perhaps 1he most arcuous und the
most dupgerous post that could be
tound on earth; snd thers,in soli-
tary loneliness, without onme single
frierc to stand at his side, he plant-
ed, eud uphddd til: ceath, the basner
“ ot the Crusa where ii had never been
plunted betore, within 1he tropics ot
Aralis, snd in the hotust time ol
the yenr, : mongst fanatical Arabian
Muwguimans. With a little tems,
which ke kad procured from India,
and with two sersauts, one o) whem
1o some extent should cuvok rice and
goup, he was preparing lo penetraie
inland, when veath inuesposed, call
ing him iuto the presence ol his
Master, to tell T u.l he tad done,
1nd sl he had taught, duwing un
apostolic life of more than lorty
yuars.
ln the pretent day, when men and
women a1e beginiing 1o go forth jn
lurge mumbirs as micsionaries in
beathon Juuds, we believe that very
mieh may be lesrned irom the lite
gna {ron the death ot Bishop French.,
To &)1 of us in Indis his example of
lowly sell denial, his uuostentatious
liberulity, ard kis dil, gence in prayer
and in study and 1 work, have pro-
duced very b.essed resuits, When
he hrst Legon e wors in Agra he
studied abuut sizteen hours a day.
He wught 1n his echool, he preached
in the razoars, ke instrucud is quir-
¢1s 101 Bupuem, he prepmed cate-
chisis lor oxdination, Lv was engaged
in wiitvg books, st tho same ume
thut hie wus leuruing Arabie, Fersian,
Lrdu, Ssoscrit, and MHindi witn
nuntbis,' Such excellence few can
fattain  te, because jew can safely
tolluw in hus steps in this respect,
but a ean cuvp) his exumple cf
preyerful lubor.  'Wheu be speut his
polidays in trave!s and in preuching
exoulsions lur and near, Le showed
us how to spend every hour of re-
_laxation in the most profitable way.
Wuen he retused to possess even a
very crdinary couveyance, because
he tLought that & missivnary showd
go on foot, and declined 1o use any
thing but te mosL cummon turniture
for hiy houso, he st us un exampie
of sell abnegatiun, and showeu us
what, in his opinion, should be the
attitude of ihe missionsry before the

worid. Wheu te spent his earliest
mornings with God, with b1s Hebrew
Bible and Greek Testament before
him, be otten invitea sume irierd o
sit by him to ehare with him the
rich thougbts which the Word of
God suggesied to his mind. We
then saw what his spirit was which
led him to sttempt such almust
saperhuman efforts, When we list
ened to bis prayers, which flowed
fortn from his heart, which ofteu
were interspersed with short collects,
or parts of written prayers of the
Church or individuals, we felt as we
knelt with him in his study how
grace worked mightily in him from
~bove, and how his whole life was
interpenetrated with that which was
Divine,

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TEMPERANCE COLUMN.
CONTROL OF INEBRIATES,

" One of the pressing questions of
the day is, what to do with those

who give themtelves over to alco-
holio indalgence, so 88 to become
gluves to intemperancge, & misery to
themselves, more often than not »
terror snd trouble to their fawilies,
ending in domestie infecility, ruin,
and disgrace. The ccrrespondence
on the ‘8 avery of Drivk,’ in The
Daily Telegraph shows a depth of
mwi.ery anu woe which is terrible to
contemplate : husbands cursed with
drunken wives; wives onrsed . with
drunken husbands; sons with
ruined and blasted reputations;
davghiers sunk into & depth of
iciquity which mskes ono sbudder
to read ; men lost to all sense of
mapliness snd women 10 sll seree
of shame, and all the result of the
fearful drink corave, whioh like a
consuming fire rages within, and
drives its miserablo violims to drink,
drink, drink, in the vain hope o
quenching their terrible thirst, but
which slag | only intemsifies the
evil, ard causos the helpless, hap-
less, dripk—sodden men ard women
10 writhe in agony, till stapefaction
eneues, and a drunken stupor rend-
ers them, for 1he time, oblivious of
everything, Such is the record day
by day in the puges of one of the
leading daily pspers, And this
terrible register of sin and suffering
1o ns, who bave been in the thick
of the fight for many years, is no
new revelation.

As if L0 emphasizre what is now
being written and swid comes the
aunual report of the Inspector of
Retreats under the Inebrintes Aot.
It was in 1879 that the first of these
Aots was placed vpon the Statute
book for a term of yosrs, and the
experience gained by its working
led to the measnrs of 1388, by
whioch the provisions of the earlier
Aot were amended, und the law
sffecting the authority to ocuntrol
such persons mado permanent,

The law thus crested is essenti-
ally permissive. In tho first place,
the local suthority may grant to
ANy person, or LWo6 Or more pergous
jointly, & license, for any period
not exceeding thirteen months, to
keep & ‘ retreat,’ and the lcoal an-
thority may from time to time
revoke Or renéw such licence. In
the next place, any habitusl drank-
ard desirons of being admitted into
# retreat provided under the Aocts
msay make applioation in writing
10 the licensee of the establishment
for admission into the retreat. This
application is 1o be sovompanied by
tho stututory declaration of two
persons, to tho effeot that the snpli-
oaut is An habitual drunkard within
the meaning of the Aot, The sig-
pature ot the spplicant is to be
attestcd by two Justices of the
Peace, ‘who are alss 10 Batisly
themselves that the person in
question 18 one of the kind contom
plated by the statute, and they are
w ensble themselves to stale in
writing that tho applicant olearly
understood the compaot into which
he was eutering. With these pro-
visos and salegunards the patient
enters the retreat, and is not enti-

it is well known to every med cal

tled to lesve it until the expiration
of the term mentioned in his appli-
cation, Bat the term is in no oase
to excerd 1he period of 12 months.

Four points are at ovoe notice-
sble in connection "with' tho Act.
The inebriates cannot be detained
in aretreat except n their personal
application ; two justicos must be
eatisfied that this application is
voluntary ; they oannos be detained
longer than twelve months; aud
the retreat is under cfficial inepoe~
tion.

It is a terrible commentary upon
our boasted civilisation that such
retreats should be necessary. Bt

practitioner that dipsomanis is &
formidable trouble in thousands of
families, Thbere aro'seven of these
retreats now open in Xogland, Tha
localities are Hales Owen, in Wor-
cestershire; Riokmansworth, ip
Heortfordshire; Hast Twickesham,
in Middlesex ; Welisall, in Stafford-
shire; Westgato, in Kent ; Fallow-
field, cear Mavchester ; and Chis-
wick; and this ycar a new retreat
s to be opened at Saltash, Some
of the retreats receive private pa-
tients—inebriates who voluntarily
become inmsates withont the ioter-
vention of justices, and who oconse-
quently cannot be detained if they
wish to leave, There appears to bo
a gereral opirion, however, among
those persous who bave the besy
opportunities of stadying the effoct
of scch enfurced ab-tinence from
alcoho), that tweive monthe, in not
& few oases, is too short a time io
«ffoot a radical cure. Individuals
who for five orsix years—or it may
be tor a much longer period--have
daily saturated their systems with
aloohol, can hardly. bs expected to
recover their mormal state, either
physicslly or morsliy, in a single
yesr,
