With the Lords they found more fuvor. Although
the Duke of Richmoud, even when preseating the
Eal of Uerwentwater's petition, declaved that he
wou'd himself vote azminst it, yet others spoke
warmly sod cloguentiy in bebalt of men, who
though mistaken, had still acted from conscientivs
motives,

The Earl of Danby, moved with pity for the T.ord
Nairne's numerous fumily, urged strongly thot the
petitions of the several lords shounld Le received
and rend. Tl Lord Tewushend and several others,
who upon all occasions had given undoubtud proofs
of their attachment to the present government,
supported the contrary opinion : when, to the sur-
prise of macy, the Furl of Nottingham declared in
favor of the petitions being read.  As president of
the council, Le drew with him many poers, aud the
motion was carried by nine ot ten voices,

Then came the question, whether in the case of
an impeachment the king possesscd the power to
reprieve, It wus pow that the Earl of Pembroke
rrdeemed his pledge of exerting himself in Lady
Nithsdale'n favor. His animated und cloquent
address carricd with him the sense of the house;
aud with the assistance of the Duke of Montrose,
the king's power to pmdou was carried in the
aflirmative.

‘I'his was followed by a motion for an addrers to
the king, that, as be had the power to do so, he
would be pleased to grant a reprieve to the lords
who lay under sentence of death, which, although
opposed by the firmest friends of government, was
a:s0 carried,

' Paris, May 7.

Dear Sm,—The fund so far raised by therepre-
gentations of ¢ The Shanghraun" during the last
six weeks, for the relief of the Irish political prison-
ers, amounts to £255 155 Td—being subscribed by
Edinburgh, Glasgow, Newcastle, South Shicldy,
Rochdale, York, Preston, Huddersfield, Blackburn,
Sheffield, and Bristol. .

had taught. That's fourtecn hundred years ago.
The leading spirit of the age then—the man who
people talked about—was Attila, the magnificent
barbarian, the apostle of the creed of blood and
iron,” before the rush of whose wild horsemen the
Roman legions shivered and broke, and were scat-
tered to the winds. He was the Bismarck of hisday.
Fourteen hundred years ago! Thipk what vicis-
gitudes have jaised over Ircland since then !

But every
gleam of light, every hour of bapivess, the Irish
people, with that boundless capacity for enjoyment
with which God has blessed . them, gloriously
enjoyed.

A Pragte or Mice ox Tug Scorrist BonrpEr —
The Scotsman gives an nccount of a plague of mice
which has appeared on several farms of Teviotdale.
The Farmers' Clnb of the district Iately appointed
a commitfee to investignte the matter. On some
farms the mice have vaten 30 per cent. of the grass
which should be ready for the ewes, aud in conse-
quence of the want’of keep the ewes are in a poor
condition, and the lambs are perishing. The mice,
which are in millions, do nut in all respects resemn-
ble the house or the ordinary field mouse ; they are
from three to four inches long, with a short, stumpy
tail, bave bright piercing eyes, and long cars almost
level with the fur; are brown-.coloured on the tack
and ash-coloured on the belly ; and the stomachs of
the few that were captured contained vegetable
matter only. ‘I'he himportation of weascls and birds
of prey is suggested by the Scofsmman as the best re-
medy for the plague—which has been coming on
for the Jast five years—even though the gnme
should to some extent sufter. The farms inspected
by the committee of the Farmers' Club are the pro-
perty of the Duke of Buecleuch.

A sale of rare and curious autograph letters took
place in London recently . Among them was a
letter from Oliver Cromwell, written just atter the
Lattle of Marston Moor. A letter from Quecn
Klizabeth to Henry 1V, of France brought $150,
and one letter of Mary Queen of Scots seld for $200.
There were lotters from all the great leaders in
the Reformation in the collection, including five
from Melancthon, and one cach from Erasmus, Cal-
vin and Luther, Cardinal Richelieu, Mmide de
Medici, and Marie Autoinette were among the his-
torical prrsonuges represented by epistles. A large
part of the collection was made up of the corre-
spondence of authors and poets. Included were
letters from Daniel Defoe, Kdmuud Burke, Robert
Burns, Lord Byron, Veltaire, Uliver Goldsmith,
Charles Lamb, and others.  Several letters of
George Washington written during the interval be-
twecn the close of the Revolution and the adoption
of the Coustitution, were sold for 2£00, aud & letter
of Benjnmin Franklin brought $70.

AvconAa A8 AN AcmicuLTurAL Diyrricr —The soil
is genuully very good, varying from a stitl clay to
a light sand,  There is comparatively little rock or
swawmp. There i3 a ridge of rock abuout six miles
from the village, called the mountains, which runs
almost parallel with the river Ste, Marie, and
which is said to abound with minerals, nnd b yond
which we are informed is » large tract of fivst-class
land. We kuoow, however, that on this there are
thousandg of acres of unimproved [nnds,  We have
seldom sern heavier or better crops of Lay than are
grown on properly caltivated soil.  Poas are lirst-
class, oatg good, althougl the enrly kinds ought to
be more generally grown than they ave) becanse of
the shortness of the senson.  Wheat has not yet
been extensively tried, ns we have only had o grist
milt about two years, but from cxperiments wo
think it would at least prove an avernee crop. At
the fall show Inst year strangers from b-low assured
us that except for ripeness the roots wonld compare
favourably with any shown at the rovincinl Ex-
hibition. The larger kinds of fruits huve not been
sufliciently tried for ur to cxpress an  opinion,
There i6 o doubt about the smaller ones, us the
wild kinds grow Juxuriantly auid feteh o good price.
Markets have hitherto been first-clues, nul there is
every probability of them remnining ro, as mines
are being discovered and openced up in the neigh-
bourhood. Some of the lots are well timbered,
whilst others are only covered with hush or second
growth, and are easily clenred. 'f'he climate is
something similar to Muskoka, whilst the land is
fifty pev cent. better,  Snow on the average is three
feet deep, continuing from the end of November till
the second weck in My, consequently the seasons
are gomewhat short, Tho great drawback at pre-
sent is the scarcity of winter work, since the canal
on the American side has ceased to reguire as much
wood a8 formerly — Ploneer,

When the first ateam saw-mill buiitin the county
of Bruce was to be crected at Southampten, about
24 yearsago, it became o question how the large
boiler could be brought to its destinativn, as thero
wns no rond through the county.

ly plugged, and with lcvers and buurispikes the
huge baller was started rolling at a rapid rate down
the stecp bank into the deep river at the foot, The
boiler being very heavy, and going down with great
Jorce, it at once disapp-ared with a tremendous
splash. The experiment was voted o failure at the
very commencement, amt the costly coucern was
supposed to be lost, but whily the disappointed
navigators looked on with blank faces where their
craft had digappeared, it cnme slowly to the surface,
raising its black shape bigh above the water, show-
ing that after all air was stronger than iron., The
boiler which bad started on its way north witheut
waiting for auy one to take command, was at once
cuptured and a dry cedar log attached to each side,
oars were rigged, and away wentthe strangest craft
that ever naviguted the Saugeen. The boiler was
safely taken to Southampton, passing Paisley on
the way down with a flag flying, and the heads of
the great rivets showing like the scales of some
huge sea monster, It was not unusual in those
days for settlers to come down on rafts from far up
the river, sometimes bringing their whole outfit on
one crib.

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The Dismarckian persecution of the Church in
Germany still continues, the Government has uow
laid down the rule that no prizst can marry a
couple belopging to another parish. In conse-
quence ef this order the inbabitants of parishes de-
prived of their pastors find themselves in a most
painful position. Sucha gituntion cxists for instance
in Hokengandern, where Mr. Schaffeld has been
excommunicated by Bishop Martin. Several priests
in the neighbourhood who married couples in their
own churches from that parish were punished for
‘these acts, and threatened with ¢ deposition,” if
they repeated the offence. Tho police court of
Coblentz has just propnounced a suntence thai
throws a glaring light on the scandalous maunner in
which justice is now administered in Prussia. A
joiner of Boppard, on the unsupported denuaciation
of his apprentice, a bad runaway boy of seventeen,
was condemned to four months’ incarceration for
having offunded his Majesty the Emperor. Two
respectable witnesscs for the defendont deposed, on
onth, that the apprentice had several times used
cxpressions like these: I will do for my master,
if 1 should ninety-nice times tell a lie; now-a-days
the best way of settling masters is to go to the
police, and denounce them as having said some-
thing against the King of Prussia; such a denun-
ciation always finds a willing ear,” Notwithstand.
ing these depositions, the Court declared that
thev admitted the trustworthiness of the informer.
In ibe province of Posen a meeting attended Ly
1,200 Catholies was dissolved by the police, because
one of the speakers remarked that undenomina-
tional achools were detrimental to the children's
faith. The Catholic schcol of . Hanan having teen
dissolvcd, Government erdered the children to at-
tend the Protestant Schools of the town; on the
other hand, it has forbidden a Catholic school in
Frankfort 1o take in Protestaat children if they did
not recive in it Protestant religious instruction.
When this order was comwmunicated to the Protes-
tant parcots, ihey desired their children to assist
at the Catholic religious instiuction, but Gov-
emment would not allow that either. So the
children had to leave. The Catholics of Konigs-
berg who expected Dr. Falck would cancel the
Ober-President's order for the surrender of their
church to the Dollingerites bad their hopes bit-
terly disappointed, the Minister having confirmed
the Governor's decision,

It is with pain we learn that a disgusting insult
was offered in Rome the other duy to the Blessed
Sacrament by a band of students and professors of
the Royal University, who happened to be drawn
up beforc the entrance to their house when the
Holy Eucharist was being solemuly carried in
precession by the parish priest and & numerous
retinuc of attendants, members of confraternitics
and many lords and ladics, who bore torches and
candles. The professor and his scholars stood
staring at the sacred ceremony without the least
sign of revercoce—not a genuflexion or cven a
lifting of ihe het, but ruther a kind of sardonic
contemptuous grin., One gentleman begged them
at least ta raise their hats, but got only insult in
reply. We gather from the Catholic Times that the
the notorious Junia bas suppressed another religious
housc, making over to ‘the syndic of Rome, the
nuneery of Sun Giuseppe a capo le case.

He cal-
culates that a read by way of Timbuctoo, Algiers,
and Marscilies would conncet the desert of Sahara
with Paris in 116 hours, and bring into France
annually at least 1,000,000 tons of valuable freight,

Official telegrams bave been received at Con-
stantinople anuouncing that the iosurrection in
Bulgaria has been completely subjogated. Milizry
operalions in that province have therefore ceased.
The prisoners taken by the Turkish troops will
soon be brought to trisl. All the villages that
were in revolt bhave tendered their submission to
the Turkish suthorities,

The Queen's birthday was celebrated throuvghout
Canada as usual this year. The day was cele-
brated throughout England on the 27th, it being
the custom to have the celebration on the Saturday
following the apniversary of Her Majesty's birth.

Friday the 26th ult, was the happy and memnor-
able day for the children of St. Gabriel's parish. At

After Mass Bishop Fabre administered the Sacra,
ment of Confirmation and made a short and appro
priate address in English and French. ‘The cheer-
ful glance and amiable smile that ever play on the
good Bishop’s countenance seemed to express his
interest In the happy group of children, The ux.
tiring zeal of Bishop Fabre finds in this time of the
year unusual labor. Besides the Confirmations of
the city whose number is legion, His Lordship
starts in a fow days to pay his pastoral visit to over
o hundred parishes in the country. The Bishop
has during the last three years confirmed 34,000
children and the end of ihis year the number will
have amounted to 49,000, His Lordship bas also
ordained 80 pricsts. There are few Bishops in the
Church can show such fizures insuch a brief period.
It is the fervent wish of a large circle of wellowish-
ers that God will spare for a long time their young
and zealous prelate.

ANNIVERSARY OF THOMAS MOCORE,

One of tha epterprising Societies of young Irish.
men in this city—the Catholic Young Mens’ So-
ciety~—in momory of the customs and gleries of the
old land, have cclebrated the anniversary of the
immortal bard of Erin, with a suitable entertain-
ment before an enthusiastic gathering in the
Mechanics’ Hall,

This anniversary strikes a cord in our national
pulse, Around the name of Moore arc arsociated
a garland of memories that glisten like genius in
the history of our orators, our poets and statesmen.
The grentest men of the last century were not only
the contemporarics but the evlogists of our national
poet. 1le was the intimatefriend of Byron, Words-
worth and Scott, whilst in the domain of forensic
or patriotic Juminarics, he was panegyrised by the
brilliant ecloquence of Curran, Sheil, Phillips,
O'Hagan and O'Connell, We tread in the footsteps
of the greatcst men of English Litevature, who
flourished during 1be last century, when we sound
the praiscs of theimmortal Moore.

His fame is interwoven with the misfortunes of
his country. 'Those beautiful airs which floated
like odours of flowers in the traditions of our
country, and which were but echoes of a nation’s
grief, were caught up by the talents of Moore and
woven into those delightful effusions which in the
charming eloquence of song touches the heart with
the pathetic history of Ireland. Thecbarm of his
verse, carried the aspirations of true patriotism
with a new impulse and a new weapon. —
In the midst of gilded drawing roowms and
the throng of illuminated saloons there arosga
song of sorrow and sympathy for Ireland as puro
and as cnchanting as the veice that ravished the
senses of Comus with its simple and heartfelt
melody. This spirit of the Irisk music caught up
in the verses and adaptation of onr poet is Leauti-
fully illustcated in the ancedote told of the patriot
Emmett, who, hearing Moore play the air of * Let
Erin Remember the Days of Old,” sprang to his
feet, and in all the wild enthusiasm of his young
and patriot soul cried ont * Would that I had
twenty thousand men marching to that air” "~ We
have had our pocts, the Parnells, the Roscommons
and the Goldsmiths, who were distinguished in
their dey, but Irishmen as they were, they scorned

to name even the ill-fated land of their birth, - It
remained for Moove to twine the love of his coun.

In the first week in June 1818, just about this
time fiftg-eight- years ago, & grand: llnnquet was
given in the city of Dublin, to express g.__nat.m_n_'g
appreciation of their gifted son. An array of
talent was assembled on that occasion, such as
would make apy Irishman proud of his couatry,
whose brilliant talent has won for her the first place
in the literatore of the world. The grandest eulogy
ever passed on Moore was giren by Sheil, we will
quote his burning words and retire with the silence
and revercoce that becomes one who Jooks on such
brilliact meteors, as we here find in the eulogizer
and eulogized,

“Yon have given me & leaf,” said Sheil ¢ from
that garland with which you have encircled the
brows of the first poct of our country, and I wear
it with the same exultation with which a soldier
bears the small badge of his distinction in follow-
ing at a distance the triumphal car of an illustrious
chief. This is indeed a triumph, Petrarch and
Tasso were crowned in ¢he capite!, but the lover of
Laura and the author of Jerusalem delivered could
not have felt more exulting emotions at their
coronation in the capital, than the author of Lalla
Rookh in the cxpression of grateful appreciation
which we tender him to-day in the name of our
countrymen,

* Ireland has produced the first captain and the
best poet of our age, but if Wellington himself
were to return to Lis native land he would not be
received with half this bouest homage of the heart,
Goldsmith was the only great poet Ireland bad
produced, but Moore has equalled him in simpli-
city, aud far surpassed him in imagination. In
Goldsmith we find the pensiveness of the evening,
which through those glimmering windows we see
clesing oue of the brigbtest and proudest days our
country has ever witnessed, but in Moore with the
pensiveness of the evening we behold its illumiva-
tion. His thouglts are like those beautiful little
birds which Campbell describes as gleaning in the
splendor of a transatlactic sunset, or to use the
poet’s own comparison, are like atoms ot the rain-
Low,

“To him we are indebted rot only for his own
delicious music, but for the immortal poetry to
which he has wedded the melodics of Ireland.
With the magic of Prospero, he has given a more
substantial, but still celestial form to the spirits of
sound, and he has clothed with the fine texture of
bis beautifal plrascology, the Ariels of his own
island which bis imagination bas converted into a
region of enchantment. In the furvor with which
we are kindled by his poetry, we are tempted to
believe in the migration of souls, und to fancy thau
the lord of Zeos after having been wrapt in Elysium
bad returned to earth without Laving drank of
Lethe, unless that sometimes we perceive the softer
genius of Anacreon yieldiog to the loftier inspira-
tions of Alcesis and hear the soundings of that
Irre, which roused the Greeks to the remembrance
of their wrongs &hd made tyrants tremble on their
thrones.” o :

Moore paid a visit to Sir Walter Scott at Abbots-
ford in 1825. Two wmorc congenial spirits could
not well come together, acd the circumstance was
the commencement of a long and sincere friend.
ship. The great novelist gives in his journal
ghortly after this visit' the following description of
the Irish poct :—

“ I was aware that Byron had often spokenin
private socicty, and in his journal 'of Moore and
myself in the same breath and with the same sort of
regard, fo I was anxious to see what there could be
in commen betwixt us, Moore having lived so much
in the gay world, I in the country, and with peo-
ple of business, and sometimes with politicians ;
Moore a scholar, I none ; he 8 musician and artist,
I without the knowledge of a note ; he a democrat,
Ian aristocrat ; with many other points of differ-
ence—besides he being au Irishman and I a Scotch-
man, aod both tolerably national, .

“Yet there is a point of resemblance and a strong
one, Weare both good humored fellows, who ra
ther scek to enjoy what is going forward than to
maintain our dignity as lions: and we have both
scen the world tuo widely and too well not to con-
temo in our souls the imaginary consequence of
literary people, wholwalk with their noses in the air
and remind me always of the fellow whom  John-
son met in an ale-house, and who called himself
“ the great Twalmly, incentor of the flosd-gute iron for
smoothing linen.

“It wounld be a delightful addition to life if T. M
had a cottage within two miles of gne. We wen to
tbe theatre together, and the house being luckily a
vood one, received T M. with rapture. I could
have hugged them, for it paid back the debt of the
kind reception I met with in Ireland.”

ADDRESS OF J. J. CURRAN, ESQ, B C. L.

Ay, President, Ladies and Gentlemen :
In all ages and amongst all civilized people ar

far back as history leads us, even in the most re-
mote past the names of those whose greatness has
cast a halo of glory around the land of their birth,
have been not only honored and revered, but their
memories have been preserved in the grateful re-
membrance of their people. Frequently, itis true,
the best and noblest of the race, who toiled the
most assiduously, with the greatest industry and
devotion, have not lived to reap even the gratifica-
tion which the acknowledgment of their fellowmen
brings with it ; oft times the world has given the
cold shoulder to its most genuine benefactors, and
left it to future generations to raise monuments of
gtone to the genius and devotion of those who were
aoappreciated by the men smougst whom they
moved, for whose interest and whose glory they
labored. Fortunately it was not so with the gifted
child of nature in whose bonor we have assembled
here to-night. Not so with the immortal Rard of
Erin, the gay and genial, the patriotic Tom
Moore, “the admired of every circle, the idol
of his own.” (Cheers.) What remmiscences does
not that name conjure up to the mind's eye of the
Irishman, to the student of Irish history. On
this the anniversay of bis birth, if we look bick
to the 28th of May, 1779, let us not halt at the
picture of desolation that forces itself on our view
in that most desolate epoch of the history of our
forefuthers, let us rather rejoice in contemplating
the glorious dispensations of Divine Prosdence,
which in that, the darkest hour of Ireland’s dark-
cst sorrow, when the people were broken bearted,
poverty striken and in bondage, flashed upon them
the genius of Moore, who unbeund their silent
harp and sent a thrill of joy throughout the land,
and the genius of Daniel O'Conncll, whose elo-
quence thundered until the most closely riveted
chains and the gastliest of the manacles were
striken from the nation’s limbs. (Loud Cheers)
Your society has asked me to say someting suitable
to this occasion, and I am here in response to your
call. At first, the task seemed an easy one, for
where is the man, who, having been rocked to
sleep in his childhoods cradel, with the melodies
of the old land for his lullaby, does not feel his
patriotic fervor revived, and bis pulse bedt faster
on an -occasion like thise¢ It is not thglack of
material ; the very richness of the subjectis that
which oppresses, How shall I approach the
matter?  Shall X speak of him simply as the
poet, who, in th beautifal language of Byrom, will
live for vver in his melodies, which will go down
to posterity with the music, and both will Iast as
long as Ireland, or as music and poetry? Or shall
‘T attempt to speak of all the dazzling beauties of
that gifted mind that combined the most playful
simplicity with the keenest satire, that commanded
almost every siyle and shone with undiminished
splendour i every sphere. The most versatile poet
of his native land, no branch of literature was fo-
reign to him; a finished scholar, he wandered
through the far famed lore of Greciau literature, and
scarcely had be emerged from achool, when the,pub-
lic hailed with delight and the people tasted in al-
most the original freshness, in his beautiful trans-
lations, the odes of Anacreon, which for centuries had
been consigned to the shelves of the book-worm,
and were as a forbidden fruit to all except the most
erudite, His life was like that of the busy bee ; he
sipped the honey ifyou will ; he loved the society of
the favored of fortune ; the pleasures of life had for
him as for most sympathetic people a powerful at-
traction, nnd for this he has beeh rather severely
handled by some of his critics, and prominent
amongst them some of his countrymen. Those in
dealing with their fellow man, seem to fight our
common humeanity, with its inherent weaknesses,
from which not even the best and the noblest are
exempt. Moore had hisfoibles, but what were
they?. His weaknesses and his little vanities fade
into insignificanco in the gorgeous sunlight of his
vich aud genercus nature. (Loud cheers) If he
loved the socizty of the great, did he ever blush at
his own humble erigin, even in the preg:nce of roy-
alty itself? Petted and caressedin a foretgn land
by the dispensers of patronage and power, whose
frown forebode disaster, when striking the chords of
his native harp to give ventto the song of bis coun-
try’s woes and to her noble aspiration for freedom
did he falter in performing the patriotic tagk; check
the outpouring of hia Irish heart, or seek to mod-
erate the glow of his Irish genius lest it: should
give offence ? (Cheers.) Amid all the seductive-
ness of his gay career what better proof of his high-
minded qualities than his tendernsssas a father, bis
ardent affection for the wifo of his bosom, his never-
failing, life-long filial ‘devotedness to the mother
who bure him 7 He loved the spatkle of gay as-
sociation, but not lordly mansion nor seductive
bower could wean his affections from hisown cot-
tage home, and the little house on Anpgier street
was ever the centre of his fondest remembrances
(cheers), His patriotism™ was as pure as it was
boundless and far-seeing; he bewailed and. wept
over the unfortunate dissensions that relizicus bick-
erings eantailed upoh the land, and with prophetic
soul he sang in one of his poems— :

Erin, thy silent tear never shall cease;

Erin, thy languid smile ne’er increase,

Till, like the rainbow’s light, .

Thy various tints unite,

And forea in Heaven's sight

THE POPE AND THE ROMAN NOR
LITY. i

In the days before the usurpation, the 1ay, of
April was accustomed to be kept as a day of grest Te
joicing in Rome.

triumphant re-entry of Pius I1X. into his Kingdon
after his temporary exile at Gaeta in '49, and algp
of the most miraculous escape of his Heliness, whey
inspecting the works of restoration being (J'urried
on at the Church of St. Agnes, outside the wallg
It will be remembered that on that day in anothe;

tion, and regard it as an’ example to themselves tg
follow steadfastly in hie course, “so long as the
Giver of All Good Gifts is not pleased to restore
perfect tranquility to the Church and to its children,
However,” adds the address; “while we keep our
eyes fixed on you, mo t Holy Father, we do not dread
the dark and menacing futnre—beholding you al-
ways etropg and serene in your confidence in God
our fears are set at rest and our hearts gain strength
—we hope in you and for you,” °

After a brief pause his Holiness replied as fol-
lows to the uddresss :—

“ Yeare pass on, and as they pase, events of the
gloomiest character thicken upor us with them—
events full ot sadness, pregnant with malice and
ill-will against the Church of Jesus Chrict. Bat
if with the course of years the course of events be-
comes constantly more afflicting, there comes from
you no symptom of proving false to the principles
which you have inherited from your apcestors—
principles which fill you with affection and devo-
tion to this Holy Bee, and which, whilst being a
source of glory to you, are to me 2 motive to com-
fort and forjoy. A furtber reason for being con-
soled was afforded to me dnring the days of the
Holy Week just passed, during which we have been
meditating on the Passion and Death of gur Divine
Redeemer. Amongst the incidents of that history
there occurred to my miud one which appears to

A haudbook of British and American literature
-containing some biographical and critical si:atches
Trom the most distinguished English authors, bns
been forwarded to us - by Messrs. Sadlier, and de-
mands from its importance and value more than a
pasiog notice. oo~ . .

Those wha are closely versed in English litera-
ture will agcept the swoeping assertioa which we
fearlessly make that English literature is in the
gross, a huge counspiracy against Catholic truth.
Thero is searce a work of science, of history, of art,
which can be asf. 1y put into the hands of a child.
The deecriptions of the heavens, the invesiigations
onthe stratn of the earth, or studics on flowers,
shells, or animalenle, ave: frequently . interpolated
with misplaced .éffusions of bigotry and vitupera-
tion {againat . misstated. Catholic.. doctrines. =~ And
‘even gad atill to .relate whiere religion is not out-
raged, whers prejiidice; Is: not rampant, the virtue

dencies of the 1ight literature of the day. England’s
greatest boast are her two infidel historians, Ma-
cauley and Gibbon, her dramatists are gross beyond
any parallel in a Christian country ; her poets, ber
novelisfs, ber essayists, all are tainted with the
popular prejudices or pandered to tLe low stand-
ard of public morality ; until & very recent period
no dish was fit for the literary table until highly
epiced with anti-popery sauce. Hence the literature
of England is cautiously and timidly introduced
into this country by thuse who have the care of
immortal souls ; and worthy clergymen where time
and talent permit, read and seleet the most uscful
and harmless portions of that literature in cvery
other respect go brilliant and attractive, Before'us
in the handbook of Britishand American Yiterature,
a clergymen lately paseed to his reward, endeavored
to sqppl_v a much needed want of a classbook,com.
priging examples of style and thoogkt, shorn of
prejudice and immoral ipsinnations.

The sketceds of authors though not overburden.
ed with deep bistorical research, are well suited to
whet the appetite of the student for :after study.
The kistory of the progress and development of the
English language is a most interesting chapter.
The f_irst part ot the work relating toEnglish litera-
ture s not only most judicious in selection, but
abbreviated with a great deal of tact so as torend-
er the work practical for the student’s purpose.

The second part or treatise on American litera.
ture i unfortunate'y very meagre. A card from the
Editor tells usthe Rev 0. L. Jenkins who compil-
ed the work, was taken away by death before he
had completed his task. The night in which no
man can work had gathered its sable daikness
around a useful pen ; aod whilst it was but com-
mencing the record of Amerivan literature, it fell
from the palsied hand never to complete a most
valuable contribution to the history of this Con-
tinent. "

The Sulpicians among whom the author wasa
distinguished member, have men able to follow up
the important work.” The History of Catholic
literature in America is teeming with romantic
incidents not touched on in this valuable compen-
dium.,

When the pilgtims were yet in Holland & Peru-
vian wrote in Florida the first of his historical
works ; Ulloa the ficst Spanish Governor of Loui-
siana, is a weil known name in literature; Lescar-
bot on the const of Maine composed bis muses de Ia
Nouvelle France ; . Charlevoix and Lafitau, wrote
their histories on the banks of the Bt. Lawrence;
there too and on the shores of Lake Huron, Lale-
man, Chatelain and Raquennu wrote ascetical works
which France weleomed with joy. Jogues in the
office of the Dutch commandant at Albany wrote
in Latin of clussic purity the narrative of his suf-
ferings which Rome and Austria reprinted at length.
We miss the names of eminent writers whose worke
rare and valuable in the English market and whose
genius cast ¢lory on the early yenrs of the Ameri-
car nation, such were the reedical and philosophic-
al works of Macneven, the Essays of Carey, and of
Ponceau who first drew the attention of the learned
to the philological and ethnological labors of the
early Catholic missionaries in America, China, and
t1e East at large,

Moreover thereare many brilliant literateurs of
our own duy who deserve notice long before inferior
names enncbled by their association with the kings
of past literature. We will notincur jealousies by
naming any, but we feel the vindication of time
will remedy this defect in a work that is destined
to be a class book and a hand book to the youth of
this v16t continent.

We may be hypercritical but the value and im-
portance of this work has made us bold in depre-
cuting the unfinished character of ita closing pages.
The defect will only catch the eye of one who has
already studied the subject deeply but to the be-
ginner in the paths of study toe hand book of
British and American literature will present a gar-
den of exquisite flowers, increasing in beauty and
fragrance &3 he moves through its exquisite
parterres.

His dis-
ciples multiply as the stars of heaven, forming a
sacred line against the DLrutal excesses of Liberal
systems, and saviog socicty from the overthrow
which menaced it through the imbecile arrogance
of Liberalirm,

The cry of " war in sight”is again passing from
mouth to mouth, and as the Government press, in-
stead of calming popular anxietier, observes an
ominous silence on the subject, people ke this as
a sign that this time the wolfis really coming.

Such a political result cannot, of course, be brought
about without a new war ending in the dismember-
ment of Austria, This is exactly why people sus-
pect Prince Bismarck of having advised the blind
Austrian rulers to embark on their present fatal
course of hostility to Russian interests, whereby
they are to a certainty digging poor Austna's grave,
For during a war between Russia and Austria, Ger-
many would find the longed-for opportunity of
offering her help to the Northern power, for which
assistance she would be allowed to annex the Ger-
man-speaking Austrian provinces. To crush the
House of Hapsburg completely and for ever, Italy,
urged on by Prussin would attack Austria from the
South, and receive Istria for her services, In com-
mon with a great many of my countrymen, I fear
that if the rituation in the Enst should in the least
become favourable to the plan attribn‘cd to Bis-
marck, we shall have a new war before the Turkish
question is definitely settled.  Several facts, which
in ordinary circumstances might not have been
suggestive of warlike intentions, now greatly tend
to strengthen popular suspicions. I mcan Bis.
marck's hnste to get all German railways at his
command, I'rince Charles and Moltke’s sojourn in
Italy, and the completion in this year, of the Ger.

Father Scechi, & paper was rend by o countess on
the flora of the Colassenm, and nnother, by the
Prince Boncompagni,on microscopical observations.
Papers have also beenread by Profussor Auzzarelli,
countaining sulutions of some problems on the tetra.
hedron, and by Professor Armellini, on gome hydrau-
lic phenomena observed in the Roman aqueducts,
A most important paper has also been read by Fa-
ther Secchi himself on some spectroscopic observa-
tions of the solar spots. Count Francesco Castracane
read a paper containing fresh arguments to prove
that dintoms are produced by germs : his statements
were founded on numerous observations made by
him on collections {from a fountain near Rocca di
Papa. Father Lais, of the Oratory, read apaper on
existence of sand in rain-water—a fine microscopic
dust which is supposcd to be taken up to the clouds
by the wind, and then returned to the earth again
with the rain. Professor Vincenzo de Rossi gave a
lecture on conic sections, and Father Secchi wound
up with & paper enumerating several scientific
speculntions, which, mere speculations hitherto,
are now transferred to the region of positive facts,
in consequence of recent discoveries mnde by that
new instrument, the spectroscope.—Catholic Times.

The Pall Mall Gazelle has tho following.—% The
strength of the German navy has beer increased by
the launch at Stetting of ancther torpedo-vesssl
called the Ullan. This is the second vessel of the
kind which Germany poasesses, the Zivthen having
already been comnstructed in England; but the
latter vessel is of a different type from the Ublan,
the torpedo being discharged by mechanical force
from the mouth of a canpoun projecting from its
bows. The Uhlan carries immediately under its
bows a torpedo which will explode within the
wvessel at which it is directed, and the force of the
charge of dynamite which will be exploded by the
collision is calculated to be sufficient to blow the
other vessel to pieces, though the torpedo itself is
no bigger than a football, The mont remarkable
point in connection with the ship ia the vnormous
power of its engines as compared with the vessel
jtself, They areof 1,000 horse.power whenet high
pressure, and tske up so much room that there is
little space left for the coal-bunkers and the berths
of the officers and senmen. This unusuul propor-
tion of steam power has been given inoider that
the vessel may be able to travel through the water
very rapidly.”

Prussia AND ITALy—Mission oF VoN MoLTke —
The Monde gives currency ton curfous story vegard-
ing the mission of Von Moltke to Rome. It issct
forth that the German commander went thither to
back up acircular sent to the Italian Government,
prescribing an armed neutrality for Italy in the
event of any ttoubles arisiog in the East and leading
to war. Prussia desires to pursue her designs
against Austria, while Russia swallows some slices
of Turkey ; and if Italy keep on her good behavi-
.our while this goes on, her good friend Bismarck
will help Ler to absorb the Tyrol, Illyria, and Dal-
matia, The Monde goes on to say that the organs
of the new Italian Ministty sre very reticent on
this point; but the organs of the late party of pow-
er, having obtained an inkling of the negotiations,
have not hesitated to .speak out plainly. The
Opinion, for example, has seb itself to exposing the
extreme delicacy of the position of Austria, and to
advising that empire to * take the bull by ihe
horng” by an immediate occupation of the Ottoman
Princfpalities in insurrection. A fact which tosome
extent confirms the rumours afloat is that General
Caldini—the only commander who retains any pres-
tige in the Italian army—has gone to San Rossore,
he had long conferences with the King. The official
journals -agserted that his only mission was to
muke arrangements for assuming supreme command
of the army, in the event of hostilities "breaking
out. Inany case there is hkely to be fire some-

man armamenty, which are snid to be more formid-
able than they ever have been. However—Qui
rivri verra.—~German Correspondence of the Liverpool
Catholic Times.

What intellectual

conceptions have they promulgated—what works

have they produced? This much-vaunted Prussia,

despite the enormous pillage of her recent victory,

reveals nothing but misery out of the Catholic pro-

vinces. Hnas she done anything ia the domain of
letters and of arts except to place disciples of Vol~
taite in the academies ? Where is her glory? Where

are her annals, her monuments, her titles to noblec-

nessamongst the people? France alonc—even the

France of to-day, fallen though she is—bas a his-

tory more grand than those of all the Protestant

and schismatic States put together. To better vatab-
lish bis theornes, M. Laveleye will only recognise
history as far as it suits the convenience of his
argument. He closes his eycs perversely to the
influence which Catholicism exercised exclusively

up to the sixteenth century, during which peried it
converted the hordes of barbarians, estallished the
freedom of Christianity, and studded thié soil with
institutious for the preservation and spread of sci-
ence and morals. This was true progress, arrived
at by a path along which the Church, up to the six-
teenth century, had travelled alone. Protestantirm
then came upon the scene, borie aloft on a spirit
of revolt whick Catholic influence had hitherto
becn able to subidue; it changed the conditions of
the true civilisation, snd set up & human standard
where it had dethroned the Catholic ideal.

Is
it nothing that Christopher Columbus ard Vasco de
Gamn, both Catholics, by thelr grand discoveries,
gave a new field for the propagation of the faith,

—¢In building & new barn, I would study to put
in all the windows I could possibly get ino, of
course not makiug a greenhouse ot it, but ag many
as most folks put into dwelling houscs. Itisso
mucl: better doing 1he work in n light barn than
in a dark one; cattle are more casily taken care of,
and are niore quiet and better contented in a light
place than in a dark one.” ‘

Destroving WeeviL.—An old experienced seed-
man of Europe says :—* Very often in the spring I
bave noticed that the peas, beans, ctc., for sale
in the stores for seed were worm eaten, The worm,
and even the egg, may be easily destroyed by the
bisulphide of carbon, a colorless, volatile liquid,
baving an odor like that of rotteneggs. If the
barrel containing the geed is not quite full, moisten
a piece of cloth witb the liquor, lay it on the seeds,
and cover the barrel with an old horse blanket.—
The flavor of the bisulphide will sink down among
the reed and destroy all animal life. The seed
themselves will not be injured. Two or three
ounces will be enough for half a dozen barrels.—
The liquor is used in Europe to destroy the weevil
in wheat?

Hoas Waxr Svreuvr.—Whether hogs require
sulphur as an essential to health, or whether jt is
sought by them a8 a condiment, may not be dis-
covered, But one thing is true, they devour it
with greed, whenever it is to be found. Itis for
this purpose, probably, that they can eat large
quontities of soft coal, which contains a large
amount of sulphur. Perhaps this is the most
economical method of supplying hogs without sul-
phur during winter, when they require a good deal
of carbon.  But in summer it is bust to feed them
iu substances which contain less carbon, on account
of their producing less beat. Mustard is one of
the best things for this purpose, and some of it
sbould be grown on every pasturc into which hogs
are turned. If hogs are kept in or are put in small
yards, it is well to supply them with the wild mus-
tard toat grows ip the ficlds, or highways, or to
cultivate some of the Dctter varicties for them.
They wiil eat ite leaves, its flowers, sceds and
stalks,—Home Journal,

Baruey As Hoe Feep—As corn is frequently
scarce and dear at the time bogs nced it most, per.
mit me to say a word in_favor of barley. It should
be sown on rich, dry land, as early as possible—
" - Ia0d occupied thé yedr ‘békore in corn or potatoes

is prefernble. Itis & most excellont crop to seed
down with, as it does not shade the ground to such
an extent as most other crops. Two bushels per
acre is the right quantity to sow. As soon as the
barley is fairly up sow two bushels of plaster per
acre.  When tully ripe cut with a mowing machine
or scythe, and let it get perfectly dry ; then rake
doto windrows, draw in, and thresh at once,
Ground and scoured it makesthe cheapest and best
hog feed I ever nsed. It is also excellent boiled
or steamed with pumpking or roots, The straw
makes good fudder and bedding, The great benuty
of the crop is its cheapness and earliness, coming
Jjust at the time when required most. By giving
hogs the run of the orchard and feeding barley as
recommended, I find no difficulty in making early
Spring pigs dress over 300 pounds by Christinas.
Corn-fed pork has a strong flavor, resulting from
the actid oil contained in' the grain—a flavor not
admired by any except Gentiles of the old type.
Hogs intended for family use should be fed on
ground barley, buckwleat or onts, for at least tlrec
weeks beforeslaughtering, to improve the flavor of
their flesh That cornalone m k= solitl pork is atl
bosh.

Wasang orn Working Burren.— Lds. Country
Gentleman,—S8ceing the communication of C. H.
Bronson, Mich., in your paper of March 30th, I
lave decided to give my experience on the subject
of washing butter. I find ittobe a very general
custom for women to do as their mothers did before
them in nearly all matters relating to housek eep-
ing, and in this particular branch of butter-making
the rule is followed very strictly for a number of
years after commencing for themselves, Time and
vxperience works clianges in many things, and after
a while the young housewife finds hLer neighbour
making a superior article of butter to her own, nnd
in an entirely different manner, She therefore
concludes her teaching may have been wroug, and
she may endeavor to follow in the footsteps of her
more successful friend. This is often done without
taking a few lessons, and the conscquence is a fail-
ure of the plan which she has been endeavoring to
imitate, and the result naturally is that the prac-
tice is condemned entirely. 'The object to be
gained by cither werking or washing butter be-
fore salting, is to frec it from the buttermilk, and
either process, if properly done, will be effuctual.
But right here is the great difliculty when the but-
ter is worked instead of washed.” While a great
many dairy-women understand the art of working
buiter, a still larger class do not, and the result is
that all the buttcrmilk will not be worked out,
which will soon cause the butter to become strong.
Washing effectually removes the buttermilk, and
can be done in one-fourth the time required to

work it out which is an importent item to any
farmer's wife, with ber manifold duties. Icannow
count a dozen who are washing their butter to one
who did so ten vears ago, and we are not to suppose
that they are doing an injury to their product. In
regard to the churn used the same opinions prevail.
We are using a Sanborn churn, which is I think,
dike C. H.s}, & Vermont production, and, like hi,
the butter is washed and salted in the churn, and
forty minutes jg sufficient to do a churning of fifteen
pouads and have it in pound prints ready for mar-
ket, While I do not claim any superiority for
washed over worked butter (if properly worked), I
do claim that it is in no wise inferior, and that the
time saved is sufficient, if the performance is under-
stood, to cause n very general adoption of the
method, In regard to puttiog. hot water in the
pails L efore milking, I have no facts to ‘offer, nev(r
haviog tried it, but canoot see the use of it; yetI
do not think in would in any way injure the quality
