for the oocaslon. The Interjor ot the veasel
was also appropriately ornamented, numerous
flags belng suspended from the celling and
plllars and plous inecriptions being hung on
the walls. In the centre of the grand saloon
a splendid statue of 8t. Ann was placed on
an elevated altar all surrounded with flowers
and briliiant ights. Twenty-fiva priests and
representatives of the different religious com-
munities of the Dlocese accompanied the
pligrims and aided mateslally In the success
of the pious excursion, It had been ex-
pected that the venerable Archbishop Bourget
would take part In the pligrimage, but the
fasble health of the veteran prelate prevented
him from being present.

When the boat left its moorlngs the 800
pligrims all assembled on the deck, in-
toned the beautlful hymn, Ave Maris Stella,
thus putting themselves under the fmme-
diate protection of the Mother of God.

The regular programms of religious exer-
olces und devotions was then commenced,
and Bev. Cure Lizbells having oalled the at-
tontion of all present to the numerous graces
and blessinga In store for those proceeding to
the boly shrine with well disposed hearis.
Bsv. Father Magnon, of L‘'Assomption, and
Rev. Father Plcotte, of the Parlsh of the Sa-
cred Heart, each Jdelivered an eloquent ser-
mop, Impresslng upon the minds of their
hearers the fact that the aure means of belng
heard by the good St. Anx in their prayers
and damands was tc approach her with a
purs heart, and that to obtaln this purity of
ronsolence one,and all should mow purliy
themselves by a good confesslon,

The light of the Holy Ghost having besn
called upon the plligrims by the plous hymn
Veni Creator, several cabina were converted
Into as many confessionals, and every cne
devoutly proceeded to avall himself of the
benefits conferred upon all well disposed
Ohristians by the Bacrament of Penance, 1t
-really was a very impressive slght to see In
every part of the boat plous groups of men,
women and chlidren engsaged in the reclia-
tion of the BRozary and Litanles, or in pro.
found meditation,

At 10 o'cleck, evenlng prayer was eald end
.all retired for a night’s rest.

The pligriws arrived in Qusbec at 5 o'clock
on Tuesday morning, and immedlately took
the two small boats which wereto convey them
toBt., Ann's, This part of the voyege was
. entirely devoted to the singing of hymuns and
.Jlous chants, At last the venerated temple
was- roached, when not less tkan fifteen
maeses were celobrated by the prlests accom-
pauying the pllgrimage. What a touohlng
8ight 1t was to gee these hundreds of plous
Christlans approaching the altar to ra.
celve Holy Communion, those among
them who had como to seek relief from the'r
bodily fofirmities belng helpsd by their
frlende and relatives. There were cripples
of sli kindr, deaf and mutesand many effllcfed
with the loss of sight.

After Magg, one hour was given to the pil-
grime to take their breakfast and visit the
village. All avalled themeseives of this op-
portunity to vialt the small chapel bullt with
part of the stonca of the enclent church of 8t.
Anne de Beaupre, and also to go and drink at
the fountaln in front of the church, many
washing thelr sick and crippled Hmbs in the
miraculous waters, at the same time recltinog
prayera., - o

At 10 o'clock the bell again called every
one {o the church where a sermon was preack-
ed, the conascration to Bt. Apy wad pronounc-
ed, and eolemn Benedlotion of the Blessed
Bacrament wag glven.

The sermon was préached by Bev. Father
Flevez, Buperlor of the Redemptorist Fathers,
who, in the most tonobing terme, related the
many spiritual and temporal favors obtained
from Hesven through theintercession of Ste,
Anune de Berupre, bringing tears to the eyes
of his hearors.

Those favored persons and all the pilgrima
employed the time of the returm trip in prals-
lng the Lord and good 8t. Ann for the bene-
fits recelved, and all arrived in Montreal this
morning, satiefied and jubilant over the suo-
oess of one of the finest pligrimnages of the
geason,

The pligrimage will yleld about $3800
profit, which Father Labelle will devote to
his well-deserving colonization schemes.

VOLCANIC ERUPTIONS.

Terxible loss oflife and great destruction
of property—Harrowing Details,

Baravia, Aug. 29.—The volcanic eruptions
In Java began on the islaud of Krakatom, in
the Btralt of Sunda, 100 miles from the coast
of Java. On Saturday night and Bunday the
digtarbances had extended beneath tho
waters of the Btrait, cansing great waves and
a rige of 20 degrees in the tempeialure of the
ges. The disturbance was folt for 500
miles away, and by noon Maha Meru, the
Inrgest volcano in Jave, was in violent erup.
tion, and shortly after the Gunung crater,
which {8 the largest in the world, and fiftesn
of tho others, Forty.five craters 1n Java
were elther in active eruptlon or seriously
threatened. At dusk the Gucuag seat out
streams of white, orld, sulphurous mud, with
an explosion, discharging cinders and stones,
whickh carrled death ail about the valley. The
clouds were charged with electricity,
and filteen water-spouts were getn
slmultaneously. The inhabltants fled terror
striokep, and one hundred were buried under
tho housss crusbed by maeses of rocks and
mud. The Gunung Tengger, which not kad
eruption slnce 1800, shot out graat red hot
boulders which orushed throngh the huts of
Chinese fishermen; flssures and yawning
chasms appesred. Fertlle valleys were
covered with flourlshing planiations were
now but mud, stone and lava covered fieids
of destruction. There Is probably not o single
orop In Java saved, At the entrance to Baia.
vin there was a Isrge group of houses oc-
cupfed by Cbinamen. This portlon is cp-
tirely swept away and of 25,000 Ohinese
about 5,000 are saved. Of 3500 Europeans
800 perished. At Avjler the £uropean and
American quarters wero first overwhelmed by-
rocks and mud and lava, and then the wea-
tsrs came up and swallowed the rulne, leav-
ing nothing and causing a loss of 200 lives.
Batam, once & prosperous native clty, aban-
doned by the Enropeans many yeara ago, was
entirely covered by water and
from 1200 to 1400 were drowned.
The 1sland of Sersny was completely inan-
dated, and not a goul remains at Cherebon,
and the loss of life and prepsrty 18 consider-
able. Buoltenzarg euflered very seriously as
did Samarang, Jogjakerta, Seurakerta and
Sourobays, while meagre reporic from lesser
towns Indicate their loss great im proportion.
The last advices state that the ernptions are
continuing, bat their violence abated some-
what. It Is feared the dlsaster will be the
most frightf{ul ever known.

BaTavia, Java, Aug. 29,--The towns of
Angler, Tjlilngine] and Telokobelong were
destroyed by voloanle eruptions. All the
lighthouses in the Btralts bave disappeared,
and where the mountains of Kramatan former-
1y etood the sea mow flows. The aspect of
Bunday Straits Is much changed and naviga-
tlon 1s dangerous, .

Baravia, Aug. 39.—Slnoe noon yesterds;
everything 1s qulst; the sky Is clear and
communication with Serang has been restor-
ed. The tomperature foll 10 degrees on
Mowday, and {8 now normal. The whole
town i8 covered with a thin layer of ashes,
which was €0 hot when falling that it kiiled
all the birds, Telegraph linemen report that
while repalring the line near Anjer, early on
Monday, they saw a high column of gea ap-
proaching with a rosring nolse. ~ They flsd,
without learring the fate of the inhabitants,

The quarries at Meran have dlsappeaved, and
all the peonla of the nlaca narished. The
floating dock at the island of Onrust, near
Batavia s adrift and badly damaged.

His Address to the Irish Nation-
alista of the United States,

A Contribu'don to the McDermott Qoniro-
versy~He Digclaims Any Kesponsibllity
in the Premises, and Deflnes His Position
as that of a Simple Worker in the Ranks

. =—=0’Geary’s Afildavit Beverely Oharacter-
ized,

The following 18 a copy of an address {esued
ot a late hour yesterday afternoon by Mr. John
Dsvoy to the Irish Natlonalists of the United
Btater, and of whioh a very brlef abstract was
published in last night's Eggle :

. New Yorg, August 29, 1883, }
To the Irish Nationalists of the United Stafes:

FELLow OouxreyMEN—An effort Is belng
made, through the meansof publications in
newspapers having a wide circulation among
the Irlsh people, to fasten mpon me some re.
sponelbllity for the treachery and escape
from punishment of James MoDermott and
his confederates. Many statexnents having
tbis objeot in view have been published in the
Brookiyn Eagle and oopled approvingly in ths
Irésh World, but as most of them carried thelr
own refutation on their face, 1 have, up to the

present, deemed them unworthy of notice,
Within the past few deyr, however, an affide-
vit, or a statement purporting to be such, has
beon published by both of these papers, and
distlnct charges made which I cannot ignore
elther 1n justice to myself or to the naticnal
oause, ‘The gnllt which bolongs to others
ie sought {o be placed on me, and I am held
up to the odium of my countrymen for acts
with which I bave had no connection what-
ever. There 1o no good ressen why 1 should
snbmit to this; no good can come to the na-
tional canse by allowing deliberate deception
to be practlzed upon the public. I bavea
tlght to defend myself and to demand a hoar-
Ing from those who have already listened to
mer who scek to save themeelves by direct-
Ing toward me the condemnation which
their own 2cts deserve.

The so-onlled affidavit 1s signed by one
Patrlok O'Geary, who states that some time
sbout last October he met me by appolntment
iIn the Bowery, that he knew me to be ‘a
prominent cfficer in the Clan na Gael,” that
he gave me Information to tbe effect thata
certaln Britlsh spy named O'Srien, an alleged
foster brother of James MoDermott, had made
definite propositlons to him (O'Geary) to
watck the movements of Colonel Michasl
Kerwin, who 1o cailed in the effidavit «a
member of the committee of the Clan na
Gael,” and tn act ln general as & spy
upon the liish Nationalists; that I
undertook to supply O'Geary with two wento
kill the man called O'Brien, and that In vic-
1ation of my alieged promise 1 neglacted the
matter and asllowed the man to escape.
Through the whole body of the sc-called afli-
davit, in 81l the other rtatements on the same
sabjeot, and stlil more in the headings and
-running comments supplied by the twonews-
papers before mentioned, there I8 constant
implication that 1 was conneoted with the
organizatlon of which McDermott was a mem-
ber, wad cogrizant of and a participator in
the enterprises In which that organization
was engaged, and that I held some position
of responelbllity, the duties of whioh 1 ne-
glesoted to a criminal degrse,

MR, DEVGY'S POSITION,

The real facts of the case are &8 follows: I
am not an officer of the Olan na Gael nor of
any other organization and have no duties or
responslbillities except those that devolve
upon me a3 a simple worker in tha ranks of
the national movement and as a public jour.
nallst, X have never been assoclated with
James McDermott in any organizatior, publlo
or private, or in any enterprise of any kind
with which he had any connection, bave
never held any correspondence with him,
and have repeatedly during the last few years,
in the most public manner, expressed
my opinion of his unworthiness, When John
O’'Maboney's body was about to be sent to
lreland and O'Donovan Rogsa conveyed to
the Obscquies Commitiee an cffer from Mc-
Dermolt to accompany the remains to Ireland,
1 propesed the rejectlor of the cffer on the
ground that the man's Infamous charaoter
would bring disgrace on the whole sifalr,
When he then announced his Intention of ac-
corpanying the delegation as & correspon-
dent of a Brookiyn psper I propased a resc-
latlon, which was carried, Instructing the da-
legation oot to assoolate with him and to
warn the people of Ireland against him. A
number of men, who have elnco been acting
with McDermott in the Unlted Irlshmen and
who are asppsrently taking part In the effort
to make me responsible for his treachery or
his eaoape, were present at the meetipg and
voted with me,

When the United Irishmen's convention
was held in Philadelphis, 1 publicly and p1l-
vately protested against O’Donovan Rossa
giving to that body information which he
poséessed regarding Ireland on aocoumi of
James MoDermott and at Ieast one other bad
moan being present. When Iater on & coms
mittea appointed by the « convention” walted
on me to demand an account of the Skir~
mishers’ Fund I gave the samoe reason among
others for deollning to bhave anything
to do with them. 1 repeated the
objection irequently In Interviews put-
Hehed in the dally papers during the next
few daye, abd In Patrick Ford’s house charged
O'Donovan Rogea to bis face with perfidy to
the National cansa for placing this man Mc-
Dermott and two other men whom 1 named,
and whote utterly bad conduot 1 exposed, in
o position to betray men living In Ireland.

His persistent publication of statements
endeavoring to kstablish such connection and
fix responalbility on me for any of the con-
sequences 18 done with a foll knowledge of
the groundlessness of the charge and with the
deliberate purpoce of Injuring me and decelv-
ing the publio.
THR O'GEARY AFFIDAVIT,

With regard to (’Geary's affidavit, I have
1o proof that it is s sworn statement, but, if
it 12, 1t 18 a gross and outrageous perjury. It
is false nlmost from beginning to end, and
the few grains of truth in it ara twlsted out
of their natural bearing and given a false
moaning, I never met this man by appoint-
ment, but I did meet him accidentally in the
sirect as I oame out of }a meeting, not as ho
states, In orabount Qotober, but early in the pre-
sont year, moat probably in February, as the
.meetisg was in conneotion with the Emmet
celebration on March 4. He was introduced
to me by Oaptain John Kirwan of Dablin,
and told me he wanted to consult ms about
a man then a conductor on the Second avenue
carf, whom he suspected as belng a British
8py. He did not even mention the name of
Colonel Michael Eerwin, but expreseed his
ballef that it was John Kirwan the man was

The description he gave did not at all cor-
respond with that now given of O'Brlen, Mc-
Dermott’s alleged foster brother., McDer-
mott’s name wus not mentioned at all. I
told O'Geary dictinctly that I was In no cffice
or position to do anything in the matter, and
I made no promits of supplylng mer to
kill him, to watch him, or to do anything
elge. I told Oesptaln Kirwan that I did not
waut to talk to this man at all, that he was
drank aad L weuld ot trast myself in any-
thing with him. By appolntment I met
Oaptain Kirwan in my room later that even-
{og without O'Geary, end I hava never sern
the fellow elnce. I bave never recelved any
letter from him -or did he show me any, nor
glve tha slightest intimation that an attempt
" had been meade to bribe him. Idoubt if he
wus In & oondition to remember what took
place at all.

Krom Captain Kirwan I got substantially
the same story, with a strong expression of
bellef that he bimeelf was the man- after
whbom the alleged detectlve was looking. I
promised to get some friends reslding near
Sacond avenne dspot to Invastigate the man's
character, and I promised pothing more. I
kopt my word, Within a few days the man
had disappearod and I heard nothing more of
him till I read this charge in the papers.

WALNINGS TO O'DONOVAN ROSSA.

Thess are the facts on which this ridicul-
ous but maliclons charge ia based. 1 never
undertcok to iook atter O'Donovan Roesa’s
lnformere, although 1 bave repeatediy warned
him and his friends agalnst tham, and think
If they would davote a litie of the time
they now spenc In maligning men who gdiffer
with them, and in supplying the English de-
tectives with claes that laad directly to the
convlotion of men charged with vlolating law
on the-other side of the Atlantic to looking
after the numeroua shaky characters whom
Rossa has bronght ia among then, they wonld
be much better employed. There are prob-
ably informers in many organizatlons, but the
only organization which encoarages and pro-
tects Informers i that of which O’Donovan
BRoasa {8 the figutehead, Almost every day
exposures of a most infamous character arve
made by membera of his party in the dafly
press and copled approvingly by the [rish
World, and the doings of other organjzations
are placed at the dlsposal of euck men as
McDermott by perjured roffians who carry
them to Rosea and the men around him, The
system of blackguardism resorted to by Rossa
and snstained apd encouraged by Patrick
Ford ia calculated to drive decent, self-re-
gpocting men out of the natlonal movement
and to make the very name of Irish revolu.
tionist a byword and a term of contempt. No
serlous mwovemant oan tolerate this system
and live; no o-ganization that will stand 1t
deserves to live. I content myself with lay-
ing the facts defore you, trusting to your
judgment and patriotism to provide a remedy
for ax evll that dlegraves the national csuse.

A equall strnck the whole
flest and the men In the doring
struggled to row to thelr vessels; the sea roes
80 fast that the effort In many casei was inef-.
feotnal. Meanwhile great excltement pre-
valled on board the fishing flaet, and the
echooners 88 goon &8 the orew in dorles re--
turned set a small sail and sought shelter.
All of the Wachusett’s men rsached her and
she got off In tims, As ehe scudded along
in the Iucreasing tempeat heart-remding
ceenes were witnessed. Every now and
then they rushed past a dory with the oc-
cupants given up to despair, knowing well
of no posesibility of resone. 1'he most daring
mariner wonld never venturs even to leava
his ship. The Waochusett passed more dorleg
bottom up and the crews doubtless perished.
Oae of the sallors sald that derelict dorie=
were a8 plentiful as sea gulis, and s8pars, oars,
deck gear In plentiful profusion. Thirty
miles 1n the Waohusett's course were .strawn
with wreckage. Tho mosat moderate acoounta

REMEDY FOR HEN LICE.

Oae of he most pestilential visitatione in
the hen house is lce ; abundant at any tlme
from May until frost comes. They do not
confine thsir presencs to thelr own quarters,
If in the vicinity, they invade the pig sty, the
cacriage house, the horse und co w stable. The
horse and his rider are both likely to bacov-
erod with this miuute psst. They do not
trouble the farmer's hen roost always, for
the hens ag & rule have the freedom of the
premises, roost In the apple trees by
night, and wallow In unllmited dust by
day, which effectually msps - off the
vermin. Bai many must confine thelr hens
in narrow quarters durlng the growing sea-
son, it they keep them at all, and these
creatures oome upon them by stealth. Do
you suggest fumigation by tobacco, or by
sulpkur ? What if your bennery I8 com.
plete 1a it ventilatlon, and without a door ?
1t will not holdsmoke. Do yon advise white.
wash and thorough oleansing? That is a
blg job. Koerosene 18 now In mlmost every
man’s house, and this cheap agent will make
you master of the eftuation. Saturate every
box, perch and beam in the establisghment,and
the job ladone, Use the lamp-filler carefallf,
and much trouble will be avoided.

RAISING THOBOUGH-BRED PI@3s.
BY JOSKPH HARAIS, AUTHOR OF “WALKJ AND
TALKS ON THE FARM,” BTO,
It may bs thought that there {8 no differ-
oence inthe management of thouroughbred
and ordinary pigs ; and to a certaln extent
this 19 troe. Bat we all know that a8 or-
dinarlly mauaged, n very large number ot
young plgs are lost every yeaz. How often
do we hear farmers say, it My sow had a litte,
of ten pige, but the biute killed batf of them.
Ia many cages the loea 18 even greater than
this. Bometimss sows will eat their own
plge, bat the areatest loss occurs from the
sow,unintentionally, lylng down on the llttle
pige and orushing them to death. With or-
dipary plgs the loas 18 sufficlently aggravating
but with thoroughbred pigs of great value,
theo loss 18 pecullarly vexatlous and dis-
couraging.

‘There {8 no way of preventing a sow from
lying on her plga. ‘I'hers is nothing for it
but watchinlness and care, All meochanical
contrivances ave useless. It Is generally re-
commended to place a rall horizontally all
around the inslde of the pen, about a foot dis-
tant from the sldes and soms elght or ten
inches from the floor of the pen. The object of
this 1a to prevent the sow from crushing her
little plgs agalnet the sides of the pem. It
wa8 thought that the littls ones could run
under the rail and escape. Nearly all my
pens are £0 constructed, bat I can see no ad-
vantags in the plan. Wae all want to provide
a farrowlng gow with straw or leaves enough
to keep her comfortable. Bometimes we uge
straw that has besn run through a colting
box, and sometimes we make use of 1t the
full length. I do not know that it makes
much difference which is uzed, thongh I for-
merly thought the chaffed etraw was bstter,
One thing I know—no matter whether you
uze long straw. or ghort straw, s Bow about to
havo piga will push the straw nader the rall,
uptil it 1s asfirm and compact as the sides of
the pen would be 1f no rall waa there. A lit-
tle pig, 1f caught against this compact mass of
straw, would be as certalniy killed as if the
sow lay against the sldes of the pen. You
canuot cure aeow of this habit. Bbe knows
what she i3 about. 8She wants her little pigs
to get to the teats ; and tho only way shoe hasg
of accomplishing thls objeot 15 to prevent
them from gotting on the wrong side of her,
by placing her back firmly against the sides
of the pen, It necessary, she will use every
bit of straw there 1s In the pen for filling up
the space under the rai! where she makes her
nest. If you glve her straw enough, the rall
is an advantage, for the compsct straw ueder
the rail makes a warmer nest, but it 15 other~
wilge useless.

The great pol n the management of far-
rowing sows 18 tomake them as qulet and
gentle 88 possible. If you are ralsing
thorough bred pige, make pots of them. The
gow, when about to have plgs, skould hs
piaced in a separate pen for several days In
advance, 8o that ehe shall become gulet and
accuastomed to the pen. Her food should
consist princlpally of warm water with & lit-
tla groase in 1t, with eay o quart of bran to a
tec-quart pail of wator. There 18 nothing
better for her, nfter she has had her pigg,
than ihls same warmn water aund groase, gra-
daslly made richer by the use of more bran
and of meal. A few hours before farrowling
the milk always comes Into the teats. It la
a good plan, especlally in the case of
ihorough-bred sows, to accustom them to the
presence of some one in thepem. There is
nothing & sow 8o well likes as to have her
teats rubbed or milked. By a Httle gentle-
neas, and by rubbing and milking her teats,
it 1s an easy matter to makethesow Ile down.
Ip the summer.time, I frequently let my
gows farrow In the field, and almost invari.
ably withont loss. The,gows make thelr own
nests In a fence corner, and manage the whole
matter qulte as well as If the best of us were
present to direct the operation. Do not con-
clude from this, however, that the less you
lack after your hreeding sows the better. The
weather 1s warm, the sow 12 living on sucou-
lent grass, and everything 18 favorable. More
pige ore lost from oold than from all other
osuged combined. It 15 useless to try fo make
the pens warm by artificlal means, for in this
case you are almost certaln to get bad venti.
lation and to do more harm than good.

BEE NOTES FORB SEPTEMBER,

In many parts of ¢he United States, the
ausumn honey barvest 18 little inferlor to that
of June and July., The honey of the aster
and golder rod is golden rather than light.
colored, but in flavor it 18 not surpassad by
that from any other source. By a little care,
we have found no difficulty In gecuring honey
from autumn flowers that was pronounced by
judges as of the best quallty, Qare, then,
shouid be {aken to give the bees opportunlty
t0 secure this autumn harvest In # gections.”
Bufficlent extraciing should be done to keep
the gueen laylng to the full extent of her
oapacity. [f there 1s s good market for the
extracted honey at half the price scoared for
comb honey, we may well extraoct as rapidly
a8 the bees gather,commencing the work just
ag the bees begin to cap the honey.

PREPABATION VOR WINTER.

The apiariss snould prepsre his bees for
winter ag soou a8 the frost makes all farther
gathering of boney impossible. Examiuation
‘will show whether thers 18 suficlent honey
stored to winter the bees. If the frames, just
&8 they are taken frqm the hives, contalning
boog, honey and comb, weigh thirty pounda in
the aggregate, then there is entogh honey.
If‘'not, good tnick honey, or thick syrap,
-made- by dissolving granulated sugar, should
‘be fed at onos, 80 that all cells may be capped
over before the cold days of Ootober cheok

Thus prepared, tha
beea to be winterad In chaff hives on thele
snmmer gtande, will need no farther care until
the succeeding April, If the bees are plac:d
in the cellar, they need not be touched agaia
untl] juat befors winter comes, when they ar.
to be taken in,

THA KER YESY.
As Is weoll known, bees beoome 1irritable {F
handled after gatherlng ceases 1n the autumn.
To take out extra comby, extract the uncapped
honey, and prepare for winter, as direoted
above, Is often the most dreaded work of tha
geason, The bees seam cross at the fallure ta
obtain Iabor, and cannot endurc disturpance.
By using a bee tent, made of wire gaura or
mosquito netting, and large enough to nst
over the hive and operator, all this dsnger
and trouble is avolded, The bees are ap.
parently frightened into good bshavior, and
are as amieble a8 though in the midat of tha
honey harvest. The bee tent also pravenis
robbing, which I8 qulte likely to bs lnducod
if we work with the bees when they are irriite
ble from enforced idlenesa.

The early part of thia geason, In most 860=-
tions of the country, has bevn cold, and, more-
lately, exceadingly wet., From previous ex-
perlence, we should not expsct much homey,
but, to our surprise, we ave securing a good
barvest. The white clover and basswood
bloom have been very abundant, and the
warm, moist interlms between the abundent
showers has seemed to f{urnish the bees m
fine opportanity, which “hey have improved.

There Iz a probability thatI
shall be able to continue sending £1,000 by
every forinightly mell In the future., At
pregent 1 am ongaged in vialting centres of
population in Victorls, and with every pros~
pect of stlll greater financlal success,
Everywhere flonzlshing branches of the
Natlonal Lengus have been established.
The month of August I shall devote to
visiting Taemania (Var Dleman’s Land) aud
Now Zsaland, where extenslve preparations
have been made; and In September, or in the
beginning of October, a conveatlon, comprie«
iog delegates from all the colonies—on tha
lines of the recent American Convention—
wlll be held to consolidate the movement. In
a word, the result of my work will bo (1) the
establishment of an endoriug and wide~
apread organization, from whiok continual
support may be expected in the future;
and (2nd) contributions of £10,000 or
£12,000 from my meetings. If tals
be ta failure’ then I neod hardly wish the
National Leagus many simlilar ¢dlsasters.
Great asis my onxlety to return home to
Parllamentary work, I feel it my duty to re-
main in Anstralia antil 1 have completed the
tack which I have undertaken. The wisdom
of thie course will, I am anre, bs seen and
acknowledged by my constituents and frienda

AN IMPORTIANT DECISION AGAINSZ
THE TELEGRAPH GOMPANIES,

An important decislon has just been ren-
dered by the New York Courts against the
Western Unlon Telegraph Company. The
pult, which grew out of the recent strike, was
brought by Mr, Marvin against the company
to recover the penalty of $100 which the
statate lmposes on a telegraph company for
every refassl to recelve despatches. Mr. Mar-
vin took two deapatches to the principal office
of the company during the strike and tendered
$20 In payment, The receiving clerk refused
to nandle them unless Mr. Marvin allowed
bim to stamp them with the words ¢ subject
to delay " and subscribe his oonsent to the
condition, This Mr. Marvin refused to do,
and the clesk declinlng to acocept them otber-
wise, the meseages were not sent and sult was
brought. In evidence, these facts were prac-
tically admitted by the company, snd the
plaintif further produced a number of no-
tices, such a8 wers posted In the various
offices of the company, to the effsct that des-

patohes were gubjsct to delay and to “mail-

The grievous errors and Inaccuraciss o the
late census about the resources of the Dom.
inlon sre beglnuing to tell heavily against
the country.

Interests has been  taken hold
of by our American cousins and made use of
much to our detrlment. O! course the De«
partment of Agriculture issned explanations
to the Canadian people how to peruse the
census and how to gather correct and
aocurate knowledge therefrom. But thess
explanations are of no avall with for-
elgners ; they take the cemsus for
what It Is worth and do not trouble
themselves abont any unattached explanatory
appendix., Here is how the St. Paul Gilole
actually laughs at the productive powers of
the country, and it bases its appreciation of
the country upon what it takes good cars to
call ¢ the officlal ntterance,” or,in other words
the census, If says: ¥ Poor Compton, whlch’
succeeds In harvesting three-guarters of
6 bushel of wheat to the acre, ac-
cording to officlal utterance, manages
to produce nilne bushels of potatoss,
and thers are some thirty retarns show-
Ing an average of less than fifty boshels to
the acte ; there are somedozens of districts
where, according to the cfficlal returns, the
aversge cut of hay s below kalf a ton to the
acre. One would think if he saw the care-
fal mower passlng over such meadows that the
grass was of a pecullar kind possessing pecu-
llar and valuable propertles, and that it Is
harvested to be sold out like drugs, by the
ounce. No! the Uanadlan farmer would not
materially better his condition 1f he werae to
torn his farm into & eteck ranch, A
thousand acre farm would not support a
respoctable herd of goats, accordng to the
tofficial’ estimate of Its productiveness.”
Would it not have been beftsr for the Gov-
ernmené to have adopied cur suggestion,
offered at the time of the publication of the
third volume of the censur, to pata stop to
its clrculation, than to let it go abroad and
excito the ridicule and contempt of foreigners
for the capabllitiea and productions of the
Dominion? There I8 no doubt but this cen-
sus, with all the explanations by the Depart.
ment of Agriculture, will do the country more
harm than good.

FOREIGNERS ENRICHED AT CANA-
DIAN EXPENSE.,

Canada is not deriving all the benefit If
ghould from the building of the Oanadlan
Pacific Rallway. BSome people take great
delight in calling the road a national enter-
prise ; but judging from the facts and figures
which are gathered from American Custom
House records concerning its conatruction,
there is nothing much natlonal about it. The
road iz puilt almost exolusively cf torsign
material, bought by the price of Canadian
land. The steel ralls are all imported from
England or Germany, and the records
of the Npw York Custom House show
the inferesting fact that a very lawge
proportion of the rafls and similar sapplies
used In laylng the tracks of the Oanadian
Paolfic Rallway are brought to Oanada by
way of that city. The ralls are brought over,
presumably in forelgn vessels; they are
landed in bond at New York and are thence
transported by Amerloan contraotors, In
Awerican cars, over about two thonsand miles
ol United States territory until they reach the

Oanadlan border Mae, whick iz within & few

miles of thelr final deetinatlon. This 18 avold-
ing Oanadinn territory and shunning Canae
dian transportation companies with a ven-
geance,

ghow. that, shortly after. the laying of ralle
.on the Canadian Pacific was begun, from
Winnipeg east and west, -8 -little over two
years ago, an Amerlcan fitm began shipping
1n bond large quantities of atoel rails from
Germany and-England to Winnlpeg.

A N.Y. Herald reporter, who inquired for
farther information of the firm in question
found these contractors rather reluctant to
enter Into detalls, The Pacifioc Byndicate had
favored them with thelr patronage to the ex-
oluzion of the Uanadian carrylng trade, and
thelr Interests were, not to say too much about
the manner in which foreign transportation
companles were preferred to thoso nearer
home, and who perhaps had a better right to
do the work. The reporter, however, managed
to get & gentleman of the American firm to
answer a few questions. Whon asl_:_ed if
Oanadien ocontractors had no faclllties
for transporting supplies through Can-
ads, he replied: «(Certainly, by way
of the Grand Trunk REallroad, the
lakes, and the Welland Oanal” He re-
garded it asa great thing for the Amerlcan
carrylng corporations that they were able to
obtaln such heavy shipments acroes the con-
tlnent, The inland frelght, Iarge In amount,
was just go much gain for the Uaited States.
The contractor relatsd how they had even
gent the rails by way ol New Orleans, and
bad them shipped up the Missleelppl to8t.
Louis and thence by rail to Winnipeg, thus
involving n transportstion of over 7,000
miles from tho place where the rsils were
manuiactured, more than one quarter the dls-
tanco around the globe. And the
firm was able to do thls with profit.
The ordinary way of shipment, howover, was,
in summer, by the Erle oinal and Iaker, sll
the way to Prince Arthur’s Landing,on the
extreme northern shore of Liake Buperlor, to
which point the Canadian Paclfic road 1s
completed to Winzipeg. In winter they ship
by tue Erle raliroad, which company was.en-
terpricing enough to have 500 extra cars bullt
especially to carry these ralls. Threo or four
transfers are made from one car to another be-
fore the rails are finally deliversd, The dis-
tance I8 s0 great—about 2,000 miles
from New York-—that the rnllroad
companles will wot permit  Cheir
cars to go Eo far away, not knowing when
they wonld coms back. The contraoton
mureover, volunteered the information that
the Treasury Department at Washington had
shown such an eppreciatior of the importance
of the work and its magnitude as to relnx all
red tapefsm for the firm as much as possible,
and to facilitate tho transportatlon of thege
immense eupplies throegh American ter-
ritory, over American rallroade, and by
American hands and oontractors, by
requiriog the firm to only adhere
to the strictly necessary formalities. In view
of these facts, it ounds much like a mockery
to call the Oanadlan Paclfic ¢ a pational road.”

If Oanada could not manufacture the necet-
gary supplies for the railway; It could, st least,
carry them to thelr destinatien, Even if the
trangportation of the material through Oanada
dld cost a trifle more than it would in the
United States, the Syndicate could well afford
to patronize Canadian territory, Uanadian
labor, Conadian roads snd companies, As
matters stand, lorelgners are enricked at
Oanadian expense.
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THE INDEPENDENCE MOVEMENT.

‘We do not begrudge our esteemed corntem-
porary any credit It deserves for its pralge-
worthy efforts in advancing the cause of che
natlonal Independence of Canads, but we are
afrald that the World has done itself too much
juatice In the above extract by exaggerating
the part it kas taken In the indepsndence
movement. It 18 just a8 well that the facts
shonld be correcily stated. The Toronto
World 18 only In its fourth year, while the
Post I In 1ts sixth, Now, from the begin-
ning of its exiatence, the Poer has always
been In favor of ralslog Uanada to 1ia due
and legltimate rank—to that of a natlon.

A Pilgrimage to the Roman Catholic
Cemetery—Thousands Praying for the
Deparxted — Impressive Ceremonies--
Masses — Stattons of the COross — Ser-
mons—Visiting the Graves.

‘The Cota des Nelges Cemelery was y-oster-
day morning the scene of one of thos im.
pressive ceremonles of which the Oatholto
religion alone has the sscret and conveying
the idea of the most dlsinterssted Christian
charity. g

Rsv. Father Plcard, the zsalous dlrector of
thet most excellent congregatior, « L'Union
de Prieres," and whose lovs for the poor and
sufferlng has become proverbial, wishing to
extend etill further his work of oharity tow-
ards the sonls of purgatory, decided some time
8g0 to organize a golemn Ddligrimage of all
‘the membets ot the philanthropic & Unlon r'e
Prieres” to the reating place of our friends
and relatives, and yesterday was the time
appointad for the ceremony.

The QOatholio population of Montreal re-
sponded with a will to the generons father of
the poor, as Letween 7,000 and 8,000 persons,
including men, women and children of all
sges and conditions, took part In the cere-
mony. : "

hili whioh leads to the cemetery, -Ona bour

heating the confessions of the falthful. -

1t was about 10 a.m. before Holy Commu-
nlon was glven to all the pilgrims. At this
hour the crowd had reached about 8,000,
and apother Magg having been celebrated by
Rev. Father Picard, the vast muiltiteds pro-
cesded to make the Stations of the Cross,
followlng the Lord Jesus in the {rying ordeal
of higpassion, as represented to life by the
beautitul chapels eracted along the hill of the
cematery. At easch station the ordinary
prayersiwere recited, and sppropriate short
exhortations made and explanations given by
the following reverend gentlemen:—Father
Ohevrefile, parigh prlest of 8t. Ann's; Father
8. Lonergan, parlsh priest of Bt. Mary's;
Father Jolly, 5.0.; Fathers Desrochers and
Dsschamps, P.B.8, Rev. Father Talbot of
the Trapplat Order, and the Rev. Mr, Chevrier,
P.5.8,, were slso present.

Thesa Btstlons of the Cross, performed
along the steep hill, were a ttue remembrance,
realistio fn the utmost, of the Passlon of the
Lord, and that vast multitude of Ohrlstiaas
kneeling at each Etation on the sarrounding
hiilocks and elevations, and lstening with
plety and devotion to the several preachers,
forcibly brought to mind theinstruction given
by Ohrist Himself to His followers on the
resarrection,

The Fourteen Statlons, from the oondem.
nat!on by Pontlus Pllate to the laylng in the
tomb of the precious Body of the Raleemer
by the koly man Joseph of Arimatla, having
besn gone through in two hours, the pligrims
reached the last chapel about noon—there,
on the spot represonting the place where rest-
ed the whole hopo of future Chrletianity,
and from whenoe the Liord was to rise a victor
and conqueror, Another Mass was celebrated
by HKev. Father Talbot, who, in & few well-
chosen remarks, called upon the vast crowd
to renew their demands in favor of thelr de-
parted friends, not forgetting that this sacri.
fice of the Mass was a trne repetition of the
sacrifioe ou the Oross. The same Bavlour
who had bsen immolated on Oalvary, and
whom they bad just followed through His
Passion, was now agaln to be sacrlficed on the
aitar for the bemefit of the living and the
dead. The same blood that flowed from the
Orosswould now bs shed on the altar, and its
infinita radesming power was always the same,

After this mass which was attended to
with the greatest devoilon, Rev, Father Pi-
card addreseed the pllgrims. He thanked
them for having come in so large mumbers
and assured them that the sufferlng souls of
purgatory would certainly benefit from the
prayers offered and the fnconvenlence suffer-
ed by the long and tedious walk, The Rev.
Father concluded by inviting one sad all to
be present at thegrand ceremony of * 1'Unfon
de Prieres” which is to take place on behalf
of the souls of purgatory in the church of
Notre Dame early in October,

The vast crowd then dispersed, most of
the pligtims repairing to different parts of
the cemetery, there to offer a last prayer at
the resting place of some beloved ona.

One ot the most Impressive parts of the
cerewmony was thegsinging. From the beginning
of the stations to the end, the whole essist.
ed under the direction of Rev Father Dee-
rochers, jolned with heart and soul in the
glnglng of the Beveral hymns and canticles
which commsmorated the cufferings of the
Lord, and these colemu chants by 80 many
thoasand voices filled the soul with plety and
devotion.

The pligrimnage was a declded success and
it 1s to be hoped that Bev. Father Plcard
will repeat it each coming season.

SHIPMENT OF RAGS,

Dr. Scuvielle strongly eondemned the
trade In raga between Egypt and the Unilted
States.

fng out the epidemic, aund confine it to its
pretent [Imits.

FRANCB AND ENGLAND,

Dr, Houvlelle, who served through the
Franco-Prusslan war In the oapacliy of an
army surgeon, then turned the conversation
towards the prezent state of the French army,
and the feellng that existed towards their
traditionnl Jos, the German. Franoe, the
doctor sald, was not contemplating any war
at present, Sho would adopt the policy of
her powerful ond Intelligent neighbor, Eng-
land, and remain, it possible, at peace with
the whole world. ‘The feeling of the Frenok
people was frlendly towarda England 1n spite
ot the somewhat hostlle tone of the ¥French
press regarding the Tonquln affair,and more
lately the Da Lsgseps’ oanal schome. The
doctor denled the theory that Parlz waa
France, and rolternted his opinlon that the
great bulk of the French nation were friendly
towards England, 1f I'rance had lately
teken to colonization ghe was only following
the policy and exemple of heor great nelgh-
bor.

TEE FRENCIL ARMY,

The strength of the French army undst
arms, the Dootor sald, was now about 800~
000. Io tlme of war this could be raised to
one and a balf mijlfon moen with another mi!l-
llon and o half In reserve, France wished
for peace with Germany and would not gesk
a ruptare. From what ke had obrerved when
in Germony, the Doctor £ald, the feeling of
that country towards France was very op~
preasive. Germany would like to sce France
at her lnst, and Biemaxck was trylng to in-
flgence all the Powers agalnat her, still the
formatlon of the Triple Alliance showed that
the great Ohancellor wag somewbat afrald of
his late foe. Dr. Bouvielle declared, how-
ever, that 1t was a fact that France could ruin
Germany if her diplomats only understood
her trus position. France at the present day
{s twice as rich ns Germany; her inoome 18
very nesr 300,000,000 more & year. Germsny
spends one thoussnd million a year to atp-
port her army aund officlala. France, it 18
true, has the same amount of expenses, but
then her income 1s much larger. There wag
no doubt baut that both countries would feel
the effect of supporting such large armies.

THE TORIES DISAPPOINTED.

Hy. Parnell's Oampaign in Ireland—His
Policy Approved by the Liberals, hut
his Engltsh Friends Appreheusive of
ghe Irish Temper,

Lonpox, Bept. 4.—The London correspon-
dent of the New York Sur writes :—English
politics are nt a low ebb, but the Qongerva-
tives are enterlng mpon what promiges to be
a very aciive Inter-Parllamentary campalgn,
in whioh Lord Randolph Ohuarchill will
shortly take tho lead,

In Ireland Mr, Parnell has opened his
campaign in & manner which the Tory jour-
nals vlew with unconcealed displeasure, aud
the Liberals with warm approval, Nothing
could bave been more moderate or temperate
than his speech at Dublin on Tnesday. The
Tory enemies of home rnle had set
thelr hearts and based thelr plans
upon the Inaugumtion of a campaign
of bitterness and violence, but Mr,
Parnell’'s advice to his party 18 that 1t should
bs prepared to accept the measure of home
rule which Mr., Gladstone will endeavor at
the next seasion to grant, He Intimated that
a satlsfactory plan of local se)f-government
wonld be Introduced, sand he showed that
the Irish parly thad secured. a falr
share of Dbeneflolal leglalation at- the
hands of the Parliament just cloged,

The English friends of the Irish party in
London are apprehersive on only one point,
and that 1s that the Irlsh temper will not
readlly adapt itself to a policy of conciliatiop,
'and that the iact that an lmportant paxt of
the English prees pralges and appmoves.Mr,
Parnell’s courge, will oause him to be looked
upon with suepleion, and lead hia followers
to_ incline rather.to the eggresgion and. viol-
ence which characterise £he utterances of Mr
Healy, who I8 impulsive and ambltious,

One might
go on all day recounting examples of stupid-
ity ond bigotry like this; but let us escape
the nnpleasant fask, It is much to Enow that

. the mighty deeds and words of the illustrions

-dead are beyond the reach of ¢ progressive *
zallroads ; and that, do what they may, they
can never overthrow thelr achievements,
These stormy and stony heights for all time
ghsll stand a8 their united monuments,

Were I in charge of Quebsc to-day 1 should
make it the greatest crime for any man to
throw down a single stone from the wallas or
ancient ediiices of the brave old city. Itls
1ike stealing preclous stonmes from a sove-
Telgn’s crown. Let “progress® go by the
other way. Thank God no gressy rallroad
has yot come cresching and screaming up the
helghts Wolfe climbed. She sits above the

tide of commerce. Lst her remain
BO. There are plenty rallroad towns
In ¢his land witbout tryiog to make

this grsy old fortress one of them. The least
that can be done now Is to preserve what is
ielt of her. And it seems to me 1f I could not
restoxe any part of the structurer, I wonld try
and restore something of the old customs. I
would mount guards st every gate; sound the
reveille and all that; and for the Instruciion
of the student and the traveller keep up the
traditional alr and character of the ancient
city, so far as it could be done without costto
the people. For Quebec 18 unique, and be-
longs to the world; not entirely to Canada.

ARNOLD'S EIRGE OF QUEBEO,

1 call it Arnold's Siege of Qaebec, because
1t was Arnold's slegs of Quebec. He arrived
bere more than s month before General
Montgomery. He brought bis men here
through five hurndrad miles of winter wildes.
neg?, which wae held by the English to be
{mpaseable even in rummer time. Half his
men had deserted, sickened, starved, died.
They bnd eaten their dogs on the way. Yet,
up to the very rocky heights that Wolfe had
climbed & few years before, he led his re-
malning men ; drow them up In battle line
an the Plains of Abraham, uuder the
gons of the Cltadel, and thero gave three
cheers for the grand old battlements and thelr
defenders within, This stmple act, it aeems
to me, ba3n eingular touch of tenderness in
it, of poetry and large enterprise. To me 1t
i8 very like the brave Wolfe repesting Gray’s
elegy on the eve of battle fourteen years be-
jore and not o leagne away. Arnold had with
him st ¢his moment less than elght hnndred
men. The Citadel of Quebec had eighteen
hundred men nnder arme. It opened fire,
and the daring, barefooted, and buckskin-olad
invsders fell back out of range of cannon shot
and Iaid slege to the clty, walting for Mont-
gomery,

e learn Montgomery had been a Britleh
officer under Wolle here, and knew the place
well. He had been delayed by the slege at
Fort St Johnr, which was taken only nfter a
fifty daye' defence; and then ho had to take
Montreal and other towns, a3 he descended
the Bt Lawrerce; and so 1t was late In the
year when he joined Arnold here and took
command oi the united forces, numberlng
something more than a thoucand efficlent
men. It looks ns if tho Emglish oughtto
have come out and fought tho Americans at
almost any time while Arnold 1sld slege
alone. But the truth is they dared not guite
trost thelr recruiis. And then they had be-
fore them the fatal exampie of Montcelm and
Murray, who had leit the fortress to Aght,
only to be beaten.

PLAN OF THE ABSAULT ON QUEBEC,.

The heights on which the fortress and the
best of the clty of Qaebec is bullt, forms what
we miuers in California would call a ¢ boar’s
nose.”’ Thig boar'’s nosge is thrust tight down
into the split of two rivers, the Bt. Lawrence
and the 5t, Charles. On the 8t. Lawrence
glde of this boar’s nose, there was only a liftle
irail at that time between the great wide ice-
field and groanling river, and the steep end
stupendons heights on which the Oitadel
stood. On the 8t, Charles side of the nose
there was at that time orly room for one nar-
row little street, close up under the overbang-
ing rocke, wherein an army might be crushed
by rolling cannons down from the heights
where they bristlsd along the wall by hun.
dreds, Haere, up thie narrow atrest, which' I
now namse Arnold’s Lane, Arnold was to lead
his men. 3Montgomery was to come down the
narrow trall, before described, on the other
glds of the nose, betwean the grinding ice
of the Bt. Lawrcnce and the frowning heights
of the Oltadel. Coming thus around !irom
elther slde of the boar's nose, they propossd
to meect at the snout, up which a ateep,
narrow and doubtfnl road wound to the
helghts, ascend this road and take
the Oltadel by storm. This was
the night o! the last day o! the year
1775. Monfgomery descended from the
Plains of Abraham by the same path as
‘Wolle, and after him Arnold had ascended.
Slowly, cantioualy and In ainglefile, anow to
thelr knees and the storm gtill rsging and

roarlng about them, they picked thelr way
down the narrow trall, and so crept towards
their destination, at the boat’s snout. The
great zlver ground 1ts feeth savagely, the
bastling wall frowmsd dakly Jowa that
dreadfu! midnight. Butsword In hand and
sllent as death, Montgomery led on down
- the narrow path to meet Arnold, Arnold at
the same time had descended irom the Plalns
of Abraham on the broad hog's back, at qaite
the opposits side,and was coming around on
the 84, Charles side ofthe nose. He had now
eniered. the long, nsrrow, Uttle streef,

. Arneld's Lame, pefore descrlbed, where an

army might be destroyed even by tumbling
down tho cannon, Montgomery and Arnold
had loft, In thelr camp, which lay out on the
Plains of Abraham .before tho main gate of
the clty, but out of range of cannon, aamall
but important force. -

“This small foroe was to-make an assault
upon the principal gate before them ; fire the
gato and direct all poselble attention frem

the two divisions now oreeping steslthily
around elther side of the oity.-
. ; ABNOLD'S BATTLE.

Before -reaching the long narrow eiresf,
many of Armold's men were shot down from
the walls. I read from the manuscripts of
sone of Arnold's cfficers made prisoner ac the
time that they ran forward as fast a8 possible
in gingle file and many pteps apart, o s to
not concentrate the fire from thu walls,
Amold led, shouting cheerlily to his followers,
8plstol in either hand. They could not gee
their cnemy. The Eoglsh fired down from
the walls at an angle of forty-five degrees,
The Americans all this time did not attempt
to fire 8 shot. They were stlll more
than a mile from where they hoped
to meet Montgomery ooming down
his narrow,. stony trall between . the
grinding river of ice and the great blaok walls
above. The snow Was deep and falling thick
and fast. They had to abandon thelr only
cannon in the snow. They stumbled over
their fellow soldlers &s they were shot down
and covered with srow In the one narrow
lane up which Arnold led. A quarier of a
mile up the narrow etreef, and a barricade
belched fire in thelr faces. This they carrled.
by storm; Arnold who refused to carry a
sword, fired his pistols, and ther clabbing
them in his hands led over the barricade,
And here for the first time the Americans
triednto fize thelr guns. Not one could be
disoharged | Thess heroes had been for hours
in the snow. The heat of their bodles had
melted the snow and, the powder was wet in
the pan of every old flint-luck! The poor
fellows fired mpon them hsfore, behind, and
above, clubbed thelr muskets, pusked ahead
captured some thirty prisoners, threw away
thelr own worthless gune, snd took those of
the enemy to fight with. And now they
came to another barricade. Would Mont-
gomery come? Oh! that Montgomery
would come and take the impregnable bar-
rler from the rear. Not a word, not a shot
wats hesrd irom Montgomery, Was he vic-
torlous? Waa Monigomerydead? Whydil
he not come? Amold was now within
twenty rods of the spot where they
were to meet. This barrlonde once
broken down In the deadly narrow
street, and they would be there with
a shout. But Monfgomery? He would not
be there. He would never come. The snow
was falling on his dead, upturned face, the
ice iIn the mighty Bt. Lawrenos, g:lnding
angrily at his feet, the baitlement above
looking dark and sullenly down into the face
of thu dead. And the assault on the St,
Lewls Gate ? That too falled, Arnold and
his men were leoft niterly alome now, and the
whole force of the eightesn hundred men
came upon them. Arnold fell shot in
the leg. He would not let them oarry
him off the battle field, lest that shounld dis-
courage his soldlers, But leaning on bis
chaplain’s shoulder on the omne slde,
and supported by a soldier on the other, he
mnade them take him back down the dark
and narrow street, oalling cheerfully to his
men, and saying he would goon be with them
again and storm the barricade. But this
was the beginning of the end. He could not
come back. The British desoended from one
of the gates near the first end of the narrow
street, while Arnold’s men were still butting
away at the barricade before them ; and re
treat was now Impossible; to advance
further was equally impossible, They were
out of ammunition, not a ahot left. Andeo
Arnold’s army lald down its empty guns.
Thelr leader meantime was stretched on the
surgeon’s table In the hospital. He bad laid
his plstols at his side, saylng, * One for the
enemy that enters, and the other for myself,”
If Arnold could only have died then ! If he
only could have died that New Year's day.
The Amerlcans might ca.e to come and
ses where this lon had fought, if heonly had
dled then,

THE STORMING OF QUEBEC,
It is not a plotureaque fact, but it is none
the Iess the cold frozsn truth, so far as I can
make out from the manuscripts and records
here, that Moutgomery’s divielon of the
storming party did not fire a single shot that
night; but ingloricusly flad when their leadeor,
with his two officors at his side, fell at their
head In that narrow, Bnowy patb, leading
under the Lattlements on the bank of the
ice-bound river. Montgomery had led them
to within balf a mile of the progosed meeting
with Arnold at the nose of the boar's head,
where they wete to unite thelr forces and
storm the city. Saddealy they confronted
a barrler. T'his was partly cut away; the
General tearlng down the plokets with his
own hands. Eatering this opening, go small
that but one could creep through at a time,
Montgomery and his two aldes advanoced, fol-
lowed by a dozenor 80 soldiers s they slowly
crept through the ngly but unguarded barrl-
cade. But soon the leader, blinded by the
drifting snow, half frozen, continzed ina path
80 narrow that Le could not step to the right
or left, found himself facs to face with the
muzzle of a cannon, looking out from an im-
pregnable barricade that croesed his patb, and
shut out all {further progress, A moment's
balt, a little whispered consnltation, the mar-
shaling of a dozen or co of soldlers while the
mein force still waited outside the first ob-
struction, and then a charge; Montgomery
atthe head, sword in hand!
A single cannon, loaded to the muzzle with 5
musket balls, belohed forth, swept the patb,
end Montgomery his two aldes and thirteen
soldlers lay dead and dying thero in the ner-
row, enowy traill Not one American shot
made answer.

« He drew his sword and threw away the
scabbard.,” 'This Is an expression I have often
heard 1n the West, a8 applled to any one very
resolutely determined on some enterprise.
And while I cannot say certainly from any of
the manuscripts before me that General
Montgomery literally drew hls sword and
threw away the scabbard, I feel perfectly cer-
taln that he did so that night, The British
officer in charge of the barricade before which
he fel), and who found and burlsd the body of
General Montgomery the next morning, 8ays,
in the ample manuscripts he bas left behind
him here: ¢ I conld never find the acabbard
for hia sword; but I had one made soon and
wore his sword when on duty, as it was better
and shorter than my own. On one occasion,
when visiting the prisoners, some of them
recognized the eword by the hilt, and wept
sudibly at the thought ol thelr commander's
fate. After that I took care not to wear the
sword when duty took me smong them."
And g0 1t1s, from this, and from what I know
oi men on such izemendous moments, 1 am
cerfaln that he threw his ecabbard Into the Bt.
Lawrence River when he drew his sword to
lead his men at the storming of Quebec. Ho
determined was he to do the great work he
had been gent to perform, so set was he to
sccomplish this task, that he drew his sword,
resolved to never sheath it again till the
olly was taken ; and 80 lead on to his death!

"1t was nearly noon next day before the body
wag found <o deep and fast fell the snow, j
No one inside the barricade know that any
one had bsen slain by that oneshot. Bit
when they ventured out they saw s hand
reaching up through the snow, Ifwasthe
frozen - hand of General Montgomery., His
cfficers and few soldlers lay two or three feet’

SGOOEBSFUL CELERY MANAGEMENT.

Certain plants grow most rapldly during
September. ‘I'he warm days are followed by
cool nights, which bring coplous dews; these
rofreab and Invigorate the plants to such a
marked degree, that 1t 1s not dificnlt to be-
lleve that they nct asa fertilizer, bringing
down the ammoniu of the atmosphere for the
use of the plants. Among the crops most
strikingly benefited by the altarnation of
warm days and dewy nighte, {a celery. Hav-
ing recovered from the effects of transplant-
ing, it Is now falrly established; its rapid
growth enould be encouraged by the frequent
use ot the hoe, withont reference to the pre-
sence of weeds. 1n the old plan of planting
celery at the bottom of a trench, earth was
added every week or two. Bome, in adopilng
the improved method of planting upon the
surface, think that 1t s necessary to earth up
the plants gradually. This Is a mistake, and
the treatment will resnlt in poor; hollow
stalks. In ths present method, the plant
shonld first make 1ta foll growtb, and then
be blanched by excluding the light, which
is the otjsct of earthng nup. It
the esrthing 18 gradual, the atalks will con-
tinue to grow at the tops, but largely at the
expense of tho lower part, which wiil be
drawn upon to continue the growth, and in-
stead of solid, criep, and tender celery, it wlil
be toughb, hollow, and striogy. The maln
poriion of the crop sbould not bs blanched
unti] ita growth is complete, nnd severe frosts
are at hand, If celery Is needed for early
nee or eéale, then o share of the crop, but only
a8 muoh a8 can be dlsposed of, ia to be earth-
8d up. The first step In dolng this 18 to
bring the stalks of each plant into an up-
right position, grasping them with one hand,
while with the other sufficlent soll, previoue-
1y made loose by hoelng, is drawn towards
the plant and pressed agalpstit, to keep the
stalks erect. This operation, calied * hand-
1ing” by the gardeners, ia followed 1n about a
woek by eartbhing up by uee of the spade,
bapk!ng the earth againat the plants to about
holf their helght, A week later the earthing
I8 carried as high a8 the tops of the plants.
Qelery thus treated will blanch In about ten
days, and should be used a&ssoon a8 ready.
The bulk of the crop, for winter uee, 18 to be
#handled” in the same reanner, but pot until
pext month, when all the plants shonld be
brought Into shape, the stems being erect, by
this treatment.

United Ststes Senate Bub-Oommittee
onT]!t:l;nutlon and Labor resumed 1ts inveatl-
gatlons this morning with the examination of
H George, the author of ¢ Progress and
Poverty,’ whosa presence upon the wiiness-

stand attracted more than ordinary interest
in the procesdings of that body. All the
membera of the oommittes were present,
with the exception of Henator Aldrioh,
who has thns far been present at but
one . sesslon -since the beginning of
the investigation. ln auswer to the in.
qulry ot Senator Cali if he could present any
fagts to the commitiee, Mr, George replied
that as far as gpecific faots were ooncerned
they could better be obtalned from the work-
ingmen themselves. There was a great
general fact, however, that a foeling of ex-
treme dissatisfactlon exlsted among the
Iaboring classes, Thelrscondition was not
improving with the increased prosperity of
the conntry. Both the Increased meane of
production and the greater divisior of labor
fad rendered it more and more diffi-
cult for a man to becomo an employer.
Thero was, In his opinion, no such oconflict
of interests between Iabor and oapital,
put between labor and monopoly. The Iatter
term bo used to denote a pecullar privilege
sessed by one persom or class of persons
pot possessed by others, Some industries
were monopolies ln thelr pature. This was
true to a great extent of railroads and tele-
gaph systems. Thare wag aléo a cerhain
power ot monopoly that comes with the ag-
gation of largs amounis ol capital, whioh
rendered It possible for the posseseor to ot-
tain some advantsge over bis fellows, Tltﬂa
egation of capital always accompanies
;grg;g:s and invention, and the ekill of the
individnal workman has been contracted and
diminished.
1t was paturally supposed that the intrc-
duction of labor-saving machinery, when the
great Inventlons were first made, wonld be to
improve the condition of thelaboring claesss.
The truth was that all thess inventione, a8
John Stusrt Ml eald, had not shortened the
Iabor of the workingmen by ous kour, The
1aborer now finds s large factory and an em-
ployer with a large aount of capltal, The
alvision of Iabor is not in iteel{a disadvantage,
but 1s so under the present condition of sc-
clety. The explanation i that the land had
been monopolised and labor shat off fom
it. The wsges In each employment are gov-
erned by certaln circumstances, but they must
all depend on the wages obtained in the most
productive industry in the country, and here
this industry is sgriculture, The reason
wages aro higher in new countries 18 that the
goil has mot passed so largely into private
hande, and wages will not slnk, on an average,
below what a man can get by applylng his
labor to ths soll. The competition between
tho owners of machlpery, under clrcum-
stences of freedom in every re-
spect, would tend to ralse wages;
whers there 18 not freedom, tho advantage
2098 to the land-owners In the way of rent.
If invention goes on to its ultimate extent,
and s state conld ba Imagined where every-
thivg conid be produced by mackinery, the
lang.owaers wounld get all the profitse and
there woiuld be nothinglett for the labcerer,
Thia wcuid never happen, of course, bt this
showod the tendency undzr the present siate
of society. This wasshown in the case ot
raliroads which althotgh they greatly redac-
ed toe cost of transportation, did not maka
food any cheeper or greatly benefit the cor-
dition of the working classes.

In further speaking of ovarproduction, Mr.
George aald that this was likely to ocour frc-
quently under our system of irade, and the
tendency was to lower prices and draw off
capltal to other puisnits, Thers was atall
tires a class whe, altbough they were willlug
to work at anything, could not obtaln employ-
ment. This wa3 to bo observed ia all Indus-
trial depreesions. Prlces were low, the times
were gald to be t hard,’ and thore was no de-
mand for labor, The only thing that fe-
creasod In value was land. wbich clearly
proved the isjarlons efizct of the mozopoly
which exlated,

Senator Call esked why it was thatal-
tkough there were immenae 1racte of produc-
tive land at the South which were to be rent-
ed at the lowest ratee, no Northeramen could
be induced to take them. Mr. George thought
that the only reason was that people disliked
to go to the South, but why this should be
the case ke did not know, Senator Call then
asked 1f Mr. George’a theory was only truein
tbe case of dengely crowded populatione, as
the Bouthern cities were crowded with poor
people, while tho land was uncultivated for
want of labor. In Virginia good arable land
could be obtained for $5 to $10 an acre, and
yot it could not find .a .purchaser, Mr,
George thought that there wers special
clrcumstances which governed these cases,
Taking Long Island for an iliustration, he
eald that If the rents were reduced, and any-
one who liked would be permitted to erect a
house free of taxatiop, that buildings wounld
spring up all over that sectlop, and would
glve employment to this excess of labor, The

- crowded population of the tenemment houses
would be relleved. It was a fact that, as a
man became poorer, he was less able to make
a change, and so many of the poor In this
clty were hampered by large familles, thoy
arrived at that state finally when they did
not have the power to benefit themselves by
a chapge, and did not know where to seek ef-
ter employment. The only remedy was in
dofng away wlith this monopoly and by co
operation.

Speaking of rallroad snd telegraph monae-
pollge, ir. Gecrge stated that some years ago
he came across the continent foom Han
Francigco to negotiate with the .telegraph
companles In regard to the estsblishment of
& new Demooratio newepaper in Callfornia.
Attempts had bsen made to galn admis-
slon to the Assoclated Press, but with-
out suncceed, No terms would be glven.
A gontract was made with tbe Western
Unlon Company, by whioh the latter egreed
to send 6500 words a day from New
York to Ban Franclsco for $900. This
was ralsed to $3,000 shortly aflerward, In
opean violation of the contract, and the paper
balng nnable {0 pay this increanad expence,
ialied, asd was abandoned, 1fs proprietors
loslng several thousand dolilars. The tele-
graph business should be under the Govern.
ment cortrol. It could be managed much
mora cheeply than by a privata corperation,
and It would to a great extent cupersede the

. postal service, Amother advantage of this
soheme would be that the public wounld galn
the banefit of all Improvements, while now
they ouly constitute a mesns by which the
. corporations owning them amaszed greater

. 'wealth, -

The Assoolated Pregr, in coppectlon with
the Western Union OCompany Mr, - George

- adfierted, bad been the means of defeating the
recent etrike, by influencing the publio press
to take o stand adverse to the telegraphers.
Ii Lied foviised the punvusuivg vl ediloriale

which were printed without comment, aad ln

advantage of and used for the bemefit of the
‘operators or the oompany. This was & DO~
torlous fact. ’ C
Labor statistics of Mastachusatts showed
that a large proportion of the factory opera=
tives and others engaged in manufacturing
indastries were able to galn a bare subsie-
tence, In Illinols, slthough the wages pald
were higher, the oondition of the laboring
clasies was not much better. In many in-
dustries wages had already arrived at the
minimum at whioh the laborer gained but a
bare subsistemce. The tendency was that
wages generally would fall to that level.
Thers was another remedy for these ovils be-
sideg combination, Mr. Qeorge thought, and
that was ¢f wresting tha ajvantagas which
had been galned by individual skl and
shrewdness of the few and distribute itamong
the many. This need only be done with re-
gard to land.
Benator Blair sald that he did nof see the
reagon for a distinction betwsen land and
other kinds of propsrty which had been ac-
quired by means of superior skill and intelli-
gence. In answer to this objection, Ar.
George sald that land was a natural element,
it exlsted for ever, and was the same from
one generation to another, and in tkis reapeot
it differed from other kinds of property. Be-
sldes this difference In tke origin and perms-
sonce, there was a difference in value,
Land only becauss vwaluable by the
surrounding circumstances.  These cir-
cumetances are the product of lsbor,
and in other words tad ro value until i gave
its owner the power of commsndiog labor
withont giving anything in return for it. To
make other property common would be to
discourage production. The remedy Is to
tax a man for the nataral advantages which
he possesces In the ownership of land and
does not use. Thin would encourage the sale
of unimproved lands and the building of
houges, In this way the highsst proportion-
ate tax would be upon unimproved lands,
and this wonld make the 1ands in fact com-
mon, while the form of private ownership
would be ocontinued. The stipulation of the
puttlng op of bolldings, upon which there
would be no tix, would give employment
to large numbers of the unemployed poor.
This change would destroy specnlative value
in land. The effect would be to shift the
burden of texes from agricultural districta to
the citles. Combinations and strikes cannot
force the rate of wages higher than what Is
jastly dae io Iabor. Only a movewent which
affscts the largest class of labor, that s, the
unekilled 1aborers, can secure a higher rate In
wages throughout.,  Thia can oaly be done
by giving them an opportunity to apply
themeelves fo some general calllng, which
anybody can fill, Alow rate of wages in any
particular business is o no permanent benefit
to the employers In that industry. The cor-
fllct 1s not between Iabor and oapitsl, but ba-
tween Iabor and landowners. Lsnd Isnot
affeoted by competitlon, and it consumes
nothing, and the owner of it can sfferd to
wall longer than the capitallst,
Benator Blalr and Mr. George then made
goveral alternate speeches on the land quec-
tion, at the close of which they, although
each apparently sgreed npon the same pre-
miser, arrlved at widely different concluslonz,
Tho samo result, which Mr. George thought
conld be arrived &t by taklng sdvantage of
the legislative power, could be obtalaed by
means of a comblaation of the laborlng men,
The latter conrae was Impractioable, howsver,
becaase the laborer was now too poorly paid
to be able to save enough to begin this fight
on hisown account. 'The former method was
he only one practicable at the present time,
