JREMAREKABLE LETTER OF LEO XIIL
TEE PRINCIPLES OF THE PONTIFE'S POLICY.

In a letter to the Cardinal-Secretary of State
Leo XIII develops his iden of action as a guide
to the Secretary. The document occupics nine
eolumns in the Osservatore Romano. It will
take ita plaze amongst the most important docu-
ments issued from the Apostolic See, and is a
clesr exp'anation of Leo XIII.'s mo*ives in
his action snd policy toward the nationa.
From the beginninz of Lis Pontificate, as he
relates, he proposed to himsell to labor constant-
iy in repairing the evils inflicted on the Church
Ly revolution and impietiy, and at the same time
to let the whole human family feel the superior
suppors of this divine virtue, of which it has
extreme need. He has also shown that the
Church 18 the best friend and benefactor of
princes and peoples; and he has striven to re-
concile them with her, by binding still closer
the amicable relatious between the Holy Sse
and the various natione, and in re-establisbing
religious peace everywhere,

Everything counsels the Pontiff to persevere,
and he develops that ¢hought at considerable
length. After paying a tribute of praise to the
meri s of the Cardinal-Secretary in the var:ous
positions he filled, the Holy Father r-fers to
the na_ions with which he has dealings, i «hut
is, perhaps, the part of the letter most geucral.y
interesting.

Ia Austria-Hungary the piety of the Emperor
and his devotion to the Holy See briog it to

ass *‘ that the best relations exist between the

o ¥ See and the empire.” Thauvks to this and
other conditi-ms, it is possible to favor religio .8
iuterests in that country.

The thought . of His Holiness turn to Frunce
with special interest,: to the *‘ nation nob'e and
generous, fruitful in Catholic works and inetitu-
tions, ever dear to the Pontiffs, who have re-
garded ner as the eldeat daughter of the
Church. . . . This very seatiment of affec-
tion which we have for her causes us to ex-
perience a deeper bitterness at sight of all that
18 happening thers to the detriment of religion
and the Church. We farvently hope that the
evil may be stayed, that the harmooy desired
may always reign between the Holy See and
France, in the observation according to the
letter and the epir.t of the cumpacts solemnly
atipulated.” .

Nor is Spain less dear to him, from which,

af er praising it highly, be passes to South
America, so clusely united in orizin, language,
and religion with Spain. Naturally for Belgium,
so dear to Leo XIIL. persunally, hie desirea that
the bereficent action of the Ghureh may be
mEore widely d ffuied in public and in private
life.
Of Druasia ths is what His Holiness writes :
¢TIt is necessary to continue in ‘Prussia the
work of religious pacification, in order that it
aay be brought to its couclusion. The very
coneiderable good which has been obtained up
tilt the present, the well-disposed mind of the
Emperor and the, good-will which we see
animating those who there hold the supreme
government of thines, lead us to hope n the
usefulness of our solicitude to ameliorate
atill more the conditions of the Catholic
Church 1o that kingdon, aund thus to
aatiafy the just desires of these Catholic
populations, so well deserving of religion
by their firmness and constancy. And we wish
to extend likewise the same care to the different
States of Germany, so that the laws, which do
not leave to the Church the liberty uecessary to
the exercise of her wpiritual power, may be re-
pealed or modified.” . .

The relations of the Pontiff with England
form the next subject. These are the words he
writes on that matter :—

M'GLYNN'S EXCOMMUNICATION.

AN EXI'LANATION BY CARDINAL GIBBONS OF THE
ABSURy ACCOUNTS PUBLISHED.

(Baltimore Sun.)

The publication in several newapapers of a
form of anathema alleged to have bren used by
Pope Leo XIII in the excommunication of the
Kev. Dr. Edward McGlynn, of New York, bas
called forth letters of enquiry from readers of
the s un asto the authensicity of *‘the terrible
curce,” as ib is called,

Cardinal Gibbons, speaking to a reporter of
the Sun cn the subject, said nv epectal form of
excommunication is used by the Pope. There
is simply sn excommunication, major or minor,
the former of course being the more serious,
The excommunication deprives the pers n ex-
communicated of certain privileges and prero-
gatives in the church, and_  imposes
certnin  penalties, ‘The deprivations and
proalties are known. Thef’ are not re-
ciet in the d:cree. In the earlier days
of the church the major excommunication was
very severe, and cut off the person excommuni-
o.ted E:0m all social intercourse, even with the
memb-rs of his own family. The aavanceof
social co »ditions has rendered the execntion of
stich decrees impossible. and they have been
great'y modified. The Cardinal said the same
fals-hwods o+ to the curae had been repeated on
various (ccasions, notaltly on the occasion of
the ex:mwmunicition of Victor Fmanuel by
Pius IX, which uccurred when the Cardinal
was vicar-apostolic of North Caro'ina. He
wrote a letter on the subject, to which he refers
in o note on paga 17Y of his book, * The Faith of
Our Fathers,”

This note is as follows: “Some time ago
my atteation wes called to a certain excom-
munica ion or ‘curse’ then widely circu-
lated by the preas of North Carolina. The
‘curse ' isattribw’ed to the Ho y Father, and
is fulminated sgainst V.ctor Emanuel. In
this enathemn ‘cursing’ and *damning’ are
heaped up in wild confusion. When this base
forgery appeared an article exposiog the falge-
hood of the production was published. We tear,
however, that many read the slanderous charge
who did not read ity refutation, As to this
¢ curse’ against Victor Emanuel, 80 calumniously
attiibuted to the Pope, I etate hers distinctly
and positively that its author is not Dius 1X,,
nor any Roman poatiff, nor an; Catholic priest
or layman. 1t 1sto tbe Rev. Laurence Sterne,
ministor of the Eetablished Church of Enqland,
and to his romavce of *Tristam Shaody’ that
the English--peaking world is indebted for this
infamous compilation,”

Ca dinal Gibbons acdded: “ A somewhat
aimilar but less odious and repulsive anathema
appearad from time to time lovg aanterior to
Laurence Szerne. the anthorship of which it is
difficult to trace, though it is certain it did not
emanate from the Sovereign Pontiff. This an-
athema was the basis of the elaborated and ewn-
belishel formula of excommunication by
Laurence Sterne, and appears in its new dress
in the work of 'I'ristrani Shendy.'” .

Mr. Wm. Hsnde Browne says: ‘‘Sterne is
not entitled tu the credit of the invertion of the
‘Curse of Ernulphus.” Sterne's lively fancy
may have added a few comminatory flourishes,
but & forn «f anathema called *The Great
Cursing,’ as comprehensive in ita scope and a3
ininutely topical in its apglica.tlom, was in use
in Scotland in the sixteenth century, and & cngy
ot it wss sent in 1525 to Cardinal Woleey by
Tnomas Magnus, his ageat. It is published in
the ttate Papers, (Henry VIIL) iv, 418, and
partly ;iﬁed in Burton’s History of Scotland,
1ii., 319. .

A TERRIBLE TRAGEDY.

A BOV BURNED TO DEATH, OVER WHICH RIS
MOTHER BECOMES A RAVING MANIAC,

Quinge, Aug. 22.—A corflagration, accom
Eamed by loss of life, ocourred yesterday near
St. Laurent, on the Island of Orlenus, abost 15
wiles from QQuerec. A farmer pamed Jean Le-
clerc prose about 4 o'clock to go to his barn, He
lit his pips before leaving, and it is believed that
in throwiog away the burning end of the
mateh that he threw it on a straw palliasse
whish was placed under the staire leading from
his bedreom, in which his wife and three chil-
dren we.e asleep, A few minutes after Leclerc
reached the hirn be noticed the flames in the
interior of the house He immediatsly rushed
and caught up the burning mattress and carried
itout, being severely burned about the face and
hands in doing so. By this time the fire had
geined comsiderable hendway and had burned
away the stairs, ieaving his wife and three chil-
dren prigoners in ths room with no mesns
of escape. Leclerc finally eecured & lad-
der and by this means broke in the window and
rescued hie wife aud two of his children withthe
greatest difficulty. The third child, a boy of 13
years, was burned todeath. Mrs. Leclerc, who
has been in a weak state for some months past,
on Jearning of the sud fate of her ron became a
raving maniac. Leclerc’s mother-in-law and
Bister-in-law, who slept in the lower part of the
house, escaped in their night dresses.  All the
remaing that could be found of the victim was
his heart and a piece of bone. The house nnd
contents wers completely destroyed. Loas
about 81,500, with no msurance.

MAD WITH DRINK.

GLEN LYON MINERS ENGAGE IN A RIOT OVER A
I'REACHER'S INTERFERENCE WITH THEIR
PAY DAYX.

~ WILKESBARRE, Pa., Aug. 22.—A fearful riot
took %lace yesterday at Glen Lyon, five miles
from Nanticoke, 1a which more than thres hun-
dred miners were engag:d. The place is oc-
qupied solely by the brenkers of the Sus-
guehanna Coal Company. The combatants
were composed of men of all nationalities,
It seems that it has been the custom of
geveral Hungarian and Polish merchants
of Nanticake to send peddlers to Glen Lyon to
support certain bonarding house keepers.  The
Susquehanna Coal Company always selects
Saturday for pay dasy. However, for the first
time, they paid their men at Glen Lyon and
Morgantown on Sunday, which day has always
been chosen by the merchants to inake their
collections. The Rev. Mr. Taggart, of Glen
Lyon, has frequently preached againet what he
called such a deeecration of the Sabbath, and
he finally determined to put a stop to ib. if
posgible.  Yesterday he organized a poese of his
church menibera for that purpose. ‘The men got
wind of it and made up their minds 1o resist any
overtures of the kind, The_collectors mnde
their appearance #8 usual and the natueal ox-
citement of the moment was augmented by a
universal indulgence in beer nnd whiskey. As
the day advanced the churchmen became alarm-
at the situation, and kept themselves in biding.
"The feeling of antagomsm was so intense, how-
ever, that it finally culminated i a free fight
between men of opposite nationalities. ad
with drink, it was not long before hundreds of
men were furiuuslfr engaged in a Lattle, with
sticka, stones and clubs for weapons. The riot
lasted for half an bour, and many men were
struck down on all sides, Douena were carried
away upon improvised stretchers, with cracked
and bleeding heads, to their homes. The riot
cenged only when ite participants were too few
tocarry it on, and the wounded requiring the
attentionofl many, whadid not return pfter they
had left the field, To-day it is reported that
more than sixty of the rioters were seriously
hurt, manay of tﬂem fatally. The town is in &
fever of wild excitement,

WILL JOIN THE LEAGUE.

Mr. Parnell and a number of other Irish
Nationalists left on Saturday for Paria, where
the new hendquarters of the League will be
Mr. W. H. Swith, Government leader in the
House of Commons, has issuad an urgent
circular {o the Conservative membwms of the
house. He tells them it is imperatively ne-
cessary that the Government bs strongly
supported in the house during the remainder
of the session, and he entreats them to remain
at their posts and to decline to
pair, This ““whip” is the strongest that
has been issued for many years. A masi meet-
ing of Dublin citizens, presided over Ly the
Lord Mayor, will be held in the Rotunda on
Tuesdny next, to protest against the proclama-.
tion of the League. Messra, Dillon and O'Brien
and several British membvers of the Houre of
Commons will deliver speeches, Chisf Secretary
Balfour arrived at Dublin caatle lnat night and
spent Sunday in consultation with the Irish
oficials. Mr. Timothy Healy, speaking at
Hawick yesterday, said that if the National
League was dangerous before it was proclaimed
the Governn.ent would find it ten times worse
now.

BRITIBX PROTESTS,

Loxpox, Aug. 21.—The Irishmen of Liver-
pool at & mecting to-day adopted resolutions
rotesting against the proclamation of the
rish National league.

CHAMBEHLAIN'S ATTITUDE,

Mr Joseph Chamberlain made a speech at
Birmingham Iast night. He dilated upon the
wnnte of the greater part of the mession by
the obatructionists on the Crimes bill, and
said : ** This legielation has been in my
judement grossly misrepresented, I regret thot
such a bill 18 necessary for ony part of the king-
dom, but the nct was, in my judgment, intended
to protect our Irish fellow-subjects. I do nob
believe it has given a moment’s apprehension to
any loyal subject or Irishman who does not de-
sire outrage, or is not willing to see it. Our ex-
perience, 5o {ar as it has gone, justifies the Gov-
ernment’s policy which we supported. Iadmit
that ecrime and outrnge are less than for many
years past, DBut why ia 167 It is becauee those
who stimulnted disorder and anarchy and
winked at outrare have discovered that the law
is strongest and that future lawbreakers must
oy the penalty of their misdeedsa, I regrst that
the Governineat have proclaimed the league.

THE SOLAR ECLIPSE.

The total eclipse of the sup, which took
place to-day, was & phenomenon regarded
by phyeical soientists as of the utmost im-
portance, as likely ta aet a number of theorias
at rest. Parties of astronomers, photograph-
{ers and spectroscopists from’ natiomal and
private observatories throughout Kurope and
America, were etationed at various places to
toke obaservaiions, The eclipse was visible
from the eastern part of Europe, throughout
be whole of Apsia, across the Pacific Ocean
bolf way between Jspan'and the Sandwich
Islpnde, The reouthern limit of the partial
phase passed avroe the Rod Ses, the Persian
Gulf, the head of the Bay of Bengal, between
BJrneo and the Philippine: Islonds, the
northern limit being the North Pole.’ lhe
path of the totality, was about. 125 miles west
of Borlin, which it envelopad ; passed about
sixteen miles north of Moscow, and thence

3:05:05, Greenwich mean time, in the north-
easternmost part of the Mediterranean. Sea.
The laat point of contact was among the

of the tota]l phase varied from two minutes,

eight seconds, .

In the longitude of Mouuow the length of
titality was two minutes, thirty-two
seconds ; but in Siberia, in latitude 51 © and
longitude 141°, the length was three
minutes, forty-eight seconds, while in Japan
the time was three minutes, ten seconds,
The length of the total pbase was about
the average time of ihe phenomena, as they
rangs from nothing to seven minutes.

-As puarantee for the performance of th con-
tract, Mr, Nelson will deposit in the Chemical
Bank of New York, betweeo this and the 23rd
1estant, Umted States or City of New York
bonds to the amount of three million and a half
of dil ars, which the Government has the right
to sell if the syndicate fails to carry out 1ts
undertaking.

B of the same volume, and shows
that the £3,000,000 sterling only yielded £1,554.-
130 0s 64, which gives n loss of £443,560 10« 4d
sterling, or nesrly £2,500,000. The same table
shows that the net proceeds of the loan were
ounly 9108} per cent. The loan eff cted by the
Provincial g}overnment shows a loss of only
2210,000. We do oot know what amount was
pn’d by the Federal Government for exchnnge,
commission and brokerage, but whit we do
know is that the Mercier Governmaut does uot
pay a cent for ali these. L

A LUCIIY AND ERUDITE LECTURE BY
MR. A, A. CARLTON.

The Objects of The ¢ der ol the Knights of
Laber ak Explalnted by One of Hs
Mcmbers.

There wasa god repres ntative audience in
the Albert Hall, Saturday uiglt, to hear the
lecture by Mr. A. A, Carlton, represen.ative of
the General Jxacutive Board of rive Knights of
Labor.

Ife then introduced ths
speaker of tha evening,

Mr. A. A Caritor, whymet with a warm re-
coptiont. e chosa for his eubject *“ Labor and
Capital,” or **The aims and Objects of the
Kmghis of Lalor.,” s licture lasted for
nearly two hours, but the erudite manzer in
which Lie handled the subject and the plen-ing
little naecdotes and ilwstrations with which
he iliustrated  his  lec'ure, wade the
time pa:s so quickly that those present
could ensily have sat and listened to him for two
hours Jonger, so interesting was his atyle. He
began his lecture by referring to the t'me when
people would require to bLe paid for comng to
hear 1 Jabor lecture, and said that the idea of
charging admission was altogether exy.rriment ],
and that mght’s experiment he would siy with
truth was satisfactory. (Applaunse.) That was
hig last wight in Cu ada, and he night be per
mitted to say that through the country every-
where he had fonnd the warm: st of hearts, and
from the time of his first jouraey about, a year
aﬁo, in town and city he b d niet auccess; even
when he was vick aud it was necessary that he
should be guarded, men actually had come to
His room, roll-d themselves up m b'ankets and
stayed 1here day aud night unti! ha was able to
tak 2 care of himself, The grateful consid ra.
tion and kindness which o bad met wonld ever
reiLain in his hears whether he everreturn d to
Canada or not, rad he would in-teuct his chil-
dren to respect and 1ove the people «f Cannda
for it, (x\pplnuse.?r Coming to the discussion
of bis subject, ** The relations L:twern labor
and eapital, andihow thos . relatins affeet the
Kumghts,” he anid it gave him wide scope and
freefom. At the ermmencement the lisenssion
brought th m face to face with some very
serious questions, and one of the m st serivus
was the pre judices of the people,

Labor organizations have been in % xistenes
fer yorrs, and the geackings that eune t them
fr o the «mily organizations were peenliar, e
gtill bey bl done good,  Those teachings were
that the rel t ons Letween employer and em-
ploye musc necrsaarily be one of warfars ;) that
the mmplen er decimed it risht and nee ssary to
tako all D ¢omizt ont of his emplovs, wking
every advanta@e of the sitantion : and the an-
I:l.»y"-, on the oller hand, consid red it was
v duty to crowd the cmplayer and take
every advantare possible, whether fair «r
foul.  Approaching such o subject, then, pro-
judices as well ws tender plages shonld be
touched.  The old teachings had taught them
thut no.hing permoinent could be gained with-
cut agitation, but in that azi ation ecach one
should better nvdarg'and the rights that Le'one
to them. They had neplecte!, he should sy,
this purt of their education, and in 1espect o
that neglect he believed there was no diff rence
L tween the employers and employes. As
human beings he never could find any diff rence
between them., Whe: an employer moved to
take advantagethe otherinvariably did the same.
[t Wad been his guod fortune in life to meet the
highest type of men among the employery, and
he might mstance the case of hin own employer,
who, though he did net sgree with him on the
subject of this organization, would, if it were
necessarr‘ racrifica his position to bofriend him,
and on the employés’ side he had met men who
would sacrifice even their lives for the benefitof
mankind, Again, oo the part of the empleyers,
he had met inen who would go to the verge of
infamy to curry out their ends, and on the other
side he had frund men who would do the
very same. It was the condition of all
that needed regulat'on and the d-velopment of
& higher order of intellect. Was it not then an
inspirstion that had seized the wmind of Uriah
Stevens and his associntes, who had gone
through the trade orgnizations and found that
someth ng higher was required when they first
f unded an assembly of this o ganization ! (ap-
plansze.}) To day, 1f they met ore of the old
veternne, won'd they not feel like taking off
their hats to him in vencratirn and recogmtion
of his kervicen ? Y\pplnusa.) Out of ths mis
taken ideas regard:ng them it was 8 on mani-
fost that the neceseity for their organiz dion was
combination, for withou! comtination nothing
¢ uld boace mp'ishied, The t+ndency of the
time was not only towards combination

these ideas were now, however, fast deifting
away and they were only the resnltof ignurance
un the part of the employer.

The cmployers
had uced ‘“strikes” as a means just a3 wetl as
the emplrydés, and he woul 1 mstance a ¢ase in
the county of Worcsster, Masa., where the cin-
ployés *struck” for these terms:—that the em-
ployds shculd quit the labor organizations or
quit iheir employment. If they wanted to
abolish stmkes, which the lnbor organizations
did, they should abolish the cause, and that could
only be dope by a development of the intellect
of manhood and womsnhood (applause.)
