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CATHOLIC EVOLUTION.

“ A Reader” sends us a few more
questions to solve. One refers to the
“ advanced” books of the day—rather is
it a request for an opinion regarding
such works. We have commenced a
series of editorials on the uss of books
at the request of & great number of our
readem, especially those interested in
reading circles. Last week we referred
to three or four of the standard novelists,
and we purpoee, from time to time; dur-
ing the winter, continuing these Ilittle
studies, which will naturally bring us
down to what onr correspondent wants,
It must, however, be remembered that,
when an editor has a large number of
subjects to treat each week, and many of
these subjeots require hours of resesrch
in order that the articlee—no matter
how burriedly written—be In accord with
Catholic truth and the teachings of the
Church, when the least slip, or mistake,
is certain to bring down a severe criti-
cism, and when all this must be done,
week in and week out, without other
preparation than that which can be

snatched from days and nights employed
in the less important but equally neces-
sary routine connected with the prepara-
tion of suitable material for each issue,
it becomes physically impossible to re-
ply to and satisfy all the inquiries made
and problems set down for his solution.
Moreover, one would needs be a walking
encyoloy ;edia, or else be endowed with &
supernatural memory, to quote suthori-
ties that men, whose whole time is at
their command, who have libraries at
their disposal, are unable to cite unless
they are granted sufficient leisure to

the evolutionists, and the innovators of
every nonsensical theory will never pre-
vail against this establishment.” And
the experience of nineteen centuries is
there to show that Chriat was right, that
the rock upon which He established His
Chuorch was immutable, and that the
Church has been from the beginning the
same through ail ages,

This brings us to the question of the
promulgation of the dogmss. We do
not purpose entesing into & labyrinth of
details—the whole matter is settled by
the assertion of one fact.

Having estab-
lished that Church, Christ prommed to
remain with it—naot as He was seen dur-
ing the three and thirty years of His life
on earth, but in an invisible manner. He
also sent the Holy Ghost to sanctify the
Church. Having done all this Christ left
His Church perfect in every detail, and
gave to it all the requisites to meet the
different requirements of the future. He
did not write down a list of dogmas and
leave the same to St, Peter as God the
Father wrote the decaologue and gave 1t
to Moses. Bat He gave to Peter, and,
therefore, to his successors, the power to
promulgate, whenscever the changes
in the world demanded it, any of the
truths of His religion. Cbrist saw down
thecenturies,and from Calvary he beheld

Toprove
this fallacy he goes through a list of the
dogmas promulgated, from the * Invoca-

tion of Saints” in the year 876, down to|

the « Immaculate Conception,” in 1864,
and the “Papal Infallibility,” in 1870.
Wo are asked to verify the dates given
for the promulgation of each of the
many dogmas mentioned. As far as we
gan learn at present, the dates are correct
enough—sufficiently so, at all events, for
all practical purposes. The three we
have mentioned are certainly exaot,
Here we have two questions raised;
the first concarns the establishment of
the Church, and the second deals with
what is called by this ** Christian Irish-
man” the' result of an evolution in the
teachings of the Church. With the fxst
we will deal briefly, because to enter
into the long since established fact of Bt.
Poter being the first Viear of Christ on
earth, would neceesitate a emall volume,
instead of a column. B8t. Peter did wo?
establish the Church ; it was Ohrist who
established it on Peter. “Thou art Peter,
and upon this rock I sball build My
Church,” and He added what is tanta-
mount to this—*the gatea of Hell, and

He did not establish His Church for the
life-time of St. Peter, nor for a century,
but for all time.

Every dogma of the Church that has
been mentioned in the list that our
“Christian Irishman” drew up, existed
from the very dawn of Coristianity:
Why then wae such or such a dogma not
pronounced upon until centuries after
the Ascension? Because the times and
oiroumstances did not require that such
promulgation should take piace. There
are to-day bundreds of dogmas that are
not promulgated, but which exist all
the same, and which, when the time
comes that it will be considered neces-
sary to proclaim them, shall be sent foxth
to the world with the seal of Christ’s
Vicar upon them. Mark this distinc-
tion. It is not the promulgation that
oreates the dogma ; it is the existence of
the dogma that gives rise to the promul-
gation, Take any one ss an example.
Let us say Papal Infallibility.

That truth existed from the moment
that Christ told St. Peter—in giving him
all power—that He would be with him,
and that Spirit of Trath—the Holy
Ghost—would be with him, apd conse-
quently with his successors. Hagd that
truth, that principle, that logical fact not
existed before 1870, there would be no
need of promulgating it as a dogma of
the Church, In fact, if it were not a
dogma there could be no promulgation.
It is not possible to pronounce upon that
which exists not. Why then promulgate
itin1870? Why was it not promulgated
in 1780, or in any other year since the
fimst century ? Beoause it was a teaching

But the time had come when men,
following in the footsteps of the heretics
and schismatics, began to question this
truth, The moment it was placed in
doubt, it became necessary to collect to-
gether all the evidences of the past—the

Having
comse to the conclusion that the men who
questioned that trunth were wrong, it be-
came the duty of Christ’s Vicar to pro-
claim their error and promulgate the
dogma, The promulgation, therefore,
presupposes the dogma; but the dogma
never presupposes the promulgation.
There is many a principle of law that
the courts have never pronounced upon.
Yet the law exists all the same. And
whenever a tribunal shall pronounce
upon any such pre-existing principle, it
is not the judgment that creates the Iaw,
but the law that gives rise to the judg-
ment. The Church is the same to-day
a8 in the days of Christ—unchangeable,
immortal.

THE GREATEST POET,

“ Harold James ” asks us, “ whom do
you conaider to be the greatest poet?”
Friend, you ask a question that would
require many, many essays in order to
give & reply. Considering our limited
space, we will answer &s shortly as we
can. In the firat place you must con-
sider the age in which the poet wrote,
the style of his poetry, and the different
and ever varied opinions of readers and
students, Along the centuries great
pames appear: Homer, Virgil, Tasso,
Corneille, Racine, Milton, Shakespeare
and a host of others. But which is the
greatest ! Oh! there is the question ! or
ia any of them the grealest \s anothexr
question.
We must know if you refer to the
poets of any particular age; and if so,
do you refer to the epic, the dramatio,
the lyric, or the general poete? Take a
school-girl whoisin raptures over Tenny-
son, Lorgfellow or some other post ; ghe
may not be able to read and mppreciate
ten lines of Shakespeare, unless she sees
his production on the stage. Take the
admirer of Racine, in his religious
dramas, or Beranger in his songs; he
may feel like a person dizzy on & preci-
pice, and be unable to read * Paradise
Lost,”” without a feeling akin to Satan
in his fall. As well ask us who was the
greatest orator, painter, or musician ?
Each has bis own style and each hig
particular merits, While Homer was
the firat great epic poet, yet Virgil suzr-
passed him in many ways ; but Virgil
had theadvantage of his predeceasor as a
modsl. Milton surpassed both in certain
details ; still Milton had the centuries of
example to go by, that wexp not at the
disposal of the others. Shakespeara was
& genius ; his works are glorious forms
of true poetry ; but they were written to
be acted, not merely real. What Milcon
did in the way of placing the scene—in
most majestic language—before his
readers, Shakespeare supplied by the
mis en scene of his dramas, by the
theatrical embelishments which gerve
to bring out the ideas of the poet.
If we were asked,*Who is the greateat
Epic poet ?” we would have to enter into
a series of studies consisting of distine-
tions, qualifications and comparisons as
well as contrast. The same were we
asked, “who is the greateat Dramatic
poet ?’ For, while Shakeapeare is con-

*‘who is the greatest Lyric poet?’ or the
greatest English, or American, or Euro-
pean bard. In fact such a question can-
not be readily answerd.

We must consider the reader; what
that reader’s standard of poetry is; what
style he, or she, most admires; what
peculiarities are in accord with his or
her taste. In a word, the question could
only be answered by the production of a
volume, or a series of volumes on Jitera-
ture. However, we are very thankful to
our correspondent for his difficult but
suggestive question. We will make it
our business to take up this subject, and
and for the benafit of our many literary
inclined readers we will go into a study
of the respective merits of the best
known poets. We may here add that by
poetry we do not mean jingling verse.
There is many a so-called poem, written
in meter, that is so Pprosaic that no
human being could derive any inspira-
tion from it, Poetry must elevate, ex-
pand, glorify; or else it must soothe,
touch and awaken feelings of & tender or
heroic kind. Ruskin has written pages
of prose, that compared with some of
the poetry of our age, is aublime in the
extreme, His writings breathe lrue
poetry, slthough not couched in the
form of verse, while many of the verse of
to-day arees postic as the North Pole
and a8 little calculated to atir up the
warmth of sentiment as would be that
imaginary prodding-stick of the Artic
regiona,

But before closing our reference to this
subject we feel that we can answer the
question asked in a clear and precise
manner, We arerequired to atate “ who
is the greatest poet ?” that is to say, the

one who dieplayed the greatest amount

of true poetry and left to the ages the

blessed inheritance of hisimmortal gifts.
That one mnst be the poetic producer of
& work, that, like the chefd-zuvre of the
Grecian artist, combined the beauty of
every madel and the pexfection of every
master. We can emphatically state that
such a poet existed: such a bard has
gung ; such & master has wielded the
power of inspired muses for the benefit
of mankind and the gloxy of God. The
greatest poet that ever existed is Chriat !
In the epic majesty of His conceptions,
in the descriptive perfection of His deli-
neations, in the miraculous insight into
human nature displayed in His sayings,
in the lyric beauty, tenderest love and
sentiment of His expressions, in His
every precept and His every word there
are the traces of the truest, the grandest,
the nobleat, the most touching poetry
that the ages ever knew.

- And if the building up of a stately
epic is the test of greatness in the poet,
surely He surpasses all that have ever
appeared on earth—be they inepired or
otherwise. Look back over nineteen
centuries and behold the epic of the
world in the stupendous poem left by
Christ to the future generations. On the
snmmit of calvary, * with a nail through
His hand for a pen, and crimson blood
for ink,” on the pages of human history
the Son of God wrote canto after canto,
book after book, the miraculous poem of
Catholicity, of the Oatholic Ckurch.
Study that great poem, and in its pre-
sence all others sink into insignificance.
If they do possess any light, it is that of
the atars, borrowed from the centrgl sun
of all glorious thought. Yes; Christ
alone can ‘be called the ¢ greateat poet
of the world.”

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DR. RANKIN ON THE CHURCH
A Tetter recently sent by Dr. Rankin
to The Scotsman is worthy of editorial
reproduction. The National Protestant
Congress has been bolding a series of
meetings, and Popery, with all its en-
croachments, wes thoroughly denounced.
The Congress coraplained that the press,
which commented upon it, was under
the influence of the priests. It declared
against the Ritualism that is being intro-
duced into the Presbyterian body, and
gave the world the wonderful piece of
news that St. Augustin was not & Catho-
lic. It is thus an eminent Presbyterian
oleryman, Rev. Dr. Rankin, comments
upon the Congress and its sessions :

“What exquisite fun these meetings
must have afforded to those against
whom they are directed. I suppose the
demonstration, partly or mainly, is trace-
able to the meeting sometime ago of the
Catholic Truth Society, and is intended
as & counterblast. When one scans the
list of names of speakers it is hard to see
why the little clique of bigots call them-
selvea ‘national.’ But these big adjectives
are as cheap as modern esquires, and
there is no need to linger over a familiar
abuse which can now mislead no one.
The Congress can be called Protestant
only in the sense of Protestantism de-
generate and run toseed and taken up
by small sectarians and hobbyhorsemen,
who don’t understand that their views
have been exploded for half a century
past. Bitter and narrow as is the basis
of the Congress it is interesting to ob-
gerve that even in it there is a consider-
able amount of gradation in holding kin-
dred opinions. Perhaps the most in-
structive part of the whole waa the cross-
firing in connection with Professor Lind-
say’s paper on the expediency of new
organizations to spread their views over
the country. What one self-complacent
speaker designates ‘the flower of Cbris-
tian Scotland,’ most sensible people will
regard rather as the dregs of Christian
8cotland.

“Tt is & melancholy sight to see & num-
ber of professing Christians banded to-
gether in Congress to assail and miare-
present the cldest branch of Europeaa
Christendom as the man of ain and anti-
Christ, and the scarlet woman, alias a
word which modern politeness hinders
the free use of as in older days. For
myself, I don’t consider the Pope to
have proved his case as the successor of
8t, Peter, nor do I consider transubstan-
tiation to be scriptural, Yet with all ita
faults the Roman Church is vastly su-
perior to any of our sects, or to any
dozen of them clumped in Congress.
No body of clergy in modern Sgotland is
more diligent in duty among the poor
and the dying, or more pure in their
private lives than the priesthood:of the
Roman Catholic Church. If any church
or any group of churches wishes to
check the spread of Roman Catholic
tenets or influence, the true and lawful
policy to adopt is mot slander and mis-
representation and the cant and rant of
long bygone Puritanic and Covenanting
controversy, but quietly and persever-
ingly to do their own work and let the
Roman Church alone. It only shows
our own weaknees and evil disposition, if
we devote days and weeks to what is
_really abusing and cursing our neigh-

bora. Most of what is denonnced as
Ritualism is that certain branches of
the Protestant or Reformed Ohurch are
now finding out that their Protest and
-.Reform in the heat of the sixteenth and
seventeenth century was much over-
done, and that many excellent things
were unréasonably discarded. It is
quite true that in one sense there is an:
-approximation on their part or our part

). ;-but where-ia'the harm in‘an

approximation to Rome if at the same
time we approximate to a fuller
intexpretation of Scripture and his-
toric Church, with its creed and
usages of the first seven or gight cen-
turiea? If we are honest Churchmen we
cannot do otherwise. It is too Jate in
the day to appeal to popular ignorance,
prejudice and fanaticiem, and to try to
subordinate truth and seemly ceremony
to the unregulated development of end-
lesn sects, each fighting for self-preserva-
tion, and reckless of the life or repula-
tion of othems, glad to find occasional
acraps of anity in the form of conspiracy
against Rome, ¢ in this miserable Con-
gress, or against the Church of England,
a8 in the Welsh Disestablishment case.

I agree in one point with this ragged
regiment of Protestant Congressmen,
that the Roman Catholic Church is in a
more flourishing and influential poaition
pow than & generation sgo, but I differ
from them entirely in the estimate of
causes. My view ia that Protestantism
18 enfeebled or failing through multi-
plicity of small and bitter sects, which
bring relicion and Church into social
contempt—that Rome with its unity,
zeal and historic continuity is gradualily
and rapidly growing in virtue of pussess-
ing a better Christian apirit than the
sects, with more of true prayer, reverence
and devotedness.”

Here iz & wonderful tribute from the
pen of a learned Presbyterian clergy-
man. It does not surprise us that a man
of Dr. Rankin’s broad views snd large
mind should make use of such Christian
and logical language, but it does astound
us that a man holding such principles,
acknowledging such facts, and admitting
gsuch truths, should not believe in the
apoatolioc succession of the Popes, or in
the Real Presonce a8 & dogma taught by
such & Cburch., Dr. Rankin estimates
the little secta at their true value; but
how is it he does not see the littleness of
his own sect? He admits the influence
and strength of the Catholic Church to
surpassall the others. He attributes the
same to the unity, zeal and kistoric con-
tinuity of that Church, as well as to its
possessing more of irue prayer, reverence
and devotedness than any denomination
or demominations. How can a learned,
a sincere, & logical man b chold unity and
historic continuity, and irue prayer in the
Catholic Cburch alone, and not believe
in the Divine foundsation of that Church ?
Its unity alone suffices to prove it to be
the only true one; its unbroken con-
tinuity establishes apoatolic sucoeesion.

But, perhaps, Dr. Rankin is on his way
to Damsaacus; the angel has not yet
flashed the full light upon him; it is
coming, however, and soon,

PURGATORY,

This is the month of November, the
month specially set aside by the Church
for devotions om behslf of the souls in
Purgatory. In our second last issue we
- referred to the consacling and beautiful
‘"dogma that our Church alone univer-
sally accepts, and we pointed out how
fruitful of future good is the practice of
prayers for the dead. Not many months
'ago, in an editorial on this subject, we
advanced arguments in favor of the
_existenve of Purgatory that a learned
Protestant clergyman admitted to us
were irrefutable; but he added that not
‘being sappotted by -the Scriptures, he
‘could not accept the degree, no matter
‘how logical our reasoning, We need
'not repeat our chain of arguments, but
‘we will try ‘and ghow our non-Catholio
friend that we have ample Beriptural
‘evidenoe of the existence of a third state
isuch as the place oalled Purgatory indi-
‘cates. ‘We hope that when his ohjection

the accepling of the dogma is over-

come be will be found preying for the
dead and winning for himself numbir

less graces through tbat medium.

We know that our Protestant friends
do not accept as poriiens of canonical
geriptures the two firat books of Macha-
bees, but they do venerate these books
as suthentic and holy records. As such,
then, these two books bear evidence that
a century and a half before Christ God’s
people believed in and practised the
wholesome thought of praying for the
dead. To enter into the proof that the
books of Machabees are an integral part
of the Scriptures is foreign to our present
purpose. Let us settle one before going
to another.

Taking these books, even as the Pro-
testant takes them, we find in the second
one that the Pious General, Judas Ma-
chabens, sent 12,000 drachmas to Jeru-
salem, for sacrifices, to be offered for bis
‘soldiers slain in battle; sfter which nar-
ration the inapired writer says: It is
therefore a holy and a wholesome thought to
pray for the dead, that they may be loosed
from their sins. (2 Mach., xii.46) But
it may be said that the Q'd Teatament
applies particularly to the Jews : it isin
the New Testament that evidence is
lackivg Very well. What place is that
which Christ calls Adbraham’s bosom,
where the soul of ILazarus reposed,
(according to 8t. Luke, xvi. 22.) among
the other just souls, till, by His sacred
passion, He paid their ransom ? Dives
did not address God, but Abraham-—it
oould not then have been heaven,nor yet
was it hell. 8t. Peter says: “Christ died
for our sins; being put to death in the
flesh, and enlivened in the spirit; in
which also coming he preached to thoze
spirits that were in prison.” (1 Pet. iii.
19.) Where was the place of the deten-
tion of those spirits ? Waa it heaven?
Heaven is not a prigon. Was it hell?
Useless to preach to spirits in bell—for

would receive great hbhenefit from it.”
(In cap. I. Philip, Hom. 8) Tertullian,
who lived in the century aft:r the Apos-
tles, referring to & widow, sayes: “8he
prays for the soul of her busband, and
begs refreshment for him.” (L. De
Moncgam, chap. 10,) Here is what 8t.
Cyprian hes to say : “It is ooe thing to
be waiting for pardon ; apother to attain
to glory ; one tbing to be sent to prison,
not to go from thence till the lust farth-
ing is paid; another to receive imme-
diately the reward of faith and virtne;
one thing to suffer lengthened torments
for sin, and to ba chastised and purified
for & long time in that fire; auother to
bave cleansed away all 8in by suffering.”
(St.Cypr.I,4,cp.3) By the last ex-
pression he means martyrdom. How
touching- St. Augustin’s account of his
mother’s death, St. Monpica, when she
begs of him toremember herin the Mass
that she “may obtain pardon for her
8ins.” All the Fathers preach thisdeec- -
trinh, and the list of quotations we could
give would make a big book. The
Church, however, does not oblige us to
believe that the souls in purgatory are
punished by material fire. On this she
made & union with the Greeks in the
Council of Florence. Again the word
Purgatory is conventional; yet by cen-
turies of use it has become too well
understood to mean 2 third state in the
next world to permit of the use of any
other term. But it is not the name, it is
the place; it is not the designation, but
the dogma that we insist on. This will
suffice for one week; but our Scriptural
testimony is far from being exhausted.

QUIXOTISM AGAIN.

Paul. Listen to the Apostle of the Gen-
tiles: “The day of the Lord shall be
revealed by fire, and the fire shall try
every man’s work of what sort itis, 1f
any man’s work abide, he shall receive a
reward. If any man’s work be burnt,
he shall suffer loss; but he himaelf shall
be saved, yeot 8o as by fire.” (I Cor, III,,
18,15.) In what other sense than that
of a purpatorial fire can the above be
taken? OChrist has denounced the sin
of blasphemy against the Holy Ghost in
fearfal terms—for this sin “shall not
be forgiven, either in this world or in the
world to come.” (Matt., XIL, 32.) Ac-
cording to St. Augustine (De Civit. Dei,
1,21, c. 24) these words prove that some
gins are forgiven in the world to come.
If 80, there must be some middle place
where the unforgiven spirits awsit their
purification.

Let us turn for a moment to tradition.
The doctrine of the Church is clearly set
forth by the Council of Trent: “ There
is & Purgatory, and the souls detained
there are helped by the prayers of the
faithful, and particularly by the accept-
able Sacrifice of the Altar.” Within
three hundred years of the Apostles, Bt.
Ohrysostom lived, and surely he must
have been an authority upon the teach-
inga that ceme to him through a few
generations. He thus wrote: “ It is not
witbout. good  reason, ordained by the
Apostles, that mention gshould be made of
the dead in the tremendous mysteries,
because they knew full well that these

St. PETERSBURG, November 12 —M. de
Gierg, minister of foreign affairs, sent on
Baturday this ciroular to Russian min-
isters and ambassadors:—* Our illus-
trious sovereign, upon assnming the
suprems power conferred uprm him by
the inecrutable decrees of Providence, is
firmiy resolved to take to himself in all
details the exalted task which his be-
loved father of imperishable memory
undertook., MHis Majssty will devote all

. his strength to the develorment of the
welfasre of Russia. He will deviate in
no way from the completely pacific and
loyal and firm policy which has contri-
buted so greatly to the general tranquil-
ity of the world.

“ Russia will remain faithful to her
traditions, and will endeavor to main-
tain friendly relations to all powers re-
cognising, a8 hitherto, the respect for
right, law and order, and guarantee the

. safety of the nstions. At the openiog
of the glorious reign which now belongs
to hi-tory, the ruler's goal was rimply
the ideal of a strong and happy Russia,
having proper regard for hexr own good,
but at the same time without intending
to injure anybody. To-day, at the be-
ginning of & new reign, we avow the
same principles with equal sincerity.
We implore the Lord's blessings that
these principles may be executed with
out modification for many years, and
may produce invariably the expected
blessings.”

The
eame observation holds good for
the inebriate who binds himself by
pledge for one year or five years, experi-
ence on his part and observation of every-
one who has had to deal with the inebri-
ate proving that the slightest indulgence
bringe back the old habit with a celerity
that is simply astounding. No compro-
niize must eventnally become the motto
of every lover of the temperance cause
in dealing with the liquor traffic. The
great archiepiscopal standard-bearer of
temperance in the Uuited Btates, Most
Rev. John Ireland, of 8t. Paul, gives. the
reason when he regretfully acknowledged
that those engaged in the trade, instead
of freeing it from its objectionable fea~
tures, only hurl defiance at all who at-
tempt to prevent them desecrating the

Lord’ Day, selling to well known drunk-
ards, and dieregarding every law, human
and divine, in their eager thirat for blood
money, If they refuse to second the
efforts of temperance men to reduce the
liquor evit to its minimum, they will
cnly hasten the dsy when, with the cry,
no compromise, the increased hosts of
temperance advocates will drive them
out of busireas.

- Interesting Letter From Cardinal
Vunghan on the subjeor,

An Anglican correspondent bhas re
ceived the folluwing letter from his
Eminence. Cardinal Vaughun, of West-
minster, in reference to his address on
the reunion of Christendom :

*8ir, I am at a loss to understand how
the words in my address on the reunion
of Cbristendom, ‘Would that they {our
Anglican friends) could prove to us,
¥ould that we could recognize, their of-
ders,’ can have been interpteted by you
from an Apglicen pulpit as ah admission
on my part that ‘Apglican orders and
gacraments are real But I have re
ceived letters of exaotly the same im-
%ott as your own from nther parts of

pgland. Readily, therefore, as I reoog-
nize, and warmly us I admire, much that
is generous, noble and ttrue in Apglican
aspirations and endeavors, and willingly
28 1 admit the good faith which is con-
spicuous in 80 many, I must not leave
uncorrected & misapprebension on so
grave & matter as that of Anpglican
orders,

“But let us be quile cleal as to what
we mean by orders. Catholios under-
stand ordination to be the bestowal upon
men, first of a power to change bread
and wine, so that in their place our
Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ becomes
truly and substantislly present on the
altar in His divine and human natures,
and to cffer Him up in true eucharistic
sacrifice tothe Eternal Father; gecondly,
of 8 power to forgive the sins of men
with & divine (flicacy. We ocannot allow
that Anglican orders possess or confer
these supernatural powers, which are of
the priesthodd of Christ. And, first, am I
wrong in believing that the existence of
eny such powers in their ministers is ag
vehemently denied by a Jarge majority
of the members of the Established Church
a8 by ourselves ? If so, what of the cer-
tainty professed by those numerous and
devout members of the eame communion
who maintain that these powers are be-
stowed and exercised within their
Church? And where is the unity of the
Anglican Church on a doctrinal matter
of such vital importance ?

You
inay rcgret this and point to a chaoge
in thought, but yot cen never get over
the historical and doctrinal fact that
for three hundred years the Anglican
Church has cast aside the essential
charagter of the Catholic rite of ordina-
tion and has used instead a form that
was deliberately intended to exclude the
idea of a eacrificing priesthood. And
with the lapse of validity in Anglican
orders is involved, of course, the loss te
the Anglican Church of apostolical suc-
cession. .

“ I conolude, thetefore, by submitting
that no prudent man can poesibly affirm
the validity of Anglican orders ot trust
his soul to their sacramental efficacy.
And I believe that, under all the circam-
stances, the Holy See could mnever ac-
cept, as it never bas accepted, the or-
dinations of Anglican clergymen, But,
as pointed out in my address
at Preston, the question of order is, after
all, only & side issue. Even were
it proved that the Anglicans, like the
Donatists, have valid orders, and even
were they sacknowledged by the Holy
See, in the words of St. Augusting, ‘it
would avail them nothing outside the
unity of the Church,’ Believe me, sir,

¢ SONG OF THE MYSTIC.”

There is not, perhaps, in our langnage
anything more truly beautiful and deep
ly religions than Fatber Abram J,
Ryan’s porm, * The Song of the Mystic ”
We are grateful to the readers of THE
TRUE WiTxESs who asked us to give ti:e
whole of that poem. We rememb-r
well, that when we first touk charge of
the editorship of this paper, a certain
newspiapn r map, in a sarcastic mond, re-
marked that the readers might lovk out
for editorinls in verse. So faor we have
not fourd time, nor did we discovera
tuitable opportunity of fulfiling the
predicticn. But ciicumatances now per-
mit us to give a poetical editcrial, al
thougb not {rom cur own pen. We kniw
weil that l'undreds of our subscribers
bave read the:se verses, and that the
poem hus been printed and reprinted
numercus times ; bat no man or wrman
can read it carefully without feelivg the
better after the perarsal. Instead, there-
fore, of merely publishing it, for the
pleasure of the one who asked us to do
80, in the rcading columrs, we deem it
worthy of a place on the editorial page.
But we beg ot cur readers not to glance
over it carelessly; rather to pause at
every verse and drink in the full mean-
ing of the mystical but wonderfully re-
ligious thonghts.

When, in 1880, an edition of Father
Ryan’s poems sappeared, the * Poet
Priest” himself wrote a simple but char-
acteriatic preiace. Inithesaid: *’These
.verses (which some friends call by the
higher title of poems—to which appella-
tion the author objects) were written at
randc m—off and on, here and there, any-
where—just when the mood came,
with little of atudy and less of art, and
ulways in s hurry. * * * * Qoulg
were always more to bim than eongs.
But still summehow—and he could not tell
why—he sciuetimes tried to sing. Here
are his simple songs * * * ¥ No
more need be said, except that these

.dreamed of God and love, whose spirit

verses mirror the mind of the wuthor.”
Traly, if in sll his cullection thereis a
poem that perfect'y mirrora that author's
mind, it is “ The Song of the Mystic.”
In it we behold the young man seeking
his vocation, and the grand calling of the
priesthood awaiting him, He waslonely
in the world, he was 8ad amidst plessure,
he was solitary when plunged in life’s
confusion—why ? Because that he felt
that another path wae there for him to
travel, and until he heard God’s voice in-
dicating that path, he was disconsolate.
But what joy, what serene happiness
once he discovered his sacerdotal vooca-]
tion and toock up his cross to follow the
Saviour! There is not & verse, nota
word in that poem that should notbe
epgraven upon the memory of every
true Catholic. It is a piece that indi
oatea the priest mcre than the artist, and
that appeals to the heart mors than to |
the critical' mind., Just follow it care- !
fully :

I walk down the Valley of Silence—
Down the dim, voiceless Valley—alone |
And 1 hear not the fail of & footstep
Around me, save God's and my own ;
And the hush of my heart isas holy

AR bovers where angels have flown !

Long ago was I weary of voloes

Whose music my heart conld not win
Long ago was I weary of nolses

Tbat ficited my soul with their din;
Long ago was I weary of places

Where I met bnt the haman and sin,

I walked In the warld with the worldly ;
I oraved what the world never gave ;
And ]I eaid :** In the worla each Idesl,
That ahines llite & star on life's wave,
Is wrecked on the shores of the Real,
And sleeps like a dream in 8 grave,”’

Such js the “Song ot the Mystic,” the
sopng of the holy pricat, the songof one who

was atirred into celestial harmony by
every thought of celestial devotion. In
our mind it is & most wonderfully true
picture of the visious that come to-the
pious sonls whom God calls to the sacer-
dotal dignity, His was a heart full of
love's fire, a soul radiznt with gloricus
light, a being absorbed in contemplaiions
too lofty, too heavenly for the ordinary
mortal to undemtand. We read of the
ecstacies that have come to certain
saints, moments of pious transpoxtation,
when their apirits become prematurely
glorious in the contact with scenes of
axother life ; it always seemed to us that
the “Poet Prieet” had such hours of ce-
lestial intercourss, and that he was un-
able to withatand the throbbinga of his
own heart, or to resist the fires that con-
sumed his sounl, and for relief he turned
to song, and poured forth all bis inward

ful, that he pliced ne a flowery garland
at the feet of his M ther, while leaving
them to humanity as a glorious heritage.
The “Song of the Mystic is surely one of
his most remarkable produnctions, as well
asone of the most remarkable of this
generation,

nor yet are the services in the Kremlin
over, and the great maunsoleum of St.

Paul’s has not been reach-
ed, when the Czar issues a proclamation
declaring that he will watch over the in-
terests of Russis, keep up all peaceful
relations with the nations of Eurcpa and
follow to the letter the policy of his
father. It is exactly what we expected.
Had it been otherwise the last ten years
of the present Czar's life would have been
a failure. His txipa from one country to
the other would have been fruitless.

The species of newspaper panioc that
spread over Europe priorto the death of
Alexander I11. was no indication of com-
ing events. Beyond the stirring wave of
abnormal excitement it is necessary to
look to the great figure that is to play
the leading part ln the next few yesrs of
Rueaian history, and to judge of his prob-
able course by the training he received,
the inculoations from his surroundings
and the atmosphere that he breathed.
Basing our opinion upon theee indica-
tions we predicted a continuation of
Alexander Alexandrovich’s policy, and
as far as the present can asaure us, that
rrediction is being fulfilled.

JUSTIN McCARTHY

MAEKES AN APPEAL FOR HARMONY,

DusLiN, Nov, 12.—A fnll meeting of
the Irish Parliamentary Farty was hLeld
here to-day, Mr, Justin McCarthy pre-
siding. Mr. McCarthy announced the
division of the P:ris funds according to
agreement. .

Referring to the checks sent to the
party by Lord Tweedmouth and Mr.
Gladstone, he eaid that he had nccepted
all respopsibility for taking them. He
regarded Mr. Gladstone’s check as a
gracious and useful proof that Lis inter-
est in the Irish cause wae unabated.
The issue of the circular anent the
checks was a clerk’s blunder. Such mis-
takes ougbt not to be discussed by the
press. Newspapers were not the tri-
bunal before which members of the
party shall bring their grievances.

Mr, McCarthy declared emphatically
that the continuance of these public dis-
putie was incomparible with the safety
of the Irish movement. Disputes have
luwered the party’s prestige, unity and
efficiency as u parliamentary fores, given
juy to their enemies and saddened their
own people at home and abroad. Public
disputes between members of the party,
he declsred, meant bankruptcy of the
Irish movement.

Countiouing, Mr. McCarthy said : “The
responsibility 1or tuis condition of affairs
«{oes not rest with Irisbmen &t home or
wbroad, but with yourseives. It 18 for
yuu to endurse or reject my views, I
have borne attacks nsilence., It now
becomes my duty to telltha Irish people
the real gitnation. With your permission
Lshall publish this statement, ro that
the responmbility will no longer rest ¢on
me,”

A resclution authorizing the publica-
tion was carried by a vote of 88 to 14.
The fourteen dissidents recorded the
opinion that the publication would only
prolong the dissension, Otber resolu-
tions were adopted approving of a Liberal
programme, etc, h

claring that in consequence of the atti-
tude of Chief Becretary Mcrley onthe
amnesty question. the people of Ireland

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~ THE POOR CLARES.

The Lite of St. Clare, snd the Intro-
duction ot the Order Into Ireland
—A Most Interesting Sketch.

o

Religious communities of the Second
‘Order of St. Francis are called Poor
‘Clares, 2 name derived from the extreme
‘poverty of their rule and the name of
‘their foundress, Saint Olare.

Those who adhered to the rule in its
original form were called Poor Clares and
those who followed it as modified by
Pope Urban IV. were called Urbanites.
The Bernardines, from 8t. Bernardine;
‘the Coletans, from St. Coleta, and the
Capuchinesses from the Capuchins—are
all Poor Clares. All these, though hav-
ing different constitutions profess the
rule given by St. Francis to his first spiri-
tual daughter, 8¢. Clare, and can, there-
fore, as they generslly are, be called
Poor Clares. They sre also called Minor-
esnes, 85 the Franciscan Friars are called
Minors. .

Saint Clare was the daughter of a high
born knight who lived in Awsizi in the
thirteenth century. This nobleman and
his wife were distinguished no less for
their exemplary piety than for their
rank and wexlth. They had three daugh-
ters, Clare, Agnes and Bestrice. Clare,
the eldest, was born in 1193 ; she was so
devout from her earliest childhood that
'she seems to have been predestined for
‘the holy life to which God called her.

When she was eighteen she heard of
‘St. Francis, who was then muoch spoken
-of in Assizi. This holy man confirmed
‘her in her resolution to abandon the
‘world and devote herself entirely to God
‘in the religicus life. Her parents had in
‘view for her an honorable match, but she
declined, pleading her intention of re-
nouncing the world, ‘

On the evening of the Monday after
Palm Sunday in the year 1212, Clare left
her home in the company of another
pious young woman and went to the con-
vent and church of 8t. Mary of the
Angels, where St. Francis and his monks
resided. She was met &t the church
doors by the communuity, bolding lighted
tapers in their hands and sipging the
“ Vepi.Creator Spiritus.” .Before the
altar of the Blessed Virgin she put off
her rich apparel and raceived the dress
shs was to wear in future—a coarse gray
habit with a cord for a girdle. St.
Francie cut off her hair as a sign of her
complete separation from the world. She
wag placed with the Benedictine nuns
until & convens could be erected for the
new order.

Her parents aud rela'ives were indig-
nant st what they termed her folly in
thus disgracing them by adopting such a
poor and lowly- state of life. They used
overy maeans to induce her to change her
mind, even resorting to threats® of vio-
lence. One of the party went to the con-
vent to compel her to return home, who
having seized her would have dragged
her from her retreat, had she not clung
to the altar. In the struggle her veil fell
off, disclosing to her friends her shorm
head. This convinced them of her gin-
cerity in her intentions and they left her
in peace to serve God in the way she had
chosen. The opposition- of her relatives
was osused by the fear that her lowly
mode of life would bring ignominy on
her fami'y. Alas! for tho wisdom of
human foresight. Had Clare ignored the
cell of God and embraced the life intend-
ed for her by her friends, the family
name would have centuries ago been lost
in the miats of the past. Asit is, Clare
ennobled it, making it famous for all
time. , .

- 8t, Francis soon removed her to the
Benedictine convent of St. Angole, where
after an equally strong opposition from
her friends her sister Agnes took the veil.
Eventuslly a convent was fitted up for
the two sisters nesr the Church of St.
DamienYn Assizi, where they were join-
ed by fifteen-ludies, some of whom were
her own relatives and three were mem-
-bers of the noble family of Ulbaldini of
Florence. Clare was appointed Mther
Superior ; she rapidly extended theorder
to [taly, Belgium, France, Germany and
8pain, ,The Order was approved by Pope
Innocent I1I. and confirmed by Honorius
the Third in 1228.  The rule at firat was
very austere, being drawn-up by St.
Francis on the model he had- prepared

- for his religious men.--The -sisters went.

-~barefooted, observed perpetual. silence

-aud-pragtised:gevere fasts, they were also

e L X
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debarred from possesaing praperty even
in common.

Great numbers joined this poor austere
Order, including a loog line of noble
ladies, amongst whem were Agnes,
daughter of tt e King of Bohemisa, Joan,
daughter of the King of Navarre, Isabel,
sister of 8¢. Louis, Blanche, daughter of
Philip of France, and Marie, sister of
Klpg Philip of Spain, .

The rule was considered fco austere
for women and was mitigated by Pope
Urban IV, in 1263.. He gave parmission
to the Qlaresto possess incomes.

Some of the convents preferred the
original rule of Bt. Francis, hence arose
the distinction between Urbanists and
Poor.Clares. In Paris they are known
a3 “Filles de L’Ave Maria.,”

Blanche, Queen of Navarre, introduced
the Order inio England in the year 1293,
The convent was situated near Algate,
they possessed incomen and were known
a8 Urbanists. There is no authentic re
cord of their mission in England beyond
the date of their introduction and the fact
of having three houses in the Kingdom.
In 1525 six Irish nung left Belgium
with the hope of introducing the Order
in the land of 8t.Patrick. With some
aspistance they established themselves in
& honse in Dublin. Untaortunately the
annals of the Order in Ireland are very
unconnected ; the first two centuriea tbe
nuns had so much to suffer, they had
little time to think of records or annals,
80 posterity has little information as to
what these noble women had to endure
duriog the dark days of perascution, liv-
ing in hourly dread of being discovered
by the authorities. It can be easily
understood how difficult it would have
been to have kept & history of their
work, & bistory thal if written would fill
volumes, telling of hercic faith, con-
stancy, and in many cases martyrdom—
for in a time when the religion of Christ
was prescribed by law, when prieats
were hunted like wild beasts, there was
little respect or consideration shown to
these defenceless women, whose homes
were often consigned to the flames or
leveled to the ground by the brutal fol-
lowers of the infamous Cromwell. It is
related that notwithstanding the disad-
vantages of the times quite & number of
'adies joined the Community, and the
rumor of their ives going abroad, they
had many visitors of their own sex, nuns
at that time being a novelty in the
country.

Amongst the visitors was no less a per-

sonage than the wife of the Lord Deputy,
who went in disguise; she was much
pleased and interested in all she wit-
nessed, but unfortunately she related the
particulaxs of her visit to her husband,
who immediately sent the mayor of the
town with a company of soldiers to take
poeseesion of the convent and bring the
abbess before him to be questioned as to
the mode of life embraced by the sisters
in her charge, She made such ¢calm and
judicious replies that the Lord Deputy
Instead of carrying out the full rigor of
the law, contented himself by ordering
them to leave Dublin within a month.
They sepsrated and were cared for by
certain Catholic families until such time
as & house could be secured for them.
The spot seleoted for the new convent
was near Athlone, a very ushealthy site,
hut possesging the then almost pricsless
advantage of being remots and solitary.
The convent was called  Bathlehem.”
In 1641 they were driven out of this
poor retreat by the Cromwellian soldiers,
their effects plundered and their house
burned. The nuns fled, some to Wexford
and Athlone, some died on their way
from cold and exposure, others fled to
their houses in Franee and Spain, a few
remeined with frienda, These,in 1648,
obtained from the Corporation of Galway
a grant of an island in the river close to
the town where they built a fine convent
which was destroyed four years afterwaxd
when Galway surrendered to Cromwell’s
army. Some time after a convent was
established in Market street, Galway,
where they received day boarders, thua
pasaing for & school rather than & re-
ligious house.

With many viciesitudes they continued
to reside in Galway, six of their number
removing to Dublin and founding a house
in that eity. -

In 16836 two of the sisters undertook
the perilous task of travelling to London
to ask for a grant of three .acres on the
little islsnd, which had become vested in
the crown. Lady Hamilton, one of the
ladies_in waiting, obtained for them an
interview ‘with Queen Caroline, Consort’
of King George the Becond, Their mis-

sion was successful, and the Pogr Clares
have held the grouind ever gince, -
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In 1825 they erected a Chapel Cloister
and sehool; thus through their perse-
verance and strong faith they are firmly
established on the historic ground of
Nuns Island. They have now & number
of schools in the United Kingdom. At
the present time there is a fourishing
Industrial School attached to the Convent
of Cavan,

The Mother house of the Order in Ire-
land is B¢, Clares’ Convent,Harold’s Cross,
Dublin, which thas several branches in
America ; notably that of the S.sters of
Peage in New Jeraey.

The spirit of their holy foundress con-
tinues to prevade the order, and in every
country of the world the Poor Clares have
accomplished wonders for the propaga-
tion of the faith.

In 1623, when a Franciscan missionary
