A THRILLING TALE OF THE SEA.

The little fishing village of ——— is placed
ona flat neck of land, which umtesa small x:m:ky
‘nromontory with the sandy district of Fingal,
and forms the point of junction of two sweeping
bays that take a long curve wwards at both
sides, leaving it stand_ing far into the sea, so as
to present from the distant heights the appear-
ance of bewng built upop, or rather in the wa-
ter.

IRISH INTELLIGENCE.

On Sunday week the Rigbt Rev. Dr. Butler celebrat-
ed the eight o'clock Mass av St. Michael's, Limerick,
assisted by the Rev. T Browne, Adwinistrator. After
enumeralicg and commenting cn the many facilities
possessed by the Catholics of Limerick for the edu-
cation of their children, bis Lor:hip proceeded :—
Now, with these abundan: fucilities of pure Catlolic
education {or all clusses, wud at every ligure, and at
no figure at all, what excuse cun any Catholic pa.
rent have for sending his children to the conderoned
model school ?—for confiding the training of bis lit-
tle ones, not only in secular learning, but also in re-
ligious knowledge to the hired agents ot the British
Government ?  There is no excuse for it—uo shadow
of justificution any longer for se reckless, so shame-
ful = betrayal of the best, tue eterual inteiests of
their children. Indeed it sezms now to be felt by
all; for at this day nnd for u long time past the go-
vernment Echool i3 deserted by Catholie children. A
few daya ago [ bad the numbers there taken, and I
am happy to announce 1bat, with the exception of
the children of the school officials, and the children
of mixed marriages, where the futher is a Protestant,
and some few. cbildren-of po mairinges at all— with
these exceptions there are now in the model schoot
but eleven Catholic children. As regard the school
officials whose children attend the school, we bave
po contrel over tkem—they do not, strictly speaking
beloog 1o our flock—they are strangers sent gers by
their employers, and to remnin kere only aslong as
it shall plense their employera, They ars conatanily
changed about from place to place, and some cof
them I know send their children to the condemued
school, sorely against their will and against tbeir
conscience, but they fear if they did otherwise they
would be marked for persecution by their masters,
and s lose their daily bread, The children of mixed
marriages who attend the school we cannot of course
interfere with. The father of these few children are
not Cathalics; and though they allow the children to
be reared in the Catholic faith, they choose to send
them to 8 school condemned by the Catholic Oburch,
We bave nc power in- the-case, They are not bound
to obey us, for they do not belisve 1hat we have au-
thotity to commund them from God.

It costs
now for it3 support over eleven hundred a-year—all
taken from the public packet, and paid by Catholics
s well as Protestants. Did the Government intend
that this enormous outlay of public money should be
devoted exclasively to the education of the Protest.
ants of Limerick. The Protestants of Limerick did
not want or wish for this outiny, They bave no
need to fall back upon tie public taxes for the edu-
cation of their children. They can atfurd to educate
them, and they have abundant opportnnities of do-
ing so at their own private cxpense. What, then, is
the meaning of epenicg a school lor the people of
Limerick, from which all these who want it are shut
out? If the Government really ntended this school
for the Catholics as well as for the Prolestants of
Limerick, they should hase counted, considering the
population of the city, that out of every hundred
children who entered the school, ninety would be
Catholics. The school, then, if honestly meant,
must, tbough open to all, bave been intended chiefly
for tke Catholic youth of the city. What means,
then, the bungle, the insult, the outrage upon com-
mon sense of opening such a school upon principles
which oblige every Cutholic to shun it for conscinnce
sake, which sbut out the ninety and admit acly the
ten? Are we to suppose that it was set up as a lure
to draw the Cetholic people of the city from their al-
legiance to the Church of God, and to root out .of
their souls by an infidel system of education that
Holy Catholic Faith to which their fatbers clung in
gpite of the sword and the reck, and the gibbels of
other days. It is surely time for the Catholic laity
of Limerick to look 1o this and if they canpot re-
move its evil, 'at least make it understood to the ci-
vilized world that plain justice is denjed to us be-
cauae we were Catholics, and tbat religious liberty,
in the hauds of the present Government, is a cruel
delugicn—an 1osulting mockery. [t is often said
how it happens that the COntholic commissioners can
snuction Lbese model schools, or why they do not ef-
fect such changes ia tkem as would render them sale
for Catholic youth, and accepteble to the Catholic
faith. Bat we are aut ta suppoge that the present
Catholic Oommisgzioners have sanctioned ibe model
schools. We should rather belicve that they heartily
condemn them, snd regard them g3 fraught with
danger to faith and morals; but what can they do?
They areten in number against ten Protestants.

They are gentlemen of high station, of uudoubted

houor, of great intelligence and ability, and, I bave

no doubt, sincerely attached to the Ohurch of which

they are members, and to the faith which they pro-

fess ; indeed I may eay of some umong them, whom I

know personally, that they are most sincere and de-
voted Catholics, and that there is ao sacrifice they

would pot cheerfully make to protect the faith acd

morals of their co-religionists ; but what can they

do?

Three bandred years ago, when it first occurred
since the year 1 4.0, that & number of men, M. P.'s
and Peers, could, sitting in a room, ebolish the Chris-
tian worship and sacraments, and set up a new mode
of worship instead, ‘it was supposed that people, if
only enabled to read: the:Bible, would stick, with all
their former tenacity to the Protestant religion. Not-
withstanding the severest penalties, recusancy or
abjuration of the Qburch of England increased every
year during the long reign of Elizabeth to such.a de-
gree that itis doubted by Macaulay when Kiag
James cams to tie throne in 1603, whether two-thirds
or one-third of the nation were not Catholics. Even
one-third of five millions of people, when we:bear in
mind the ways and means-which had been taken by
the Crowa to root out of the country overs thiag
Calbolic from the death of Henry to the death of
Edward, and from the death of Mary to the death of
Blizabeth, wos n Iarge number to have kept tbe faith
up till that time, If either one-third or two-thirds
were Catholics, tbe Chuch of England body must
bave come down o something very small, asibe
events which shortly took place proved that Scoteh
Presbrterianism bad taken hold of a very large pro-
portion of those who went under the name of the
Church of Eogland at the time Jomes wus proclaim-
ed Kiag. Two hundred and sixty years have created
wondrous changes in the religion of the people be-
tween that time, when only one was legal, and this
when every man mey profess what he pleases, or
deay what he pleages, provided lie pays his tithes or
rent chargo ‘o the Rector of the parish. To follow
the religious solveal whick is continually acting upon
the Church of Buglacd and earrying people out of it
into other religions still farther off from the grest
source and centre of truth, the Catholic Church,
would, therefore be at the present day especially io-
teresting and instructive. Perhiaps it was foreseen
when the Iast census of England was ordered by Par-
liament, that & religious census would be too instruc-
tive, It might teli what might be concealed.

Be that ag it may, there is no way of learning from
it what has been the proporiionate increase or de-
crease in the various religions ' persuasions’ in Eog-
land within the ten years previous to the last census.
The nation may thus keep itself, or be kept, an’igoo-
rance in regard to the actual growth or decay ot the
various religious bodies within the British Islands.
Politicians may thus, according s their religious in-
stincts or wishes lcad them, assuwe that the Church
of Bogland is geining Humericaily, or that dissent
from it i3 on the increase, while the contrary may be
the case,

All assumptions of this kind, for whatever purpose
are extinguished by the last census taken of Ireland.

InceGan DRILLING AND FEDERAL ENLISTMENT 1N

what extent illegal drilling and Federal eulistment
are carried oo in ihe southern parts of Irelund. In
the counties of Tipperary and Limerick especially
nearly every young fellow able to carry armsis re-
gularly drilled snd exerciced with imitation wooden
rifles by discharged soldiers, pensioners, and others
trained in the zse of arms. The drilling is carried
on io different places each day to avoid detection.
Every vessel going to America is crowded with these
soung men. Their passage warrants are handed 10
them free of expense on embarcation, and the men
pumbered and told off ino messes before going
abonrd., The congequenca of all this is that recruit-
ing parties for our own army now hardly get a man,
where hundreda were ta be got before,and those who
would enlist are afraid to do so. At present our
army does not require recruits to any extent; but [
venture to affirm that should a war arise, we need
no longer look to Ireland to 611 up the gaps in our
frmy, unless the Government takes prompt steps to
prosecute those who are now openly breaking the
lew.

At the time Le was made
Bishop in 1838, the Oatholic Ohurch in Scotlandjwas
just beginning to come again into view, rising, as it
were, above the surface, and provoking by her reap-
pearance the passionate bigoetry which had exbanst-
ed itself in endeavors to accomplisk: her destruction.
The Hays, the Camerons, the Pattersons, had beon
eogaged, so to speak, in the laborious work of
trenching and digging anew the foundations, and in
erecting 1hat unseen portion of the bunilding, on the
solidity of which the secyrity of the whole super-
structure depends, Bishop @illis came at o (ime
when such a mind a3 his was needed. He cama to
sdorn and to develop. With his great powers of
eloquence he combated, and reduced to forbearance,
if not to reason, the vld bigotry which strove vaialy
fo oppose him. He developed the graodeur and
greatness of the Church in the arts, in the sciences,
and in the majesty of her worship ; he drew aronnd
his pulpit by the strength of his elognence men from
the first ranks of the learned professions, and held
them there, night after night while Le convinced
them tast Catholic belief was no ‘mummery.—
What Bishop Gillia seems to have aimed at way, iz
hig district, to reinstats the Cuatholic Qhurch iu ail
her former splendour. His congeplious were far in
advance of bis age. Had his lot been cast & century
hence, his career might have been no brighter, but
his heart would have suffered less from the bitterness
of hig appointed bopes.

Durdee. Nothing could exeeed the simplicity and
benuty of this ceremony. The plain chant requiem,
80 complete with hope and with sorrow, the tearful
Sisterhood kneeling around the bier of him who had
been 10 them as a Father, bad in them & something
far more toucking than c¢ven the solemn rights on
the day of burial. Throngh the kind indulgeuce of
the Nuns, the chapel of the Convent was opened on
Sunday to all who might wish to enter and pray for
the repose of the soul of their Bishop, The solemn
public obsequies were fizxed to tako place on Tuesday
March Ist, in the Church of St, Mary's, Bronghton
street, The Right Rev. Dr, Murdoch, Bishop of the
Weatern District, officiated, assisted by the Rev. Dr
Macpherson, as Deacon, aad the Rev. Mr. Gordon,
ns Sub-Deacon ; the Vicar-Geueral acting a3 assist-
ant priest. There was also present the R.ght Rev.
Bishop Gray, Dr. Murdoch's coadjutor. Nearly all
the Clergy of the Eastern district were sssembled
round the bier of their Bizhop, end the Church was
croawded in every part with a sorrowlul and pious
copgregation. The gorgeous coflia, on which were
svece laid the mitre and crosier, rested upon a splen-
did catafalque surrounded by a blaze of light from
huge silver candelabra. At tle corners of the bier
rose four alabaster vases with spirit lamps which
threw the changeful flickering of their flame fitfully
on the rich purple velvet of the coffin and ita heavy
studding of gilt nails. The windows ol the church
were darkenec, so &8 almost wholly to exclude the
light of day. The sanciuary and galleries were
draped with black. The sceno was one of imposing
grandeur, as through this twilight gloom, the silence
unbroken by a whisper, the voices of the choir broke
in with the solemn opening of Mozart's requiem. At
the conclusicn of Mass, the Rev. Father Grant, 8.7,
delivered the funeral oration, taking for his text the
words ‘ Though he is dead, he yet speaketh,) The
discourse was brief, but get forth with much elo-
quence the leading characteristics of the deceased
Prelate's lifo— his charity for the poar, his zeal for
the Charch, bis patience under suflering, kis buwil-
ity and kiodly dispositivns, and concluded witha
pathetic farewell in the name of all present, in the
name of the whole Church on earth, which now in-
troduced bim to the Church in leaven, whence came
the cheeripg words, ' Blessed are the dead who die
in the Lord, for tl#y rest from their labors! The
abgolutions were then given by Bishop Gray, the
Rev. Mr, Strain, Rev. Dr. MNnacpherson, the Yicar-
Genera!l, and the Right Rev. Bishop Murdoch, ufter
which the coffin was removed to the bearse, smid
the solema sirains of the Miserere.’ The crowd
which fitled the spree in front of the chureh, and all
along the route of the procegsion wils immense, and
the behaviour of the nssembied muititude testified to
the respect in which Bishop Gillis was held by men
of all creeds. His Inat resting place wna to be his
well-loved Convent of St Margarct, and thither the
long funeral prozession now directed its courac,
passing on its way, for tbe lust time, his own door,
Insida the gate of the Couvent, the corfege was
awaited by the Nuns and the Sis:ers of Charity, ac-
companied by the pupils of boih communities. The
coffin was borne to the vault prepared for its recep-
tion, while the Nung chanted the Miserere. After s
space the plaiotives notes of the Denediclus were
sung, and the mouruful procession quitted the vault,
leaving him there to awsit a glorious resurrection,
watched and prayed over by the Holy Sistechoud,
whom in life be bad cheriahed and loved so tenderly
and so well,~R.LP.

Our latest news from Europe is by the
America, from Southampton, 16th ult.

Faure oF PrommiTory Liquor Laws
IN BosToN.—In arecent number of the Toronto
Chiristran Guardian, we find an acknowledg-
ment of the farlure of the attempt to put down
Intemperance by means of the legislative prohibi-
tion of the sale .of intoxicating liquors, The
article from which we quote says:—

% The Boston Qity Government finds itself embar-
rassed with the rapid increase of late of two gigan-
til evils, liquor-selling, and houses of ill-fame, Thers
is said to be & strong desire on the part of the City
Government to return to the License System to pre-
vent the growing evil, so far as the liguor guestion
is concerned.” : :

The Evening Transcript deprecates this re-
turo, on the grounds that the Licence System
has been tried, and that ¢ it has been found ut-
terly wanting, and ineffectual for the suppression
of intemperance.”” This may be true, for the
design of the License System was, not to put
down intemperance, but simply to raise a revenue.
1ts object was fiscal, not moral ; and it is scarce
2 vald objection to it that 1t has not accomplish-
el that which its originators never designed 1t
to accomphsh.  The duty on tobacco bas not
put down smoking, chewing, and snuffing ; but it
does not thence follow that it should be repealed,
if it does that which alone its imposers expected
it to do—to wit, if it brings money into the public
purse.

The Prombitory Liquor Law men play upon

“the word * License” as if it were o permission

from the Government to 2 certamn class of men
to do that which, without it, uo one could do, or
would be permitted to do; wilfully forgetting
that, but for the License system, or legislative in-
terference, every body would be licensed, or at
liberty to sell spirituous liguors. " Bul, argues the
article in the C hristian Guardian, from which
we have already quoted, ** the same philosophy
and the same logic,” which would lead to the
 License System,” or tax upon the sale of
liquors, would also lead to a ““license system to
regulate the growing evil of licentiousness,”’—
‘What the writer of the above means, we confess
ourselves unable to understand. If he intends
to argue that Government has no more right to
raise a revenue from the sale of spirituous liquorg
—whick 15 all that the License System does, or
professes to do—than it has to give offical sanc-
tion to impurity and licentiousness, we must cer-
tainly differ from him 5 but \f he merely means
that it 1s no more i the power of any Govern-
ment to repress drunkenness, or to regulate in-
temperapce, than 1t is 1 1ts power to suppress im-
purity, to put an embargo upon lust, or to re-
gulate icontinence, we entirely agree with our
cootemporary. Whateve: may be the case with
some Continental Governments, with the British,
the custom bas been, not to attempt even to raise
a revenue from houses of debauch ; even though
by doing so it would bring those houses uniler a
quast police surveillance. But even if in this
respect the course of the British Goverument
were different ; were it to tax houses of de-
bauch, and to punish all owners and keepers of
such houses not furnished with a « Zicense,” or
certificate that they had paid their quota of the
tax—for a breach of the revenue laws, it would
not be just or even ratienal, to denounce the
Goveroment as if it fostered debauchery, or as if
to it the evil results of licentiousness were attri-
butable. And this is all that under the present
system, the Government does with respect to the
sale of liquor. It treats that sale as a fit sub-
Jeet for taxation ; and the “/icemses” which it
issues, are simply certificates that the holders
thereof have complied with the requirements of
the revenue laws. In so far as the License Sys-
tem 1s operative at all, itis restrictive ; and as
though purely a fiscal measure, 1t may indirectly
be made subservient to the iuterests of order—
since it establishes a police surveillance over the
sale of intoxicating liquors—we think that for
the sake of those interests, as well as for the
sake of the public revenue, the License System

or tax should be retained, even though 1t ha;
hitherto proved ineffectual to repress intemper-
ance.

But whatever action financiers may {ake in
the premises, of this we may be sure ; that, so
long as the passions of men are what they are
and are unrestrained by the operations of disme
grace, all Jegislative attempts to repress either
incontinence or intemperance will ve ineffectual.
No matter what Acts of Parliament may say to
the contrary, there will still be cakes and ale in
the land, and ginger will be hot in the mouth too,
though senators be never so virtuous. Ope of

The sermon, ane of the
best we have heard for some time, was preached
by the Rev. Mr. Maher S.J. His text was
“ I beheve in the Holy Catholic Church.,” The
Kyrie, Gloria, Credo and Sanctus of Mozart,
No. 12, and Agnus Det,.of s Massin C. were
sung by the choir under the dwection of Mrs,
Woolsey. The collection in aid of the St. Vin-
cent of Paul Society, amounted to something
Lke $160.

at the Music Hall, given uader the auspices of
the St. Patrick’s Institute, was very successful.
The THall was crowded, at an early hour,
with the youth and beauty, with the bone
and sinew of our city, and hundreds, who
came after seven o’clock, were obliged to
leave, withaut being able to secure a place, even
in the passages, where they would be satisfied, if
they could only catch an occasional glimpse of
the stage.

This s the first
time we have had a guitar accompaniment on our
stage ; and the audience was dehghted at the
manoer in_which 1t was played, bearing wituess
to Mr. Whitty being a perfect master .of that
instrument, He was also accompanied on the
piano by a young lady, Miss Gahan, (a pupil of
that great musician the Jate Sabatier) 1o a very
creditable style. The « A. B. C.” duet was
pleastngly rendered by Miss Tims aud Mr.
Wyse, and deservedly encored. The overture
to the Barber of Seville was artistically played
on the piano by three sisters, daughters of the
Ion. Jobn Sansfield M‘Donald. But the soli
and chorus of the mght was © The Sisters of the
Sea’”’— Albicn—Scotia—Ern :

Not only was there
harmony in music, but there was also a harmony
of feeling shewn by many of our separated bre-
thren—ladies and gentlemen—who assisted in
giving eclat 1o the evening’s amusement, several
of them baving attended after the service in the
Enghsh Cathedral had ended. May this (riendly
feeling ever exist among us.

As [ stated in'the commencement of this let-
ter, the Hall was crowded, in fact, overcrowded.

and who have lately returned to Rome. Several
other airests have been made in consequence
of the murder, and veory eevere perquisitions
are still on foot in order to discover the rest
of the accomplices, whom there i3 reason to suspect
form part of an organised gang of depredators, so
bold and so frequent have been the scis of violencs
and robbery in Rome ot late. The Rerolutionary
party are much disgusted, as before the arrests were
mude they did all in their power to fiz the crime on
the poor Neapolitan Roya)ists, of whom there are
muny laking refoge bere, and it is rather an unplea-
sant dencuement to their theory to fiad that it is
oue of their own number that is the principal crimi-
nal.

the Holy See, and a protest against tke spirit of se-
cular interference in religions questions, which 1s the:

which threatens the liberty of the Church in the most
gubtle and dangerous form., A collection, which
amounted to a considerable aum, was made after the
sermon by the Students of the Eaglish College.
An event of painiul interest i1n the Neapolitan
Royelist circles has been the death of the Duchess
della Regina (nee Carraffa) in prematare childhirth,
caused by the burating of the bomb thrown into Spit-
hover's library, last week, by the National Commit-
tee. The alarm occasioned by the explosion brought
on premature labour, under which she snnlc after
giving birth to & son and heir:. Her funeral was at-
tended by all the Royalist families now in Rome, and
the solemn Hign Mass wes celebrated yesterday in
the Church of S+o Spirito dei Napolitani, Mgr. Gallo
being the Celebrant, assisted by the Rev. Charles
Bullen of the Collegio Pio, all the authorities and
students of the English and Pio Colleges.

Kingpox oF Napres, — The Naples telegrams
brought us intelligence of the encounter between
the Renctionary bands iz the provinces of Benevento
and the troops of General Pallavicini, in which
the Iatter lost 50 men and horses. So much for the
suppreasion of Brigaudage ; 27,000 troops are said
10 be about to withdraw frem the kingdom of Naples,
put this is en inaccuracy. It is 37 batsulions only,
and their place is to be supplied with mobilised Na-
tiona! Guard, whose loyalty to the House of Savoy
may be Leld rather more than doubtful. An ably
written letter in the Murning Herald of the 12th, I
gee with great satisfaction, confirms what [ have
long stated to be the number of the political prison-
ers detnined in Naples : it exceeds 80,000 in the 13
provinces : and ag this does not include the Island
of Sicily, which has at least 20,000 more, it gives a
fearful iden of the state of affairs in the ¢ Regno Re-
paratore, There are at this moment exactly 34 pri-
goners of State in the Holy Father’s dominivns. A
contraat it would be well for our Eanglish Catholic
members to bring pefJre the House when the Italian
question is ngain discussed.—Cor. of Tablet.

I am inform-
ed that the Prussian Governmeat has acted as medi-
ator between Russia nnd Austria, and bas succeeded
in bringing about a perfect understanding between
those Powers in respect to Poland. I am also given
to understand that Russia i3 about to accede to tle
Treaty of Alliance that bas been concluded herc;
but I must doubt the correctness of the statement, ag
neither the Emperor Alexander nor his dMinister for
Foreign Affairs is disposed to run the risk of beicg
involved in a8 war, although both of them have come
to the conclusion that they have not been well treat-
ed by the Emperor of the French.

The revolutionists are no doubt preparicg to act
on the Continent 1in the event of any movement by
France against either Austria or Prussia with regard
to the Danish question. Copies have been discovered
of an appeal by Kossuth to the Hungarian soldiers
in the garrisons of Venetis, urging them to desert
and join a corps of anarchical Volunteers that is now
being formed in Italy for the purpose of aiding Vic:
tor Emmanuel in the attack which, according to
Kossuth, he is meditating against the Austrian Qua-
drilateral; and certain movements have taken plaoe
on the Danube which indicate an intention to creste
mischief in that quarter, Still we do not think any
hostile movements on the part of the Piedmontese
probable, [t would be displeasing to the French
Emperor, and the Goveroment of Turin are well
aware that by attacking Austria without the aid of
France, they would be more likely to lose what they
have- ill-gotten, than to add to their dominion in
Italy. The French army alone 3aved them from de-
struction at Solferino. Moreover, Lhe Austring com-
mander and troops now in Venetia are much better
prepared 1o resist an attack than they were in 1859,
General Becedek, at the head of 160,000 such
men a3 the Austrian goldiers nmow are, and those
well organised and well equipped, is more than a
msteh for any force that Victor Emmanuel could
send agaiost ths Quadrilateral. There is, however,
reason to anticipate an outbreak in Galicia, where a
state of siege has been declared. It seems that the
old leaders ot the Polish insurrection have been put
aside, since all hope of foreign aid against the Rus-
siang vanished, and that what are called the * reds’
are gow at the head of the movement, Thia party
are for revolutionising all the ancient Kingdom of
Poland, and drawing the sword upon Austria and
Prussis, as well as against the Muscovite extermiana-
tor. Their motto is, * Who 13 not with us is against
ug, and down with the nobles.” If this should be
true, and the Austrian Government are in possession
of iaformation which satisfies them that it is—the
fate of unheppy Poland is irrevocably sealed, ualess
Eurnpe is to be 6 prey to anarchy and war,.— Weekly

THE WAR IN DENMARK.

Coraxracey, Marchk 9.—Two engagements have
tnken placoe yeaterday and the day before yesterday
in Jutland, OQur troops being attacled ia force,
withdrew without offering great resistance. Qur
vanguard took up & position behind Eritso. A siw-
ultanecus attack was mads on our fourth division,
and a severe engagement ensued in the rear of Veile,
The position was untenable, owing to many of our
troops Laviag previously beca withdrawn., We ef-
fected our retreat towards the north, CQur loss was
incoasiderable

March 9.—At six am. yeslerday the Ausiriang
crosgsed the Kolding-au in two columns. After u
very exhausting mareh of one German mile and a
quarter they encountered the Darish cavalty to (be'
south of Veile. The Austritns forced back the
Dupes to Veile, where three Danish infantry regi-
ments, three batteries, and two cavalry regimenlts
took up & yosition to the north of the Veile river.
The Nosliz Brigade, under the command of (ieneral
von Gabienz, a portiun of the Gondrecourt Brigade,
and the artillery reserve succeeded in dislodging the
Danes, in spite of the great strength of their l:;'msi-
tion, and in driving them baclk towards Horseng,—
The Danish loss was considerable, and the Austrians
took many prisoners.

Ona
the 2ad of February it wus $1,460,102,008; on the
20d of March, $1,313,291 000, and on the L5th of
March $1,580,201,000. The total inciease in G weeks
is 121,009,000, or nesrly three millious a day. The
increase fur thirteen day3s of March is $66,909,000, or
over five millioss a day. No ctber pution since the
world began ever atiempted such an expenditure,
and its only result can be utter ruin.

The fact that probably gives rise to the most wide-
spread despondency is, that e bave as yet accom-
plished nothing in our epring operations. The Flo-
rida expedition ended in a disaster; the grand ca-
valry raid in Alabama, under General Smith, was
interrupted by apparently a very ioferior force; the
myaterions invasion of General Sherman's fiying col-
umn brought back only a few thousand mules and
negroes, and wasted the enemy’s territory. We see
notbing of the haufe strategie in all this, which wag
expected, Oharleston, too, 15 as far from our grasp
as ever. Mobile has hardly been attacked. We hear
nothing of any success in Texas. Gen. Meade's
great army lies ipactive im Virginia. Behind all
these unfavourable aspects—as they seem to the ima-
gination—looms up the perilous question of Finance.
The debt is seen lo be iscreasing enormously every
day, while Gongress is not awake to the duty of cor-
respondingly increasing the texation, The currency
beside its apparent expansion, i3 believed 10 be ex-
pending in modes which are not seen, by the con-
stant paying out of ¢ certificates of indebtedness, and
5 per cent notes,” Aad worat sign of ull, the extra-
vagance of the people is growinog at a frightful rate.
— N, Y. Times.

Irdeed, it must be admitted, injustice to General
Banks, that the negro is here treated as an
article of value, a3 somsthing to be kept alive and
well 1f possible aud o real necessity in the social sys-
tem.

Yet they are to
work on the plantations ot Louisiana, They are to
have no choice as to the nature of the work, What
is this but predial instead of personal slavery 7 The
negro i8 declared a sorf, bound to the soil, and yet
told that he i3 free — ZTintes,
