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XVe must ask our readers to kindly overlook the unavoidable delay
wbich has occurred in the issue of this number, which we fear will flot
be in their'hands until several days after the nominal date of publica-
tion. Arrangements>are being made to obviate the possibility of similar
delay in the future, our aim being to have the paper in the hands of the
majority of our readers on Thursday of each week.'

Those of our readers not so pa.rticularly interested in rifle shwoting
as to appreciate the arrays of scores wI#ch have lately occupied the
columns of this paper, will doutbless hait with satisfaction the termlination
of the season of shooting activity, with the close of the D. R. A. meeting.
So that the scores will not after this week monopolize so much of our
limited space.

The Dominion'Rifle meeting was a great success, not alone in
numbers, whieb were flot quite Up to what had been expected, but in
management, and in the undoubted and freely expressed satisfaction of
the competitors at the treatment accorded them. The weather, too,
was delightfül, aibeit a trifle trying on the judging powers of the rifle-
men. The Snider ammunition gave eminent satisfaction, the general
verdict being a declaration of its superiority over any previously used,*
even of English manufacture.

*With a due sense of gratitude for having been accorded the wel
earned privilege of using ammunition with which they might reasonably
hope to bit the targets, the competitors at their annual business meeting
passed a cordial vote of thanks to the Minister of Militia for having at
length caused effect to be gîven to. their suggestions concerning alteration
ini the s1bape of the bullet. In the same resolution special thanks were
also, accorded Major H. F. I>erley, of the Headquarters Staff, for the
tintiring and inteiligent interest he had displayed in securing a solution
of the vexed question of the cause of inferiority. The compliment was
wvell deserved, for Major Perley bas indeed been the rnoving spirit in ail
the reforms which bave been effected at the factory.

It was pleasant to hear the competitors take hack ail the hard things
they have been saying ot the Snider rifle for some years past. One and
ail now express perfect satisfaction with the weapon, and miany even
urged-its re-adoption hy the D. R. A. for. 6oo yards shooting, in place of
the Martini, this year installed in complete possession of that range.
In this connection -tbe very sensible suggestion was made that while it
was desiiable to encourage Martini shooting and to make the Dominion
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riflemen familiar witb this more modern weapon, the use of the- two
should not be called for for the saine *day, but that a separate day or
days should be set .apart for Martini shooting.

A few of the competitors vigorously pleaded for the reintroduction
of the sight ing shot system, urging that the present plan of allowing
sighters to be obtained in the extra series worked unfairly, inasmuch as
ail could not find opportunity to shoot in the series'before the regular
matches. A seemingly miore popular proposai, was subsequently made,
this being that pool shooting should take the place of a portion of the
extra matches, and as the time occ upied in firing a couple of pool
tickets would be much less than in completing a score in the series, a
much larger numiber would.have opportunities for firing.

A rather ludicrous incident in connection with the meeting occurred
through the query as to how the price of Martini ammunîtion came to
be 25 cents for ten rounds, instead Of 20 cents, as usually charged by
the association. TIhe question caused a hurried consultation amongst
the governors, after which the chairman of the meeting, Lt. Col. White
(chief of the executive), announced that the increase had been made
by mistake, and that for the rest of the meeting the old price would
rule. Inquiry as to the quantity sold Up to this reduction, shows
that the mistake netted the association no less than sixty dollars, which
the competitors had paid out willingly in blind confidence that it must
be right to make the increased charge or otherwise it would flot have
been clone. Several had gently touchea upon the point at the ammuni-
tion wicket, but received no satisfaction there.

Th'e secretary, Lieut. Col. Bacon, earned no littie gratitude by
introducing this year the syste ' of ti ming extra series tickets so that a
man could ascertain exactly when lie woutd be allowed to shoot at any
particular place, and thus relieve himself. of the, tedious waiting round
for a chance, so unpopular in other years. The range oficer at each of
the series 'vas provided with a book in which he entered the number of
the ticket op)posite the time allotted for it to be shot, and the ticket was
then returned to the competitor after having been marked with the time
when he nîight dlaim bis right to shoot. The trial worked admirably,
and this timning ivili probably become a permanent feature of the
meetings.

The Coutncil of the National Rifle Association have corne to the
conclusion that the most eligible of the sites available for the New
Wimbledon are those on the Berkshire Downs and at Cannock Chase,
and purpose to obtain further information about these two sites (pro-
viding the frcehold of the latter can be obtained), with a view to coming
to a final decision about them. A special meeting of the Council will
be held on the 25 th inst. for the purpose of finally deciding on the site.
It is pretty well understood that the high price asked for ground in the
inilne(liatC neighhbourhood of London tenders the acquisition of a range,
say at Staines, quite out of the question, in the opinion of the Council
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of Îhe N. R.- A. And the samne objection applies to the Brighton sites,
wbicb, moreover, are considered to lie too far south to -be convenient.

The programme of the annual meeting of the 'U. S. National Rifle
Association, whicb openis at Creedmoor on September io, and continues
for five dàys, -pas been issued,. and shows tbat every effort bas been made
to provide conditions which will be attractive and equitable to aIl partic-
jpants. Competitoir. hiý the ýresident's match this year will be obliged

toshoot a ri flé of tbe model issued. by the State they represent or the
,!United States Springfield rifle. A new rule bas been made prohibiting
the placing.of the butt of the rifle under the coat, vest or suspender, wben

aiming. "This," says Skoèting and .Fishing, " is a rule whicb should
-bave been adopted long ago. Last year the winner of one of the most
important matches shot in this nianner. It was a strictly military match
,and as a crowd of spectators watched the contest, it seemed the height
of absurdity to witness a soldier draw aside hîs coat and push the butt of
bis rifle to bis shoulder, receiving more or less artificial support from this
înanner of holding. If not unfair it impressed the spectators as being
:Ùuilitary,

It does seem a hardship that requests such as that recently made by
ihe Royal Scots for permission to visit the States in uniformn, and to

~vibreference is miade in: our corresponde nce columns, should have to
-be refusçd by the government. If there is no more weighty reason than
that assigned--the existence of a prohibîtory Order-in-Council, surely
thit. 'edict m ight bave been at least suspended on this exceptional
occasion.

TPHE DOMINION RIFLE TOURNAMENT.
A HIGHLY SUCCESSFUL MEIGIN PROGRESS

AT OTTAWA THIS WEEK.

Complete Scores of the Grand Aggregate Matches-The range record
eclipsed in the Dominion of Canada match- Great !mprove-

ment in the Grand Aggregate.

With military punctuality, flring in the annual matches of the
Dominion Rifle Association commenced at 8.30 o'clock Monday morn-
ing. The day was a fine one for bodily comnfort as well as for high
scoring. The light was clear and not too brigbt to dazzle the eyes, and
the air was pleasantly cool. A breeze from the left front blew until well
on i~n the afternoon and deceived a great many strangers to the range,
who refused to acknowledge its strengtb until a couple of right outers or
perhaps misses brought mild panic and uinconditional surrender.

The first to commence firing were the Nurserymen, competing for
77 prites, value $380, provided out of the generous contributions made
by the leading banks of the Dominion towards the association funds.
This match is open only to those who have neyer won a prize of $]Io or
up*ards at any previous prize meeting of the D. R. A., and as a man
may shoot for an age without coming high enough on the list to secure a
prize of that value, an exceedingly large number of venerable "infants"
may always be observed taking part in this contest.

Thursday, 6th September.

The Dominion of Canada Match, the greatest open event of the
meeting, *was the sole item on the programme for this day, besides the
extra series matches. This was at Queen's ranges, 200i 5oband 6o
yards, seven shots at each. The Snider rifle was used at the first two
distances,. aud the Martini at the last. As will be seen ftorn the list
below, the scoring* was unprecedentedly high, the total of 96. out of soS, by
which Sergt. Roiston won the chief indîvidual prize, having neyer before
been made at a Dominion competition even in the Govemnor-General's
match, ail Martini, and with a $250 prize -t0 put. the marksmen upon
their mett.ie..

For shooting purp;oses, the day was beyond question the finest of
the week. In the early part of the forenoon there was not a breaîh of
wind, and at the 200 yards range the discs indicating bulI's-eye hits
came up with astonishing frequency.

At 500 yards a mysterious drift of teft wind bothered the early pairs,
but those to follow profited by their conirades' experience and were
careful to make- the necessary wind allowance, even though the main'
flag did bang dead by the pole. This range was concluded before thbe
mid-day stoppage; and first thing in the afternoon, ait the targets being
thrown open for extra series, all hands set to work to obtain a practice
with the Martini prefatory to engaging in the 6oo yards stage, the last
of the match and the winding up of the grand'aggregate as well.

NON INTERCOURSE FOR THE MILrTA.
-To the Editor of the Canadian M:ilitia Gazette:*

SIR,-Enclosed 1i send you an editorial clipped from the Montreal
Star of a few days ago, and one only of several publîshed or, the
saine subject in the samepaper, ail the other papers devotîng space
in opposition to the Government in their refusai to let the Royal Scots
go to Albany in uniform, without arms. I also send you a letter which
appeared in the Star of Saturday night. Now, Mr. Editor, do you not
think the action of the *authorities in Ottawa. was, to say the least of it,
very unfair?ý Here was an occasion where the @Royal Scots (the only
Highland Corps on the continent) wanted to be represented in honouring
a statue of Scotland's poet. The request was a most reasonable one,
viz., that a portion of a regiment shoufld be allowed to go in uniformn
which, alter ail, is the men's own property, without arms, and at their
own expense, and -why an Order-in-Council should be allowed to
make difficulty, and to prevent the request being granted, is a mystery.

*The authorities should not forget that the line dividing us from our
neiglibours to the south of us is, after a0l, very little more than imaginary,
and very few of us but have very near and dear ftiends living in the
United States; and 1 question if any more certain means of fostering
ftiendly feelings and goodfellowship between two peoples who, in spite
of the bellowing of needy politicians, must always live -at peace witli
each other, could be thouglit of than the constant interchange of
visits between the regimients of the National Guards of the United
States and our own Militia. Let our Government prove their faith in
us, who are sworn to do our duty in the defence of our glorious flag, by
striking out this obnoxious Order-in-Council.

ROYAL SCOTS.
Montreal, 3rd Sept., 1 888.

An old Indian-service veteran bas been restoring tranquillity to the
niinds of sucli residents of the district Df Orillia, in Western Ontario, as
were disturbed at the possibility'of unfriendly action by the United
States. The l'ache! prints the following as bis views upon the subject:
IlJamies Sugden, late of Her Majesty's 5 2nd Regiment of Foot, is now
in the service of Mr. Mackiin, C'.E. He wears a medal for service at
Delhi, where he says the work was warm enougli, and lie received two
wounds.. He is stili in the service of our Queen, as *a member of the
Hastings Rifle Volunteers, in the company'of Capt. John Orr, publisher
of the Madoc Review, and a whilom Orillian. This old soldier was told
the other day, by an American, that the United States would some day
take Canada for breakfast. 1'They would find themselves in a botter
climate for dinner, then,' retorted the veteran, who proceeded to point
out some of the advantages of the Canadian Pacific Railway, from a
defence point of view. Her Majesty is now Empress of India, wliere
a teeming and warlike population are eager for the opportunity of prov-
ing their fealty. The voyage ftrm Bombay to Vancouver occupies
fourteen days-shipping is abundant, and whule the Yankees were
beginning the organisation of an army of invasion, the Dominion could
be filled with defenders, even without calling upon the Canadians or the
mother country for a ni. On being asked whetber these would stand
against the Americans, Sugden replied that he liad an admirable oppor-
tunity, of testing their meutle, and that propérly led they would give a
good accounit of any enemies their Empxess miglit direct them agamnst.
Sugden is not learned in books, but lie lias seen enougli to cause him
to give no credence to forebodings of Britain's decadence, so long as the
Empire 'to herseif proves true.'»

"The coming weapon of civilized warfare will flot be an explosive
bullet, but a chemical one," remarked a scientific gentleman a day or two
ago. "Many suggestions of this sort have been nmade, and some plan
wilI be adopted beforeÏong, unless I àm greatly mistaken. 1 arn inclined
to favour the -suggestion of Weston the electrician. He suggests the use
of nitrate of amyl. It is well known that duug possesses the power of
causing insensibility very quickly in a human being breatbing its fumes.
The eflect is equivalent, temporarily, to a paralytic stroke. Now nitrate
of amyl is very cheap and plentiful. He proposes to fire shelîs filled
with the chemnical instead of gun-power. It will ot be necessary to
penetrate a ship. A few gallons of this nitrate dasbed on the deck of a
war ship would jsoon render the crew helpless. The most powerful iron-
clads would be even more vulnerable than the liglit cruisers for they
would be sucking down great drauglits of air througlit their artificial yen-
tilat:)rs, and the whole ship. The whole crew being rendered belpless
for an hour or two, the slip could, of course be towed into a safe spot
while the captors ventilated het and irmoved the insensible men."-
New ,York IMail.

With. the actual rate of progress at the Steyr factori'es, it isconfident-
]y expected five divisions of the Austro-Hungarian Army will be- fully
supphied by the end of the year witb the *Mannlicher small-bore repeater.

The first'line of railway in what is called the Holy Land, which is
to b e constructed by à Belgian compani under a concession from the
Sultan, will run from jerusâlem to Jaffa. It is reported that sleépers,
telegraph wire, and rolling stock have already arrived.

By means of recent improvements made in the manufacture of
rifles, as many as 12o barrels can now be rolled in an hour by one
machine. They are straightened cold and bored with corresponding
speed, and even the rifling is done automatically, so that one man
tending six machines can turn out sixty or seventy barrels per day.
With the old rifling machines twenty barrels was about the limit of a
day's work, but the improved machines attend to everything after being
once started, and when the ifling is completed ring a bell to cail the
attention of the workman.

General Von Moltke, who bas been placed upon the rétired list of
the German Army at the age of 88, is succeeded by Count Von Waldersee,
a man of 56. The new commander lias been in the army. for tbirty
years, and served with distinction in the Danish war, and, in the later
wars with Austria and France. In 1881 lie was placed on the Emperor's
pèrsonal staff and in 1882 became Lieutenant-Ceneral and Adjutant to the
Emperor. The report from Paris that the choice of Vcn Waldersee is a
triumph for the war party seems to iest upon the idea that a- younger
man is appointcd to the head of the army because work may be required
to which the V'igour of the aged Von Moltke would not be equal. Any
change would have probably drawn forth the same comments in France
and there does not seem to be M'ucli cause for wonder or immediate ap-
prension in the retirement of a man with a career so long and brilliant
as that of Von Moltke.
