$14,400,000 compared with 1892-93. The customs receipts are the
smallest of any year since 1863, with the exception of 1877 and
1878,

—8meerna men will watch with interest the voyage across the
Atlantic of the steamship * Heligoland,” which sailed from Phil-
adelphin for Humburg with acargo ol 1,200,000 gallons of naphtha
in bulle, Itisthe first time that naphtha has ever been shipped
in bulle, asthe dangerous character of the fluid has heretofore de-
terred vegsel owners from taking it in that form. It has,up to
this time, been shipped in cavefully coopered barrels, but if the
“Teligoland” arrives in safety al Hamburg naphtha lercaftor
will probably be shipped in tanks, and the expense mueh reduced,

—~T"ui seneen root industry is one that is rapidly growing in
importance in Manitoba and the Territories, It is now largely
gathiered in the distant parts of the Territories and also in many
ol the woll settled districts of Manitoba, where the Indians and
halt-breeds are making a living by its collection.  They sell the
root to merchants and country dealers who ship it to commission
houses in Winnipeg, a8 much as $4,000 worth arcviving in one
week., Diggers of the root in the Battleford district are making
& per day.

—T'nis Continental Insurance Company has made an attempt to
overcome the prevailing prejudice against the co-insurance clause
in the fire policy by the following modifications:—¢ Claim under
any item in this policy shall not exceed such proportion of any
loss as the amount of such item bears to eighty per cent. of the
actual cost value of the property covered by such item. This
clause shall not be operative in case the loss is less than five por
cent. of the total insurance, nor in case the loss or amount of in-
surance on any such item equals or exceeds eighty per cent, of
the value of the property covered by such item.”

—Qun Canadian ivon makers will be interested in the fact that
in Alabamy, pig iron is being made at o cost 1ot to exceed $6.50,
and that, indeed, these {igures arc even shaded, owing to reduc-
tions recently made. Tligh credit is given Birmingham iron-

makers for the close attention and economy now practiced in all
departments of this industry, and for the great care exercised in
mining operations, in the washing of the coal and in the manu-
facture of better coke, resulting in a lower fuel consumption and
a larger output of iron.

—As a builder, Wm. Lapsley of Galt, Ont., was doing fairly
well, but subsequently investments in property crippled his re-
sources and as 4 consequence he has assigned. He has been in
business a number of years.—About a year ago, in the little vil-
lage of Apsley, Ont., J. J. Welch, who had formerly plied his
trade as a blacksmith, bought the general store of Mrs. Annie
Lindsay.

—A Iayuonrs cable says that “since the price for oats has
been comparatively higher than the price of wheat the products
manulactured from oats have been adulterated by mixing them
with the produets of wheat. Some of the manufacturers of oat-
meal, it i8 veported, have been buying large quantities of wheat
recently for the sole purpose of increasing the weight and
cheapening their output.”

—Tae U, 8. Treasnry will resume in a small way the coinage
of the silver dollar, Since the repeal of the sllver purchase
law, last November, silver coinage has been virtually suspended,
only about 800 silver dollars having been struck off bearing the
date of 1894, This coinage of silver for the remainder of this
year will not exceed $2,000,000, probably, and on every dollar of
silvar coined a §1 silver note will be retired.

—Rerorts received at Washington from India show that the
area of the current year's wheat crop (1898-04) is estimated at
27,882,000 acres, compared with ~ 26,429,000 acres, the revised
estimate of last years acreage, ox an increase of about 314 per
cent.

During the season from October to
June, 1804, there were landed at London 492,222 packages of but-
ter, of which 378,876 were Australian and 118,346 New Zealand,
comparing with 1892-93 at 184,910 Australian and 03,087 New
Zealand, and 92,099 packages and 56,435 pkges. respeetively in
1891-92. A further extensive growth of trade in butter is ex-
pected, which by menns of cold storage facilities will he main-
tained through the whole year.

—Tur total supply of tin for the calendar year of 1803 was

lor and requested to immigrate to the United States by a rolative
residing in, and who is o citizen or “has declared his intention to
become a citizen of the United States, shall be exempted from
the payment of said duty, The duty imposed by this act shall be
a lien upon the vessel which shall bring such alien immigrant
into the Unitod States, and shall be a debt in favor of the United
Stales againsy the owner or owners of such vessels.

—Laerst ostimates from the Delaware Peninsula indicate that
150,000 baskets of peaches will be shipped from that region this
year. The managers of the several lines of railway running
through the peach country make report to the superintendent of
the system as fo the number of baskets o be shipped from ecach
station, and in this way the output of the Peninsula 1:: arrived at.

The region bordering Chesapeake Bay and close to Baltimore
ships many peaches by boat, and the water-borue crop is to be
added to the shipments by rail.  The part of the crop that we are
interested in is, however, that sent out by rail, as the other goes
almost exclusively to Baltimore.

—Tug Supreme Court of the United States has rendered an
important decision in the case ofthe American Trust and Savings
Bank vs, the Gueder and Pacschike Manufacturing Co, The
payee of the cheque endorsed it to his banker to be placed to his
credit and sent it to him by mail.

5o as to vest the legal title in the banker, with the right on his
part to charge it back to the depositor in case it was not paid on
presentment, and that the credit given the depositor in his ac-
count was a suflicient consideration for the assignment.

—M'ii hay crop in the Annapolis Valley is onc of the finest
for many years past. During the splendid weather of this week
many. hundreds of tons of hay are being made and stored into
barns. The root crop of all kinds never looked better, the sor-
sonable showers during the latter part of June and thefirst of the
present month having given them such am excellent start that a
large crop is assured,  The vigorous eflorts put forth last year
for the destruction of the potato bug have resulted in diminishing
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the pest to such an extent that this year very little labor on the
part of the farmer is required to take care of it. The plum crop
will be a large one, the trees being in some places fairly borne
down by the weight of the fast ripening fruit. The apple crop,
however, does not promise to be more than a fairly average crop.

the past nine or ten months. The best hay now commands $16 to
41650 per ton for choice Canadian and Eastern in the Boston
market, )

—Rerortrs from Argentina show that the last wheat crop was
4 phenomally large one, The quality, however, seems to be be-
10w the average. The amount of wheat exported for the first
three months of this year is put at 00,000 tons, equal to 36,000,
000 bushels with about 80,000 bushels in store for export.
The acreage for the current year is estimated dt 20 per
cent, above that of last year. The corn crop last year
was a4 comparative failure and no figures are obtainable
45 to its extent. There is apparently enough in the country
to meet the wants of the people, although it is selling to-day for
more than wheat, There have been about 103,000 tons of flour
exported, mostly to Brazil, during the first three months, indica-

Similarly
with the Joint Stock Companies Act, This measure,
which proposes to adopt the main features of British
law on this subject, and to simplify and expedite the
machinery by which the incorporation of these com-
panies is obtained, passed the Senate, but encountered
so much opposition in the House that the Government
declined to press it. '

~0f the ratification of the French treaby, and the
awarding of a subsidy of $750,000 for the establishment
of a fast Atlantic service, it is hardly necessary to
speak.

ion Lands and North West Mounted Police Acts. The
Act for the Inspection of Blectric: Lights -is more im-
portant, since it is the result of long consultations with
experts in that, as yet, little known force. A system of
measurement for electricity has been fixed, and pro-
vision has been made for the inspection of electrical
meters by Government officials. Another ‘practical
measure is that in aid of irrigation in the west. By
allowing the Canadian Pacific to select its land in
blocks that company has been encouraged to expend
some of its capital and energy in the task, and a general .
basis has been laid down for the formation of other-
companies to undertake the work. So far as the rail-
ways are concerned, aboub two millions of dollars have
been granted in subsidies. But these are all contingent
upon their being earned ; and their construetion will |
mean a large investment of private capital as well as
much e‘<pend1t1ue for labor and material. .
From a financial standing point the session - ‘has been
a fairly economieal one, The grants for public works
have been kept well in hand, and there were no requests
for large expenditures. The treasury will benefis,  too,
by the decision to pay the disputed accounts between
the Dominion and the Pro vinces of Ontario and Quebee
promptly, for these balances are hearing interest at 5
per cent., while the Government could borrow the money
to pay them at a much lower rate of interest. The
wisdom of the decision to issue Dommlon notes to the
extent of a further five millions at a period  like the
present when the earning powers of the . chartered
banks are reduced to a mirimum, we have aheady re-
ferred to ; but that it will help ‘the treasury is'un-
doubted.

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A SOCIOLOGICAL STUDY.

One of the sociological problems of to-day is the evi-
dence constantly hrought before us of the growth, if
nob exaetly of dishonesty, of a greater laxity in the
sense of moral rectibude, among our population. Un-
doubtedly the modern race for wealth, the oft-impressed
lesson that money is the one grand desideratum upon
which everything else depends, has had a weakening
elfect upon the moral sensibilities of the present gener-
abtion.  Bub it is disquicting to find that this tendency
to dishonesty for the sake of gain is spreading into
classes whom we have heen hithcrto taught to consider
as unaffected by the temptabions of ciby life, and that
it hias found amongst them ready 'md congenial soil.

When the recent raid was made upon the green goods
dealers in New York City, it was found that out of the
two or three thousand half-rascals, half-dupes who had
answered their eireulars, were a little over nine hundred
Canadinns,  These were, with but few exceptions, all
of the farming class. There were a few storekeepers;
but commendably few in comparison with the number
of agriculburists who bit at the elumsy bait. And these
were nob men who were driven by poverty to yield to
temptation.  They were comparatively well-to-do men;
for the green goods they applied for were not offered at
a cheap price. Tt took a good deal of money to buy
them, and only those who could raise considerable sums
in ready ¢ sish were possible vietims. This means that
these men, who grasped so eagerly at the prospect of
swindling their neighbors suceesstully, were men appar-
ently reputable in eharacter and possibly of some stand-
ing in the community, and, sinee the green goods cir-
culars do not reach every one, we are driven to the con-
clusion that they are but the representatives of a class
inwhom the greed of gain has been developed to a degree
thal overshadows their sense of moral rectitude.

Thak these men belong almost exelusively [to agri-
cultural communities is not so significant as it would
he, were it not the custom of the green ‘goods men to
send Gheir eirculars to remote conntry places where the
chanees of detection are less, rather than to eity-bred
men.  Bub the fact that so many of them sprang cager-
ly ab the chance of making money dishonestly is a dis-
qnic(;in sign, It shows that the theory that the greed
ol gain is confined punclpally to the denizens
of cities is not borne oub by practical results, and that
the bueolic virtues npon which populist orators dwell
with such fervor do not include a’sbrict sense of honesty
among their number.  No doubt the number of defal-
cabions among brusted employes in finaneinl centres is
uncombortably large; but, fortunately for the existence
of the soeial fabrie, and for the carrying on of its com-
phc.m.d activitics, the oceurrence of such cases is rare
in com p.ulson with the opportunities offered. 'I'he
honest man is the rule, not the exeeption. Were it not
g0, and were not mubual conlidence necessarily reposed
and respeeted, we should revert to a condition of con-
stant suspicion that wounld render the present conditions
under-which commeree is earried on impossible. As it
is, millions of dollirs in money, negotiable securities,
and valuable merehandise, are placed cheerfully and
confidently in the keeping of persons whose prineipal
guarantee of fideliby is their character. Any suspicion,
then, that dishonesty is becoming more prevalent than

honesty—especially among « class in whom a sbricter.

sense of its importance is supposed to be inherent than

that of their more tempted brethren—is disquieting,
and recent developments are eertainly in that direction.

It is from the country that the business centres draw
their employes principally, and hitherto the leading
ualification of the country boy hasbeen his presumed in-
herent reliabiliby. No doubt that confidence is not mis-
placed. No doubt the average country lad fully justi-
fies the responsibility with which he is entrusted. But
the fact that many among the class from which he is
drawn have the principle of dishonesty so strongly in
them that they form the easy prey of the sharpers who
tempt them hy pretending to offer them the opportunity
of gratifying it, is not encouraging, and leads to the in-
ference that the spread of moral influence has not been
commensurate with that of education. Once, however,
in the city and in touch with men of wider experience,
the country hoy soon learns, hmperceptibly, but nomne
the less surely, the great lesson of the advantage of
striet integrity. e sees about him men who have
risen to their present positions by sheer merit. The
meretricious gilding falls off the bait that looked so
tempting to lum wheu it was first olfered, and he realizes
the truth of the great axiom that honesty is not only
the best policy; but the only one that will bring certain
and assured success. Were it not for this, we might -
have to chronicle far more instances of dishonesty than
we now do, and- therefore it cannot be too deeply im-
pressed upon those who may be wandering, however
slightly, from the strict path of duty.

THE RUSH TO XEUROPE.

_The condition of unrest in industrial eircles in the
United States is very strikingly exemplified in the rush
of reburning emigrants to Europe. Last week every
steamer leavmg New York was crowded up to, and
even heyond, her proper capacity with steerage passen-
gers. There were left upon the wharves hundreds whom
it was impossible to earry away., Not only this ; but
the rush of working people anxious to get *“home®
as quickly as possible promises to be so much greater .
during the present week that two of the most popular
lines are alveady hooked to their utmost capacity, and
have given notice that they cannot carry any more pas-
sengers in their steerages.

There are two reasons lying behmd this sudden re-
versal of the current of emigration. The first is that
dull times and the low cost of transportation have in-
duced many of the fairly prosperous class of farmers
and workingmen to revisit their homes on the other side
of the Atlantic. The second and most important one

. is that the uncertainties of the present labor situation

have become intolerable to far-seeing artisans. It is the
% sympathetic” strike that is driving so many ‘of this
class back to their old workshops in Furope. The
avernge workingman can understand why he should
strike when he has a grievance of his own; but he can-
not see why he should be forced to hecome idle hecause
some better paid class of workmen in a distant part of
the Union are unable to force their employer to pay
more for their labor than it is worth. This it is that
malkes him return to countries where the tyranny of the
labor organizations is less obtrusive, and where he can
get regular work at regular, if lower, pay without heing
suddenly forced to remain idle, wateh his family suffer,
and his few articles of value go to the pawnbroker, be-
causé the workmen in some other shop are dissatisfied
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with their foreman. He feels too that, in spite of the’
defeat of Debsism at Chicago, the present year will be
one of unrest in labor cireles, and that he is far better
out of the country until wages have adjusted themselves
to the changed condition of affairs.
It is becoming daily more evident that, when once
the tavilt muddle is finally adjusted, the question of a
general re-adjustment of wages to nieet the altered con-
ditions must inevitably come up. On the attitude as-
sumed by oiganized labor upon this point will largely
depend the immediate industrial fubure of the United
States, and that it will be one of uncompromising hos-
tility, seems only too probable. In-this event we must
expeet to see a series of futile struggles against the
laws of supply and demand that must retard the re-
vival of trade, reduce the productive powers of the
country, and eventually exhaust the resources of the
men as well as seriously curtail those of their employ-
ers,  IFrom such a period of unrest the prudent work-
men has nothing to hope. Anarchism is only scotched,
not killed. Every day its principles are slowly poison-
ing the lower strata of society. The firm action of
President Cleveland, and the summary imprisonment of
Eugene V. Debs, caused it to hide temporarily from the
terrors of the law, as it did after the punishment meted
out to the homh-throwers in Chieago. Bubitisactively
at worklin secret, and in times of transifion and uncer-
tainty, like the present, it finds'plenty of material ready
to its hand. Yor this reason, if for none other, fathers
of families to whom the command of the * walking
delegale” to cease work may mean a serious ealamitby,
prefer to reburn to the older countries where fhe battle
has already heen fought and decided, where the law is
swifter and prompter in its action simply hecause it has
the advantage of precedent to guide it, and where the
limits to which intimidation may proceed are sternly
and rigidly defined. His wages may be less; but they
are sure. The struggle for existence may be keen; hat
it is not sharpened by artificial restrictions or enforced
idleness. Ile will have only one master, and that one a
responsible one, to look to. In fact he will have the
right to sell his labor in the most advantageous market
for himself without he interference of master workmen
and walking delegates. Aud then, when the sitnation
has finally adjusted itself here, he can reburn to this
continent with its broader field of operations and great-

er powetrs of expansion, and enjoy all the advantages of -

the settlement of the contest without undergeing the
losses unavoidablé during its continuance. This is why
his eyes ave directed to the eastward rather than the
west, and this is why the tide of industrial travel has
been so suddenly and strikingly reversed.

Ifit be tiue that every able-bodied immigrant is
worth $1000 to the country of his adoption, the turn of
the tide may surely be reckoned the other way. There
are persons who attribute the business depwssiou in the
United States in some degree to the lessened unmwn—
tion of late years.

*ON THE WRONG %ID]‘ OF WHEAT.”

Periods of stagnation ov contraction in legitimate
commercial and industrial enterprise are always marked
by a considerable extension of the speculative fever.
It is when the store is half empty or the factory run-
ning on short time that business at the bucket shop is
most brisk. The speculative broker never complains
of hard times. Tt is when other businesses are slack
that his is most prosperous, and when other men are
complaining of dullness in trade and lack of orders, his
* speeial wire” .is being taxed to the ubttermost.

The reason for this is obvious enough. It is simply
because men, seeing no prospect of employing their
brains or their capitnl to advantage in their own busi-
ness, naturally seek to do so in another. 'Fheir ex-
penses are running on just the same ; while their re-
ceipts may have diminished one-half.
course, the merchant or wmanufacturer should at
once reduce the former within the compass of the
latter. But practically this is often impossible. His
receipts fluctuate far more rapidly than his expenditure.
Indeed the latter is often almost o fixed quantity. Ile
cannot diseharge old and trained employes simply be-
cause trade happens to be slack at the moment. His
landlord charges him the same rent, and the city ofti-
cials the same taxes, whether husiness he good or bad
He cannot give up his house and take his children
away from school and his sons from college the moment
his income falls helow his outgo. To do so would be
folly. Any indications of financial pressurve at sucha
moment would be simply inviting disaster. His eredi-
tors would take the alarm ab once, and a temporary
shortage that could otherwise have heen casily tided
over mighl be converted by his own act into an irre-

" mediable disaster..

Under such' circumstances . the temptation to specu-
late becomes almost irresisible. . e may really need
money at the moment, and.a successful turn in either
of the great speculative centres is the promptest and
easicst method of securing it. The doors of the bucket
shops swing invitingly open. In ten minutes he can
post his margin and make his deal in either New York
or-Chicago, and then all he has to do is to ‘wateh the
course of the markets. Tt is so deliciously simple and
effective a method of turning his hrains and his know-
ledge of commercial fluctuations into money that he is
imypelled to try it just once. Whether he wins or loses
he is certain to try it again.
male more. Lf he loses, he wants to get back what he
lost. In either ease he is inocnlated with the gambling
bacillus andjwhether the disease prove incurable, or not,
depends upon his own disposition and foree of char-
acter. ' :

HOW PROHIBITION WORKS IN MAINE.

The Maine Liguor Law is in danger. lx-governor
Obic of that state, the farmer's candidate, has become
an advocate for abolishing the enactment for which
Mauine has so long heen celehrated, and will introduce a
measure for the purpose at the next session of the
legislature. The law has beecome inoperative to a large
extent, and is consequently a laughing stock to what is
elaimed to be a majority of the people. The State gets
little or no portion of the money devived from the in-
llickions of fines, the whole practically going to the
detectives. lor a consideration of about $50 a month,
regularly paid, hotel-keepers and others are safe from
molestation, the only oceasion in which this is exceeded
being where brother delectives are so unfrabernal as
to poach on one another's preserves. The whole sys-
tem is praclically one of Iligh License, save that the
revenue goes into the pockets of the detective officers
instead of into the cofters of the State. 'With such an
argument the proposed new neasure has a fair show of
success. One of the inconsistencies of the law in prae-
tice—already noted in these columns—is the manner in
which seized liquors are disposed of.  "They are not, as
might be expected, poured into the nearest waste recep-
tacle, but conveyed to the border and sold to dealers in
states which . eannob boeast of a prohibitory liguor

law.

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RETAIL ADVERTISING.

In some degree or other every person doing business ad-
vertises. It does not matter what line of business he follows,
nor in what quantities he disposes of his goods, the fact still
remains that he must of necessity advertise his busmess in
some form in order to kee) it prosperous.

Note the various means adopted by the progressive retailer
to further his sales. In addition to the liberal space he ocen-
pies in the local papers, he is ever-ready to seize the oppor-
tunity—be it great or small—of keeping his business promi-
nently before the public. TFrom the gayest to the gravest,
from the most sublime fo the most ridiculous, and from the
plainest to the most artistic signs, cards and designs—all are
more or less emploved to attract-attention to his goods.

The progy essive retailer is seldom ab rest. Dven when
scanning in a leisure moment magazines or fairy-tale books
which may accidentally be thrown in his way, his practiced
eye is on the alert to catch some new or unique form of ad-
vertising which may be used to advantage. Picture cardsare
a favorite mode of attraction. The new ideas in these goods,

" appearing every season, make strongly tempting appeals to

the retailer whatever his line of business, as the designs are
usnally prepared with a view to certain branches of frade.
‘These, however, are expensive if indulged in fo any extsnt,
sach succeeding season seeming to bring forth prettier designs
which generally overcome by their attractiveness any thought
of a little extra cost.

When the small trader, who, perhaps, has but recently em-
barked is approached by the advertising solicitor he is some-
times wont to remark, “So & So are large dealers and can
better afford to pay for advertising,” a liftle more clearness
of vision however, would show him that in nine cases out of
ten these large dealers were at one time no better off than he
himself and only through liberal advertising were they
placed in their present prosperous position. The progressive
ideas gradually being adopted by retailers in all the large
towns and cities, conspicuousat almost every street corner to-
day, if indulged in by a retailer twenty-five years ago would
Do looked wpon as the forerunner of failure or liquidation.
And many persons, whose ideas of modern thought and ac-
tion and husiness ingenuity have not been actively cultivated,
look even yet with apparently reasonable dread at the rush
and clamor for business common on every business streast.
*The country,” they say, “is coming to, something I cannot
understand, and I fear for the future when I note the ex-
tremes by awhich men are trying to overcome their competi-
tors in business.”—Not having been in the arena, they can
only judge affairs and estimate apparent business sacrifices
and losses in a superficial manner. They do not know that
for the two or three assortments of one line of goods sold oi
manufactured formerly there are now over a dozen, and for
thearticles of consumption once dealtininthree or four grades,
and in some lines, but one or two, there are now sufficient to
keep a customer twenty minutes deciding whicli is the ‘most
economical, desirable or best. '

And just because the manufacture or production of most
commodities are now being placed upon the market in an in-
finitely greater number of grades, assortments, widths,shades,
sizes, kinds, makes, etec., the progressive retailer finds a corre-
spondingly wider fiold awaiting him in which to display his
ability. It gives him scope to advertise apparently incredible
bargains, and prove the truth of his assertions in a degree so
closely allied to factsas to be in the main indisputable. Were
the manufacture and production of the various lines restrict-
ed to-day to the same limits in variety as obtained in former
decades, there would be seen but little more rush and sacrifice
than was then to be observed.

An instance of how one idea, in advertising as in anything

else, often creates another, was shown in a western town some

years ago. Two dealers in- clothing - and men's furnishings
were domg business alongside each other.. One had a corner

store with a ‘dlags front, wluch d1sp1ay was’enviously regmded

« for years by his rival one door west. At length a day of re--

tribution came. The corner man vonceived an idea whereby -
he could .outwit and outsell his competitor, and forthwith.

. tending the entire width, on the side where. he encountemd"

the keen opposition. In glowing colors, it read: *On ac-
count of sickness the proprietor is giving up business, and
will close ont his entive stock within ninety (hys at rrteatly ’
reduced prices. Come early and get bargains.” Before,
however, the sympathetic mppe'ﬂ was a whole day in position,
up goes an equally large sign in still brighter colors on the
opposition dealer's store, dirvectly on a lme with the former.
It vead thus: “We ave not sick. We ave in ihe very best
of health; and shall continue to undersell all competitors till
we make them so sick they will be compelled to give up.
Come early and get better bargains than ever.” :
A return to any town or city in the Dominion after alapse
of years reveals at a glance to theformer inhabitant the busi-
ness value of liberal advertising, by the success attending
those who always believe in having the public read what they
had for sale and how they were selling the goods. ’

THE ASSIMILATED CITIZENS INSURANCE CO.

Before his departure for Europe, Mr. E. P. Heaton, for
some time of the Guardian, formerly of the Citizens Ins. Co.,
manager, successor to Gerald E. Hart, &c., &c., convened a
meetmg of the divectors, some of them well known in the
councils of the assimilated company, and submitted the fol-
lowing circular, ini which the body of patient old shareholders
is addressed as one person:— :

t “Montreal, July 16th, 1894,

To the Shareholders ** Citizens” Insurance Company—Dear
Siri—A meeting of the directors -f the. * Citizens” Insurance
Company was held on Wednesday last, and we were directed o
prepare, for the information of the shureholders, a letter of
explanation of the present posmon of the company’s affairs.
You are fully aware that prior to the 31st day of March, 1890,
the company had been transacting the several businesses of
life, fire and accident insurance, and that owing to the very
unfavorable results of the life branch, it was found necessary

. to close that section of the business, which was done on the date

previously named. Subsequently ata meeting of shareholders,
called’ for the purpose, it was decided that the remaining
branches of the business should bs disposed of and the com-
pany dissolved. Since the 1st of February, 1892, the directors

have endeavored, with as little cost as possible, to liquidate

the affairs of the company, but the work has been more
tedious and protracted than was anticipated. At the time of
the cessation of business, the company had a large part of
their funds deposited with the Canadian government for the
security of the policy-holders; the amounts being :—

In addition to the deposit in the life department, when the
company closed operations fthere was a deficit in that branch
of $47,302.93. In order to be relieved of all liability, the

divectors endeavored to re-insure the entire business of the ™
company, and succeeded with the exception of the American™

fire business, which they were unable to dlspose of, and which
they had to carry until maturity of the various policies. The
business was transferred by .re-insurance as follows:~—

Under tha contract with -these respective compames it wag v B
necessary, in view of Lheu assumptlon, of all liabilities under _...:
current policies to pay them in cash, the actual pr o-frata‘ o

premium under each policy for the unexpired time ; in view
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of the excessive proportion of the eompany’s funds held on
deposit at Ottawa, it was found necessary to secure the assis-
fance of the eompany’s bankers, t1 enable them to meot their
obligitions under the conbracts referred to. None of the
companies referred to above assumed any other liabilities
than for elaims undor enrront policies. The formalities ve-
quired to he completed by the Dominion government before
the reloase of the company’s funds have received the very
aareful ationtion of the directors, and although all the re-
tuirements of the government have boen complied with, they
are still holding the following funds :—

The directors are now endeavoring to secure the release of
those special funds in order that their remaining liabilities
may ho disposed of. Defore the government release the re-
maining funds, it will be necessary to dispose of two or three
law suils which still vomain unsettled ; these suits do not in-
volve any serious amount, and all, except one, are so old as to
he almost preseribed, it is indeed doubtful if any but one (in-
volving an amount of $1,500), wiil over come to trial, but
nadurally the goverpment insist upon their full and final
disposilion belore assenling to the final release of the com-
pany’s remiining doposit. The divectors are endeavoring to
roalize bhe remaining assobs to the best advantage and with
as lithle recourse to luw as possible. In the collection of
agreney balances and old debfs, there is o great deal of work
involved, and while the directors cannot hold out the hope of
a speedy liquidation, they desire to assure the shareholders
bhat their interests ave heing looked after with all due ex-
pedition, and with the slightest possible outlay for expense.
As soon ag they are in a position to do so, they will issue a
statement, of acconnt in order that the sharcholders may see
whal disposition has heen made of the funds of the company.
In conclusion, the divectors desire us to say that owing fo the
numerons and unlooked for ¢laims which have avisen since
the cossation of husiness, particularly in connection with the
life branch and the American fire business, they do not con-
lomplato as favorablo a reburn as was anticipated when the
tho sharoholders met in March, 1892, ANDREW ALLAN,
Viee-1'rosident; B. P. HEATON, Manager.”

MORE TROUBLE IMPENDING.

Nows has been received that the New Zealand Govern-
monf have hurrvied through an act anthorizing the issue of
two millions sterling of preforence shaves of the Bankof New
Zealand.  The sharves ave to be u charge on the vevenues of
tho colony, and the Glovernment guarantees a minimum in-
terest of 4 per eent. per annum. The representatives of the
hank in London say that negotiations have been going on for
sovoral months with regard to this measure, but that there
wis no need for hasto, as the bank is solvent. They admit,
howovor, that the banl: has not gob in as much money during
the past six months as was expocted, and that depositors are
withdrawing thoir doposits. The general public persists in
belioving thut something must have come to the knowledge
of the Govermment to induco it to act so precipitately at the

APPLES BETTER THAN WHEAT.

Under the above title a writer in fhe Tar West draws at-
tention to the raising of winter apples as of mostly greater
profit than wheat-growing. While the price of wheat kept
above 70 cents many farmers who had always looked to it as
their main crop were reluctant to give any other product first
place; but the present figures are proving an argument so
serious that even the slowest to grasp an idea are having the
faets bronght to them in a way thal convinco; them of the
neeessity of turning their atfention to other channels of profit
to be derived from the farm. The writer says: *That it
will not do to put all' of one’s eggs in one hasket has been
thoroughly demonstrated by the berry crop this season. With
thousands of crates ripe, the ability to reach a market is,
without any fanlt of ours, suddenly taken away, The straw-
berry crop has heen the principal one of this section, and
while it will not only hold its present yield but it will double
and treble it, it will in a year or two become of secondary
importance. Prumes, peaches, cherries, and small fiuits
generally arve a necessity to the fruit grower because they
furnish him with money early in the season, as well as early
in his business. They are a means to an end, Furnishing
money to keep the honse and to improve the farms. They
all bear one fatal objection as a erop to be relied upon, and
that is the absolute necessity of finding a market for them as
soon as they are ripe. This may not he true of the prune,
but for it the same condition exists—it must be taken care of
at once when ripe.

The fruit of this section, the one that is to malke it famous .

as well as prosperous, is the winter apple. It can be gathered
leisurely and will bring better and steadier returns and at
the very least outlay. One ovchard last year, its fivst year of
bearing, produced more net money than would or could have
heen detived from the same area of land sown to wheat in
thirty-six years. This year it should yield fifty times as
much, and then for fwenby yearsone hundred times as mneh.
In other words, one acre of winter apples is worth move, year
in and year out, than one hundred acres of wheat. Six acres
of good orchard will yield a larger net yield than a section of
wheat land.” )

Every section in fruit will produce a cash value equal to
three townships of wheat. The winter apple is going to ac-
complish the result. And the mnext fow years, as the young
orchards come into bearing, will prove the trubh of this asser-
tion, though it now seems a wild one. We ean but reiterate
our former words: “Plant apple frees; twenty acres if youn
can, one tree if that is your limit, but plant at every oppor-
tunity.”

DANGEROUS TLACQUERS.

Tire Underwriters are talking seriously over the new
hazard introduced into brass finishing and silver plating
works in the shape of the cold lacquers known as brasselin or
by othor namos.
been composed simply of a solution of gums in alcohol.and
tho introduction of the new form of lacquer attracted no
attention from undorwriters until lately, when they have be-
come aroused to the fact that the lacquers contain such a
large cuantity of naphtha that they are extremely dangerous.
Manufacturers who use these lacquers are unguestionably
vitiating their insnrance, if the companies should care to
malke the point in case of loss. The disturbing natuve of the
compound consists in the large quantity of naphtha used, the
smell of which is skllfnlly covered up, and the amyl acotate.
The flash point is very low. In a numbor of samples
vecently analyzed, only two had a flash point as high as 75
dogrees, while six flashed at temperabures from 32 to 47 de-
grees. Vaporizing at temperatures even down to the freez-
ing point and in most cases at a degree far below that of the
rooms, sufficient vapor is given off at ordinary temperature
to form an explosive mixture, which by the contact of a
spark, would prove very destructive.

THE GRAIN AND OTHER CBOPS.

The Cincinnati Price Current says @ Throughout nearly
all the grain producing sections of the West theve has been
continued lack of rain the past week, which has intensified
the apprehensions concerning the corn crop, which is already
movre or less injured permanently in portions of Lowa, and in
various districts - elsewhere: Without relief guickly the
splendid promise of this crop will be certainly changed, and
the yield will be lnrgely cut shorl. 1t does not appear that
the spring wheat outlook has changed essentially.
there in the Northwest are complamts, move in South Dakota
than elsewhere, but there is far from a uniformity of dis-
cowraging advices, and conservative observers are still count-
ing on a fairly good yield, little if any Dbelow the last year,
and decidedly hetter than many statements from that region
would suggest. Threshing returns from the States of the
Central West continue to show nnexpectedly favorable yields,
maintaining the view that the winter wheat production will
decidedly exceed the gemeral calenlations. The quality is
better than ordinarily, a feature which will eventually prove
favorable to maintenance or improvement of values, although
justat this time there seems to bo nothing which can do much
at inspiving confidence in hetter values for the near future.
The dry weather has curtailed the hay erop, cut short pas-
turage, and shortened the potato erop.

*In Ohio the wheat crop is good, exceeding expectations in
a large number of localities. Corn mostly withstanding the
dry weather fairly well, but now urgently needing rain; part
of it permanently injured. Some localities wheat not offered
freely at current prices; in other instances selling from
threshers more than usual. In Indiana large yields of wheat
are reported; quality fine, threshing well advanced; grain
being sold freely as a rule. Corn generally standing the dry
weather fairly well, bubt rains are now badly needed. In

Tllinois a fair crop of hay has been secured in good order.

Oty very good in portions of the State. Corn generally
needing rainurgently. Wheat yielding well, threshing about
completed; grain not being sold freely at current prices. In
Towa the hay crop has turned out very short. Corn suffering
seriously to large extent, and without immediate relief will
be largely cut short. In Missowri considerable of the corn

avea Is still in satisfactory condition and in good promise—

now needing rain, but not suffering to an important extent.
Yield of wheat overruns expectations to some extent. In
Kansas the corn crop has nof positively suifered to any great
extent, but is now needing rain. Yield of wheatis 110L vary-
ing much from previous caleu lations.”

MONTREALS HARBOR.

Tt is understood that the Government has had under con-
sideration the application of the Montreal Harbor Commission-
evs, made some time ago, for assistance in the work of improv-
ing the harbor by gnaranieeing the intervest on o bond issue
of $£,000,000, and has decided not to take any action at
present. During the summer an engineer will be sent to
Montreal to thor ou"hly examine the plmls and estimates for

all the works proposed, plan No. 6, the wet basing and the .

docks at Hochelaga, and & report will be made on the whole
subject, including the objections faken {to proceeding with
the Hochelaga portion of the work. The position of the
Covernment is that in any action taken by it the object to be
kept in vmw must be the reduction of freight rates so as to
benefit the whole Dominion. Montreal is the great shipping
port of Canada, and if shipping facilities can be improved,
and the port made as nearly a free one as revenue necessities
will allow, the whcle trade of the Dominion would be bene-
fited. Tt is only on this consideration that the Government
wounld feel justified in assuming any responsibility, and be-
fore deciding deﬁmtely on the application .of the Harbor
(Jomnnssmnma it is thought advisable that a thorough in-

vestigation should be nnde 50 s to determine just wh'mt the”

A DISTINGUISHED VISTTOR.

" One of the greatest living authorities on the chemistry of

tannage, Dr. Christian Heinzerling of Fraunkford, Germany,
has been a visitor for some days past ab the residence of our
wealthy enterprising Fellow-citizen, Mr. Feodor Boas af St.
Hyacinthe. Many of our readers will. doubtless recall the
doctor's name, quoted as an authority in the article “T.eather”
in the latest edition of the Fncyclopwdin Britanuica. The
new system of tammage which he invonted is destined
ultimately to veplace all others, and some of the largest
loather manufacturers are now employing it, notably a St.
Iyacinthe tanning fivm with oftices in Montreal. - "'he doctor
is also an expert in the chemistry of wood. 'TI'he report which
he is preparing for the German people as to the uatural re-
sources of Canada cannot fail to be productive of much bene-
fit to our country, as leading to the introduction of move in-
telligent foreign capital. _

Among other resources, Dr. Hoinzerling has paid no little
attention to our asbestos produets, for which he seems to have
hit upon an entively novel use in manufactures, ono which
promises to defy the New York monopoly heretofore destrue-
tive of any Canadian enterprise in connection with this
mineral of which there is such an abundant supply to bo had
in this Province. Dr. Hoinzerling is the patentee of a new
and inexpensive system of drying fabrics by air compression ;
also (jointly) of a method for making artificial stone which
promises to revolutionize the oceupation of the quarryman
and the stone-cutter.

THE TFRULLY CROP. _

The July erop veport sent out by the U.” 8. Department of
Agriculture shows that the average condition of apples for
tlno whole country is 47.6 per cent. 1In afew localities—New
Tngland, New York, Michigan, Wisconsin, Towa, Kansas, the
mountain and Pacific states—the conditions still point to a
grop ranging from fair to good, but in most of these the fruif
is now dropping badly, and a further reduction of the per-
centages will doubtless be shown by the next reburns. A
few states follow these with a possibility of a half crop, so
far as present indications go to show, while the remainder,
many of them states of large production, have such low por-
centages as to leave no doubl of the failure of the crop
The peach crop-is oven
in worse condition, for the average for the whole country is,
but 24.3 per cent, The outlook, however, for peaches is no
worse than it was a wmonth ago. In the states east of the
Rockies, wliere any chance for a crop remained, the con-
ditions have been sustained. This fact, considering the in-
tervention of the June crop, is somewhat reassuring, even
thongh at the most this can mean but half a crop in New
T'he supply
drawn from Conneeticut is small, but in a time of scarcity is
important. The condition in that state is compamtivoly
high. szhfornn, as usual, veporis the peach crop in ﬁne
condition.”

—Trx wholesale grocery house of Eby Blain & Co., Toronto,
is abont being transferred into a joint stock company with a cap-
ital stock of $150,000.
