“Yesterday evening on the Dardan­
elles front, in the region of Avl Bur- 
nu. our left wing captured some 
trenches from the enemy by a sur­
prise attack and prevented him from 
bringing up reinforcements.

REPULSED IN VOSGES DEFEATED AT KOVNO

Three Teuton Attempts to Re­
gain Lost Positions End 

in Failure.

Desperate Battles Continue on 
Narew and Left Bank of 

Vieprz.

LONDON, Aug. 8.—Desperate Ger­

man attacks in the Argonne by the 
army of the German crowft prince, 
which, however, is now reduced to one 
army corps and is not considered 
formidable, resulted in their repulse at 
Hill 218, but the enemy exploded two 
mines and gained a.foothold in French 
trenches, from whigh they 
peiled by a counter-attack. Bomb and 
grenade fighting took place in thle dis­
trict Sunday.

The Germans also displayed activ­
ity in the Vosges, but suffered two 
severe checks. They several times 
shelled the French positions at Linge 
and Schratzmannelle, and attacked the 
pass of SchratsmanneUe,coming to the 
assault by the Honnech road. French 
artillery delivered a sweeping fire, 
which was too much for them. Later 
a fresh attack was repulsed by bayo­
nets and hand grtoHdes. An attack 
on tinge was a*M immediately de­
feated.

Revival of artillery Ore to some In­
tensity is reported in the Woevre dis­
trict.

Artillery actions were reported at 
Steenstraete and also at Hetsas, Bel­
gium; in Artois, on the line of San- 
terre, and in the Aisne valley. Sols- 
sons was bombarded again.

FIGHTING VERY SEVERE.

PARIS, Aug. 8—Fighting of extreme 
violence has developed in the Vosges 
Mountins in consequence of a German 
attack. The official statement from 
the French war offlde says that this 
attack has been repulsed. The state­
ment follows :

“In the Argonne late yesterday the 
Germans succeeded in penetrating one 
of our positions in a salient in the 
western part of the forest of Fontaine 
Houette. They were driven back by a 
counter attack and could maintain 
themselves only in a lookout post in 
advance of our first line. During the 
night the Germans attacked >ur posi­
tions in the sector of La Fille Morte. 
They obtained a footing in one of our 
trenches, but were ejected immediate­
ly, except on a front of 80 yards.

"In the Vosges an attack delivered 
by the Germans at the end of the 
afternoon attained a character of ex­
treme violence. It was directed against 
our positions at Ltngekop and Schratz - 
mannelle, and the neck of land which 
separates these two heights. Our 
assailants were repulsed completely 
and suffered heavy losses. Before the 
portion of the front held by only one 
of our companies the corpses of more 
than 100 Germans remained in the 
networks of our entanglements.”

LONDON, Aug. 8.—A large farce of 
Germans which attacked the outworks 
of the fortress of Oqsowetz at 8*ena, 
under an immense cloud of poisonous 
gas and under an intense artillery 
fire was driven out by the Russian gar- 
ison after it had gained a footing in 
part of the wv>rks. Before being dis­
lodged by a counter-attack, the en­
emy suffered severely from the Rus­
sian fire. Oasowetz, which is a third- 
class fortress, has successfully with­
stood a siege for nearly four months.

Repulsed st Kovne.
The Germans also attacked the first 

line of defence of the fortress of Kovno 
on the left bank of the Nlemen River, 
and were repulsed after a vigorous at­
tack by Russian artillery.

"There’s a silver lining to 
cloud,” said Richard Blatn, M.P, for 
Peel County, to a reporter of The 
World last night in discussing south­
ern Ontario's recent baptism of water 
and the widespread damage resulting 
from Tuesday's storm.

“We in Peel County.”

Today the outlook is 
so bright, but after all has been said 
and done I believe that it will be 
found that the loss is not so serious 
as we at first believed. In Peel 
County 40 per cent, of the fall wheat 
is safely stored in the bams. The 
other SO per cent may be affected by 
the wet and sprouted some, but I do 
not think seriously.

"Again, the oats and barley, while 
flattened out by Tuesday’s storm, can 
nearly all be cut, and corn is straight­
ening up wonderfully and promises a 
big yield. More and more the farmers 
of Peel County are going into dairying, 
and we consume much of our product 
on the farm, so that if the grain is not 
up to the standard it will be mostly fed 
anyway. Looking at it from 
standpoint and after talking it over 
with my fellow-farmers. I can tell you 
I am prejfy hopeful that Peel County 
and Ontario farmers in general have 
very, very much to be thankful for.”

Outlook Encouraging.
Away down in Columbus, the capi­

tal town of South Ontario, where 
William Smith, M.P. for that fine agri­
cultural riding, lives and has his home, 
the outlook for a good harvest after 
all, according to the genial M.P., is 
very encouraging. When The World 
talked with Mr. Smith on the severity 
of Tuesday's storm and the continued 
unseasonable weather, 
mistic that everything would come all 
right after all.

"Tuesday’s storm was both wide­
spread and severe, ana means an im­
mense amount of extra work for us, 
but I believe things are not so bad 
as we supposed,” he said. "Very lit­
tle of the fall wheat Is In the barn, 
and there is some sprouting, but I do 
not think it has gone so very far yet.

Authoritative Statement Made That Germany 
Proposed to Cede Galicia and Retain 

Western District of Poland as 
Basis of Settlement.

PETROGRAD, Aug. 9.—(Via London.)—The report that 
Germany had made peace proposals to Russia became known in official 
circles here several days ago, and was freely discussed in the lobbies 
of the duma, according to The Vechernee Vremya.

“We learn on good authority,” says the newspaper, “that Ger­
many, thru Denmark, proposed to Russia a separate peace, Russia to 
receive Galicia, while Germany would retain the western district of 
Poland. A representative of the general office categorically denied 
that there was the remotest possibility of any peace negotiations. In 
the lobbies of the duma the proposal was dismissed as unworthy of 
serious consideration.”

LONDON, Aug. 8. — Reuter’s correspondent at Petrograd 
transmits the following: “The Bourse Gazette learns from an unim­
peachable source that the German Emperor made an offer of peace to 
Russia last week, thru the King of Denmark. The answer sent to the 
king stated that the question of peace negotiations could not be raised 
at the present time.”-

Sent Starving Kinsmen 

in Poland.
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One of the most interestnig and im. 
portant war meetings held in Toronto 
since the European conflict started 
was held in Massey Hall on Sunday 
afternoon under the auspices of the 
Toronto conference for the Jewish ' 
war victims.

That conditions in Poland
worse than the terrible plight that > 
had overwhelmed Belgium was an an­
nouncement read by Rabbi Price of 
University Avenue Synagog. He had 
received word thru the Rockefeller 
Foundation that the Belgian situation ' 
had been surpassed by that of Poland, 
where 3,000,000 persons were starving 
In Poland and Galicia millions of Jews 
were starving. He pleaded with the 
more than 2000 Hebrews who were 
present In Massey Hall to give to the 
great cause, to be loyal to the allies 
and if they could not go to fight to 
give.

gress of those who were competing 
for the second time.

‘ I have visited over 500 gardens this 
summer," said Prof. Hutt, “and one of 
the most encouraging features is the 
difference shown in these particular 
gardens. There are some backyards I 
find it difficult to recognize as the yards 
of a year ago, so marked has the' ad­
vance been. The average city garden­
er uses fair judgment in the crops he 
plants, but in the great majority of 
cases he is only getting a part of the 
yield he could by scientific cropping 
and rotation. Tfiat Is what 
trying to encourage.

“This principle applies, of course, 
to flower gardens, where it is neces­
sary to have a steady .succession of 
flowers, but we are emphasizing it 
chiefly In vegetable growing, 
in the growing of foodstuffs that the 
home gariener today can render the 
best service not only to his own pocket 
but to the cause of greater produc­
tion."

It is to encourage intensive culti­
vation of this kind that the prize list 
of the contest has this year been aug­
mented by the addition of prizes for 
records in cost and production.

of the strike itself has been averted, 
yet the menace of the coal situation In 
its broader aspects has been made ao- 
parent for the first time.

Before the war, the Angio-French 
allies dominated the coal resources 
and power of England, France, Bel­
gium and Russian Poland, aggregat­
ing an outpyt of 300,000,000 tons an­
nually, or about 60 per cent, of the 
coal power of Europe, while ae 
Austro-German allies controlled 
German, Austrian and Hungarian 
«j?Â„„’„aggregatln8 an output of 217,- 
000,000 tons, or about 40 per cent, jf 
Europe's coal product.

Germans Get Coal. '
Today, however, the German occu- 

pation of Belgium has given them the 
great Belgian coal fields of Hainault, 
Antwerp and Liege—fourth largest In 
Europe—their advance in Flanle-s 
has given them the rich coal fields of 
the Pas de Calais district, and, as Mr. 
Lloyd George states, “the French coal 
fields are now held by the enemy"; 
while the Austro-Germans sweep in 
Russian Poland has enveloped the 
chief coal fields of Russia, located in 
Poland, those of the Caucasus being 
minor in comparison.

The change in the control of the 
coal fields, since the war began, has 
greatly reversed the position of the 
,two .parties in the conflict, eo that the 
former Anglo -French dominance of 60 
per cent, against Austro-German 46 
per cent, of coal resources, is changed 
to an Austro-German dominance of 55 
per cent, against an Anglo-French 
control of 46 per cent.—a complete 
changing about In the control of this 
elemental agency of power.

Great Coal Resources.

That is, the Austro-German coal re­
sources In the fields dominated by 
them is now about five to four of the 
Anglo-French resources, which are re­
stricted principallyz to the United 
Kingdom. This was so apparent thg-t 
Mr. Lloyd George warned the English 
miners that France was now looking 
to England for 
French transports were waiting at 
Cardiff to take on coal for France 
when the strike was settled1.

Pick of Miner» Enlisted-
In view of the Importance of coal in 

supplying the allied fleets with their 
motive power—a power quite as essen­
tial to the ships as their shooting 
power—a parliamentary commission 
has recently made a thoro enquiry into 
conditions In the British coal fields. 
This has brought out some interesting 
facts, showing how the British output 
lias been depleted by the waf. The 
report states that out of 999.000 coal 
miners at work oefore the war, 181,000 
have answered the call to enlist, or over 
18 per cent, of the coal miners, now in 
the trenches or at the Dardanelles. 
For example, In the one county ot 
Wales, Glamorgan, the heart of the 
coal industry, there are upwards of 
30,000 miners enlisted,or over 19 per 
cent of the mining force. The enlist­
ments, too, are the pick of the miners, 
between the ages of 19 and 38. Since 
the parliamentary commission made 
their enquiry the number of miner en­
listments has risen to 260,000.

Refugee Belgians Help.
Singularly, refugee Belgian minera 

have helped fill the ranks In Wales. 
But this has been far from sufficient, 
and the output of the Welsh mines 
has fallen off 35,000.000 tons since the 
war began. This has led to proposals 
to stop enlistments from coal miners, 
to permit woman labor in some of thq 
lighter surface operations and to tem­
porarily take off the restrictions on 
boy labor under 14 years. But while 
the parliamentary committee suggest 
these remedies. It does not recommend 
them. Its chief recommendation I» to 
stop “absenteeism” 
miners of taking a week or more off at 
Easter time, August bank holiday and 
other holiday seasons. But this would 
have to be voluntary with the miners. 
And if It brought the British output 
up to the.normal again, the fact would 
still remain that this is practically the 
one source of coal power remaining to 
the entente àllies.

• lsh positions until after 11 o’clock at 

night. On the way down, I held a 
count#, with my two lieutenants as to 
the time of night we were to make 
our attack. We thought at first that 
the noise of the bombardment which 
was then still going on, would aid us. 
Later we decided to wait until the 
weary crews had turned in, expecting 
that after so strenuous a day’s work 
they would be too tired to exercise 
more than a perfunctory vigilance.

“It was proven shortly afterwards 
that this theory was correct.

"We continued down the strait at 
a leisurely gait of from seven to eight 
knots an hour. I ordered this because 
I wanted to get as close to the Brit­
ish as possible before they would dis­
cover the presence of an enemy’s craft- 
Driving a torpedo boat’s machinery at 
full tilt causes a great deal of noise 
and what is worse blows too many 
sparks out of the funnels.

"It was about 12-30 midnight when I 
saw ahead of me the outlines of two 
British destroyers. They were patrol­
ling the strait. I am sure that they 
must have seen us, but our low speed 
evidently fooled them. They held to 
their course and I let the Muavent 
glide thru between them.

"Beyond the destroyers we sighted 
tight torpedo boats, churning thru 
the Esenkoi- Bay in pairs, each two 
keeping in a sort of echelon position.

Rounded Up Warehiae.
“Just as we rounded the northern 

promontory which helps to form 
Morto Bay, the silhouettes of two Bri­
tish line ships came into view. I held 
the Muavent for the bow of the nearest, 
anl kept this course until we were 
close to her. Naturally, I expected to 
have my boat detected each instant 
and have a few shells «orne her way. 
Nothing of the sort occurred, how­
ever.

"To have a torpedo strike surely it 
le necessary to have its course run as 
closely at a right angle to the side of 
the target as possible. This obliged me 
to steer to port in a slight curve, be­
cause I had decided to torpedo the 
British line ship on her starboard side, 
which was nearest to the open water 
thru which the Muavent would have to 
escape.

"The Muavent was discovered just as 
her broadside became visible to l he 
lookouts on the British line siiips. A 
night signal flash began to work- Its 
■long and short blinking spelled out 
What ordinarily is the Morse letter ‘O’.

"I wasn't quite prepared to give an 
intelligent answer to that, but felt that 
the enquiring was for me. I got to 
work with my own night lantern, and 
also spelled ‘O’, talcing it for granted 
that a repetition of the signal 
part would at least delay some other 
action or prevent for a few moments 
the making of another enquiry.

Fired Three Tubes.
“The ruse succeeded. After a few 

seconds’ delay, the signal man on the 
Goliath again flashed ’O*. I replied 
with the same number of dots and 
dashes, and having now come within 
350 to 400 yards of the British vessel, 
amidsh'ips.made up my mind to fire the 
three torpedo tubes.

"The third ‘O’ of the Goliath’s sig­
nal man came more speedily tnan lie 
preceling ones. I launched one tor­
pedo, then number two and three— 
ten seconds apart.

"The first torpedo hit the Goliath 
well forward. I saw a blinding flash 
and a cloud of smoke. Before the 
second torpedo struck—near the for­
ward mast—the vessel had already 
listed to starboarl.

“By the second torpedo an explosion 
In the interior of the Goliath was 
caused Before the third torpedo hit, 
the vessel was as good as totally lost.

“We started on our return trip with 
a little better speed, but kept the fires 
down, because I didn’t want to have 
the sparks from the funnels show 
Where we were ”

At that time the Pruaalane want­
ed to dismember France, but Russia 
and Britain refused to accept the pro­
posal. Foiled then, Prussia proceeded 
to build up her power with the con­
stant purpose of first dominating 
German» then Europe and finally the 
world—Germany—really Prussia—over 
everything.

Commenting on the Congress of 
Vienna, Count D’Angeborg, long be­
fore the war on Denmark, wrote: 
"For the Prussian monarchy any pre­
text Is good. It is altogether devoid of 
scruples. • « * Even at this
moment its agents and partisans are 
agitating Germany, depicting France 
as being again ready to Invade it, pre­
tending that Prussia alone Is capable 
of defending it and asking it to hand 
itself over to her for its very preser­
vation. She would have liked to have 
Belgium. She wants everything be­
tween the present frontiers of France, 
the Meuse and the Rhine. She wants 
Luxemburg." These were prophetic 
sentences, and two generations later 
they have been fulfilled. But Prussia 
now wants still more.

During the more than forty years 
that passed since the war with France, 
Prussia has been unceasingly engrossed 
in the preparations for a greater war 
of conquest. The war with France 
has been revealed as forced by the un­
scrupulous policy of Bismarck. So the 
war of 1914 was equally and deliberate­
ly instigated because Prussian and 
Prussianized Germany deemed the 
time opportune. As Sir Edward Grey 
said: “We know now that tl& Ger­

man Government prepared for war as 
only people who plan can prepare, and 
this is the fourth time within living 
memory that Prussia has made war in 
Europe. * * * We are determined
that it shall be the last time that war 
shall be made in this way." Prussia 
must be taught once and. for all the 
folly of evil-doing, that Europe and 
the world hay have peace and freedom 
under law.

Pending the issue of bulletins from the provincial department of 
agriculture, The World prints the following suggestions to the farmers of 
Ontario by a Scarboro man:

Get all the additional labor you can hire or command on the work 
of drying out the grain already cut. Keep on re-stooklng it and drying it 
on every side. This will cost money, but it may pay. Work early and late 
and keep of good cheer. Put up good meals for everyone.

Go over your prostrate fields and watch for signs of the getting up. 
Also watch for rust, smut or shelling of the grain. Seek advice on all these 
points from the best farmers that are near you.

Clean out and get ready any possible covered In flooring you can get 
whereon to spread your Injured grain when threshed. Do not heap it up 
in bins so that.it will heat. Turn It over as fast as you are able. It Is pos­
sible to blow grain up a spout Into a bin by a corn-cutter fan and then 
take It back and blow it up again. Put the damaged grain on the “best- 
room” floor of your house if necessary. Put some in the schoolhouse and 
in church basements. There are lots of old buildings that will help out. 
Some neighbor may have spare room in his barb. There may be empty cars 
at stations you can use for a couple of days. But keep on moving the 
wet grain over and over. Put It thru the fanning mill If you can’t do any­
thing else.

Before you cut the prostrate grain ask advice of experienced men as 
to the best way to rtm the binder. You may have to change the direction 
several times and to cut only in one direction, and go back running dead. 
But take the trouble.

Co-operate with neighbors; theirs may be ready to handle today, and 
they may in turn help you tomorrow. Get the women to help in the field 
and barn, as women are now helping in the war.

No person who has any idea of the 
achievements of modern engineering 
would say that the thing is impossible, 
but the questions of cost and durabil­
ity have to he considered as well.

The following is an extract from a 
letter which The Day, of New York, the 
national Jewish daily, has received 
from General Ian Hamilton, command* 
er in chief of the English expedition­
ary force at the Dardanelles:

“General Headquarters 
“Mediterranean Expeditionary Force, 

July 10, 1816.
It may interest you to know that I 

have here, fighting under my orders, a 
purely Jewish unit. As far as I know 
this is the first time in the Christian 
era such a thing has happened. The 
men who compose it were cruelly 
driven out of Jerusalem by the Turks, 
and arrived in Egypt with their fam­
ilies destitute and starving.

"A complets transport corps was 
there raised from them for voluntary 
service with me against the Turks, 
whom they naturally detest, 
troops were officially described as the 
’Zion Mule Corps’ and the officers and 
rank and file have shown great cour­
age in taking water and supplies up 
to the fighting line under heavy fire- 
One of the private soldiers has been 
specially recommended by me for gal­
lantry and duly received from the 
king the distinguished conduct medal.”

Alexis Carrel of the Rockefeller Insti­
tute. and Dr- Henry D. Dakin of the 
Lister Institute, state that they have 
discovered what seems to be an ideal 
antiseptic. Hypochlorite of lime has 
been known to be a powerful one, but 
its acidity was injurious to the tis­
sues, and it did not keep. These de­
fects have been overcome by the addi­
tion of small proportions of carbonate 
of lime and boric acid. It is expected 
that with the flew antiseptic wounds 
can be absolutely protected from in­
fection. This discovery will count in 
peace as well as war.

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OUR DUTY TO THE BLIND. The Daily World
From Vienna, from Paris and from 

Montreal come reports of arrangements 
that have been made for the assistance 
and instruction of soldiers blinded in 
the war. The French report states 
that a larger proportion of the com­
batants have been, and will be, made 
blind in this war than in any previous 
war, on account of the difference in 
weapons and in the character of the 
fighting. Ontario has provided amply 
for the instruction of blind children, 
but has not been a leader in provision 
for ameliorating the condition of the 
adult blind. With the added claims 
of the soldiers who will come home 
from Europe sightless, action in this 
matter cannot be long delayed. Our 
blind soldiers an* fellow citizens must 
not be left to wear out their lives in 
idleness and sorrow, when timely aid 
and proper instruction " can enable 
them to resume their places as useful 
members of the community. The On­
tario school for the blind at Brantford 
is maintained for the education of 
children whose sight is so defective 
that they cannot be taught in the reg­
ular public schools- This school is not 
intended for adults, and it cannot do 
what is required for the class above 
referred to, without reducing, if not 
destroying its èfficiency as an instruc­
tor of the young. Bona fide residents 
of Ontario, between the ages of seven 
and twenty-one, .who cannot see to 
read ordinary type without injury, are 
admitted to the school w-ithout charge 
for board, tuition or books. Applica­
tions should be made to the principal, 
H- F. Gardiner, Brantford, in time to 
have all arrangements completed" ‘be­
fore the opening of the session in Sep­
tember.
