000, but it is said that a seitlement is likely to

beeficcted.  The firm has property in New
Brunswick, Maine, New IHampshite and
Vermont,

CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO,

Although in the midst of the winter
season, there continues to be a heavy
movement of lumber by rail. There
would also be more business done were it
possible to obtain the stock desired. Re-
ports 1o hand state that not for many
years has the stock of low grade pine lum-
ber been so thoroughly picked up. To
such an extent is this the case that some
of the manutacturers have for the first
time inauvgurated winter sawing. The
quantity of stock placed on the market as
a result, however, will not be large, and
will not hikely affect prices, particularly as
the demand between now and spring will
more than take care of the supply. Busi-
ness for the year is opening up very
favorably. A number of the Ottawa valley
manufacturers have disposed of their cut,
#nd we understand that several mnll
owners in the Georgian Bay district ex-
pect to close negotiations at an early
date for considerable of their next ssason's
produciion. The Midland cut of the
Arthue Hilt Company, to be sawed at
Playfaw’s mi{l and amounting to 20,000,-
ooo feet, has been contracted for by W.
B. Mershon, of Saginaw, Mich,, at a
price which is regarded as very satisfac-
tory to the manufacturers,

There are numerous nquiries in the
market for hardwoods, and from present
indications prices will not weaken durning
the next few months at least. Consumers,
recognizing thesituation, are showing a
disposition to contract for their requite-
ments in advance.

QUEBKC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

Writing to the CANADA LUMBERMAN,
a manufacturer in Quebec states thatall
grades of lumber have been picked up
this winter closer than he has ever known
before, and that many contracts are
the hands of mill men for new stock to be
cut as soon as there is enough snow for
logging. These remarks reficct the situ-
ation throughout Quebec, New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia. Enquiries for
lumber are numerous, but the supply of
dry stock is almost exhausted. Prices n
1900 promist 10 be even better than last
year, as several manufacturers have sold
their output of British spruce deals at an
advance of from $t.50 1o $2 per thousand
over the prices realized for the 1899 pro-
duction. This increased price will not,
however, give a greater margm of profit
to the manufactarers, as the cost of pro-
ducing logs this winter will be consider-
ably greater than last seasoa.

UNITRD STATES.

The first ten days in the new year have
not witnessed a large demand for lumber,
although the business done during the
haliday season was above the average.
The market still remamns firm. There is
a general shortage of dry stock in pine,
spruce and hardwoods, more pronounced
in the lower grades of white pine than n
any other class of stock. Of the stock on
dock at Ashland and Duluth it is said
that there is not to exceed 20,000,000 feet
unsold at cach place, while a cos:derable
percentage of next scason's production

has been contracted for. The eastern
wholesale markets are fairly well supphed.
The stock of white pine in Buffalo yards
is estimated at 120,000,000 feet, of which
20,000,000 feet 1s Canadian stock. The
outlook for bulding operations in the
eastern cities during the coming season ts
considered good, 1nd this fact is having
an influence upon prices. In New York
city there is almost a {amine in box and
low grade lumber, ane higher prnces are
predicted. The quotations on hardwood
lumber are being maintained, the diffi-
culty of buying at western pomts at a
reasonable price assisting 1o this end.
The sopply of basswood lumber has be-
come almost exhausted, and a famine ts
expected before the new cut shall be
available for shipment. Mithigan manu-.
facturers uf maple have endeavored to
secure a corner on that lumber and have
advanced prices by 52 per thousand.
This brings prices up to a basis of $9, $13
and $18. Red birch is selling in Buffalo
as bigh as $42 for inch.

There has been no change in shingle
prices. Best 18 nch red cedars and
white pine are selling at Bufialo at $4.
This price has caused consumers to look
around for hemlock shingles, which sell at
about $2,50, but there is no large supply
in the market.

FOREIGN.

Prices for spot goods in Great Britain
continue to strengthen owing to reports of
high prices asked for timber products in
producing countries. To such an extent
have prices been advanced that some pre-
dict that the volume of business during
the year 1900 will be restricted on this
account. On the other hand, the outlook
for the year, judged from the orders now
in hand, seems to be particularly bright.
At London several transactions have
lately taken place n third and fourth
quality spruce, third quality selling at £9
ss per standard and fourths at f£o;
second quality brings about f£9 1ss.
From Liverpool comes the report that
contracts bave been made at £8 per
standard c.i.f. for cargoes or large parcels
by liners for specifications contaumng
about 8o per cent, of 7 and 8inch. From
this may be gauged the value of 9 and 1t
inch. Pine deals are steadily impsoving,
and while until two months ago £24 15s
was the maximum, recently $28 3s 9d has
been reached for first quahity. The stock
in first hands is about onc-half that carried
over at same time last year. Red pine
deals are selling at £12 75 9d and there 1s
very hittle stock that is not in the hands
of consumers. In nearly all classes of
square timber the stock is light, but there
isa decided scarcity of ash.

$160,000,

In northern Michigan hemlock logs are
bringing $7.25 per thousand, which s
about the price that pme logs sold at a
few years ago.

Pickard & Rowan, of Owen Sound,
Ont., have 1,500,000 feet of lees on the
skids at Lion’s llead, Ont, a & about
400,000 feet at Muts,

First class elrn flour batrel staves are
bemg sold byjobbers in Buffalo at $9. The
former price for patent hoops, $13, is
strong, but hickory hoops sell slowly at
$6.50, with Lasswood heading scarce at
54 cents. The supply of elm promises to
tmprove, but basswood s not expected to.

Yard quotanons in Chicago are $53
foruppers, 347 for A selects, $42for B
selects, and $39 for C selects, in thick-
nesses from 14 to 2 iches, Common
stack boardsrange from $i15.50 for 1 x38
No. 3 10 $21.50 for 1 5 12 No. 1. For
2 x4 10 oot piece stuff $16.50 is asked and
for lengths above 18 feet from 316.50 to
$i7.50.

THE BRITISH MARKET.

Calder, J1enderson & Livingston, in their
annnal timber market report, review the Glas.
gow market as follows :

Wunge Ping.—Waney.—The demand has
been fairly steady, and, the import having
been moderate, there is now catried over a
stock of rather underthe average. The con.
sumption of prime wood for shipbuilding pur-
poses bas fallen somenhat Leluw (e average
of the past few years, but prices have been
maintained at from 25 7d 1o 25 gd.  First-
class shont girthy wood is firm at 25 4d to 25
7d.  Second-class wood has met with a better
demand than has been the case for the two
preceding years.  Low  prices were aceepted
to clear out some old parcels, but now prices
are firm at from 19d 10 23d.  Square.—Any

fisi-class wood imported has been readily’

taken up from ships’ side on arival. 3510
45 fect average is now quoted at 2s 2d to 25 §d
perc. fi. G. I A, has been in fair demand
at 18d to 22d, according toaverage. Common
woud is rarely now inquired for.

Rep PNk —~There has been a fair import
of first-cluss wood,” together with an average
consumption.  Stock carried over is largely 1n
excess of that of the ‘pxcvious year, and is
mustly cumposed  of fist-class.  Quotatiuns
1ange from 21d to 2s1d.

EtM. =The mport has been on 2 moderate
scale, the demand exceptionally good, and
prices have steadily advanced month by momh
till now prime woud is held firmly by mer-
chants at 25 9d to 2s 11d pere. ft. The stock
is light.

Qak.—The impart has been about the aver-
age, and stock 10 hand 1s practically on a level
with the carry over of 1598,  Quotations c.e
25 8d to 25 10d for prime wood 65 to 75 cubic
average.  Second class wood is little inquired
for, usersof this class preferring the U. S, pro-
duction.

Astt. —=Import has heen unusually light, and
Dbeing late in coming forward the stock crrried
over was practically cleared before fresh wood
arrived, and prices made a sharp advance,
which has been maintained.  Recent sales
have been made at 2310 2s 3d for 150 16
inch average.  There is no stock in first hands.

Biren.—There bas been a bight unport and
a good demand,  Large sales were made im-
mediately after the cabinetmakers’ strike col-
lapsed, and prices went up as the stock de-
creased.  Pricesare row steady at 20d to 21d
for 16 inch average. Stock in hand is barely
onc fourth of the average of the past three years.

DraLs, BATTENS AND BoarDs.—\While the
year opened with the stock of s, 3ed, and
4th pine somewhat in excess of an average of
the three years preceding, prices were held on
a firm basis by most of the importers, although
others, taking rather a pessimistic view of the

rospects, cleared large lines at reduced values.
Yn the carly months of the import season
arrivals were comparatively light, and buyers
Lewme mure atinous to vperate.  Puces tuled
steady until Scptember, when a stronger
position was taken up, in keeping with prices
ruling on the other side. The import is over
500,000 pieces less, and the crnsumption lully
1,100,000 more than in 1898, conscquently
the new year commences with deal stocksin a
very favorable position all round.

PiNg—Firsts—The import_ of broad geals
has béen moderate and the” demand gdod.

Prices have impioved steadily, £23 to £24
15s being the maximum till within a couple
of months ago, and recently £28 3s 9d has
been touched.

The
clearance of the yarded stock was speedy, and
for new iwportations a firmer attitude was
adopted, and gradually improved upon till
411 ex quay was got for regulars and £9 ss
for undstsized.  The stock is light and firmly
held.  Fourths.—Were heavily held at the
beginning of the year, and consumers also
catried large stocks. With a light import
carly in the season, and a rapidly increasing
consumption,k strengthening of values resulted.
Regulars opened at about £6 17s 6d and
undersized at about  £6 10s, while in October

Ottawa furnishes an indication of the in.
creased extent of the lombering operations this
season, ascompared with those of last vear. The
figures apply to the work carticd on 'n north-
western Quebe., western Ontario and parts of
the newer Ontario.  The comparison applies
«lirectly to the number of men sent out to the
vatious limits from Ottawa, a recognired labor
bureau in the business.  Mr. C. D. Chitty, of
ke firm of Chitty & Co., states that his fum
since August last has hired 2,600 men, who
have been sent over the above mentioned
istricts to work for the Jeading Canadian and
Awmcrican firms. For the lumbering opera-
tions a vear back only 1,600 men were sent,
the inctease thus being 62] per cent,  Mr,
Chitty also states that the area of limits being
worked this year is much more extensive than
it was last, This year men were sent to
points as far west as Lake Superior not touch.
<d before,” and six more Awmerican and Cana.
<dian firs were supplied with men.  The firm
started hiring men last August, but the great
majority were sent out in the last three months,
‘Wages, which atthe startranged from $1610 $32
per month, have been forced down as the
great demand for men wassatisfied, and the
present rate is $16 to $22. Chitty & Co.
also expect to send one thousand mien up for
the spring drives, which last about 4o days,
and bring the men $2 to $2.50 per day.
Gangs of men and teams are still being for.
warded to North Bay, Webbwoad, and a
score of western points.  This firm does the
Bulk of the business, but smaller concerns
have had their hands (ull, and altogether hom
Ottawa close on 4,000 men were sent.

-class of timbher now. Mr. Chitty also draws
attention to the marked activity of the Ameri-
«<can firms, which, on account of the recent
Jegistation, are cutting more cxtemively on
theit limits.

Box lumber and culls for the American market
are silll quoted at high figures, while lath are
in great demand.  The introduction of me-
tallic shingles and roofing, however, has cur-
tailed the demand for the product of the
shingle mill, and the pnee has not advanced
as rapidly asin the case of lath, indispensable
in building operations.  The higher grades of
lumber for both the English and Awerican
markets show little advance,
