GUILTY MAN CAN'T BE FOUND

But if Captured Will Be Extradited—
Evidence Adduced Before
Coroner's Jury.

The Investigation conducted by Coroner
Gibson of Sault Ste. Marie into the death
of Arthur Little, whose dead body was

fuund on March 8, has been concluded,
The jury found that Little came to his
death by freezing, and that Allan Macklin,
the foreman, who compelled him to leave
the lumbér camp in a heavy snowstorm,
was personally responsible for his death,
The Crown Attorney has directed that an
information be laid against Macklin, and
that the necessary instructions be given
to the prosecuting attorney at the Michi-
gan Sault to make every effort to effect
his arrest, If captured, he will be extra-

At the final sitting of the Inquest, the
evidence disclosed that on Saturday,March
2 Little was discharged by Macklin, for
the reason, as Macklin stated, that Little
had been boasting that Macklin bhad no
power to discharge him, Little then went
to Bishop’s Camp, staying over Sunday,
when he went back with a letter which
Bishop gave him for Macklin, ordering
Macklin to put Littie back in his place.
Macklin became enraged at this, and
wrote & letter to Bishop and handed It to
Little, and then assaulted Little, but was
prevented from striking Little by some of
the men who were in the eamp and Mrs,
Macklin also Interfering to stop her hus-
band. Little ran out. and Macklin ran
after Mim when let loose. Little had no
cap on his head, nor overcoat, and the day
being stormy and cold he wandered a dis-
tance of about three miles, and within half
a mile of the nearest shelter, where he
met his death from exposure. The letter
from Macklin to Bishop was found on his
body, and was very bitter in language.

Sir Wilfrid’s speech in reply was exceed-
ingly weak. He begged the whole question,
and came very near making a ridiculous

RECIPROCITY OF TARIFFS,

Mr. Bordem’s amendment to the
motion to go into supply, moved
last night, reads as follows :

That in the opinion of this House
the welfare of this country requires
a pronounced policy of adequate
protection and encouragement at
all times to the labor, agricultaral,
manufacturing, mining and eother
industrial interests of Canada;

Opposition Leader Clearly Set Out
the Conservative Policy.
Ottawa, March 18.—(Special.)—Mr. R. L.
Borden who got 8 hearty Conservative
cheer on rising, touched Sir Wilfrid and
Sir Richard smartly upon the characteris-
ties shown by each when put in a tight
corner. For some years, he sald, Sir Rich-
ard had passed as a Diogenes, looking with

The pext trumk line was tbe C.P,R., run-
ning from Montreal to Vanpcouver, This
carried the line 6f settlement from ffty to
one hundred miles further north, and
traversed an entirely new country from the
great lakes to the Pacific. The fringe of
territory traversed by the C.P.R..is now
falrly weli settled. A paying busivess
bas been created alt along the line. The
C.P.R. has proved a profitable and suc-
cessful enterprise, and that, too, within
a comparatively short period. The time
has arrived, or soon will be at hand, when
another advance to the north cfin profit-
ably be undertaken. This time we will
take a jump northward of a couple of
hundred miles. The objective points of the
next transcoutiffenta] fine wili probably be
Quebec or Chicoutimi on the Atlantic and
Port Simpson on the Pacific. Buch a line
would touch James Bay, and keep to the
north of Lake Winnipeg and Edmonton,
We have no doubt the conbtruction of
Canada’s Northern Pacific will become a
practical Issue within ten yedrs' time.
There are sufficlent natural resources to
warrant the construction of the suggested
line, while the route will have several sub-
stantial geographical advantages. In re-
gard to the natural resources that will be
opened up we may mention the tlmber
dareas of Northern Quebec and the ceun-
try to the south of Hudson Bay, the ex-
cellent agricultural areas of = the Peace
River district, the mineral wealth of
Northern British Columbia, together with
the fisheries of Hudson Bay and the large
lakés and rivers of Western Canada. Le
Bolell of Quebec furnishes some intercst-
Ing statistics about the route, which it re-
fers to as Canada’s future transcontinental
line. The distance from Chicoutimi to
Pont Simpson is placed at 2703 as agalnst
8078 miles from Quebec to Vancouver.
Port Simpson is 350 miles nearer Yoko-
hama than is Vancouver. The whole of
the territory traversed by the proposed
route has been pretty thoroly explored,
with the exception of the district between
Moose Factory and a polnt north of Eil-
monton. There are no physical dlfﬂcwl‘lles
{n the huilding of the proposed line, while
the climatic conditions are In certain re-
spects more favorable than those character-
istic of the C.P.R. Observations taken
during the winter of 1808-99 show that the
country to the mnorth of the ' Cariboo
Mountains has a winter climate, with a
mean temperature considerably higher
thdn" Winnipeg.

TAX ON BANKS AND 'INSURANCE.

New York State Proposes to Make
Moneyed Institations Pay foll
Like Other People,

Albany, March 18.—Govermor Odéll to-
day signod the bills of Renator Krum, plac-
ing'a Staté tax on savings banks and tn-
surance companies. The law relating to

savings banks provides ¢hat they shall
pay an anngal tax of 1 per cent. on the
par value of their surplus and undivided
carnings. Each savings bank (s required
to report to the State Comptroller on or
before Aug. 1 of each year fhe par value
of its surplus and undivided earnings at
the close of business on June 80 preced'ng.

The insurance tax measure provides an
annual ¢ax shall be imposed on insurance
compatiles for carrying on business in this
State equal to 1 per cent. on the gross
amount of premiums received during the
preceding ealendar year for business done
in the Htate, whether such premiums were
in the form of money, notes or other sub-
ttitutes for momey. 'This applies to every
dermestic ‘Ingtirance company and to every
inturance company organized in any other
State excent a corporation doing a fire in-
surance busxiness or a marine Ingurance
business, and every corporation organized
within €he. Unlted Btates, except forefgn
corporations dolng a jife health or casualty
busimess, A tax of 5-10 of "1 per.cent, ‘Is
imposed on forelgn fire and marine ~om-
panies. Fraternal and co-operative insur-
&nm companies are exempted from taxa-
on,

. this very commendable action is likely to
“be followed up, not only in subsequent
murder trials, but in divorce cases. There
is something so abnormal in the appetite
some wofhen have to #ap on horrers, to
follow greedily all the shocking and revoit-
ing phases of such criminal cases, that
(one marvels the law has mot long ago
, . interfered to prevent their attending for
hours at a stretch, and, dag bgp day, the
sessions of the erimimal courts:” It is dif-
ferent, of covrse, with women who are
lawyers or law students, . They are not
there to feast on the details, ‘or delight in
the keandals of the cases, but to benefit by
the forensic ability of the counsels, and
the rulings of the judges; in short, it Is
the professional aspects of the ‘cases that
‘attract them. Also the women of intellect,
who sometimes attend the final sesslons
for the pnrpose of hearing the closing
gpeeches of the opposing counsels, delight-
ing, not in the murder case per se, but in
the great argumentative duel between
legal experts, are, like the women lawyers,
few and far between. The great majority
of women who attend 'horrible murder
trials. and unsavory = divorce cases, are
there to satisfy their abnermal craving for
raowholesome and destructive mental ex-
cltement. They are of a degenerate order
of women, who should be protected from

in our wourts of law. Hence it seems
eminently' preper that at last some step
has been taken to esclude ‘women from
eriminal trials, It is to be hoped that ‘sim|-
lar action will be taken whérever thefefire
eriminal courts, for there seems to be ab-
solutely nothing to say in favor of the
“.estam. of. admitting crowds of women to
the hearing of mnrﬁ«r and divorce trials,
while all sense and delicacy, and even de-
cency, are easily arraved agaimst it.
