We failed
to thus divide the 'Truth and to note
the portion applicable during the
millennium. Thank God, we are not
yet too old to learn. - We surely have
been thoroly sickened by our miszaken
interpretations of the past, which made
nonsense of both the doctrines—election
and free grace—and worse than chiis,
defamed land vilified our Heavenly
Father, “the God of all Grace.” i

Few any longer believe that there
are “infants in hell not a span long,”
because : non-elect. Even where the
doctrine of election fis still blindly
held, few have the temerity to state
their belief that any innocent.infant
was predestined to everlasting tor-
ture. But Brother Calvin’s conten-
tion expressed in the Westmmstér
Confession is that there are no inno-
cent infants—that the condemnation of
Original Sin was to eternal torture and
that Adam’s children, "born in sin and.
shapen in iniquity,” were therefore not
innocent, but guilty—born under the
sentence of eternal torment and sal-
vable from it only thru membership
in the Church of Christ. Indeed we
may say that this theory was still
older than Calvin, for did not St. Au-
gustinme first declare the danger of in-
fants to eternal torture and the neces-
sity of their being brought into the
Church of Christ by baptism in order
to escape eternal torture? ,And is not
the force of this teaching still manifest
amongst both Protestants and Catho-
lics, as evidenced by their fear to
have an infant die unbaptized—so that
some, in extreme cases, even practice
“baptism in utero?”’

Doctrinally Methodism is indirectly
opposed to Calvinism in every sense
of the word. Possibly Methodism will
have less to concede than Calvinists,
because, altho in Wesley's day the
doctrine of Free Grace was combated
on every hand, it is now the tacit faith
of the vast majority of Christendom.
The doctrine that God had premeai-
tated and irrevocably foreordained the
eternal torture of our race except a
handful of the elect was too horrible
a one to stand, So the Methodist doc-
trine of Divine Love for-all and Free
Grace as respects salvation has ap-
pealed more and more to the growing
intelligence of mankind. Nevertheless
we cannot do otherwise than concede
that it will matter little to the thou-
sands of millions which all “orthodox”

In the light now shining we may see
that the terms of the divine eiection
of the church are in every sense of the
word without partiality, except as re-
gards character and faithfulness.
Those now called with the heavenly
calling to be of ‘““the elect” are indeed
invited to eternal life on the spirit
plane, to be like unto angels, but more
exalted, while the opportunities to be
granted to the world in general/during
the millennium will be inferior, ctrih-
ly, restitutionary—yet grand (Acts iii,
19-21). But this difference of rewarq is
counterbalanced by the severer trials
and testings of those now called to be
of the elect. They must walk by faith
and not by sight. They must take 1'p
their cross and folJow the Lamb whith-
ersoever He goeth. They must count
their lives not dear unto them, but
willingly sacrifice their earthly inter-
ests that they may be participators
with their Redeemer in glory, honor
and immortality, and in His greataworlc
of the millennium—the blessing of the
world of mankind with a mental,
moral, social and physical uplift.

Cannot we all, Congregationalists,
Presbyterians and Methodists, and all
others of God's people, unite as one
body upon this scriptural hypothesis?

Moses, the man of God, was learn-
ed in the wisdom of the Egyptians, the
most cultured people of ancient times.
He had the advantage of the best
schools; he had a university education.
In all probability he went to Heliopolls,
which was a sort of Westminster Ab-
bey and Oxford rolled into one. We
must not let ourselves be misled into
thinking that this was the morning of
the world’s  history, and, therefore,
crude. There lay behind Moses, in the
valley of the Nile, a civilization long-
er than that of Britain from the time
of Alfred the Great. -

‘“When God wants to do His most
miraculous work; He does it in the
most natural way. Now, the grace of
God may dispense with education, but
as a rule, when some great work. is to
be done, God makes it possible for a
man to do it who has received the spe-
clal education which is to fit him to do
that work.

‘“Let me congratulate you that you
are receiving an education beyond that
which comes to the average man or
woman. . But remember it is because
God has some work for humanity for
which }!e is fitting you.

“You Wl need to be reminded that
learned men are just as likely to pe
selfish in their way as others. Learn-
ed, refined and even conventional re-
ligion too often seems to limit our sym-
pathy for the masses, and to breed ex-
clusivenéss and pharisaism. We are
in danger of thinking of ourselves as a
class apart.

Chisholm:.“I am quite in favor
of obtaining permissive legislation, as
such power would do no harm and
might help the city. Expropriation
would, however, he very costly, and if
anything else could be done to secure
ex ons, I would support another
course,” . :

Ald. Hambly: “I belleve it would be
well to get the power, but I think the
city should wait some years before car-
‘rying it out. As the time for the ex-
piration approaches, it would cost the
city less to buy out the franchise. I
would like to see .my proposal to set
aside street railway revenue-as a sink-
ing fund for the purchase of the rall-
way carried out.” g

Ald. Phelan: “I believe in municipati-
ties having the widest possible powers,
and that the power to expropriate
should be one of them. At the same
time, I think that the company would
welcome expropriation on such terms
as the city would have to give.”

Should Get the Power.

Ald. Rowland: “I hafe ssed ex-
propriation with other\mfembers and I
don’t think there is doubt in the minds
of any but that he should seek the
legislation. There is hardly any ques-
tion about the city applying for the
right.”

Ald. Heyd: “I am strongly in favor
of getting power to expropriate, and
also to build new lines. Expropriation
would, howqver, cost an enormous sum,
and, T would prefer to get power 1rom
the legislature whereby, on the coml
pany refusing to construct lines or the
continuous kind, extending from the
centre right out to the suburbs, the
city could build the lines. This ser-
vice could be entirely independent of
the existing service. For instance, 3
line could be laid up Bay-street, Terau-
lay-street and by way of other streets
to the northwest, and there could be a
cross-town line from Riverdale ucross
the Wilton-avenue bridge, right thru
to Parkdale. I a mfor getting from the
legislature all the power we can,

Must Build New Lines.

Ald. McMurrich: “I am decidedly in
favor of getting the power. The time
is coming when we will be required to
build. My idea is that there should be
four lines right around the city, two
of them for a direct, express survice.
The belt line service on Sundays con-
tinues to be wretched.. This morning
(Sunday), the cars were packed full
before church service, and dozens of
people were left standing on the cor-
ers.

Ald. R. H. Graham: “We haev two
or three different propositions to deal
with. Something will, certainly have
to be done. If we cannot get what we
require, there will be nothing, left but
expropriation. I believe in permissive
legislation, which might serve as a club
on the railway. 1 cap’t understand
why the railwa, "pgx‘sistently refuses 1o
gg what's right.” bimny
. Would Get Worst of Deal,

"Ald. McCarthy: "I have no objection
te the city obtaining expropriatory
powers, but I am opposed to expropria-
tion at the present time. We could
not do so without getting the worst
end of the deal. We would have to
pay for a large capitalized company,
earning a large, dividend on account
of the money that should go intv the
gservice going into dividends instead.
We would have to expropriate on the
bagis of capitalization and earning
power, and there couldn’t be a worse
possible deal for the city. But by all
means, let us _get the power. We may
need it anyway when the franchise ex-
pires.” .

Oswego his father lost his left arm.
Dr. Richardson first studied medicine
in 1841, with Dr. J. Polph, who was :
then an exile in Rochester on account |
of the part he tnok in the rebellion of |
1847. <. He then attended the first
course of medical lectures at King's'
College, Toronto. There being only one’
other student, who was absent most
of the time. Dr. Richardson was the!
firet graduate. In 1844 he crossed the
Gcean and entered Guy's Hospital, |
London, and was present at the first
demonstration of ether in London. 1In
1547, having graduated, he returned to
Toronto and commenced practice. |
University Professor. '
In 1860 he succeeded Dr. Sullivan as
professor of anatomy in tlie medical
rGepartment of the University of To-
ronto, which had only been constituted
a ghort time before. When that faculty
as, discontinued in 1858 he accepted
he chair in anatomy in the Toronto
School of Medicine, which he held un-t
til 3887, when, the medical faculty of
the university heing restored, he re-
turned to his old position. Fe resign-
ed that position in 1902.
Dr. Richardson’s grandfather owned;
a three-acre lot, now the northeast
corner of King and Yonge-streets. That
grandfather was a 1nited Empire
Loyalist from Philadelphia.
Dr. Richardson was tor a long time
surgeon-major of the 16th Royal Grena-
diers. e had a medal for the active
part he took in suppressing the Fen- |
ian Raid. He also gerved in the Trent
affair. The old Merchants’ Company
of volunteers had him as surgeon Jor
a long time. The company was merged
into the Queen’s Own Rifles in 1862,
Previous ,fo that he was c¢onnected
for a_ time witl: the foot artillery.
During his military career he was
one of the be\;slwts in the Dominion,

and won manX trophies. He had an
intimiate knowledge of all the politic-
jang and events of the rebellion of 1237,
Jail Physician Fifty Years.
In 188 he was appointed physician
to the Toronto jail. He resighed that
position in 1909, after over firty vears’
service, For many years he was a
member of the Upper Canada College
Council. He was cne of the earliest
members of the - Canadian Institute,
and was ex-president of the Ontario
Medical Council.

When the Toronto Ceneral Hospital
g8 erected in 1554 Dr. Richardson was
appeinted: to. the medical consulting
stagd. The board was composed of
Pes. James H. Richardson, E. M. Hod-
der, J. Bovell, . J Herrick, J. Telfer,
¢, Wiémer (head of visiting staff),
Frank Russell, L. O'Brien, W. Nichol,
J..Rolph, W. T. Aikins, H. H. Wright,
W. Beaumont. Dr. Richardson was
the last survivor of the board.

In. Richardson’s name is connected
in .an interesting way with the his-
tory of the Canadian Naticnal Emb-
lem. It was he who, on the occasion
of the visit of the Prince of Wales to
Canada, in 1860, moved, At a meeting
of rative CCanadians, called to consider
the question of their representation in
the -procession in honor of i'ls Royal
Highness. the resolution which led to
the adopticn of the Maple Leaf 2s the
national emblem of Canada.

Active Sportsman.

Neariy all hig life he wis an active
sportsman. It kas been said {hat taere
was no stream between Port Hope and
the Bras D’Or, Cape Breton. in which
he nad not fisked. In all matiers per-
taining to fishing he was an expert,
being thoroly informed on the subject.
e also had a +vast knowledgeé of Tish-
lore.

Personally he was athletic, ,active,
honorable and of a lovable nature, Dur
ing his career as professor h.e won the
respect and admiration of ail those
with whom he came in-conta«-t. FEven
the students in faculties other than
medicine honored and ad:nired him.=
