The ground wheat as it comes from the
stones is very hot from the severe friction and
crushing it has undergone, and it is deposited in
the cooling room, near the wall, in a large and con-
tinual stream from halfa dozen sets of mill stones.
By the operation of the machinery in this room the
ground wheat is made gradually to approach the
centre under a continual stirring process and there
drops through a trap into the bolting chest, in
which revolve half a dozen long cylinders cover-
ed with cloth of the most beantiful texture imagin-
able. These boiting cylinders are slightly inclin-
ed one way or the other, and the contents gradually
work along from the finer to the coarser bolts, that
which remains growing less and less in quantity,
unt/l the refuse bran is finally poured out of the
end of the last bolt. The various qualities of flour,
&c. drop from thesc bolts into the packing bins
on the floor ready to be barrelled for the market.

All this is done as we have said, by machinery,
almost without the intervention of a human hand,
and is, besides, a very quick process. Wheat
which lays in bulk in the hold of a boat to-day,
may be flour on its way to New-York or Boston
to-morrow. We have in this city two mills in which
this operation is performed, but we must go west
of the Hudson if we would see the manufacture of
flour on a large scale. We never expect to see the
time when a fleck of sheep is passed through the
mill, and come out mutton dressed reaay for the
market, and cloth ready for the tailor. We never
expect to see the cotton plant turn out wove fab-
rics without the intervention of pickers, cotton gins
and looms, with the thousand hands necessary for
their attendance ; but in the manunfactore of flour
we do see now manual labor comparatively super-
seded by machinery which is the result of human
ingenuity and skill.

Mopery MacHiNERY.—A writer on the benefits
machinery has conferred upon man, anticipates the
day when it will perform nearly all the domestic
drudgery now done by hand.—It will carry hot
and cold water to all parts of the house, bring coal
up stairs, and carry dust down, answer the door,
make the beds, clean shoes, attend to the cuoking,
and perform a thousand other similar offices. In
some instances, the writer suggests how these
things may be accomplished. In numerous busi-
nesses requiring polishing processes,circular brush-
s are made fast on « shaft reyolving at speed like
a lathe. Shoes held against these brushes would
be polished without labor.

Meanwhile all the other creditors got wind of
the matter, and began to investigate the liabilities
of the firm to them. ;

From all that we can learn by Report there are
in the Bank of Nova Scotia liabilities against the
firm, with Mr. Keith’s endorsement, to the amount
of £15,000; besides from £8,000 to £10,000
worth of Paper floating about, with the same en-
dorsement, the authenticity of which Mr. Keith de-
nies. 'This is the worst part of the business.

Wm. Murdoch in for .about £2,000; S. A.
White & Co., 1,700; Albro & Co., 1,400; Geo.
McKenzie, 1,300; W. Prior & Sons, 350; Mec-
Leod & Co., 200; G. & J. Mitchell, 110 ; Wier
& Co., 100; J. Esson & Co., 400; Donald Mur-
ray, 500; Duffus & Tupper, 700; Rodger Cun-
ningham, 280 ; Fairbanks & Allisons; 400; and
a host of others.

The liabilities altogether will range, it is be-
lieved between £40,000 and £60,000; and it is a
melancholy commentary on the present credit
system in Halifax. The idea of any firm in Ha-
lifax carrying on business and paying interest into
the Banks to the amount of £3,000 a year out of
the profits !

It is feared the calamity will seriously affect
other houses.

Mr. Keith's sxtensive property was levied on
last Wednesday on behalf of the Bank of Nova
Scotia, and investigations into the mysteries of
this failure are still going on.

The other creditors, also, are going to contest
the validity of Mr. Keith’s judgemen®, and his seiz-
ure of the property of the insolvent firm.—They
have a meeting on Thursday for consultation.

The whole affair has cast a gloom over the city,
and is one of the most extaordinary commercial
convulsions that has ever taken place among us.

Reciprocrry witn tue Britiss PRovINCES.
—The correspondent of the New York Journal of
Commerce writes as follows, on the subject of
meeting the Presideat’s suggestions in reference
to a reciprocity treuty, by act of Congress :—

“ Mr. Seymonr, Chairman of the Committee or
Commerce of the House, will bring the sibject of’
Reciprocal commerce with the British Provinces
before the Committec at their meeting on Monday.
If he should report a Bill, it will be somewhat dif-
ferent from that which he contemplated at the last
session, and more acceptable perhaps, on this side
of the line.

The mode of reaching the object of this project
is changed by the President in his late message.
At the last session, the mode proposed was teo be-
gin with a legislative Act, and then carry it out
by treaty. The mode proposed now is to begin
with a treaty and themgarry out its provisions, so
far as they may affect the reverue, by legislation.
Precedent legislation, if attempted now, will only
serve to embarrass the pending or proposed nego-
tiation. Besides, though the principle of recipro-
city will be recognized by Congress, the details of
a bill will not be easily shaped to suit a majority
of both houses. Besides, the project will invoke
some slight change of the Thariff, and the majority
of Congress are determined to avoid any change,
—and will even refuse, perhaps, to entertain a
proposition for a change.”

“In 1847,” remarks the Belfust Mercury, “ only
about 3,000 miles of railway had been opened for
traffic in the United Kingdom. At present there
are close on 7,000 miles in operation—the aggre-
gate cost of which exceeds 240 millions. This
shows that independently of all the additional capi-
tal sunk in factories, in the extention of machinery,
and the enlargement of harbours, there has been
at the rate of 20 millions per annum expended in
creating. railway property during the last five
years.”

They contain a variety of details of the
frontier war, where no regulaw hostilities wire at-
tempted by the Kaffirs and rebel Hottentats, ex-
cept for the purpose of plunder. Considerable
numbers in their predatory expeditions had been
encountered and routed or shot.

These calamities having reduced
the people to a state of the utmost want and (II‘S"
tress, the Emperor has ordered immediate assis-
tance to be rendered to the sufferers, and their
payment of the land tax for the present year to be
remitted.

STUCCO WHITE-WASH.

{  Having had numerous reqests to republish
,'lhe recipe for the celebrated Stucco White-
| Wash, which elicited such admiration at the
President’s House at Washington,we herewith
present it again to our good housewives—

Take half a bushel of nice, unslacked lime,
slack it with boiling water, covering it during
the process 1o keep in the steam.
liquor through a fine sieve or strainer, and
add to it a peck of clean salt, previously well

ground rice, gronnd to a thin paste, and stir-
-ed and boiled hot ; half a pound of powdered
Spanish whiting, and a pound of clean glue,
which has been previously dissolved by first
soaking it well, and thew hanging it over a
slow fire, in a small kettle, within alarger one
filled with water. Add five gallons of hot wa-
ter to the whole mixture ; stir it well and let
it stand a few days covered from the dirt. It
should be put on quite hot; for this purpose
it can be kept in a kettle on a portable fur-
nace.

Where the colors are desired, Spanish brown
stirred in will make a red or pink, more or less
deep according to quantity. Finely pulverized
common clay, well mixed up with Spanish-
brown, before it is stirred into the mixture,
makes it a lilac eclor. Lamb black in moder-
ate quantities makes a slate color, very suita-
ble for the outside of buildings. Yellow ochire
stirred in makes a yellow wash, but chrome
goes father, and makes a color generally es
teemed prettier.

STATISTICS OF MUSCULAR POWER.

Man has the power of imitating every mo
tion but that of flight. To effect these he has,
in maturity and health, sixty bones iu his head,
sixty in his thighs and legs, sixty-two in his
arms and hands, and sixty-seven in his trunk.

TUE DEW.

the agency in the economy of nature, and ex-

hibits one of the wise and bountiful adapta- |

tions, by which the whole system of things,
animate and inanimate, is fitted and bound
together. All bodies on the surface of the

earth radiate or throw out rays of heat, in!

straight lines—every warmer body to every
colder—and the entire surface inself is con-
tinually sending rays upward through the clear
air into free space. Thus on the earth’s sur-
{ace all bodies strive, as it were, after equal
temperature, (an equilibrium of heat,) while

the surface as a whole tends generally towards |

a cooler state. But while the sun shines this
cooling will not take place, for the earth then
receives in general more heat than itgives off’:
and if the clear sky be shut out by a canopy
of clouds, these will arrest and again prevent
it from being speed.ly dissipated. At night,
then, when the sun is absent, the earth will
cool the most: on clear nights also, more than
when cloudy, and when clouds only partially
obscure the sky, those parts will become the
coolest which look towaids the clearest por-
tions of the heavens.

Wasmineroy Cake, No. 1.—One pound
of butter, one pnund of flour, one pound of
sngag, six eggs, one wine- glass of brandy, one
grated nutmeg, one table spoonful of cinna-
mon, two pounds of dried currants, one table
spoonful of dissolved silmratus, hall a pint of
rich milk. Stir the butter and sugar to a
cream. Beat the eggs very light and stir in-
tait, then add the liquor, spice, and milk, then
stir in the flour, lastly the saleratus. Butter a
pan and bake it

Wasmixeron Cake, No. 2.—One pound
of sugar, three-quarters of a pound of butter,
fonr egas, one pound of flour,one tea cupful of
milk, two tea spoonsful of dissolved sa'mratus,
three table spoousful of brandy, half a tea
spoonful of cinnamon, half a nutmeg, one
pound of dried curiants washed, picked, and
wiped dry. Beat the butter ard sugar until it
is smooth and light. Whisk the eggs till they
are thick and add them to the butter and su-
gar. Stirin the flour brandy and spice. Flour
the fruit and stir it in, Beat the whole very
hard for fifteen minutes. Then stir in the
saleratns. Line the sides and bottom of your
pan with paper, butter it well, pour in the
mixture and bake in a moderate oven. For
those who object to the use of brandy, two
table spoonsful of rose water may be substita-
ted in its place.—National Cook Book.

Surewsnery Cake,—One pound of flour,
three-quarters of a pound of sugar, half a
pound of butter, five eggs,half a nutmeg. Beat
the butter and sugar together. Whisk the
eggs add to it, with the nutmeg. Stir in the
flour, roll out the dough and cut it in cakes.
Bakein a quick oven.

Dover Biscurrs.—Half a pound of butter,
half a pound of sugar,three-quarters of a pound

of flour, two eggs, one table spoonful
of rose-water, half a tea spoonful of nut-
meg. Stir the butter and sugar together.

Beatthe eggs light and stir it, with the rose-
water ; add the spice and flour.—Roll out thin
and cut into small cakes.

Pommape pe SeviLLe.—This is a simple
but efficacious preparation wuch in request
among Spanish ladies, for removing from the
effects ¢f the sun. The following is the re-
cipe :—Take equal parts of lemon juice and
white of eggs. Beat the whole together jn a
varnished earthen pipkin,and set on a slow fire.
Stir the fluid with a wooden spoon till itjhas
acquired the consistence of soft pomatum.
Perfume it with sweet essence,and before you
apply it, carefully wash the face with rice wa-
ter.

Eve's Pubpine.—Six eggs, six apples, six
ounces of bread crumbs, s.x ounces of cur-
rants, six ounces of sugar, nutmeg to taste,
half-a-salt spoonful of salt. Beat the eggs very
light, add to themn the apples, which must be
finely chopped, the currants, sugar, and bread
crumbs, nutmeg and salt. 1f
