THOUGHT THE CANADIANS
COULD NOT STAND CHARGE

Corporal Walter Wilson, Writing
Home, Gives Another Instance
in Which Germans Miscalcu-
lated

'Iihomes L. Wilson, of Chesley street,
received a letter this morning from his
brother, Corporal Walter Wilson, a|
member of the cycle corps fighting ‘in
France. The letter said He was scrib-
bling on the battlefield, as he awaited
orders. The artillery. were all around |
l;im ﬂrlinglmt lfhe Gerr;lmans and the allies

ere slowly but surely gaining ground.
He told of the tcrriblesﬁght slngwhictil
the Canadians achieved fame, which
cgllcd forth congratulations from King
George and Iord Kitchener, and said
that Canada had good reason to be proud
of her sons.

While writing the letter shells, he
said, were breaking all around him, but
he was so accustomed to it that he did
not fear injury. While charging a
trench a few nights before writing he
and several\ of his companions were
t!\rown off their wheels by the concus-
sion of a large shell breaking a short
distance from them. He said the rea-
son of the terrible charge the Germans
made in the battle of Langemarck was
because spies had informed them that
thc;: Canadians were in the trenches and,
being unused to active service, would
give way under a stiff charge." But
they made a big mistake.

He made reference to the slaughter
from bursting shells, and said that he
had seen instances of the cruelty of
the Germans, who repeatedly fired at
ambulances. He spoke of the Canadians
and English fighting side by side, and
the feeling of brotherly love which ex-
isted between them. He wishes to be
remembered to all ‘his friends.

WAR NOTES

A German aeroplane, which left Ger-
many bound for Turkev was forced to
alight in Bulgaria and was taken in
charge by the military authorities.

DAUGHTER DYNG

- FATHER SEES N DREAM |

Remarkable Story Told by Cap-
tain of Vessel Now in Port
Here '

The. captain of a vessel now in this
port tells a remarkable story about a
dream’ that came to him one night on
the Atlantic, while on the voyage to
St. John. It was the night of the 26th
of April. After being on deck for a
considerable’ time he retired to his cabin
and turned in for the night. He slept,
and presently dreamed that he sawthe
members of his family around him,
weeping. He was so wrought up by
the dream that he awoke and noted the
time. On arrival at St. John he received
among his mail a letter telling of t}Ee
degth, on the night of April 26th, of his
eldest daughter, who was well when he
had left his home beyond the Atlnn}lc
end the North Sea, in Norway. Noting
the hour given as the exact time of her
death, the captain found there was about
five hours difference between it and the
time on his ship when he was awakened
from his strange dream. There would be
about that difference between the time
of his native land and that where his
vessel was on the night in question. He
does not ‘attempt to explain the strange
affair, but simply states. the facts.

IF CATARRH HAS

HOW GERMANS
"JECUTED COUP

Preparations Carried Out With
Great Secrecy

SURPRED RUSSIMS

Preparations Said te Have Been
Begun as Soon as Russian Of-
fensive Started to Slacken

Budapest, May 8—(Correspon&ent
London Morning Pobt&—l am able today
to give some information received from
a reliable military source with regard to
the events leading up to the Austro-
German successes in Galicia.

These details explain how the offens-
jive movement was carried through and
prepared in a manner to take the Rus-
sians by surprise. It is at the same time
a most impressive argument in favor of
secrecy in war, the most important fac-
tor in this success.

it is pointed out that the success of

the Germanic move is the more surpris-'
ling because it not only necessitated time
to concentrate such large forces as have
been concentrated in West Galicia, but
because these movements were such by
their nature that they could be easily
discovered, and it was even a surprise
to the general staff that it succeeded in
such a measure.

The offensive was naturally preceded
by a thousand minor movements, as well
as by movements on a large scale. News
depots, bureaus and telephone and tele-
graph stations had to be established on
a line parallel with the front of battle.
New and numerous hospital stations had
to be prepared, especially on the rail-
'way lines which insure d connections
toward Germany and Hun and new
food depots had to be installed on the
same lines go as to ensure provisions for
the new army as well as munition de-
pots with ample supplies. The new al-
lied armies required even the appoint-
ment . of new commanders: A great
number of heavy guns and other artil-
lery were placed in position two weeks
before the offensive began. Train after
train 'brought guns of all calibres from
all directions to the Vistula and Carpa-
thian front, including long range Skoda
guns and steel mortars, the latter hav-
ing mostly been constructed since the
war began, and an immense number of
German Krupp guns.

Nothing Was Observed.

Meanwhile the troop trains” brought
German and Austro-Hungarian tr
and hundreds of other trains were pacﬁ-
ed with bridge materials, and pontoons,
which were necessary to the crossing of
the Dunajec and Biala. , Engineers were
ready at the front by the end of April
“in order to comstruct the railway lines
{ behind the army advancing toward the
geast. Aviation and motor stations were
i also established.

It i5 obvious that the movements of
all these trains and se forth must have
taken a long time, and yet it is clear
nothing had been observed by the Rus-
sians on the southern sgection along
which the army advanced later. Be-
tween Tarnow and Gorlice more than a
thousand guns were brought up and
placed in positien, with an immense
amount of all kinds of munitions. Even
sueh difficulties arose as supplying two
kinds of smal army ammunition to the
German and Austrian troops, these hav-
ing different rifles and consequenmtly us-
ing different ammunition. New provis-

fitted and a perfectly organized admin-
istration put up. Thousands of wag-
gons and trucks with provisions and
great herds of cattle were driven, and
all in the greatest secreey. Everything
had been done at night. s

Secrecy the Feature.

The secrecy of these preparations was
the chief feature of success, for : the
movement only promised success in the
event of the Rusisans not having time
to bring up reinforcements in their us-
ually rapid way. These preparations
began-the very day after it became ob-
vious that the Russian offensive in the
Carpathians was slackening.

1t is asserted that the Russian forces
engaged in the battle were eight army
corps, while the Germanic armies were
twice ag strong and had four times as
many guns and a greater number of
heavy batteries to support the attacks.
This is only a semi-official statement
and mueh credit cannot be attached to
ijt. The German artillery, in fact, was
much stronger than one would imagine
from that statement and this great
strength in guns made it posible to drive
the Russians out of \their fortified posi-
tions. .

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THE WAR NEWS

The Russians claim that their great
victory in Bukowina completely over-
shadows the “ephemeral” success of the
Austro-Germans in Western Galicia.
The official report says the Russians
have taken 20,000 prisoners in Bukow-
ina and driven the Austrians back in
disorder]ly retreat, occi'ipyiﬁg much im-
portant territory previously held by the
enemy. i

There seems no doubt that Italy will
enter the war before the end of the
week. Decisive action is expected when
parliament meets on Thursday.

Such unofficial news as comes from
Germany appears to confirm the belief
that she will not vary her submarine
policy as demanded by the United
States, but will endeavor to lay the re-
sponsibility for the loss of the Lusitania
jointly upon Britain and America.

The British have made further sub-
stantial gains north of La Bassee, and
the French have been .equally success-
ful farther south. From the general
starldpoint of the Allies the situation
grows foore satisfactory from day to
day, but their task is still gigantic.

NEW BRUNSWICK'S DISGRACE

+s. The Chatham World (Conservative),
noting the fact that Premier Borden had
made some army contractors disgorge
when their guilt was proved in par-
liament, and that Premier Roblin had
resigned when exposure of grave scandals
shocked the province of Manitoba, says:

“How differently we act in such cir-
cumstances in New Brunswick. When

And so are the
members of the Flemming government
responsible for Mr. Berry and for Mr.
Flemming. Sir Rodmond steps down
and out. Our New Brunswick cabinet
ministers get rid of the two exposed
offenders and hang on to office. They
know that they are responsible for Mr.
Flemming’s acts, and this is why they
have proclaimed faith in his innocence.
They are equally responsible for Berry.”

CANADIANS CRUCIFIED?

The horrible story of the crucifixion of
more than one Canadian soldier by the
Germans appears to be supported by
strong evidence, and is another proof
of the utterly fiendish nature of the
enemy we are fighting. Indeed if the
charge now made be true it is not
worse than others already proved. The
British committee, of which Lord Bryce
is chairman, and which investigated al-
leged outrages by Germans, taking the
evidence of twelve hundred witnesses,
has reported that there was not only

organized massacre but erucifixion of|

children. The stoties of the treatment
of Belgian women by soldiers, and even
by some officers, are too horrible to re-
late. In view of the charge that Cana-
dians have been crucified, let us note
once more the findings of Lord Bryce’s
committee, which were in part as fol-
lows:— :

“],—That there were in many parts
of Belgium deliberate and systematically
organized massacres of the civil popu-
lation, accompanied by many isolated
“ murders an@® other outrages.

“2__That in the conduct of the war
generally innocent civilians, both men

" und women, were murdered in large
numbers, women violated and children
murdered. :

“g_That looting, house burning and
the wanton destruction of property were
ordered and countenanced by the of-
ficers of the German army, that elabor-
ate provision had been made for sys-
tematic incendiarism at the very out-
break of the war and that the burning
and destruction were frequently where
no military necessity could be alleged,
being indeed part of a system of gen-
eral terrorization.

“4 —That the rules and usages of war
were frequently broken, particularly by
the using of civilians, including women
and children, as a shield for advancing
forces exposed to fire, to a less degree
by killing the wounded and prisoners
and in the frequent abuse of the Red
Cross and the white tlag.

“Murder, lust and pillage prevailed
over many parts of Belgium on a scale
unparalleled in any war between civ-
ilized nations during the last three cen-
turies.

“At Haecht several children had been
murdered, one of two or three years old
was found nailed to the door of a
farm house by its hands and feet.

“Individual acts of brutality—ill
treatment of civilians, attacks on wo-
men, plunder and the like—were very
widely committed. These are more
numerous and more shocking than would
be expected in warfare between civilized
powers, but they differ rather in extent
than in kind from what happened in
previous, though not recent, wars.

“In the present war, however—and
this is the gravest charge against the
German army—the evidence shows that
the killing of noncombatants was car-
ried out to an extent for which no prev-

ious war between nations claiming to be
civilized (for such cases as the atrocities |
perpetrated bv the Turks on the Bul-|
garian Christians in 1876, and on the|
Armenian Christians in 1895 and 1896,
do not belong to that category) furnishes |
any precedent. That this killing was
done as part of a deliberate plan is
clear from the facts herein before set

‘A Good Soldier

Of Ivor Murray, killed in action, his
‘comrade, W. E. Hart, writes to his
brother, Fred C. Murray of Moncton:

“] deeply regret to have to inform
you of the death of my chum Ivor
Murray, which took place last night. He
was killed by a shell which fell on" his
dugout, pentrated the roof .and explod-
ed in the ground just behind it. He was
‘ not mutilated, although death from the
shock must have been instantaneous.
We miss him very much. He was a
good man and a good soldier, always
doing his duty, generally a little bit
more than his duty. Only yesterday he
worked an extra part of the day on the
* telephone, so that a tired comrade might
rest, which was the kind of thing he
was always doing. He was always un-
selfish and has led a good clean life
with us since enlistment. I had known
him for some time in Brantford before
the war.”

Tingley, and they were carried away
together by stretcher-bearers. Lieut.
‘I'ingley writes:

“They got me with a 6 Howitzer,
with splinters in the left knee, left
hand and right arm, but don’t think
any of them are serious.

Jixpect to go to England just as soon
as my wounds permit. Young Comeau,
from Moncton, was with me at the
time, but I have not seen him since the
stretcher-bearers got us.

In a city built by men of the Loyalist

type and permeated with the traditions
of their sacrifices and achievemenis no
special celebration is needed to preserve
the memories of that May day, 182 years
ago today, when the fathers of the city
landed at St. John and the history of
the city began. The day will be cherished
forever in the minds and hearts of the
people of St. John, as a tribute to those
who left their homes for the sake of the
principles which they held dear and for
their loyalty to a flag which they would
not desert, and came to settle in what
was then a wilderness.
It is the spirit of the Loyalists which
enabled the people to hew a city out
of the solid rock, to grow and prosper
and still hold on when the chief in-
dustry of the city was wiped out by
changing conditions and still hold on
when the city was reduced to ashes.
Out of the old city arose a new one
bigger and better, which has marched
forward to new accomplishments.

Today the flags are flying in honor
of the founders of the city and, while
young folk enjoy a holiday from school
as the most emphatic way in which to
impress upon them the importance of
the occasion, it is not unfitting that the
citizens as a whole should be about their
daily tasks as usual. May 18, 1878, was
no holiday for those who landed here
on that day.

The memory of the Loyalists will be
specially honored at two large public
gatherings today, one in the Impepial
theatre this afternoon and the other in
the auditorium of the old city hall in
West St. John.

At 4.15 this afternoon, at the con-
clusion of the matinee performance in
the Imperial theatre the patriotic enter-
tainment will be given.

(FROM THE TORONTO GLOBE)

Methodists in all parts of Canada
know the high personal character and
the blameless life of Professor Salem G.
Bland of Wesley College, Winnipeg. As
a schoolboy and a college student he was
known in many centres of Eastern Can-
ada, during his father’s itineraries as a
Methodist minister. In later years his
own ministerial life brought him into in-
timate acquaintance and close personal
friendship with many thousands-of peo-
ple in different parts of the country. As
professor in Winnipeg he has won for
himself a very high and honored place,
not only as a scholar and teacher, but
also as an upright, absolutely sincere

and public-spirited citizen.

No intelligent Methodist needs to be
told of Dr. Bland’s sanity of judgment
and purity of motive, but for others this
much ‘may be worth saying by way of
introduction to a significant passage in
the address of the Hon. Robert Rogers,
Canada’s minister of public works, in
Montreal on Monday. That address was
carefully prepared and copies of it were
furnished for publication. The following
paragraphs were omitted from the
Globe’s published report yesterday, but
are of public interest. The minister of
the crown had just been assailing clergy-
men who had spoken against political
corruption and war graft. He calls those
clergymen “simple-minded and innocent
people,” and thus then proceeds:

“ft might be well for those individuals

to better study and better understand
the true conditions hefore undertaking to
enter upon a discussion 'of public af-
fairs, for, if they have no better know
ledge of their Bible and its teachings
than they appear to have when they un-
dertake to discuss public questions, all I
can say is, may God have mercy upon
the souls of the unfortunate people that
depend upon such individuals for spiritu-
al instruction and direction.

“QOf course the case of Prof. Bland is
somewhat different in that he is a well
known professional hypocrite, and has
ever been ready to endorse, approve, and
applaud every crooked act that has ever
been known to have been committed by
any Liberal. Such an individual as this,
who has never been guilty, when speaking
politically, to have any regard for either
principle or truth, one can well afford to
look upon with feelings of sorrow rather
than of anger.”

Those words were written beforehand.
The man who wrote them and spoke
them is the most dominant minister in
the present government of Canada. In
the light of this utterance, and of, his
whole record and reputation, is there one
well-informed Methodist, Conservative or
Liberal, in all Canada who would believe
Hon. Robert Rogers on any question on
which personal truthfulness is of the
slightest importance?

But seeing what they are, what they
have done for us—how—how  can we
bear to let them lack the mere suffic-
iency of life? :

No! Britain will not let Belgium
starve. We have not known hitherto
