Ottawa, March 28.—“Like the flowers
that bloom in spring, reasons being ad-
variced for not raising the civil service
bonus have nothing to do with the case,”
so T.'R. L. MaclInnes, president of the
Civil Service Association of Ottawa, said
in a statement on the bonus last evenifig.

“The civil service bonus was fixed in
1919. There is still a marked increase
in the cost of living since then, which
will certainly not be wiped out this year.
A decline of prices in a few months can-
not offset this. So far as the basis of
the bonus is concerned, there has been
no decrease in the cost, and, on the con-
trary, an increase is noted.

“It was stated that the classification
has raised salaries in the service. In a
few cases there have been increases, but
a large bulk of positions were classified
lower than before.

“Reduction is no argument to apply
to civil servants’ salgries. Labor de-
partment ' reports show an increase of
150 per cent. since 1908, and some in-
creases of as high as 800 per cent. Civil
service salaries. are approximately the
same as they were in 1908.

“The bonus only amounts to thirty per
cent. of their wage. Present prices
would have to be cut in salf to restore
these salaries to their old value.”

An excellent precedent wés established
in the legislature, yesterday, when the|
debate on the address was concluded

Work of Its Representatives in the House—The
Hydro-Electric Development—Finances, the

Valley Railway and

Provincial - Interests Not Being Well Looked

After at Ottawa.

Natural Resources—Says

° Fredericton, N. B, March 22—After
one of the shortest debates in the his-
tory of the provincial legislature, the
house this afternoon passed
in reply to the speech from the throne,
without division. :

QOaly three speakers besides the mover
and seconder were heard. Hon. J. B. M.
Baxter, leader of the opposition and A.
Chase Fawcett, leader of the Farmers’
group spoke on Friday. Hon. Mr. Fos-
ter, who spoke this afternoon, made a
fine impression, and his points, made
clearly and distinctly, were warmly ap-
plauded by both sides.

The premier dealt fairly with the

criticisms of the leader of the opposition
and the leader of the Farmer group con-
cerning the speech from the throne and
took the opportunity of answering
some of the statements ‘made by the op-
position in the redent provincial cam
paign. He spoke of the Restigouche
election case and clearly showed that the
government had done all in its power to
have the county properly represented in
the legislature,
. He made a strong plea for proper ap-
preciation on the part of the people of
the province of the work of those whom
they had elected to be the representa-
tives in the legislature.

Every member of the house, he be-
lieved, was working for the good of the
province as a whole and not for indi-
vidual gain. He paid a glowing tribute
to former members of the house and par-
ticularly mentioned Hon. John P. Bur-
chell and Hon. Mr. Dugal. He assured
the leader of the opposition that mem-
bers on the government side would give
him support in maintaining his present
position indefinitely.

Hon. Mr. Foster welcomed the r-
mer group and hoped that it would give
inspiration to the minister of agriculture
to continue the good work in that de-
partment. He favored, however, the two
party system and thought the farmers
would be well served if their representa-
tives were joined up with one of the lar-
ger porties. All classes and groups must
be represented he said, in ordef to have a
stable government. The premier made
reference to some remarks of the Far-
mer leader but pointed to the fact that
farmers were in the government and
therefore the farmer group did not re-
present all the farmers of the province.
His explanation of the government
plans for hydro-electric development was
straightforward and clear, and his fore-

the address |

cast of hydro-electric pt’)wer in all parts
of the province won gcneral approval.

Hon. Mr. Foster spoke strongly on the
; burden placed on the province by the St.
{ ohn and Quebec Railway, and urged
the people of the province to support a
move which would lead to the federal
government adding this road to its sys-
tem. In this he was assured of the
support of the whole house. The pre-
mier gave proof that the time deposits
secured by the province in St. John
county were the best for agriculture pur-
poses and eliminated the pre-election as-
 sertlons of opposition supporters that
this transaction had not been for the
'good of the whole country. He declared
that the province had suffered from the
insane railway policy of former gov-
ernments and this was one of the reasons
for there not being sufficient money at
the present time to carry on the business
of the province more satisfactorily. He
called on members of the opposition to
:look into the budget when it was pre-
! sented and to point out, if they could,
ihow enough money could be taken out
'of current revenue to pay interest on the
Valley Railway. He thought this a suf-
ficient answer to the leader of the oppo-
. sition, who had criticized the govern-
ment action in this respect.

Hydro-Electric Development,

He would admit that the hydro-electric
policy was somewhat ambitious for a
province like New Brunswick, but otifer
provinces had gone ahead and were reap-
ing great benefits from it. "Such a policy
should have been undertaken years ago
by the government of which his honor-
able friend was a member. He might
say: Why did not the government go
on with the Musquash development prior
to 19177 Was it because some of the
close friends of the honorable member
did not want that development? The
government had employed capable en-
gineers and it was their intention to pro-
ceed with the work as rapidly as pos-
sible. The honorable member had criti-
cized the government for adopting wood

quash development and had expressed|
some doubt in regard to its durability.
With regard to that pipe he (Foster) had
wired the Pacific Coust Pipe Company
for information and the reply which he
had received set forth that similar pipe
had been in use by the company for sev-
| eral years and showed no sign of deteri-
oration. In answer to an enquiry, K. H.
Smith of the Dominion Water Power
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branch had wired that wood stave pipe
up to thirteen feet had been installed for
power development gince 1910 in various
parts ‘of the United States, and had given
every satisfaction.! 'I'here were cases
where the pipe had been in use for irriga-

‘| tion purposes twenty-five years and was

still in good condition.

The premier said the government
hoped to link up all parts-of the prov-
ince with hydro development in due time.
They hoped to supply the towns of
Campbellton, Bathurst, Newcastle, Dal-
|housie and Chatham, as well as the
towns along the St. John river. They
were anxious that the whole province
should d:rive the greatest benefit from
the government’s policy of hydro devel-
opment. \ B

The honorable .member had criticized
the government’s policy of encouraging
hthe growing of flax in this province. He
(the premier) would take the credit for
the reference to the matter in the speech
from the throne. He had seen flax grown '
in Gloucester county at the St. John ex-!
hibition last year, and had also seen it|
put through a process of manufacture
which turned out a finished commodity
which would have done credit to any
manufacturer in Canada. He believed:
that something should be done to en-|
courage that industry in this province.

The Lime Production,

Hon, Mr. Foster, continuing said the'
honorable leader of the opposition in his'
reference to the lime-crushing industry
had expressed the opinion that the gov-,
ernment was obtaining fifty percent lime !
at one hundred percent cost. He did not'
think that the honorable member was |
Jjustified in making that statement with-
out acquaintiug inimself with the facts.
He certainly should not desire to injure
tlie irm which has the contract for get-
ting out the lime. During the Ilate
clection certain parties who had been
artagonistic to the establishment of a
plant at Brookville endeavored to bring
the question forward as a campaign
issue. They tried to make it appear
that the tract of land at Brookville was
not, a favorable proposition from the
government standpoint. Comparisons
had been made with the Melvin pro-
perty, but ahyone familiar with the
locality would know that many acres of
that property did not contain limestone
at all, and there was not so much differ-
ence in the comparative prices as poli-
tical opponents sought to make iff ap-
pear. 'The Adams property, being sit-
uated on the railway line, was more
valuable than any other and more
advantageously situated for shipping pur-
pores, by either rail or water. So far
as quality was concerned an analysis
made at the Truro Agricultural College
showed 98.15 calcium carbonate. Mr.
Butler, general manager of the: Dominion
Iron and Steel Company, gave the analy-
sis of limestone as 96.74 percent calcium
carbonate and Mr. Spaulding of the
Miramichi Pulp and Paper Company,
had placed it at 94.58. The certificates
of such well known and eminent au-
thorities would be accepted wita far
grecter readiness than the statements of
opposition newspapers published during
a political campaign, Mr. Adams, from
whcm the property was purchased, was
a reputable and responsible man, but
the government did not buy from him
on account of political reasons, as he had
been a Conservative for years. The
reason why the property jhad not been
developed earlier was because the pro-
perty was held by a lime company head-
ed by ‘W. B. Tennant, and the moment
that lease expired the government step-
ped in and bought it at a reasonable
price.

Finances.

He would refer to one or two matters
which had come to his attention during
the campaign. One was the charge that
a defiicit on current account or more
than $800,000 had been created by the
administration between the time of tak-l
ing office, in 1917, and October 81, 1919.
The leader of the opposition two days
before the election had made such a state-
men®, at Campbellton. In his address
extravagance was the principal charge,
but he was unfair in his figures, waich
he placed before ~his audience. The!
deficit for which the government was
responsible was not half that amount.
On October 81, 1917, there was a deficit
of $1087,270.81. Deducting the amount
funded by act of assembly, $747,556.85,
there was left a balance of $389,718.86 for
which the Foster government was not
responsible. The deficit October 81,
1918, was $184,856.98. Included in that
was the Valley Railway interest, $184,-
449, for which the present government
could not accept the responsibility.

The deficit October 81, 1919, was $327,-
686.22. This made a total of $808.056,-
56. From that total should be deducted
$339,718.86 of Valley Railway interest
for which responsibility was refused.
When these two items wére deducted
there was left $327,854.84. However,
there must be taken into the account the
surplus on the fiscal year ending Octo-
ber 81, 1920, amounting to $96,348.11.
With that off et the real deficit amount-
ed to $281,506.88.

Another charge had been in connect-
fon with methods of accounting. Much
had been made of allezed discrepancies
between the report of Price, Waterhouse
and Company and the report of the
Comptroller General. That was a mat-
ter not open to criticism, but was a
matter of bookkeeping entirely. He,
wished to call to the attention of hon.
members of the House, particularly new
members ,that when the public accounts |
would be broneht dewn each page would !
bear the certificate of Price, Waterhouse
and Company. one of the best known |
firms of the Dominion. He would also
take the opportunity to' call the atten-|
tion of his hon. friends opposite to the
fact that the press despatches within,
the last few davs had announced that the
Dominfon of Canada had adopted the
same system of accounting as had the
province of New Brunswick. He wished
hon. members to remember that the re- |
port of Price, Waterhouse and Company, !
would show a full statement of book-
keeping. but that the statement of the
Comptroller General wou'd concern cash
transactions only. The change had been

Election Results.

His hon. friend (Baxter), had plucked
up sufficient courage to refer to the re-
sult of the general election.

In the last house, it had
been said again and again, that the gov-

'the hon. member like the good politic-
ian he was, took the part of the gay lo-
. thario and began shoWwering favors upon
members of the Farmers’ Party. When
his hon. friend in Charlotte, (Guptill),
Dr. Landry in Kent, and Colonel Sheri-
dan. the Indian Agent, in the same
county, passed out and into the field of .
the Farmers’ Party, he merely said: i
“Aqy revoir, but not good-bye, I wil].see‘
you later”” The situation was amusing.
‘At the time his hon. friend was playing
the lover, his federal leader was going
through the eastern townships of Que- !
bec makidg a tax which roused the ijre
of the farme , all over Canada. Right
Hon. Arthuf Meighen was charging
that the farmers in order to obtain pow-.
er, were allied with Bolsheviks and Se-{
ditionists whose efforts weré directed to
overturning the system of government
in Canada. However, with the election
over, he believed his hon. friend would
tak- his time before amalgamating with
the Farmers’ party. It was said that
he (Foster) had been negotiating with
the Farmers’ party. : !

Mr. Baxter: “Another Lothario”

Continuiug the speaker said that he
had not done so. He then quoted from
the Fredericton Gleaner, a newspaper
supporting 'the opposition, to the effect
that the movement of the Farmer party
was a class movement. The hon. leader |
of the opposition might refer to that|
editorial. It might be well for him (Fos- |
ter), to refer to correspondence relating
to negotiations with the Farmers’ party. |
During campaigns unauthorized persons
frequently went about conducting ne-|
gotiations and making offers. He did;
pot doubt that such persons had done
so in the last campaign, and in view of |
that fact, could read certain corre-|
spondence to the House. He then read
a letter from a representative of the
Fariners’ party congratulating him upon
re-election and suggesting a conference
at Andover between representatives of
the government and the five members
elecfed by the Farmers’ party elected in
Victoria and Carleton counties.

Some Hon. Members: “From whom,
from whom?”

Hon. Mr. Foster: “I will not say just
now, but I will read my reply.”

The speaker continued and read to the

was declined, and said that had been
the answer ‘to the letter. .

Mr. Baxter—*It leaves it open for ne-
gotiation.”

Hon. Mr. Foster—“The door is un-
latched. We will welcome the farmers
individnally or collectively.”

Mr. Baxter—“I think my hon, friend
would only repudiate the agent in case
of a failure.”

The Valley Railway.

Hon. Mr. Foster said he wished to re-|-

fer to the St. John Valley Railway and
would like to do so apart from politics.
However, the leader of the opposition
had made reference to a phrase used by
the member for St. John county (Cur-
ren) in moving the address, that phrase
being that the railway had been born of
blunder. The leader of the opposition
also had referred to the fact that the
present ‘leader of the government had
attended meetings held some years be-
fore in connection with efforts to have
the railway built.

Mr. Baxter—*No reflection upon the
hon, premier nor upon his connection
with those efforts was intended. It was
merely to prove that the Valley Rail-
way was not a ‘monster born of blun-
der_! ”»

Hon. Mr. Foster said that a child if
left alone will grow up all right, but in,
this case the child had been handed over|
to his hon. friends opposite and they
had cut off its legs and head. The rail-:
way was a blunder which would never
be remedied unless carried out as really
intended. He wished to deal with this
matter as a non-partisan issue, and
would make his remarks long enough to
cover everything and short enough to
be interesting. His hon. friend (Baxter)
had expressed the opinion that the gov-
ernment could pay the Valley Railway
interest charges out of revenue. i

The budget debate would let himj|
point out where $250,000 could be cut!
off. It could not be from roads for which
the Farmers’ party was asking, and it
could not be from education. The St
John & Qnuebec Railway had cost the
province $7,058,659.52. When the present
government refunded this in London
there had been a saving of $445,691.07,
making a net cost of $6.608,068.45. Last
session he had presented fully before the
house the matter of obtaining running
rights over the C. P. R. between West-
field and St. John, pointing out' that the
C. N. R. could procure those rights if
the province could not. In spite of thel
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expectation that the C. N. R. would se-
cure those rights there was an absolute
refusal, and alse a refusal to pay the
province any of the gross earnings until
the province would undertake to pay
for the running rights. The basis of

operation was forty per cent of the gross;

receipts, which last year had amounted
to $93.011.34. The cost of running rights
had been $83.458, leaving $59.553 for the
province. ‘The gross interest charged
annually was $311,000, an amount which
would increase or decrease according to
the earning power of the road. This
would mean that the province was to
raise annually the sum of $250,000. to
meet interest charges, a very heavy bur-
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den, His hon. friend (Baxter) during'
the budget debate might be able to sug-
gest certain items which could be cur-
tailed, but let him remember that the
public service of the province had been
starved, and even with increased revenue
there was not enough money.

Mr. Baxter—“Hear, hear.”

fxu v uster said that the province
was suffering from the insaneg railwayi
| policies of preceding governméts, not |
ionly of the immmediately preceding gov-'
ernment but of many others. There hadl:
been a total expenditure of $11,966,-
13686 on railways. In the year 1882 the;
province had had on deposit at Ottawa
$2,400,000, which had been drawing in-
terest. Of that amount $1,953,000 had
' been withdrawn in cash and put into
railways. That had been spent on the
St. Stephen Railway, Woodstock Rail-
way, Western Extension, Fredericton |
branch, Houlton branch, and Albert!
. Railway. Railway subsidies paid by the
province and provided for by bond is-
sues had totalled $2,168,700. In addition
there were investments-by the province
in the New Brunswick Coal & Railway
Company, St. John & Quebec Railway,
and Southampton Railway totalling $7,-
644,372.29.

Mr. Baxter—“There is also the value
of lands given to railways.” !

Hon. Mr. Foster said that this would
account for the difficulty of New Bruns-
wick in keeping pace with ‘other” pro-
vinces. There were continual demands
for expenditures which could not be met.
Throughout the province there was an
onganized agitation for mothers’ pen-
soins. He had received numerous re-
solutions on the subject. e was sym-
pathetic, but what could be done with-
out money? The newer provinces of the
west were in a different position. They
had not to guarantee the bonds of the
railways and when the Dominion had
taken over the lines they were relieved
entirely. New Brunswick must shoulder
her burden and also pay her share of
the deficit of the Canadian National
Railways. It was not/fair, and New
Brunswick was justified in asking the
Dominion to bear a share of the burden
by ‘taking over the St. John and Quebec
Railway. The policy of absorbing
branch lines had been foollowed for some
vears and with few exceptions, even the
rattle-trap and non-productive branches,
nad been acquired. The St. John and
Quebec Railway alone was left " out.
There should.be a united effort, irrespec-
tive of political leanings, to have that
railway taken over by the Dominion.

Mr. Baxter—“The house will be
united on that subject.”

Not Well Looked Aftef.

Hon. Mr. Foster said that the interests
of New Brunswick in federal matters
were not being looked after as they
should be. When he viewed the railway
situation and realized the penalty the
province is paying, when he realized the
tribute being paid to other parts of
Canada for their railway facilities while
New Brunswick paid for its own, when
he saw the provincial representation de-
creasing and creating a situation never
contemplated by the fathers, of Con-
federation, when he saw the boundaries
of other provinces extended almost in-
definitely and including'some untold mn-
eral wealth, he was appalled. It should
be reme.nbered that New Brunswick had
an interest in those natural resources
being given to other provinces. Even
differentials in freight rates had been in-
creased to the detriment of the small
industries of the maritime provinces.
With regard to the natural resources of
the western provinces upon which New
Brunswick as an original partner in
Confederation had a just claim, he would
draw the attention of certain members
to the attitude of the federal leader of
the Farmers’ party upon that matter.
The Regina Leader of November 12,
1920, editorially stated the following:

“Briefly stated, Mr. Crerar would give
back the natural resources of which the
western provinces were unjustly de-
prived and would include compensation
for the resources already alienated. He
wovld allow the eastern provinces, if
they | think they are entitled to com-
pensation for the loss of whal they as-
sert is their interest in these resources,
to sue for them in the courts.”

Hon. Mr. Crerar in his generosity
would give New Bruunswick the privi-
lege of sueing in the courts for what
was justly her right, said Hon. Mr.
Foster., Let the honorable members of
the Farmer Party in the house take note
of that. All wanted a united Canada,
but they also wanted what was justly
due the province of New Brunswick.

Hon, Mr, Foster said that it mu.t be
a source of gratification to all hon. mem-
bers that the credit of the proviace stood
so high. He also would like to make a
few remarks concerning the Restigouche
election. The leader of the opposidon
had made reference to it almost us
though there had béen deprivation of
political rights. It was not the desire of
the government to deprive anyone of
rights. In Restigouche a situation had
been created whicn was awkward to the
government as well as to tne opposiion. |
He would offer no defence for the offi-
cial who had conducted the election in
that county. However, he must remark
upon such looseness occurriag in an etec-
tion in which so many politicians of ex-
perience were engaged. His hon. friend
(Baxter) had complained that the gov-
ernment had sent back the sheriff’s re-
turn ‘in the Restigouche election. He
wished to state that the attorney-general
knew nothing about it and n6é wember
of the government did. He (Foster) was
'not a lawyer, but he knew the New
Brunswick ‘elections act contained the
following sections:

“154—"T'he returning officer shall, after
the receipt of notice from the judge tnut
a recount or final addition wiil be had,
delay transmitting his return to the pro-
vincial secretary-treasurer until he re-
ceived-a certificate from the judge of the
result of such recount or final «ddition,
and upon receipt of such cert.ficawc, he
shall proceed to make his return.

“1565—The returning officer shall ac-
company his return to the provincial
secretary-treasurer, with a report of his
proceedings, in which report he shall
make any observations he thinks proper
as to the state of the ballot boxes or
ballot papers as received by him.”

The document forwarded by the re-
turning officer did not state who was
returned and it was not accompanied by
a certificate. If the returning otficer had
let the matter stay there all would have
been rigut, but he went to Mr, lLeplanc
to have a second document prepared.

The hope was expressed
that these measures would suffice,. but if
not a French occupation of the Ruhr
valley. would follow. One other item in
connection with the secret history of this
week may be mentioned.

after their arrival in London on Monday,‘

the German delegates paid a visit to
Westminister Abbey mtf did homage at
the grave of our unknown warrior.

Fredericton, March 22-—The annual re-
port of the schools of New Brunswick
as submitted to the legislature this after-
noon lays stress on the inadequate sup-
ply of teachers. It estimates that the
shortage of teachers is nearly 200 in this
province. In spite of this fact the num-
ber of schools and teachers showed an
increase during the last school year.

The number of schools in the province
was 1,978 with 2,118 teachers for the
first term and 1,808 schools and 2,054
teachers in the second tetm. The em-
rollment was 65,060 pupils. St. John
had 8,414, Fredericton- had 1,607 and
Moncton 2,864 pupils in the schools for
‘the first term of the year. :

FURTHER WORD

OF DEATH OF MRS,
A. B. BRODRICK

b’ormer St. John Woman Was’
Gathering Flowers When,

Train Struck Her.

* The Ottawa Journal’s report of the
@eath of Mrs. Arthur B. Brodrick, form-
erly of St. Johm, is here quoted. The
Journal’s despatch from Santa Barbars,
Cal., under date of March 17, says:

“Mrs. Arthur B. Brodrick of Ottawa,
who with her husband has been spend-
tng the winter at Montecito, a fashion-
able suburb, was instantly killed late

esterday afternoon, when struck by a
‘outhern Pacific passenger train in front
"of her bungalow.

“The body was carried 850 feet and
badly mangled. At the time Mrs.
Brodrick was picking flowers from a
hedge by her bungalow and the whistling
of the engine confused her. She stepped
directly in front of the engine. KHer
husband, attracted by persons running
to where the body lay, walked to the
spot. He commented upon whom the
woman might be, and walked on, not
recognizing the body. -

“It was not until he returned after
his daily stroll, five hours later, and, fail-
ing to find his wife awaiting him, that
he became alarmed, and, investigat'ng,
{dentified the body from the jewelled
rings his wife wore.

“Mrs. Brodrick had' invited the Har-
risons, the Macdougalls and other Cana-
dians, who are wintering here, to &
bridge party at her home last night, and
it was for this party she was gathering
flowers when killed. Mr. Brodrick col-
lapsed following the fdentification, and is
under a physician’s care in a precarious
condition.

*“The body will be taken to Ottawa.”

The Journal itself adds:

“The tragic news was a great shock
to the large circle of friends of both Mr.
and Mrs. Brodrick in Ottawa. Few
women are given to create such warm
and deep friendships as have marked Mrs.
Brodrick’s long residence in this city.
*The sweetest, dearest womamn in the
world, was the glowing trlbute paid to
the deceased by one of her life-long
friends. Of splendid appearance, Mrs.
