GERMAN LOSS
IN SINKING OF
THE YORCK, 266

Berlin, via Rome, Nov. 6—Only the
scantiest authentic details of the sink-
ing of the German cruiser Yorck are
available here. It is definitely announc-
ed, however, that the sinkinig was due to
a German mine.

The British announcement warning

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THE WAR NEWS
One report today says that the Ger-
.mans in their desperate attempt to de-
feat the British near Ypres must have
sustained a loss of at least 50,000 men.

They have not, idwever, abandoned the

2ope of getting through the allied lines,
and it is said that the Kaiser himself

is directing the operations. Thus far
they have been repulsed at every point,
and the allies appear to be confident of
their ability not only to hold their
ground, but presently to compel a Ger-
man retreat. From other parts of the
field the news is favorgble. Russian
armies have driven the Germans back
in Poland and East Prussia, and are con-
ducting a vigorous offensive movement
in Galicia. Russian officials say it will
not be necessary to weaken their armies
in this region in order to cope with the
Turk, as they have other forces avail-
able for that purpose. The Mohamme-
dans who are Russian subjects have
given assurance of their loyalty, Persia
refuses to be dragged into the war by
Turkey, and the prospect of anything
approaching a “holy war” appears to be
exceedingly remote.

Britain still awaits with anxiety full
information concérning the naval battle
off the coast of Chili, and it is announc-
ed that not only is there no word.-of the
cruiser Glasgow and transport Otranto,
but the Germans have no knowledge of
{he whereabouts of their cruisers Leip-
zig and Bremen. There is still no evi-

_dence of any intention on the part of the
" Germans to bring their fleet out into the
North Sea.

THE LOCAL OUTLOOK

There are some who take a rather
cloomy view of the outlook for the
coming winter in this city and prov-
ince. It is certainly wise to give thought
to the subject, and, to realize that this
is a time for prudent spending, and for
a recognition of the fact that there will
be many unusual claims as a result of
the war. Nevertheless ' the general in-
dustrial outlook affords ground for con-
fidence that a large amount of money
will be distributed as usual during the
winter to wuage-earners, and that the
buying capacity of the people will not
be as seriously affected as had been
feared. So far as the farming popula-
tion are ccncerned, they occupy an ex=
ceptionally favorable position, with good
crops and the certainty of good prices.
It is now assured that the lumber cut
in the province will be at least as large
us that of last winter, and this will

‘ mean employment for large numbers of
wage-carners in the woods. The winter
steamships  will unquestionably ~ bring
much business to the port of St. John,
for in addition to such traffic as that
of pravious winters there will be the
shipment of horses, while quite a num-
ber of steamers have been chartered to
load hay and oats at this port. The
city council is making arrangements to
give as much work as possible during
the winter to the members of the regu-
lar out-door working staff. From the
standpoint of work and wages, there-
fore, this winter will not differ materi-
ally from others, except that there has
been some reduction in the staff, and in
the earning capacity of employes, of
\commercial houses. Some factories,
however, have received additional busi-
ness in providing war supplies, and will
thus be better able to keep their staff
engaged. Some factories have been forc-
ed on the other hand to reduce their
output. While it may be mecessary for
the citizens té6 help one another to ‘a
greater extent than usual during the
hardships of winter, there should not be
very much more of real poverty than in
ordinary winters. A considerable num-
ber of homes in St. John will derive
some benefit from soldiers’ pay and from
the Patriotic Fund.

No doubt every citizen will feel this
js a time when expenditures should be
carefully considered, in order that they
may be distributed in such a manner
as to help the common cause. So long
as the soldiers are in the trenches and
shedding their life-blood for the presét-
vation of the Empire, there should be no
thoughtless extravagance on the part of
those who remain at home; and every
man and woman should give some
thought to his or her neighbor, and to
the worthy causes which appeal no less
strongly in war-time than in any other
period.  Conditions are really better in
New Brunswick than in most p'rovinces,
and the great majority of the people
have not begun to feel seriously as yet
the burden of the war. It is to be, how-
ever, a long war; and, while every effort
{s made to encourage home industries
and to abide by the motto, “Business as
Usual,” - the people should not allow
their minds to be diverted from the
grave seriousness of the situation, and
the certainty that there are burdens yet
to be borne, and personal sacrifices
made, before the world “is at peace
again.

Perhaps if May_or-Frink and those in-
terested would look into the matter they
might find opportunities for drill in
som= of the school buildings.

GERMAN ILLUSIONS

German egotism and German confi-
dence in their ability to “hack their way
through” to vietory, are well expressed
in the Saturday Evening Post, in an in-
terview by Mr. Irvin S. Cobb with three
representative Germans in Aix la Chap-
elle. Mr. Cobb’s letter was written in
the latter part of September, in a hotel
in the German city. One of the men
interviewed was a prominent business
man, another a scientist and the third a
captain of field artillery. All of them
expressed the utmost confidence that
Germany would * win. The merchant
said he was so sure of victory, and that
Germany would emerge the greatest
power on the face of, the earth, that he
and his brpthers had bought ground for
doubling the size sand capacity of their
largest manufacturing plant. In six
weeks, he"said, France would be beaten,
and Russia in six months. For England
it would take a year—perhaps longer.
France would be made to pay an fndem-
nity from which she would never re-
cover. Belgium would lose a slice of
her sea coast. Russia would be crip-
pled. Then this boastful German said:—

“Great Britain we shall crush utterly.
She shall be shorn of her navy and she
shall lose her colonies. Certainly she
shall lose -India and Egypt. She will
become a third class power, and she
will stay a third class power.”

Much more to the same effect was
said by the business man. And then
came the turn of the scientist, who
among other things said:—

“We Germans are the most industri-
ous, the most earnest and the best edu-
cated race on this side of the ocean.
Russia stands for reaction, England for
selfishness, ‘Germany for progress.” And
S0 on.

Then came the soldier. He said:—

“Our army will win because it de-
serves 0 win through being ready and
being complete and being efficient.
Don’t discount the efficiency of our
navy either. When our fleet meets the
British fleet T think you will find that
we have a few Krupp surprises for
them.”

Mr. Cobb says that these three repre-
sentative Germans expressed the views
that are held by all the German people.
At least they were held by all the Ger-
man people in September when his let-
ter was written. But' the gentleman who
then said that France would be beaten
in six weeks may be a little less confi-
dent than he was, since the six weeks
have passed and there is no prospect of
a conquest of France. Neither is there
any prospect of driving Russia to cover,
since Russia is now driving the Ger-
mans to cover. Perhaps the scientist
also has been forced to the conclusion
that there is some earnestness and some
enlightenment ' outside of Germany;
while the soldier may be just a little
less confident about the success of that
wonderful war machine which covered
thirty miles a day in heavy marching
order in September, but which has since
been forced to retreat even more rapid-
ly over a portion of the line, and has
not been able to “hack its way through,”
since it met the combined forces of the
French and British.

The demand for separate skirts is as
great as ever.

The lower edges of
the front may be finished in round or
square outline. To, make the skirt re-
quires 4% yards of 44-inch or 3%
yvards of b4-inch material.

Join lower skirt sections as notched.
Pleat, creasing on slot perforations;
bring folded edge to small “o” perfora-

tions and press. . Turn under lower
edge 3 inches for hem. Sew to lower
edge of foundation gores as notched.

Now pleat tumic as indicated and
stitch. Turn under edge of front-gore
on slot perforations; lap to small “o”
perforations in side gore, notches even;

Turn hem at front
edges of front gore and yoke at notch-
es. Sew yoke and back gore to front
and gide gores, notchies and center-
fronts even. If square yoke is. made
lap on front gore to amall “o” perfora-
tions, centers even. Lap right front on
left, centers even; stitch, leaving edges
free above single large “O” perforation
in front gore for opening. Close cen-
ter-back seam. Form inverted pleat at
center-back, creasing on slot perfora-
tions; bring folded edge to center-back
seam; stitch as {llustrated and press.
Arrange on foundation, centers even;
stitch upper edges together.

Save the crumbs and the loaves will
take care of themselves.

There’s a new twist to an old adage,
{and the housekeeper who throws away
in crumbs almost half the bread she buys
or bakes may find it worthy of her con-
sideration—she’ll find it much ' more
profitable and much more agreeable to
study the crumbs and. their usefulness,
than to worry abeut her grocery bill.
But there’s one thing to be remem-
bered in savi crumbs 'and pieces of
bread, never zvze moldy bread. Crumbs
may be stale, but they 1inust not be
moldy or else they are neither health-

ful or palatable,

After the crumbs, or the small bits
{have been gathetred from the table or
{ from the bread box they should be plac-
‘ed in a warm oven to dry. They must
not be bnkeﬂ or toasted, just dried.

When the Bread is crisp roll it with a
rolling pin and sift through a fine sieve
and then put the crumbs away in an
air tight can.

There are dozens of ways in which
bread crumbs may be used in puddings
|and croquettes and in sauces, but some
of the ways I have tested in my own
kitchen and found good are given here.
Give them a trial, I am sure you will
find them good, and I know you will
{find them a great aid to economy in
i the kitchen.

'Many Good Uses for Crumbs of Bread

: Use bread crumbs to remove wax
from silk: Toast a piece of soft bread
until very hot, but not burned, and rub
"spot with hot bread until cold. Then re-
' heat or use another piece of bread. Con-
tinue until the wax is removed. After-
: waig rub the spot with dry crumbs un-
i til perfectly clean.

| If candles drip upon a lacquered hold-
‘er it is almost impossible to remove
Ithe wax without injury to the holder.
\Dip a piece of cotton into a little oil,
!then into the finest bread crumbs. Care-
(fully rub the spot until the wax is re-
imoved.

If the bindings of books need to be
{cleaned and freshened rub with fine
.crumbs in a woolen bag. This will also
| freshen the soiled leaves of the books.
! To clean fine laces stretch the lace
carefully on an ironing board, fasten the
(edges with pins. Sprinkle the lace with
i fine bread crumbs, rub them over the
lace with a soft cloth. Constantly us-
ing fresh crumbs and changing cloth as
it becomes soiled.

{ 'To clean gold or silver luce stretch
the lace and baste it on a woolen cloth,
taking great care to follow the outline,
Tack the woolen cloth onto board,
stretch well. Brush the lace free from
dust. Mix fine crumbs with laundry
blue in parts one of blue to three of|
crumbs. Sprinkle over lace, and rul)’
gently with woolen cloth until clean, |
Many times rubbing lightly is better |
| than trying to clean and polish with one |
application.

{ Clean chandeliers

MORNING WAR NEWS

London, Nov. 5—9.35 p, m—No decision has yet been reached in the battle
fn the sand dunes of West Flanders, and the opposing armies stand now virtual-
ly as they have stood for many days. |

While the Germans keep hammering away at the Allies around Ypres, which
toute they choose, for their march to the coast, after they had found the road
along the sea barred to them, and the Allies are making an effort to move
northward to Ostend, neither side has got very far. The Belgians and those
supporting them have found that the floods which they created to stop the Ger-
man advance are a hindrance to their movements, although they have been able
to occupy some villages, including Bixschoote, which had been in the posses-
sion of the Germans. v

Around Ypres, the German offensive, according to the accounts of the
Allies has met with no success. In fact it seems that all along the line there
has been merely a repetition of artillery duels and of infantry attacks and
counter-attacks, which sbme times succeed, but more often do not.

On the frontier in the east more wide sweeping movements are being made
by the opposing armies. The Russians, from all reports, have driven back the
German centre to the River Warthe, in Russian Poland, have held back a Ges-
man offensive movement from East Prussia, and now are straightening out
their line for a more vigorous offensive against the Austrians, who have been
trying to beat back their left wing in Galicia.

The Anglo-French fleet continued to bombard the Dardanelles forts, but
the Turks say the warships have inflicted no damage. In other parts of Tut-
key, British warships are being kept busy. The government at London, how-
ever, has ordered that Holy places shall be respected by the British gun fire,
so long as the Indian subjects visiting them are not molested,

This necessity for respecting the feelings of her Moslem subjects, it is con-
sidered, here may hamper Great Britain somewhat in the prosecution of the
war against Turkey, but with her large Mosletx} population it cannot be dis-
regarded, In addition to the assurances received from the Indian princes, Eng-
land has been informed by the leaders of the Moslems in the Malay States that
h'cr war against Turkey will not affect the loyalty of the Moslems to the em-
pire.

GOLD RUSH IN B. C. -
. LIKELY THIS WINTER.

It was a long and hard
trek to get into that remote part of the
country, for Victoria (B. C.), was then
the nearest base of supplies. Pras-
pectors took 1 small steamer up the
Fraser, Nechako and Stuart rivers and
over mountain ranges in order to facili-
tate transportation of supplies and out-
fits; but the best route presented had
many difficulties and such hard and cost-
ly work that after a few years the field
was abandoned and almost forgotten, al-
though recently some mining has been
done with good results. £

“With the opening of the Grand Trunk
Pacific this region has been brought
several hundred miles nearer a supply
centre, and interest in this district is
reviving to such an extent that there is
likely to be a rush of prospectors during
the coming winter. They will take in
their supplies from Vanderhoof (B. C.),
so that they can begin work immediate-
ly spring opens and thus get in a full
summer’'s work. Mining men declare
that big strikes will be made when the
region has been thoroughly explored and

| state that there are rich quartz deposits

as well as placer gold and silver. It is
common knowledge among Hudson's
Bay men that thé Indians hunting in
that part of the country use silver nug-
gets for bullets, and also carried con-
siderable quantities of gold and silver
to Fort Simpson and Hazelton in ex-
change for goods.”

DISCOVER A SERUM TO
PREVENT GANGRENE

Paris, Nov. 6—A microbe causing gan-
grene to develop in bullet and chrapnel
wounds has been discovered by Drs.
James Scarlett and Georges Desjardins,
of the American Ambulance service.

Previously initial cultures all were im-
pure, leading to the belief of scientists
that the disease was caused not by a
single germ, but by a combination of
germs. After much research and exper-
imentation on horses and guinea pigs, a
single bacillus has been discovered and
isolated and the serum is now being pre-
pared by Dr. Henri Wainberg, of the
Pasteur Institute.

The discovery is expected in medical
circles to have world-wide importance.
The serum is being injectal into pati-
ents on the battlefield in the darly stages
of infection, obviating amputdtions and
wmreventing a great loss of life.s

Two
kinds of - currency. will meet the de-
mands of the Federal Reserve system,
the Federal notes to be issued to the
Federal Banks, and secured by equal col-
lateral, and the Federal bank notes to
be issued to member banks under prac-
tically the same conditions as National
bank notes are today issued to National
banks.

The notes will be printed in $5, 10,
$20, $50 and $100 denominations, and it
is estimated that $250,000,000 of these
will be ready for use when the banks
open next month. The Federal Reserve
currency and the Federal Reserve notes
are to be almost similar in appearance.
The same portraits will distinguish the
same denominations of the two forms

i of notes, and the allegorical designs will
