The proposal to extend the limits in
which the city may assess for water rates
in the parish of Lancaster has been drop-
ped for the present owing to the objections
of the members of the Lancaster water
board, who wish time to consider the mat-
ter.

For this
reagon it was proposed to extend the lim-
its from the present line, which cuts the
Manawagonish road at the South Bay road
corner, to a line formed by the western
boundaries of the Squire James Robinson
and A. D. Gault properties.

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A LOST OPPORTUNITY

The city eouncil of Halifax has rejected
& favorable opportunity to precede the
¢ty couneil of ‘St John in the important
work of town planning. One would think
that very many citizens of Halifax would
siot regard with favor. the action, or rather
inaction, of their council in this matter.
The sister city, like 8t John, is in the
path of progress, and hopes to experience
coneiderable growth during the next fow
years. Much, of course, will depend up-
on the attitude of the eitizens. In St.
"John the re-created board of trade and 2
‘progressive city council propose to work
fogether to acoelerate if possible the ex-
pansion which has begun.

The proposition which was vejected by
the city council of Halifax was one which
ought to commend jtself to a progressive
‘éity. The council was asked to borrow
-84,000-to retaln en expert city planner, to
prepare a comprehensive plan of the city.
Tt is eatfsfactory to mote that a majority
of the sldermen favored the measure, but
the majority wes only onme, and a two-
thirds vote was necessary, A report of

peer favored a compreheneive plan of the
ity huplytoqueltimheuidthax
‘at least one-half the area of the city wes

amenable to planning, and of this more

fhan 50 per cent. would be residential. He
belleved ¥ should be mapped out by an
expert, snd said’ that there was nothing
in losal conditions that would: make town-
slanning impracticable.

" wHY sHOULD BRITAIN ‘ACCEPrE”

! «1f T were an enemy of the Britigh Em-
pire, I would hold up both hands for the
Borden policy,” said Hon. Rodolphe
Temieux in his epeech in the naval debate
at Ottawa yesterday, Mr. Lemieux was
able to summon a witness. The witness
was Mr. Borden, who in 1909 declared that
a policy of contribution would tend to
weaken the ties of the Empire. Mr, Lemi-
enx very properly resented the statement
that Canada could mnot build ~war ehips,
wand pointed out that a policy of contribu-
tion should mot be adopted umtil the peo-
ple had been consulted, for it would lead
Canada into nmew paths in her relations
with the mother country.

Mr. Pardee in a very able speech yes-
terday deplored the development of @
maudlin imperiglism in Canada, instead of
an imperial Canadianiem, and rightly de-
clared that the soomer we get rid of it
the better for Canada and the Empire.
Diccussing the possibility of the adoption
of a Canadian naval policy, Mr. Pardee
directed attention to the fact that there
had Been no contradiction from the' gov-
ernment benches of Mr. Cockehuti’s etate-
ment that the policy of contribution would
be a permanent one. The people should
be given an opportunity to declare upon
this question.

Mr. Verville, the labor member, moved
&n amendment to the Borden proposals,
declaring that they should not be adopted
hefore they have been submitted to the
people, In view of the fact that the re-
Jations between Britain and Germany are
now friendly, and that there appears to
be an increasing friendliness, and there is
o emergency calling for $35,000,000 from
Canada, the British government would be
well advised not to accept the contribu-
tion. It ie not needed, and a majority of
the people in-Canada would prefer to see
the money expended for the development
of a Canadian navy, and a policy which
would be of infinitely greater benefit to
the Empire at large.

WORK FOR PRISONERS

There is a bill before the Maine legisla-
ture to provide for employing prisoners
in the jaile of the etate upon its highways.
When the bill was before the committee
Jast week some Interesting statements
were made by e delegation which eppeared
in ite bebalf. A former sheriff of Cum-
berland county said that outdoor employ-
ment with plenty to eat and plenty of
work was a good thing for prisoners. The
expense of keeping them in jail was heavy
and the state got mo return except from
euch as were given employment in work-
shops. The county of Cumberland, he
said, would bave been better off years
ago if it had abolished its work shops and
put the prisoners at work on the roads.
The average man would be worth a dollar
~a< day, and the roads of the state would
hate been benefitted to the extent of one
dellsir per day for every man for whatever
period he was at work. It was pointed
out by another delegate that the proposi-
tion was not experimental, as the problem
.h;d been worked out in several states.

There was a larger percentage of benefit
to prisoners working outdoors in the fresh
air and sunehine than to those confined
in the jeil. One delegate declared that
if he were given the prisoners of three
counties, he would in four yeara build a

bouvelard from Kittery on the border of
New Hampshire to the state house in Au-
gusta. .

“When you take these men to the farm
or the road,” he said, “you are mending
broken men. I built the water works up
at Hehron and had men who had just got
out of Auburn jail do’the greater part of
the work. These men were in jail for in-
toxication, at least the greater number of
them were. I gave them $2 a day and
geveral of them did not go pear a ‘tangle-
foot’ emporium for several months. Ninety
per cent. of the inmates of the Auburn.
jail are thers as the prod‘:lcml_i of ‘the nul-
lification of the ' prohibitory lator law,
and efforts should be made to reform these
men.”

Another delegate declared she did mnot
believe there was a physician in the
state of Maine who would recommend &
jail as & cure for intoxication, and most
of the men were imprisoned because of
drunkenness. She had found the jails in
England and France better than those: in
the United States; and, so far as Maine
was conoerned, its jails were little more
than inebriate asylums, and ‘the proposed
leglslation was entirely in. ﬂig lipe of pris-
on reform. it

The statements made by these delegates
prove that even where prohibition is the
law of the state there is need of road
work or farm work for derelicts who other-
wise would be a burden on the commun-
ity.
