—that the main purpose of the new 
railroad construction was to promote 
east and west traffic, and to discourage 
traffic north and south, opening up the 
West and making sure that Canadian 
freight would be képt in Canadian 
chghnels. Particularly was assurance 
given that Canadian ports would get 
thé business. Millions from the public 
treasury were given in the form of 
assistance to the Canadian Northern, 
also, and the assurance concerning 
Canadian ports was then repeated.

Then came a time when, notwith 
standing the tremendous measure of 
public assistance they received, the 
new railways were becoming bank­
rupt^ and the Government took them 
over and incorporated them in the 
Canadian National system. It was 
said,then that one certain result would 
be to stop the diversion of our traffic 
to alien railways and ports.

The result has been extra ordinary^
Not only was the diversion .not 
stopped, but it has been increased, and 
It continues to increase yearly. The 
chief excuse for building the Transcon­
tinental was to make a cheap highway 

\ for wheat coming east to Canadian 
)x»rts and for freight westbound to the 
prairies. But that road lies practically 
Idle, while two-thirds of Canada’s 
wheat crop finds its way to Portland, 
through Buffalo to New York, and to 
Norfolk, Baltimore, Boston and. other 
American "harbors. Canadian flour 
goes largely by those routes.
Canadian wheat crop is building up an 
immense flour industry in Baffulo.

It found its way into hundreds 
of thousands of homes, and fancy 
prices were paid for copies of it. The 
original picture was bought for an 
enormous sum by a well-known firm 
of soap manufacturers; and millions 
of copies of it, on boardings, in maga­
zines and in scores of other forms, 
have been Issued.

Probably no other Christmas-plate 
has achieved anything like such wide 
popularity, although “Bubbles” has 
had many not insignificant rivals.

BALLOON FOOTBALL.
There seems to be a Certain fascina­

tion about colored balloons which does 
not lessen as we leave pldâfores be­
hind and grow out of dolls And peg- 
tops, and at parties where balloon 
games have been introduced, they are 
always found to be the most popular. 
Perhaps the best of them Is balloon 
football, and, in case it is new to you, 
here are the rules:—

Place two rows of players facing 
each other, with about two feet separ­
ating the rows. At each end make a 
“goal” with two chairs, or an arm­
chair. Let one player stay outside to 
act as referee and fielder—the balloon 
will often require fetching from the 
far corners of the room.

When all is ready, the referee ldcks 
off by throwing a balloon Into the 
middle between the two rows of play­
ers, whereupon each row of players 
endeavors to get the balloon, by means 
of patting it with their hands, into 
the opposition goal, which is, of course, 
at the extreme end of the row.

Players must remain seated; any 
standing up is penalised. Should the 
balloon get outside—that is behind 
either row of players—it is recaptured 
by the referee and thrown again Into 
the middle.

Note.—The opposition goal should 
be on the left of the players, on each 
side, in order that neither side has to 
use the left hand for hitting tyie bal­
loon.

If your party Is inclined to be dull 
and you want something to start the 
ball rolling and mix the people up, in­
troduce balloon football, and in .a very 
few minutes, the fun will be waxing 
fast and furious.

As the coach rattled over the cobble­
stones on its way to the galleried court­
yard of the old inn, its headquarters, 
the Doctor and his companion 
gorgeous displays behind plate-glass 
windows in the shops, for the windows 
of those days were formed of small 
squares which, even when “bowed,’’ as 
they frequently were,, offered meagre 
opportunity for inspecting the goods 
within. To the traveller who arrived 
after nightfall, London must indeed 
have appeared a dismal city, for the 
sole illumination consisted of oil ltftnps, 
whose feeble light served but to ac­
centuate the surrounding darkness. 
Those were the days, too, of flint and 
steel, for matches had not been in­
vented, and a tinder-box with its out­
fit was a necessary adjunct on every 
mantelpiece.

“ROAST BEEF AND PLUM 
PUDDEN”

Christmas housekeeping at this per­
iod left nothing to be desired, both as 
to quantity and quality, judging from 
the menu placed before i his guests by 
a certain eminent and worthy mer­
chant.

THE MATCH TRICK.folds the slip and drops them into a 
hgt. A lady is asked to take one of 
the slips out of the hat but not to state 
what the name is. The conjurer then 
opens the empty envelope and takes 
from it the front cover of the chosen 
magazine.

As a matter of fact, although the 
envelope was shown empty at the be­
ginning of the trick, the cover of the 
magazine was there all the time. The 
envelope is prepared as follows: Take 
two foolscap envelopes exactly alike 
and from one cut the address side with 
tile flap. Slip this into the other en­
velope, thus making a doublt front. 
Tear the cover off any magazine, fold 
it and insert it between the two en­
velope fronts, then stick the two flaps 
together by moistening the gum of the 
flop on the real envelope and sticking 
it to the other flap. The envelope can 
be shown at quite close quarters and 
will appear empty; It is sealed in the 
usual manner and when the conjuror 
opens it he simply tears off the end 
and takes out the magazine cover. The 
envelope should be crumpled and 
thrown aside out of reach.

But how does the conjuror know 
which magazine will be selected? This 
is very simple. As the conjuror writes 
down the names called, he writes the 
same name on every slip so that the 
lady who draws is bound to choose 
the cover in the. envelope. If the con­
juror is clever he will pretend to be 
douhtful about the spelling of one of 
the names and this will remove any 
suspicion in the audience that he is 
writing the same name on every slip.

Ask a friend to stand a match up­
right on the table cloth without any 
adhesive substance or any visible means 
of support. If he cannot do It ask 
your friend to shut his eyes while you 
count five. Then raise the cloth, place 
a small drawing pin on the table head 
downwards, replace the cloth and stick 
the match on the pin.

little sleight-of hand and 
there are a number of simple feats of 
conjuring well within the powers of 
the youngest amateur. The amateur 
conjurer should however bear in mind 
that it is not advisable to show the 
same trick twice to the same audience 
because there is a possibility that the 
secret may be discovered if it is shown 
a second time. The performer should 
try over his tricks in private before 
presenting them as a little practice 
will ensure a neat performance.

Mysterious Dessert.
The conjurer picks' up an apple, 

pl^des it on an inverted wineglass and 
covers it with a paper cone. When 
he lifts the cone the apple has changed 
to a reel of cotton and the paper is 
shown to be empty. This trick should 
be performed while seated at the table. 
The apple is prepared beforehand by 
cutting a piece out of the end op­
posite to the stalk ; the cavity so 
formed should be large enough to con­
ceal a reel of cotton. This prepared 
apple with the reel inside can be plac­
ed among other fruit on a dish, 
conjurer picks up the apple taking 
care not to expose the hole and places 
upon an Inverted glass so that it may 
be clearly seen and with the concealed 
reel uppermost. The cone is made 
from fairly stiff paper and placed over 
the apple. When the cone is 
the sides are slightly pinched and the 
apple is brought away Inside the cone 
leaving the reel of cotton in view. 
While- attention is drawn to the reel 
the conjuror allows the apple to slide 
out of the paper into his lap, and 
immediately opens the cone to show 
that the apple has disappeared. A 
large walnut may be substituted for 
the reel of cotton if desired.

LMOST every other person has 
a different idea as to how 
Christmas should be regarded. 
There is not a house in our 

city where the ritual is not a little dif­
ferent from the ceremonies which go 
on next door. Some of us—not very 
many—try to bring Christmas up-to- 
date and make each year’s festival a 
little more impressive than its prede­
cessor. But most of us, for what rea­
son no one can quite say, like to make 
It an opportunity to slide back a cen­
tury or two. Christmas in old English 
houses lasted a week or more. That, 
too. Is a -legacy from a more restful 
time when men were allowed to cele­
brate Christmas as men should.

Mr. Pickwick would have taken off 
his spectacles and beamed at the 
Christmas described here. He would 
have tried the hare soup and' per­
haps the turbot. He would have 
asked for some of the great Baron 
of beef, though he might have chang­
ed his mind when he spied the great 
boar’s head on the side. He would 
have nodded approvingly at the sim­
ple holly decorations.

This Is what I consider the ideal 
Christmas menu:—

Ye Olde Christmas Tyme Bill of 
fare.

When the head is covered you cut 
out a piece of the skin in the shape of 
a shield between the eyes three Inches 
from the snout. This should be fill­
ed with white lard and decorated with 
flowers made of fat—■ ‘‘and the boar 
is served with all honors.”

Much depends on the excellence of 
the Yorkshire pudding which comes 
in hissing with the baron of beef. 
True Yorkshire pudding should be 
haif-an-lnch thick and made of an 
equal number of eggs and tablespoon­
fuls of sifted flour, new milk being 
added to make-'a batter the consist­
ency of "bream.

One need hardly speak of the plum 
puddings, the mince pies and the 
brandy sauce—the brandy sauce is 
worth taking some trouble with : 
brown some sugar in a pan, add a lit­
tle water bring to a boil and thicken 
with arrowroot, flavoring with 
bj-andy. \

The feast is not complete without 
something appropriate in the way of 
liquid fare, if you want something 
really potent this is what His Graci­
ous Majesty King George the Fourth 
drunk: a bottle of champagne, a pint 
of brandy, a port-glassful of rum, a 
sherry-glassful of maraschino, half a 
pint of pineapplè Juice, one pint of 
strong green tea, sugar galore, thy 
peel of two oranges and of one lemon.) 
Strain, drain.

Or a posset? This.is one way they 
had of making this comforting drink 
in the days of good Queen Bess: 
"Posset ale is made with hole mylke 
and colde ale; it Is a temperate 
drynke and is good for a hote lyver 
and for hote feuers specyally yf cold 
herbes be soden in it.”

and to give a medaeval touch to your 
festive board there is nothing better 
than a boar’s head to lend a brave 
spirit to it.

At a famous restaurant in England 
six boar’s heads are eaten annually 
at Christmas and their black shining 
faces are as much a part of the de­
corations ■ as the holly itself, 
recipe and ceremony by which they 
are cooked is hundreds of years old 
and there is a certain humor in the 
first instructions—"that 
shall synge carefully and clean thor­
oughly a boar’s head (which should be 
of a wild boar if ho can get one ! ) ”

The quaint Instructions continue :— 
"Remove the ears which should be 
boiled separately and not overdone so 
that they may not lose their fine 
shape. Bone the head, sprinkle with 
salt, and put in a basin of pickle for 
four of five hours. Cut the flesh of 
four rabbits into large dice and mix 
with two pounds of peeled truffles, 
two pounds of tongue, two pounds of 
boiled fat bacon, all cut into one-inch 
squares."

Forcemeat for the head should be 
made from the remains of the rabbits 
with fqur pounds of veal and four 
pounds of bacon seasoned with salt 
and spice.

Take the boar’s head out of the 
pickle, drain it, and wipe it and fill 
the Inside with the mixture of rabbit 
and tongue and the forcement making 
alternate layers of them. The head 
should be wrapped in a cloth and 
boiled for five hours in a well sea­
soned broth with a bottle of madeira.

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Fascination Is Found in the Factories That Make 
Toy3 and Dolls—The Nl^ork Is Done 

By Machine and Hand

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A visit to a toy factory lead» to th< 

conclusion that Santa Claus muet be 
a busy person, or else that he muet 
have a lot of Inspectors and other as» 
slstants. Examination of the output 
of a single factory In a single day 
would be a year's Job for an ordinary 
being.

In spite of the growing use of mas 
chlnery much hand workmanship it 
employed In the production of toys. Ned 
York City has a colony of men In ad« 
vanced years who devote their entl 
time to fashioning the playthings 
American childhood. These artisans 
work with carving tool, glue-potA 
planes and hammers. Their workshop 
lacks the bustle and whirr of the large 
factories, and carries a conviction that 
these men do their work because they 
love it., Kindly faces reflect the satis, 
faction that comes with pride In good 
workmanship. Some of the Illustration^ 
show these master craftsmen at thelf 
benches, the picture of happiness and 
contentment.
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Imthe basic material from which the doll- 
maker fabricates the future queen of 
the nursery. The dust is first reduced 
to powder. This powdered wood is 
mixed with resin, then poured into 
molds representing the various parts 
that are to be produced, and placed in 
long ovens to bake. The action of in­
tense heat melts the resin, and con­
verts the mass into a wgxy paste 
which takes and holds the form dic­
tated by the mold in Which it Is con­
tained. When cooled the resin hardens 
and the shape becomes permanent.

AN AFTERNOON with the toy- 
makers is one of the fascinating 

experiences of a lifetime, w'ith a thrill 
that Is not to be forgotten.

The visitor may be young or old. He 
or she may be one to whom Santa 
Claus offers the supreme pleasure of 
existence, or one to whom the Christ­
mas season is a period of bills payable 
and depleted bank account. Regard­
less of viewpoint, the toy factory is a 
place that bestirs the imagination and 
awakens the keenest interest for the 
visitor v'ho is privileged to penetrate 
the inner mysteries of the place.

Both types 
of material are much used in fabricat­
ing the objects which are the delight 
of the childish heart. Wood is a vital 
factor in producing the world’s toys.
The logic of this practice is simple 
and convincing. Wood has special ad­
vantages that make it particularly use­
ful. One important factor is the cir­
cumstance that the material is light in 
weight, and therefore easily handled 
and readily manipulated by little 
Angers and little hands.

QUICK TRANSFORMATION.
I have seen a block of wood placed 

In the hands of a skilled worker in a 
toy factory, with the promise that in a 
moment it would begin to take on the 
shape of a top, a toy horse, a battle­
ship or the head cf e doll With th!» 
block of wood as his raw material I 
have seen the expert wood-turner man­
ipulate his jigs and gadgets with 
swift certainty that brought realism in 
surprisingly short space of time. Pres­
sure of a lever starts the whirring ma­
chinery, deft manipulation subjects the 
block to the cutting action of the 
blades concealed within the machine, 
and almost before the visitor realises 
what is going forward he sees the 
block converted into the shape for 
which it is Intended.

In one of the illustrations the pho­
tographer has caught the woodworkers 
of an American toy factory in the 
midst of their Christmas rush. The 
picture shows the machines employed 
in doll making. To the workers the 
fabrication of a doll is a combination 
of art and skilled craftsmanship. For 
producing the best articles the man at 
the machine must have an artistic per­
ception that enables him to gauge re­
sults. He must be at once a sculptor 
and an expert in the work of a ma­
chinist, for the quality of Ills finished 
product depends on his ability to sim­
ulate nature in the object upon which 
he is employed.

When the various parts of a dolls 
anatomy have been turned out from 
the whirring machines of the wood­
working department, the work of crea­
tion may be described as having been 
just started. Other workers take the 
parts and fit them together to produce 
the individual doll. Still others apply

The nose is very much in evidence, 
and bears closer resemblance to the 
beak of some giant bird than to tile 
facial feature of any human being ever 
discovered by the students of etho­
logy. The loose blouse and the pleated 
skirt may be taken as typical of the 
flapper styles among the Indians of 
Ceptral America at the time of the 
carving, although on this point I am- 
without scientific information.
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Not all Indian dolls are in human 
form. As in the case of the imper- 
senatons of the Hopis, the Indian 
toy maker goes in for animals as well 

One of the illustrations
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as persons, 
sljows three creations from western 
tribes, representing the “Noah’s Ark,” 
of Indian childhood. The pony, the 
Buffalo and the antelope may be 
crudely patterned, but they would 
thrill the heart of a child more so­
phisticated than the young Indian of 
the American forest. Note the bead- 
work in the eyes of the buffalo and on - 
the horns and legs of the antelope 
The child who could resist these crea­
tions has never been born.

The Zuni Indians go in for dolls 
made entirely of -wood. These images 
are carved from the roots of the cot­
tonwood tree, and some of them are 
wrought with a deft touch that exemp­
lifies Indian craftsmanship at its best.

Among the Mojaves there is general 
use of clay in making the dolls for 
the children. This custom prevails 
also among other tribes that are skill­
ed in pottery. Explorers have found 
that even the children take up the task 
of fashioning miniature images from 
the plastic clay that is a part of their 
everyday environment. I have seen 
numerous examples of two-inch dolls 
moulded by the baby fingers of chil­
dren four years old, and these samples 
of workmanship convince me that not 
all of the manual deftness is found in 
civilized kindergartens.

*J*HE Christmas doll is an essentia) 

part of childhood. Its- counterpart 
Is found all over the world. The cradle 
may take any one of many forms, but 
the doll is a part of the picture with­
out which the setting is incomplete. 
Travelers declare that the childish in­
stinct for an object of parental devo­
tion is universal.

The type or cradle in which child­
hood makes Its start Is of no signifi­
cance. The resting place may be the 
wihte and gold creation of Fifth 
avenue, with silken coverings and trim­
mings of the finest lace; or it may take 
the form of the rude box of the tene­
ments or the simple couch of twigs and 
leaves prevalent among tribes remote 
from civilisation. Regardless of its 
form, the cradle Is accompanied by the 
doll for which childhood makes insist­

ent demand when the Christmas season 
is at hand.

Some authorities maintain that the 
Christmas doll of today js an outgrowth 
of the idol of pagan worship. In sup­
port of this contention they point to 
the Greek word “eidolon,” equivalent 
to our “idol.” They call attention to 
the similarity of “doll” and “idol,” as 
they appear in English, and .their mu­
tual kinship with the Greek “eidolon.” 
Ethnologists have told me that a doll 
is no more nor less than an idol in 
miniature, and that the only difference 
In the names is that “doll” drops the 
Initial letter and adds one at the end.

For substantiation of this claim it is 
not necessary to go back to the Ancient 
Greeks nor to leave the borders of the 
United States. The American Indian 
supplies evidence that is typical and 
fully illustrative. Among western tribes 
the kinship of the doll and the idol is
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strongly established by time-honored 
tradition and persistent custom.

Notable example of this evidence is 
afforded by the Hopi Indians of the 
Southwest. In common with all prim­
itive people, the Hopis are much given 
to mystic rites. Symbolism is an es­
sential part of their lives and cere­
monie;. It Is the one form of expres­
sion to which they resort for every­
thing.

The Hopi people are strongly agri­
cultural. Depending on the maize crop 
for their sustenance, they ascribe mys­
terious powers to the sky and sun­
shine. They have their own nfethods 
of utilizing the sun’s position in the 
heavens as an index to the time for 
planting their 
vation of the heavens caused them to 
practice what is ordinarly known as 
worship of the sun, a religious ritual 
in which sky and earth are regarded 
as the source of life.

DOLLS ARE SMALL IMAGES.

dolls suspended from the rafters by 
means of strings tied around the necks. 
These serve the double purpose of 
affording playthings for the little ones 
and giving them educational material.

She plays with it in the 
universal fashion, and to her the rude­
ly carved toy is us beautiful as the 
most exquisite creation of master de­
signers in the great doll markets of 
civilization.
