WHAT IS BEING DONE ON THE UP.
PER ST. JOHN.

The Parties Who Have Crews at Work
and the Amount of Lumber They
Expect to Cut—Other Interesting
Points om the Lumber Business,

At one time this year it was predicted
by some persons that the lumber opera-
tions on the upper St. John this winter
would be on a very small scale or that
perhaps there would not be any work
done in the woods, The lumber cut on
the upper St. John last winter was mnot
large  but the season’s work
might be called a fair one
and as the streams were cleaned out last
spring of all the lumber that had been
bung up the year hefore the whole
amount of logs brought down river was
larger than usual. The low prices and lack
of demand caused by ‘the dullness of
trade on both sides of the Atlantic made
matters very discouraging in the lumber
business. Then for a time the business
‘with American ports were stopped al-
most altogether by the strikes first in
New York and then in St. John. As the
supply of logs brought down river was
very large great quantities had to be
stowed away in the coves between In-
diantown and Kennebacasis. It was
owing to these facts that some people
thought that there would be lumter
enough on hand to supply the demand
for a year and that therefore the ring of
the lumberman’s axe would not be heard
much in the great forests of New Bruns-
wick and Maine this winter.

These predictions, however, are hap-

pily, notto be verified, for the mills

have commenced runming again and
many of them are expected tobe kept
sawing all winter. An improvement in
business in the spring is looked for and
taken altogether the prospects are suffi-

Imperial Troops Defeated by the Rebs

SmaaxeHAL Nov. 30.—Additional infor-
mation regarding the defeat of the im-
perial troops by the Mongolian rebels
states that many of the former deserted
to the rebels, being evidently in syms
pathy with them, and that the force,
which was composed of the flower of the
Chinese army—men picked from other
regiments for proven courage—showed
no spirit whatever in the fight.

According to the peculiar methods
prevalent at the Pekin court, the young
Emperor it is said is kept ignorant of
the dangerous condition of affairs, and
is entirely taken up with his recent
martial arrangements.

The war minister is threatened with
disgrace for not having deterred the dis-
affection among the troops, and may
lose his head.

Europeans in Shanghai are getting
more and more excited. A leading En-
lish merchant said to-day:

“It would not be a serious loss, either
for China or the world if .the present
dynasty should be overthrown, for the
recent ¥ mperors have been utterly laek-
ing in any kind of ability for ruling an
empire like China. The Mongol tribes
must have heard something ofthe weak-
ness and degeneracy of the government,
or they would not have undertaken their
march to Pekin. European nations are
not without blame in this matter. It
would have been far better for Europe
to have had a strong - cen-
tral government in China which

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THE ATLANTIC MAIL SERVICE.

Yesterday afternoon the St. John
Board of Trade passed a lengthy. resolo-
tion, in regard to the Aflantic mail ser-
vice. This resolution stated that the
subsidy of $500,000 per annum offered
by the dominion government, for the es-
tablishment of an express mail service
had proved insufficient, and expressed
the opinion that the grant of any larger
subsidy than $500,000 fof the proposed
establishment would be unwise. It ex-
pressed the opinion of the board that it
would be a great imjustice to
the maritime provinces if  after
all the expectations their
people had entertained, American ports
should be made the termini of Canadian
railways, and said that a much greater
benefit would resalt to the dominion if
money was expended in aiding to estab-
lish & line of fast freight steamers be-
tween Canada and Great Britain. It re-
solved also that in the opinlon of the
board, it is the duty of the government
and the dominion to give the necessary
aid to a line of steamships running be-
tween the city of St. John and Liverpool,
to enable the business men of
other provinces to export goods
and_produce through this port in

pr of selfish and worldly objects.
As a necessary consequence, he says, the
parties to it, lacking the spirit of forbear-
ance which true affection fosters, are eas-
ily drawn apart by the innumerable im-
pediments that fret the course of connu-
bial existence. It is a good gign that
leaders in society should find time to
consider, no matter how superficially,
a subject in which sociely manifests so
little interest.

These resolutions
were carried by a vote of nine to four
having been opposed by the editor of the
Telegraph and the editor of the Globe
and two other persons, who gppear mnot
to desire that any Canadian freight should
be shipped from St Jobn. It remains
tobe seen what effect the passage of
these resolutions will have on the
government. It has been under-
stood that there was an intention
on their part to abandon - all
subsidies mow given to freight steamers
and if this is the case it is possible that
eventhe protests of St. John will not al-
ter the matter. At present the govern-
ment have advertised for a line of steam-
ships from the United Kingdom to Can-
ada with aspeed of 18 knots an hour.
These steamships are to make Quebec,
their terminal port in summer, and Hal-
ifax, or Halifax and St. John, their term-
inal port in winter. The wording of the
tenders will almost necessarily ex-
clude St. John from participa-
tion in any benefit from the ser-
vice. Because while St. John is
more easily approached than Halifax,
and is a much safer port to enter, the
circuit from Halifax to St. John around
the rocky coast of Nova Scotia is danger-
ous 8o that the tenders will probably all
be for steamships only running to
Halifax. We think that the Board
of Trade ought to insist on the
tenders being so amended so as
to give the owners of steam-
ships the choice of Halifax or St. John.
Let the wording of the tenders be run-
ning to Halifax or St. John in winter
and if tenders can be obtained from re-
liable steamship owners answering
the requirements in  other re-
spects, offering to come to St. John,
then St. John ought to have the
preference, and this port should be the
mail terminus as well as the freight
terminus of Canadian lines. Certainly
in the matter of freight we have a great
advantage over Halifax, amounting to
at least $2.20 a ton, and we believe that
although the freight business of mail
steamships may not be large, yet it will
be sufficient to make them give St. John
the preference over Halifax, other
things being equal, if the tenders are so
worded as to enable the steamships to
come to St. John without first calling at
Halifax.

THE WHEAT CROP OF CANADA.

It appears now that the wheat crop of
Manitoba and the Northwest territory
combined, amounts to about 30,000,000
bushels, while the wheat crop of the
province of Ontario makes 33,000,000
bushels. These are large figures and
they show that the surplus of wheat
which Canada will have for export, after
supplying the wants of all her people
and providing enough for seeding for
the coming year, will amount
to about 35,000,000 bushels, which
might be roughly stated as worth
nearly as many million dollars. Thisis
much the largest export of wheat that
Canada has had for several years, and
we trust that it will be sufficient to satis-
fy the Telegraph which has been fre-
quently trying toprove that Canada is
not a wheat growing country, and that
we have seldom any wheat for export.

About Xece.

The ice business promises to revive here
this year, and before spring it seems
probable {hat there will be quite exten-
8ivé operations under way on the vari-
ous lakes and streams where the ice crop
canbe gathered with the greatest facil-
ity, Reports from Maine recently are to
tha effect that the indications are very
unfavorable for the gathering of the ice
crop from the rivers in that state where
uperations are usually carried on every
winter. The water in the rivers is so low
that the ice crop is seriously threatened.
This news together with other things has
caused former ice operators here to wake
up, and some of them are beginning to
think of commencing operations early
next year. It is probable that one or
two operators will commence work in
January.

The local demand for ice increases
every year, and nodoubt there will be
a large amount of the crystal crop gather-
ed for home consumption.
