Durban, Natal, May 29.—Six hundred
rebel Zulus surrounded and attacked
Colonel Leuchar's force yesterday af-
ternoon near Buffalo river.

THE FLOODS IN OREGON.

Number of People at Pendleton Are
Homeless—River Continues to
Rise.

Pendleton, May 30.—One-third of the
people of Pendleton are either tempor-
arily homeless or have been driven
into the upper floors of their residences
by the rising waters of the TUmatilla
river, which is now a raging torrent,
sweeping bridges and dykes before it.
All over the affected parts of the
country the water is steadily rising,
fed by the incessant rains. From
every hand comes the news of bridges
being swept away, irrigation dams and
flumes wrecked, roads torn up and
washed out, fields inundated and crops
obliterated.

The levee below the town
ready broken and will allow some of
the flood in town to subside. All trains
are being tied up and will be for some
time.

THE MARIECHEN
15 IN ESQUIMALT

SHIP WAS MOORED
EARLY TAIS MORNING

One Thousand Tons of Cargo Still in
Steamer’s Hold—Will Be Docked
For Repairs.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

At one o’clock this morning the
steamer Mariechen was moored to a
buoy in Esquimalt harbor after a long
tow from Juneau behind the B. C. Sal-
vage steamer Salvor. The vessel had
been anchored in Cadboro bay the pre-
vious night and was brought on to port
when the wind subsided last evening.

As the ship stands. it is impossible
to state the extent of the damages
which she sustained on the rocks at
False bay. She is taking in a little
water, necessitating the pumps being
put in operation for a few hours every
day, and as the leak is general it is
thought that the injuries extend pretty
much over all the bottom. There is
still 1,000 tons of cargo in the steamer’s
hull which was never discharged con-
trary to reports first received. It was
left in the ship for the purpose of keep-
ing the vessel on an even keel and con-
sists mostly of flour, and is thought to
be pretty badly water soaked. The
flour will now be discharged without
delay. It has been purchased by a Se-
attle company and will, it is believed,
be shipped to that point as fast as it
is unloaded.

It will be about a week before the
steamer is ready to enter the dry dock
where a survey of her injuries will be
made. When this has been done ten-
ders for the repairs will probably be
called. In the meanwhile the dock will
be used by the B. C. Marine Railway
Company for the steamer Otter, a big
collier which is coming from Union on
Friday to undergo a cleaning and over-
hauling, which will take four or five
days to complete.

The Mariechen will then be placed on
the blocks for possibly a couple of
months. The vessel left Juneau for
Esquimalt on May 19th and made stop-
pages of a day at Taku, Ketichikan,
and Cadboro bay. Considering her con-
dition she stood the tow well and no
trouble was experienced by the Salvor
in bringing her on to port.

The ship Dulwich, which has been
undergoing repairs for some time, is
now in running shape again, work on
her having been finished to-day.

MISSIONARIES IN
SOUTHERY INDIA

EFFECT OF FAMINIES
UPON THE POPULACE

The Sufferings of Impoverished Classes
Graphicaliy Related by Rev.
E. Lynn.

‘With the immense population of ap-
proximatdly 300,0000,000 Hindustan has
only between 2,000 and- 3,000 mission-
aries engaged in enlightening the
minds of the ignerant in regard to the
truths of the Gospel of Christ and the
elevating influences of civilization.
Rev. Ebenezer Lynn, who is on his
way to England, has spent no less than
eighteen years at a station in the Ma-
drass Presidency, which covers prac-
tically the whole of Southern India.
The recent fregilent farhines and the
quaint and, in some instances, vicious
customs which permeaie all classes of
native society, has made the work of
those who have deveoted. their lives to
the same cause as that with which
Rev. Mr. Lynn is identified, particular-
ly hard. But they are not discouraged,
and the latter states that things are
gradually improving. The field is so
large that the effect of .the enterprise
of such self-sacrificing Christian spirits
is scarcely perceptible.

In the famine which swepi{ India in
1900, and which will be remembered by
all because of the ravages it was re-
ported to have created among the

‘some 7,000,000 lost their lives through
starvation and disease. This, however,
is now a matter of history. Since then
there have been numerous less general
periods of distress in differept dis-
tricts. These are so frcquent that they
are seldom heard of in the outside
world. It is in these times of trouble
that the missionaries carry on their la-
bors of relief with indefatigible energy
and gratifying results.

The lower classes, Rev. Mr. Lynn
explains, are usually so impoverished
under the best of conditions that the
slightest scarcity means a tightening
of the belt and short allowance. As a
matter of fact in many parts no more
than one meal a day is served. When
the famine approaches the bread win-
ner of a family almost always sets out
to. find work. Possibly he is never
heard of again, and his better half fol-
lows him with the same object in view.
The children are deserted. In the ma-
jority of cases they die a most painful
death. It is to the work of rescuing
| the little ones that'the missionaries
have.devoted much attention. Orphans’
homes have been established at many
points, and many thousand have been
gathered in and are being brought up
in Christian envirohmeénts.

Rev. Mr. Lynn says the moral stan-
dard throughout India is exceptionally
low. The prevailing conditions ‘were
such as to cause a deplorable condi-
tion of affairs. Many took advantage
of the poverty of thousands 'of young
girls, left homeless as a result of the
ravages of famine, to ‘tender them aid.
only to lead them into paths of sin and
vice. It was this practice that the
missionaries were fighting strenuously,
and he hoped with some success.

Still another ~ influence which, he
thought, tended to lower the moral
standard, was the custom that had
been practiced among the higher castes
from time immemorial.. It was that of
child marriage.

To illustrate the work that is being
done in the endeavor to ameliorate the
distressing condition of the destitute,
Rev. Mr. Lynn recounts the career of
a remarkable and clever Indian widow.
Having been converted she recognized
the state of affairs and the imperative
need of relief. Obtaining funds from
the United States and other points she
erected a large home at a place near
Poona, in the Bombay Presidency.
This completed she started out on her
errand of mercy, and now there are
some. two thousands young ladies be-
ing sheltered beneath that hospitable
roof. Inspired by her example, a fel-
low missionary of Rev. Mr. Lynn’s had
a mission constructed near by for boys
and is doing work almost as necessary
as that first mentioned.

In this connection, by-the-way, it is
interesting to note that the former in
a letter to Rev. Mr. Lynn predicts a
famine in the Poona district in the
near future. He says that it is inevit-
able as, even if the forthcoming moon-
soon is normal, the resulting crops
cannot be reaped until well on in 1907.

‘“Have the famines been on the in-
crease or decrease in recent years?”
queried the reporter while in conver-
sation with Rev. Mr. Lynn.

“They appear to be increasing,” was
the reply, but he could give no reason
why that should be the case. He
thought that perhaps there wasn’t
| enough commercial and industrial ac-
| tivity.. Everybody engaged in agricul-
| tural pursuits. Better times might be
{ expected when the mineral resources
| were developed more extensively, al-
though India, he hastened to remark,
would always be essentially a farming
| country. There were 300,000,000 to be
| fed, and, consequently, the success or
failure of the crops meant life or
death. The completion of a railway
| system, however, had brought some

relief. It was possible now to send
| food stuffs from one point to another
| quickly, and the government generally
helped by establishing relief stations
| in the centres of distress.

{ More irrigation, Rev. Mr. Lynn said,
| would be beneficial. India had many
large rivers and a gerat deal of water,
| precious fluid representing life to thou-
sands and thousands if it could only be
| diverted from its course, went to
waste. Dams had been built in some
| instances, and the results had justi-
fied the predictions of the most san-
guine. He believed that it would be
| undertaken more generally in the fu-
| ture.

RAILWAYS SEEK
YELLOW HEAD PasS

FOUR COMPANYS MAY
USE THIS GATEWAY

Varlous Corporations Are Planning to
Enter This Province and are
Preparing For Building.

There is a likelihood that the Yellow
Head pass through the Rocky moun-
tains will become one of the .busiest
portions of the west within a few
yvears. It is not improbable that within
the near future four great railway
systems, most of them transcontinen-
tal, will be carrying freight through
this gateway into British Columbia.

The Grand Trunk Pacific may very
reasonably be expected to avail them-
selves of that pass, although plans
have not yet been filed at Ottawa
showing that it will be the route. The
company will exhaust every means to
discover whether a better pass exists
before electinz to take the Yellow
Head, but those in a position to know
believe that the latter will be the way
taken by the Grand Trunk Pacific
through the mountains.

The Canadian Neorthern, according to
their usual methods, are quietly push-
ing forward the surveys on the line to
the coast and acquiring as a prelimin-
ary step, it is said, tracts of timber and
mineral lands in the northern interior
of the province. That line is also ex-
pected to come through the Yellow
Head.

The C. P. R. will also take that route
in providing a freight line from near
Edmonton to the coast, This second
line to be built to the Pacific by the
pioneer railway of the Canadian west
is now acknowledged to be assured.
Rufus Pope, ex-M.P., has returned east
after spending several months in the
west. He is credited with having said
on his return to Montreal that the C.
P. R. activity in Saskatchewan and Al-
herta indicates that they intend to
build westward from a point between
Calgary and Edmonton and reach the
coast through the Yellow Head pass.

The fourth railway projected through
the mountains at that point is the V.,
W. & Y. The company back of this
project has already the surveys made
from Vancouver to the pass.

Surveyors who know the Yellow
Head say that there is abundance of
room for all these lines to have separ-
ate tracks through the pass.

Incidental with the coming of the
Canadian Northern and the C. P. R.
through to the Pacific by way of the
Yellow Head pass it may be mentioned
that each of them is supposed to end
up at Bute Inlet. From there they
may each be expected to pass on to
Vancouver Island either by ferry or
else by a bridge across Seymour Nar-
rows. The C. P. R. will by extending
the E. & N. to the north end of the
Island have a direct ineans of rail con-
nection with Victoria when this is
done.

The Canadian Northern, the friends
of which say that it will reach the Pa-
cific even before the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific, is also known to have a desire to
come to Esquimalt harbor. Wm. Mac-
kenzie, the president of the line, when
in Victoria last year, intimated to a
friend that he came to see Esquimalt
harbor particularly.

The various lines of railwayv
cerned are all watching one another
closely and British Columbia in gen-
eral and Victoria in particular may be
expected to reap a rich harvest from
the construction of the roads.

FROM THE ORIENT

KANAGAWA MARU HAS
UNEVENTFUL VOYAGE

Oriental Steamer Arrived This Morning
—News Notes of Interest From
Exchanges.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The N. Yo K Kanagawa
Maru arrived this morning from the
Orient, and left about noon. Twenty-
nine Japanese came ashore at Victoria
and 184 tons of freight, rice and other
privisions were unloaded. The total
passenger list numbered 159, of whom
45 were in the -cabins.

M. Kaho, vice-president of the com-
pany, was on board, en route round the
world on a pleasure tour, accompanied
by his private secretary, N. Takayan-
agi. The general superintendent of the
line, T. Snida, was also among the pas-
sengers, and will meet T. Yatsui, the
manager, at ‘Kobe, in Seattle for the
purpose of arranging a schedule with
the Great Northern railway.

Two American missionaries returned
from their labors in the Orient, Rev.
W. Woodman, who has been stationed
in Japan, and W. A. Main, engaged in
religious work in Shanghai. The lat-
ter was accompanied by his wife and
child. J. Radolpho, an engineer in the
Spanish navy, was on his way home,
having been returned from duty on a
man-of-war now in Shanghal.

J. D. Costa de Moraes, Portuguese
consul-general at Canton, is on his
way to London, from whence he will
go overland to Lisbon and report to
his government. At
Japapese and one American will be
landed as well as a small amount of
freight. The voyage was an extremely
pleasant one, good weather being en-
countered the whole way across.

Advices received by the Kanagawa
Maru show that the effects of the re-
cent famine are practically obliterated.

It is evident from accounts received
from Manchuria that Japan will have
to spend money on railway better-
ments before her principal holding is
of much value. The first great ques-
tion, naturally, is whether the Japan-
ese will change the narrow 3 ft. 6 in.
gauge to the 4 ft. 8% in. standard
gauge. If they made this change, in
addition to all their other expenses
they will have to invest at least f£1,-
000,000 in providing entirely new roll-
ing stock to replace that which they
borrowed from their own railways in
Japan. It is unlikely this will be done
as there are a number of other very
heavy outlays which will have to be
at once entered into.

“CONTINUITY OF MUNICIPAL
SERVICE.”

If the ratepayers of a municipality,
or of any governmental units, desire
“continuity of policy” in respect of ad-
ministration they can easily have it by
voting for continuity of representa-
tion. That is to say,
an alderman, or any representative
whatever, gives satisfactory service, it
is within the power of the public he
represents to elect him again. That
apears to us to be a very satisfactory
condition of affairs from the point of
view of the public, whose interests are
paramount. Under our present muni-
cipal system of representation, which
appears to have given satisfaction in
all parts of the Dominion, if a repre-
sentative does not satisfy his consti-
tuents, he can be eliminated after one
year’s trial. In isolated cases, twelve
months of service may not be a satis-
factory test, inasmuch as there is a
possibility of a public man failing to
grasp all the details of the work given
him to do in that space of time;, but,
on the whole, if an individual pos-
sesses the capacity for public service,
he is likely to qualify for ‘‘continuity
within the probationary
period, and it is better that apparent
injustice should be done the indi-
vidual in rare cases than that a way
should be opened for abuses through
the prolongation of the term.

And such mistakes are seri-
ous matters for those against whom
charges are laid. It is doubtful whe-
ther the public which merely gathers
its inforamtion from the newspapers
realizes that 'people are sometimes
bankrupted in pocket and in character
by the zealous but mistaken desire of
the police to do their duty in suppress-
ing crime. Such mistakes are common
to all countries in which the main-~
tenance of law and order is reckoned
as of the first importance. In England
it is felt that the time has come for
the consideration of the question of

the establishment of a court of crim- |

inal appeal in order that injustices
may be remedied, as far as they are
capable of being remedied, irrespective
of the action of the crown. The remedy
thus proposed, the majority of lay-
men will agree, would be worse than
the evil complained of. More careful
consideration of the cases by the courts
of preliminary jurisdiction is undoubt-
edly called for. The' police might also
occasionally be reminded that it is a
serious thing, in many cases a ruinous
thing to character, to prefer charges,
unless they are well substantiated,
against persons whose reputation in
general has been above reproach.

The Greenwood Ledge on this subject
says: “It has become the rule and not
the exception, that criminal cases are
sent up for trial without the slightest
evidence to justify such a course. Poor
men are put to great expense in retain-

ing counsel and otherwise defending |
their liberty as a result of the dense |

stupidity of justices of the peace in
committing where there was mo evi-
dence that would warrant a commit-
ment. Through the ignorance of a
justice or justices of the peace an ac-
cused person is compelled to combat
all the resources of the Attorney-Gen-
eral’s department. This, to a poor man,

is no easy task, and if it were not that |

BUDGET FACTS.
(Toronto Globe.)

One of the most gratifying state-
ments in Mr. Fielding’s budget was
that, judging by the revenue and
working expenses of the Intercolonial
Railway for the first ten months of
| 1905-06, he was justified in expecting

Diring the past week a new society
has been formed as an auxiliary to the
Anti-Tuberculosis Society, composed of
the younger element in Victoria. The
first meeting’ was held on ' Monday
afterndon last when the following were
elected officers: Hon. president, Mrs.
James Dunsmuir; president, Mrs. A. J.
C. Galletly; vice-president, Miss N.
Todd; secretary, Mrs. Beauchamp
Tye; treasurer, Miss Bessie Dunsmuir;
and an executive committee of seven,
Mrs. Lampman, Mrs. Genge, Miss
Loewen, Miss Eberts, Miss’ Pooley,
Miss Keefer and Miss Bryden. Besides
those already mentioned quite a large
number joined the society.

Dr. Fagan spoke of the object of the
society, which is to provide an emer-
gency fund for the maintenance of our
local consumptives, and in conclusion
gave the following address:

“I consider it an honor to be asked
to speak here to-day. Having at
heart, as I have, the furtherance of a
knowledge of tuberculosis and know-
ing as I do the indifference of the peo-
ple generally of this most vital ques-

movement having for its object the as-
sisting of the most neglected class of
unfortunates.

‘This movement will have a more
far-reaching effect than the mere ma-
terial gain that will accrue to our local
consumptives and our sanitorium.

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WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Cffice,
May 23rd to 29th, 1906.

Weather ccnditions during the past
week have heen somewhat more favor-
able than during the previous week.

On tke 23rd inst.’a low area made its
appearance over Britisa Coiumbla caus-
ing cloudy weather on the Coast, with
rain on the evening of the 24th and on the
25th, when this area bécame a disturbance
of decided character central,off the
‘Washington coast, causing moderate to
heayy rainfall in Southern British Col-
umbia, Eastern Oregon, Eastern wWash-
ington and Northern California; the dis-
turbance then moved inland and becam?
centrsl in the Kootenay region, the baro-
meter at Victoria falling to 29.25 inches;
at the same time a heavy southeast gale
prevailed on the outside waters, causing
an hourly wind velocity of 68 miles at
North Head, mouth of the Columbia
river. The pressure continued low beth
over the province and the adjoining
states, and the disturbance becoming cen-
tral in Utah became the controlling factor
in the weather west of the Rockies, caus-
ing - showery, unsettled conditions. By
the 2%th another disturbance appeared off
the Queen Chariotie Isiands, which de-
veloped, and, passing to the southeasi-
ward, became merged in the low area in
Utah and Nevada. The pressure then
began to increase on the Californian
coast and slowly to move upward to Van-
couver Island, and the week closes with
prospects of fairer and warmer weather.
The rainfall during the week has bezn
moderate to heavy on the Island and the
Lower Mainland, with showers further
north at Kamloops and Barkerville, but
in the Pacific states the rain has been at |
times excessively heavy, especially in
California and Eastern Oregon and East-
ern Washington. The entire week has
been showery and cool, though not so
cool as the week previous; no damaging
frosts occurred, and in only a few 1in-
stances were light frosts reported and |
those chiefly in the higher American
plateau districts. In the Northwest pro-
vinces the pressuré has for the most
part been high, with colder weather and
frosts at night during the fore part of the
week; the precipitation has been more
than usual, especially on the southern |
border.

At Victoria there were 42 hours and 4
minutes of bright sunshine, as compared
with 14 hours of the previous week; the
highest temperature was 67.3 on the 25ta,
and the lowest 43.6 on the 27th; rain, 0.58
inch.

At Vancouver—Highest temperature, €7
on 28th and 29th; lowest, 41 on 27th; rain,
0.89 inch.

At New Westminster—Highest, 70 cn |
28th: lowest, 42 on 27th; rain, 1.12 inches.

At Kamloops—Highest, 78 on 2jth; low-
est, 48 on 29th; rain, 0.36 inch.

At Barkerville—Highest, 70 on
lowest, 30 on 29th; rain, 0.24 inch.

GOVERNMENT LOSES
LOG SEIZING CASE

Chief Justice Decides Against the Con-
tention Put Forward—Act is
Not Retrospective,

According to the judg%)ent handed
down in Vancouver by Chief Justice
Hunter in the log seizing case of Emer-
son vs. Skinner, the plaintiff has again
given proof of the contention which
John Oliver put forward on the floor
of the legislative, namely, that Mr.
Emerson, who is a timber man, Knows
more law than the members of the
government in general and the attor-
ney-general in particular. As is his
habit, Mr. Emerson has won out in the
case taken to the court. It has been
established that the act passed last
session to prohibit the export of tim-
ber from the province is not retrospec-
tive as the government tried to make
it, and that the logs cut under a hand-
logger’'s license prior to the coming in-
to effect of the law arc not liable un-
der the provisions of the act.

The case was argued at. considerable
length in Vancouver before Mr. Jus-
tice Morrison some time ago. and, later,
owing to the absence of Mr. Justice
Morrison in the east, was taken up be-
fore the Chief Justice.
taken nominally against J. C. Skinner,
provincial timber inspector, who had
ordered the seizure of the logs, acting
as the agent of the provincial govern-
ment.

The full text of the judgment by the
Chief Justice is as follows:

GAS FOR CODKING
WILL BE BOOMED

LARGE EXTENSIONS TO
MEET HEAVY DEMAND |

Work Will Be Pushed as Fast
Laborers Can Be
Secured.

As briefly mentioned in Tuesday’'s
jssue the B. C. Electric Railway Com- |
pany, that owns the gas plant here, |
has entered upon a most
scheme of improvement.

extensive
The ten miles
of 4-inch mains to be laid at once will |
run along the foliowing streets: James
Bay distriét—Belleville. Quebec, King-
gton, Superior, Michigan, Menzies, Ni-
agara, Clarence, Birdcage Walk exten-
sion and Dallas avenue. Central dis-
trict—Upper Pandora, Yates, Cook,
Quadra, Frederick, North Park «and
Fernwood road, and in the Work es-
tate, King’'s road.

To complete this work will require
three to four months at the least. This
is contingent upon 100 men being avail- |
able, but so scarce is labor in the city
that up to the present not a single |
man has applied for employment. A |
suggestion was made that men be bor-
rowed from the railway department, |
but they are so busy the idea had to be |
abandoned. The thirty miles of pipe, !
including that for service, that arrived |
by the Teucer, is being distributed |
along the various streets mentioned,
and work will start as soon as a gang
can be gathered together. Three separ- |
ate outfits will, it is intended, be em- |
ployed, but as soon as one is available
the work will be started.
