won, Hall BOUNDARY DISPUTE. C. B. Olsen, Who Was at Work 
Bowtsprit* of Columbia, Washed 

Away.

Newport, R. I., July 2.—For the first 
time in the history of races between Am­
erican 90-footers, a fatal accident occur­
red to-day. Carl B. Olsen, a seaman of 
the old cup defender, was washed from 
the bow-isprit just before the yachf reach­
ed the first turn iu to-day’s race, and 
vats drowned. The two other men who 
wenre out on the bowsprit with Olsen, 
snapping the big jib topsail, were wash­
ed inboard by fhe same sea that swept 
Olsen away. Both managed to get an­
other hold upon the bow’sprk, and were 
quickly pulled on deck by the crew.

W’hen the Columbia lifted from the big 
wave into which she had plunged, Olsen 
was seen almost under the strm, cling­
ing to the bobsfay, but before assistance 
could be given, the sloop dipped into an­
other great comber, and he was not seen 
after. Search was made for Olsen with­
out success, and out of respect for the 
dead man Mr. Morgan withdrew from 
the race.

Recent Rain Has Improved Grain Crops

The Pontiff Passed a Quiet Night and

Difficulty.

Winnipeg, July 3.—The east-bound, Im­
perial Limited train left the rails near 
this city while going at a speed of 50 
miles an hour, and, miraculous to re­
late, scarcely any one was hurt. Owing 
to the delay caused by a slight wreck to 
a freight train near Moose Jaw yester­
day, the Limited was running fast to 
make up time. The -train consisted of 
the engine, tender, baggage car, diner, 
tourist and three sleepers, 
in all 150 passengers, main y of whom 
were Ontario people returning from the 
Pacific Coast and Presbyterian general 
assembly. The accident occurred at 
G.35 this morning, two miles east of Ros­
ser station, or about 14 miles from Win­
nipeg. Engine and all cars, except the 
rear sleeper, were derailed and the cars 
piled in 'indescribable confusion. It was 
most miraculous that there were no 
fatalities. There was not even- a broken 
limb. The engineer and fireman-driver 
stuck to their posts, and the horrors of 
a burning wreck or a scalding by escap­
ing siteam were avoided by the pres­
ence of mind of the crew. The passen­
gers were brought here and sent East 
by the regular express this afternoon.

Crop Outlook.
‘Bright prospects” is the general ex­

pression of the crop report issued to-day 
by the C. P. R. for the central division.

The rains seem fo 
have been general. In no instance is 
there any indication but. that there would 
be anything else than a banner crop this 
year. All along the main line rains are 
reported.

Along the Prince Albert branch, 
Rosthern is the only locality requiring 
more n*>isture. All other points report 
rain. The same applies to the Minne- 
dosa and Yorkton branches on the Lari- 
viet section.

Change For Worse.
Later—The condition of the Pope 

showed some improvement during the 
day, but His Holiness became worse this 
evening, making it necessary for Dr. 
Lapponi to remain at the Vatican 
throughout the night in order to watch 
his patient, who, according to the latest 
diagnosis, seems to have an affection 
of the right lung, which extends in some 
degree to the other organs of the thorax.

Rome, July 4.—Although no medical 
bulletin has been issued, it was learned 
late this evening that the Pope’s illness 
may be defined as senile pneumonia, 
which has settled especially in the right 
lung.

The Osservatore Romano, fearing that 
the suspension of audiences, which had 
been decided upon, would cause anxiety, 
interviewed Dr. Lapponi, who said that 
the Pope had been rather fatigued by 
the recent receptions, and had consented 
to follow his advice and take several 
days’ rest. His Holiness, however, has 
been unable to leave his bed since last 
flight, and his heart is gradually becom­
ing weaker, necessitating frequent doses 
of digitalis. The temperature in the 
axilla is normal, as is nearly always the 
case in this form of pneumonia, which 
the Pontiff is suffering from. The chief 
cause of the patient’s uneasiness is 
shortness of breath, due to an accumula­
tion, and, as His Holiness coughs very 
little, there is scarcely any expectoration 

or lungs.
Judging from the present symptoms, the 
pronosis is that if all goes well, the crisis 
leading to recovery will occur within 
seven or eight' days, but, if the disease 
takes a bad turn, especially if the heart 
grows weaker, a catastrophe may occur 
in four or five days.

Arrival in London.

King Edward then in­
troduced the Prince of Wales, the Duke 
of Cambridge, the Duke of Fife, Pre­
mier Balfour, Foreign Minister Lans- 
downe, Field Marshal Lofd Roberts and 
others, who were all in uniform or court 
dress. President Loubet presented ifTo 
members of his suite to the King, who 
warmly shook hands with them.

After an inspection of the guard of 
honor, the King and M. Loubet left the- 
station and entered a state carriage, in 
which the Prince of Wales and the- 
Duke of Connaught were also seated. 
The vehicle, escorted by a detachment 
of Life Guards, was then driven through 
crowded troops lining the streets by yvay 
of Hyde Park corner, Clubland in Pic- 
cadi ly to St. James Palace. M. Loubet 
was loudly cheered everywhere.

A very gratifying 
feature in connection with these em­
ployees is that nearly all of them are 
British subjects, and in addition are 
bona fide residents of Victoria or of Van­
couver Island. In this way the city is 
reaping a double benefit from the work 
which is in progress. It is not only 

-deriving the advantage which comes 
from permanent public improvements, 
but at the same time the unemployed in 
the city are furnished with work. Tne 
proceeds of their labor is kept right with­
in Victoria.

The extension of the sewer system has 
given employment to a large number. A 
vast amount has already been done in 
this work. Sewers have been laid and 
completed on the following streets this 
year: Battery, Belleville, Beacon, Carr# 
Clarence, Dallas road, Dallas avenue, 
Garden. Kingston, Montreal, Mason, 
Michigan. Niagara, Oswego, Park Lane, 
Quebec, Pandora avenue, St. Andrew, 
St. John, St. Louis, South Turner, Van­
couver.

In addition to the work carried on on 
the sewers and the permanent sidewalks, 
there have been twenty men employed on 
the Point Ellice bridge by the city. 
While an increase in the number of 
workmen would have shortened the time 
for completing the substructure, yet the 
city would have reaped no benefit. The 
superstructure is not yet ready, and the 
present force will have their part of the 
work finished in plenty of time to allow 
■of the contractors proceeding with their, 
part of the undertaking as soon as they 
are ready to do so.

Had it been necessary to have proceed­
ed quicker with the work a larger forcé 
would have been put to work on the city 
end of the undertaking. This, however, 
was unnecessary, and the present cour* 
has been followed as in the best inter­
ests of the city.

The city has suffered no loss by this 
financially, and the work will be com­
pleted early in August, if nothing un­
foreseen intervenes. The cost of the 
substructure will also, according to the 
present indications, be kept well within 
the estimated cost of $35,000. The 
policy of Mayor McCandless has been a 
wise one in carrying on the work by day 
labor, employing Victorians and thus 
bringing the whole benefit to the city. 
Victoria has before seen the fruits of 
letting by contract, where cheap labor 
has been imported until the completion 
of the contract.

Residents of the city generally mis­
understand the work which is being done 
at Point Ellice. Few are aware that in 
the plan adopted by the city engineer in 
connection with the laying of the founda­
tion for the piers, the very latest systems 
in vogue are being employed, and' that 
this work is being carried out for the 
first time on Vancouver Island. A 
similar method is being employed upon 
the New Westminster bridge, which 
under construction.

The great work in connection with 
these piers is the laying of this cement 
base, which is formed about the piles. 
The latter are driven down into the 
underlying clay of the bed of the Arm 
as deep as they can be forced. About 
these the cofferdam is built, the same 
timbers being used for each one of these. 
The successive timbers which fit securely 
together are held in place by large rods 
which pass through them as they are 
strung on them. This is heavily weight­
ed above with rock so as to sink down 
into the bottom of the Arm. To get the 
crib down through the silt onto the solid 
■clay base water is forced through pipes 
the nozzle of which is put close to the 
base of the cofferdam. By turning the 
stream so as to have the water play be- 
TieatJh the sides of the coffer, it sinks 
<lown to a solid foundation. This ac­

A BANK DEFRAUDED.

A Slavonian Forger Gets Fourteen 
Years For His Clever Work.

Fourteen years’ imprisonment is what 
a forgery on the Nanakmo'branch of the 
Canadian Bank of Commerce cost a 
Chicago man who attempted by that 
means to defraud a widow and her chil­
dren of t*he savings accumulated by a 
Slavonian employed in the Island col­
lieries. The forgery was committed 
three years ago, but sentence was passed 
within only the last few weeks.

Lukac Càgka, a Slavonian miner of 
thrifty habits, some yetirs ago removed 
to the United «St’ates and eventually set­
tled in Streater, Illinois. It was his name 
which was used in one 6f the cleverest 
forgeries that ever escaped detection in 
a- bank. When Cagka left Nanaimo he 
had in the savings bank department of 
the Canadian Bank of Commerce $1,335. 
In May, 1900, his. pass book was re­
ceived from Chicago accompanied by a 
draft made ont in favor of a countryman, 
John Shustec, a notary public of Chi­
cago, and general business agent for the 
Slavonian colony there. The draft was 
returned to have ^.he signature attested, 
When it came back it was accompanied 
by Shustec’s certificate of its validity 
sealed and with the certificate of thé 
red seal and five shilling stamp of the 
British consulate. The draft was hon­
ored and the money was duly paid into 
Shustec’s account at Chicago.

It was nearly two years before any­
thing more was heard) about the matter. 
In February, 1902, .the bank received a 
letter from F. W. Gavitt, a lawyer, of 
Whiting, Ind-., enquiring on behalf of 
•Mrs. Cagka what money was in the bank 
vto bfre credit* < The reply -stat­
ing thevfacts' of the accounts and of the 
manner ijrt which it had been closed 
brought the Startling information that at 
flie time .the draft had been sent in for 
collection Cagka had been dead 
months, haring been kdQled; in one of the 
Streater mines. Stilus tee had obtained 
the bank book at the time of the accident 
and had acted accordingly.

The police official 
thinks that it would be Impossible for the 
little fellow to drag his supposed victim 
the distance the others say he didi, and in 
consequence suspected: the two informants, 
and1 placed1, them under arrest.

brought on a reign of terror here on {Sun­
day. All last night and all day yester­
day armed mobs threatened the lives of 
citizens. Gun stores were broken 
and weapons and ammunition were seized 
by blacks and whites. Two thousand 
whites broke into the county jail to hunt 
for a black victim, the wall was forced 
with a battering ram; negro dives 
ransacked and shot to pieces in- the 
search for the blacks, .and an armed 
company of drilled blacks marched 
through the streets threatening the lives 
of all whites. The governor has ordered 
out troops to quell the disturbance, 
they have not arrived.

At daylight this morning 300 armed 
white men started for the powder maga­
zine near the city to- secure explosives 
with which they declare they will blow 
up -the entire negro colony of Baptist- 
town, a suburb of the city.

The trouble has been brewing for 
months, and came to a crisis on Friday, 
when Lee Brown, a negro, shot and kill­
ed Patrolman Massey, .who was trying 
to arrest him while bent on the murder 
of a man with whom he had quarrelled. 
Threats of vengeance were followed by 
the surrounding of the jail. The negro 
was secretly removed from the city yes­
terday to Vincennes. Patrolman Massey 
died in terrible agony and the crowd be­
came menacing. Twenty-five policemen 
were mobilized in the jail and repulsed 
the first attempt to force an entrance 
after the gates were crushed in. Find­
ing the negro gone the crowd raised a 
cry of “Kill the negroes,” and arms were 
demanded. A company of armed negroes 
aroused by the race troubles marched 
through the streets shouting down with 
the whites,” and threatening death to all 
of the whites if the negro was lynched.

This started a rush for the gun stores 
by the whites. Three were broken open 
and four hundred rifles and revolvers, 
with ammunition, were seized. One 
negro woman is known to be dead and a 
boy named Logan was shot and seriously 
wounded by a negro. The mob went 
through the streets inhabited by negroes 
and the confusion has prevented houses 
being searched for dead and wounded. 
The armed company of negroes had dis­
appeared. All blacks fled from the 
streets, and failing to find victims, the 
resort of Budd Fruit was visited and 
shot to pieces. Whether any were killed 
there is not yet known. The officials 
were powerless. The negroes, after the 
first armed display of resistance, scat­
tered and have not made a stand since. 
They are flying in disorder. Thousands 
of shots were fired during the fight. The 
ri-ot began growing still xvorse at 4 
o’clock this morning.

This morning the Full court represent­
ed by Mr. Justice Drake, Mr. Justice 
Irving and Mr. Justice Martin gave their 
decision in the application made by E. 
P. Davis’ on behalf of James Dunsmuir 
on Saturday against the order of Mr. 
Justice Walkem that the case should be 
heard before a judge and a special jury.

The contention of Mr. Davis that the 
action was one which, under the rules 
of our courts, could only be heard by a 
judge without the assistance of a jury 
was upheld.

Their Lordships all agreed in the de­
cision given this morning that the case 
was one to be tried without a jury. It 
was pointed out that there were really 
two actions, one against the will and 
one against the subsequent agreement 
made between James Dunsmuir and 
Mrs. Alex. Dunsmuir. Both of these 
were to be decided by a judge without a 
jury.

There was also this morning an appli­
cation made in Chambers before Mr. 
Justice Drake for an order to compel 
James Dunsmuir to answer questions 
which he refused to do in examination 
for discovery. L. P. Duff referred to 
this refusal of Mr. Dunsmuir, and in­
formed the court that the proceedings 
had become a farce on account of the 
course taken by the witness. This 
morning he at length argued the reasons 
why the questions asked were material 
to the proceedings. They were necessary

Mr. Boscowitz originally owned a half 
interest wiith Furry, who is an old pros­
pector. but did1 not think the Empress 
amounted to much. He fhus disposed' of 
three-fifths of his interest for a mere 
song. The discovery that the Britannia 
lead extended along the Empress group, 
however, changed the value of the pro­
perty and Mr. Bosk^owitz was anxious 
t’o get»back wriiat lie had practically 
given away. By yesterday’s deal he 
succeeded, and he now holds a control­
ling interest.

“The Charmer group is owned by Mr. 
W. A. Clarke, of this city, who opened 
the Arcade grocery here several years 
ago. Mr. Clarke was the original owner 
of the Britannia, having ‘grubstaked’ 
■Furry, but wffiile he was ill in Atlin, he 
was unable to perform the necessary as­
sessment work, and so his title lapsed. 
So convinced, however, was he of the 
richness of this district, that as soon 
as he was well enough to travel, he left 
Atlin for Howe Sound, and despite the 
fact that t'he ground was covered with 
deep snow, located and recorded the 
Charmer group. This property is now 
under a year’s working bond to Mb.

That, arrest was replete with events 
which did not lack spice, flavor and move­
ment, as divers scratches on Mr. Deasy’s 
hands and a color effect on the side of 
the prisoner’s face indicate. The official 
had seen t*he Mexican in the Harbor cot­
tages on Store street in company with 
Indians and white men on Friday af­
ternoon. Hrs suspicion was aroused by 
hearing drop” as he passed.
Thinking it a battle he went in and 
warned the man Albert and the others.

The nexf afternoon, about 5 o’clock, he 
the Mexicali proceeding along St 

street carrying a pitcher (doubtless the 
pitcher produced in, court).

Uflimately, however, he succeed­
ed in getting both men outside (and the 
pitcher .as well), and was proceeding 
away when Albeit’s friend interfered. 
He attempted/ to draw Deasy and his 
man into one of the cabins ns they .were 
passing. Eventually the Mexican, was 
jailed after some difficulty en route, and 
subsequently ,the other. Peter Manual, 
was arrested charged with obstructing 
an officer in the ^discharge of his duty.

This morning Albert cross-examined 
the wifnesses at some length, but did not 
succeed in shaking their testimony.

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MISSIONARIES IN
CITY FROM ALERT BAY

RAIDED A TOWN. DUNCANS CELEBRATION.

Daring Attempt to Sack Rosario by Big 
Force of Ladrones.

Results of the Sports- and of the Exhibi­
tion That Was Held.

Recent mail advices by steamer from 
the Orient tell of a most daring on­
slaught by armed ladrones on the town 
of Rosario in the Cavite province, Phil­
ippine islands, on the 4th of last month. 
The raid netted the raiders fully 25,000 
pesos, ten or twelve horses, and a large 
quantity of goods that were carried 
away bodily from stores and markets 
that were broken open. The robbers 
worked without interruption for four 
hours and then, alarmed at the approach 
of an American, who, with a couple of 
companions, opened fire with a shotgun 
and revolvers, fled from the town. The 
raiders- entered the town about Ï1 
o’clock. Ten or twelve of them had 
rifles, while about half of them seemed 
to have revolvers. The others were 
armed with knives, boloes and clubs. 
They first disarmed the municipal police, 
taking their revolvers from them and 
thus augmenting their arms. They then, 
stationed patrols in the streets and out­
posts in the suburbs to prevent surprise, 
and began work. They went from house 
to house and store to store, forcing their 
way in and demanding money and pro­
perty under threat of death. The stores 
and markets suffered most, although 
nearly every householder was “stood 
up.” In sacking the stores*and markets 
great damage was done to property, for 
in- every place there was an anxious 
quest for money, and goods were thrown 
down and fixtures destroyed. The band­
its paid three visits to the house of the 
American school teacher, and threatened 
him with force if he did not reveal the 
hiding place of his money. As a matter 
of fact they got everything he 'had on 
their first visit, and it is probable that 
he would have been tortured if the 
thieves had not become alarmed»

A Pekin dispatch says: “The Russian 
authorities have refused to transfer the 
administration of Yinkow to China un­
less the medical inspection be entrusted 
to Russia. The real motive of Russia’s 
desire to take charge of the medical 
inspection is to monopolize the Yinkow 
trade, by placing a restraint on foreign 
trade through ah abusive exercise of 
authority.”

In reference to the recurrence of the 
plague in Yokohama, the Yokohama 
municipal aldermen’s council lias decid­
ed to destroy by fire six houses in To- 
becho and another 26 houses in Nisln- 
tobe. it having been found that the na­
ture of these buildings does not admit of 
a thorough disinfection beyig effected. 
The destruction will probably be carried 
out in the course of a few days.

A Tientsin special reports that Russia 
has a scheme for conducting great 
manoeuvres in Lianyang shortly and 
about 7.000 troops are being concen­
trated in that province. It is reported 
that Russia also contemplates holding 
manoeuvres in Harbin. This is certain­
ly a demonstration in connection with tile 
Manchuria problem.

A batch of eight Japanese girls and a 
man were charged at Hongkong recent­
ly. at the instance of Capt. F. L. Pyne, 
of the N. Y. K. steamer Kinshiu Mam, 
with stowing themselves away on board 
the ship while on a voyage from Moji, 
with intent to defraud the owners. The 
stowaways were discovered in. the hold 
the day after the ship’s departure from 
Moji. Ou being questioned Jhrough an 
interpreter, the women agreed to return 
to Japan, but the man refused.

Indian Children Who Never Saw City 
Life—Progress of Church Work 

( Among Natives.

Miss Rebe Loxton Edwards, matron 
of the Girls’ Missionary Home, at Alert 
Bay. and Miss L. F. Humphries, an­
other Church of England missionary 
from the same place, accompanied by 
Miss M. Woollicott, and in charge of a 
couple of little Indian girls who never 
knew what the light of civilization was 
apart from what they saw and 
taught within their own narrow’ confines 
at home, form an interesting party of 
northern visitors who are now in the 
city quartered at the Dominion.

The party are here to spend a couple 
of weeks, during which time the little 
girls will be allowed to revel to thedr 
•hearts’ content in the many things 
entirely new to them. The little girls 
are about ton and eleven, and, for native 
children, are exceptionally bright. To 
them nearly all kinds of conveyances 
'have a special interest, the street car 
is a huge curiosity, while the automobile 
has a marvellous interest, not to speak 
of the various bicycles, locomotives,
In fact the world to the children " 
of unceasing wonder.

The missionary w’ork at Alert Bay is 
accomplishing a great deal of good 
among the Indians, but during the past 
winter it has had influences of a most 
abstracting character to contend against, 
for the season has beefi one almost of 
unremitting potlatching. A week prior 
to the arrival of the party mentioned* 
the Indians 'had just finished what is 
known as “the grease potlatch,” so 
named from the vast amount of fish oil 
and fat consumed. Upwards of 
thousand natives participated in this 
celebration, and greatly to the detriment 
of cannery interests, Indians remained 
at this function when they should have 
been employed elsewhere. Indeed

Indians, as they could not be induced to 
break away from their potlatch until it 
was over.

Miss Edwards says that the uncivilized 
Indian does not want to see his children 
educated, for when the child grows up 
he generally breaks away from old 
cia tions, and does not pursue the primi­
tive customs of his ancestry. But while 
this is the case with boys it is a still 
more difficult matter with the girls. On 
these the parents always retain : 
fi'rm hold. Even after marriage 
times, the parents exert certain powers, 
and a girl who has been sold is often 
taken away from her buyer and resold 
for a larger sum.

Speaking of her knowledge of the In-' 
dians, Miss Edwards says that no 
amount of eloquence iu the way of 
tory ever makes an impression on an In­
dian. Only actions appeal to him. Hence 
a man who is deft of hand is more ad­
mired than he who is possessed of the 
greatest literary talents.

Miss Edwards is a most interesting 
conversationalist, and has devoted 
siderable attention to literary work, be­
ing now in the act of compiling a boon 
on Indian legends.

TO DESTROY OUTWORMS.

Deputy Minister of Agriculture Gives 
Timely Warning on Subject.

Reports having reached the depart­
ment of agriculture of the observation 
of an increased number of the moth 
(Peridroma Saucia) of the cutworm, 
which did much injury to the crops in 
1901, the. deputy minister of agriculture 
is of opinion that although there is noth­
ing of an alarming character in the re­
ports so far received it nevertheless is 
expedient that measures should be taken 
to prevent as far as possible a recur­
rence of the plague. To this end he re­
commends that the following remedy 
which has proved so effective in the past 
be adopted so that not only the cutworms 
mentioned above, but all other cutworms 
(and their name is legion), may be de­
stroyed:

“Thoroughly mix together in a dry 
state 50 pounds of bran and 1 pound of 
Paris green, then add water a little 
sweetened with sugar until the whole is 
thoroughly wet, but not sloppy.”

Dr. Fletcher says: “I find that the 
best way to prepare this is to wet the 
bran with water sligntly sweetened, 
then dry this by mixing in more 'bran 
until the whole is apparently dry again, 
but, as a matter of fact, there will be 
sufficient imperceptible moisture to make 
the poison adhere.”

Place a small quantity of this mixture 
along the rows or at the base of the 
plants likely to be attacked. It takes 
about 10 pounds to an acre of potatoes 
as ordinarily planted. The above is 
taken from bulletin No. 9, which was 
published in 1901, copies of which may 
be had on application to the department 
of agriculture, Victoria.

To avoid disappointment, make sure 
that pure Paris green is used, not green 
coloring such as is often sold as Paris 
green. It should be obtained from reli­
able chemists or druggists who can guar­
antee its purity.
