feet, but in order that their con-
tents might be communicated to
the members of his floeck by the
priest on the altar. These pastoral
letters accurately reflected the true
inwardness of their composer. They
appealed to the highest and noblest
instinets of the Canadian Ukraini-
ans, calling upon them to rally un-
der the flag of the British Empire,
,|and to sacrifice wealth and blood
in support of it, as a holy duty;
they made due acknowledgement
of the debt of gratitude and obliga-
tions which they were owing to
Canada, the land of adoption, which
had afforded protection and oppor-
tunity to all its Ruthenian citizens;
they requested that all party and
racial feelings and all indifference
be put aside; they gave reminder
of the oath of allegiance, with- its
resulting obligation in the way of
loyalty, and they defined loyalty
as involving sacrifice; they sug-
gested the formation of battalions
of naturalized Ukrainians, and they
appealed for continued prayer for
the success of the cause undertaken
by the British Empire and the
speedy restoration of peace.

The Bishop himself took the wit-
ness stand and underwent a lengthy
examination covering each one of
the charges made against him. He

stated they had no knowledge of
anything which would serve as a
foundation for any of the charges;
that they believed the charges to
be wholly unfounded, and that in
their belief, the charges had origin-
ated with a group.of foreign speak-
ing people who were active in a
movement to establish ameng the
Ukrainian people-a church indepen-
dent of the Ruthenian Greek Cath-
olic Church. Among the witnes-
sea were the Director of a Ukraini-
an Educational institute and a for-
mer officer of the Canadian Army.

“His Honor: I was under the
impression the last day of the hear-
ing thar I had to make a written
report but having looked into the
Orders-in Council, I cannot tind it
necessary to do so. [If the accused
is found guilty and ordered to be
interned, he is handed over to the
authorities, otherwise there is no
procedure requiring me to report,
apparently, to anyhody, but I think,
as I did not give my decision the
other day, I should declare in open
Court or indicate, really, what was
the result of the investigation.

“So far as the charges were con-
cerned, it resolved itself simply in-
to the one charge that was pressed
and that was that he had not re-
ported as required under the re-
gistration of aliens. He did not
report, that is quite true, but I
think he had a very good reason
why he should not have done so,
without at all seeming to be trif-
iini with the regulations or wil-
fully breaking the rules, and that
was, as he had registered in the of-
fice of Colonel Lindsay, he there
received authority, I think it might
be called, at least he practically re-
ceived a release from requiring to
report after registering.
