statements and the honesty of man-
agers over whom he has no direct con~
trol, and in many cases he knows very
little personally about the real condi<
tions. The thing seems o promise
well, and he takes the chances. It is
fair to ask if his Interests are any more
likely to be served with fidelity abroad
than in the city where he lives, In a
conmmunity lke this, where. business
competition is keen, there is, perhaps,
not a marked desire to work together
in business affairs, and perhaps each

| man is a little skeptical concerning his

neighbor, But are all the honest men
abroad and all the rascals at home?
One can 'readily recall instances of in-
dustries in this city languishing and
going out of existence in yeara past
because of a lack of capital.  Possibly
there was bad management in some
cases, but that is not an insurmount-
able obstacle. We are apt to hear ‘a
great outery if a local concern goes to
the wall, but how about the losses
made in outside concerns? We hear
only a whisper about them.

The Star is of opinion that if a thor-
oughly “St. John spirit” could be
aroused, prompting men with money
to invest to look about them and add
their quota to the industrial develop-
ment of the city, there would be few-
er lossés to record and less neard about
lack of growth, The business men. of
St. John are very intelligent and en-
terprising, and have won for the city
an enviable reputation. But it is not
pretended that the limit has been
reached. 'With greater unity of ef-
fort, greater confidence in our own re-
sources and our own men, and a less
ardent pursuit of the fleeting- dollar in
foreign flelds, there would be a much
more. splendid story. to record.

FREE TEXT BOOKS.

The Saturday Evening Post states
that ten states of the American Union
have compulsory freet text-book lanvs,
and fourteen permissive laws. Of 28
cities having above 100,000 people, 17
provide free text books; and of 14, hav-
ing between 65,000 and 100,000 people 9
furmish free text-books. Philadelphia
has provided free books gince 1818, New
York. city for over fifty years. Eng-
land has adopted the plan. It is stat-
ed that free text-books add to the ef-
fciency of the schools. Where the
books are provided by the district the
©cost s muoch less, and the attendance
of pupils is said to be better. The
question is one worthy of the attention
of the New Brunswick Jegislature.
