TUCSON, Arls., Jan. 10.—A meeting 
of the town councils of Nogales, Ari­
zona, and Nogales, Mex., has been held 
to protest against reports sent out 
about the plague in neighboring towns. 
Advices from Quay mas say that the 
business of the place has been seri­
ously" damaged by the false reporte. 
No one Is allowed to enter fluaymaa 
without being quarantined for four­
teen days outside of the city. A party 
of high officials is now in quarantine 
at the Island. At Nogales the custom 
officials have a thorough system of 
fumigation of the goods coming 
through from Mexico. Governor ïea- 
bel states that be Is in daily communi­
cation with the gqvernor of Sinalo re­
garding the plague situation, and that 
the reports have been greatly exag­
gerated. On Thursday there were 35 
cases in Maxatlan, of which 16 were 
convalescent and fourteen entirely out 
of danger.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Jan. 10.—Two Big 
Four passenger trains collided last 
night while rounding a curve between 
Мого and Bithalto, Ills., and so far as 
known this morning one fireman was 
killed and three persons were seriously 
Injured. Information is very meagre, 
owing to the Isolation of the scene of 
the wreck.

FROM A NEEDLE TO AN ANCHOR.

V.ЯЕЇу чЯ
Site li(Halifax Daily Echo, Jan. 9.)

The passengers of the steamer As­
syria were all landed at Lawlor’s Is­
land two or three days before Christ­
mas owing to the case of small pox 
on board the steamer, and have re­
mained there over since. At six o'clock 
tomorrow morning all of them show­
ing no signs of disease will be brought 
up to the deep water terminus and for­
warded to thetr destinations.

The Assyria’s passengers include a 
party whoso belief is somewhat new 
to Canada, and they are bound for the 
Northwest, where tljey are being sent 
by philanthropic people. Since being 
on the Island there has been but little 
communication between the immi­
grants and the outside world, except 
by wire or through the immigration 
steamer Argua, and little is known in 
the city of their plans.

The party consists of what are known 
as Nestorians and they are being sent 
to Canada by an association in Eng­
land, which numbers among Its mem­
bers some very prominent London peo­
ple, including a member of the well- 
known banking firm of Barclay. This 
association intends depositing a sum 
of money with the Dominion govern­
ment for the benefit of the Nestorians 
should It be needed to prevent them 
becoming a charge on the country. 
This association also furnished the 
funds for the passage of the party to 
Canada and it is expected tht if they 
like the country and are satisfied with 
the prospects, numbers of their people 
will follow.

The Nestorians are adherents of Nes- 
torlus, a patriarch of Constantinople in 
the fifth century, who was condemned 
as a heretic. The remnant of the sect 
exists in Persia and Turkey and Nes- 
torianlsm is their theological system, 
especially the doctrine that Christ had 
two distinct natures, the divine and the 
human, the latter being subject orly to 
human conditions such as birth end 
suffering, so that the term "theotokos” 
(mother of God,) could not be applied 
to Mary but that she was the mother 
of human nature only. The Nestorians 
hold it was for maintaining the belief 
that the divine and human natures 
were not merged that Nestorlus was 
condemned as a heretic.

Sergt. Baxter arrived at this time 
and being sworn said that he went 
down to the cells where Goodspeed was 
the day he was arrested. He looked 
in the cell and asked the boy there If 
he was Goodspeed.

"He eald yes,” said the witness.
“and asked me if I was the chief of 
police. I told hlm I wasn’t, and he said 
he wanted to see the chief, and tell 
him all about it. I asked him If he 
had seen the shooting done, and he 
nodded his head. I asked him If he 
did it, and he shook his head and cried.
Then he asked me, “Is Higgins there?" 
and I asked him If Higgins had done 
it. He hesitated and I told him to nod 
if he was afraid to speak, and he nod­
ded. There was not another word said 
of any kind. I was not acting under 
Instructions when I went down, but 
did so simply to see the boys."

After Sergt. Baxter’s evidence had 
explained all the preliminaries to Good- 
speed’s confession. Deputy Jenkins was 
recalled and read the confession as he 
had taken It down. It was identical 
with his story of the murder as told at 
the Inquest, the preliminary examina­
tion and the Higgins trial.

Re-examined by Mr. McKeown, the 
deputy admitted that It was owing to 
the Intervention of the chief, backed 
by Mr. McKeown, that he had been 
deterred from making the arrest when 
he wished.

After re-examination of Chief Clarke 
on minor points the crown rested Its 
case.

According to the desire of the jury 
the court adjourned until Monday 
morning at eleven o’clock, when Mr.
Morrill will open for the defense. Ac­
cording to present indications the trial 
Is likely to last a couple of days yet.

The crown called ten witnesses 
against Goodspeed during yesterday 
afternoon’s session of the trial. All of 
them bad previously given evidence in 
the Higgins trial, and their testimony 
though directed mostly towards Good- 
speed’s connection with Higgins after 
the murder, brought out little that las 
not been made public before.

Dr. Macaulay gave evidence as be­
fore regarding the post mortem exam­
ination. Dr. Berryman told of the false 
statements made by Goodspeed to him 
before the inquest. U. S. Immigration 
Agent Robinson related the facts of 
the arrest of the escaping boys at 
Vanceboro. When told they were to be 
taken back to SL John Higgins, be 
said, was very nervous, but Goodspeed 
was as cool as could be. Clifford King, 
Henry Kelly, Frank Kelly, Harry 
Alexander, Harry McNeil, Geo. Gamble 
and Lewis Sharkey, who had all given 
evidence before, told of the actions of 
Higgins and Goodspeed before and aft­
er the murder. The facts were ’ -ought 
out that the boys generally were afraid, 
of Higgins, and that many of them, 
while suspecting Higgins of the mur­
der even before his arrest, were of the 
opinion that Goodspeed was not con­
nected with it

The first witness put on this morn­
ing was Detective Patrick Klllen, 
who told of the Identification of the 
body as it lay in the dead house. At 
that time Fred. Goodspeed only went 
a little way into the place, and with 
an exclamation of fear turned and 
went out. Talking to Goodspeed and 
Higgins afterward they both told him 
that they had last seen Doherty In the 
graveyard Friday at eleven a. m. 
Witness related the events of the days 
preceding the arrest and described the 
arrest made by him at McAdam, He 
told of the finding of the revolver.

Cross-examined by Mr. Morrill, the 
detective said that Goodspeed as well 
as Higgins had made the statement 
about seeing Doherty for the last time 
eleven a. m. Friday.

Deputy Chief F. W. Jenkins’* evi­
dence had to do with the finding of the 
body, its Identification and his sub­
sequent conversations with Higgins 
and Goodspeed. The night the body 
was found both declared they had last 
seen him at 11 a. m. Friday. After 
the body was identified he questioned 
Goodspeed alone, when he made the 
same statement adding that he and 
Higgins had stayed in the graveyard 
till five o’clock, when he went home 
to hie tea. At other times, including 
Wednesday evening, In Coroner Berry­
man’s office, he made similar state­
ments. Thursday In the coroner’s of­
fice he changed his story, saying that 
It was about one o’clock instead of 
eleven that they saw Doherty In the 
graveyard. That night the deputy 
asked Goodspeed when he had last 
been in the park. He denied having 
been there that summer, but later ad­
mitted having been there three weeks 
ago.

“Then,” said the witness, “I said to 
him, ‘what would you say if I were to 
produce a witness who saw you with 
Doherty in the park Friday ?•

“He said: T would say he was mis­
taken.

“I saw Goodspeed again Friday and 
asked him If there was anything new'. 
He said no. Then I asked him his 
candid opinion about the murder.”

“He said: ‘Well I don’t know. It’s 
very strange. The fact that there 
were berries In Doherty’s stomach 
would show he hadn’t been dead very 
long/

“The next I saw him was after his 
arrest on Saturday, Aug. 9. That af­
ternoon he was brought to the office 
of the chief of police. Before Good- 
speed Said anything the chief said: 
‘Now you say you want to make a 
statement. You’re only a boy and I 
advise you strongly not to make any 
statement. If you do it will be writ­
ten down and used In evidence, against

"Goodspeed said he understood, and 
went ahead and made hie statement, 
which I took down in writing.”

The deposition thus made was pro­
duced and identified. Before it was 
read Mr. Morrill insisted that the 
crown must also show that 
ducement had been held out to Good- 
speed before he came upstairs.

The judge agreed to this, and the 
chief of police, called and questioned, 
said:

“Sergt. Baxter met me In the guard 
room and said Goodspeed wanted to 
see me. I went down stairs and spoke 
to him. He was sobbing and I said, 
•you’d better not talk much. You’re a 
small boy and I warn you everything 
you say will be used against you. He 
said, T want to tell you. I want to go 
to the office and tell you/ He seem­
ed afraid of somebody hearing hlm. I 
came away and left him. Later I went 
down and told him ho could come up. 
He did so, and made his statement In 
my office. I warned him there Sgaln.”

Cross-examined by Mr. Morrill, the 
chief Insisted that nothing had been 
sa.d to GOodspeed In the way of an In­
ducement or a promise that what he 
said would not be used against' blm. 
He could not say what went on down­
stairs between the prisoner and Sergt 
Baxter, who was the first to speak to 
him.
