OUTLINES FORECASTED

Imperial Goverament Will Prob-
ably Retain Control of Excise
and Customs for Term of
Years-—Nationalists Object.

london, Alpril 10.—The members
of the British cabinet today put the
finishing touches to the Home Rule
Bill, which Premier Asquith is to in
troduce in the House of CCommons {o-
morrow. The members of the gov
ernment and the few Nationalist
members who have been taken into
their confidence, have kept the secret
of the details of the measure well,
but with the exception of the clanses
relating to the coutrol of the excise
and customs, and the numbers of the
Irish representatives to be retained
at Wesiminster, the general outlines
of the bill are preity well known,

The measure is expected to follow
closely ihat which was proposed by
the late William E. Gladstone. Until
quite recently the Nationalists have
shown no oppositicn to the suggestion
that the Irish excise and customs
ghould remain under the control of
the imperial parliament but there has
been lately a sirong movement in
favor of securing comntrol of this rev
enue by the Irish parliament. Oue
reason advanced for this is that Ire
land desired to make a tariff agree-
ment with the United States.

Among many forecasts that which
suggests that the imperial govern-
ment should retain control of the
customs and excise of Ireland for a
certain number of years after which
it Pass., 10, the. Jrish, paclisg
ment 1§ generally accepted.

It is certain that Ireland will con-
tnue to be represenied in the House
of Commons at Westminster, but by
a reduced number of members. While
{he interest in Premier Asquith’s
speech does not compare in any way
with that aroused by the late Mr.
(lladstone’s efforts, there will be a
full attendance of members and the
public galleries of the tiouse of Com-
mons will be filled to their utmost
capacity. Thousands of applications
have been received for seats but out-
side of the distinguished strangers
and peers’ galleries, there is room
for only a very limited number of
people.

A big contingent hag come over
from Ireland, including several bi-
shops, who will be seated in the dis
tinguished strangers’ gallery, if the
Irish! members are successful in the
Mallot for seats in which members
take part,

With the exception of two members
who are now in Australia, the natien
alists who have arranged to meet be-
fore the opening of the House, s0 as
to settle the order of their speakers
in the debate will be present in full
force.

The premier is a master of condensa-
tion and in all probability will take
less iban two hours to state his case
in the House. He does not need 1o
fear the defections in the Liberal par-
ty from which Mr. Gladstone snffered.
There are only two Liberal members
who are known to be opponents of
home rule. These are Thomas (*ha:
Reginald Agar-Robartes and Sir Cut-
ford John Cory, members from €orn-
ish constituencies where the Protest-
ant element is strong.

At the conclusion of speeches of
the Liberal and Unionist leaders to-
morrow the debate will be adjourned
until Monday and the division of tae
Iouse will be taken on Tuesday,

The second reading will take longer
and the committee stage of the bill
is expected to occupy at least six
weeks. The introduction of the closure
will be a necessity, however, in or-
der to conclude within that *ime as
the Unionists are determined to ob-
struct the measure in every way pos-
sible.

John Redmond, the leader of the
nationalists, this evening sald that
the demonstration in Ulster yesterday
had not affected the bill in the least,
and that the nationalists were just a8
hopeful as ever of securing what they
had fought for so long.

What
ever decision Secretary of War Stim-
son reaches respecting the matter,
the right of appeal io the commission
will be reserved. y

Chicago's reply to Canada's pro-

The objections rais-
ed in the hearing at Washington, it
will be recalled, were that lake levels
will be lowered by an average of six
inches, if the flow of the drainage
canal is increased to 10,000 cubie
feet per second.

Captain Alex Thompson, commerelal
