London, Jan. 26.—It was officially 

announced in London this evening that 
the Zeppelin dirigible ballon which on 
Monday dropped bomba on the Bpe- 
sian port of Libau, In the Baltic Sea, 
was destroyed and five members of ita 
crew were taken prisoners.

"The Admiralty tonight made pub­
lic the following official statement 
from the Naval General Staff at Fetro- 
grad concerning the incident:

“Monday morning a Zeppelin ap­
peared above Libau, and had time to 
drop nine bombs on the undefended 
part of the town. After being fired at 
by the forts the Zeppelin fell Into the 
water. Small craft were sent out and 
destroyed the Zeppelin and took her 
crew prisoners."________

Harwich, via London, Jan. 27.—A 

witness of the naval battle on Sunday 
In the North Sea, who has returned 
here, describes the sinking of the Ger­
man cruiser Bluecher as a terrible 
sight The sea was covered with de­
bris and men struggling for their 
lives.

When the British launched a boat 
to rescue the survivors a monoplane 
flew overhead and dropped bombs, 
which, though they did not fall nearer 
than a hundred yards, prevented many 
of the drowning men from being taken 
out of the water.

One British destroyer was struck 
by a German shell, whtcfr pierced her 
boilers and put her out of action. She 
was towed to the east coast base for 
repairs.

Throughout the progress of the ac­
tion the British vessels were constant

ly attacked by German submarines, 
but British torpedo boat destroyers 
kept circling around and successfully 
warded off this danger.

All the men engaged in the battle 
describe it as thrilling and the results 
from the British standpoint are re­
ported to have been even better than 
announced by the Admiralty, because 
In addition to the destruction of the 
Bluecher, it is claimed, that some Ger­
man destroyers were sunk. It Is be­
lieved that one of the two German 
cruisers damaged was the Derfllnger. 
One of them was in flames.

A German survivor admits that the 
objective of the German squadron was 
a port on the east coast of England.

Among the reports circulating here, 
hut not confirmed, is that a British 
destroyer sank a German submarine 
which was attempting to torpedo an­
other of the destroyers.

These attacks followed a heavy bombardment by the British artil­
lery of the German positions beyond La Basaee, In which, according 
to reports from Boulogne, one big German gun was completely destroy­
ed, while the Germane were prevented from getting a second heavy 
gun Into position.

This was on Saturday. On Monday the .Germane made their at­
tacks, and some of the hardest fighting of the campaign took place. The 
hospital at Bethune was shelled by the Germans, and the wounded had 
to be removed to Boulogne. There has aled been heavy fighting to the 
edit and west of Craon no, in the Argonne and in Aledoe.

Bluecher’s Guns Put Out of Ac­
tion, Decks Swept and Gun 
Crews Wiped Out. ,Says

Entire Army Must be Kept 
Up as Appeal to Arms May 

be Necessary at any Mo­

ment.

London, Jan. 27—The Scotsman to­
day publishes a narrative of a German 
bluejacket, one of the survivors of the 
German armored 
who once lived in the United States.

The bluejacket said the German 
fleet was advancing at full speed to 
attack the English coast when the 
British warships were sighted. There­
upon the Germans turned and made 
for port. The Bluecher, which waa 
comparatively slow, made desperate 
efforts to keep up her maximum speed, 
but the British overheauled and open­
ed Are on her at a range of about ten

“We were under fire from first to 
last,” the bluejacket continued. "The 
British centered their fire on us. Their 
fire was awful. Our guns were put 
out of action, our decks were swept 
and our gun crews wiped out.

"One shell burst In the heart of the 
ship, where many men who had col­
lected were killed.

I saw five killed with one shell next 
to me.

"I do not know what finished the 
Bluecher. as she was full of holes but 
I heard she struck a torpedo. If so 
we can thank the torpedo for saving 
hundreds of lives from the murderous 
gun fire. When the ship was sinking 
I jumped clear of her Into the terribly 
cold water, which was full of dead men 
and men with shattered limbs who 
were crying for assistance. After be­
ing rescued by the British 
warmed, fed and clothed."

The sailor Is credited with saying 
that during the raid on Scarborough 
the men believed they were taking

The Scotsman, which is published in 
Edinburgh, also prints other aeounla 
of the battle as gathered from men 
engaged in It They describe it as 
one of the greatest struggles in naval 
history and thrilling ini every respect.

The Hague, via London, Jan. 26, 7.40

CANADA’S LOST OPPORTUNITY.

Hon. Thomas McKenzie, High Com­
missioner of New Zealand, in the 
course of a tribute to Commander Hal­
sey of the battle cruiser New Zealand, 
which took such signal part in the 
naval battle of Sunday last, expressed 
it as his opinion that “the fact that 
the battle cruiser which was the 
gift of New Zealand to the Mother 
Country has been twice prominent 
in naval engagements gives some 
idea of how great an opportunity 
Canada lost two years ago when 
the Borden naval * policy was reject­
ed by the Canadian Senate.”

The most biased of Grit newspapers 
in Canada will hardly accuse the High 
Commissioner of New Zealand of at­
tempting to make political capital for 
the Borden Government, or intimate 
that he has an interest in gun trusts, 
or ammunition or armor plate fac­
tories and, consequently, that his dis 
appointment at the rejection of the 
Borden policy of emergency aid to Bri­
tain springs from regret that British 
yards were not awarded the contract 
for the construction of the Canadian 
dreadnoughts. On the contrary he 
probably gave expression to the opin­
ion which Is in the mind of most 
broad minded Canadians, irrespective 
of political affiliations. To reject the 
Borden proposal was a serious mis­
take, a mistake which injured Canada 
and the Empire in the eyes of the

To trace the history of the New 
Zealand back to its beginnings, we 
find that splendid battle cruiser is in 
the service of the British Empire to 
day as a direct result of the German 

• scare of 1909. Liberals claim the 
scare was baseless, but will they today 
repeat the statement? It has been 
definitely established that Germany 
for years had been straining every 
effort to produce a navy strong enough 
to cope with the British navy. It was 
the knowledge of that fact which orig­
inally led the British Admiralty to in­
timate to Canada that assistance in 
foiling the German design would be 
very welcome.

The awakening of Great Britain to 
the real purpose of Germany, for all 
practical purposes, can be dated back 
to 1909. In that year Liberal cabinet 
ministers in Great Britain told Parlia­
ment that the German navy was in­
creasing so rapidly that the situation 
in 1912 would be serious if some steps 
were not taken. In reply to this Liberal 
orators and Liberal newspapers in 
Canada today will say that the British 
navy was sufficiently strong in 1912 
and for that reason there was no oc­
casion for the scare. They fail to 
mention, however, that as the result 
of the German scare the British Gov­
ernment, in 1909, ordered four battle­
ships it had not ordinarily intended 
to order, and that it was the presence 
of these ships which made the navy 
sufficiently strong in 1912.

In the spring of 1913 the strength 
of the navy in dreadnoughts was 25, 
including th*1 New Zealand and the 
Australian battleship, and of those 
vessels six owed their existence to the 
“baseless scare" of 1909; these 
the Conqueror, the Monarch and the 
Thunderer, battleships mounting ten 
13.5 inch guns each;
Royal, a battle cruiser mounting eight 
13.5 Inch guns and which participated 
in Sunday’s fight, and the New Zeal­
and and the Australia, battle cruisers 
contributed by the antipodean domin­
ions, each mounting eight 12 Inch 
guns.

The Laurier government was in pow­
er in Canada in 1909 and received the 
same report from the British authori­
ties as was given to Australia and 
New Zealand but they took no action. 
They Joined with the sister nations In 
passing loyal resolutions in 1909—Sir 
Wilfrid's government put great faith 
in resolutions—but they did nothing 
to implement them or to make them 
effective. Meanwhile Australia and 
New Zealand were busy having their 
vessels huit, not at home as Laurier 
contended for, but in the best British 
yards where the skill of British work­
men could make of them the splendid 
fighting machines they are today. 
While New Zealand and Australia 
worked, the Grit government at Otta­
wa slept and passed out of existence 
in 1811 without having rendered any 
effective aid to the defence of the Em­
pire.

In October, 1911, the Borden Gov­
ernment took office and at once set 
about the work of liquidating Canada’s 
debt They went to headquarters for 
advice and they received It but when

Ttiie announcement, from the Ad­
miralty that the British -battle cruiser 
Lion and another British vessel suf­
fered damage in the fighting om Sun­
day throws interesting light upon the 
pecu lari ties of the system of making 
public the events of this campaign.

New York, Jan. 26.—In a collision I 

near the Fenwick Shoals Lightship 
early today, the American-Hawailan 
line freight steamship Washingtonian 
was sunk and the American schooner j 
Ellazabeth Palmer, which rammed her 
was abandoned with decks awash, a j 
floating derelict. One life was lost, i 
that of a water tender 
fifty-three persons, comprising the offi­
cers and crews of the two colliding 
vessels, were landed in New York to­
night by the Old dominion Line steam­
er Hamilton, arriving here from Nor­
folk, which picked them up near the 
scene of the accident, about twenty 
miles southwest of the Delaware 
Breakwater.

The Washingtonian sank within ten 
minutes after the schooner struck her 
and all hands on both craft were ord­
ered to the boats. H. Moyer, a water 
tender on Washingtonian was missing 
when the men were mustered for roll 
call on the decks of the rescuing ship. 
He was seen shortly before the men 
took to the lifeboats, and It Is pre­
sumed by his mates that he went below 
tor some of his effects and was 
caught by the lnrushing waters.

According to Captain George A. Car­
lisle, who was in command of the 
schooner, the accident happened about 
3.30 a. m.

The schooner under full sai"., was 
headed southwest by south, and mak­
ing about eight knots per hour when 
the Washingtonian was sighted. “It was 
evident that the steamer was moving 
In a direction that would have taken 
her across our bows and that our 'IghU 
were seen too late to avoid us,” said 
Captain Carlisle. “We struck the 
Washingtonian head-on making a hoe 
In her almost amidships, the force 
of the impact smashing in the bow of 
the schooner. We immediately broke 
away, and went ahead about a mile 
before our course was changed. We 
saw the Washingtonian go down, alter 
remaining afloat for about ten min-

Would Respect Belgium's Neutrality

“As regards the conversation of 
1911 the Belgian officer said to the 
British officer: ‘You could only land 
in our country with our consent ; ’ 
and in 1913 Sir Edward Grey gave the 
Belgian government a categorical as­
surance that no British government 
would violate the neutrality of Bel­
gium, and that so long as It was not 
violated by any other power we Should 
certainly not send troops ourselves 
into their territory.’

"The Chancellor’s method of mis­
using documents may be Illustrated 
In this connection. He represents Sir 
Edward Greÿ as saying 'be did not 
believe England would take duch a 
step, because he did not think Eng­
lish public opinion would Justify such 
action.’

"What Sir Edward Grey actually 
wrote was: 
that this government would not be the 
first to violate the neutrality of Bel­
gium, and I did not believe that any 
British government would- be the 
first to do so, nor would public opin­
ion here ever approve ot IV

"If the German Chancellor wishes 
io know why there were conversations 
on military subjects between British 
and Belgian officers, he may find one 
reason In a fact well known to him, 
namely, that Germany wâs establish­
ing an elaborate network of strategi­
cal railways leading from the Rhinq 
to the Belgian frontier through a bar­
ren, thinly populated tract. The 
railways were deliberately construct­
ed to permit of a sudden attack upon 
Belgium, such as was carried out to 
August last. . . , „

"This fact glone was enough to Justi­
fy any communications between Bel­
gium and the other powers on the foot­
ing that there would be no violation 
of Belgian neutrality, unless It was 
previously violated by another power. 
On no other footing did Belgium ever 
have any such communications.

"In spite of these facts the German 
Chancellor speak? of Belgium as hav­
ing thereby 'abandoned and forfeited' 
her neutrality, and he Implies that he 
would not have spoken of the Ger­
man invasion as a ‘wrong’ had he 
then known of the conversations of 
1906 and 1911.

“The sincerity of the German Chan­
cellor’s professions to the American 
correspondent may be brought to a

which
serves to recall one of the leading 
facts which produced the present war.

“Herr Von Betlimann-Hollweg re­
fused the proposal which England put 
forward, and in which France. Italy 
and Russia concurred1, for a confer­
ence at which the dispute would have 
been settled on fair and honorable 
terras without war. If he really wish­
ed to work with England tor peace 
why did he not accept that proposal ? 
He must have known, after the Bal­
kan conference in London, that Eng­
land could be trusted to play fair. 
Herr Von Jagow had given testimony 
in the Reichstag to England's good 
faith in those negotiations.

"The proposal for the second con­
ference between the powers was made 
by Sir Edward Grey with the same 
straightforward desire for peace as in 
1912 and 1913. The German Chancel­
lor rejected; this means of averting 
the war. He who does not will the 
means must not complain if the con­
clusion is drawn that he did not will 
the end.

"The second part of the interview 
with an American newspaper corres­
pondent consists of a discourse upon 
the ethics of the war. The things 
which Germany has done In Belgium 
and France have been placed on re­
cord by tliose who have suffered from 
them, and who know them at first 
hand. After this it does not lie with 
the German Chancellor to read to the 
other belligerents a lecture upon the 
conduct of the war."

In his address at Cardiff, to which 
Sir Edward Grey refers in the above 
statement, Fermier Asquith said:

“In a communication to the German 
government In 1912. regarding her fu­
ture policy, Great Britain declared that 
she would neither 
any unprovoked attack upon Germany. 
But that was not enough for German 
statesmanship.

"Germany wanted us to go farther 
and pledge ourselves to absolute neu­
trality in the event of Germany being 
engaged in war. To that demand there 
was but one answer, and that was the 
answer which the government gave.”

** ‘They had to advance into France,’ 
said Herr Von Jagow, 1>y the quickest 
and easiest way, so as to be able to get 
well ahead with their operations, en­
deavor to strike some devishe blow 
as early as possible.

Mere Excuses to Explain Away a 
Fragrant Wrong.

“Germany’s real attitude towards 
Belgium was thus frankly given by the 
German Foreign Secretary to the Brit­
ish Ambassador, and the German 
Chancellor, to his speech to the Reich­
stag, claimed the right to commit a 
wrong in virtue of the military neces­
sity of hacking his way through. The 
treaty which forbade the wrong was, 
by comparison, a mere scraip of paper.

”Tne truth was spoken in these first 
statements by the two German Min­
isters. All the apologies and argu­
ments which have since been forth­
coming are afterthoughts, to excuse 
and explain away a flagrant wrong. 
Moreover, all the attacks upon Great 
Britain in regard to this matter, and 
all talk about responsibilities towards 
neutral states.’ come badly from the 
man who, on July 29, asked Great Brit­
ain to enter Into a bargain to condone 
the violation of the neutrality of Bel­
gium.

"The German Chancellor spoke to 
the American corresupondent of his 
’efforts for years to bring about an un* 
demanding between England and Ger­
many.’ An understanding, he added, 
which would have ’absolutely guaran­
teed the peace of Europe.’

"He omitted to mention what Mr. 
Asquith made public in his speech at 
Cardiff, that Germany required, as the 
price of an understanding, an uncon­
ditional pledge of England’s neutrality. 
The British government were ready to 
iblnd themselves not to be parties to 
any agression against Germany. They 
were not prepared to pledge their neu­
trality, in case of aggression by Ger-

"An Anglo-German understanding
on the latter terms would not have 
meant an absolute guarantee for the 
peace of Europe, but it would have 
meant an absolutely free hand for Ger- 

y, so far as England was concern­
ed, for Germany to break the peace 
of Europe.

"The Chancellor says that in his 
conversation with the British Am­
bassador in August last he ’may have

He entered 
the Royal Navy Jan. 15, 1884, at the 
age of 13 and became a lieutenant In 
the ordinary course Aug. 25, 1892.

Two years later in the Soudan cam­
paign he was again employed on the 
Nile with the Khartum expedition and 
again was mentioned in despatches. Al­
though his seniority 
only six years and 
was made command 
monly won only after 
service,

In the Boxer troubles in 1900 he was 
in command of the Barfleur, stationed 
in Chinese waters. Here once more 
he was landed with the Naval Brigade 
for the defense of Tientsin, and in the 
action of June 19 he was severely 
wounded twice in the left arm.

Mr. Justice McKeown has delivered 
an important judgment In the case of 
Angus Roblchaud vs. Messrs. Moore 
ft White, dismissing Mr. Roblchaud’s 
petition.

The case arose out of an accident 
which occurred In Moore ft White's 
mill at Pleasant Point, on November 
25 last. Roblchaud was working at a 
saw, splitting headings for barrels.

While here Mr. Findlay has been 
looking into a number of Important 
real estate propositions on behalf of 
clients in Montreal, though he said 
that personally he had not invested 
in St John realty. He said he thought 
that during the boom In real estate 
here two or three years ago, values 
had been advanced more than condi­
tions warranted at the time, but that 
there appeared to be good reason for 
faith in the future of this city.

“In regard to general business pros­
pects I think financial men are in­
clined to be optimistic," he
