NATIONAL LINES NOT
TO FIGHT THE C. P. R.

Minister Claims National Line
is in Fine Shape to Meet
Requirements.

Toronto, Bept. 9.-Hon. J. D, Reid,
Minister of Rallways and Canals, who,
with D. B, Hanna, President of the
Canadian National Ratiways, and
Grant Hall, Viee-President of the
Canadian Paeific Railway, was a guest
of the diregtors of thé Canadian Na-
tional Exh®ition at luncheon today,
gave an address in which he spoke
strongly in favor of the increased
frelght and Pussenger rates recently
ranted to the railway companies of
this country by the Board of Raflway
Commissioners  for Canada. The
Minister fntimated that the Govern-
ment favored the increases,

“Canada is a prosperous country,”
sald Hon. Dr. Reid. “The value of our
agricultural lands has increased thir-
ty-seven per cent. during the lagt five
years. Our banke have very much
larger deposits. Our post office de-
posits are {ncreasing. With the ad-
vance we are making, with our nat-
ural resources, with the great future
we have in this country, let us be op-
timistic. Let us carry on the good
work, antl in the interests of the rail-
weys and the country as a whole do
not let us be too hrd on our raflway
gystems. Give them a chance-—give
them an opportunity. 1f you can't
boost, don't knock.'

Railway Very Discouraging.

Hon. Dr. Reid referred to the $46,-
000,000 deficit of the National Rail
ways, and asked: . “Could anything
be more discouraging, more disheart
ening, than for these men (Canadian
Nutional Railway éfeials) to work as
hard as they have, and find that all
their work was not succeeding in mak-
ing the road pay?"’

Hon. Dr. Reid referred to Canada’s
great natural resources, and asserted
that without proper transportation the
country would not prosper. The Grand
Trunk and National Railways had
been consolidated, with 19,000 miles
of trackage, as compared with the C.

Fivizanso Streets, Shops and
Pavements Torn to Pieces
in Disaster.

TWENTY THOUSAND
HOMELESS IN CITY

Latest Estimate of Dead is|
500, But Figures May be
Much Higher. ‘

Fivizzanno, Italy, Sept. 9«(By Cour
eir to Florence) —This city presents a
slraiige appearance with ripped houses,
ravements piled on each other and a
mixture of broken furniture and smash-
€ glass in the streets, as a result of
Tueedsy's earthquaks 'The ancade
of the municipal building s standing,
aithough the edifice ahove collapsed.
No vestige of road remains,

Amidst this scene of ruins by a
strange chaunce, almost the only build
ing standing 's a church with belfry
white the house attached to tne
church wag buried. The entire family
of the postmaster, comprising eight
persons, was buried in the rulns of
fhe post office, with the exception
of one youih,

The work of rescuers is being direct.
ed by Admiral Solari, who caméTrom
Spezia, with Flag Lieutenant Riccati
and Communder Sirani, The work is
being carried out by sadlors and sol-
diers hurredly concentrated here.

Recalls Messina Tragedy

The scenes fin this earth-shaken
town recalled those of the Messina
calamity more strongly than any
other earthquake disaster since One
row of buildings was obserssd popar
ently intact. None of the outer walls
had tallen, and in the windows cur-
tains could be seen waving In the
wind, A look within, however, res
vealed the roofs gone and the floors
fallen in, even the game having dis=
appeared. Nothing was left inside but
hieaps of powdered remains of mason-
ty. Just such a curious happening was
the feature of the Messina disaster,
when the facades of a row of, splendid
petaces were left intact, wiile every-
thing inside wag destroyed.

That the loes of life in Fivizano was
not even greater, was due to the fact
that at the time the earthquake oc-
curred the majority of the population,
belng peasants, already Had left for
the day’s labor in the fields.

San Jose, Cal, Sept. %——An earth-
quake, the heaviest in years here, was
felt at 8.57 A, M. today. No reports of
damage have beep received

Killed in e cue Weork

Florence, Sept. - -Already some of
those working bravely to rescue and
help the suffering from the earth-
quake have been killed. At Fivizanno
three men, includiog a carabineer
were trying to move masonry from
behind which they heard the groans
of someone imprisoned when a new
earth shock occurred, the wall falling
on all three and crushing them in
sight of the onlookers.

When the first earthquake occur
red the prison at Fivizzano was badly
shaken the doors being wrénched
from their fastenings., The inmates
rushed out, declaring that they would
at least die in the open. But when
the shocks had passed carabineers
compelled them to return to their
cells, with the exception of one man,
who slipped away and later was
found at the neighboring station at
Gragnola, engage! in the robbery of
those seriously (njured Ilying in a
gpecial train waiting for transport to
a hospital. With difficulty the cara
bineers saved him from the angry
crowds who had gathered.
