Flood in Texas.

Tll.xlo
peace-at-any-price y now in-
significant. Hzlo best Liberal, as well as
Tory opinion, is ready to support the
government in that late action
wherasin & prompt and peacefnl settle-
ment is most likely to be found; Oliver
Schreiner has issued a manifesto preache
ing the fraternity of the white races in
South Africa whioh will inflaence -the
religiouns section. ;

News from Belgium is read eage:ly for
the present state of affairs suggests an
impending 1evolution. King Leopold,
who could have done much to avert the
orisis, is more occupied with his private
plessures and the Congo schemes, from
which the largest part of his income is
derived, than with internal affairse. He
now finds his kingdom in a state of
chaor. Misgovernment bas gone from
bad to worse, and as in France, the re-
action is due to clerical intriguer. |

- Their mlnlgullﬁon of M. Van de
Peereboom’s electoral bill would practi-
cally have disenfranchised the cities and
left all power with the Roman Catholic
farmers. The Bocialists regard them-
selvés as the viotim of an attempted con-
fidenoce trick, and now will accept noth-
ing but universsl franchige.

THE PRINCE ARTHUR'S TRIAL,

THE DOMINION Amo
RAILWAY’S NEW
FLYER

Meets and Beats the Plant Line’s
New Bosat, Le Grande Duchesse,
in an Right Mile Race—Ran
Ahead and Crossed Her Bows
Before Returning to Boston.

The new Dominion steamer, Prince
Arthur, owned by the Dominion Atlan-
tiec Raillway Company, made a trial trip
down the harbor yesterday afternoonm,
making a record for hersel! and winning
8 signatl victory for her ownere.

She raced for eight miles with La
Grande Duchesse of the Plant 8, B, line,
and won without effort by five lengthe,

It was one of the prettiest of contests
between ocean greyhounds, and was as
thrilling to those who witnessed it as any
’varsity boat race could be.

The race began at the narrows, as the
Duchesse was pulling out of the harbor
for Halifax. The Prince Arthur gave
her a length’s start. It was a fair and
square race,but the Dominion boat, with
speed of t"“{. knots to the hour, rapid-
ly |llppodml:x er adversary, and two
miles bey the Boston lightship cross-
ed the bow of the Duchesse and circlad
completely around her.

The race lasted just 156 minutes, but it
was enough to demonstrate the capabili-
tien of the new boat. Dominion At-
lantic Company now has the fasteat boats
coming into Boston.

A large number of guests accompanied
the Prince Arthur on the trip, including
some of Boston’s most prominent men.
She steamed out from herdock rrociul_v
at 2.30 o’clack, and every boat and tug
in the harbor Llew their whistles in sa-
lute as she came down the bay. Bhe
was decked from her bow fo her stern
in her signal flags, and they flattered
triomphantly in the breess. A more
ideal day for the trip could not have
been chosen,

The ship steamed out through the nar-
rows and made straight for the Boston
light, going out five miles be; She
then turned back making for nar-
rows sgain, where she waited for La
Grande Duchesge. On the return the
Mallory liner, the Comal was sighted.
She was taken for the Duchesse by those
on board, and all crowded to tke star-
board side to watch her. Much disap-
pointment was expressed when her iden-
tity was learned. .

Af 5.10 the Dauchesse was geen coming
out. The Arthur circled and came along
side on the port side. The Arthurwasa
length ahead, but slowed down her en-
gines and dropped a length behind. Then
the race begun.

The Duchesse was on her regular trip
north and had 700 passengers aboard.
Oheers went up from both ships and the
two vessels bounded forward, cutting the
water Jike torpedoes, and leaving & foam-
ing wake behind, .

At first the Arthur gained perceptibly,
then the Duchesse spurted, and for a few
seconds the two boats were bow fo bow.
When the Boston light ship was reached
the Arthur was slmost three lengths in
the lead. She passed to thestar d of
the I'ght and the Dachesse $o the port.
Two miles beyond the Arthur,five lengths
in the 1-ad,elowly crossed her adver-
sary’s bow and circled around ber. A
wild cheer went up from herdeck and
her whistle sounded three timee. The
Duachesse responded fo the salute and
the Arthur replied with her “‘siren.”

At 7.30 o’clock she warped up to her

dock.

The Prince Arthur is a magnificent
steamer, and identical with the Prince
Geo:ge in every respect. She ham been
built expressly to the order of the Do-
mirion Aflantic Railway Company by
Earle’s Shipbuilding Company (Limited)
of Hull, Eng,,under the l:rrmundonoa
of Messre. I'hnnoayflu ay and Joha-
son of London and Liverpool, and is of
the fcMowing dimenasiona: Len , 200
feet; breadth, 38 feet; and depth (mouid-

Hemilton M. McManus Now In
This City with a Warrant Look-
ipg for Miss Luella J. Cross—Mo-
Manus Is the Complainant and
Charges Defamatory Libel.

Roxburgh and Penobsquis, He is slzo a
provincial constable, and it was learned
thet his visit to Bf. John was in cor-

nexion with this laster position but slso
invclving hie character 88 mail carier.

In rejly to queries, Mr. McManovs,
surprised the reporter by saying he wae
the complainant in an action for

defamatory libel against-a young
lady, & school teacher at¢ South
Branch district, Kinge county. His

gtory was that in performarnce of his
duties as mail carrier he goes from Roz-
burgh to Ponobequis via Mechanice’ Set-
tlement, Cleveland and South Branch
districts. He passes the school house of
the latter placr.

Bome time ip March he was informed
that a story injarious fo him had been
set afloat. It was to the effect that on
March 9 he had been seen while driving
pear the South Branch school house to
out open one of the mail bags snd ab-
stract a letter, He says that two of the
girl puplis of tbe school told this story to
their teacher, Miss Luella J. Crose, add-
ing that they found on the road the en-
velope of the letter they ssid he ab-
stracted from the bag. This was ad-
dress:d to Edmund I'. Lockhart, who is
apupil in the Mechanice’ Settlsment
school.

Mr. McManus says the school teachar
wrote a letter to Lockhart stating what
ber pupils had told her and adding that
ghe thoaght Lockhert should know if.
Thie note was delivered to Lockhart and
opened and made public in the Mechan-
ies’ settl:ment school, thus gaining cir-
culatiov among many families.

He farther eays that Thomas Moore,
the postmaster at Mechanica’ Seftlement,
carried the letter from the teacher to
Lockhart without the formality of put-
tiog it through the mails and that there.
by he incorred liab:lity to = fine of $20
under the 11w,

M. McManus gays he then called on
Miss Croes and she acknowledged writ-
ing the letter, slno that she had sscer
tained since that the letter was incor-
rect and that she had followed it by a
second one atating this to Lockharf. This
gecond letter, Mr. McManuseavs,was writ-
ten in Mechanice’ Settlement post office
and delivered to Mre. Long, assistant
official at the post office, and was for-
warded without being post paid. :

He then wrote to P. O. Inspector Col-
ter of the matter and received a reply
that there was no charge against bim.

No intelligent dairyman goes along
year after year without considering how
ﬁ keep up the productive power of his

Some idea of the money involved in

these losses in fertility may be gained if

we will stop for a moment to consider
what it will cost us in cash to put back
these elements of fertility, en out.

Taking the market rates on these three

elements which constitute the sum and

soul of fertility . we find that in grain
farming there is annunally lost $84 worth
of nitrogen, $12.50 worth of phosphoric

id. $21 worth of potash, or a total of
$117.50.

In mixed grain and general farming
there is an annual loss of $39 worth of
nitrogen, $6 worth of phosphoric acid, $5
worth of potash, or a total of $49.

In mixed potato and general farming
thero is a loss of $34.50 of nitrogen, $5
worth of phosphoric acid, $12 worth of
potash, or a total of $51.50.

In stock farming there is an annual
loss of $13.50 worth of nitrogen; a gain

of $2.50 worth of prosphoric acid, and a
loss of $3 worth of potash, or a total loss
of $14.50.

In dairy farming there was a loss of
$13 worth of nitrogen, a gain of $3.75
worth of phosphoris aci nd a loss of
$4.25 worth of potash, or a total annual
loss in fertility of $11.

It should be remembered that in stock
as well as dairy farming clover and other
nitrogen-producing plants are grown, as
well as other nitrogenous products are
‘bought.

But these figures will show how the
drain in fertility is lessened by animal
farming of both kinds.

Making Sweet Soap Grease.

In many farmhouses all the scraps of
fat, cooked and uncooked, are thrown to-
getber in a large tub or kettle, where,
-exposed to air, it quickly becomes exceed-
ingly offensive to the senses. One wonders
how 1t can be that such stinking grease
ocan be changed into good, cleansing soap.
Bus it is said the explanation is that the
thorough boiling which the grease re-
eelves with the lye destroys all the offen-
sive germs. But it only does this after
much of the value of the grease has boeg
destroyed. Get a cake of potash an
make a strong lye of it.- Throw this over
the grease and fat, entirely covering ft.
The grease will be partly turned into soap
Dy this and will keep sweet without any
‘waste.

Machine Versws Hand Labor.

A discriminating writer persistently
says that well-equipped farmers who have
lands adapted to potato growing will
grow tkem by the hundred acres and
with profit. even though prices should be
low, while those who cannot !afford to
own an outfit of machinery will quit
raising them for market. The man who
golants and harvests by hand labor cannot

mpete in raising for the market with
the one who plants and harvests with
machines any more than the wheat
grower who sows by hand and harvests
with a cradle can compete with the
grower who runs a feeder and a self-
binder.

Hew to Confine Ducks.

= Use wire netting 18 inches wide. Every
six or eight feet nail a sharp-pointed
stake to the wire.

Superior Cows for Milk Witheut Saeri-
ficing Beef Qualities.

While I do not believe that what is
termed the general-purpose cow can suc-
cessfully compete with the exclusive
dairy breeds, yet it must be admitted
that. there are many good cows to be
found among the beef breeds, and on
almost every farm one can find one or
more cows that are above the average in
dairy work. It is from these cows that
the future dairy should come on the aver-
age farm. Of oourse, where dairying is
to be made a specialty, one should begin
with some special dairy breed, either by
purchase or breeding from dairy bulls,
and grading up. But the average farmer,
whog keeps from two to half a dozen
cows, from which to raise calves and
make butter for home use, selling the
surplus, does not want the dairy breeds,
because they are only profitable where
one makes dairying a specialty.

But rather let farmers find ous which
are their best cows, then breed them to a
bull whose mother was one of these best
cows, as well as the grandmother, if pos-
sible, and in a short time one can in this
way got & herd of cows better than the
average, without much sacrifice of the
beef qualities. I have tested Shorthorn
cows as high as & 1-10 per cent. butter
fat, giving 80 pounds of milk a day.
Such cows are profitable anywhere, but,
unfortunately; they lack prepotency, and,
as a rule, no assurance that heifers from
such cows will be better than the aver-
age, unless they are bred to a bull from
a superior cow. But where one persists in
this line; using good judgment, they will
be reasonably sure of success.

But there is another point one must
bear in mind, and to this I Attach great
importance, and that is the feeding and
care of the calves. It is the easiest thing
in the world to ruin a cow before she is
6 months old, by improper feeding, and
there is a world of difference in feeding
a calf with an eye to beef, and one in-
tended for dairy work.

If one is feeding for beef the food must
be of such a character that it will form
muscle and fat. If for the dairy we want
to build nervous force, which is directly
the opposite. The nervous cow is never
the fat cow or the cow that lays on fat
readily. I am quite sure that many good
cows have been ruined while yet calves,
by wrong feeding and care. The ocow is
largely a creature of habit, and thgzhabit
of laying on fat should never be encour-
aged in a calf intended for dairy work.
.There is nothing on the farm that I
watch more closely than the growing
calves, as on the care of the first 18
months of their lived largely depends
their future usefulness. I want them
where I can see them every day and see
that their habits conform with the work
for which they are intended.

While we have only, and breed only,
the dairy cow, yet were we in the posi-
tion of most farmers we would follow the
above suggestions. No ironclad rule can
be laid down, but determination to better
one’s condition can always be accom-
plished, and there is plenty of room for
improvement along this line on thous-
ands of farms. A cow that will give a
profit over her keep might just as well
be kept as one tuat runs her owner in
debt. I see many opportunities in the
home dairy, opportunities which if taken
advantage of would drive hard times
from thousands of farms.—W. E. King,
in Boston Cultivator. .

HANDY POST LIFTER.

Although Extremely Simple It !!ovor
Fails te De Its Werk. )

During the slack of work I bave been
doing some fence building, changing the
boundaries of a large fleld, which has
necessitated the moving of some 80 or 90
cedar posts still in sufficiently good con-
dition to replant. These posts bad been
set, not driven, says Guy K. Mitchell,
and had not been pointed, so that getting
them out of the ground appeared at first
a difficult task. Although the sod was
wet. yet after working them loose in all
directions they stuck so persistently and
required so much tugging, effort and

time to get them above ground that I
decided to procure some assistance which
would not only be available for the job
in band, but for future reference. I con-
cluded if I could get a crowbar with an
upturned end, which could be hammered
out to a point at the blacksmith shop,
that it would answer; but, failing in
this, I took a stout, seasoned post about
four inc¢hes in diameter and six or seven
feet long and had it shod with a heavy
piecp of iron with an out-turned point.
With this implement, after working them
loose,, it Was a very easy matter, with
the use of another post for a fulcrum, to
pry out the old posts, no matter how
tenaciously they stuck.

A Much-Needed Measure.

Mr. John® McMillan, M.P., bas intro-
duced a bill into the House of Commons
to amend the Weights and Measures Act
8o that all eggs sold in this country shall
weigh at least a pound and a half to the
dozen. Such a piece of legislation has our
hearty approval. There are eggs and
eggs, and it is simply absurd to contend
that a dozen small eggs, weighing no
more than a pound, are worth as much
money as a dozen eggs weighing one and
one-half pounds.

SANITARY HOG HOUSE.

Dry, Sunshiny Quarters Are Abselutely
Necessary te the Steady, Continued
Health of Swine.

In some of the counties of Illinois half
of the hogs often die on account of dis-
ease. In Iowa severe losses are
Indiana, Kansas, Nebraska and Missouri
report loss, but to a er extent.
Kentucky is comparatively free. Wisoon-
sin, Minnesota and the Dakotas are
usually light sufferers. It is seen from
this that disease is most prevalent where
there are the most hogs, says C. E. Ben-
nett in American Agriculturist. The
massing of animals together and orowd-
ing them with so carbonaceous a food as
oorn is an invitation to disease to come
and reap a heavy harvest. The surround-
ings become unsanitary, disease germs
multiply fast, the system is enfeebled by
damp, unwholesome surroundings, and
:t is not surprising that bad results fol-

ow.

One of the best germicides known is
sunlight. Disease loves darkness and

dampness. Dry, sunshiny quarters are
absolutely necessary to continued health.
All animals must have the sunshine to
bask in or they will not thrive, and
especially young animals require sun-
shine. These facts are too well known to
call for proof. They are stated as a re-
minder to point out a way to arrange a
hog house so as to provide the needed
sunshine inside. It is a simple thing to
got the sunlight to stream in at the
south side, but although it reaches the
floor near the south side it will not reach
far back. The problem is to get the sun’s
rays to the north side of the building.
This can be done and the north side of
the hog house made warm and sunny,
even warmer than the south side.

To do this build the house extending
east and west and of any size desired, de-
pending upon the size of the herd it is to
acoommodate. Then put the ‘‘peak’’ of
the roof south of the center of the build-
ing. Give both sides of the roof the same
pitch. To do this the roof of the north
side will run higher than the roof of the
south side in the place where the roofs
meet. The cut illustrates the plan. Sup-

‘pose the roof of the north side to be 24 to

30 inches higher at the ridge than the
roof of the south side. Then there will be
a chance to put in glass below the one
roof and above the other, and the sun
will stream through to the north side
and kill disease germs by the million
and tone up the system of pigs and shotes
and make them thrifty and healthy.

The alley runs through the center of
the builaing and the central windows are
therefore just over the south side of the
alley, and the sun will shine over the
alley and into the pens north of it. The
whole building is made sunny and pleas-
ant by this center light, but if wished
glass can also be put along the south
side of the building to give direct light to
the pens on the south side of the alley.
A building like this will be particularly
prized in early spring as a place to raise
early pigs. For summer pigs there is no
better place than out in a good pasture.

A DAIRY GLOSSARY.

The Meaning te Be Attached te Certaim
Werds in Dairy Journals.

The terms used by Hoard’s Dairyman
and other dairy papers have the follow-
ing significance:

Ration.—The total allowance of feed
for 24 hours.

Digestible Nutriments.—That portion
of the organic matter which can be
digested by the animal and does not pass
off through the bowels as excrement.

Protein.—That part of the digestible
nutriments which goes to the formation
of lean meat, ligaments, hair, horns and

. the casein (or curd) of milk. I$ is gener-

ally believed, also, that proteiln may be,
and many times is, converted intc the
fat found in milk. The basis of .protein
is nitrogen, hence the protein elements
are frequently termed the nitrogenous
parts of the food. They are also called
albuminoids.

Carbohydrates.—That part of the digest-
ible nutrients which is the primary
source of  sustaining animal heat and
furnishing the power for keeping the ani-
mal mechanism in operation. They are
composed of the woody fibre of the plant
and grain, and the starch, sugar, gums,
eto., and in the published tables of chem-
ical analyses are usually subdivided into
the terms crude fibre, which is the least
digestible portion of feeding stuffs, and
nitrogen free-extract, so-called because it
doges not contain any nitrogen.

"Ether Extract.—That portion of the
digestible nutrients which may be dis-
solved out of the food stuffs by ether. I%
is frequently called crude fat. Whether
fas s actually digested and thus passed
on into. the circulatory system in a
changed form or whether it is simply
separated from the other elements and
always maintains it identity is an unset-
tled problem. It can be used by the ani-
mal for maintaining the body tempera-
ture, and for this purpose is from 2.2 to
2.5 times more efficacious than the
oarbohydrates. It is maintained by some
that the fat in the milk comes largely
from the crude fat in the food, but it has
been demonstrated that it is not apsolute-
ly necessary for this puro pse.

Shying in Horses.

The vice of shying is one of the most
annoying and dangerous, and many
farmers cannot understand why horses
shy in the first place, and why it is so
difficult to break them ot this evil and
dangerous habit. They do not stop to
reflect that shying is simply a revival of

an old habit essential to the very exist-

ence of the horse when it ran wild on
desert or plain. Every horse from celt-
hood up was obliged to be on the look-
out for an enemy. Were it not for its
d the horse would be almost as
defenceless as a sheep. The only reason-
able way to break a horse of this habit
is to require it to stop whenever it shies
and let it see thas there is nothing to be
afraid of. Man himself is not much
afraid of anything he clearly sees and
understands. It is the unknown, the
mysterious, that which comes suddenly
end tekes us wunawares of which we
a4 in fear.—Rural World.

A human brain-cell is a little octopus,
with power to move the tiny tentacles
with ‘which it is provided—to etretch
them out, or to withdraw them at will.
Upon this fact rests the newest revelation
in the science of mind. Why does a8 man
act queerly when he is intoxicated? Why
{8 & man absent-minded - on occasions?
Why, in rare instances, does a man forget
all his past life, being forced $o begin
again as a new individual? Why does a
man sometimes become violently and
dangerously insane—a raving maniac? A
solution of thess problems, so long
deemed hopelessly puzzling, has at last
been worked out. ; :

A very satisfactory exposition ef the
subject is given by Dr. Ira Van Gieson
in a volume just published by the Patho-
logical Institute of the N. ¥. State hos-

itals. A human brain ocell, as described

Dr. Van Gieson, is a simple bit of
nerve substance, from one end of which
spring a number of tentacles, while from
another arises an arm different from
these and of great length. The long arm
is for transmitiog impressions from one
part of the brain system to another. For
example, a given ‘‘ootopus’’ extends its
long arm so as to touch the tentacles or
short arms of a second octopus; the latter
in its turn effects contact with a third,
and so on. Thus a message i8 conveyed,
and the mind gets its news.

The entire brain is a congeries of these
cells, groups of which are organized into
systems by what are called ‘‘association
fibres.'’ their turn the systems are
arranged in communities, the communi-
ties in clusters, and the clusters in con-
stellations. So long as the mind appar-
atus is in a healthy condition, each little
‘‘octopus’ attends to its business faith-
fully, and there is no trouble; bus,
unfortunately, civilized man abuses his
brain in various ways, though especially
with overwork and aloohol, and mental
disturbances frequently result. These
disturbances are the oconsequences of
rebellion on the part of the octopuses,
which have a way of quitting business
when they are ill-treated beyond a certain
point.

You see, the octopus has power to
withdraw as well as to extend its tenta-
cles or shorter arms, and in this way it
is able to throw itself ‘‘out of circuit."’
As a matter of fact, such action is not
taken by a single brain cell, but by
whole groups together. The cells are so
linked by education and habit that they
can operate only as members of assem-
blages, and the withdrawal of one
individual from business signifies a
‘“‘strike’’ by a large number. The object
of the strike is simply to avoid over-
work, and the action taken is a signal of
exhaustion; it means that the cells can-
not afford to give up any more energy.

Here you have an illustration of what
sometimes happens to the successful
merchant who works 18 hours out of
every 24, at piling up the dollars. One
day something goes wrong; his thought
machine does not seem to work properly,
and ideas do not flow easily. No attsn-
tion being paid to the matter, phenomena
of this kind become more frequent, and
at length thére comes a breakdown. A
group, or perhaps a system, of brain cells
has given up work, and thrown itself
out of circuit, refusing to transmit mess-
ages. The merchant goes to a sanitarium
for a while, and, if careful of himself, he
may recover. |

Or the case may be that of a 1i
man, who gets into the habit of helping
himself a$ his work with doses of whis-
key. He finds that he can accomplish
more with the aid of the stimulant, and
after awhile he cannot write at all with-
out it. The alcohol stimulates the brain
cells, and causes them to yield an extra
amount of energy. This, indeed, they do
readily for a while, but it is accomplished
at the expense of a strain upon their
reserve force, and at length they are
obliged to give up. Also, the alcohol acts
as a poison upon the brain cells, causing
them to work irregularly, so that the
literary man, perhaps, becomes afflicted
with morbid ideas, hallucinations and
delusions.

The discovery of this tendency to with-
draw from business on the part of the
brain cell under certain conditions has
thrown a flood of light upon a host of
mental phenomena. A blow on the head
may deprive a man of his education, tak-
ing away from him all memory of his

career, so that he has to begin to
live over again in a new world. The
cause is simply that the associations
between certain groups of cells have been
broken up. Manifestations of violent
mania are due, in some cases at all
events, to the withdrawal of the higher
groups of cells, which dominate and
control the lower parts of the nervous
stem. Thus the sub-conscious mind,
which ordinarily is held in abeyance,
lacks its normal control and advances to
the foreground, responding to any stimu-
lus with a storm of excitement.

Brain cells of the highest order are
found in the upper brain, where the in=
tellect proper is supposed to be located.
Here, as Dr. Van Gieson says, the asso-
ciations of the tiny octopuses are com-
paratively loose, and their relations
change constantly. In fact, they are in a
state of continual flux, and hence the

lay of the mind, the infinite variety of
thought and reasoning. ‘This condition of
affairs, indeed, is essential to the elevated
type of intelligence; a stupid person does
not have this constant mind-play, due to
the making and breaking of relations
between brain cells. Of course, this is
not the only reason for the mental superi-
ority of the clever man: The brain octo-
puses, like the octopuses of the ocean,
differ in their qualities, and thus we find
varying degrees of talent in' different in-
dividuals.

Temporary disjunctions of the higher
cells are accountable for the phenomena
of absent-mindedness. A man is so
absorbed in the consideration éf one sub-
ject that he is unconscious of what is
going on around him, the tentacles of
the ootopuses being all turned one way,
%0 to Being 80 loosely associated,
the higher braip cells are first to act in
a disorderly fashion when a person takes
oo much drink, so that he behaves
queerly and talks absurdly, unlike his
usual self. The effect of the alcohol going
further, the cels in those patches of the
brain which control the mugc move-
ments are affected, and the man stag-

the octopuses give up the work en
masse for the time and the victim
sleeps like one dead. enough of the
fd”n is taken, the brain cells are para-
yzed for good, and the unfortunate dies.

There is some relation as yet undiscov-
ered between extraordinary activity of
mind and insanity; hence the statement,
unquestionably true, that ‘‘great wit to
madness nearly is allied.’”’ It cannot be
denied that geniuses are ap$ to exhibis

ptoms of mental alienation, and their

children are usually inferior in intelli-
gence to those of average men. Examples
are easily furnished to illustrate the
proposition:

Martin Luther had halluoinations.

Edgar A. Poe showed symptoms of
insanity.

Peter the Great was an epileptic.

Julius Caesar was an epileptiec.

Raphael was afflicted with suicidal
mania.

Walter Scott had visions.

Pascal in-his early youth was thrown
into a passion by the sight of water..

Richelieu, on occasions, imagined him-
self a horse.

Descartes was followed by a soeptre.

Goethe, on at least one oocasion, en-
countered a phantasm of himself.

Cromwell was a hypochondriac, and
had visions.

J. J. Rousseau was a melancholy mad-
man.

Jeanne d’Arc had visions.

Mahomet$ was an epileptic and received
messages from God.

Swedenborg fancled that he wen$ to
heaven on a white horse.

Mozart died of cerebral hydropsy.

Chopin abandoned his wife because she
offered to another man the seat he wanted.

Mme. de Stael was fearful of the cold
of the tomb, and commanded that her
dead body be wrapped in furs,

Dean Swift inherited insanity, and was
himself not a little mad.

Shelley, called by his friends ‘‘Mad
Shelley,’’ had hallucinations.

Charles Lamb went crazy.

The great Johnson was a hyposhon-
driac. and had hallucinations of hearing.

Coleridge was a morbid maniac.

Milton was of a morbid temperament
nearly approaching insanity. Modern
ideas as to gell are formed on the descrip-
tions evolved by his diseased imagination.

Certain kinds of dementia ve come
to be associated with ocertain/ classes of
people. Paresis, almo known in

women, is the typical insanity of specu-
lators. Usually it seems to be due to
overstrain of the nervous system, attri-
butable to the excitement of gambling,
combined with habitual stimulation of
aloohol, to which operators in this line
commonly resort for the ‘‘bracing’’ effect.
Paresis is one of the most rapid or all
brain diseases in its progress, and is al-
ways fatal, the extreme limit of survival
being four years. I well remember a case
in New York City, where experts in my
own profession declared me wrong in my
diagnosis of the complaint of a patient
whom I put down as a victim of paresis.
Being unable to convince them that I
was right, I told them that if the man
was not dead within four years, I would
burn my medical diploma and confess
that I knew nothing about my business.
The patient died just four years and one
day later, so that I lost the hazard, bus
my professional brethren let me off with
a dinner, which I was very willing to
pay for, inasmuch as I was proved to
have been correct.

Society women are especially liable to
melancholia, and old maids are very
much more subject to mental aberrations
than married women. The stealing of
women’s shoes is a form of craziness so
highly specialized that the Germans give
to it a name of its own—frauenschuste-
himonomanie.’’
anywhere is another species of insanity,
and victims of another kind have such a
dread of uncleanliness that they spend all
their time in the bath, if permitted. This
last disease I was the first to identify,
and to it I have given the name of
“mysophobia.’’

The Arctic sparrow, among all animals,
has the biggest brain in proportion to its
size. Relatively to bulk, the canary bird
possesses a brain bigger than a man’s,
and the same is true of the squirrel
monkey of South America, which is not
an exceptionally intelligent simian. Bulk,
however, counts for little; the quality is
the thing of importance, and therefore
i is a mistake to attribute ipferiority to
woman’s brain as compared to man's,
merely on the ground that 1t weighs
eight ounces less. She is a smaller crea-
ture, and hence the lesser weight of her
cerebral equipment. It should be remem-
bered, furthermore, that the brain is not
the sole organ of mind; much of our
thinking is done with the spinal cord
and with the ganglia which are dis-
tributed all through the body.

Trees Grow Bread.

The bread fruit tree of Ceylon is very
remarkable. Its fruit is baked and eaten
as we eat bread, and is equally good and
nutritious. In Barbutu, South America,
is a tree which by plercing the trunk
produces milk with which the inhabit-
ants feed their children. In the interior
of Africa is a tree which produces excel-
lent butter. It resembles the American
oak, and its fruit, from which the butter
is prepared, is not unlike the olive.
Pnri, the great traveller, declared that
the butter surpassed any made in Eng-
land from cow’s milk. At Sierra Leone
is the cream fruit tree, the fruit of which
is quite agreeable in taste. At Table Bay,
near the Cape of Good Hope, is a small
tree the berries of which make excellen$
candles. It is also found in the Azores.

The vegetable tallow tree also grows
in Sumatra, in Algeria and in China. In
the Island of Chusan large quantities of
oil and tallow are extracted from its
fruit, which is gathered in November or
December, when the tree has lost all its
leaves. The bark of a tree in China pro-
duces a beautiful soap. Trees of the
sapindus or soap berry order also grow
in the north of Africa. They are amaz-
ingly prolific, and their fruit contains 38
per cent. of saponin.—Ladies’ Home
Journal.

TRIPLER’S PROCESS.

Hew the New York Man Marufactures
Liquid Air — Some Faots eof
Gemeral Interest.

As recently explained by Tripler, im ;
his laboratory the first supply of liquid
air must be made by the use of coal or
any other ordinary fuel, just as ice is
made in a factory, but thereafter ten gal-
lons of the fluid may be produced by the
expenditure of two gallons. He pom‘.
liquid air in his small engine ahd the'
piston begins to puinp and drive the ﬂy‘
wheels as if ander a heavy head of steam. ,
For every two gallons Tripler pours lneo‘
his engine he produces cight or ten %;l;,
lons of liquid air from his liquefler.
surplus costs nothing.

Briefly, the liquefication of air is caused ;
by intense ocold, not by compresslo‘n.“
although compression is a part of the pro-'
cess. After once having produced this'
cold the workman does not need so much
pressure on the air which he is forcing
into the liquefying machine. So great
does the cold actually become that the
external air, rushing in under ordinary
atmospheric to flll the vacuum
caused by liquefication, itself becomes
liquefied. That is, the liquefying machine
will keep on producing as much liquid
air as ever, while it takes very littls
liquid air to keep the compressor engine
going. The heat caused by the oomprol-t
sion- is removed by passing the pipes
through running water, so that the a
enters the liquefler a$ a temperature
about 50 degrees Fahrenheit.

Alr is liquid at 812 degrees below serq,
Raised to more than 813 below zero {§
boils, just as water boils above 219 de-,
grees. A single cubic foot of liquid air,
contains 800 cubic feet of alr at o
pressure—a hall bedroom full reduced to
the spaceof a large pail. '

It is the commercial aspect of the pro-
duction that is just now absorbing publie
attention. Mr. Tripler is producing liquid
air in limited quantities, just as many
others have done, but the commercial
production of the fluid is a thing yet to
be develoved. The other day a man paid
Mr. Tripler $25 for three gallons of liquid
air, with which to give demonstrations in!
a public lecture. Not much immediate
pro of putting it to commercial wses
at $8 per gallon. Mr. Tripler also says
that liquid air could not transferred
from New York to Toronco except im
open cans or tanks, and that the loss
from expansion into vapor would neces-
sarily be great. ‘‘But soon,”’ he added,
“‘there will be no need to transport it, for
it can be made cheaply and quickly any-
where on earth.’’ Mr. Tripler has sent it
in open cans from New York to Boston,
Washington and Philadelphia, and these
are about the only transportation experi-
ments thus far made.

Dividends Instead ef Taxes. :

More village Arcadias! The Dalecar-
lian village of Orso is not, says a corre-
spondent, the only Continental commun-
ity which rejoices in freedom from rates
and taxes. Staufenberg owns a large
tract of forest land, which yields enough
revenue to pay all the municipal ex-
penses, and besides to allow a ‘‘divi-
dend” to every citizen of about £1 a
year, also a certain amount of free fuel.
The Town Hall, water supply, schools,
municipal bakehouse, etc., are all main-
tained in a state of high efficiency out of
the revenue of the public estate. Kling-
enberg-on-the-Main pays its rates and
taxes, and gives an annual bonus to its
inhabitants, out of the royalties on its
rich beds of fireclay. Communal meadows
and forests pay all the rates of Langen-
selbold, in Hanau, and each citizen gets
besides two cords of firewood and 20
marks a year in money. Freudenstad
in Baden—thanks to the possessio ?
5,000 acres of land—supplies its inhabit-
ants with free wood for firing and build-
ing, with free pasture for their cattle,
and with roads, schools, churches, foun-
tains. hospital, communal musie, eto.,
without levying any rates, and gives each
family a ‘‘Christmas box’’ of £2 1s or
£3. Kampen, on the Zuider Zee, derives
its income from the letting of municipal
lands, and the rate-collector is unknown,.

DOMINION DAY.

Saturday was the 32ad anniversary
of the creation of the Dominion o Can-
ada by the British North Amerioa Act,
which came into operation on the 1si
July, 1867. Spesking generally a whole
generation hag passed away since this
eonfederation came into being. Thoe
who had reached middle sge af that
time have nearly all disappeared; the
young men and women of that day have
reached middle age, while the larger
part of the work in Canada in every
lme of effort is beicg done by
persons who were either infanis in armse
or were not born at all at the time of
confederation. To the msjority of the
people of Canada confederation seems
the natural condition of affairs becaute
they have mever known avy other.
These peorle will therefore have some
difficalty in understanding the violent’
opposition that was offered to confedera-
tion, even in provinces which afier.
wards accepted it most heartily.
They cannot appreciate the difficulties
which many_sincere opponents of union
with Canada saw in the scheme of cen-
federation, for most of these apparent
difficultienhave proved tobeunimportant.
Now every person can see that a union
of the provinces of British North Amer-
ioa at that time, was not only proper but
necessary to the prosperity and, indeed,
their political existence as parts of the
British empire.

It will not be denied by any well in-
formed and disinterested person that
the scheme ¢ f confederation has proved
8 great succese, It has been & success
because the union of tbe provinees was
s natars]! and proper thing fo accom-
plish and because-those persons who
objected to the wunion on various
grounds, with few exceptions, did
their best to make it all that
its promoters desired it fo be, Looking
back at the past we can very readily
discern what & critical period the era of
confederation wag/in the history of the
empire, and what disastrous consequnces
must have resulted if the union had
been delayed. But it was accomplished
and gince then the whole
aspect of affairs is- changed.

THE PHILIPPINE CAMPAIGN.

The process of conquering the Philip-
pines does not seem to be making much
headway. Althongh the Americans
have & Iarger force in these distant
islands than Great Britain had in the
Thirteen Colonies to put down the revo-
lation, no substantial progress seems to
be made. Itis trune that we heara great
deal about positions being cap-

tared from the enemy and alsc of
the Philippine Insurgents being routed
and slain, but as these potitions are
generally abandoned fir lssk of men to
occupy them their capture goes for noth-
ing. It appears that the American forces
in the Philippines now number 35,000,
and they are to be increased to 44,000
by the sending out of ten additions} regi-
ments which are to be enlisted for ser-
vice in the East., Very few paople think
that this number of soldiers wil be
sufficient to punt down the Philip-
pine insaurrection, for the climate
is bad and many men are always inoa-
pacitated by sickness. This has cost
and is costing a very large sum of money
€o the people of the United Btates. Itis
stated on {he authority of a high officer
of the American army that the expen-
ditare for troops, equipment, supplies,
subsistence, maintenance and the p:y-
ment to Spain of $20,000,000, make &
total of not 13es than $200,000,000. The
daily expenditure is $280,000, and this is
likely to increase rather tham di-
minigb. - In returm for this the
American people are mnot gettng
much glory. They hear a great deal
about victories, but are not afforded any
opportunity of getting at the real facts,
General Otis, who is in command at
Manils, exercises the strictest, kind of
censorship, and it is impossible for a
newspaper correspondent fo send any
information, either by wire or by letter,
that is not mgreesble to him. He
does not content himself with forbidding
the transmission of certain mews by
ocable from Manils, but goes the
extreme length of saying what shall and
what shall not be mailed under envelope
and sea’. He has warned the corres-
pondents that any one of them who tries
to eizcamvent his vigilance by sending
oblactionable matter over by transmic-
sion from Hong Kong will be treated as
if the ‘offence had been committed in
Manila and might as well pack his
trunk for home. Under fhes: circam-
stances the Awmerican people would
have & very one-sided view of the
Philippine campaign were it not for
the letters from officers and soldiers
which ocoasionally find their way into
print. Some of these are of such & chaz-
acter as to shock the genmibilities ot a
humane and generous peopls; while
others are very severe on the generals
and high officers who have the cam:-

paign in charge. Certainly no one

would have ventured to predict that the
Filipinos could conduct such a cam-
paign as they have been doing,
or that they could maintain any
congiderably force in the flel?,
We have been accustomed to
regard them as belonging fo & very
poor typs of humanity, both with respect
to physique and intelligence, but it is
evident that these views have to be re-
vised. Bome light has been thrown
recently on the character of the people
of the Philippines and of their 1sader
Aguinaldo by an article which apvears
in the July number of the Review of
Reviews. It is written by Hon. John
Barrett, who was formerly United States
minister to Siam, and who is \well
acqnainted with the Philippiner. .
Barrett isanimperialist and is verysevere
on those who hold a contrary view because
he thinks them responmsible for the
undae prolongation of the war, but the
picture which gives of Aguinaldo, his
congress and his army is certainly &
very favorable one. This leader and the
pecple of the itlind genmerally were
under the bel ef that the Americans in-
t:nded to give them tueir freedom after
wrecking the power of Spain, and acting
on this belief Aguinaldo organized a
native government, Referring to his
proceedings in Oetoborr last Mr. Barretsy
ays:— {

“He had assembled at Malolos & con-
gress of 100 men who would compare in
behavior, manner, dress and education
with- the average men of the better
classes of other Asiatic na-
tions, possibly ineluding the Japaneee.

They are wholly of
today in their inspiration, and wanting
in that faunltlass perfection of form that
has_ preserved some medicore litera:
productions from oblivior. They will
perish, and'the generations to come will
know ttem Bo more. Kirl'ng will roost
on the toF shelves of the libraries, with
Campbell and Doxue and Rodgers and
Tapper and Josh Billings, and the orit-
ica will look back with wopder at the
popularity he once enjoyed.

The Demand For Iron and Steel
8till Continues — Failures Are
Fewer Than Last Year—Heavy
Shipments of Boots and Bhoes—
Wheat Shipments Large.

Naw Yorg, June 30.—R.G. Dan & Cec.’s

weekly review of trade tomorrow will
say: Failures for the second qaarter of
1899 have been 2,080 in number, sgainet
3,065 last year, with liabilities of $20,-
259,000 against $36,602,252 last year, and
for the first half of 1899 failures were
4 852, against 6,766 laet year, with liabil
ities of $48711,000, against $71,.
246583 last year. But mearly half
of the June liablities are due
to one failure, not etricty commereisl,
covering some banking concerns, & pro-
moter and = railway equipment com-
pany for $5,136,000, in essential features
& loan and trust concern. With it bank-
inﬁ failures amount to $6 436,000 for the
half year, leaving for commercial fail-
ures $42275,068 against $67,444,639 last
year. Manuofactaring were $16,900,000
for the balf year against $30,956,626 last
year.
The demand for iron and steel seems
to have no limit. Prices of pig aversge
higher than at any other time since
February 1890, snd prices of finished
products higher than since March 1891.
Billets are hardly obtainable, bar and
plate orders are refased quite largely
becamse works are overcrowded. BSheet
mills have much stronger demand at
the west, but lees at the east and struc-
tural works report 26,000 required in two
new esatern contracts, Tin is strorger
at 26 cents and copper at 18 cents for
lake, but lead is dull with hope of an
end to the Colorado atrike.

{urned up, dealt blows right and left.

Count Ferruc~io Mscols, proprietor of
the Gazstta di Venesia, who in hia duel
in March of last year killed Signor Caval-
lotti, the poet and ‘publicist, attacked
Signor Di Felico, whose friends cried
“Baware of the murderer.”

General Pelloux, pals and stupefied,
remained standing. He was on the
point of being attacked, when Admiral
Bettolo raised a chairand d:fended him.

The galleries joined in the uproar with
wild cries and were cleared.

Signor Chinagli, the president of the
chamber, suspended the sittinge. When
the combatents were separated, SBignor
Sonnino persuaded the president fo re-
gume the proceedings, if only, as he put
it, to “afford incontestable proofs of
Bocialist violence.”

The secret ballot was again called for,
with the result that there was a repeti-
tion of the disorder and fighting,together
with an exchange of the filthiest inst1:e.

with the West. Discussion of this ques-
-tion has developed info & general plan of

‘& Lackawanna and the Delaware &
Hudeon in slliance with the New York
Oentral; and, on the other hand, an alli-

AN ENGLISH CHAMPION:

The London Mail Defends What the
United States Has Done in the
Philippines and Wants the Tesk
Completed.

Loxpox, June 27—The Da'ly Mail this
moming, under the heading, “Ameri-
oans and Their Critics,” discusses the
situation injthe Philippinesjand says
editorially:—

“The news that the Ameriean army
is, with the least possible delay, to be
raised from ite present figure of 65,
men to 100,000, and that General Otis
is to be strongly reinforced, shows that
the United States government is deter-
mined to mske a vrompt ending of the
insurgent Filipinos’ resistance.

“It may seem sirange that so great
and powerful a people, with its enormous
finanoial resources and vast population,
should not have rapidly sabdued the
Filipinor. Thie ie the view genersily
taken by prejadiced continental critics,
but the view is not a sound one.

The Spaniards required 30,000 regular
soldiers to subdue the imsurrection of
1896 7, when the Filipinos had no charce
for drilling or arming, such as the war
of last year gave them. Otis’ forces have
not yet reached tha$ figure. He bas had
to grapple with all the new problems of
s stroggle with uncivilised enemies in &

ground. The Filipino is fighting at
home. Aguinaldo has not to drag
tediously through rice swamps hundreds
of wagone and tons of gune.

“The experience of France in Madagas-
oar, and our own experience in pacifying
Burmab, recall to our minds the fact,
which has been forgotten on the con-
tinent, that this kind of war is always a
tedious and protracted one.

“It is ourious that Aguinalio does not
realize the complete futility of the game
he is plavicg. The Tagsls, whom he
leads, ars only one out of 30 distinct
tribes in the archipelago, and represent
NATIVE VICT?2RY WOULD MEAN C!VIL WAR,

“It is certain that their victory in the
struggle, which is wholly impossible,
would only lead to more or less pro-
tracted civil war among the Filipinor.
Th?i’ could not maintain order and up-
hold their independence againat the
European powers, which would be at-
tracted by the scent of prey.

“They have been offered a fall meas-
ure of self-government by the Ameri-
cans. They have nothing to gain by
fighting and nothing to lose by submis-
sion, but the unfortunate fact about the

NOTHING PROVEN AGAINST
WADE, McGREGOR AND
NORWOOD.

On the Contrary Commissioner
Ogilvie’s Report Shows Them En-
tirely Innocent—The Klondike
Nugget Has Gone Back on Sir

Wade went on the stand and was
sworn, [he Nugget says that his state-
ments were “clear, concise and convinc-
ing, and in justice to that gentleman it is
o be regretted that our space forbids its
reproduction.” He swore that he had
not received anything from the water
front lease. McGregor also swore that
he had no connection with it either di-
rectly or indirectly.

D. W. Davis, collector of customs and
ex-M, P, for Alberta, gave evidence in
regard tc Sir Hibbert Tapper’s charge
that saloon keepers and gamblers were
tlackmailed. Davis said that he and
Wade were appointed to get up sub-
scriptione for Father Judge’s hospital
which was in a bad way. They col-
lected $4,000 from saloon keepers and
gamblers, who were escaping taxation
and furned the money over to Father
Judge. Wade gave similar testimony.

Commiesioner Ogilvie regretted to
have wasted & whole day on so flimsy
charges and congratulated the officials
on making so good a showing, at the
same time honorably acquitting them.
This from the Nugget, whose proprietors
were closeted with the leaders of the
opposition during the early part of this
eession trying to work up a rcandal
against the officiels and the department,
is perhaps the most fitting rebuke that
Tupper and company could receive.
