parts of the empire, through the creation
of a more adequate and comprehensive
mutual exchange of information as to op-
portunities and facilities « for prpﬁtable
trade exchange, and through a'general co-
ordination end coneolidation, as far as
possible, of mutual trade interests.

In ‘addition to- his mission as member of
the ‘commission,” Hon. Mr.  Foster ~will
take oceasion of the opportunity to take
up in' Eondon several questions of special
importan¢e to Canada. He will endeavor
to advanée ‘the scheme for a fast Atlantic
service between Canada and the mother
land to- be ‘subsidized by both govern-
ments. This scheme, launched five years
ago by Hon. Cliffiord Sifton, has practic-
ally remained in abeyance ever since.

Mr. Foster' will ‘also discuss with the
Australian representative on the commis-
eion the long standing proposale for a-re-
ciproeal’ trade ‘agreement between Canada
and Australia. Informal pour parlers have
passed between the ‘dominjon and the
commonwgalth ‘governmenfs since the
Borden- ministry assumed power, but as
yet Australia has, as in. the past, given
no very tangible encouragement to tne
scheme. !

To Improve Trade Service.

Another eubject to be discussed with
the British government is the proposal for
a ‘closer co-opération and exchange of ser-
vices in trade matters between the British
consular corps and the Canadian trade
cpmmiesioners. Mr. Foster believes that as
the promotion of British and Canadian
trade interests are in the main mutually
beneficial, the representatives of both
Great Britain and of the dominion in
foreign countries could and should co-
operate, thus avoiding unnecessary ap-
pointments of officials by both govern-
ments to cover the same fields and greatly
extending the trade information service of
the dominion.

Still another guestion to be taken up
in London this summer is that of the pro-
posed uniform imperial naturalization law.
Premier Borden and Mr. Foster will both
consult the imperial authorities as to sug-
gested changes in the draft bill submitted
last fall to each of the overseas govern-
mernts.

It is possible that Hon. C. J. Doherty,
who has been making a epecial study of
the question, may also go to England
with Premier Borden and Mr. Hazen next
month to take up this question in Lon-
don. Mr. Doherty aleo contemplates an
investigating tour in Europe of penal in-
stitutions with a view to inaugurating
some reforms in the penitentiaries of
Canada.

GETHSEMANE

E Letter from Jerusalem
¢ London

by Mrs. Julian Grande, in
Leader.

‘Y have just been visiting for the. first
time the Garden of Gethsemane, the most
famous of the world’s gardens. Some peo-
ple ask whether the Garden of Gethsemane
i§ a real garden,®*or merely an enclosure
planted chiefly with trees, and not a gar-
den in the sense in which we use the
word. But the Garden of Gethsemane is
really a gardem, albeit a somewhat small

barely be noticeable. Yet it is the most
famous garden in the world, and it is like
no other garden which I have ever seen,
and 1 have seen many, in very different
countries.

The Garden of Gethsemane lies with re-
gard to Jerusalem somewhat as Tennyson’s
“garden that I love” lay with regard to
some ¢ity of his imagination—within sight
of it, yet not wholly of it. It is passed.on
the way to Bethany and Jericho, but so
high are the walls (some 40 feet high, 1
should think), that nothing save the tops
of the trees can be seen above them. On
the slopes of the Mount of Olives, above
the Garden of Gethsemane, are other high-
walled enclosures, planted with trees and
flowers. In one stands the great domed
Russian church, built by Tsar Alexander
III, and, as it seems to many people,
strangely out of place on the Mount of
Olives; another marks the site elaimed by
the Greeks to be the Gardem of Geth-
semane.

Anyone who reads over carefully St.
John’s description of the position of the
Garden of Gethsemane, “Over the brook
Cedron, where was a garden,” will see that
it exactly fits the garden which we believe
to be that of Gethsemane, but as the gar-
den mentioned by 8t. John was probably
a large orchard of trees, perhaps olive
trees, rather than what we should now
call a garden, it may well have extended
over most of this slope of the Mount of
Olives, and thus it is quite possible that
both what we call the Garden of Geth-
semane, as well as what the Greeks claim
to be it, were included in the garden in
Christ’s time.

The most famous garden in the world
now belongs to some Franciscan friars, and’
{ the long-robed, turbaned Syrian gardener
| who tends it, and who is seen in the photo-
| graph, keeps it in exquisite order. It is
| entered by a gate, usually kept locked. In-
[sxde grow tall sombre cypresses, spreading
| oleanders, one or two graceful, light-foli-
|aged pepper-treea, which to me have a
look of modernity out of keeping with so
long hallowed a spot; and eight ancient
olive trees, one being that pointed out as
the tres of Ohrist’s Agony. This is the
tree shown in the photograph just in front
of the two tall cypresses. Some of the
walks are bordered with low, broad,

| cropped  rosemary ‘hedges, rosemary being

the commonpest shrub in Palestine ~gard-

ens; and the beds are full of all the sim-
plest, old-fashioned English garden flow-

ers, which to most of us are dearer than all|

others.

The . violets growing thickly around the
roots of the Tree of Agony, the oldest-
looking of all the olive trees and the great
est in girth, were over when I first saw
the Garden of Gethsemane, but the garden
was fragrant and gay with stocks, single
and double,, colored, and white. Red, pink
snd white daisies grow in spring as if in
an English cottage garden, together with
anemones, ranunculus, pansies, phlox,
p:nks, marigolds, Virginia stock, candy-|
turf, tulips, geraniums and the pmle pink
cyclamens which are found wild all about
Palestine in spring. Banksia roses cover
an arbor in the centre of the garden, and
later flowering roses are already budding.
Later on, in summer, when the anemones,
pansies and daisies have faded, their places|
will be taken by other old fashioned Eng-
lish flowers—asters, dahlias, zinnias and
French marigolds. The Syrian gardener is
constantly watering the flowers from a lit-
tle reservoir within the garden precinets.
These sweet, old fashioned, familiar flow-
ers are surely a right choice for such a
garden.

The old_ olive trees in the Garden of
Gethsemane still bear fruit, from which oil!
is made, and sold to rich pilgrims as gome-
thing very precious, while from the stones '
rosaries are made. It is not possible that
these trees are really those which wit-
nessed Christ’s Agony, for although few
trees live to a greater age than olives, yet
even they canndt, according to the best
authorities on trees, live 2,000 years. Nev-
ertheless, from the old trunk of a dying
olive tree new shoots may be put forth,
thus perpetuating the old stock in the
same spot, so that it is within the bounds
of possibility that one, at least, of the|
trees in the Garden of Gethsemane today
is growing where an olive tree grew in
Christ’s time. All the eight trees are
plainly of extreme antiquity.

I have now spent a fortnight in Jeru-
salem, and although there are so many
sacred spots in and around it, it is always
the Mount of Olives which appeals to me
the most, and the Garden of Gethsemane
is the most beautiful part of it. From it
there is a wider view than from any other
hill, and the air on its summit seems
purer than that elsewhere.

Close by the Garden of Gethsemane is a
tomb which is said to be that of the Vir-
gin Mary. It is undoubtedly old, but
probably not as old as this by three or four
centuries. The photograph ghows the en-
trance to the tomb. Here the Greeks hold
a service every morning at 7 throughout
the yeér.

PRAISES TORY PARTY

Says They Have Dealt With Manitoba
School Question in Masterly Way,
as There is No Outcry—Ne Temere
Decree “and Reciprocity’s Defeat,
Also, Alluded Te,

Fredericton, May 20—The Grand Orange
Lodge of British America opened here this
afternoon with a large attendance of mem-
bers from all parts of the dominion and

Newfoundland. Grand Master Lieut.-Col.
Scott presided.
The afternoon session was takem up

largely with the drafting of committees,
| which are in session tonight preparing for
| the work of tomorrow. The reports of the
grand master and grand secretary were
| presented.

| A feature of the proceedings was an ad-
| dress by 8ir Mackenzie Bowell. Although
|eighty-nine years of age, Sir Mackenzie
‘takes an active interest in the work of the
iOrange order and today met with an
ovation.

Hon. Dr. Sproule, M. P., speaker of the
house of commons and past grand master
of the Grand Lodge of British America,
was honored by being presented with a
handsome chest of silver plate. Hom. Dr.
Sproule made a suitable reply. The pres-
entation was made on behalf of the grand
lodge as a token of appreciation of the
efficient manner in which the past grand
master had filled the office.

The report of the grand secretary con-
tained somg interesting data with regard
to the growth of the Orange order in Can-
ada during the past year. The increase
has been the largest on record, eighty-nine
lodges bhaving been organized in various
parts of the dominion during the year.

Ontario is largely represented at the

grand lodge, the delegation from Toronto
being particularly strong. Manitoba has
nine delegates, Saskatchewan three, and
British Columbia two.
The choice of place for the holding of
grand lodge in 1913 will be one of the im-
portant matters before the lodge. It is
probable that some Ontario city will get
the choice as the maritime provinces have
it this year and 1911 it was held in the
west. Hamilton making every effort to
have the grand lodge meet there and it is
expected that these efforts will prove suc-
ceasful.

The lodge has some important business
to perform and it is likely that the ses-
sions will not be complete before Friday
night at the earliest, if they don’t con-
tinue till Saturday.

Grand Master’'s Report.

The report of the grand master began
with reference to the condition of the
Orange order in New Brunswick. Refer-
ence was made that the first lodge was
established in 1820, and the grand lodge of
the province organized in 1844 and united
under peculiar conditions with the Grand
Lodge of British America.

The accession of King George to the
throne was cited as an incident which
brought out the value of the personal in-
fluence of the sovereign as an asset to the
imperial government. The appointment
and installation of the Duke of Connaught
as governor-general was bailed as an oc-
curence which would tend to bind more
closely the dominion to the empire.

Reference was aleo made to the fact
that the elections had resulted in the ele-
vation to high positions of a number of
members of the Orange order in the per-
gsons of Hon. Sam Hughes, Hon. A. E.
Kemp and Hon. Dr. Sproule.

The Marriage Question.

In referring to the Ne Temere Decree
and the resulting bill introduced by E. A.
Lancaster, M. P., in the house of com-
mons, the address said:

“The reference of the bill itself as part
of the stated case commites the govern-
ment to the adoption of ite principles, and
its readiness to submit the matter with
all possible speed is an evidence of its Je-
sire to graple with this vital question and
put an end to the feeling of unrest which
exists at present. So far the government
has done well in this matter, but it must
persist in its well doing until the law is
made so clear that it will reach and pun-
igh any man or ¢ommunity which will cast
suspicion upon a legally celebrated marri-
age in this country.”

Sees No Trouble in Manitoba.

Referring to the Manitoba school ques-
tion, the address stated that it was credit-
able to the dominion government that ‘It
was able to resist the great pressure
brought to bear upon it, to attach certain
school concessions in connection with that
province's (Manitoba) extended posses-
sions. The provincial legislature had be=n
given a free hand and it was noticeable
that immediately afterwarde it adopted
certain amendments meant to apply to the
new territory.

P. R. says the net receipts this year
amount to nothing, or that they have a
deficit of $10,000, the province will get no
money until the C, P. R. says this deficit
has been wiped out by future net receipts.

In plain words, the government has given
the Minto-Norton section of the road to
the' C. P, R. forever, and in the meantime
the province is saddled with interest
charges of $50,000 a year on the whale
road, with the prospect of paying it for
all time. There is not even provision for
a amkmg fund to limit the term of thls
interest payment,

Thus, the road from Norton through to
Fredericton, traversing the coal fields, and
serving a section of country which must
one day produce a very large traffic, has
been turned over to the C. P. R. which is
thus enabléd to impose what charges it

It is not strange:that Mr. Flemming
does not boast of this performance in his
manifesto.

He'does profess to be proud of his ex-
penditure on ordinary bridges. But if].

tails concerning hundreds of payments
which are now concealed under the head
of ‘‘“various persons,” and if he were
wholly honest he would have explained
that of the increased expenditure for
bridges a very large: percentage Went to
“structural superintendents.” It is a fact,
recognized in almost every parish of this
province, so frequent are local examples
to prove it, that the expenditure of money
on roads and bridges has been wasteful
beyond ' excuse, and partizan ‘beyond
parallel. This is a canvass that the gov-
ernment will have to meet in every
county, and the charge will be pressed
home, supported by evidence that cannot
be controverted.

TRYING TO FOOL THE RIVER
COUNTIES :

1f the Valley railroad is to be built all
the way from 8t. John to Grand Falls,
how does it happen that the bond issue
provides only for construction from St.
John to River de Chute, or 'a point om
the American boundary some forty miles
this side of Grand Falls.

A Woodstock despatch to The Telegraph
calls attention to the fact that when the
bonds guaranteed by the province - were
floated in London the other day by the
Bank of Montreal the amount was £873,-
285 sterling, or $4,244,165. This amount
of money would. provide for only 196
miles of railway at $25,000 a mile, the
amount of the bond guarantee; but the
distance to Grand Falls is more than 200
miles, and 169 miles of railway would
reach only from Rothesay on the Intet-
colonial to River de Chute, or a point
near there, on the American boundary,
convenient to Mr. Gould’s Maine road.

In other words, by the bond issue the
Flemming government has not provided for
the construction of the road to Grand
Falls. That would require another million
dollars. There would be mo reason for
making two bond issues, and, th&tefore,
the size of the flotation indicates that

ing beyond a point twelve or fifteen miles
this side of :Andever.

Dr. I’ugs—
ley and Mr. Carvell fought hard at
Ottawa to have a portion of the Federal
grant . for. the Valley . railroad bridges
specifically set aside for the construction
of the bridges across the river at Andover,
which® would have guaranteed the exten-
sion of the line through to Grand Falls.

VARIGUS PERSONS °

The gi_mtest' scandal in connection with
the Flemming administration has been
the ‘partizan waste of money in comnec-
tion with bridge and road work, whereby
friends of the administration are Dbeing
paid thousands of dollars ag superintend-
ents, foremen, or inspectors, frequently
réceiving more than the amount actually
paid for labor and materials,

The, records show that the
treasury board has repeatedly overruled
the auditor-general; that in the fiscal year
of 1910 alone $105,000 was expended with-
out any legislative authority ~whatever,
and that, as Mr. Copp has expressed it,
“the auditor-genéral was powerless to pre-
vent the ministers from épending as they
pleased.”

They
thrust themselves into general assemblies,
and into assemblies of election, and came
even to the consuls, praetors and magis- |
trates to urge their requests, The par-
ticular agitation against which Cato raises
such an outery was for the repeal of a
law which had been enacted during the
heat of the Punic war, whigh declared
that “no woman should possess more than
half an ounce of gold, or wear a garment
of various colors, or ride in a carriage
or 1n a town,
or any place nearer thereto than one mile,
extepte.on occasion of some  public religi-
ous solemnity.”

The Roman matrons offered a more
strenuous opposition to the law that de-
prived them of their fineries, than Mrs,
Pankhurst and her followers' offer to the
law that deprives them of the franchige.
They would not be kept at home either
by advice, or,shame, or by the comniands
of their husbands. They  beset every
street and pass in the city beseeching the
men that they wonld suffer the women to
have their former ornaments restored.
They reasoned that the prosperous condi-
tion of the country justified the wearing
of ornaments ,and that the private for-
tunes of their husbands were quite ade-
quate to the display which they craved.

By following the above regime and at-
tending to proper cleaning of the chicken
houses, destroying all injurious vermin,
insects, etc., and using scrap meats ex-
clusively, I' have reared chickens that have
no superiors n laying qualities. I do not
breed for yearly records, wanting eggs
only from November 1 to July 1, and I
select at least 160 eggs in that period. In
selecting my breeders I weigh their breed-
in%:.x laying qualities and standard points.

SUGGESTIONS ABOUT DUCKS

Ducks are less difficult to raise than
either chickens or turkeys. They grow
faster, and when properly cared for are
free from disease.

Duck eggs will not endure much rough
handling. If they are shipped during hot
weather there is very little chance of secur-
ing a good hatch.

Beware oiithe duck egg that is over 10
days old. It has reached the age limit so
far as hatching is concerned.

Grade ducklings according to size. When
run together small ones do not get a fair
chance at feeding time.

Do not try to raise ducklings on whole
wheat, cracked corn or any of the so-called
chicken feeds. If these must be used they
should be theroughly cooked.

See that the ducks have plenty of coarse
sand right from the start and something
coarser as they grow older. But do not try
to force them to eat grit by mixing it
with the feed.

Ducks should bave plenty of green feeds.
Highly concentrated food is not suitable
for them. And they need lots of feed.

There is little danger @f over-taxing the

weeks old, provided they have plenty of
grit and green staff. They should be fed
four or five times a day.

For the growing duck, cooked vegetables,
bran, cornmeal, oatmeal and middlings
make.a great ration when moistened with
water or milk.

A warm coop should be placed at one
end of the pen, cleap straw being kept
therein.

'GENERAL
BUSINESS OF FARMING

Getting Maximum Returns from Every
Operation on the Farm.

A great deal has been said in a jocular
way about the razor-back hog and his sun-
splitting abilities, but it is a very encour-
aging fact that he # rapidly becoming ex-
tinet. His happy hunting grounds consist
now of only .a small part of the total hog
producing area. He bas been succeéded by
thé” more domesticated' and ‘Mmore highly
developed type of hog, which:gomeone has
| properly dabbed ‘‘the mortgage raiser.”
Many farmers can easily attribute the pos-
session of homes, wealth and all that goes
therewith, to the domesticated hog. His
place in thé scheme of industrial progress
has been won not by any unusual trait,
but is largely due to the fact that his
profitableness is a result of instinctive
economieal habits. By nature he seems to
fit into the whole scheme of farming as a
utilizer, to the best possible advantage, of
many of the farm. products that would
otherwise be a total loss. \

We can draw a very valuable lesson from
this all but artistic animal, whose only
language is his squeal of disapproval and
his sturdy grunt of satisfaction. He saves
where others waste, and makes his living
by rooting around—somietimes in places
where wanted, sometimes not. If there is
anything within reach that he likes he
nsually finds it and proceeds to make good
use of the opportunity without any mani-
fest concern or excitement. He seems to
make it his business to look
things, even the holes in the fence if the
outside looks more inviting.

Profitable farming is becoming more and
morg a business proposition in which it is
nedessary to look after the small things and
to use to the best advantage every oppor-
tunity to produce more economically. The
best and most profitable farmers have
adopted systems of farm accounting, or, in
other words, théy have become bookkeep-
ers,—have kept such complete records as
to enable them to determine which fields
were profitable and which were not. To be-
gin with, it is not absolutely necessary to
follow up all little details, but it is & good
plan to do so as completely as possible.

If we were to go into a manufacturing
plant, one of the first things to impress us
would be the system of doing things and
the strict principles of economy that are
followed. All products that can be used
for other purposes are. saved, properly
stored, and used when the time comes. At
the end of each month, and possibly each
day, the manager knoWi“the exact status
of affairs—the amount-ef steck on hand,

If the same unsystematic methods were
praéticed in factories as are used on some
farms, they would soon lose their identity
with the world’s, progress, and become
nothing but idle monuments to some man’s
failure. On careful consideration it is plain
to see that with farming it is as import-
ant, if not more so, to keep definite and
strict records of all expenditures of time,
money and labor.

The space alloted to this article will not
permit a detailed explanation of all the
possibilities of an accounting system on the
farm and what it will accomplish, but care-
fully kept records will be an index finger
to point the farmer to loop holes through
which the profits are now slipping. He
would know which are the profitable
fields; which are the most profit producing
crops; which cows were boarders, that he
might at the end of the season sell such
animals to pay their board bills; he would
know whether he was utilizing his horse
power to the best possible advantage. In
this connection it might be said that one of
our foremost universities has just found
that on a 1680-acre farm;, equipped with six
splendid head of wark stock, the average
daily labor per horse was only a little over
three hours for the entire year—a very
small average labor record, indicating a
lack of efficiency.

Well kept accounts would enable us to
determine the most satisfactory way of
utilizing our dairy products. Experiment
stations have found that the cream separ-
ator reduces the loss of butter fat per cow
to one-eighth that of the deep setting; omne-
twenty-first of the shallow pan, and one-
thirty-third of the water dilukion methods
of .cream = separation. This shows that
with the ordinary farmer who is milking
ten average cows, figuring butter at the
market price, will save more than the price
of a separator in a single season. It not
only is economical from the standpoint of
obtaining more of the butter fat from the
milk and other methods of cream separa-
tion, but makes it possible to utilize the
milk before it has undergone the action of
detrimental bacteria, to which it is very
susceptible. Every farmer knows that milk
ag it comes fresh from the separator is in
the most wholesome condition for feeding
young pigs and young calves.

The average cream separator will remove
practically all of the butter fat from the
milk; Many tests show that the loss 1s
often as low as .02 of one per cent. Per-

milk is not lost, because it is utilized by
the calves and pigs to which it is fed. We
agree with you in this perfectly, but let us
look at it from a financial and economical
standpoint. The butter fat if sold on the
market will bring at least twenty-five
|cents'a pound. In comparison with this,
the fat required for growing animals may
be supplied in the form of corn and other
grains at a cost of at least one-tenth the
I value of the butter fat, and at the same

dition. It is best to set the tree first
and do pruning afterwards. ln. doing
this work it should be remembered that
trees should be headed low, about thirty
inches for new Brunswick conditions.

When the trees \are full grown, prum-
ing, spraying, thinning and harvesting
will be more convenient than if headed
high. Apples, plums, pears and sour
cherries should be pruned so as to leave
three main or scaffold limbe distributed
up and down the main trunk for a dis-
tance of twelve inches to avoid bad crotch-
es, and these should be placed about the
trunk s0 as not to make: the tree lop-
sided or so that one limb will grow above
another and interfere with it. These
small branches should be cut back to
about four bude and directly above the
one which you wish te retain.

If a stake has been placed to indicate
the proper location of each tree, this lo-
cation will be lost when the proper lo-
cation stake is pulled up and the hole
dug, unless a planting-board is used. This
is a thin board three to four inches wide,
and four to six feet long, with a mnotch
at its center and one at either end. Be-
fore digging the hole, the planking-board
should be placed on the ground with the
notch in the center of the stake. Then
a stake should be driven in the ground
fitting in the notch at each end. The
board should then be lifted, laid aside and
the hole dug. The board is then return-
led to ity place and the tree stood in thes
| notch, at the exact original position of
| the stake.

For convenience and rapidity, two men
can work together in planting the trees.
| One man should stand the tree in its
natural position, and to spread out the
roots in every direction. Then the second
man &hould {hrew in some loose, moist
surface soil, a little at a time. so that
it covers the roots on all sides, under-
neath, as well as above, and especially un-
der the crown of the tree. After this
lilas been done, and the ground is tram-
ed firmly, the hole may be filled and
tramped more firmly and more rapidly.
The soil -should be left mellow at the top,
s0 that it will not bake and permit much
moisture to escape. When the hole is
filled, the tree shonld stand two inches
lower than it stood in the nursery. g

In situations very much exposed it is
necessary to stake the trees to prevent
swaying of the trees. Thi.is necessary
while the rootlets are getting hold of the
soil.

Cultivate early and often during spring
and early summer to kill weeds and to
conserve moisture. After July 15 all cul
tivation should cease. At the last cultiva-
tion, some plant to serve as a cover crop
should be sown. This gives the trees an
opportunity to \ripen their wood and to
ripen the season’s buds for winter. A
secondary benefit of the cover crop must
not be lost sight of, viz.: “If the soil i8
poor, one of the cheapest ways of enrich-
img same is by plowing down the cover
‘erop, if crop “'is . leguminous.—E. M.

SOME FREMK NEW YOBK
PLOTS D BUILDINGS

Homes and Stores on Property So
Narrow Folding Furniture
Is Used

HOUSE OF THREE INCH WALLS

Odd Plots Largely the Result of
Unsuoccessful Land Speculations

(New York Sun.)

In a city the size of New York, housing
nearly 5,000,000 souls, there is every pos-
sibility for the erection of freakish build-
ings. It takes all kinds to make a city
and naturally all kinds of buildings. To
get an idea of the number of people whose
views are so different from the general
that they stand out in marked contrast
even 1n brick and stone it would be worth
one's time to take a walk about New
York any any of these fine days. Any
number of houses are to be found that
might well be called “doll houses” built
on glivers of land. Then there are stores
stuck’ 'away in nooks and corners which
will accommodate about two people and
a clerk, and there are parcels of valuable
land put to uses that are most unusual.

No doubt people who use the Bixth
avenue elevated have noticed just north
of ‘the Grand street station on the west
side of West Broadway a large plot of
ground enclosed by a brick wall about
twenty-five feet in height. Many have
thought it a public playground, as chil-
dren are often seen romping behind the
high wall, but though it stands on the tax
books as city property it belongs to the
Wendell family. It serves as a play-
ground for the kiddies of a big tenement

y
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in the rear of the property on Thompson
street, also owned by ,the Wendells,

The yard, so to speak, is about four
times the size of the plot on which the
tenement stands. It contains about six
city lots and is assessed for tax purposes
at $78,000.

The tenement for which it serves as
a backyard is valued by the tax depart-
ment at $55,000. The playground is in
the midst of a number of factories.
Brokers in ‘the locality eay it would make
a fine site for a tall building and place its
market value at $100,000 at the least. The
plot measures 120 feet on West Broadway
by 68 feet in depth. The tenement which
it serves as a yard is known as 26 and 28
Thompson street, is 30.7 by 95 feet and is
tenanted cxclusively by Italians. Within
the lsst few months Mr. Wendell filed
plans for a brick wall to cost as much as
the building it adjoined.

Mr. Wendell owns 1.and 3 Third street,
which is off the Bowery. The house next
door ,an old time building, has changed
hands frequently in the last year. Mr.
Wendel heard of this and also-that the
new owner was going to reimprove the
site. Mr. Wendel gave orders for a brick
wall to be erected on the east of his prop-
erty. The fence will be 45 feet high and
will cost, according to the plans filed
at the time, $12,000, or as much as the
property at No. 3 is valued by the city
tax experts. ;

 Probably the narrowest house in New
York, or for that matter any place except
London, which has a house 3 feet wide,
is the Richardson ‘spite haquee” at the
northwest corner of Lexington avenue and
Eighty-second street. In that locality it
is known as “The wall” Everybody
knows it up that way, and every police-
man in the East Eighty-fifth street sta-
tion has shown any number of sightseers
the way to the famous house. It stands
on a strip of ground 5 feet on Eighty-
second street and 100 feet on Lexington
avenue. § _

Up to 1882 it was vacant. TLand then
was so plentifully ‘that it was. a foolhardy
thing. to even think of putting anything
on a strip of this size. In laying out the
city this sliver’ got lost. Mr. Richardson
bought the property on speculation that
whea the adjoining property owner got
ready to build he would get a good price
for his morsel of land. The day came.
The man next door was going to put up
gome brown stone houses and thought
he would buy the Richardson property.

“How much do you want for your
strip, Mr. Richardson?’

“Five thousand,” wae the reply.

“What! 5,000 for a piece too small for
a shuffieboard! 1 can’t see it and won’t.”

“Well,” said Richardson, ‘‘that is my
price. I don’t know what yours is.”

“Look here Richardson, I'm serious
about this,” replied the adjoining owner.
“I really don't need your parcel but I am
willing to give you as much as $1,000 for
it

“Pive thousand dollars is my price and
not a cent less.”

The man next door put up his house.
When it was up Richardson announced
his intention of putting up a dwelling on
his property. Nobody took the announce-
ment seriously as it was considered an
impossibility to build a house on so small
a site. Richardson could not be diverted
from his plan and the house went up.
He carried it out to the street line, The
adjoining houses stand back several feet
from the line. In this way Richardson
impaired their light and air, besides the
view of the house adjoining.

Richardson built his house four stories
high. After it was finished Richardson
and his wife took possession. Jt contains
two. suites of threé réoms and bath to
eazh-floor; The rooms dre strung out like
coaches on a railroad train.. First comes

the bedroom or anything that ome wishes
to call it, and then the kitchen. Most of
the furniture in the house is of the folding
kind. The dining room table is hitched
to the wall. When not in use it is swung
down. The only things that don’t fold &o
it is said, are the chairs, and there are
not many of these. The stairs are in the
centre of the Lexington avenue frontage.
The apartments have always been occu-
pied.

Of recent years the house has been used
as a bachelor apartment. C. A. Stein
bought it a few years ago and in April
1909, sold it at auction for $18,500 to
Nathan Mayers.

FRESH FISH PRICES
ARE VERY HigH

Salmon is Almost Prohibitive
and Supply is Scarce.

Wednesday, May 29.
The feature of the fresh fish market at
the present time is the supply of gasper-
eaux, drift boats doing unusually well. On
{the other hand, the shad fishing, so far

{ this season, has been poor, and unless it
| brightens up soon, there is mnot much
promise for an- abundant supply. After
this week Lorneville fishermen will be go-
ing after salmon.

As the bulk of the shad is brought in
by Lornéville fishermen, & prominent
wholesale fish mierchant said yesterday,
that once they went after salmon, harbor
shad would be all that could be depend-
ed upon.” Present shad prices run from
twenty cents wholesale to twenty-five cents
retail. Few salmon have arrived up to
the present time, and the priee is very
high, about twenty-five cents per pound
wholesale, and thirty-five retail, by the
fish. After next week, however, salmon
should be“coming in large quantities and
the price is expected to drop materially.

All grades of fresh fish have been very
high, - Halibut is bringing eight cents
wholesale, and fifteen retail, per pound.
There is not much demand for haddock,
now that gaspereaux are coming in large
quantities. Haddock are bringing from
two and a half cents to three cents per
pound wholesale. Dry fish generally are
high on account of the poor catch last
season, and prices remain stationary.

The detailed plans of the Ehip-repairing
plant_which Norton Griffiths & Co. pro-
pose to erect in connection with the dry
dock in Courtenay Bay were on view at
City Hall yesterday and attracted great
interest. The area which they have asked
the dominion government to grant them
includes & setrip to-the eouth of the en-
trance to the dry dock and running along
the inside of the breakwater, which would
be used as a berth for vessels waiting to
enter the dock. On the other side a large
area extending along the front of the
Municipal Home is shown. This would
be used for the ship-repair plant. Most
of this section would have to be filled in
and protected by sea walls.

At the front are shown six slips for
small vessels, three of them in dotted lines
as if their immediate construction was not
contemplated. At the rear, on the re-
claimed ground, are shown the buildings
for the various lines of work which are
allied to the ship-repairing business. These
include shops for coppersmiths, . joiners,
brass foundry, iron foundry, moulding loft,
galvanizing, platers,, sheet. iron, black-
smiths, pattern shops, machine shops and
stores department. The whole area is
enclosed and to be entered through the
main gates ‘which are to be situated at
the northern end of the works.

W. H. Boyd, of the Geographical De-
partment, Ottawa, arrived in the city
yesterday to visit the surveying parties
at work making a topographical survey of
the vicinity of 8t. John for use in pre-
paring a contour map of the city and sur-
rounding country. He will spend two

days here familiarizing himself with the |

district and inspecting the operations.
From St. John he will go west to visit
other parties engaged in similar work.
Mr. Boyd said that the map will be of
great value to the commimity. It will
show the whole district in detail, includ-
ing buildings of all kinds, railways, water
and sewerage systems and eyerything else
that can be shown on the ap and giving
the contour of the whole area.

MILITIA CAMP

Government Recruiting Offi-
cers Have Only One-third
.of What They Want for
Petawawa.

Ottawa, May 28—The Canadian army is
unhorsed. Ot at least a large portion of
it is. Just at present the most imperative
need of Hon. Col. Sam Hughes' military
machine is not so much men who can it
the bull’s eye at 500 yards as it is horses.
The cavalry, artillery, engineering and
other branches of the service, which are
now preparing to go into training camps
next month, are reporting that it is im-
possible to get anything like a full quota
of horses. Canada scems to be horse poor.

Local recruiting officers report that they
have searched in vain among the farmers
for horses to rent for the camp at Peta-
wawa, which epens next week. The Gati-
neau valley district is one of the best
horse-producing districts in Canada. But
though the department pays $1 per day
for every forse sent to camp 4and though
officers are in some cases increasing this
out of their pockets to $2 per day, only
about one-third of the mnecessary supply
has 8o far been secured. Farmers are
selling their horses at $200 a piece for
shipment to western Canada and buyers
report that the demand far exceeds the
supply. Similar conditions are reported
from other parts of Canada. The depart-
ment pay ninety cents per day to recruits
who go to camp. The horse draws ten
cents per day more. But the extra hay
for horees does not even bring out enough
“scrubs” to provide mounts, draw artil-
lery wagons and handle the other camp
chores.

Senate Committee—Declares

Rocket§ from Sinking Liner Were Seen by Officers ol

Washington, May 28—Blame for the Ti-
tanic disaster is chargeable directly to the
failure of the dead, Captain Smith, to
heed repeated warnings of icebergs ahead,
but responsibility for unnecessary loss of
life must be shared by Captain Lord of
the steamship California, through his dis-
regard of distress signals.

This is the finding of the senate com-
mittee, which investigated the sinking of
‘the Titanic, as prepared in a comprehens-
ive speech delivered by William = Alden
Smith, of Michigan, chairman of the com-
mittee.

Senator Smith declared that responsi-
bility also rests upon “the British Board
of Trade, ‘“to whose laxity of regulation
and hasty inspection the world is largely
indebted for the awful fatality.”

In denouncing Captain %word of the Cali-
fornian, the senator said the Titanic's
distress signals were plainly seen from the |
deck of his vessel a short distance away.|

“America will leave to England the|
chastisement of those guilty,” asserted the}
senator, and he quoted British law to
show that Captain Lord might be prose- |
cuted for a misdemeanor. |

Other conclusions presented in brief |
were as follows:— |

Before the Titahic departed on her maid- :
en voyage, there were not sufficient tests |
of boilers, bulk-heads, equipment or signal
devices. [

Officers and crew were strangers to each|
other, and not familiar with the ship’s|
implements or tools, and no drill or sta-|
tion practice took place, and no helpful |
discipline prevailed. ‘

The speed of the Titanic was tWenty-
four and a half miles an hour, at the txmei
of the accident, although officers of the|
Titanic had been advised of the presence |
of icebergs by the steamships Baltic, Am- |
erika and Californian. 1

Passengers were not advised of danger,
although President Ismay of the White |
Star line, who was taking the vessel's|
maiden voyage, was informed. No general‘
alarm was given, nor any organized sys-
tem of safety undertaken.

Of the 1324 passengers and 899 members |
of crew on board, there was room in life-|
boats for omly 1766 persons, and because |
of lack of orderly discipline, the boats
took off only 704 persoms, twelve being
rescued from the water.

Officers of the White Star line trifled
with the truth after receiving informa-
tion from their Montreal office, Monday
morning, following the accident.

Senator Smith condemned antiquated
shipping laws and over-ripe adi.inistrative
boards, and asked that all nations act to-
gether in shipping reforms.

“New laws,” he said, “will best test
our affection for the dead.”

Captain Rostron of the rescue ship Car-
pathia was praised by Senator Smith and
he urged that congress recognize his valor.

At the outset, Senator Bmith defended
the course of his committee in holding
British subjects to secure their testimony
without delay, and briefly answered critic-
ism of his lack of nautical knowledge.

“Our course was simple and plain—to
gather the facts relating to this disaster,
while they were still vivid realities,” he
said: “Questions of divers citizens gave
way to the universal desire for the simple
truth, It was of paramount importance
that we should act quickly to avoid juris-
dictional confusion and organized opposi-
tion at home or abroad. We, of course,
recognized that the ship was under a for-
eign flag, but the lives of many of our
countrymen had been sacrificed and the
safety of many had been put in grave
peril, and it was vital that the matter

County Court.

The case-of J. 8. Halpin vs, Adam Bell
was resumed in the county court yesterday
morning..

His honor ruled against the defendant
on these points.

When the case of Halpin vs. Bell was
resumed yesterday afternoon, technical ob-
jections were ruled against, and the read-
ing of evidence taken under commission
was continued and finished. The defence
offered no evidence and the case was
clogsed.

Kelley, K. C., for the defendant.

8o confident were they that both
owner and builder were eager to go upon
the trial trip.

“When the crisis came a state of ab-
solute unpreparedness prevailed in both
passengers and crew, and in their despair
the ship went down, carrying as needles
a sacrifice of noble and brave men as ever
clustered about the judgment seat in any
single moment of passing time.

“We shall leave to the honest judgment
of England ite painstaking chastisement
of the British Board of Trade to whose
laxity of regulation and hasty inspection
the world is largely indebted for. this aw-
ful calamity. Of contributing causes there
were very many. In the face of warning
signals, speed was increased and messages
of danger seemed to etimulate her to ac-
tion rather than to persuade her to fear.”

Senator Smith declared that the com-
mand of the officer of the watch to avert
the disaster actually exposed the most
vulnerable part of the Titanic to the ice
when the shock came. “Distracted by the
sudden appearance of danger,” gaid the
speaker,” he sharply turned aside the
prow, the part best prepared to resist
collision, At the turn of the bilge the
stee] encasement yielded to a glancing

felt in many parts of the ship, although
representing. an energy of mesg than a
million ters, said to be the equivalent to
the combined broadside of twenty of the
largest guns in our battleship fleet fired
at the same moment; with a blow so dead-
ly that if any of the passengers and crew
did not even know of the collision until
tardily advieed of the danger by anxious
friends, and even then,official statements
were clothed in such confident assurances
of eafety as to arouse no fear.”

Senator Smith commented caustically
upon the failure of the ship’s officers im-
mediately to give a general alarm or to
establish eome orderly routine.

Just before delivering hig speech, Sena-
tor Smith, chairman of the sub-committee
who investigated the wreck, submitted the
committee’s report and conclusions. The
report is largely a review of the evidence
apd contains recommendations for legisla-
tion. No particular person is named as
being responsible, though attention is call-
ed to the fact that on the day of the
disaster three distinct warnings of ice were
sent to Captain Smith.

J. Bruce Ismay, managing director of
the White Star line, is not held responsi-
ble for the ship’s high speed. In fact the
only mention of him in the report occurs
In a review of the messages to the White
Star offices in New York reporting the
disaster. On the whole the report is im-
passive and Senator Smithh in his speech
went more fully into a discussion of the
causes of the disaster than does the com-
mittee,

The committee agreed upon the principal
conclusions: The supposedly watertight
compartments of the Titanic were  not
watertight because of the non-watertight
condition of the decks where the trans-
verse bulkheads ended.

The steamship Californian, controlled by
the same concern as the Titanic, was near-
er the sinking steamer than the nineteen
miles reported by her captain, and that
her officers and crew saw the distress sig-
nals of the Titanic and failed to respond
to them, in accordance with the dictates
of humanity, national usage and the re-
quirements of law.

The committee concludes”that the Cali-
fornian might have saved all the lost pas-
sengers and crew of the ship that went
down. FEight ships all equipped with wire-
less were in the vicinity of the Titanic,
the Olympic farthest away. The myster-
ious lights on an unknown ship seen by
the passengers on the Titanic were un-
doubtedly on the Californian, less than
nineteen miles away.

The full capacity of the Titanic’s life-
boats was not utilized because while only
706 persons were saved, the ship’s boats
cculd have carried 1,176.

No general alarm was sounded, no whis-
tle blown and no systematic warning was
given to the endangered passengers, and it
was fifteen or twenty minutes after the
collision before Captain Smith ordered the
Titanic’'s wireless operator to send out
a distress message.

The Titanic’s crew was only meagerly ac-
quainted with its positions and duties in
accidents, and the only drill was held be-
fore the' maiden trip. Many of the crew

| joined the ship only a few hours before

she sailed and were in ignorance of their
positions until the following Friday.

Ice positions so definitely reported to
the Titanic, says the report, just preceding
the accident, located ice on both gides of
the- lane in which she was traveling. No
discussion took place among the officers,
no conference was called to consider these
warnings, no heed was given to them.
The speed was not relaxed and the look-
out was not increased.

The committee comes to the conclusion
that the Titanic’s lights were visible to the
Californian before she struck the iceberg
and that the Californian must have seen
the distress rockets fired from the bridge
of the Titanie.

The committee does not believe that the
wireless operator on the Carpathia was
duly vigilant in handling his messages af-
ter the accident, and declared the prac-
tice of allowing wireless operators to sell
their stories should be stopped.

It is recommended that all ships carry-
ing more than 100 passengers have two
sets of lights; that a revision be made
of steamship inspection laws of foreign
countries to the standard proposed in the
United Btates; that every ship be requir-
ed to carry sufficient lifeboats for all
passengers and crew; that the use of wire-
less be regulated to prevent interference
by amateurs, and that all ships have a
wireless operator on®econstant duty.

Detailed recommendations are made as to
watertight bulkhead comstruction of for-
eign ships. Bulkheads to be so spaced that
any two adjacent compartments of a ship
might be flooded without sinking. Trans-
verse bulkheads forward and abaft the
machinery should be continued watertight
to the uppermost continuous structural
deck and this deck should be fitted water-
tight, the report says.

The committee deems the course follow-
ed by Captain Rostron of the Carpathia
as deserving of the highest praise and
worthy of especial recognition,

After the balloting last night many
of the delegates expressed the opinion
that it was by no means a strong ticket
but that it was the best that could be
done under the circumstances.

Mesers. Wilson and Lockhart were
chosen on the first ballot, while Mr. Gran-
nan’s election was not secured until the
third and Mr. Tilley won a place omly
after the sixth ballot had been taken, the
delegates dividing almost equally between
Mr. Tiley and ex-Ald. F. L. Potts. The
friends of the latter were feeling very
sore and many were heard to say they
would not vote the full ticket.

Col. A. J. Armstrong had also been
promised the support of a powerful wing
of the party but he went down to defeat
on the fifth ballot, only securing eleven
votes. Several of the colonel’s friends left
the hall and did not vote on the last baid-
lot.

The choice of Mr. Lockhart, dredging
partner of Mr. Mayes, who was defeated
for re-election as an alderman after serv-
ing several terms at the council board and
was also shelved by the party in the se-
lection of candidates for the election in
1908, will be no strength to the ticket.

Prince Rupert and Yarmouth Put on
Route as Experiment.

A double steamship service between St.
John and Digby was inaugurated yesterday
when the steamship Yarmouth left this
port at noon with passengers who had ar-
rived in the city on the Atlantic express
from Montreal. The service is regarded as
experimental and for this reason it has
not been advertised in_advance, but rail
way and steamship men look forward to it
a8 being permanent.
