and the other upon the railway station 
on the opposite bank of the river. The 
attack from the arsenal was directed 
upon what is probably the weakest 
point of defense, which has hitherto 
not been pressed. The Chinese ad­
vanced on this side across an open 
plain, without cover, and the attack 
was easily repulsed by the British 
guns. The enemy made a simultane­
ous attack upon the station with a 
large infantry force, covered by the 
fire of eleven guns. The British re­
plied with two of H. M. S. Terrible’s 
12-pounders and five smaller guns, 
while the combined forces of the Brit­
ish, French, Russian and Japanese in­
fantry moved out to deal with the 
Chinese infantry attacks. The Chinese 
artillery practice was excellent, and 
the allied troops suffered severely from 
a well-directed shell fire. The Japan­

If enough 
negro labor can be secured the ser­
vices of the Japanese will be dispensed 
with altogether.

The Conservative “Emergency.”
The question of emergency rations 

has during the last few days been a 
favorite subject with the Conservative 
press. The party journals admit that 
the rations have not done any harm to 
"our boys" in Africa, but by way of 
compensation they claim that It has 
disparaged one of the strongest gov­
ernments Canada ever had.

It seems, then, that this ration just 
suits the Canservativcs. They were 
on the eve of an election, and very 
hard up for cries when Dr. Devlin 
comes conveniently to hand. The very 
thing that the Conservatives wanted 
iwas some mixture that would do no 
harm to anybody except the Govern­
ment. The independence manifested 
by members of the Liberal party is 
something they cannot understand. The 
Conservative party is always so well 
disciplined, its members respond to the 
whip with remarkable regularity. Lib­
erals have never in any country been 
given to such mechanical disciples. 
They seem to be loyal to great prin­
ciples, and do not make partisanship 
the supreme political virtue.

The Conservative press represent the 
Government as whitewashing Dr. Dev­
lin, and glorifying his patent food. 
That does not follow from their action; 
but they certainly maintain that the 
Minister of Militia acted in good faith, 
and took a fair amount'of care in con­
ducting a novel experiment.

The Minister of Militia is not an ex 
pfcrt chemist, and must, like others, 
rely upon scientific evidence. No one 
ever denied that such subjects are 
proper to be inquired Into. Dut from 
the first Mr. Monk tried to fasten on 
the Minister a charge of fraud. From 
his point of view this was a "deal and 
a steal" by the Cabinet Minister. It 
was a very small "deal"—microecopic 
compared with those that our Conser­
vative friends are familiar with. If 
there was any steal in it, it was not 
on the part of the Liberal Minister. 
(Mr. Monk did prove something, but he 
did not prove what he set out to prove, 
and we do not think that all the fuss 
be has made about emergency rations 
will help the Opposition in their 
emergency.

Sixteen to One Again.
Many people thought that when 

Bryan was defeated at the last presi­
dential election that 16 to 1 was settled 
as a great election Issue. This has 
turned out to be a mistake, and the 
famous cry has risen again to create 
a momentary consternation in com­
mercial circles. It is not likely that 
the economic discussion can be stimu­
lated to the same extent as before. 
When a subject has been well thrashed 
out it is difficult to revive it. Probably 
most intelligent people have satisfied 
themselves before this on the merits 
of the silver discussion. In fact, it is 
the kind of thing that men do not care 
to argue with. To those who believe in 
it, it is an interest and a passion, which 
argument does not touch; and to those 
who reject it it is a fad so absurd as 
to be unworthy of argument. At any 
rate the Democrats have shown that 
they have the merit of consistency to 
this extent, that they can stick to a 
foolish thing for four years, and that 
they require at least two beatings be­
fore they believe that the whole country 
is not prepared to tax itself for the 
sake of a few people who are interested 
in silver.

It is not so far away from this as 
one might imagine to note that the 
silver plank has now a pro-Boer plank 
to keep it company. Gold and silver 
can keep company to this extent—the 
silver Democrats can show their 
sympathy with the Boers, whose great 
merit seems to have been that they 
oppressed the gold capitalists who de­
veloped their country. The real point 
of union Is the anti-British feeling. 
The Democrats dislike Britain, because 
they look upon that country as the 
strongest supporter of the gold stand­
ard, and they profess to sympathize 
with the Boers because they dislike 
Britain.

It is not our affair, but it seems to 
be very clear that the Democrats are 
doing themselves harm by making 
their party the home of such discord­
ant prejudices and passions. And if 
they could succeed with pro-Silver and 
pro-Boer cries, they would do harpi to 
their country. They, however, are not 
troubling much about the country Just 
now, but desire to get into office by any 
means. ,

Pretoria, July 10.—The presence of 
the British forces at Bethlehem has 
considerably improved the prospects 
for peace. It Is said that the whole of 
the government of President Steyn of 
the Orange River States has surrend­
ered except President Steyn himself.

The Orange River State officials who 
ere British prisoners have been allow­
ed to communicate with President 
Steyn for the purpose of attempting 
to prove to him the uselessness of a 
continuance of the struggle which can 
only produce bloodshed without any 
counterbalancing advantages.

The collapse of the forces of Gen De­
wet is expected next. The Boers say 
that many have taken a solemn oath 
never to personally surrender, but that 
they are beginning to see the unfair­
ness of sacrificing life to personal 
wishes.

It is expected that when Gen. Botha 
learns of the defeat of his colleagues 
that he will gladly enter into confer­
ences looking to the establishment of 
peace.

The need of more civil administrators 
Is urgent, and the necessity for their 
appointment is becoming daily more 
apparent. Intelligent administrators, 
with a knowledge of the people, could 
undoubtedly greatly aid in the future 
settlement of difficulties. Inasmuch as 
a frank feeling in favor of submission 
Is prevalent among the Boers.

as long as the authorities, who on their 
own showing are able to get messages 
to the coast, fail to send confirmation utf 
the safety of the foreigners from some 
member of a legation at Pekin. In the 
disappearance and reappearance of 
prominent people at Pekin, and the ef­
forts apparently making to shift the 
blame from one -to the other, and in the 
attempts to represent themselves as vic­
tims of, inst-elad of principals in, the 
recent occurrences, London sees only 
preparations for alibis and defenses in 
view of the approach of the troo-ps of 
the powers, and the tragedy they may 
discover on reaching the Chinese cap­
ital.

ceived telegram from consul, Che Foo. 
All Tien Tsin Americans safe.” Noth­
ing has been heard of Gaily personal­
ly. The message Is probably from 
Robert E. Lewis, the Committee’s sec­
retary at that place, and is supple­
mental to a dispatch received from 
Mr. Lewis a few days ago, in which 
he stated that he had no definite in­
formation regarding the committee’s 
secretary, Robert R. Gaily, at Tien 
Tsin, but that he was inquiring of the 
consul at Ohe Foo for definite intelli­
gence. The committee has no direct 
word from Mr. Gaily, who, as far as 
known, was with his wife and children 
in Tien Tsin when the recent trouble 
arose.

The following interesting particulars 
about bhe Boxers appeared in a recent 
isiue of the London Times :

1. Name.—The proper name of the 
society is I-ho-ch’uan, which may be 
translated, “League of United Patri­
ots.” What is the origin of its popular 
designation, "Boxeis,” is uncertain.
This name may have been given them 
from the prominence its members ap­
pear to attach to gymnastics in their 
■training, or by a pun on the last char­
acter in their Chinese name, ch’uan, 
also meaning "fists”—the characters 
are different, but 'the pronunciation the 
same.

2. Origin.—The seizure of Kiao Chau 
by Germany, as one of the measures 
of punishment for the murder of two 
Catholic missionaries in Shan Tung, 
and the consequent acquisition (prac­
tically seizure) of Port Arthur and 
fTa Lien Bay by Russia, of Wei Hai 
Wei by England, and Kwang Hu by 
France, gave rise to a general belief 
among the Chinese that the chief source 
of international complications lies in 
missionary -propaganda, and that if 
missionaries and converts could be once 
got rid of things would run smoothly.
This idea was availed of by Yu Man 
Tsj as the basis of hie campaign of 
destruction in Szu Oman, and to a cer­
tain- extent -by the "Large Knife So­
ciety” in their uprising on the borders 
of Shan Tung. Anhwei, and Kiang Su 
(though in the latter case dearth of 
food was also a large contributing, 
probably the main, facitor). It is the 
same idea which has led to the present 
outbreak of the I-ho-ch’uan in Shan 
Tung, the province in which Kiao Chau 
and Wei Hai Wei are situated, and in 1 pre-election promises, 
which the railway development being 
pushed on from the former place has 
encountered opposition.

3. Objects.—It is not unnatural there­
fore that, as the China press reports 
Is the case, the society’s flag should 
bear the device, “Uphold the dynasty, 
drive ou-t foreigners." It is ail so. per­
haps, not unnatural—however mad the

business which the government had 
carried on during the last three -years, 
despite their tariff reductions, and 
they had much to be proud of. More­
over, Sir Charles Tupper had prophe­
sied that the government’s tariff poli­
cy would destroy the industries. In­
stead of that trade was nourishing, 
factories were working overtime and 
workmen were receiving higher wages. 
When the Conservatives realized the 
nature of those happy results they 
turned round -and said the government 
had not interfered with the tariff. Mr. 
Foster had sought -to make political 
capital out of the emergency rations 
question, tout in the hurry and rush of 
getting the contingents off the minis­
ter had to depend upon his officials. 
There had not been the slightest evi­
dence to show that -the minister was 
g-uilty of negligence. The opposition 
had made all sorts of predictions in 
regard to the expenditure, but they 
had proved to toe wholly unwarranted. 
Canada had never enjoyed a greater 
period of financial prosperity than 
that which prevailed under the pres­
ent government. Under the present re­
gime the increase of debt amounted 
to $2,500,000 per annum, whilst under 
■the Conservative administration there 
had been an increase of $6,500,000 every 
year for eighteen years.

Sir Charles Tupper and Mr. Foster 
piofessed to toe great economists, tout 
the people were not so foolish as to 
expect economy from these gentlemen. 
In ISIS, when the Mackenzie govern­
ment was in power, Sir Charles Tup­
per declared an expenditure of $23,- 
500,000 to be too much. The Conserva­
tives came into power, and the ex­
penditure rose every year until at the 
end of their first parliamentary term 
it amounted to $27,500,000. The Con­
servatives increased the expenditure toy 
leaps and bounds and before they went 
out of office it had grown to $39,000.- 
000. The Conservatives were extrava­
gant, although they had no money to 
spend, and they plunged the country 
into debt. The Liberals had reduced 
the rate of taxation, met the demands 
of the people, paid all biils, and had 
a handsome balance to carry over from 
year to year. The finance minister be­
lieved in the motto that wise expendi­
ture was true economy. Reference

had been made to the large amount of 
the estimates, but large estimates did 
not necessarily mean a large expendi­
ture. The supplementary estimates 
contained $2,000,000 of revotes, moneys 
(which were appropriated last year but 
not expended toy the public depart­
ments. Mr. Foster had counted thtose 
against the government twice, hut he 
should remember the money could only 
toe spent once. This was a growing 
time, andi it would be a monstrous 
thing if, with -the expansion of busi­
ness in Canada, the government could 
not meet the legitimate demands of 
the people. There was an Important 
difference between increased expendi­
ture and increased taxation. There 
had been an increase of expenditure, 
but no decrease of taxation. In so far 
as the government were able to car­
ry out their obligations without in­
creasing the rate of taxation, the peo­
ple would sustain them. It was iwith 
such arguments as the foregoing that 
Mr. Fielding met the opposition, and 
the ministerialists cheered themselves 
hoarse as he poured hot shot into the 
Conservative ranks. Mr. Davin spoke 
for an hour and; ten minutes, and in­
dulged in coarse abuse of the minister 
of militia. The house then divided, 
while Mr. Foster’s motion was defeat­
ed by a majority of 42, the vote stand­
ing 44 yeas to 86 nays.

The house then went into committee 
of supply on the militia department’s 
supplementary estimates.

The house adjourned at 1:10. Just 
before adjournment Mr. Fielding 
brought down supplementary esti­
mates covering re-votes from last 
year,

for These That the League of Daugn 
tors of the Empire Is Formed— 
Branch to Be Established In London

Steps are being taken to form in Lon­
don a branch of the new organization 
known as “The Daughters of the Brit­
ish Empire,” which had Its inception 
in Montreal in February of tihiis year, 
and is making rapid progress. The so­
ciety has for its object the stimulation 
of and giving, expression to the senti­
ments of patriotism which bind the 
women of the ,whole empire around the 
throne and person of Queen Victoria* 
to provide an efficient organization by 
which prompt and united action may 
be taken by' the women of the empire 
when such action may be desired, and 
to use all other means for fostering 
patriotism. AH women of Great Britain 
or her colonies, either 'by birth, adoption 
or residence, are eligible for -member­
ship. A branch for young people of 
both sexes will .be formed in connection 
with the league, to be known as “Chil­
dren of the Empire.” As soon as the 
league is established on a firm foothold 
in Canada, the women of the other col­
onies and the motherland will be organ­
ized, and the headquarters of -the league 
will be established in London, the cap­
ital of the empire. The Queen will be 
the patroness of the league, and the 
Princess of Wales will be president-gen­
eral for the empire. The Countess of 
Minto will he honorary president for 
Canada, and the wives of the lieuten­
ant- governors of the provinces will be 
honorary vice-presidents.

Train With $3,000,000 of U. S. Gold on

Philadelphia, July 11.—According to 
the officials of the Baltimore and Ohio 
Railroad, a deliberate attempt to wreck 
the Washington express, bearing $3,- 
000,000 in gold to the sub-treasury in 
New York, came near being successful 
early this morning at Folsom, near this 
city. The train, while going at a good 
rate of speed, ran into an Open switch. 
The engine was overturned, and the 
three baggage cars were derailed, but 
no one was injured. An examination 
of the switch by the railroad men dis­
closed the fact that the switch had 
been tampered with for the apparent 
purpose of wrecking the train. The 
railroad officials offer a reward of $500 
for the arrest and conviction of those 
tampering with the switch.

London, July 11.—The number of j 

American visitors at Stratford-on- 
Avon this year is far greater than ever, 
and, in fact, the town haa become so 
American that one of the largest ho­
tels has purchased an American ice 
chest and imported a barkeeper to 
make cocktails, the ingredients of 
which a Ibcal guide describes as con­
sisting of chain lightning, vitriol and 
bits of broken glasa. The Americans, 
so the guides claim, all are bent on 
writing their names on the wail of 
Shakespeare’s home, and especially on 
the window which hears Sir Walter 
Scott’s autograph. Many also ask to 
he allowed to lie upon Anne Hatha­
way’s rush mattress.

A FAMOUS BOY.
London, July 11.—Fame and fortune 

came to Kubelik, the wonderful boy 
violinist, almost in a day. A month 
ago he was unknown, outside of a 
coterie of musical enthusiasts, and 
now he is playing to immense audi­
ences. He has been sent for by the 
Queen and commande enormous prices 
for his services.

Saturday Kubelik was offered $525 to 
play at the reception of a well-known 
nobleman, but refused unless he was 
given twice the price.

Already over 1,000 engagements are 
booked for the youthful star In Ameri­
ca and on the continent. The boy’* 
parents are quite poor and his fortune 
will fall into worthy hands.

THE POWERS AND CHINA. 
Berlin, July 11—Regarding the atti­

tude of the powers, a foreign office 
official said that they continue har­
monious, and that the harmony just 
now is standing the first serious test, 
namely, the sending to China of an­
other Japanese division—an increase 
which the commanders at Tien-Tsin 
will especially welcome. "There is 
now," the official added, “no objection 
to the landing of forces by any of the 
allied powers, if they only hasten their 
arrival."

The British Charge D’Affaires, Lord 
Gough, said to a representative of the 
Associated Press: “The powers are 
now engaged in a new interchange of 
views regarding Japan's most recent 
inquiry, but each power has answered 
for itself. The powers are not in a 
hurry to formulate a more remote plan 
of political action In Chima. as the first 
thing necessary is the relief of Pekin."

PARTNER SHOT HIM.
New York, July 11.—John Maags, 51 

years old, of Hoboken, N. J., a manu­
facturer of upholstery trimmings, was 
shot through, the breast yesterday by 
his partner, Peter Steierwald. The 
men had quarreled over business af­
fairs. Maags’ wound is probably fatal.

NINE PERSONS POISONED.
Little Rock, Ark., July 10.—An entire 

family of nine persons died today near 
Calico Rock, Marion county, from eat­
ing poisonous toadstools, mistaking 
them for mushrooms. The family ate 
a hearty dinner, which included the 
supposed mushrooms. All were violent­
ly ill, and none recovered.

MARRIAGE OF A PRIEST.
Worcester, Mass., July 11.—Rev. J. 

Arthur Coutlee, a priest of the Roman 
Catholic Church, and Miss Georgiana 
Perrier, formerly a school teacher In 
Ontario, Canada, who eluded her 
parents and came 800 miles, were mar­
ried by Rev. Arthur St. James in the 
Beacon Street French Baptist Church 
here last night. A surging crowd filled 
the street, and crowded the edifice dur­
ing the ceremony.

Writing of the death of Franklin 
RIcLeay, the young Canadian actor, 
Clement Scott says:

"He was the most promising actor 
on the English stage, and Would soon 
have taken the first rank in Shake­
spearean and romantic drama. The 
place was his by right of genius and 
attainment, and it was almost within 
his grasp when he passed away. He 
was a graduate of Toronto University, 
a profound Greek scholar, and a pro­
fessor of elocution.

"He was discovered there in Canada 
by Wilson Barrett, and was by him 
tempted to leave the classics for the 
stage, and as was to have been expect­
ed. his first appearance was with Bar­
rett. His best success was as Nero in 
‘The Sign of the Cross,’ where his work 
was superb. Grace Warner was In the 
same company, and played the part of 
Poppea with almost equal success.

“Naturally, this gifted couple, being 
so close together, fell in love and were 
married. That was scarcely eighteen 
months ago. I was present at the cere­
mony, and never have I seen a hand­
somer or more perfectly mated couple. 
Both were in the pride of health, 
youth and beauty, and we all looked 
forward to the day when they would 
have a theater of their own, like their 
famous predecessors, Mr. and Mrs. 
Charles Kean, who were actors first 
and archaeologists afterward.

“The young Canadian's dramatic 
success grew and increased greatly 
under Beerbohm Tree. He made bril­
liant hits as Cassius and Hubert, and 
his performance as Derrick in 'Rip 
Van Winkle’ was the best thing in the 
play.

"It was his tremendous energy 
which killed him. He was never weary 
with well doing. He worked at the 
Canadian benefit night and day like a 
horse. He \vas rehearsing and attend­
ing committee meetings all the day­
light hours, and acting and writing 
letters all the night. It wras work, al­
ways work, and much of it for others, 
and without hope of reward.

"The last time I saw my dear friend 
I imolored him to take care of his 
health. He was then bitterly Indignant 
at the statement made In some of the 
London papers that Ottawa did not 
want a benefit, and that the money 
obtained would go to local Improve­
ments. He broke down to the verge 
of tears in my house, for he felt that 
the publie would, because of these 
stories, cruelly misjudge and misun­
derstand him.

"This brave young fellow was only 
30 years old when he died. He knew 
he had overtaxed his strength, but 
he went on working. Then came brain 
fever, unconsciousness and premature 
death.

"The next part hé would have played 
was Iago, which fact he foreshadowed 
at the Canadian matinee.”
